SHORT SESSION
OF LEGISLATURE

Two Bills of Importance 
Introduced

Were

Edmonton, Jan. 30.—iThe legisla­
ture held only a twenty minute ses­
sion this afternoon, at which the 
only business transacted was the first 
reading of the premier's assignment 
bill and the attorney-general’s su-

Ald. S. J. Clarke, who has been 
on an eastern trip, returned to Cal­
gary on Saturday morning after an 
absence of seven weeks spent chiefly 
in Buffalo, Toronto, Hamilton and 
Whitby.

Mr. Clarke when seen by the Alber­
tan stated that they were having 
weather just as bad if not worse 
than that in the west. Rain, sleet, 
snow and then a general freeze up 
followed by a thaw. Mr. Clarke re­
marked that he was not sorry to 
see the sun for the first time since 
he left, upon reaching Winnipeg en 
route to Calgary.

Mr. Clarke, to say the least, was 
surprised at the utter rottenness of 
the street railway system in Hamil­
ton. The cars are of the single 
track variety and rougher to ride on 
than a Sarcee cayuse. The tracks 
are in many cases down three inches 
below the pavement and the com­

pany will not repair them.
If the city sends out men to repair 

them it cannot collect the bill from 
the company.

In Toronto, with the same kind of 
a street railway, that is, owned by 
a private corporation, they are hav­
ing the same kind of trouble, only 
are taking more drastic measures to 
hold the company under some kind 
of control. In Toronto the city has 
at present $98,000 tied up in the 
courts, a sum consisting of fines 
that cannot be collected from the 
company.

In Hamilton the street railway 
company refuses to sell to the city 
except at such an exorbitant price 
that it would fle cheaper for the city 
to build a line sSFB.h own.

Aid. Clarke, ", A asked how the 
publicity department was managed in 
Hamilton, stated that the greatest 
cause for the new manufacturing con­
cerns starting up in that particular 
town was the fact that • they had 
very cheap power and good shipping 
facilities. The city of Hamilton is 
now going to have trouble with the 
power company, as it has the fran­
chise for the street lighting and 
power and the franchise for the street 
railway, and intends, now that ev­
erything is pretty well cinched for 
them, to raise the price of power.

Speaking of the Budd-Alexander 
proposition. Aid. Clarke is under the 
impression that some of the aider- 
men were; away off! to ever consider it.

Aid. Clarke believes that the city 
should act on the basis of “what 
we have we hold,” and considers it 
rank foolishness to give any fran­
chise away, especially as the city is 
in a good position to put them one 
and all through.

Regarding the city letting the 
Budd-Alexander outfit use the city’s 
plant for the purpose of experiment­
ing with it, after it is just getting 
on a smooth running basis, Mr. 
Clarke said, “not if he knew it.” 
For any of the aldermen to consider 
such a thing was unheard of. He 
thoroughly believes in letting this 
concern put its power to the edge of 
the city limits and then if it can 
produce power cheaper than the 
city, all well and good.

With the plant it has at present 
Calgary can supply 700 to 800 horse 
power, enough to light the entire 
city and run a street ' railway of 20 
cars. Aid. Clarke remarked in clos­
ing that he had seen too much of 
the rottenness of the giving away of 
franchises on this continent.

He remarked: “Why, any person 
or company would be glad to get a 
franchise for this power, as a mar­
ketable commodity if nothing else. 
No sir, I will fight for municipal 
ownership from the drop of|the hat.

Ottawa, Jan. 25.—A disastrous at­

tempt to get up campaign material for 
Hon. Richard McBride and his allies 
in British Columbia, was made in the 
house today by the Opposition. The 
case was one of a false scent, of bark­
ing up the wrong tree and was a boom­
erang. R. L. Borden set out to pro­
test against alleged federal interfer­
ence with British Çolumhia in regard 
to the sale of the Kaien Island Indian 
reserve lands to the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific. Mr. Borden was out in his facts 
and his constitutional law argument 
was described by the minister of jus­
tice as ridiculous and absurd..

What the Opposition did succeed in 
doing was to collect (juite a lot of in­
formation on the odoriferous subject 
of the Kaien Island land deals. Hon. 
William Templeman, W. A. Galliher of 
Kootenay, Ralph Smith of Nanaimc, 
and R. G. Macpherson of Vancouver 
made use of the opportunity.

