a erushing toll upon flour. Besides this,
the imported merchandise uses the entire
length of road, whereas much of the
flour umes little or none of it. Bat
the argument which we fancy will have
most weight with the Executive is that
the tellgate being placed at Soda Creek
a very large portion of the traffic
would find its way through trails
diverging from the trunk road
West of Soda Creek, and theres
by evade tolls altogether. This
i8 no mere hypothetical objection,
Three trails now leave the main road
West of that point,and they are used for
the supply of the Furks Quesnel, Keith=
ley, Horsefly, Antier and Cedar Creek
country. Nor is this ali, A trail has
been receutly opened leading to the
Forks of Quesnel, which it is elaimed
will, to a great extent, supereede the
present highway as a means of traffic
even to William Creek. Not only is
this trail said to be a near cut, but it
Ppasses through a country abounding in
teed for amimals. It leaves the trunk
road some 27 miles on this side of Soda
Creek ; and it is said, and with much
show of reason, that the presence of a
toligate at Soda Creek would exert a
potent influence in augmenting the trate
fic thereupon. It must be perfectly
olear that to remove the toligate to Soda
Creek would result in loss of revenue
ag well as in great injustice to those
who have entered into large transactions
upon the faith' of existing conditions ;
while it would inflict very great harde
ship upon the entjre farming community
along the valley of the Fraser between
Big Bar'and Soda Creek—the principal
wheat=growing country East of Clinton,
Bus there is a distinot point raised in
one of the numerous communications
which have reached _us, and which we
think ought to receive attention. We
will permit our correspondent to pre~
sent 1t in his own graphio language :
‘But why cannot the tolls be equalized ?
Wky should a four-horse team load of floar

SUBSIDIES TO FLOUR MILLS{

Mr DeCosmos moved That this Council,after
having had under consideration the petition re-
specting the granting of subsidies to flour
mills, is of opinion that it is expedient to ens
courage the manufacture of flour from home-~
grown wheat, and would therefore respectfully
recommend to his Excellency the @onernor—

1 That proclamation be made in the Gows
ernment (Gazette to the effect, that if any owner
of a flonr mill in Victoria, Saanich, Cowlchan,
or Comox shall prove to the satisfaction of the
Governor that he has, in any one year, man-
ufactured five hundred barrels of good
merchantable flour from wheat grown in
the colony, such mill owner shall be entitled
to receive from the Government $500.

2 That if any such mill owner shall also
prove te ‘the satisfaction of the Governor that
he has; in-any su.h year, mnnufactured more
than 500 barrels of flour frem homesgrown
wheat, he shall also be entitled to receive $1
per barrel for every barrel exceeding 500 bare
rels, till the number shall have reached 1000
barrels.

3 That the proposed subsidies shall, if the
conditions be complied with, be continued
for three years from the date of this proclamax
tion,
