SEALING CLAIMS.

W asHINGTON; Nov. 25.—The British em-
bassy received to-dey from the foreign office
full correspondence respecting the claims
for compensation on acoount of British ves-
sels seized in Behring sea by United States
cruisers. Brief cable extracts from reporte

have appeared, but the correspondence is
full of interest as ib brings eut the spirit
with which Sir Julian Pauncefote answered
the criticiems of Senator Morgan.

In informing Lord Kimberly that the
bhouse of representatives had defeated the
measure for the payment of the claims, Sir
Julian wrote :  Strong parvy feelings would
seem alone to account for the rejection of so
just and desirable an arrangement, and, as
your lordship will have notived in my dis-
patohes, statements have been made in con-
gress which are entirely misleadiog both as
to the law and facts of the case; It is° urged
that the present claimsare simply made out
of indirect damages because they include, in
some cases, the loss of profits of the fishery
seagson by sealing vessels, warned out of
Behring sea.

¢ It is pretended that the great msjority
of the sealing vessels on behalf of which
claims have beett made were the property of
United States citizens, whereas there is no
evidence whatever of any change of owner-
ship in these vessele, while all carried the
British flag and British registers. There
osn be no doubth that these statements were
caloulated to prejudice the minds of many
members of congress, and also to tarn public
opinion against a settlement of the question,
both equitib'e and advantageous .0 bo 4
patties.”

Oo March 15 Sir Julian wrote un elaber-
ate anawer to Senator Morgan’s criticisms on
the claims, ‘After answering one after an-
other of the senator’s statements he added :

NANAIMO ASSIZES.

Naxamo, Nov. 26.—(Special) —The fall
assizes opened this morning before Judge
Crease, the deputy attorney general appear-
iog on behalf of the crown. The grand jury

returned a true bill in Regina v. Farquhar,
but threw out Regina v. Gibbs,

The first case tried was that of Regina v.
Frank, of Comox, in which a true bill had
been found by the grand jury abt Westmin-
ster, but the venue had been changed to
Nanaimo. The prisoner was aceused of the
manslaughter of Jimmy Mitchell who died
at Steveston early in July. It was found at
the post mortem that the skull was fruc-
tured. The fracture was ascribed to a blow
struck by the prisoner in the course of a
row ab Denman' island severel days bsfere.
The evidence for the prosecution and de-
fence was all put in and the case will be
concluded to-morrow. )

-The defendant in Regina v. Farquhar, for
obtaining money under pretences, failed
to respond when the case was called and the
general belief in local circles is that he has
skipped.

The crown prosecutor said he would apply
to eschead the bail if the defendant fails to
appear before the assizes were over, other-
wise he would ask 1o have the case put over
to the next assizes. In the meantime the
witnesses were dismissed.

It is expected the case of Regina v. Planta
will be laid before the grand jury in the
morning.

THE SULTAN’S LETHARGY.

Refusal to Allew Increase of War-
- ships in Bosphorus—Reports
of French Massaeres.

Fresh Armenian Demonstrations—Fi-
nancial Considerations Severely
Hamper the Turks.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 25.—U. 8. Min-
ister Terrell has received a dispatch from
Aintab announcing the safe arrival there of
the American missionaries belonging to the
Central Turkey mission. They say thav full

The latter now says that he is satisfied that
the 172 missionaries in Anatolia are safe.
Feom what can be learned here, the situ-
ation in Anatolia seems much more tranquil
than for some time past.

Be that as it
may, no foreigner here doubts that an in-
crease in the number of guariships here is
necessary for the protectien of the foreign
population,.and this belief gains ground ow-

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THAT BOUNDARY DISPUTA.

The boundary dispute with Venezaela is
nob regarded as very important by the Brit-
ish public. Were it nob for the American
nowspapers very little indeed would hace
besn heard of she misunderstanding with
Veétiezaela, - Those newspapers have seized
upon it becanse It gave them , potext fo

,i-! Baderstog 1y g seen ab once that the
Monroe doctrine ay it is interpreted by the
Americans, ghemaelves does not apply to it.
abat docirine deolares that the United
States is opposed to the acquisition of new
verritory on the American continent by any
European power. But Great Britain does
not propose to acquire new territory in
South America. What it is determined to do
is to retain territory which it has olaimed to
own for very nearly ome hundred years.
Mr. H. Somers Somerset in the November
number of the Nineteenth Cemtury gives a
short history of this much discussed hoan.
dary question :

“In 1797,” he says, ** Gread Britain took
the territory of Guaiana from the Dutoh, and
finding that no very definite limits had been
set batween them and their Spanish neigh-
bors, proceeded to demack a rough boun-
dary line following as ciosely as possib e the
extreme lmib of the borders of their pre-
deocessors.

** The frontier lines of the eighteenth cen-
tury had beem necessarily of the vaguest
character, fer they ran through great
wastes of untravelled foresv land, and the
Spaniards ab least do not seem to have been
anxions to guard against a ocertain amount
of encroachment on the part of the Datch.

‘“ The latter, however, had been  more
alert, and had not only spread into the
Veneznelan colony, but had from time to
time obtained an unwilling concession of the
Cuyuni river and a general extension of
vheir influence to the morth of the Kase-
quibo. The English on their arrival had
vheir boundary line inland from Point
Borima, claiming thet they only wished to
rule over Datoh territory, and that they be-
lieved this to be the frontier of the country
which they had taken by right of oon-
quest.”

' This, then, is the claim of Great Britain.
The territory ever which the Dutch exer-
oised sovereignty is the only territory which
eshe claims to hold. And not even thabt, for
she seems to heve been quite willing to give
up some of the land which the Datch had
acquired which had been within the limits
of the colomy of Venezuela.

As long as Venezaela remained a ocolony
the Spaniards did not trouble their heads
about boundary lines ; buv as soon as the
Venezuelans had gained their independence
they began to talk about the boundary be-
tween their couatry and British Guiana. The
dispute so far seems to have been a friendly
one,and Greav Britain, according to Mr.
Somerseb, ., ‘“opened sthe negotiations by
laying down the claim which she "had’ in-
herited from ‘the -Dutoh in 1797, bat de-
clared that in the interests of peace she
wouald be willing to withdraw™ her right to
some miles of wasbe ground on certain condi-
tione.” But the Verzuelans were too busily
engaged in quarrelling among themselves'to
Pay much stention to the boundary ques
tion, and the running of the frontier line
was put off for a more convenient season,
Se Englanc retained in undisputed posses-
sion for many years all the territory to
which she had laid claim.

In 1850 gold was discovered in the Cayuni
country. It was no longer comsidered a
worthless region, and consequently the
Venezuelans claimed it as theirs and pro-
ceeded to aot as if they were its ‘owners,
They tried to drive the British miners out
of the country, and in this they were no
doubb encouraged by the assertors of the
Monroe dootrine in the United States.

