American manufacturers do not really pro- 
ihwt these articles at any leas cost than we 
do ; bnt they have regularly two prices, 
one for the home trade and the other for 
export ; the design of the low export price 
being to kill off competition in foreign 
markets. But perhaps the prices quoted 
are the regular prices at Pembina, to Ameri­
cans and Canadians alike. This may be so, 
and still it would be quite in accordance 
with American trade policy to make Pem­
bina an exceptionally cheap point, even a 
losing point—for tie sake of annoying Ca­
nadian competition.

One thing remain* to be added. Present 
prices of implements and other heavy arti 
clea may be high in the Northwest, in great 
part on account of high freight charges. 
But a great change in this respect is draw­
ing near. Next summer the Thunder Bay 
branch will lie open through to Winnipeg, 
an<l over the magnificent water stretches of 
Lske Huron and Lake Superior heavy 
freight will be carried cheaply by first-class 
lake steamers. That alone «rill make a 
wonderful difference, far more than people 
gr-nerally seem to imagine. Next again, 
who knows ' the Grand Trunk may gain 
an entrance into the promised land, and 
make a greater difference still. Let some­
body else prophesy what ia to happen after 
that.
