Death of Mr. Alex. P. Lowey. ey

Mr. Alex, P. Lowry, rity sditor of the
Mail, died a¢ ali early hour yesterday morn-
fng at his residence in Gerrard street west,
after two months of acute suffering, in his
324 year, By the death of Mr. Lowry the
press of Toronte loses one of its most prom-
ising memb¥rs, ahd the newspaper men of

the city lose one of their most genial com-
rades. Mr, Lowry, like al} successful re-
porters, drifted naturally into the ranks of
daily newspaper life, He received
his rndimentary training at the *‘case,” u
qualifieation which has been the backbone
of the majority of American and Canadian
reporters and editors, Many of the bright-
est minds of the daily press commenced at
the bottom rung of the ladder, doing duty
as printer’s ‘‘devil,” galley-boy, compositor,
proof-reader, aud then into the reporters’
rooms,

Personally there was no member of Tor-
onto’s newspaper staffs more popular than
deceased. ﬁe took a thorough interest in
elevating the welfare of the working mem-
bers of his profession, and in this he ac-
complished much, Obliging and courteous
to a fault, he was Jiked by all and his enc-
mies were few., The immediate cause of Mr,
Lowry’s death was inflammation of the brain,
superinduced by an internal affection of the
ear which caused him intense suffering, His
late conferes held a meeting yesterday after-
noon and arranged to attend the funeralim
a8 body,and pasted resolutions of condolence
with the relatives of deceased. The funeral
takes pl.ce to-morrow afternoon from his
late residence in Grerrard street west,

Mr. Lowry leaves a wite and one child
to mourn his early departure from this
earth, a departure at a time when he was in
the flower of his usefulness and the perfec-
tion of his chosen profession,

Londen and Berlin.

The following statistical comparisons be-
tween the British and German capitals are
of considerable interest : London covers an
area of 53 German square miles, Berlin of
only one, The average number of inhabi-
tants per house is 8 in London, and no less
than 61 in Berlin, "The annual ineome

value of all dwelling-houses in London is
caloulated to be 151 marks (or lhillinglguof
the total population ; in Berlin 148s. Pe
ing the lyell' 1882 “the proportion of all
births in London was 84.3 per thousand, in
Berlig 37 9; while that of deaths was 21.4
and 25,9 renﬁectively. « It will thus be seen
that while the natural increase is slightly
greater in the German capital, its desth-rate
is also higher than that of the British me-
tropolis, During the past year the tetal
increase of the ulation was 62,047 in
London, and 35,691 in Berlin, There were
1926 fires in London during 1882, snd
1605 in Berlin, or proportionally nearly
three times as many, The ideas of clesnli-
ness seem to be much more developed im
England than here ; for while the annual
consumption of water from the publie
maios is 136 liters per person in London, it
is ouly 61 liters in Berlin, bat then a
quantity of water is also taken from private
wells here,

TERDIOY, WILFOL HURDER

CHARLES ANDREWS FULLY OOM-
MITTED BY THE JURY.

James Francls, the “Fourth Man,” in the
Box—Coroner Philbrick’s Remaruable
Address to the Jury.

The Moroney murder inguest was con-
¢iudcd in the police court last night at 10
o’cluck, The room was ecrowded with peo-
pls. The jury after half an hour’s delibera-
tion returned a verdict of wilful murder
against -Charles Andrews, The audience
was prepared for the verdict, and if they
were not the coroner prepared them in his
address to the jury, for he almost com-
manded the jory to return a verdict of wil-
ful murder.

On opening the court Mr, R. 8, Neville,
connsel for Andrews, asked if he would be
#llowed tocross examiue the witnesses, ““Ob,
no,” replied the coroner. Mr. Neville then
addressed a few words to the jury and the
latter requested the coromer, as s matter of
courtesy, to accede to Mr, Neville’s request,
which be finally very reluctantly did.

James Francie, of 375 King street east,
the *‘/ourth man,” by sixteen or seventeen
hours’ incarceration in the cells, had suf-

ficiently sobered up to be brought into

court as & witness. Francis testified that he
was drunk the night of the murder. He
met Andrews in Pearl street at 11 o'clock
on Tuesday night, He had never seen him
before that he knew of. Andrews asked
him if he knew where they could get a
drink, Witness replied that he did mot.,
At the northwest corner of Pearl and York
streets they met Moroney and Jordan.

Witness knew both of them by sight. An-
drews asked the two men to have a drink,
The offer was deelived by both, Prisoner
then drew a revolver from his pocket and
pointed it at Moroney’s breast, Moroney
told Andrews that he would call a police-
man and have bhim arrested for carrying a
ravolver,  Wi‘ness then _ocrossed over
to the south corner of  th

street and saw  deceased  either
kick or knoek prisoner down, Moroney
stood over prisoner in a stooping posture.
He did not see Moroney strike the prisoner,
Witness heard the report nf a pistol. Mo-
roney got up, crossed the street and fell
dead on the pavement, Witness did not
see any other pistol except the ome which
prisoner had. He was stauding about a
yard from Andrews when the latter drew
the revolver. Witness heard two other
pistol reports shortly afterwards,

To a juror—After Moroney fell desd wit-
ness went home, Witness repeated that he
was under the influence of liquor, He did
not see the prisoner strike Jordan in the face
with a revolver, He did not think he could
have done so without witness seeing him,

To another juror—Jordon stood against a
building all the time the scuffle wu':Foing
on, Jordon went away after the fatal shot
was fired and witness did not see him
again, :

When Francis concluded his $estimony
the coroner gave him the benefit of a tem-
perance Jecture and advised him to sign the

ledge.
’ Agcroel examination by Mr., Neville
did not disclose anything rew.

