We
do not know its comporition or adulter-
ation, but experts will tell you that we get
none of the best tea—the Chinese keep
that. With what wedo get, there is little
doubt that inferior or sometimes injurious
substances are largely mixed. Could not
this—a matter very important—be made a
aational one, and agents be kept in China
to see that wholesome qualities alone were
sent, while other means were used to com-
pare samples, and prevent adulteration
here?

Or oan the new] styles of making flour
.have anything to do with it? Statistics
could, probably, be obtained of the relative
health of people—say soldiers or prisoners
—who had used, for a lengthened period,
the old and the new. Scientists do not, it
lately appears, consider the new use of the
inner huek wise,

What I have always shonght » practice
most dangerous to health is the use of
nightesoil as manure—a practice which,
1 have been g‘i[ven to understand, largely
obtains near Toronts, Nothing of this
sort should be allowed to be unsed until it
has been largely mixed with earth and has
lain at least a year in heaps exposed to the
air. Although there seems no direot evi-
denoce of the unhealthy nature of this prac-
tice, yet 1 have known several cases of
gevere illness so suspicionsly following as
to convince me of the danger. And it is
to be remarked that the mortality here—
an unnecessary- one, it would appear—has
been co-existent with this practice.

There is the water. It 1s not the wells,
for in most-of the cases of fliness I have
known city water was drunk. Well
water in the suburbs, where draimage is

ood, is now, I-should think, the safest.

ut how much is expressed in that little
word, good drainage. It means that
unused wells and cisterns should be filled
up with solid earth—not merely boarded
over as many are, the rotting water below
sending up constant malaria ; that water
closets or yards should be well drained
into sewers and frequently cleaned out;
tbat all cellars should be well drained with
trappéd drains, and these traps often seen
to ; and all yards drained. As for the city
water, it cannot be free from the com-
tamination of the great’ bay of Toronto,
into which for many years have flowed
constant rivers of typhoid-breeding
pollution, and into which each day flows
sufficient $o create a plague, Obeerve the
course of this, It must settle for days—
perhaps months, at the bottom in vast
waves of poison—then comes a great
sweeping ocurrent _caused by some strong
wind—the whole ‘mass is largely scoured
out, and flows east or west into the lake—
generally west, as the east winds give the
most continuous force, ‘Onoce out, the lake
current should carry it, perhaps for days,
across the mouth of the supply tube, This
opening is too near, the volume of sewage
too large to allow sagitation to purify the
water, en, in & week when the lake
was calin again, the analyst might come
along and find the waser pure, the misohief
having been done in the meantime, And
there is mo doubt ghat, every now and
then, much water, contaminated with

sewage, is drunk in Toronto, It may be |
