THE WINHIPI8 SENSATION TORONTO ART SCHOOL. LOUDON’S flfiEATMYSTEillA large Aepreprlatlea fer the St Clair 
Flats Canal.

Washington, Oct. 6.—-In the House 
yesterday Mr. Cutchins, from the Com­
mittee on Rivers andHarbors, reported the 
bill appropriating $186,250 for completing 
the improvements and dredging of the St. 
Clair Flats Ship Canal in the State of 
Michigan. Congress has always, in making 
improvements, named the place as In the 
State of Michigan. The United States 
assumes that it is within the jurisdiction of 
the State of Michigan, making that portion 
of Lake St. Clair west of the Commissioners’ 
line a part of Michigan territory. As the 
lake and the canal are a part of a great 
water way, over which the commerce of the 
great lakes continually passes, it is regarded 
as somewhat peculiar that what belongs 
alike to all the Statee should be put down 
to the ooet of the State of Michigan.

The pending appropriation for the com­
pletion of the canal will, when it is con­
sidered in the Senate and House, give 
Congressmen an opportunity to discuss 
freely the point whether the cabal is or is 
not in tiie waters of the United States, and 
whether Great Britain has a right to revoke 
the provisions of an old treaty and make 
new provisions entirely unfavorable to the 
United States.

Dr. George Rosa, Professor of Clinical Medi­
cine, McGill University, Montreal, Preside*!

The etiology of typhoid fever may be said 
to be pretty thoroughly understood ; but even 
in the face of violent outbursts of that disease 
in some of our Canadian cities, what want of 
intelligence, and what unwillingness to be 
governed by competent medical opinion f 
What incapacity to realize the extent of in­
jury done to tbe community, the eroel, un­
necessary loss of life, with all tbe suffering 
attendant thereon I

A/town near Montreal was recently thus 
affected to a most alarming extent, diarrhoea 
was almost universal, typhoid fever was very 
prevalent, and deaths were numerous. 
Many instance* of both came to my personal 
knowledge. The visitation became notorious, 
and was much commented upon in tbe 
press. The facts were amply sufficient to 
show two things: 1st Tha» the water-surady. 
was contaminated with sewage ; 2nd. How 
the contamination was effected. Local 
health board there was none, and the disease 
for months continued its ravages to such an 
extent that the locality waa shunned by every 
intelligent traveller, while the poor inhabi­
tants suffered and died. It it a reflection 
upon the intelligence of the age that such a 
thing oould be, and it is a reflection upon some 
of our sanitary organizations that no sufficient 
pressure was exerted to remedy the evil as 
soon as its cause was fairly determined. It 
is the duty of every member of this 
noble profession to tender every as­
sistance in hie power towards the fur­
therance of all good and effective legislation 
bearing upon local and general sanitation, and 
to aid in the dissemination of sound literature 
upon hygienic subjects. Too many examples 
similar to tha above might be quoted to «how 
that we are yet very far from the position in 
which we should be in accordance with the 
advanced teachings of the present day.

A by-law will be submitted to the Oity 
Council amending the milk by-law to as to re­
quire each dealer to take out a license once a 
year; to register with the Medical Health 
Officer his name and address, the source of 
his milk supply, the number of cows in his 
possession, the average quantity of milk dis­
posed of and the kind of food given the an­
imals. It also requires a periodic inspection, 
and each dealer must agree to give notice of 
any contagious diseases that appear amongst 
bis stock or m his own family.

01.129 U-i164The Taxation ef Church Property,
In making its declaration that it stands 

ready to pay municipal taxes the Jarvis- 
street Baptist church has set an example 
that other churches might follow and 
heighten the respect in which they will be 
held. There is something to be said for the 
exemption of church property from taxa­
tion; they are undoubtedly doing a work in 
the city worth incalculably more than is 
represented by the tax that might be 
placed on them. There is thlt to be said 
in favor of exemption. But aU property 
should be taxed if justice fa to be done all 
classes of the community.

Justice to those who are not supporters of 
any church demands that thd churches 
should bear their proportion of the munici­
pal burdens, and justice to the smaller 
churches demands that the larger 
should bear a larger proportion of those 
burdens, according to the vaine of their 
property. It will be a more equitable 
arrangement when all church property is 
asked to contribute, as do now other insti­
tutions also doing good work, for the bene­
fits of municipal government. The Jarvfa- 
atreet Baptist church has set a commend­
able example, whieh will, The World 
trusts, be followed by the other churches in 
the city.

Mr. Walker Talks In Tke World A bant Ike 
Stale ef the Mener Market.\IACH Mr. B. E. Walker, general manager of the 

Bank of Commerce, on bis return from New 
York was wen by one of The World’s young 
men. He reports increased activity in the 
money markets both in Europe and America. 
The plethora which existed in the London 
money market last summer, be says, is passed 
away. Till tow rote* of interest led investors 
to pnt their money Into sll kinds of securities, 
thinking, as th* always dirf think when rates 
wars low, tliat rates would never be high 

‘ The intense inclination to invest led 
to a large amount of money being absorbed. 
Besides, tiie difficulty'with the Obilian bonks 
demanded a large impbrtntion of geld to Chili 
for strengthening perposee. Akother eondi- 
i-ion which is producing activity for mon* in 
England is the buying of Russian 
wheat with English money. It Is more diffi­
cult to buy exchange between England and 
Russia than between England and the United 
States. Most ot tiie wheat, therefore, if , 
bought with Bank of England notes, and these 
notes going ont in large quantities necessitates 
the building up of the gold reserve a corres­
ponding amount. All of these circumstances 
tended to make dearer money in England. 
Mr. Walker woe of opinion that 81 per cent 
debentures of the City of Toronto had no 
prospect of being floated at nar.
