ITALY'S TONE MORE PACIFIG

Little Trouble Is Anticipated in Connec-
tion With Fava’s Recall.

RoME, April 2.—Premier Rudini to-day
sent another cable message to the United
States on the subject of the New Orleans
trouble. The message is a reply to Mr.
Blaihe’s last note, and in it the premier says
Italy has asked nothing but a prompt insti-
tution of regular judicial proceedings against
the guilty parties at New Orleans. He adds
tnat it would have been absurd to claim
punishment’ for the offenders without the

arantees afforded by a regular trial. The
gli’plomntic incident, ier Rudini says,
can only be copsidered closed when the
Federal Government has declared in precise
terms that the prosecutions will be com-
menced. In the meantime the Italian Gov-
ernment takes cognizance of the Federal
Governnient’s declaration, acknowledging
the fact that compensation is due .to the
families of the victims by virtue of the treaty
existing between the two countries.

BULLETS DEPOPULATING COKEDOM.

A Mob of 500 Rioters Destroy Pennsyl-
vania .Properties and are Shot
y Down by the Police.

MouNT PLEasaNy, Pa., April &—At
about 2.45 this morning & mob of about 500
men began rioting at the Standard Works.
They destroyed some of the company’s pro-
perty and then proceeded to cut the tele-
phone and telegraph lines'of the coke com-
pany so that no warning coald be sent to the
people at Morewood. About 8 o'clock a
party of rioters between 400 and 500 strong
marched to Morewood. The deputy-sheriffs
were soon in readiness to receive the attack.
After looting the company’s store the
rioters marched to the barn enclosure and
attempted to break down the gates. They
succeeded in doing this and as they entered
Capt. Laurer called out to them to halt or he
would fire upon them. Their answer was to
fire u rattling volley in the direction of the
deputies, none of whom were seriously in-
jured. Capt. Laurer then gave the order to
tire. Two volleys were fired before the mob
broke and ran. Seven fell dead in the pub-
lic road and 27 were found wounded, four of
whom died. The rioters then broke into

mall groups and made their escape in various
directions.

As usual during .a raid $he strikers were
armed with revolvers, stones, iron bars

-and every conceivable weapon obtainable.

The volleys from the Winchesters weré well
directed and but a few rounds were neces-
sary to drive thefrightened rioters back into
the hills where hundreds of their fellow-
strikers had gathered in anticipation of
assisting in the raid but not ina battle with
guards. The firing on both sides continued
bardly three minutes. The volleys from the
guards had terrible effect on the compact
mass of strikers, while the latter made an
attempt to return the fire with what wea-
pons they possessed, but without effect. The
dead were left lying in the road while the
wounded,estimated at bet ween 40 and 50, were
assisted  bodily carried away into the hills
by thew fellows. All day the entire coke
region has presented scenes of the wildest
excitement.

Late to-night word was received here that
two more men concerned in the riot
in strikers’ houses near the Morewood ks,
where ﬁhey had been dragged by  their
feillows. Their names could not be learned,
but it is known that - one wasan KEnglish-
speaking foreigner. These two deaths make
nine in all that are known, but there is no
doubt others are dead or in a critical
conditions. Reports late to-night from all
over the region indicate a feartully danger-
ous and excited condition of affairs and the
word that the wmilitary was soon to be on
guurd was received by the law-abiding labor
officials and coke operators alike with the
liveliest satisfaction at Leisinring.

At Y o’clock this morning another attack
was attempted by the coke strikers and three
more were killed. Twenty-tive of the rioters
were wounded in this last scuffle. This story
has not yet been confirmed from Morewood,

Labor officials deny the men at Morewood
were Kkilled fov good cause .and warrants
have been issued for the deputies on the
charge of murder, with General Manager
Lyncn of the Frick Company and Superin-
tendent Ramsey of the Morewood plant
charged as accessories before the fact.

ASSEMBLY NOTES.
A Finaune'al Institution Which Wants to
Increase its Stock to $5.000,000,

The bill to amend the act incorporating the
Toronto Financial Corporation is a revival
with amendments of the bill passed in 1873.
The incorporators then were: D. Galbraith,
Donald McKay, J. Watson, J. Scott, W. H.
Dunspaugh, J. Enoch Thompson, John Kerr,
W, Mortimer Clark and R. Hunter of Tor-
onto and Plummer Dewar of Hamilton. The
company had a capital stock of $200,000 and
was empowered to increase that amount from
time to 'time to $500,000. Difficulties were
experienced in organizing and -establishing
the company on account of some of the pro-
visions of the act and the want of other pro-
visions. Accordingly the company has peti-
tioned for necessary amendments. The name
is to be changed to “The.-Canada Mortgage
and Investment Company,”_the provisional
directors are to be' James K. Kerr, W. R.
Brock, W. Macdonald, F. Nicolls and E.
Galley, the capital stock is to be $1,000,0005
the capital stock ‘may be increased from time
t0 time to $5,000,000, ete.

