Word has been received by Tecumseh 
Chapter, I. O. D. E. from the “Commit­
tee for Serbian Relief”, First Methodist 
Church, London, Ont., that they expect 
to ship a carload of supplies the end of 
March, consisting of clothing for men, 
women and children, also bedding. The 
Chapter at its meeting on Tuesday last 
voted fifteen dollars for supplies to be 
made into clothing and will also be glad 
to forward second hand clothing in good 
repair.

James Lougbeed, Government 

Leader in the Senate, declared in a 
speech in the Upper House, of Par­
liament that Germany was known to 
desire possession of Canada as a prize 
of war should she be victorious in the 
present conflict. Some Canadians, 
he said could not yet realize that 
Canada was in as great jeopardy as 
Great Britain or any of her allies.

Senator Lougheed asserted that 
German spies had compiled and filed 
in the archieves of their government 
more complete information on the 
natural and devoloped resources of 
Canada than was possessed even by 
the Dominion Government. He ex­
pressed the belief that Germans liv­
ing in the United States would be 
glad to aid in the capture of Canada.

If the allies’ lines were broken and 
an avenue opened up on the seas, 
the speaker prophesied, German 
troops would be landed upon the 
shores of Canada and the Dominion’s 
southern boundary would be crossed 
by reservists living in the United 
States. To prevent such a contin­
gency, he said, Canadians should 
exert themselves to the utmost to 
aid Great Britain.

Troubles of a Hungry Man Not to

the Manner Bom.

SQUATTING AT THE TABLE.

It Tried the Patlenee and the Muecles 
of the Stranger In a Strange Land, 
but From an Epicurean Standpoint 
the Worst Wae Yet to Come.

HOW EFFECTS WILL VARY.

By Experimenting With Tissue Papers 
Women Can Try Out the Becoming- 
ness of Modish Shades Before the 
Fatal Buying of Them.
The becomingness of new colors Is 

one of the chief worries of women 
who prefer to buy materials rather 
than ready to wear frocks and suits. 
It makes ijo difference how becoming 
the style—If the color Is unbecoming 
the wearer usually finds it Impossible 
to feel thoroughly comfortable In the 
dress.
I One of the easiest and most satisfac­
tory ways of settling this question ot 
becomingness is by using tissue paper. 
This paper cam be had at a very slight 
cost and in practically every shade In 
any stationery shop or any shop where 
supplies for fancy work are sold. A 
single sheet of each shade Is ample. 
Stand In a strong light before a truth 
telling mirror and with your shoulders 
bare crush the paper up around your 
neck; Try each shade, one at a time. 
Then try them together. It will be 
found that some colors, though unbe­
coming when alone, are quite the re­
verse when used in certain combina­
tions.

Some colors Intensify the color of 
your eyes and enhance the gloss of 
your hair, while others will make your 
eyes look washed out and your hair 
rusty. Sometimes this effect may be 
lessened, to become almost unnotice- 
able, by the use of white next to the 
face. Make this test before discarding 
a favored color by crushing a sheet of 
white paper about your neck and drap­
ing the desired color about your shoul­
ders.

Again, some colors can be worn over 
the face when trader thé face they are 
decidedly unbecoming. This Is often 
true of various shades of rose, the 
browns and the more delicate shades 
of green. A woman who would look 
ghastly with unrelieved green about 
her throat can often wear a green hat 
with a black facing or a black or white 
hat with green trimmings with the 
best results. Several shades of rose 
worn under the face bring out all the 
telltale wrinkles and lines, while If 
placed over the face they give a becom­
ing glow.

When using tissue paper for finding 
becoming colors be sure to match the 
color when buying dress materials. If 
buying personally take a scrap of the 
paper with you. If ordering inclose a 
piece large enough so that the person 
who fills your order cannot make a 
mistake. ’ In both cases keep a part of 
the paper, not only to make sure of the 
match, but for future reference.

What Is becoming one season Is not 
always so the next. One of the com­
monest mistakes made by women is 
fancying that a color once becoming Is 
always so. Age, illness, the addition of 
a half score or more pounds of flesh, as 
well as the loss of it, all tend to change 
our appearance; hence the becoming 
colors. The woman who aims to be 
well dressed does well to study herself 
and the becomingness of colors.

LUXURY IN THE BASTILLE.

The Famous French Prison During the 
Reign of Louis XIII.

It was during the reign of Louis 
XIII. that the Bastille became recog­
nized as a prison, especially for nota­
ble persons suspected of treachery 
against the French government Riche­
lieu used it for the secure lodgmeut of 
troublesome opponents, and during his 
time the celebrated fortress became 
the luxurious prison of a powerful aris­
tocracy.

Apart from the necessary restrictions, 
a stay in the famous prison of Paris 
was little more than an agreeable di­
version. It seemed Indeed as though 
the king was determined to show his 
kindness. He expressed great anxiety 
for the comfort of his prisoners.

Money could Buy in the Bastille all 
the luxury that could be obtained out­
side, and should a poor man stray 
within the impenetrable walls the king 
was so eager to prove his hospitality 
that he at once allowed him a reason­
able pension. The rooms in which the 
prisoners were confined were lofty and 
well aired; the furniture was arranged 
according to the taste of the occupant

Mme. de Staël, for instance, bung 
her walls with rich tapestries, and 
many a distinguished culprit carried 
with him to the Faubourg St. Antoine 
his family portraits or a valuable 
library.

