Sehool Teachers Strike.—Some
chiliren attending the National schools
at Caerphilly, Rbhymneyvalley were re-
fused admission on Monday, the whole
of the teaching staff having declined to
resume duties after the Christinas holi-
days. Some months ago the Glamorgan
County Education Committee ordered
certain repairs to be done at the schools.

SUNDAY CLOSING IN SYDNEY.
A telegram from Melbourne states
that the new liquor legisiation of New
Soulh Whales, rendering customers as
well as publicans found in hotels on
Sunday to prosecution, has been
wonderfully successful. Last Sunday
in Sydney, where the law was tried
for the first time, the marvellous
cha astonished the police in the met-
tan area. There were only six
arrests for drunkenness, and only four
pérsons found on licensed premises. It
was, in fact, the soberest Sunday within
the memory of Sydney people.

APPEAL TO POSTERITY.

Mr. Chamberlain, in the course of a
speech in the Theatre Royal, Wednes-
bury, on Monday, declared that he
wanted, as the last act of his publie
and political life, to do something which
should be remembered long afterwards.

MR. ASQUITH.

Mr. Asquith, Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer, in his address to the electors of
East Fife, refers to fiscal reform as the
issue that . overshadows all other T‘.r”
tions. He points out that under Free
Trade the ecost of production is as a
rule lower here than in any of the Pro-
tectionist countries of the world, and
adds:—*‘The real motive of the large
majority of those who wish to set up
a general tariff here is not so much to
forece open othér markets as to close our
own. They are vietims of the anti-
quated fallacy that the imports which

! come here by way of interest on British

capital, or in payment for British goods
and services, involves a Mdiq)hcmt of
PBritish labor. Upon proposals,
which now form the avowed poliey of
the great bulk of the Tory party, 1
invite you to pass an emphatic.and de-
cigive condemnation. Remembes 'that a
Tory majority means a Protectionist ma-
jority, and that against Protection the
House of Lords affords no Jefence.’’

LABOR QUESTIONS.

Speaking at Huddersfield on Monday,
Mr. Asquith said the whole Liberal party
was united in desiring that the law re.
lating to trade disputes and eombina-
tion should be brought back to the state
which Parliament ' o intended,
but which, owing to interpretation
of the courts, was not being practically
carriel info effect. He could assure
them, on behalf of his Majesty’s Gov-
ernment, that they were at this moment
cnglgedindcvi-ingthobeatm of
securing the necessary modifications and
amendments of the law.

The other question affecting particun-
larly the interests of labor was the
amendment and extension of the law of
compensation to.workmen. They wanted
to get rid of illogieal techuicalities and
limitations. He wished to see the Act
extended without qualifieation to all
irdustrial em and be was sure
if the eountry would give them time and

The
several conventions held in the building
last year brought men from the remotest
regions of the south and the valleys of
the north, and a large number of them
left the city with a Labor Temple stock
certificate as the most valumable souvenir
they had to earry home. It is necessary
that these men should be kept in touch
with the progress of the Labor Temple,
and, with the Torouto shareholders, they
have been invited to attend the annual
meeting.

By a wise arrangement of the Provi-
sional Board of Directors in the initial
stages of the Labor Temple movement,
the Distriet Labor Council is to-day the
largest stockholder in the company. In
addition 4o the 500 shares of stuck held
by the Council by virtue of direct invest-
ment, there have been 1,300 shares added
by the donations of those not entitied to
hold stock under the company’s by-law,
which determines that only union men
can be shareholders. There are also @
large number of union men who took
shares in the company and never antici-
pated profits. They have made no de-
mand for their certificates, and never

In the course of time their shares
will go to the District Labor Couneil,
and the central body will be made the
possessor of a valuable asset.

Next week The Tribune will publish
the list of unions, with the amount of
stock held by each. This will enable
union men to find out how many or-
ganizations have not yet assumed any
financial obligation in connection with
the Labor Temple. There shonld not be
s union or wmion man without a share
of stock, and those who haven’t made
any effort ‘along this line in the past
should take thé necessary steps to have
their namds emrolled among the share-
holders of the company.

The
stock ¢f the anti-leather trust is placed
at $100,000, and it already has as mem-
bers nearly all of the known shoe manu-
facturers of Massachusetts.

These manuvfacturers eandidly confess
that the advanced cost of all shoe ma.
terials makes it impossible for any shoe
manufacturer to supply the same values

An advertiser may patronize many
mediums that claim to reach the people
in the only way possible. Good common
sense has taught many an alvertiser
that the only way possible is by the
medium that appeals to the public. The
public is the people—the people are the
working clase. Mr, Advertiser, do you
stop. to consider that the press of the
working class—the public—is the Labor
paper? Do you rcalize toat they alone
are the buyers? It is to them that you
must appeal. Countless thousands of
dollars are thrown away annually by the
business men of Canada in injudicious
advertising. Judicious advertising al-
ways appeals. The hand bill, the walk-
ing dummy, the billboard, nor evem eir-
cularizing can be classed as judicious
advertising. To appeal to the buyer is
to reach him in a way that affects his
own interests, the craft of his life, the
medium that speaks of his trade, that
instruets him in all walks of life, that
contains news and views of his brothers
in the same trade, that helps to better
his position in life and aids him in his
bat for freedom. To advertise in
such a medium can be naught but judi-
cious advertising. It stands to reason
and common sense that™if you want to
reach the home of the buyer you must
do so in a manner that will appeal.

This bri before you the question of
advertising in the labor press.
