ARRIVAL OF TEA OVER THE C. P. R.

Last Friday night the first consignment
of tea from the west arrived over the
Canadian Pacific Company’s linés ' from
Vancouver. The tea is part of the cargo
of the clipper * W, B, Flint,”’ which left
Yokobama June the 19th, arriving in
Vancouver the 25th of July, being thirty-
eight days between the two ports. The
tea was then shipped by train,leaving Port
Moody on the 30th of last month, and ar-
rived at Dalhousie square station last Fri-
day evening, makiog tbe trip in less than
seven days. The through train was made
up of ten cars, all loaded with tea, eight of
which were left at Brockville, to be sent
oy to different points at the Hastern States.
The company claim that goods are carried
more quickly over their route than over
any of the American lines, moreover, all
goods are in sound condition, nove of them
being broken. Complaints are regularly
heard, it is explained by a C. P. R., offi-

Why HEngland!s Food is Honest.

(From the Brooklyn Eagle.)

Of the right to regulate the sale of food
in order to prevent fraud, there can be no
question, and a federal law as to oleomar=
garine but applies the principle to a single
article, whereas it ought to be indefinitely
extended to all. The British have dealt
with this subject very intelligently, and,
as ®xperience has shown, very profitably to
the empire.  Adulteration of -foed- had
grown to enormous ‘dimensions some years
ago in England. A Parliamentary - com-
mission reported that scarcely an article
that was served on the table was free from
fraudulent admixture, or was what it pre-
tended to be. The result was the passage
ofan act of a simple and comprehensive
nature, which required that all . manulac.
tured articles of food should be labelled
with a statement of all their ingredients,
fraud, upon detection, or failure being
punisbed with extreme severity. If cofee
contained chicory, the seller must distiuct-
ly make that fact known. The portion
of corn starch employed in tempering mus-
tard, and incidentally expanding its bulk,
must be stated. Aond so through the long
list of comestibles and condiments the law
enforced perfect candor between buyer and
seller. The effect of this legislation was
to purify the trade and then to bring it tp
unprecedented proportions. - The reason
why Great Britain has a monopoly orsome-
thing very like it in the condiment trade
of the world, is because ber great houses
guarantee purity. There is no earthy rea-
son why Cross & Blackwell, for example,
should have their chow-chow, mixed picke
les and canned meats on every well-to-do
American table except the distrust that we
bave for our domestic compounds ,a distrust
that the British once entertained of their

heavy gales should sweep down upon them.
While not over a dozen cases of lhuman
cremation are reporteéd, it is believed that
many backwoodsmen and-families remote
from settlements cannot possibly have
escaped. The fatality to live stock has
been terrible, Hundreds of charred
bodies of cattle lie on the blackened track
of the devasting eyclone of fire.

Indeed, it is
the highest use to which they or any
other human accomplishments can be
put. In what respect, then, is nusic
less practical and satisfying, measured
by this standard, than, breadwmaking
and housework ? Let me ask whetber a
good loaf of bread, on the whole, makes
home a happier place for the tired fath«
er than the sweet voice of his daughter,
singing tbe ‘ old songs’ over again to
him, as he sits in  his easy-cnair ard
dreams of the days gone by ? And sup.
pose that a little company of friends
come in to spend the evening, end
something is wanted to make the cot-
tage home especially pleasant for a few
hours ; is it likely to be any more eat-
isfactory to the good wife and mother
to lead her guests up and down the
stairs and through the halls, to show
them ‘how nicely my Anna makes
beds’ or * how clean my Bessie sweeps
a room,’ than it is to sit down by the
warm fire-place, and- feel her heart
glow with pride and joy, as bher Anna
and her Bessie play and sing together
the sweet harmonies they have learned
while away at_school? Look at it.in

Summer BrEAkrasTs.— Breakfasts are a
nuisance in these warm morniugs, Pota-
toes are no longer the balls of floury white-
ness they used to be in winter; and there
is little one ean do with them in a plain
state.” Uhlma has given us so many deli-
cious methods of cooking potatoes that it
seems a difficult matter to find anything
new. Still, we have two or three pet
ways of ¢ warming over’ that may be new
to some of our rvaders. Cut cold boiled
or steamed potatoes in thick slices
(about a thitd of an inch thick,) and
cut these in ‘small squares. To about a
pint allow balf a pint of milk, a teaspoon-
ful of butter, two tablespoonfuls of
cream,  one-fourtb  teaspoonful  of
salt, and a teaspoonful of flour, Put the
mwilk in a saucepan and when scalding hot
stir in the flour mixed to a smooth paste
with milk and water, stir till it thickevs
then add-the butter, salt and potatoes.
Simmer'gently pbout ten minptes; * stir in
the cream, let it just boil up and pour it
into a warm dish. Of course the guantity
of salt is to be varied at pleasure, tastes
differing so widely in respect to season.
ing. If cream is not plenty use milk in-
stead. These potatoes are nice to serve
with cold meats.
