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AGRICULTURE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

In the present condition of Nova Scotia
Agriculture is by far the most important
of our industrial pursuits, and we are
sorry to tay it is more neglected than any
other. The soil and climate are well
adapted to farming~—to the growing and
maturing of all the vegetalle products of
termperate climates ; and still we continue

* to import largely and pay the foreigner
for what might be raised at home, and of
as good quality. We bave heard Ameri-
cans, who were well acquainted with the
Province, say that wheat was the only
plant in the production of which they
could excel us, and yet we find, from P’ro-
fessor Johuston's report, that while an
acze {on an average) in the State of New
York produces 14 bushels, an scre in
Nova Scotia produces 25tp 33! and that
it ulso greatly exceeds the State of Ohio
as well as Canada West.

In many ceses the fertility of the‘soil
bas occasioned culpable neglect in its
management, and in comparatively few
iastances do farmcrs give nearly that
care and attention which are necessary,
and bestowed in every land which “is
worthy of being ealled wn agricul-
tural country, to the tilling, manuricg
and general mansgement of theit fields.
One great error has been frequently com-
mitted in striving to bringa Jarger extent
of land into cultivation than the ability
or means of the occupant could propquy
accomplish: and this is owing to igno-
zante of the fact thas one acre propetly
cultivated will produce more, and be
much more profitable to the farmer, than
two acres carelessly mansged. Farmers
ere also too commonly indifferent the
great importance of manuting their Iad,
aad of the deseription of manures most
suitable to particular lands.

In the growth of oats and rye, Nova
Scotia goes far ahead of the neighbouring
States and territories, She leats twenty
three of the United States in the produc.
tion of buckwheat, and cvery state in
that of barley except Okio and New York.
In Indien corn'most of the States surpass

'us, although the quality raised is excel-

lent. Perhaps the reason why wheat is
not more extensively grown is that it
may be found to be mure precarious as s
crop than other grains.

In.growth of hay and production of the
dairy, only the larger and more populuus
states are in advance of us; while in po-
tatoes and esculent roots we excel the

‘most in quantity, and-all in quality.

Mange!l wurtzel and turnips—partica-
larly the former—grow to & great size in
Nova Scotia, and appear to thrive better
with us than in any other portion of the
North American Continent. Flax snd
hemp, if cultivated, might prove profita-
ble crops and valuable articles of export.
We have heard a gentleman in Britain,
extensively engaged in the manufacture
of cordage, say. that the hemp of North
America was far superior to the Russian
hemp: but injured by the careless man-
ner in which it was prepared for the
market.

As » grazing country, Nova Scotia,
considering her extent, ranks first among
the British North Americaa Colonies.
All the interior couutries, together with
many- parts of those on.the Atlantic
Coast, are admirably suited to this pur-
pose.

It is greatly to be regret d that 8o
many of our young men yearifileave their
native cOuntry to seek employmeat in
the States, There should be no cecasion
for any daing so. Aod now that the
Government is .prepared, by the recent
Immigration Act, to lay off suitable tracts
of land in lots of ohe hundred acres, with
convenient roads running through them;
sud, when required for actual settlement,
to place them in possession of inhabitants
of the Praviaces or industrious immigrants,
on a term of three years’ credit for the
purchase money, there is the greatest in-
ducement t0 remai.. and tske hold of

such advantages as are offered in no othu’
country on so easy terms. In a country,
taking all for and agaiust it into consider-
ation, we believe to be upsurpasted by
any other; and unquestionsbly one of the
healthiest in the world.

We appeal to the Parents of the Youth
of Nova Scotia, to consider and udviee
with their children, and not leave them
for the want of such aid ss they can give
to seek their bread in a strange land—10
serve others who care 10 more for thcrh
than the value of their labour, and will
recompense them for it as moderatey .

THE THISTLE OF SCOTLAND.

