Ecoles. xi. 9. * Young men rule the
world, young men always have raled
the world, and young men onght to rale
the world,” so says a moders writer.
The atatement is a etartling one it
tzno and may well arrest our attention,
but whether this statemont is true or
not, it is true {bat young men and
women havo an important place in the
world of today, and it is not the least
of the poculiarities of this wonderful
pineteenth contury that it is prepared
as nevor beforo to estimate, at its true
value, the power of youth and to ac-
cord to them their rightfal place in the

wotld’s activities.
'

Wo talk of the rovolutions eaused
by the introduotion of stormz powor, of
the wonderful things made possible by
the application of elestricity, of the in.
finence theso thinga have on all phases
of our social and national )ifo; but
there is & movement in progress more
surprising than aoy of these powers, 1
mean the applied power of youthful
lives, this application to the world's
necds of the strength and wisdom and
enthusiasm of the youth of to-day.

The Book of Job gives ue a fine
illustration of tho wisdom of youth
aud of the possibility of the young
possotaing & wisdom quite equal to
that of the aged and in this particular
oaso eupsrior to Job's more aged and
experienced friands,

Tho youthfnl Elihu had loog kept
silent in the presence of these aged
friends, but therp was such an evident
want of wisdom in their spesch that
he braves tholr displeasure and speaks.
It was judged'out of place ro doubt
because of the curront beliel that
‘*days should speak and multitude of
years shoutd teach wisdom,"” but like
mapy another ourrent saying it-was
only partly true, snd this young man
manifests s truer wisdom than they
when ho realizes that true wisdom is
not the oxclusive possestion of age,
but that * the breath of the Almighty
Sivtth underelanditig.”- It a viok. the
great that abe always wise -nor the
agod that alwayse- understand jadg-
mont.

Alexender, of Maecoden, was at
thirty-two the world's ruler, through
his personal foreo and energy. Han.
nibal was only thirty whea he dealt a
staggering blow to Romo's power.

most men in Great Dritain, was
prime minister at twenty-fiva, Alsx.
ander Hamilton, oue of the brighteat
of American statesmen, was a leading
spirit in congress at tweunty-five,

In art and ecienco it is the same;
Newton made bis great discovery be-
fore Lo was tweniy-five, Dacon had
started out on the line of a now phil.
osopy Lefore Lo was twenty, Walt
bad the principle of the steam engine
cleatly beforo Lis mind before Lo was
thirty. Daute, Shakespeare and il
ton gave evidonoe of their poetio genius
while quite youog. MMozart, great
among musiciana, died at thicly.seven,
Raphaol, great among painters, died at
thirly-soven. Michael Augelo was

great at iwenty-thres,

In roligion, Luther proclaimed Lis
position in eonfliot wilh the carrent
theology of Rome when ke was taenty-
nine, Cslvin published his institntes
whon he was twenty.seven. Wealoy
and Whitfleld were great early in life,
and SBpuargeon hed a world-wide repu.
tation when littls more than a boy,
and maintained it till his doatk. The
names of men and women who may
be addod to this list are legion, In
every.walk of lifs youth has won its
viclories and influenced the world for
good, and witb roverence let it be aaid,
*The Man Christ Jesus” completed
bis work of the world's aalvation when
he waas littlo more than thirly.

One of the responsibilities of “youth
I wonld emphasize to-night, is this ond
of’ servivg God and man with these
fast flying hours of yonth. ¢ Rejoico,
0 young man, in thy youth.”

