In hig
address he said, * He rejoiced at the results which
had been chronicled, and he thought of the time
when a few of them, when he was quite a boy, met
in the Mechable's Institute on Court stircet to start
the first inception of the Young Men's Christian
Association, which, afterlying buried afew years, as
some brethren may remeinber, rose again, aud has
developed, under God in the magnificent institution
in which werejoice to-night.

** Mr, Wilkes was for many years one of the most
active and liveral members in the Methodist New
Connexion, avd took & lpadm% part in_promoting -
the unicn of that body with the Wesleyan Methodists,
He was a gifted and useful local preacher, and held
the offices of Class-leader and Trustee in the Bloor
Street Church; being also & member of the Book Com-
mittee. He was a liberal supporter of all Church
enterprises and every bencvolent institution. He
