Widows and Orphans’ Fund.’

For the information of those Clergymen who are about to take up the usual collec-
tion in aid of this fund, the Secretary begs to state that twelve widows and four
orphans are in receipt of pensions from it—the sum of $2210 having been paid on
that account last year.

THE LAMBETH CONFERENCE.

Opening Address.

My most Rev. and Right Rev. Bretbren,—In opening the proceedings of the first
Conference that has ever taken place of the Bishops of the Reformed Church in
vigible communion with the United Church of England and Ireland, my prevarling
feeling is one of profound gratitude o our Heavenly Father for having thus far
prospered the efforts which have been made to promote this solemn assembling of
ourselves together. Many have been the anxious thoughts and great the heart-
seorchings which have attended the preparations for this remarkable manifestation
of life and energy in the several branches of our communion, Many also have been
the prayers, and fervent, I trust, will continue to be the prayers, offered up by us,
severally and collectively, that He will prosper our deliberations, to the advance
ment of His glory and the good of His Church. Having met together, as I truly
believe we have done, in a spirit of love to Christ, and to all those who loye Him,
with an earnest desire tv strengther the bonds which unite the several branches of
our Reformed Church, tu encourage each other in our cndeavours tu maintain the
faith once delivered to the saints, and tu 1dvance the kingdom of Christ upon earth,
T will not doubt that & blessing from above will rest upon oor labours, and that the
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guidance of the Holy Spirit, whose sid wo havo invoked, will direct, sanctify, and
govorn our counsols. . . L.

The origin of this Conference has already been stated in tho circular of invita.
tion which I addressed to you all. It was at tho instance of the Metropolitau and
the Bishops of the Church of Canada, supported by the unanimous request of o
very large meoting of Archbishops nnd Bishops of the Home and the Colonial
Church,—a roquest confirmed by addresses from both the Houses of Convoceation
of Canterbury,—that I resolved upon convening it, Furthor encouragement to
venturc upon this unprecedented step was afforded when the petition from the
Canndian Church was first discussed, a plain intimation being g(i)ven by a distin-
gnished member of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of
America, that it would be regarded as n-very gracoful act, and would be hailed
with general satsfaction in that Church, if the invitation to the Conference wero
extended to our Episcopalinn brethren in those States.

Fully conscious, hawever, of all the difficulties which must surround the attempt
to organize and superintend an rssembly of so novel a character, I might well
hnve%xesimtcd to incur so great o risk. . But to have rofused to yield to wishes
thus fully aud forcibly expressed, to have shrunk from undertaking the consequant
responsibility, would have been unworthy of the position in which, by God's pro-
vidence, I am placed. In faith and prayer has the task been undertaken ; and I
humbly trust it will please God to prosper our work to a successful conclusion.
The result, indeed, has thus far more than justified the exFecmtionS raised. We
rejoice that o many of our brethren from distant parts of the globe have been
moved to respond to the call ; and we welcome with feelings of cordial affection
and genuine sympathy the presence of so large a proportion of the American
Episcopate. I'rom very many also, who, owing to the various circumstances,
bave been prevented from joining us, I have received letters expressing the pro-
found satisfaction and thankfulness with which they regard the opportumities
afforded by this gathering, for conferring together upon topics of mutual interest;
for discussing the peculiar difficulties and perplexities in which our widely scattered
Colonial Churches are involved, and the evils to which they are exposed ; for
cementing yet more firmly the bonds of Christian communion botween Churches
acknowledging one Lord, one faith, one baptism, connected not only by the ties
of kiudred, but by common formularies ; and for meeting through their represen-
tatives, from the most distant regions of the earth, to offer up united prayers and
praige to the most High in the mother tongue common to us all, and to partake
together of the Holy Communion of the body and blood of our Saviour Cgrist.

t has never been contemplated that we should assume the functions of a
General Synod of all the Churches in full communion with the Church of England,
and take upon ourselves to cnact canons that should be binding upon those here
represented. We merely propose to discuss matters of practical interest, and pro-
nounce what we deem expedient in resolutions which may serve as safe guides to
future action. Thus it will be seen that our first essay is rather tentative and ex-
perimental, in & matter 1 which we have no distinct precedent to direct us.