Mr. Borden first of all regretted that 
the order-in-council concerning the 
transfer of the red man’s lands to the 
Grand Trunk Pacific railway should 
have been permitted to escape publi­
cation in the Canada Gazette.

"1 do not minimize the importance 
of terminals for the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific,” said Mr. Borden. He did want 
to point out, however, that the G.T.P. 
had fared moderately well af.lfhe hands 
of the government, getting first a 
guarantee of bonds for three-fourths 
of the cost of constructing the western 
section, getting a waiver of interest 
charges amounting to nine or ten mil­
lions, getting a waiver of the rent of 
the eastern section amounting to 
twelve or fifteen millions, and getting 
a free grant of right-of-way with the 
right to preempt minerals; getting al­
so, without investment, the right to is­
sue fifty millions of common stock.

Coming down to the Prince Rupert 
town site the Opposition leader proceed­
ed to sketch the transaction.
.‘With whom was the deal made?” 

queried Robert G. Macpherson of Van­
couver.

“With Mr. Bodwell, the agent of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific.”

“And Mr. Anderson ?”
The Opposition leader affected ig­

norance on the subject of the Ander- 
sons. He declared his inability to see 
where the constitution of Canada jus­
tified the interference of. the Federal 
government with the action of the 
British Columbia executive. The gov­
ernor of British Columbia was by the 
very basis of the constitution forbid­
den from accepting advice from the 
Federal government. Hence the order- 
in-council referring to the handing ov­
er of the Indian lands to the G.T.P. 
was “a breach of constitutional decor­
um” and was also “unwarranted and 
impertinent.”

Having other cases in mind, Mr. Bor­
den discovered that “provincial gov­
ernments are regarded as mere ap­
pendices, puppets, of the Federal gov­
ernment so long as they are controlled 
by the government in power.”

The Saskatchewan instance came to 
Mr. Borden’s mind, proved by the let­
ter of the provincial premier, admit­
ted by Sir Wilfrid Laurier. The lat­
ter had said that Governor Forget 
could not select F, W G. Haultain be­
cause F. W. G. Haultain had taken 
strong ground against certain provi­
sions of the autonomy bill, and thereby 
could not be chosen by the Liberal cau­
cus. What provision of the British 
North America Act required a lieuten­
ant-governor to name the choice of 
a party caucus ?

This last question remained unan­
swered.

With the other subjects, the minister 
of the interior dealt. The prime min­
ister at this time was out of the house. 
Mr. Oliver feared that his hon. friend 
was "laboring under a misappre­
hension of facts.” The order-in­
council mentioned, disposed of no 
lands. More than that, it was not con­
nected with) the disposition of any 
lands.

Mr. Borden asked : “With what 
then?”

The minister said he would come to 
It. On his way he expressed the view 
$hat to say the Federal government 
could not communicate with the pro­
vincial government, was an absurd 
doctrine. In this case the land in ques­
tion was the property of the Indians 
and the government could not give 
a foot of it to the G.T.P. The only 
other right to the land was a rever­
sionary one held by the province of 
British Columbia, in other words, the 
province would get the lands if all 
the Indians died. This reversionary 
right would affect the interests of the 
Indians if the G.T.P. were negotiat­
ing direct with them. The Dominion 
government, thinking it right and pro­
per as protector of the red men, ought 
to improve matters for them by ask­
ing the province to waive its rever­
sionary rights.

That was the explanation. The 
province wouid'nt waive, and the In­
dians sold out 13000 acres at $7.50 per 
acre, subject to the provisional inter­
est.

“It is easy to be generous at the 
expense of somebody else" quoth Dr. 
Alfred Stockton of St. John. It was 
kind of the Ottawa Government to 
contemplate the free gift to the G. T. 
P. of the British Columbia interest in 
thirteen thousand acres of land.

Hon. William Templeman contribu­
ted a lot of information about the 
deeds of the McBride government, 
which government he confidently ex­
pected would meet with “its just de­
serts” on the second of February. He 
saw in the Borden protest a sugges­
tion of the B. C. campaign.

According to Mr. Templeman a 
group of Victoria's speculators orga­
nized the idea of getting the G. T. P. 
to go to Kaien Island. They got the 
thousand acres of land at a dollar an 
acre, and turned it over to the rail­
way at four, and the transfer was 
made direct to the C. P. R. It was 
“a little syndicate, of which we have

As has been said a park, is one of 

the crucial needs of the city, and 
from its situation and conformation 
the fact that it is possessed of a 
huge number of shade bearing trees 
St. George’s park is above all oth­
er the most suitable for this pur­
pose. Connected as it will be by 
means of the bridge which is short­
ly to be constructed, it possesses 
within itself the ideal requirements 
for a public park.