‘“ The 'Evglish Government,” says Mr.
Somerset, ‘“in view of the increased value
of their territory ordered a small force to
the gold mining districts for the protection
of British subjects, and demanded of Vene.
zuela a recognition of thelr boundary righte
as they stood, until such time as & more fall
eurvey of the country should have been
made by 'both Governnients, and a final and
definite: frontier decided upon. Venezuela
woswered by reciting the Papal Bull of vhe
sixteenth century, which divided the New
World ' amonget the Catho'ic conntries
of Spain and Portugal, and descending
to detaila laid claim to all lands to the north
of the Essequibo—about ome half of the
British colony. At this jancture the Uaited
States stepped in with a suggestion of arbi.
tration, and Eogland, still anxious for a
friendly settlement, agreed om condition
that the matter under disenssion should re-
late solely to' that teact of ‘ country whioh
mightbe fairly sald to be in dispute, but re-
fused to discuss the abeurd claims of Vene-
zuela, pointing out that for these no ‘basis
of arbitration counld be arrived av. And thus
the matter stands.” :

The Eoglish, we are told, have on several
ocoaslons offered:to withdraw from the ex.
treme frontiers which they have so long
guarded. The Veneznelans, on the other
hand, have demanded = complete evacaation
of s covntry which was never before claimed
a8 Spanish. There can be no doubt thab the
Veneznelans havebeen encouraged by Uaited
States jingoes te push their mnreasonable
claimé and to obstinately refuse any offer of
settlement on fair and reasonable gronnds.
The Venezuelans may find, and doubbless

will find, that by plading faith in the unan.

thorized assurances of irrespounsible American
politicians and journalists, they bave been
led to take a position whiech they eannot
maintain and from which they oannot re-
treat without hamilistion; :

We have
not much faith in the dream of Imperial
Federation, but. we cordially admiv Mr.
Chamberlain’s plea that it is & dream which
has vividly impressed itself on the minds of
the English-speaking race. Such dreams
may b3 prephecies or portents: they become
prophecies when they are let alone to work
outb their own realization, they are portents
when statesmen try to give them premature
embodiment, Let the fesling of sympathy
bstween the Mother Conntry and the tolo-
nles grow, let everything be done to draw
us pearer together in'commercial as well as
In personal intergourse, and the question of
Federation will solve itself,

This is the Standard’s estimate of the
speech :

No statesmsn of our time is more satu-
rated with the Imperial idea than Mr.
Chamberlain, and the speech which he made
ab & %nqueh to celebrate the completion of
the Natal-Transvaal Railway would have
filled some Colonial Secretaries of thirty
years ago with amszement. It was a
buoyant and cheerful diecourse; and if i
did not map out any new lines of Colonial
policy, 1t at least made it perfectly olear
vhat Mr. Chamberlain has taken up his office
with a clear and definite ideal before him.
The time when the silly and misohievous
talk about * ocmtting the paintver” waes, if
not welcomed, at least tolerated, having
long gone by, we have mew to develop our
Colonies, not only with dae regard to bheir
inheritance of a common language and com-
mon traditions, but with the knowledge that
community of interest ‘is, after all, the
strongest bond between the scattered mem-
bers of a great empire.

4 OAPITAL SUGGHBSTION.

Alderman Williams, when he on Monday
night said that the proper functions of an
alderman were purely legislative, gave
utterance to a very important truth, and
one which, H aoted upon, would do much
towards making municipal government effi-
cient. As long as aldermen confine them-
selves to making laws and to drawing up
rules and regulations they cannot go far
astray. It is when they attempt to do baei-
nese requiring for its proper performance
professional and mechanical knowledge and
skill that they blunder and waste the peo-
ple’s money. And we must say that nothing
better could bs expected under such a sye-
bemr as ours. A committee of the City Coun-
cil is notptit, from its very combltnolon; todo

wore than a li.ole debating society, and a de-
bating socsty of even skilled men is not an
instrum-u. which any really able adminis-
trator would willingly ohoose to-do admin-
iptrative work. ‘Bub when it is considered
that the greater number of these committes

they are required to do, but absolutely
ignorans of its firsv prinoiples, the wonder is
nob that they muake egregious mistakees, but
thab ‘they do anything even decently
well. . Whay, for instance, does the ordinary
common dpuncillor know about hydrostatics
and ‘hydraulics, and the conditions neces-
sary bo ensure & city a plentiful supply of
pure water? Wev a committee of the City
Council have full control of the oity’s water-
works.” It is true that they have the assfst-
ance of the city engineer and other skilled
men, but it is astonishing to see how soon
some common gouroillors are convinoced that
they can dispense with the adviee of an en-
gineer. In a wonderfully short space of
time they come to the conclusion that they
‘““know it all,” and that professional men
and experts are nothing better than humbugs
and faddists. By and by they geb them.
selves and their committees into scraper,
but experience does not teach them ocaution
or lessen in the slightest degree their con-
fidence in their own skill and wisdom. And
80 they go on wasting the ratepsyers’ money
ard giving the citizons the worst kind of
servies; yeb the poor men wonder why
it is the po'onle are not satisfied. It is the
same with street making and street repair-
ing, the conmetraction of sewers, eleotric
lighting and other services whioh oan only be
properly performed by men who ghoroughly
understand their business. There is not,
we venture to 8ay, a mercantile or a me.
chanioal concern in the country that would
not be run into she grourd in a very short
time if it were managed in the same ‘Way as'
the city’s affairs are managed.. *‘ Too many
cooks spoil the broth ” is a trus ssying when

| those who are trying to make the soup are

cooks ; it can easily be imagined what kind
of a mees they would concoct if none of them
ever learned o0 cook.

It is to be hoped when the Manicipalities
Act is agein before the Legislature for
amendment some enlightened and cours gous
legislator will reconstruct it in such a way’
a8 to take executive work out of the hands
of the aldermen and.place it in those of mén
who have been trained to do the work they
undertake to perform. When this change

-But if she is not
again interfered ”'wlb_h Japan may be de-
pended upon to bring vhe barbarous tribes
that inhabit a large part of that island under
subjection or exterminate them. The money
she gets from China she seems determined
touee in strengthening her army and her
navy 80 that in & very few years Russia or
any other power that picks a quarrel with
Japan will find her an enemy by no means
to be despised.