John Crosby, a bartender at the Commer-
cial hotel, was the only other witness ex-
amined. All he knew about it was that he
was in the lane off Pearl street when the
prisoner ran into it followed by Policeman
Cuddy. One of the bullets fired at the
officer struck him on the front of the coat.
It went clean through the cloth, He
was . very much scared and got
out " of the way, He was on the
sidewalk in the lane when the bullet struck
him, [There is no sidewalk in the lane in
question,—REP.] Witness had taken a
‘‘siug” (drink) or two that night, He was
not drunk. Witness did not see the shot
fired which killed Moroney.

This closed the case. Coroner Philbrick
then addressed the jury. He spoke to the
following effect; *“There is but little for me
to say, There is no doubt but that the
prisoner deliberately shot Moroney. There
was malice aforethoughf in his heart, Any
man who carried such a weapon as the one
found on prisoner carried murder in his
breeches and murder in his heart. If
Moroney had been killed even by the acei-
dental ¢ischarge of the pistol the mere fact
ef prisoner having it in his fon was a
breach of the law of the land. The prisoner
carried murder in his heart and he has
made murder the study of his life. ~ There
is no doubt whatever that he also intended
to murder Policeman Caddy. I leave the
question in your hands, gentlemen, but
there is little eise for you to do but to re-
turn a verdict of wilful murder against the
prisoner,”

The jury returned a verdict as stated
above. The prisoner was removed to jail
to await the regular course of law,

WHAT HAD HE IN THE CASE.

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DIVIDENDS ON FIOTITIOUS CAPITAL.
What is the true value of any certain
piece or parcel of property, real or personal ?
1s it what the property cost some years or
decades of years ago, or what it will sel! for
now ? With regard to property belonging
to private individuals or ordinary business
firms, the latter is the acknowledged rule,
which nobody thinks of disputing. The
value of a farm, a city house and lot, a
warehouse, a factory, or of a lot of machine
ery that may be taken up and removed
from one place to another, is
simply what it will sell for to-
day, on ordioary terms of sale, Not
what it would sell for if put up
for peremptory disposal by the sheriff, but
what it wonld bring if sold as similar pro-
perty usually is, It may have been bought
ten years ago for half what it would bring
now, 1 which case the owper would be
gaing by the rise; or it may have cost then
twice what it would sell for now, causing
him to lose by the tall. Bat in either case
the former cost does not much affcct its pre.
sent value—the amount in money or presum-
ably good paper which it will bring now.
In private business, and as far as private
personal owaership is concerned, this rule,
or custom, is universally recoznized; no one
thinks of calling it in question.
But with regard to property owned by
corporations, a different custom has been
growing up, and a strong attempt to estab-
lish it en permanence is being made. This
is especiilly the case with railway and tele-
graph companies, and the tel¢ graph opera-
tors’ strike has brought the fact home to us
in a very impressive manner. What only
a few people kaew a short tim #ago is now
known to everyhody— thus,for instance,hat
the Western Unios, on the streogth of an
actual expenditure of somewhere between
fifteen and twenty million dollars, demands
the payment of dividends on a fictitious and
wholly imaginary capital of sixty milliors
more, or eighty millions altogether, Itis an-
nounced that the various telephone companies
in New England propose to combine and
call their aggregate capital sixteen miilions,
which is certainly three or four times, pro-
bably five or six times, as much as their
whole plant and property cver cost,
Let us go to Winnipeg for an instance in
point.  As things are now tending there, it
is morally certain that a house similar in
all respects to one that cost $3000 to build
last year can be built next year for $2000,
Let us suppose the two honses to be side by
side, and exactly similar, the house that cost
83000 would not rent for a dollar & year
more than tha house that cost only two-
thirds a8 much, The owner of the former
might feel di-satisfied, but he would have
to submit to the inevitable as a matter of
course,
This is what individuals do, and must
do, but a different rule is attempted to be
enforced for corporations. Railway com-
panizs, whose tracks and rolling stock can
he bui't and furniched " all new to.day for
€25,000 per mile, insist upon keeping their
nominal capitals up to figares of $50,000 or
$100,000 per mle, And telegraph com-
panics, whose lines could to-day be rebuilt
and refitted in the very best manuer for
£200 per mile, make the public pay ratey
hig™ enough to ensble them to realize divi-
dends on teveral thousand dollars per m le,
Have corporations any such rights as these,
beyond what any individual bas or ever ex-
pects to have—as an individual?  This
question is now up for determination, and
already it is a burning question—a live and
pressing iseue of the present day.

The Moroney murder inquest is over, and
as every ome expected, the jury returned a
verdict ot wilful murder. Coroner Phil-
brick sgain distinguished himself last night
at the closing hearing. He arrogated to
himself the functions of a prosecuting attor-
ney, judge, jury and the whole court com-
bined, We do not in any way want to de-
fend the man who calls himself Andrews.
While on a drunken spree he took the life
of an industrious, sober young man, who
was the main support of & widowed mother
and family. Buat what is to be said of Coroner
Philbrick’s address to the jury. At the
present time there is absolutely no informa-
tion in possession of the police department
as to the antecedants cf Aundrews, There
is probably little doubt that when informa-
tion does arrive it will not be very credit.
able to Andrews. Said the coroner: ‘‘He
carried malice in bis heart and murder was
the study of bis life, With malice afore-
thought he took the life of Moroney.
There is nothing else for you to do, gentle-
men, but to return a verdict of wilful mur-
der against the murderer.” This is cer-
tainly extraordinary language for the pre-
siding head of a court to use, who is sup-
posed to be unbiased in every respect.