Truancy and Comp y Ed

Mr. Ross' bill respecting truancy and com-
pulsory school education makes a number of
important changes. It provides that all
children between 8 and 14 years of age shall
attend school for the full term during which
the schiool of the section or municipality in
which they reside is open each year, unless
excuséd for reasons mentioned. The present
law places the age limitat 7 and 13 Yyears
and the period of attendance at 100 days.
The new bill also provides that the police
commissioners, or, in cases where there are
no police commissioners, the municipal coun-
cil of every city, town, incorporated village
and township shall appoint one or more
persons to act as truant officers for the
enforcement of this act. The truant
officer shall, for the purposes of this act, be
vested with police powers, and shall have
authority to enter factories, workshops,
stores and all places where children may be
employed, and shall perform such services us
may be deemed necessary for the enforce-
ment of thisact. And it shall also be his
duty to institute proceedings for violation of
the act. As a penalty, i of $5 as at
present, the bill provides that any person or
officer mentioned in this act, and designated
as having certain duties to perform in the
enforcement of any of its provisions, neglect-
ing to perform any such duties, shall be
liable to a fine of not less than $25 nor
more than $50 for each and every offence.

An Embalmer’'s Experiences.

Editor World: Permit me through your
columns to give my yiews on the bill at pre-
sent before the Local House asking for a
college of embalming. As an old under-
taker, possibly the oldest in the city, I think
Iam within the facts when Isay that no
ter blessing has befallen the human race
in nineteenth century that the practice
now so widely spread of embalming the
dead before burial. Iam sure your readers
will remember that it is not so long ago
when, to preserve a body for even two or
three days, it had to be weighted down
with ice and even then the result was far
from satisfactory, and just imagine what
dire results followed, should the ice having
performed its office be notinstantly de-
lsro{od.
I have heard of cases where the pieces of
ice were thréwn in the streets and children
seen to pick them up and suck them. I be-
lieve that many cases of contagious diseases
could be tr to those and similiar prac-
tices. The public must usderstand  that it is
not ouly the duty of an undertaker to bury
the dead but to preserve the living. Not
only must he coffin the corpse, but see as
far as in him lies no germs of disease are
left behind. Now how does embalming
effect this? I say that it is one of the best
disinfectants in existence. The component
parts of the embal_mlng fluid itself are each
and every one good disinfectants and kill
disease germs wherever met with. It will
be thus seen that it is'of the utmost import-
ance to the community at large that an
undertaker should be a thorough embalmer.
ft is *a guarantee that both the dead
will be thoroughly attended to and
that the interests of the living will
be carefully guarded.. Ido not think that
the Ontario Association ‘of Undertakers are
asking too much when they ask for the
privilege of establishing a college where the
future generation of undertakers may be
taught the lessons rendered necessary irom
the experience of the past. And are such
lessons necessary? Isay they are, but as I
am an interested party, one who, as a mem-
ber of she association, is anxious to haye vhe
mov t prove ful, I can only re-

ter you to such men as Dr. Bryee, secretar,
of the Provincial Board of Health, Dr. Old-
right, Dr. Cannif?, Drs. A. R. and R, A.
Pyne, Dr. O'Rielly, superintendent of the
General Hospital, and in fact a score of
other medical men who are & unit in advo-
cating a thorough knowledﬁ of the art of
embaiming by the undertakers. I know in
the past our association bave had a bitter
ht to contend against. We were charged
with being combiners, but the result bas
shown different and has proven, even to the
most prejudiced, that our aim was simply to
better the condition of mankind, even at tho

From a thousand instances can be given
conclusive proof that excessive 2-year-old
racing ruins horses—makes them weedy,
breaks them down in many cages, and Yen-
ders them nothing better than high-class
selling platers. As to the effect of this ex-
inary racing upon the horses of the
future we must wait for proof. Nearly all
training w—d:l are the get of the old sires,
and none them are by any of the
2-year-olds that have been campaigned durin
the last few years, with the exception o
those of Tremont. Two-year-old get of the
latter will be on the turf this year, but until
their 8-year-old form it cannot be de-
termined whether or no they will race on.
The fact remains that we have to-day
not more than a dozen good haudicap
horses which have passed the 8-year-
old limit of racing, and only ome of
these, Tenny, was worked hard as a g-year-
old. Unfortunately, however, these short
dashes and this excessive 2-year-old racing
are not likely to be extinguished by criticism.
In the first place, strange enou they are
demauded by breeders who u&u market
for their yearlings, and the rich prizes
offered for the 2-year-old dashes Eive them an
oppormm'c{ntoseu youngsters that are well
engaged. the second place, these short
iashes are demanded by the public—curi-
ously there being more betting on a 2-year-
oid scramble of five furlongs, with a score of
starters, than in a mile event between the
veteran performers of the turf, Amerieans
are nothing #f not speculative, and the
majority of turf-goers prefer putting 4 tive
or 10-dollar bill upon a 10 or 30 to one
chance in a 2-year-old race, than even money
or two to one on a horse like Firenze, Salva-
tor or Tenny.—Harper’s Weekly.