Nor is it in the least significant that 
the prison barber visited bis patrons 
every morning with a silver basin, per­
fumed soap and embroidered towels. 
The best viands, well cooked, were 
furnished to the better class of prison­
ers. and at the close of the meals they 
exchanged visits, played cards and 
made the walls of the gloomy looking 
prison ring with their merriment

In 1874 Professor Rudolph Falb pre­

dicted an eruption of Etna on Ang. 27. 
He offered a Vienna editor to write an 
account of it if the editor would send 
him to Sicily. Falb was commissioned.

The historical department of the 
Smithsonian institution at Washington 
has just accepted and placed on view 
a bronze bas-relief of the late Susan B. 
Anthony by Michael Jacobs, a painter 
and sculptor of note residing in that 
city.

The bas-relief, which Is in the “mod­
ern style,” being of the school of Ro­
din. is a noteworthy example of the 
present tendency in sculpture, which 
is to keep the relief as low as possible. 
The relief on the medallion of Miss 
Anthony is only one-fourth of an inch 
high. The picture is that of a thought­
ful idealist, with just a suggestion of 
the unconquerable Are which shone 
out through the bold personality of the 
great suffrage leader.

As a compliment to the National 
American Woman Suffrage association, 
of which Miss Anthony was president 
from 1892 until her death in 1900, Mr. 
Jacobs has had cast a second copy of 
the bas-relief, which was formally 
presented to the national association 
during its forty-seventh annual con­
vention in Washington Dec. 14 to 19.

Mr. Jacobs is well known as a por­
trait painter, having executed many 
commissions for titled Europeans dur­
ing his stay abroad.

Boracic acid to wash out sores be­
fore putting the dressing on is not to 
.be dispensed With. Turpentine is also 
a splendid thing against infection of 
sores from rusty nails.

Do not let us forget the almost in­
evitable bottle of castor oil or milk of 
magnesia in case of fever and indiges­
tion. A small quantity of essence of 
peppermint and spirits of ammonia 
should jtlso be added, because sick 
stomach is a frequent occurrence with 
the little ones. À box of bicarbonate 
of soda and one filled with epsom salts 
are indispensable.

Infant’s Knitted Afghan.
This is a beautiful robe, consisting 

of five strips, two blue and three strips 
white, length 32 inches, with crocheted 
shell border to finish.

Materials—Five hanks white, 4 fold 
Germantown; 4 hanks, color blue; 2 
bone knitting needles. No. 6; 1 bone cro­
chet hook. No. 4: With white yarn 
cast on 30 stitches, knit plain until 
strip is 32 inches long. Bind off loose-, 
ly. With colored yarn cast on 31 
stitches.

First Row—Knit plain.
Second Row—Knit 1, * yarn over, 

knit 3, pass the first over second and 
third stitch. Repeat from * to end of 
row.

Third Row—Knit plain.
Fourth Row—* knit 3. pass the first 

over the second and third stitch, yarn 
over, repeat from * to end of row. Re-t 
peat these four rows until strip is 32 
Inches long. Join strips by working 
one row of sg. c. down both sides of 
each strip with white yarn. With col­
ored yarn join the strips together with 
sg. c., taking up back stitch of each 
strip.

Border—With white yarn work a row 
of shells of 6 d. c. Fasten, shell down 
with 1 sg. c. Finish with picot edge 
of colored yarn.

ISSUE* OF MARRIAQE LICENSES

Reeve Wilson, of Wyoming, lately re­
ceived and signed the agreement between 
the Municipality and the Electric Hydro 
Commission, and the necessary wiring 
will be proceeded with as soon as the 
wire can be secured. The debentures 
will soon be issued and the wiring of 
private houses and public buildings will 
be proceeded with as soon as possible.

The Manitoba Prohibition Act
If the referendum shortly to be submit­

ted to the electors of Ontario is favorable 
to prohibition, it is said that the Act will 
be drafted on the lines of the one propos­
ed in Manitoba. The principal features of 
the Manitoba Act are:—

(1) Abolition of bar, shop and club 
licenses.

(2) Prohibition of the sale of liquor ex­
cepting for medicinal and mechanical 
purposes.

(3) Establishment of licenses for whole­
sale and retail drug stores, permitting 
them to sell liquor in certain quantities, 
viz.:

Wholesale stores—Ten gallons tor me­
chanical purposes, such as preservation 
of human and animal bodies; five gallons 
to physicians tor medicinal purposes.

Retail stores—Sale only on prescription 
of physician or to a dentist or veterinary 
or a minister of the gospel.

In quantities of one pint to dentists for 
the treatment of patients, two gallons to 
vetermaries for treatment of dumb 
animals.

A physician can carry two quarts with 
him for use as medicine tor patients.

A dentist can give a portion to a pa­
tient.

A minister of the gospel can have in 
hla possession two gallons of wine for 
sacramental purposes.

Heavy penalties ."or those who obtain 
liquor for mechanical purposes and use it 
for drinking, etc.

Act does not prevent the importation of 
Vquor from any other province or country 
by a householder or prohibit him having 
such liquor on his premises.

It does not prevent the manutacture or 
export of liquor from the province.

No sale made after 8 o'clock at night 
and 7 o’clock on Saturday night.

No liquor to be consumed on drug 
premises.