Io approach-
ing the Scottish camp unobserved, and
marching barefooted to prevent their
tramp being heard, one of the Danes trod
upon a large prickly thistle, and the
sharp cry of pain which he instinctively

| ottered, suddenly apprised the Scots of

their danger, who immediately run to
their arms and defeated the foo with
great slaughter. The Thistle was thence-
forth adopted as the natijonal insiguia of
Scotland. *

Oll, TPON THE WAVES.

The effect attributed to ‘‘a soft an-
swer--the moderation of wrath—has fre-
quently been illustrated by a reference to
the action of oil upon waves. From the
time of Plutarch and Pliny, who relate
that the mariners of their day were ac-
customed to still waves by pouring oil in-
to the sca, it bas passed current in popu-
lar speech that this cffect, by such means,
may be produc*d snd though treated
with discredit in modern times, experi-
ment proves that there is some trath in
thestatement. Among the facts reported
in favor of it, the following occurs in a
lctter to Count Bentinck from M. Ten-
gragel, dated Batavia, January 5, 1770 :
¢¢ Near the islands Paul and Amsterdam
we met with & storm, which had nothing

succeeded in preservingus. As he pour-
ed out but a little at a time, the Ilast In-
dia Company owes perhaps its ship to
only six demi-aumes of olive oil. 1 was
present upon deck when. this was done,
and I should not have mentioned this
citcumstance to you, but that we have
found people here so prejudiced against
the cxperiment as to make it necussary
for the officers on board, and myself, to
give a certificate of the truth on this head,
It was
the practice of the fichermen of Lisbon,
when about to return into the river, it
they saw before them too great a surf
upon the bar, which they apprehended
might fill their boats in passing, to empty
a bottle of oil into the sca, to suppross
the breakers. .
Previous to the time of Franklin, no
man of scicnce made experiments upon
the subject ; but his attention was called
to it by a circumstance which he thus
narrates : "¢ In 1757, being at sea in a
fleet of ninoty-six 9ail bound for Louis-
bourg, I observed the wakes of two of
the ships to be remarkably smooth, while
all the others were ruffled by the wind,
which blew fresh. Being puzzled with
the differing appearance, I at last pointed
it out to our captain, and asked him the
meaning of it. ¢ The cooks,’ said he.
¢ have, I suppose, been just emptying their
greasy water through the scuppers, which
has greased the sides of those ships a
little ;' and this answer he gave me with
an air of some little contempt, as to a
person ignorant of what every body clse
knew. In myown mind I at first slighted
his solution, though I was not able to
think of another.” The issue of one of
Franklin's experiments upon 2 pond on
Clapham Common is detailed in a volum:
of the Philosophical Transactions. After
dropping a little oil into the water, he
states, ¢ I saw it spread itsclf with sur-
prising swiftncss upon the surface, but
the cffcct of smoothing the waves was not
produced ; “for T had applied it first upon
the leeward gide of the pond, where the
waves were largegt, and the wind drove’
my oil back upon the ghore. I then went
to the windward side, where they began
to form ; and there the oil, though not
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more than a tea-spoonful, produced an
instant calm over a space several yards
square, which spread amazingly,’ and ex-
tended itself grgdually till it reached the
lee-side, making all that quarter of the
pond, perhaps half an acre, as smooth as
a looking glass.”

Tranklin again experimented at the
entrance of Portsmouth Harbor, -opposite
to Hasler Hospital, in company with Sir
Joseph Banks, Dr. Blagden, and Dr.
Solander, where the waves, though nct
destroyed, were reduced to cdlm and gent-
Iy swelling undulations. It seems evi.
dent, therefore, that the mollifying effect
attributed to the action of oil upon dis-
tnhed waters is not without foundation,
"Theough the course cf large waves is not
arrested by it,—for these have acquired
a power of oscillation independent of the
foree of the wind,—yet it will smooth
thoir surface, and perhaps prevent their
formation altogether under the influence
of but a gentle breeze. ¢ Iimagine,” says
Franklin, accounting for the effect, ¢ that
the wind blowing over water covered over
with a film of oil cannot casily cateh upon
it, o as to raise the first wrinkles, 'but
slides over it, and leaves it smooth as it
finds it.”"—~—Gallery of Natuve.