Buc youth hes more than a past
history ; it has present ocapabilities,
and I beliove it is offering ite best to
the’ century in return for lts royal
wolcome, When Paul would describe
his perfect willingness to be and do
what Ohrist desires, he says, ** I follow
after that I may appeehend (that for
whieh I am apprehended) in Christ
Jesus.” 8o I beliove onr yonth to-day.
grasp the situstion and willingly lend
themselves to the demands of the
timee. (80 youth has to-day ready to
devols to this woild's needs aa edtieatsd |
mind, such as youth has never before
possessed ; an enlarged knowledge,
broad, !nll oconoceptions of the present,
such as the more advanced in life
seldom have. Thoy live nearcr to the
fature just as sged men stand nearer
to the past ; all their training has been
given them fo it them for thie future,
aund 80 no one can meot the world's
need like the young. Then they bring
enthusiasm to their work and its value
in life's battles must not be under.
estimatod. It is theirs by national
right, it is God's git to the young as
experisuce and eaution belong to the
aged. Laxperience belongs to the past
Enthusinsm looks to the fature, they
rarely go togethior, yot tho Lighest
results aro only reached when they go
band in hand. Bo youth and age
both have their placo. But the yonth-
fol Liabit of planning and acting with-
out stopping to look at all sides of &
queation ia not without its advantages,
and iz sometlimes wiser than the Lisbit
of maturer minds, of a0 closely review-
ing the past, and ro carefully ealling
to mind its mistakes, that I fears to
act at all. Youth makes mis'akes, it
is true, but youth is doing somsthing,
whilo it makes mistakes it is uohind.
ored by painful experionces. Age is
less likely to make mistakes than
youth becauso it does less to mako
mistakes over, being sometimes hind-
ered by the very fulness of its cxperi.
ence. Youth has a supremacy over
age {00 in this sense, that it has a
betier urderstanding of tho times with
which it Lias to deal, and this fact ia
being letter understood every day;
men and womon are needed for the
presont and the future and are being
chosen, not for what thoy have dono,
but for what they can do; so thel
youth of to-day are filling responsible
positions once beld exclusivoly by the

advauced in life. But this is no re-

flection on theaged. Thoiroxperienco
Is & valuablo sommodily and sbould
be at the sorvico of the young every-
whore, and Jet no young man or
woman despise cr iynore it, for it is
not in the divorolng of enthusisem
and exporience, not in the eeparation
of aged and young as though their
interosts were foreign to each other
that good can come, but in the blend.
ing of both, The work of aged men
is not at an oud, but it is to be dono

People.” )

J. B. Lamar, .of Georgia, is wriling
the “Lile of Isanc Errett” It is
appearing in weekly instalments in the
Standard and is very interesting read-
ing, In the April 80th Standard he
deals somewhat largely with * The
Great Communion Countroversy
among the Diseiples in 1862, He
shows that Errett, Pendleton, Kichard.
son and others wers decidedly of the
opinion that the Disciples should per-
mit the pions unimmersed to commune
with them at the Lord's table. Bro.
Lamar makes it very clear that ho is
altogether of the same opinion. Aud
be also intimates in & way that indi.
cates that he thinks it a matter beyond
controversy that in the * great com.
munion controversy,” Errett and his
supporters were the victors. We quote
here a sentence or two from the April
30th Standard, page two, column
threo :—

# The argument had been exhausted.
The minds of the brothren genecaily
had heen made up, They were satis-
fied that tho courss which they had
been pursuing was right—namely, to
spread the Lord's table for the Lord's
people, and then leave every man to
examine himsell, and to eat or refrain
upon his own responsibility.”

* We wonder those grest mon of 1802
did not proceed s littlo farther on this
wise, ¥ The Lord’s oharch is for the
Lord’s people. We should therefors
leave every raan t0 exsmine himsell
and decide whother ho is entitled to
memberstup in the Lord’s ohurek or
not, Wo should not think of insist-
ing upon what seem lo us to be clearly
scriptural conditions of fellowship, but
lot every man bo his own judge, and
receivo every one who might desire
to have fellowship with us. Wo
shonld not be so unchangaable as to
require an individual to be immersed
beforo receiving him into our fellow-
ship, if ho considersd immersion un-

necessary, and so on in like manner.”

Wo should like to have some one
point out the difference in principle
betwoon stating the seriptural condi-
tions of church followship and the
scriptural qualification for sitting at
the Lord's table. Is the one any moro
presumptuous than the other ? And
aro the Beriptures not as clear on the
ono point as on the other? Do we
hear some ona say that the Scriptures
aro silent on the question as to
whether the pious unimmorsed should
ait at tho Lord's table or not and that
we should also bo silent? We roply
that tho Soriptures are silont on the
question as to whother or nol the
pious unimmerstd should bo received
into the Liord's church, and ask on
what ground we may receivo them to
the table but oxclude them from tho
chiurell. We believe that the Serip
tures plainly indicate who are qualifisd
to oator the Lord’s church and sit at
the Lord’s table, and we do not think
that to declars and act upon the New
Testament inatruotions are either nar-
row, superficial, or nncharitable.