The subjects which will be brought under your consideration have aiready been
laid before you in the prospectus of arranrements for our proceedings. ~They
may be briefly comprised under the following heads:—(1.) The hest way of pro-
moting the Re-union of Christendom. (2.) The Notification of the Establishment
of New Sees. (3.) Letters Commendatory from Clergymen and Laymen passing
to distant Dioceses. (4.) Subordination in our Colomal Church to Metropolitans.
(5.) Discipline to be exercised by Metropolitans. (6.) Court of the Metropolitan.
(7.) Question of Appeal. (8.) Conditione of Union with the Church at bome. (9.)
Notitication of proposed Missionary Bishoprics. (10.) Subordination of Mis-
sionaries. In the selection of topics, regard has been chiefly had to those which
bear on practical difficulties seeming to require solution, It has been found im-
possible to meet all views, and embrace every recommendation that has been sug-
gested, Some may be of opinion that sabjects have been omitted which ought to
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have found & place 1n our acliborntions ; that we should have been nssembled with
the view of defining the hmits of theological truth, but it has been deemed far
hotter, on the first oceasion of our weeting in such form, rather to do too little
thayn attempt too much, aud instead of dealing with propositions which can lead to
no officient result, to confine ourselves to mattors admitting of & practienl and
heneficial solution.

The unexpected position in which our Colonial Churches have recently found
themselves placed has naturally created a great feeling of uneasiness in the minds
of many. Tam fully persuaded that the idea of any essential separatiou from the
mothor Church is universally repudiated by them : they all cling to her with the
strongest filinl affection, while they are bound to her «inctrinos and form of wos
ship by cogent motives of interest. At the same time, [ have good reason to he-
liove that theve are various shades of opinion as to the best mode in which the
connection hetween the daughter Churches and their common mother can best be
maintained ; and I trust that the interchange of thonght between those who nre
chiefly interested in those important queations wiil leadd to some profitable conclu-
sions. I may also state my belief that lezislation on the subject of the Colonial
Churches hag heen postponed until the view taken by this Conference shall have
been declared.  These matters have been regarded under various aspects in the
voluminous correspondence which I have had withmany of my colonial brethren ;
they will all, no doubt, be fully devoloped in the course of our discussion by those
who represent these several opinions. T trust that under a deep sense of the
solemnity of tho oceasion on which we are assembled, our discussions will be
characterised by mutual forbearance, if sentiments at variance with onr own shall
be advanced, so that by the comparison, rather than the contliet of opinions we
may be drawn nearer to each other in brotherly harmony and concord.  With the
arrangement that certain subjects shall, after o brief consideration, be referred to
commttees, I believe that the various topics for consideration may he profitably
discussed.

Doubtless, there is much in these latter dnys, even as we have all been taught
to expect, which is dark and dispiriting {0 the mind that has not been exercised
to discern the nreaning of such signs.” The enemy is on every side ?lying his
insidions arts, to sap the foundation of belief, to hinder the cause of God’s Church,
and prevent the Word of God from doing its work in the conversion of the soul of
sinful man. No cffort is spared to disparage the authority <t those who witness
for the truth and uphold thedogmatic teaching for which the apostolic writings
are at once the model and the warrant.  Though it be not our purpose to enter
upon theological discussion, yet our very presence here is a witness to our resolu-
tion to maintain the faith, w{:ich we hold in common as our priceless heritage, set
forth in our Liturgy and other formularies ; and this our united celebration of
offices common to our respective Churches in each quarter of the gzlobe is a claim,
in the foce of the world, for the independence of separate Churches, as well asa
protest against the assumption by any Bishop of the Church Catholic of dominion
over his fellows in the Episcopate.