It is neither too near, nor is it 
too distant; it is 'hot like Central 
Park, within the city limits and 
surrounded by residences, but at the 
same time is within easy reach.

Encompassed by historic associa­
tions it thereby acquires added in­
terest. Many years ago when Cal­
gary was but a frontier post early 
settlers and Indians coming down 
the Blackfoot trail, struck the old 
lord and crossing the island reached 
Fort Calgary.

Truly St. George’s island is the 
ideal park for tb^ city, neotllng as 
it does on the bosom of the Bow 
fanned by cool breezes, even in the 
extreme heat of summer, it will 
form a welcome seclusion to ladies 
and children who wish to escape 
from the heat and turmoil of the 
city.

The island is large enough to be 
laid out as a park, with a band 
stand, seats, tennis courts, bathing 
pools could be made, and fishing 
piers constructed.

As a pleasant spot for picnics, 
this island is unejqjualled; the scen­
ery looking west and east up and 
down the river encompassing the 
beautiful vista of the Bow Valley, 
and in the far distance the snow 
capped peaks of the majestic Rock­
ies is magnificent.

Editor Albertan:

I noticed a reference in a recent 
issue of your paper to the action of 
the hotel keepers in Calgary in the 
raising of their usual rates in their 
several hotels.

I think it savors too much of 
graft or greed on the part of some­
body. Who is the cause of this ex­
tortionate raise ? I suppose the 
hotel combine is.

Let us glance for a 
minute at the rates: $2.00 per day 
straight, 50 cents per meal, $7.00 
for meal ticket. They want us to 
pay for the hotel license, the brew­
ery bill, the booze slingers’ salary ;

Is there no public benefactor who 
will erect a large et«1ng house where 
we shall get good plain food and 
plenty of it ? The hotels certainly 
deserve a boycott from us. I sup­
pose they think they can get along 
without us, depending on the trav­
elling public.

good reason to believe that some 
members of the McBride government 
were participants.”

“Where did the money go to?" from 
R. G. Macpherson.

The minister from B. C. went on to 
say that there had been a parliamen­
tary investigation in the province, and 
two reports were made. True the ma­
jority report whitewashed the govern­
ment, but the minority report was a 
plain and the departure of Mr. Green 
from public life had followed.

The minister once more referred to 
the Victoria speculators 'as “a small 
band of speculators—male and female”

William Alfred Galiiher cast an ad­
ditional glare of illumination upon 
these matters. Then Hon. G. Eulas 
Foster put what he took to be the po­
sition of some of the provinces, in re­
gard to federal relationship, into ex­
pressive words. He said “servile 
obedience and alliance” and “subju­
gated obdience.”

The minister of justice ended this 
debate, and those who were most glad 
to see the end of it were those who 
had begun it

“Merchandise can now be produced 
from imported material in bonded 
faictaries. it seems to be sale and 
wise to carry the logic of this pro 
vision one step further, and have 
bonded or tree ports,. Suppose, in­
stead of a toonaed factory we bond

aw ell defined section of land con­
taining if you please several thous­
and acres. Within this bonded ter­
ritory all kinds of factories could 
be built and into this zone all kinds 
of raw material could be entered 
without the payment of duty. This 
port should, of course, contain no 
dwellings. 1 would allow free coal 
and every other element of manufac­
ture, except labor, to be entered 
free. In other words, this free port 
should be a great consumer of Am­
erican labor, the product of which, 
under the most encouraging condi­
tions, should be for import and 
export only. And if it were remov­
ed from the port for the purpose 
of domestic consumption, it should 
pay the same duty as if imported 
from abroad. I do not see where- 
the American people could be harm­
ed by such a policy and it would 
result in furnishing employment to 
those who choose to live beneath 
our flag, consume our products and 
work at the American scale of wag­
es. ,

All New England would be bene- 
fitted by such a port somewhere on 
ttfe North Atlantic coast. A similar 
port should be established in the 
vicinity of Norfolk and another on 
the gulf. It will take time to de­
velop the thought, but it is in ab­
solute harmony with the present 
btmded warehouse, bonded factory 
and drawback policy, and we have 
the example in the free ports in 
Germany.”