When the Japanese consider the position
that they might have oocupied but for the

belp ther in their war with China, it is’not
surprising that they are angry and sore,
The fruits of victory have been snatched out
of their hands, and there were indications
not long ago that Rassia would gain a great
deal more from China’s defeat and humilia-
tion than her conquerors. It is not im-
probable that this will in the long run be
the cagse. It is not ab all certain that in-
creasing the power of Russia in Eastern
Asia will be more oconducive to
the prosperibty of that part of the world and
to the interests of peace in general then to
have permitted Japan to epjoy, without
check or restraint, the superiority she had
fairly gained by her military prowess. If the
Japan Daily Herald expresses the opinion of
British subjects who are residents theyare by
no means displeased to see that Japan has
not sucoeeded in all her designs, open and
secret, Commenting on the collapse of Jap-
an’s policy in Korea, that paper says :

We congratulate Japan on the reversal of
the erroneous policy which it has so per-
sistently pursued in the peninsula, and no
matter whether its present courre has been
dictatedsby fear or by wisdom, the end that
is in view is the same. Its retreats alike in
Lisotuong and Korea have been governed by
the necessities of the time. It would
wavored livtle short of madness had apan.
stood up againet such an alliance of the
Powers thav actually came publicly to the
tront in the first instance, and would in the
second, had it beea necessary, have been
prepared to invincibly demonstrate against
all that Japan counld have done against them,
had it been so foolish as to be defiant to-
wards them. "

A man of very peculiar character and ex-
traordinary gifts, named Schlatter, has cut
out for the philosophers: and peychical in-
quirers a good deal of serious wark. Schlat-
ter seems to be a devout, simple-minded,
unpretentious man whom multitudes believe
to be endowed with the gift of healing. He
from the accounte we have read of him uses
none of the arts of the charlatan. He does
nob administer medicine of any kind ; he is
cenerous with hig blessings and he directe
some of thote who apply to him for relief
and cure to use handkerchiefs which he
gives. He makes no oharges and he retarns
the money that is sent him by letter. He
faste and he prays and he spends much time
in solitary meditation.

While he was at Denver the house in
which he lodged was besieged by people
afflicted with all sorts of infirmities. It does
not appear that faith is considered by him
as a pre-requisite to ocure. It would seem
that he does all he can to "elp those that
apply to him for atd, withouv regard to age,
eex or condition. It is not the igcnorant and
credulous who alone have faith in the healing
power of Sochlatter. Men of intelligence
and of a sceptical tura of mind bave come to
look upon him as a veritable healer. One of
his devout bslievers in Colorado is a promin-
ent railway man, and railway men are, we
believe, not remarkable for credulity or any
form of freshness. He was, we are told,
‘* enlisted among the admirers of the strange
man through a marvellous ocure effected
in his family.” Others who were ashamed to
have it known that they had applied to the
healer were oured or relieved by him,
While in Denver ‘he treated at the
rate of a thousand a day for the
first montb, and then the popularity of
the healing influence spread until he was
pressed for time to administer to rich and
poor.”  ““For a week,” the New York
Herald's account of this singular man and
his work says, ‘“Schlatter was like an
athlete preparing for another severe drain
on his physic.l resources by a ocourse of
training that has characterized all his mi-
gratione, He believes in mortifying the
flash, and for a period of something less than
ten days had been tapering off on the amount
of food taken into the system. He has not
taken a fall meal during the last seven days,
and the entire nourishment absorbed in that
time would scarcely serve for a single din-
ner for a laborer. A bite of bread and a sup
of tea or wilk are all that passed his lips.”. ;

Whether Schlatter is an impostor or nob,
healing by the laying on of hands is nothing
new. The power to a greater or le:s extent
has been attributed to many men and
women in diffsrent sges. Tois must be said
in Schlatter’s favors-he is no valgar quack.
He makes no pretensions. To one who tried
to find the secrev «f his power *¢ he gave the
impression that he was merely a tool in the
hands of an all-powerful being who. was
directiog bis movements, and that he was
simply executing the will of one who was
more potent than any human comprehension
oould fathom.”

This man’s character acrd the nature of
the work he olaims to do will, without
doubt, be closely inquired into, and i5 will

be interesting to ‘know how the inquiry will
be conducted and the oconclusions ap whioh
the inquirers will ariive. The public have
ocertainly not heard the last of Schlatter.,

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HUNDREDS KILLED.

Massacres at Marash of the Most Ter-
rible Nature—Mission Build-
ings Fired.

Turkish Authorities Deseribe a Num-
ber of Disquieting Dispatches
a8 Absolutely False.

ConSTANTINOPLE, via Sofis, Bulgaria,
Nov. 26.—Dauring the day details were re-
ceived here regarding the outbreak at Mar-
ash on November 19, showing that the mas-
sacres were of the most terrible nature. The
missionaries declare that many huadreds of
people were killed and that all the sohool
buildings were burned to the ground by the
rioters.

Lonpor, Nov. 26.—A despatch to the
Daily News from Constantinople says that a
telegram has been received there from Khar-
pub explaining the manner in which the re-
cent destruction of American mission prop.-
erty occurred. The American mission build-
inge at Kharput were set on fire separately,
according to the velegrams. The soldiers’
college building was saved. .

A Times despatch says the opinion pre-
vails in diplomatic circles that a European
conference is indispensable for the settie-
ment of ths Turkish question, for although
the powers have agreed, this agreement can-
nob be changed into action for fear of draw-
ing Europe into a dangerous Eastern situ-
ation. The winter snows will keep the
Asiatic provinces quiet, but something must
be done before springtime revives the ex-
citement and Macedonia ie brought into the
movement, Consuls estimate the loss of
property as a result of the Diarbekir
riots alone at $2,000,000. General alarm
still continues here, despite reassuring
reports from the provinces, and the
wealthy Armeniane sleep at the hotels
in preference to remaining at their homes.

WasHINGTON, Nov. 26 —The Tarkish
legation has received from the Sublime Porte
the following telegram under to-day’s date.
The Armenian rioters of Aintab having
wounded one soldier and four Muesulmans,
a few more troubles have cocurred in that
city. The advices stating that there is no
security ab the Charoum and.at Singhourli
are absolutely false. The authorities of To-
kat have taken the necessary steps for the
recovery and the restitution to the
owners of all articles stolen in ocer-
tain villages and excepting a few inci-
dents of livtle importance that took place at
Marash, the tranquillity is perfect in the

province of Altpho. No disturbances have
occurred since the 23rd inst., in the prov-
inces of Sivas, Angora, Moussout, Kasta-
meuuni, Syria, Scutari, Africa, Hediaz.
Hudavendighar, Crete, Jahina, E:zsroum,
Yemen, Kossoto, Trebizonde and Salonioa,
and inthe sandjaks of Tchataldja, Jerusalem
and Iemadt.”

Official advices received hers report the
occurrence at Aintab of serious trouble con-
sequent upon . the Armenians wounding a
soldier and four Mussulmans. The officials
at Tokat have taken measures for the dis-
covery and restoration to the owners of all
the articles stolen recently in the different
villages, and with the exception of a few un-
important inoidents complete quiet prevails
throaghout Marash and vicinity.