Not one of us, I am persuaded, can fuil to respond to that earnest desire for
unity which is expressed in the introduction to our resolutions. It iz but the echo
of the petition which the Saviour of the world offered in behalt of his Churcl,
when he prayed the Father that those who should believe in him might all be one
in the Father and the Son.  And while we deplore the divided state of Christen-
dom, and mourn over the obstacles which at present exist to our alt bainyg jowsad
together in the unity of the Spirit and in the bond of peace, this very feeling
should he our most powerful motive to urge our petitions at the throne of giacy,
that it may please God, in his own good time, to remove such hindrances as st
present render that union impracticable.

And now may our Almighty Father shed abroad dpon us the spirit of wisdom,
peace, aud love, and inspire us withsuch counsels as may most tend to edification;
so that, being knit together more closely in the bonds of brotherly affection and
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Christisn communion, and animated with n more forvent zeal for the Saviour's
honecur and the salvation of souls, we may do our endeavour to propare His Charch
for tho coming of him whom wo lovingly adore, snd whose advent in power and
glory we ardently look to and long for. .

Introduction to Resolutions.

We, Bishops of Christ's holy Catholic Church, in visible communion with the
United Church of Eugland nnd Ircland, professing the faith delivered to us in
Holy Scripture, maintained by the primitive Church and by tho Fathers of the
Engtish Reformation, nuw assembled by the good providence of God, at tho Archi-
episcopal Palnce of Lambeth, under the presidency of the Primate of all England,
desire—First, 1o give hearty thauks to Almighty God for having thus brought us
together for common counsels and united worship ; Sccondly we desiroe to express
the deep sorrow with which we view the divided condition of the flock of Christ
throughout the world, ardently longing for the fulfilment of the prayer of our
Lord, * That all may be one, ng Thou, Father, art in Me, and I in Thee, that
they nlso may be one in us, that the world may beliove that Thou has sent Mo:"”
nnj, Lastly, wo do here solemnly record our conviction that unity will be most
effectunlly promoted by maintaining the faith in its purity and integrity—as taught
in the Holy Scriptures held by the primitive Church, summed up in the Creeds and
affirmed by the undisputed General Councils,~and by drawing each of us closer
tv our common Lord, by giving ourselves to much prayer and intercession, by the
cultivation of a spirit of charity, and a love of the Lord’s appearing.

Regolutions.

Resolutivn 1.—That it appears to us expedient, for the purpose of maintaining
brotherly intercommunion, that all cases of establishment of new sees, and appoint-
ment of new Bishops, be notified to all Archbishops and Metropolitans, aed all
presiding Bishops of the Anglican communion.

Resolution J1.—That, having regard to the conditions under which inter-
communion between members of the Church passing from oune distant diocese to
another may be duly maintained, we hereby declare it desirable—

(1) That forms of letters commendatory on behalf of clergymen visiting
other dioceses be drawn up and agreed upon;

(2) That a form of letters commendatory for lay members of the Church be
in like manner prepared ;

(3) That his Grace the Lord Archbishop of Canterbury be pleased to under-
take the preparation of such forms.

Resolution II1.—That a committee be appointed to draw up « pastoral addrezs
to all members of the Church of Christ in communion with the Anglican branch
of the Church Catholic, to be agreed upon by the assembled Bishops, and to be
published as soon as possible after the last sitting of the Conference.

Resolution [ V.—-’i‘hat, in the opinion of this Conference, unity in faith and
discipline will be best maintained among the several branches of the ;Anglican
communion by due and canonical subordination of the Synods of the several
branches to the higher authority ofa Synod or Synods above them.

Resolution V.—That a committee o{{:even members (with power toadd to their
number, and to obtain the assistance of men learned in ecclesiastical and canon luw)
be appointed to inquire into and report upon the subject of the relations and fune-
tions of such Synods, and that such report be forwarded to his Grace the Lord
Archbishop of Canterbury, with a request that if possible it may be communicated
to any adjourned meeting of this Conference.