Homestead Regulations.
Any even nurnuer sec Lion ol Domin­

ion Lauds in Manitoba or me Nortn- 
Wesi Provinces, exception 8 ana Zi, 
not reserved, may be nomesteaded by 
any person me sole Head of a family, 
or male over is years of age, to the 
extent of one-quarter section of lov 
acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry or 
inspection must be made in person by 
the applicant at the office of the locai 
Agent or Sub-agent.

An application tor entry or Inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent, by the Sub-agent, the ex­
pense of the applicant, and if the land 
applied for is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application is to have 
priority and the land will be held un­
til the necessary papers to complete 
the transaction are received by mall.

In case of “personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
elalm.

An applicant for Inspection must be 
eligible for homestead entry, and only 
one applicant for inspection will be re­
ceived from an • individual until that 
application has been disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is In 
good standing and not liable to can­
cellation, may subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favor of 
lather, mother, son, daughter, brother 
>r sister, if eligible, but to no one else, 
In filing declaration ot aoandeumem

Where an entry Is summarily can­
dled. or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for Inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right ot 
entry.

Applications for inspection must in 
what particulars the homesteader is 
in default, and if subsequently the 
statement is found to be incorrect in 
material partclulars, the applicant will 
lose any prior right of re-entry, should 
the land become vacant, or If entry 
nas been granted It may be summarily 
câncôllôd»

Duties.—A settler Is required to per­
form the conditions under one of the 
following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of a homesteadei 
resides upen a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to resi­
dence may be satisfied by such person 
residing with the father or mother.

)3) If the settler has his residence 
upon farming, and owned by him in 
the vicinity of his homestead, the 
requirement may be satisfied by re­
sidence upon such land.

Before making application for patent 
the settler must give six months’ no­
tice in writing to the. Commissioner of 
Dominion Lands at Ottawa, of his in­
tention to do so.

Synopsis of Canadian North-West Min 
ing Regulations.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchas 
ed at $10 per acre for soft coal and 
$20 for anthracite. Not mere than 
320 acres can be acquired by one in­
dividual or company. Royalty at the 
rate of ten cents per ton of 2,000 
pounds shall be collected on the gross 
output.

Quartz.—A free miner’s certificate Is 
granted upon payment in advance of 
$5 per annum for an Individual, and 
from $5» to $100 per annum for a com­
pany according to capital.

A free miner, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,300x1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim Is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder In lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase the land at $1 
per acre.

The patent provides for the payment 
of a royalty of~SH per cent, on the 
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally 
are 100 feet aquare; entry fee $5, re­
newable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of the 
Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge In 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles 
Rental, $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
ot 2% per cent, collected on the output 
after it exceeds $16,000.

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Rev. Messrs Hunter and Cross- 
ley Bid Farewell to Friends

LARGE AUDIENCE;
INTERESTING SERVICE

Advice to the New Converts. 
Thanks to Many Persons

Last evening the farewell scene of 
Messrs. Crossley and Hunter's re­
vival campaign took place in the 
Central Methodist church.

Rev. Messrs. Kerby, Patterson, 
Bishop, Grant, Misener, the adjutant 
of the Salvation Army and others 
were supporting the evengelists.

The church began to fill as early 
as seven o’clock, but the congrega­
tion was not the largest that has 
assembled since the evangelists came 
to Calgary.

“There are many ministers present 
tonight,” said Mr. Hunter, “but I 
see there is room for the toman 
Catholic priest, for I suppose they 
are all priests.”

Several of the local ministers wish­
ed the evangelislts Godspeed.

Rev. Mr. Kerby said: “If there is 
anyone in Calgary who does not like 
the bringing of the brethren to this 
city, let them put the blame on my 
shoulders.

“There has been a certain amount 
of mean, carping criticism in the 
papers, but it doesn’t amount to the 
snapping of your fingers after all. 
We know they have done good and 
we are ,glad to have had them.

“Let us go to the train with them 
and show the city that we believe in 
thesç men and in the work they 
have been doing.”

Mr. Scott, the recorder, then stat­
ed that if as many were converted 
as the evangelists expected that 
evening, 500 would have taken the 
stand during the campaign.

Mr. Crossley addressed, the meet­
ing first, contrary to custom. He 
thanked the ministers for their sup­
port, the choir, organist and congre­
gations.