AFFAIRS IN CUBA,

Havana, Nov. 26.—The S.S. Alfonso
XII arrived here, to-dgy. feom. . Spain with a

battalion of marines, consiating of 38 officers :int'nnly his attitude on the school question,

and 850 men. The steamship also had on
board 500 recruits for the different batta-
lions on the ground. Upon landing, the
newly arrived troops were received by
General Ardrins, the military commander
here.

The forces of Rego, the insurgent leader,
acocording to official advices at the last en-
gagement, lost about 100 killed and wounded.
Among the wounded was General Rego him-
self. A large quantity of sugar cane has
been burned at a plantation near Soledad.
The cane belonged to an American.

Satolil, and I will have the honor of
conferring the-beretta, Immediately after
the announcement s made in the consisto
on Monday the member of the Noble Guard
designated by the haly father to be the
bearer of the beretta and senchetto will
leave Rome for Washington City. No
further details of the ceremony will be
arranged until after his arrival. It oan be
said, however, that in all particulars the
ceremony will be similar to that of my
elevation, the details of which were pub-
lished at such length in all your papers. It
will inclade the unsual procession of digni-
taries and clergy, special music, ete.

‘‘ Upon_entering the cathedral, Mpgr. Sa-
bolli and I. will ocoupy positions upon the
epistle and gospel side of the sanotuary re-
spectively. The member of the Noble Guard
from Rome and other designated members
of the hierarchy will be imvited to seats
within the chancel. The ceremony of con-
ferring the cardinalate will precede the
mass, and at its conclusion Mgr. Sabolli
will leave the sanctury and exchange his
purple robes for those of a cardinal. Upon
his return he will celebrate high pontifical
mass, assisted by -such bishops  or
priests as he himself shall designate.
Then will follow the sermon, and this
is about all that can be stated in re-
gard to the ceremony at this time. The
invitations vo the ceremony are now being
printed after a formula nused upon the ocoa-
sion of my own elevation to the cardinalate,
which I furnished Mgr. Satolli ab his re-
quest. The invitatione upon these occasions
are always extended personally by the per-
son whose elevation is the occasion of the
gathering. They will doubtless be sent to
all the prelates of the country with whom
from time to time Mgr. Satolli has been
brought into official and personal relations.

ALEXANDRF DUMAS. .

Paris, Nov. 27.—Alexandre M. Dumas,
well known author, died peacefully at 7:45
o’clock this morning surrounded by hisjfam-
ily. While his physicians and friends had
become convinced that his case was hope-

less and that death was only a question of
time, it was not expected that the end would
come 80 soon. A bulletin issued at 6 o’clock
staved that the slight improvement in the
oondition of the patient which was manifest-
ed yesterday was found to be maintained vo-
day. Soom. after this M. Dumas
fell asleep and awoke again at
6:30 o'clock. He feebly uttered o
few words to those about his bedside and
then sank and died. President Faunre and
ex-Empress Engenie have made frequent in-
quiries regarding the condition of "the dis-
tinguished patient since his serious illness
was first made known. M. Dumas was the
younger son of the well known novelist and
dramatic writer, and was himself an author
of oconsiderable repute. He was bora in
1824, was & member of the French Academy
and was Commander of the Legion of
Honor. 7

| TELEGRAPHICALLY DEAD.

Chicago Completely Cut Off by Wind-
storms—Great Damage Done
at Indianapolis.

Trains Late—Wind of Unpreeedented:
Violenece in Missouri, Arkansas
and Texas.

Caicaeo, Nov. 26.—Up to 11 o’clock thid
morning thia oty was practically dead tele-
graphically. Last night’s storm of mingled
rain, sleet and snow utterly prostrated elec-
trical communication of all sorts within the
city limits, and the heavy aocumulations of
sleet and snow broke down wires of all sorts.
In the business district the telegraph and
telephone wires are upder ground, but in
the outskirte they rise to the surface and are
carried on poles. The weight was so great

in many places that the poles were broken
and went down with the wires. Even the
heavy trolley wires were unable to with-
stand the rain, and the wires mingled in in-
extricable confusion with the telephone and
telegraph systems, including the police and
fire alarm wires.

Finally the Postal eecured intermittent

~communioation between this city and Cleve-

land, over which the Associated Press man.
aged to get a little news, and both that
company and the Weatern: Union had es-
tablished communication with St. Louis,
and were accepting the Associated Press
news and general business, The Chicago
and Milwaukee Telegraph Co. also got ite
wires between the board of trade and Mil-
waukee and hews and business began to
move., Altogether it was the most com-
plete telegraphio isolation which this olty
hae suffered in many years. Freight traffio
from every direction by rail was practically
blocked and all the pagsenger trains were
much delayed, even inside of the city, in
spite of every effort. .
INpIANAPOLIS, Nov. 26.—The wind stormr
which sacoeeded the four inch rain fall last’
night did considerable property damage in
this city, but hannlby escaped withoup
injury. Many smal

—The blizzard which
seb in here early last evening subsided this
morning, after leaving six to eight feet of
snow on the ground, badly orippling the
railroad and impeding all lines of travel.
Telegraph lines are down in all directions.
No damage, however, has yet been reported
in this city. It was learned that the storm
raged violently throughout Missouri, Arkan-
sas and Texan. .In the latter state it swept
over the ranches, covering them with snow
several inches deep, severely exposing all
kinds of live stock to ite fury. If the tem-
perature falle lower there will be a great
lose-of catble and sheep. ’

atorm tesohed this city abt 2 o’glock, this
morning which played havoo with the tele-

raph and telephone wires. The streets to-
ay were strewn with signs and rubbish ;

No disasters have been
reported from the lake as yet.

very great, but no fatalities have occurred,
Most of. the loss has been due to the high
water in the harbor caused by the pre-
vailing direction of the wind. The water in
the harbor and river has risen at least six
feet since yesterday.

As a rule the New York Central tracks at
the foot of Georgia street, have been washed
away and no belt line - trains Have run all
day. The tracks of the Philadelphia and
Reading  have also been washed out at the
same place and trains on that road are all
stalled here. Squaw island, situated north
of Ferry street and extending t0 the inter-
natianal bridge, was almost completely sub-
merged, and some of the residente of the
island were forced to hastily pack np and
leave their homes to the meroy of the waves.

A great deal of damage was done along

Rt. Hon. Joseph Chamberlain on
Closer Counection With the

" Motherland.

One of the Most Important Chapters
About to Be Written in
Colonial Annals.

(Frem the London Times.)