Resolution VI1.—That in the judgment of the Bishops now assembled, the whole
Anglican communion is deeply injured by the present condition of the Church in
Natal ; and that a committee be now appointed at this general meetiug to report on
the best mode by which the Church may be delivered from the continuance of this
scandal, and the true faith maintained. That such report be forwarded to his Grace
the Lord Archbishop of Canterbury, with the request that he will be pleased to
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transmit tho same to all the Bishops of tho Anglican communion, and to ask for
their judgment theroupon.

Resolution VI1I.—That wo who ara hero present do acquieses in tho resolution
of tho Convocation of Cantorbury, passed on June 29, 1866, relating to the diocese
of Naotal, to wit—

$¢If it bo decided that & new Bishop should be consecrated,—As to the proper
stepa to ba taken by the members of tt > Church in the province of Natal for
obtaining o now Bishop, it is the opinion of this House, firat, that a formal instru.
ment declaratory of the doctrine and discipline of the Church of South Africa
should be rropnred, which every Bishop, Priest, and Deacon to bo appointed to
offico should be required to subscribe ; secondly, that n godly and well-learned
mon should be chosen by the clergy with the nssent of the lay communicants of
tho Church ; and, thirdly, that he shouid be presented for consecratiou, either to
the Archbishop of Canterbury,—if the aforesaid instrument should declare the
doctrine and discipline of Christ ns received by the United Church of England and
Ircland,—or to the Bishops of the Church of South Africa, according as hereafter
may be judged to be most advisable and convenient.”

solution V111.—That, in order to tho binding of the Churches of our colonial
empiro and tho missionary Churches beyond them in the closest union with the
mother Chureh, it is necessary that they reccive arnd maintsin without alteration
the standards of faith and doctrine as now in vze in that Church. That, never-
tholess, each province should have the right to make such adaptations and additions
to the services of the Church, ns its peculiar circumstences may reguire, provided
that no change or addition be made inconsistent with the spirit and principles of
the Book of Common Prayer, and that all such changes be liable to revision by
any Synod of the Anglican communion in which the said province shall be re-
presented.

Resolution 1X.—That the committee appointed by Resolution V., with the
addition of the names of the Bishops of London, St. David's, and Oxford; and all
the Colorial Bishops, be instmcm(F to consider the constitution of o voluntary
spiritun! tribuna), to which questions of doctrine may be carried by appeal from
the tribunals for the exercise of discipline in each province of the Colonial Church,
and that their report be forwarded to his Grace the Lord Archbishop of Canterbury,
who is requested to communicate it to an adjourned meeting of tinus Cenference.

Resolution X.—That the resolutions submitted 10 this Conference relative to
the diﬁci;)line to be exercised by Metropolitans, the Court of Metropolitans, the
scheme for conducting the election of Bishops when not otherwise provided for,
the declaration of submission to the regu?ations of Synods, and the question of
what legislstion should be proposed for the Colonial ChurcLes, be referred to the
committee gpecified in the preceding resolution.

Resolution XI.—That a special committce be appointed to consider the resolu-
tions relative to the notifications of proposed missionary bishoprics, and the
subordinates of missionaries.

Resolution XII.—That the question of the bounds of the jurisdiction of different
Bishops, when any question may have arisen in regard to them, the question as to
the obedience of chaplains of t{xe United Church of England and Ireland on the
Continent, and the resolution submitted to the Conference relative 1o their return
and admission into home dioceses, be referred to the committee specified in the
preceding resolution.

Resolution XIII.—That we desire to render our hearty thanks to Almighty
God for His blessings vouchsafed to us in and by this Confercuce ; and we desire
to express our hope that this our meeting may hereafter be followed by other
meetings to be conducted in the same spint of brotherly love. )

After a reso'ution of hearty thanks to his Grace the Archbishop of Cnnterbur(,
for baving coavened the Conference, and for having presided at it, the Arch-
bishop solemuly offered up the Prayer for the Church Militant. The Gloria in
Excelsis was then sung by the asrembled Bishops; his Grace the President pro-
nounced the Benediction, and the presentsession of the Conference came to its close.
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