“No wonder we have had such 
excellent results; the ministers have 
emulated each other and you have 
helped too.

“Stand by your ministers, stand 
by your converts. Thirteen years 
from now I hope to return to Cal­
gary and find that, none of you 
have backslid.

“I will now say a few words es­
pecially to the new converts. Be 
trusting Christians, be joyous Chris­
tians; don’t put yourself in a straight 
jacket like some long-faced Chris­
tians outside Calgary. Be persever­
ing Christians, be exemplary Chris­
tians, be steadfast Christians, be life 
long Christians.”

“I have often been asked,” said 
Mr. Hunter, “how is it that you 
brethren are so successful? I’ll tell 
you. People all over the land are 
praying for us.

“I thank you all for your kind­
ness. I thank the organist and the 
choir. I am not a singer, but I will
know the notes when I getl to heaven. 
Keep the books that you hold in 
your’ hands as a souvenir of Bro. 
Crossley and myself. May you sing 
the new song in the sweet by and by.

“I thank the pastors for their help 
and support. I thank the papers ; 
they have treated us 'airly ; they 
sometimes have their little squibs 
but we have been before the public 
for 30 years and they know what 
we are. Sometimes some little fel 
low will let off a little squib, but 
that doesn’t amount to anything.

“I thank the ushers, I thank you 
friends, I thank the treasurers, they 
couldn't do a mean thing I think.

“All expenses will have ,to lie paid 
before we touch a cent.

“Some little fellow occasionally 
throws a squib, but what would a 
theatre packed as this church is 
filled tonight mean ?

“What right has some careless, 
Christless man to say to ^his person 
who put $25 on the plate tonight, 
‘Why do you do this?” These men 
who don’t give five cents to the ser­
vices.

“We always pay for our board 
wherever we stay, just like at a ho­
tel, although Bro. Kerby would glas- 
ly entertain us free.

“On my knees I promised the Lord 
that if Calgary were moved I would 
keep a missionary in the field at 
my own expense; so my friends, part 
of what you have given us and part 
of what you have given at the ser­
vices is going to send a missionary 
out in the world to preach the gos­
pel.

“Adjutant, I have much pleasure in 
handing you $40 for the Salvation 
Army, $80 I give to the hospitals 
on behalf of the citizens of Calgary 
and ourselves.

“I am not hoarding my dollars 
myself. Mrs. Hunter and three chil­
dren have less than $4,000. God 
bless you and thank you for what 
you have given, and if you haven’t 
given any, may the Lord take it 
out of your stingy souls.

“If anyone says anything against 
the evangelists we’ll run him out 
of the city.

“Sometimes you laugh, sometimes 
you cry; whether I am laughing or 
whether I am weeping, I always have 
the same motive, but if God has 
given me any special message it is 
to the teeming mass of people.

“I was born among them. Labor­
ing men and women are God’s gen­
tlemen and gentlewomen.

“This cursed caste we have in so­
ciety is creeping into our land, de­
stroying our nation. I’ll touch my 
hat to every girl I meet coming from 
a factory or store.

“I love everyone. I would go to 
the bar room any hour of the day or 
night.

“I have said some strong things, 
but I have said them kindly. Now I 
come to my last message to you:

“If you go through this service 
and are not converted and are lost 
in the fierytorments of hell, you will 
say, ‘Oh, if I had only listened to 
those evangelists that 30th day of 
January, 1907.’

The usual appeal was made and 
many responded.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH- 
WEST.

Homestead Regulations.
Any even numnered section of Do­

minion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche­
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded by 
any person who is the sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

Entry must be made personally at 
the local land office for the district in 
which the land is situated.

The homecteader is required to per­
form the conditions connected there­
with under one of the following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year for three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of the homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for the requirements 
as to residence may be satisfied by 
such person residing with the father 
or mother.

(3) If the settler has his perman­
ent residence upon farming land own­
ed by him in the vicinity of his home­
stead, the requirements as to residence 
may be satisfied by residence upon the 
said land.

Six months’ notice in writing should 
be given to the Commissioner of Do­
minion Lands at Ottawa of intention 
to apply for patent.

There are many questions of public Interest that might be touched 
upon at this time, yet all I desire to say Is that If honored with your 
confidence you can at all times depend on finding me a supporter of 
honest and consistent government, and a staunch advocate oj anything 
which in my opinion tends to build up a Greater Calgary, and confirm 
her position as the commercial centre of the great west.