Mr. Chamberlain spoke oo Wednesday at
a banquet given ab the Hotel Metropole by
the Agent-General for Natal to celebrate the
completion of the Natal-Transvaal railway.
He said : Mr. Peace, Sir Charles Tupper,
my-Lords, and Gentlemen,—[ thank you
eincerely for the hearty reception which you
have given to this toast. I appreciate very
much the warmth of your welcome, and 1
see in it confirmation of the evidenoce which
is afforded by the cordial and graceful tele-
cam from the Premier of Natal which has
geen read by your chairman, and by other
public and private communications which I
have received, that any man who makes it
hie daty, as I do, to draw closer together
the different portions of the British Empire
will meet with hearty sympathy, encourage-
meanb and support. (Cheers.) I thank my
old friend and oolleague, Sir Charles
Tupper, for the kind manner in which he
has spoken of me. He has said much, no
douby, that transcends my merits, but that
is a circumstance 8o unuenal in the life of a
politician vhat I do not feel it in my hears g
complain. (Lsughter ) I remember that
D:. Oliver Wendell Holmes, who was cer-
tainly one of the mosv genial Americans who
ever visited theae shores, said that when he
was young he liked his praise in teaspoon-
fuls, that as he got older he preferred it in
tablespoonfuls, and that in advanced years
he was content to receive it in Iadles,
(Laughter.) Iconfess I am arriving at the
eriod when I sympathize with D¢, Oliver
endell Holmes. (Laughter.) Gentlemen,
the ocoasion which has brought us vegether
is an extremely interesting one. We are
here to congratulate Natal, ite government
and ite people, and to congratulate ourselves
on the completion of a great work of com-
mercial enterprise and clvilization which
one of our colonies, which happens to be the
last to havs been included in the great cirole
of self governing communities, has brought
to a succassful conclusion—giving once more
proof of the vigor and resolutien which dis-
tinguish all the nations that have sprung

THE COLONIAL EMPIRE,

This occasion has been honored by the
presence of the representatives of the sister
colonies who are here to offer words of sym-
pathy and encouragement (hear, hear), and
in view of the representative character of
the gathering I think, perhaps, I may be
permitted—especially as this is the first oc-
casion on which I hava publicly appeared in
my capaclity "as Minisver for the Colonies
(loud cheers)—I may be permitted to offer a
few words of general application. (Hear,
hear ) I think it will not be disputed vhat
we are approaching a critioal stage in the
history of the relations between ourselves
and the self governing colonies. We are
entering upon a chapter of our colonial his-
tory, the whole of which will be written in,
perhips, the next few years, and certain-
ly in the next generation, which will be one
of the most important in our colonial annale;
but upon the events and the policy that iv
describes will depend the fu‘ure of thé Brit-
ish Empire. (Hear, hear.) That empire,

hear) —which has been the admiration and
perhaps the envy of foreign nations—hangs
together by a thread so slender that it may
well seem that even a breath would sever it.

SOUTH AFRICA AND THE NATAL BAILWAY.

I admit that I have strayed somewhat
widely from the toast which your chairman
has committed to my charge. (‘‘No, no.”)
That toast is the prosperity of South Africa
and of the Natal and Transvaal Railway.
As to South Africa, there can be no doubt
a8 bo its prosperity. We have witnessed in
our own time a development of natural and
-mineral wealth in that ocountry altogether
beyond preced :nt or human knowledge ; and
what we have seen in the past, and what we
8see ab present, is bound to be far surpassed
in the near future. The produoct of the
mines, great as ib is ab present, is certain to
be multiplied many fold, and before many
years are over the mines of the Transvaal
may be rivalled and may even bs surpassed
by the mines of Mashonaland or Matabele-
land ; and in the ‘rain of this great, excep-
tional, and wonderful. prosperity, in the
train of the diamond-digger and the miner,
will come the demand for labor which no
man can measure—a demand for all the pro-
ducta of agriculture and of manufacture in
which not South Africa alone but the colon-
ies and the mother country itself muit have
a large share, (Cheers.) The climate and
the soil leave nothing ‘ta be desired, and

"I promounce no
opinion, and it would not become me to offer
advice ;. although, if - fhe good officss of my
department were at any time invoked by
those who are now separated, all I can now
say is that they would be heartily placed at
their service. I wish sucoess to the Natal
railway and to every railway in South
Afrioa. (Cheers.) There is room for all.

There is success for all if only they will not
waste their own resources in internecine
couflio: .+d have seen with pleasare that &
conference is being held in order to discuss,
and, I hope to settle, these differences.

BRITISH COLUMBIA’S GOLD.

The Province Awakening From Its
Sleep to the Realization of
a New Life.

In the Front Rank of Gold Producing
Countries—Alberni and
Kootenay.

(From the Beattle Post-Intelligencer.)

Hon. D. W. Higgins, of Viotoria, speaker
of the provincial house of parliament of
British Colambla and a prominent mining
man, who has been ab the Victoria hotel for
a few days, tells some interesting facts about
the gold discoveries at Alberni, on the West
coast of Vancouver island, about 125 miles
from Victoria, where he has spent some time
this fall.

¢ Gold was disoovered in this district in

1865,” says he, ‘* but not until one year ago
was any effort made to extend explorations
and prospect thoroughly in other portions of
the country. Those researches resulted last
spriog in the diecovery that a hill situsted
about fifteen miles east from the town of
Alberni was highly mineralized, presenting
wherever the top dirt has been removed, a
vein of quartz carrying free g#ld and sul-
phates carcying gold. :

¢ Numerous glaims have been staked out
on this hill, w a8 bsen aptly termed
Mineral hill, ly on the west side of
it. The A b ¥l coftpany has let a contract
‘to run a tunuel todias claim aboub 100 feet,
and ten days aga reached a deposit of rock
at a depth of 12 féet assaying $400 to the
ton. Sarface rock from the same olaim has
assayed as high as $200 to the ton, and I
have a specimen from Mineral hill that re-
alized $1,768 to the ton. On the east side of
the hill forty claims have been located on
three creeks, Tum Water, Huckleberry and
Yellowstone, and further to the north on
Cameron river, bat within five miles of the
hill, a 40-foot ledge of quartz assays from the
outcropping from $4 to $8 a ton. Oa China
creek, which is west of the hill two miles,
several hydraulic olaims have besn located,
stock floated and works in full swing, and iv
is expected they will be piped about
Maroh 1.

‘‘ Along Alberni capal, which b-eaks in
from the ocean for thirty-nine miles, the
country on either side being rugged, and the
hills precipitous, vigorous prospecting has
been carried on and important discoveries
made. An American miner, Mr, McAllis-
ver, visited the canal last May, and diecover-
ed a hill on Colman cresk, a small stream
emptying into the canal ' about twenty-five
miles from the sea, which is composed of
what appears te be rooten slute, inverspersed
or threaded by small seams. The rock is
easily pulverizsd, and every piece that has
been crushed and washed out shows free
gold. Three hundred pounds was sent to
Mr. Pellew Harvey, of Vancouver, whe sub-
jeoted it to & mill test, and reported a result
of $12 to the ton, the ore not being ab all re
frac®ry. This hill is a great mass of rock,
all of which can be easily worked, in fact, is
a veritable quarry. There are no veins at
all, it is just an upheaval. Competent
judges say that, if it only paid $4, there
would be a fortune to the owners, and it is
believed that the hills in the same locality
are equally rich. The rock is such poor stuff
vhat ope would hardly pick it up on the
street, and is something like the South Afri.
os conglomerate.

¢“ Oa Granite creek, six miles above (ol-
man creek, large numbers of very rich
claims have been diecovered, among which
are Star of the Weat, Islander and Nevada:

Then four miles inland on the same oregk

are the Starligho, Black Jack, Seattle, owned
by Seattle people, and Sb. George, owned
by Tacoma men, ranging from $5 to $40 to
the ton.

The size
of the claims is 1,500x1,500 feet, the largest
ever made. Facllities are given to all
mivers alike, and the same interest is
shown bo all. People of Victoria and Vaa-
cquver Island have secured many mines, but
very litole mention has been made, as they
wanted the firsb harvest ; bat next year the
mines will be taken in hand and pushed
vigoronsly.

¢ There is an extensive district that has
not yet been prospeoted, and which is be-
lieved to be as rich, if not richer, than any
yet discovered. Oa Mary Tod Island, near
Victoria, a quartz vein is being worked with
good results so far.”

Mr. Higglos says further that the dis-
coveries at %oohemy and Alboroi, combined
with the newly discovered faocilities for
saving gold, will soon place British Columbia
in the front rank of the gold-producing
countries of the world. He anticipates a
great inflow of people and capital in 1896,
and saye ** the province is just awakening
from its sleep of ages to the realization of a
new life.”

VANCOUVER.

VaxNcouver, Nov, 23 —Capt. Cooper, of
New Weeatminster, B. C., is adopting an al-
together movel method of hydraulicing for
gold along the banks of the Fraser between

Harrison and Yale. He has fitted his little
steamer, the Courser, a boat of about fitvy
tons, with hydraulic monitors and pumps,
and will work on the banks very much af:er
the fashion of a marine fire engine alongside
wharves and buildings at river and sea porta.

Mrs. Gorge Durnan, of Sea island, was
drowned early on Thursday morning. Mrs.
Durnan was etepping from the steamer
Telephone to the wharf when she slipped
and fell into the water, sinking immedi-
ately. Mr. George Durnan was present ab
the time of the accident and a party was
organiz:d to try and recover the body, but
up to this porning this had not been acoom-
plished.

The test hole of the Lulu Island Company
reached 600 feet before it was stopped. All
the gold, in white, rotten quartz, was found
between 250 and 500 feet. A shaft will be
atonce sunk. Iaberest continues, and many
more olaims have been staked.

VANCOUVER, Nov. 26.—The electric light
by-law, by which the Western Electric Co.

Little Favor for the Suggestion to
Abolish Salaries and Raise
the Qualification.

Branch Sewer Assessments Taken In-
to Court—Details of Where
the Momey Goes.

Again Monday evening there was a large
gathering of the public to watch the pro-
ceedings of the city council. Mayor Teague
presided, and all the other members were
present exocept Ald. Wilson, who it was
stated is sick. The minutes of last meeting
and those of the Hutchison inquiry commit-
tee were read and adopted without com-
ment.

Ald. Bragg then rose ‘‘to a question of
privilege.” He declared that though the
council have not sustained the position of

““who was as one with the committee "—he
is willing to continue to serve as chairman
of the commibtee, seeing that the year is
nearly up.

be quashed, as unreasonable in two respects:

SHIPS AND SHIPPING.

The “Strathnevis” Now Six Weeks
Out on Her Voyage—A Break
Down Is Probable.

British Merchantman En Route to Vie:
toria—The ‘‘ Mount Lebanen ”
Goes Direct to Portland.

Capt. Gatter has arrived from the Sound
for the purpose of meeting- the Northern
Pacfic steamship Tacoms, due from the
Orient to-day. As soon as she arrives her
officers will doubtless be besieged* with in-

quiries concerning the whereabouts of the
Strathnevis, the big steamer of the same
line, which is now about six weeks or more
out from Victoria for Yokobama without
being heard from. That the steamer has
met with some accident seems now to be
believed. 0a leaving here her skipper
stated that he fully expected to make a long
passage, and this statement is understood to
have been made in consequence of tha ship’s
machinery not working very smoothly. The
captain added that he would be all of vhirty
days on the trip—double the time of an
ordinary voyage—but this was little heeded
at the time. The steamer is new, staunch
and a good sea-going vessel and having a
comparatively light cargo no anxiety was felt
for her when the thirty day limit
had expired, and even now the safety of the
steamer is nob doubted. Should her mach-
inery bave broken down her only method of
proceeding would bo under sail, and this in
her case would be extremely slow. One
thing in her favor, however, is that she
would naturally keep on the direct course
which all traps.Pacific liners take at this
time of the year. Another comsideration is
that the steamer’s cargo is of such sizs and
nature that her crew could subsist on it for
years, and not only this, but in so doing live
on the fav of the land. Another vessel
which may brinyg news of the Strathnevis is
the Mount Lebanon, now due at Portland
from vhe Asiatio side.

Seven Feet of Rich Gravel Struck on
the Constanee qn Mineral
Creek.

Working Shaft Beiog Sunk on the
Claims as Vigorously as
Possible.

Seven feet of rich gold bearing gravsl has
been struck on the (Constanoce claim, Min-
eral creek, Alberni. The Nansimo Free
Press states :

U. 8. Foreign Policy Outlined—The
Cuban and Venezuelan Questions
To Be Discussed.

Congress Should Act Favorably en the
Suggested Behring Sea Claims
Commission.

WasHINGTON, Nov. 27.—There are good
reasons for the belief that iu his forthcoming
message President Cleveland will strictly
adhere to his previous utterances in refer-
ence to tariff and financial questions, and it
is altogether probable that these subjects,
together with that of the foreign affairs of
vhe United States will occupy practically
the whole message.

In connection with foreign affairs, the
subject which, it is expeoted, will claim the
greatest share ef attention will be the Cnban

insurrection. There would seem to be only
two plans of aotion open to the
President. His recognition of the
belligerency of the insurgemts, it is ocon-
tended, would bind them to the observance
of the rules of civilized warfare, and he
would be in a position to insist upon the
abandonment of the destruction of privave
property under peril of active interference
by the United States. On the other hand,
he may feel justified in using the argument
of greab American losses as a reason for in-
sisting that Spain press matters to a ocon-
clusion in some way.

Another matter that will undoubted'y
figure largely in the messsge will be the
Venezuelan boundary dispute. The Presi-
dent will endeavor to show that he has done
all that was poseible for the executive to
accomplish to carry out the direetion of the
last congress and effect a settlement of the
difficulty by arbitravion. He will refer to
the foreign correspondence of the pass year,
including Secretary Olney’s last and moet
pressing note to Ambassador Bayard, and
the reply of the British Government,
which, there is reason 10 believe,
will amount substantially to a repetitfon of
1ts willingness to agree to a limitek bu# not
a full arbitration. It is believed that the
message will show that the Presidént has
made clear to Great Britain the deep ocon-
cern the United States feels in a fair and
practicable settlement of this important
subject. In this shape the Venezuelan dis-
pute will bs laid before congress for the ex-
preseion of its will in the farcher guidance of
the executive.

The Behring Sea claime will also be touch-
ed upon, and it is believed the President

being in honor bound, as the result of the
lagt arbitration and modas vivendi adopted,
to pay these claims, Congress should act
favorably mpon a convention which he will
suggest providiog for the appointment of a
mixed commission to ascertain and settle
them.

The remaining chapters of the portion of
the message relating to foreign affairs will
be largely devoted to a recital of the ¢ fForts
of the state department, in behalf of ex
Consul Waller, a discussion of the feasibiliry
of completing the Nicaraguan canal, accord-
ing to the revised project,and congratilatory
reserences to the good results attending the
efforts of the United States ministers in
China and Pu key to protect the righte of
American residents therein.

WILL RUSSIA SUBMIT ?

Or Allied With France Defy Japan
Backed by Great Britain
and Germany?

China Believed to Have Privately
Promised Many Advantages
to Her New Friend.

{8pecial by Steamship Tacoma.)

Tokio, Japan, Nov. 10. — Russian ad-
vanoces in Korea and Manchauria are about to
be checked, for it is asserted on ‘high aun-
thority that Eogland and Germany have
just intimated to Japan that they ars mot
nawilling to join in a mov.ment to preserve
the independence of Korea, and perman-
ently to secure the territory mentioned'
againet Ruesian domination. Japan has
striven hard ever sinoe the c'o3ze of the war
to bring about some such European combin-
ation as would hold Rassia in check, and in
official ciroles there is great satisfaction at
the apparent success of her diplomatic

efforts. In view of the new turn of affairs,
it is thought that France will hesitate about
further committing herself to the bold pro-
jects of her new ally, Ruesia.

The belief ts still general here, notwith-
standing the official contradietion given by
Russian authority in London, that a private
arrangement has been made with China
whereby Russia secures right of way through

terminus is expeoted to be at Pors Arthar,
where as in all the ports of the Liao Tung
penineula Russian ships of war are to have
permanently the right of anchorage. Poassi-
bly the details have been wrongly staved,
and au official denial thus made poasible
without direct violation of the truth, but
the main fact it is believed remains as
stated, while it is further said that certain
exclusive commercial privileges accompany
the concessions. ¥t is not long since a
special ambassador from China visited
8v. Petersburg, and immediately subsequent
to chat event the report spread simultane-
ously from Peking and from Vladivostock,
where the Siberian governor has publicly
announced that hereafter Port Arthur will
be a regular station for Russian warships.
All of which goes to show that if Japan is to
be epared the humiliation of being deprived
.of control over the territory which she re-
-garded as the best fruits of the recent war,
bhe hanghty Russiane must once again aban-
don an ambitious project in deference to the
argument of force, which their European
neighbors seem not unwilling to hazard.

BEYONDANYTEITNGESTIMATE&

Immense Loss of Life and Property in
Anatelia ~Famine Threatened
in Numerous Distriets.

The Porte Grants Permission for
Extra Guardships to- Pass
the Dardanelles.

ConsTaNTINGPLE, Nov. 27. — Well in-
formed Armenians estimate the losses
through the events which have just taken
place in Anatolia alone at $50,000,000; and
the number of viotims at 40,000. These are
Armenian estimates, but there seem good
reasons for believing that the property de-
atroyed, the number of lives sacrificed and
the terrible outrages committed are far be-
yond anything. hitherto estimated or de-
scribed. People competent to pronounce an
opinion say that with the coming of winter
there will be many more deaths from ex-
posure and famime, and that even the prompt
collection of relief funds, food and clothing
cannob avert muoh loss of life and great suf-
fering. Famine is threatened in a number
of districts, and there seems to be no way of
preventing it.

SWAMPED IN THE STORM.

An Unknown Vietoria Craft Comes to
Grief Not Far From
Otter Point.

Wreckage Off the Cape—Addition to
the Fleet—The Sealer ‘“Olsen’”
Forfeited.

Tuesday night’s sterm, though i*e violence
was little felt in Viotoria, was wild enough
on the water, and ill-fared any small craft
forced to fight it.

her sail showing at times. No name could
bs made out, nor anything to speocially dis-

here owned by Sullivan, on which there was Joot long and had eviduntly capsimed during

the previous night while ranning before the
storm. Of the men who had formed'her
crew nothing could be learned, and the only
oonclusion Mr. Gordon could draw from the
circumetances of the wreck was that they
had losv their lives. All day yesterday the
gale continued so strong that every effort to
reach the wreck was ineffoctual and the
name or number of the unfortunate sloop
must remain unknown, until to-day av
least. The wind, if it continues from the
same quarter, will in 'a few hours more dash
the wreck upon the beach. When last seen
yesberday evening the sloop was fall of
waver and lying on her side—her stern to
the shore.

WRECKAGE OFF THE OCAPB.

The master of the well known bark- Rufus
E. Wood; Captain McLeod, while bound
from Nanaimo to San Francisco a week or
20 ago, sighted a considerable quentity of
wreckage to the northeast of Cape Fiavtery
and distant from that point about fifty
miles. The debris was that of a broken
wheelbox, on which were the disjeinted let-
tprs “F R-©® W.” Capt. MoLeod thinks
that the box. is from a British ship. A Brit-
ish echoorer ealled the Fairy Flower has
been missing since December 1894 and it ie
rather a peculiar ocoincidence that the com-
bination of letters ocours in the names of
only two vessels afloat, the first iuitials of
whose names commence with *“ F.”” These
eraft are the Pirth of Solway and the Fairy
Flower. The former vessel is sate at anchor
in the British chabnel, but the latter has
been reported to vhe British admiralty as a
wandering derelict.

THE' * OLSEN ”’ FORFEITED.-

A Portland press dispatch of yesterday
announces the forfelture of the schooner
Louis Olsen, one of the pioneers of  the
American sealing fleet and one of the-first
to run foul of the regulations as long ago as
1886. The telegram referred to says :
*¢ Judge Bellinger, of the United States dis-
trict court, has declared that the schooner
Louis Olsen, seized in Behring sea by the
United States revenue cutter Rush on a
charge of killing seals within the prohibited
zone of 60 miles around Pribyloff' islands,
maust be forfeited o the government. The
defence set up was that the echooner was
seven miles outside the prohibited zone, but
Judge Bellinger held otherwise.”

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THE NBW COLONIAL MINMTER.

It is pleasant to know that the present
Secretary of State for the Colonies has
acquired the habit of looking upon the
colonies as integral parte of the Empire,
that he does not regard them as loose
appendages to Great Britain which can be
shaken off at any moment in which the in-
terests of either the Mother Country or any
particalar colony seem to demand it.
Evidently, in the mind of Mr. Chamberlain,
the colonies are Great Britain, and that to
throw one of them off would be like severing
a limb from the body.

Mr. Chamberlain is an able man ; he is
an energetic man, and he is determined to
be a working Minister. It is evident from
a speech which he made in London, two or
three weeks ago, that he takes the liveliest
interest in all the colonies and he is bound
to nse what influence he possesses ss Head
of the Colonial Department to further the
interests of every one of them and if pos-
sible to draw them ocloser to the Mother
Country aad to each other. It is evident,
too, that in proposing to do this work he is
determined nop to be a meddler. He would
not, if he could, interfere with any colony’s
liberty of action. He has a livaly apprecia-
toin of the advantages of self-government,
not only from a colonial but from an impe-
rial point of view.
independent the colonies became the warmer
and stronger was their attachment to the
Mother Country. What he said on this
subjeot shows that his observations have led
him to form the true idea of the colonial re-
lation.

*¢ There have been periods,” he said, * in
our colonial history, not so very far distans,
when leading statesmen, despairing of the
possibility of maintaining anything in the
nature of a permanent union, have looked
forward to the time when the vigorous com-
munities to which they rightly entrusted the
control of their own destinies would grow
strong and independent, would aasert their
independence, and would claim entire eepar-
ation from the parent stem. This time to
which they looked forward has arrived
sooner then they expeoted. The conditions
to which they referred have been
more than fulfilled, and now these
great communities, having within
them every element of national. life
‘have taken their rank among the nations of
the world ; and I do not suppose that any-
one would reckon the idea ot compelling
them to remain within the Empire as within
the reach of intelligent speculation. (Hear,
hear.) And yet although I have said the
time has come and the conditizns are ful-
filled, the results which these statesmen
have anticipated have not ocourred. Cheers.)
They felt, perhape, overwhelmed by the

burden of the vast dominions of the
tieh - Crown. - They may have shrunk
from the responsibilities and the obligations
which iv involved, and so it-happened at any
rate that some of them looked forward notv
only without alarm, but with hopeful ex-
pectation, to the severance of ‘the umion
which now exists.

Kheir
ill-timed turbulence at this critical time
gives their friends good canse to fear that
even when the abuses of which ‘they com-
plain are removed, they will, presuming
upon the good nature and sympathy of
Christian nations, become restive and even
rebellicus when they have no real grievance
to complain of. Appearances just now lead
friendly observers to conclude that the
Armenians are a people that cannot use
good fortune judiciously—that when they
“ wax fat” they * kick’ when there is no
good reason for kicking.

WILLOW RI1VER.

The Hidden Wealth of This and Tribu-
tary Streams Awaiting Prae-
tical Development.

Good Work on Mosquito Creek —Many
Mining Leases, but Little
Money Invested.

(From Our Special Correspondent.)
Willow river, which is one of the largest,
if not the largest, outlet of the watershed of
the.gold range on the Northern slope, takes
it¥rile about one mile to the eastward of the
o fh of Williamscreek, Cariboo,wherethere
ﬁgg'q(to be at one time a small lake, but now
onky a small pond, the tailings from the
Forest Rose mine having filled up the entire
lake. Following Wiilow river westward we
find on each side many ravines and oreeks
that have been and are still on a producing
scale, some more and some lese. The first
six miles of -the river is more like a prairie

farm than a river, the width of the valley
being in some places two miles wide, and
covered with marsh grass. A great deal of
the winter’s supply of hay that is consumed
here is cut and baled, and -hauled away after
the ground has become frozen. Underneath
these grass roots lie millions of dollars in
gold. Shafts have been sunk years ago in the
endeavor to get the bottom, but the rush
of water in all ocases was 80
great that the persistent miner had at last
to give up the task of seeing bed rock.
Among some of the shafts sunk were the
Kurtz & Lane, 124 feet deep, which was
sunk part way in bed rock, but they drifted

a splendid steam pump in the bottom of the
shaft for someone else o recover. Old
Major Downie tried to find the botvom.
aboub 100 yards from the Kurtz & Lane, and
ib was the same old story, too much water,
All that is left to-day of these old works are
a few timbers to mark the spot where for-
tunes were spent in trying to make wmore.
There is not a foot of this whole six miles
but what would pay to work with dredging
machinery or steam shovels, and pay hand-
somely. It is all taken up now under leases,
some of which will have to lapse, as they are
held by parties for speculation, unlese the
liw is evaded, as they have net the means
to work their ground to the extent of three
thousand dollars a year.

Entering the canyon at the end of the six
miles we find Mr. F. Laird, of Chicago,
diligently at work prospecting. This gen
tleman has been here for about two" years,
and during that time he has bored five holes
to bedrock to ascertain the depth of the
ground. The shallowest hole was 65 feet
deep and the deepest on the south side was
105 feet. In each and every hole fine pros-
pects were struck, running as high as eleven
dollars to the yard. Sinking was coua-
menced last spring, and after getting down
fifoy feet a great inrush of water was struck,
which the pumps were unable to cope with,
despite the fect that their speed Wwas in-
creased to 40 strokes per minute with & 12-
foot stroke and 12-inch plunger of the old
Cornish type. Abandoning the shafv, Mr.,
Laird started his mer to drift southward to
find bedrock, which was reached a few weeks
ago ab a disvance of 626 feet. Here he is
now starting apother shafbt to go downm

the stream. The works already have cost
over $30,000, and if everything goes wel! it
will not be long after get the channel
before Mr. Laird will be a millionaire. - His
ground lies at the mouth of Mosyuito creek,
which here empties into Willow river, and
was once and is still probably the richest
creek in Cariboo to-day. There has not
been anyvhing more than surface work done
on this creek since the early days, when for-
tumes were taken cut. Even to-day can be
seen the old .shafts balf way up Island
mountain, where the creek takes its rise.
These old shafts led to workings that were
rich, and sll the ground around them is
still rich for hydraulicing. The Fiynn
Bros , J. Lanion and Williams, own the
bulk of the gromnd ea this creek, and  each
year sees them swelling their bank accounts.
