Tt will be proper also to explin that the limited grant put at the
disposal of the Printing Committee, will enable them only to issue once
every two months an average of 32 pages, which will give space only for
about the same matter as is at present inserted in the journals of Synod.
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But should our hopes he fulfilled, and a good list of subscribers be
sent in, this would enable the Committce proportionably to extend the
size and scope of the Guzette, and increase its interest.

The Editors would desire also to impress especially upon the Clergy

the importance of their farnishing prompt and concise veports of any

Church work, or Church incidents in their rvespective pavishes. The
Editors have no means of engaging or remunerating agents to do this
duty, and unless they arve furnished with news it will be impossible for
them to insert it. We would particularly request the Rural Deans to
assist them in this matter.

With respect to the character of the communications themselves, we
may be permitted to say that the very limited space at our disposal will

necessarily preclude any long or elaborate notices, so that the uwtmost

brevity and condensation will be requived.

Moreover we would rvespectfully draw the attention of our covres-
respondents to the rvesolution of Synod, that ““on no plea whatsoever
should its pages be used for purposes of controversy, and therefore all
topics of a controversial character, whether in editorial or communicated
articles, must be studiously excluded.”

To this principle we shall be bound rigidly to adhere, and shall there-
fore be called to exercise a strict and impartial scrutiny as to that point,
over all the selections inserted in the Gazette, as well as the various com-
munieations and reports with which we hope to be favored.

The Editors trust that under the Divine guidance they will be able,
if they receive the cordial co-operation of their brethren, so to conduct

i the proposed publication that it may wmerit the confidence and secure the

support of all mewmbers of the Church.

EXTRACTS FROM THE REPORT OF THE PRINTING COMMITTEE IN
REGARD 10 THE SYNOD GAZEITE.

At the last meeting of Synod, the «qnestion proposed by the Rev. Rural Dean ‘

Givins, of publishing a Synod Gazelte, was on motion of Dr. Ifodgins, referred to
this Committee in the following terms (Journal of Synad, 1873, p 66) :—That it be
an instruction to the Committee on Printing to consider the advisability of Publish-
ing a Monthly Periodical, containing the following matter, and to report at the next
Session of Synod:—

1. The Annual Report and its Appendices.

2. Report of Proceedings of the Quarterly Meelings of Synod Comuittees, Sunday
School Meetings, aud Reports from Missionaries,

3. Notices of Episcopal and Archidiaconal Visitativng, Ruri-Decanal Meetings, and
Synodical Meectings.

4. Register of Births, Marriages, aud Deaths, Consecrations of Churches, Church
Openings, and all information of a general character likely to prove beneficial
to the interests of the Church.
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5. The periodical to be of such portable dimensions, and to be provided with an
index, so as casily to be bound and form an Anaual Register of the Diocesan

Proceedings.

Should the proposed plan meet the sanction of the Synod, the following practical
questions will remaia to be disposed of. By whom shall such Guzette bo conducted ?
Under whose supervision shall it be issued? What shall be the nature of its
contents ?

Ou these points your Committee ave strongly of opinion :

1. Thet the publishing should be under the supervision of the Printing Committee.

2, That the editorial supervision should be entrasted to the [Tonorary Secvctarvies.

3. That the general chavacter of the publication should correspond closely with
the description given iu the resolution under which the question was referred to this
Committee, with the addition of & very eleav and stringeat cnution that on no plea
whatsoever shall its pages be used for purposes of controversy.

PROSPECTUS OF THE TORONTO DIOCESAN GAZEITE.

There has been for some years a growing conviction upon the part of the members
of the Church in this Diocese that the Synod should pessess some official organ,
periodically issued.

At our last meeting o Syned, the Report of the Printing Commitiee recommend-
ing such a publication, was unanimously adopted; and the issuc of the Toronto
Diocesan Guzette will at once be proceeded with.

It will contain the following information : —

(a) The Journal of the Proceedings of Synod.

(¢) A summary of the Proceedings of the Querterly Meetings of the Committecs
of Synod, with the names of members present,

(¢) Pastorale, and other Episcopal aud official notices from the Officers or Com-
mittees of Synod.

(d) Copies or abstracts of Reports of Committees submitted to the Synod by the
Executive Committee, as provided in the 20th section of the Constitution,

() Acknowledgements of Moneys received for Synod objects.

(/) In general, all Notices and Circulars relativg to the business of Synod.

(9) Reports of Episcopal and Archidinconal Visitationg, Ruridecanal Meetings,
Sunday Schocl Conventions, Reports from Missionaries, and the like,

() Register of Births, Marriages, Deaths, Opening and Consecration of Churches
Ordinations, Ecclesiastical changes and appointments, and ail Church News likely to
promote the interests of the Church,

All topics and expressions of a controversial character, whether in editorial or
communicated articles, will be studiously excluded.

The periodical is to be called the Z'oronto Diocesan Gurelte, and will resemble in
size and geueral appearance the present Journal of Synod. It will be provided with
an index, and when bound will form an Annual Register of the Synodical proceed-
ings, and a continuous history of the Diocese.

As stated in the Report Iaid before the Synod: ¢ ‘Lhe immense advantage of such
a periodical over the present dry and desultory mode of communicating with the

parisbes and missions, must be evident. Instead of a volume of unquestionablo |

value indeed, but unaveidably heavy, bristling with statistics, and lurgely composed
of tardy acknowledgments aml meagre outlines, with o few stale items of ccclesias-
tical intelligence, we shall possess in such a periodical as that proposed, something
more generally readable, and containing 2 fullness and freshness of information
suited to foster an intelligent intevest in all the operations of the Church, and to
stimulate the energies of her members, and call out their liberality in her behalf.”

It is proposed to issue the (fuzest- at first every two mounths, four of the numbers
to consist of 32 pagss, and the other two as double numbers of 64 pages,
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This periodical will be furnished free to all mombers of the Synod now entitled to

“That with reference to the Memorial presented to this House by the Synod of
the Diocese of Turonto, and suggesting the appeintment of ¢a Day of Humiliation
and Intercession for Unity, and the Reunion of our Church with other Christian
bodies,’ the House of Bishops, whilst fully sympathizing with the memorialists in
mourning over tho lack of union which exists amongst the various branches of tho
Church of Christ, have not been able to arise at the conclusionithat it would bo
expedient at the present time to set apart a special dayifor that purpose.

¢ They would, however, sugzest whether tiis important subjectmight’not be
incorporated in the Service used on the day which will brobably be again recom-
mended by the Archbishop of Cauterbury, as 2 Day of Special Intercession for the

Missions of the Church.”

That
upon each member of the Synod depositing his vote, a mark shall be
placed opposite his name on the voll of the order to which ho belongs, and
that upon the requisition of any three members of the Synod, the number
of votes deposited shall be compared with the number of those who have
voted upon the occasion. The scrutineers shall hand over the votes to the
Socretaries of the Synod, whose duty it shall be to prosorve them until the
election shall be completed, aud then destroy them at the ond of the
session.

2. Motiou of Rev. II. Holland :

That in order to secure greater ovder and despatch in voceiving and scrutinizing
the ballots required by the Constitution of Synod, a Committee be appoiuted to
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frame, under the approval of the Exccutive Committee, instructions for the
guidance of Scrutineers, and also such ruled and privted forms as they may
deem expedient, the Committee to consist of the Ionorary Seoretaries and Rev.
Septimus Jones, M.A.

3. Motion of Rev. Canon Baldwin:

"I'hat in future meetings of the Synod of this Diucese, or 8o lung as any members
of the Executive Committee are elected by ballot, the ballot fov election of said
members, and also that for the election of Delegates to the Provincial Synod, be
taken at the same time.

4. Resolution of Rev. J. A, Hull:

That the Executive Committee be requested to insert in the Aunnual Order of !

Proceedings of Synod such rules and regulations for the better observance of
quiet and general order as they shall deem expedient.

A Sub-Committec was appointed to consider un.l devise the best plan for hereafter
taking the votes for the election of delegates to the Provincial Synod and the
Exccutive Committee, and to make such rules and regulations for the better obser-
vance of quiet and general order in the Synod, as they shall deem expedient, and to
report at the next meeting of the Exccutive Committee.

Clergy Commutation Trust Committee,

Present— Archdeacon Fuller, (who was appointed Chairman for the current year) ;
Revds, Dr. Lett, Dv. MeMurray, J. G. Geddes, 1. C. Cooper, S. Housten, W. R.
Forster. Vice.Chancellor Blake, Messrs, Grierson, A. II. Campbell, Peter Paterson,
Archibald Cameron, C. J. Campbell, William Ince.

The Secretary reported that in accordance with the vesolution adopted at the
May meeting, tho Lord Bishop had furnished the names of three Clergymen entitled
to be placed upon the Commutation Trust Fund according to the By-Taw, viz:—
Revds. J. II. McCollum, John Carry, and John Davidson, and that these gentlemen
had been placed on the pay-list as vecipients of $400 per anoum, from the 1st of
April, 1874,

The attention of the Committee having been called to the following clause in the
Report of the Sustentation Fund Cowmmittee, adopted at the Session of Synod,
viz i—

“Your Committee, referring to their saidilast Report wherein it was provided that
the Clergy Commutation Trust Committee be the Treasurer and Manager of all
funds raised for the Susteutation Fund, beg fwther to report : That as the amount
standing to the credit of the said last mentioned fund in the books of the Synod,
now amonats to the sum of 34,475.18, they have directed that the last mentioned
sumbe transferred to the credit of the Clergy Commutation Trust Fund, and the
same will be transferred accordingly :”

It was resolved, that as doubts have arisen as to the manuer in which the Susten-
tation Fund is intended to be dealt with by this Committee, the amount to the
credit of that Fund be meantime accepted and kept invested until otherwise ordered
by the Synod.

Sundry applications for the leasing and purchase of land were eopsidered, and

" laid over for further information and consideration.

The Municipalities of Thorah and Mono, being desivous of redeeming their deben-
tures held by the Synod, the Committee agreed to sell at par.

Present—The Lord Bishop in the Chair, Archdeacon Fuller, Rural Deans Givins,
Lett, Smithett, Stewart, Allen, Hill, Osler, Cooper, MeMurray, and God@es. an.
H. B. Bull, Mossrs. Ledingham, Agar, A. H. Campbell, J. C. Chadwick, Lowis,
Hallen, Chafee.

Guarantees for 8600 per annum for three years, were received and accepted from
the Missions of Clifton, Merritton and Homer, Georgetown and Glenwilliams.

The following resolutions were adopted :—

Resolved—That this Board, in accordauce with the resolution of Synod, in refer-
ence to the grant to the Diocese of Algoma, hereby request his Lovdship the Bishop
to issue an appeal to the Pavishes of the Diocese of Toronto, to raise the amount of
$2,400.

Resolved,—That the Secretary-Treasuver be instructed to advance one Quarter’s
Salary due to the Missionaries in Algoma on the st Qctober next, in accordance
with the quota allotted to this Diocese, and charge the same to the special fund to
bo raised for that purpose.

Resolved—That a grant of $200 per annum be made to the Mission of Lloydtown,
20 soon a8 the requisite guarantees be seat in for $600.

A similar resolution was adopted in regard tothe Mission of Bolton and Sandhill.

Resolved—That the sum of $200 per annum be granted to the Mission of Palermo
and Omagh, on their furnishing approved Bonds for $400 per annum.

Resolved—That an additional $100 be granted to the Rev. R. Rooney for one yoar
from 1st July, 1874. )

Resolved—That $300 per annum be voted to Hastings and Alnwick Mission, pro-

* vided that 8400 be guaranteed by honds from the people from 1st October next.

Resolved—That $200 per annum be granted to the Mission of Georgetown and

; Glenwilliams, bonds having been furnished for’600 per annum,

Resolved—That the grant to the Mission of Brooklin anl Columbus be raised to
$300 per annum,

Resolved—That the grant of $75 additionnl, be continued to the Mission of Wood- :

bridge and Vaughan for and during the term of the existing guarantee.
Resolved—That the request of the Rev. W. H. Jones, of Omemee, be granted by
this Board, and that the grant of $500 be continued to the united Missions under
his charge, so long as the bonds from said united Missions hold.
Resolved—"That $200 be granted to the Mission of Novval and Stewart-town, on
receipt of a guarantee for $500.

Resolved—That this Board is prepared to grant $100 per annum to a Travelling

Missionary on the Bobeaygeon and Brock Ronds, provided the several congregations
within its bounds enter into bunds to raise $200 per nonum.

Resolved—That $160 be granted to purchase diagrams of the Working Men’s
Educational Union, to be used at the various Missionary Meetings of of the Diocese,

. and that the Rev. Rural Deans Lett and Osler be a Comnmittee to select the same,

and to draw regulations for the distribution and use of the same,

Resolved—That the change of service frem Qakwood lo Cambray, proposed by the
Rev. James I1. Harrig, be agreed to by this Board.

Letters were read from the Rev. Richard Ilurrison, calling the attention of the
Board to the urgent necessity of providing for the religions instruction of the inmates
of the Lunatic Asylum and Central Prison, and of the numerous immigrants con-
stantly arviving at the Immig-ant Sheds.

Resolved—That having heard the letters of the Rev. R. Harrison rend, this Board

are of opinion that the Rector of St. James's, Toronto, and the other clergy of this

city should be requested to take the same into their cousideration with o view of
of supplying the want thercin complained of,

Resolved—That with referenco to the representations of the Rev. R. Harrison, as
to the necessity of providing a clergyman to attend the Central Prison and the
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Lunatic Asyluw, the Bishop be requested to nominute a Committeo to ascertain
what duties would be required of such clergywmun in thoso Institutions, and what
funds could be obtained towards his support; ond to report to this Board at its
next meeting.

The Rev. Richard Iarrison having applied to the Board for remuneration for
Missionary services performed during the space of one yoar at the Village of Seaton
in the north west part of the City of Toronto, the BBoard regretted thoir inability to
appropriate funds to such purpose,

For the same reason the Board were unabloe to entertain Mr. ITarvison’s offer to
continue the work which he has been carrying on at the Immigrant Sheds during
the past year, if the Board would duly recognize him as a stipendiary.

A Committee was appointed to examine the reports received from the Missionaries
and publish the sume in the Journal of Synod, or the Toronto Diocesun Gazelte,

Widows and Orphans’.Fund, and Theological Students’ Fund Committes.

Present—Rev. 1, C. Cooper (who was appointed Chairman for the current year) ;
Revs. W, H. Jones, E. W. Murphy, Canon Osler, F. Tremayne, W. Belt ; Dr. Wilson
Vice-Chancellor Blake, Captain Blain; Messrs, W. Y. Pettit and Huson W. M.
Murray.

There not being sufficient funds to pay in full the pensions of the Widows and
Orplhaus on 1st October, the Committee decided to pay them at the same rate as on
the 1st July.

A Sub-Committee was appointed to carry out the recommendation of the Synod,
adopted at the last Scssion, as regards the assessmcnt on Parishes on behalf of the
Widows and Orphans’ Fund.

Letter was read from Mr. John Colwull, of Kincardine, asking for an Exhibition
to aid him in the prosecution of his studies as a Theological Stadent in Trinity
College.

The necessary certiticate from the Bishop and testimonial as to character having
been furnished, Mr. Colwell was placed on the list of Divinity Exhibitioners, subject
to the conditions of the By-law.

General Purposes Fund, Statistics, and Assessment Committee.

DPresent—Rev. John Fletcher (who was appointed Chuirman for the current year) ;
Revs. Dr. O'Meara, R, Harrison, Thomas Ball, D. I. F. MacLeod ; Dr. Hodgins, Mr.

Letter was read from the Churchwardens, Lloydtown, asking that the Synod Asg-
sessment from that Parish be refunded, because their Lay-Representative was
unseated at the last Session of the Synod. The Committee decided that they could
not entertain the application.

The usual quarterly Financial Statements were laid before the Committee.

Ordered—That the Chairman of this Committee bo requested to call the attention
of the Chairman of the Sunday School Committee to the itam of $15 for printingand
advertising in councction with the meeting of tho Sunday School Association in
June last, and to ascertain under what authority such expenditure was incurred.

' Ordered--~That the item in Synod Assessiment Aczount, ¢ 500 copies of Order of
Servico $19.80” Lo referred to the Priuting Committeo tor authorization.

Ordered—That, as directed by tho Synad, the sam of 3600 be placed at the dis-
posal of the Printing Committe to cairy out the rocominenlation of that Committee
in regard to the purposed Diocesan Gazotte.

The consideration of sunlry applications for aid to Churches and Parsonages was
deferred till next meeting, in vrder that further information, as required by the new
regulations, may bLe obtained.

The rovision of Statistics and Assessments was doferred till next meeting.

2. THE PROVINCIAL SYNOD.

The regular triennial session of the Provincial Synod of the Church
of Euglaud in Canada began in Montreal on the 9th of September with
divine service in Chvist’s Church Cathedral. The Right Rev. Dr.
Hellmuth, Bishop of Huvon, was the preacher, in the absence of the
. Bishop of Lichfield. His Lordship chose for his text the Book of Reve-
~ lation, 3rd Chapter and 22nd Verse, *“ He that hath an ear, let him hear
what the Spivit saith unto the Churches.”

The Holy Communion was celebrated after the sermon.
At 2:30 p.m. the Synod was formally opened by the Most Reverend

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this, I think, is the urgeuncy of the Lord’s work which lies immediately before us
here in Canada, leaving but little time for petty disputes and vain wrangling. Here
we have a country to subdue for the Lord—a kingdom to wrest out of the cnemy’s
hands—sheep wandering upon the davk mountaing, to be gathered into the Saviour’s
fold. 'The soldier, when called into the battle field, has no time to trifle with
matters of minor importance; he has to fight. Awd so, too, must we, using
wenpons which are not of maw’s forging, but taken from the Lord’s armoury—the
shield of faith, the sword of the Spirit, the Cross of Christ. We aro, I think,
agroed on the great cssentials of the faith. We all preach alike the doctrines of
the Cross, the all-atoning sacrifice of Christ, the necessity of conversion, the work
of God’s Iloly Spirit as the Teacher, the Quickener, and the Sanctifier of souls,
But I should be very thankful if, by a geuerous brotherly compromise, we could
come to some agreement ag to the minor matters which affect our practice—such
a3 the mode of conducting our owdinary public services, our rubrical observances,
our posturcs and vestures in the Ilouse of God, and matters of this kind, which,
when placed side by side with the salvation of immortal souls, are, indeed, most
trivial. With a view to this happy result, and also to relicve those to whom the
length of our present morning service is somewhat burdensome, a measure will
probably be proposed during the present session, I believe that if we all resolve
to observe strictly the directions of the Church, and to carry out loyally and
honestly the spirit of our liturgy. many of our divergencies will at once cease, and
o happier and more blessed uniformity will be displayed in our ministrations
There are, I believe, at the present time, many, outside of the Church’s limits, who
are showing a desire to draw near to our fold. Nuthing is so sure to repel them as
the promulgation aund practice of extreme views; notbing so likely to attract them
as a faithful, honest, and spiritual exhibition of the simple truths which our Church
sets before us in our Articles aml Liturgy. Oh, that we may ever go forth to our
great work animated by one spirit, bound together by a couumon faith aud practice,
and depending on the same Almighty strength to give us the victory! Before
entering upon the business of the prescat session, I think it very desirable that we
should see clearly the position which this Provincinl Synod occupies in reference to
the minor Synods of our respective Dioceses. It was unever intended that they
should conflict one with the other. 'I'hie object of our Diocesan Synods is to delib-
erate and legislate on all questions which have a special reference to the Diocese
which they represent, whilst the object of the Provincial Synod is to treat of those
matters which affect us in our more ealarged capacity as members of the Church of
England, whose lot is cust within the prescribed limits of this Province. Each
inferior Synod has the privilege of ferming its ewn special laws and regulations, so
far at least as they do not contravene any canon enacted by the Superior Synod of
the Province, to which we all, by virtue of our union, are bousd to conform.
Although a large liberty has ever been given to our deliberations here, I feel sure
that it will be our wisdom to refrain as much as possible from the discussion of
subjects likely to cause jrritation, and to awaken party strife.  This, however, must
be left to the discretion and Christian feding ot judividual members. The
important question as to tie futurc clecticn of a Metropolitan, must needs again
come before you; and I hope it will be considered with all the caution it deserves,
There is, I know, a difference of opinion among the ablest and wisest members of
this Synod. But T trust that, at all events, there will be no rash attempt at change,
in the mere hope of avoiding & recurrence ot past difficulties, but a desire to uphold
the dignity and usefulness of the affice, aml to consider what will be most in
accordance with primitive practice, as well as most conducive to tho present
welfare of the Church. You are awave that a measzure has passed the English
Convocationg, and hus reccived the Ruyal assent, giving libarty to curtail the Week-
day Services, aund also to initiate a fresh service, cnmpiled from the Prayerbook, to
bo used on Sunday evenings, where a church is opened three times in the day for
public worship. It will be desirable, T think, to endorse this action of the Mother
Church during the present session. 1t is with a fecling of much saduess that we
are remindel of the absence fram vur counsels of vne whose wisdom as late
Prolocutor of the Lower House, and whese influence ag a Church leader we can ill
eparg at the pres.ut time.  Whilst he is remembered with singular aiffection in his

A letter was also read from the Nova Scotin Synod, enclosing a
resolution requesting the Bishops to prepare a form of prayer to be used
at the opening and closing of Sunday Schools, and on other special
accasions,

Several Committees weve called on for their reports. The Chairmen,
in seme cases, stated that the Committee had not prepared any report.

The Synod proceeded to take up the unfinished business of previous
sessions, and the following motion, originally introduced by the Dean of
Ontario, on the subject of Marriage Licenses, was read :—

That this Provincial Synod having at their last seesion received a report of the
Sub-Committee on the subject of Marriage Licenses, and also a Petition to the
Provincial Parliament, praying them to interfere, and modifying any existing law,
in order that the members of the United Church of Lngland and Ireland in Canada
may at least have the same status, equality, and privilege, such a3 the Church of
Rome and her Bishops now exercise in this Province. The Lower House humbly
move the Lord Bishops in Synod assembled to consider, and, if they shall deem it
right and expedient, to take action on the matter; and from this Synod cver and
always to issue licenses to members of the Church, under their Hands and Seals of
office, or through their officials, under such cauonical and legal provisions, (due
respect being paid to tho ancient Canons in such cases made and provided,) and also
to chargo such fees us they may consider right, praper, and just, fer the issning of
such documents,

After discussion the motion was lost.

On motion of Dr. Henderson, (Kingston) it was resolved,—

That this louse regret the loss which they sustain in the death of the late
Ven.

That while in England he had been furnished with funds for the salaries of two
cleigymen to serve in Lis distant diveese, anld he wished, if possible, to find suitable
persons in Canada.  They would have to save the two chief posts in the diocese of
Saskatchewan, and he was desitous to obtain their services befure the winter set in.
He did not like to set wut as a general without soldiers, and besides, they were
striving to practically uphold the prindiple of supplying the ministrations of the
Church ty all communities, howeser nunerieally ummportant.  The salary would
be for each of the missionaries £200 sterling a year, le threw himself on their
kind indulgence, and requested them to aid him in the matter as far as they could.

The memovial of the Bishop, clergy, and lay delegates of the Diocese
of Tovonty, conccruing the use of the Buriad Service in cases where it is
imapplicable, was referred to a committee.

A motion of the Rev. J. J. Bogert, requesting the House of Bishops
to prepare or adopt oflices for the laying of the corner stone of a church,
and for the consecration of churches and burial grounds, was carried.

He offered an apology to the Synod for ‘not being present at their opening. It '

wag his wish to have been amongst them, but business in another place had unavoid-
ably detained him.  1is motive for wishing to be with them could be mentioned in
a very few words. It was promptel by their bounden duty to preserve as much as
layin their power the unity of the English Church. (Cheers.) That was, perhaps,
not o pressing, but it was a sufficient reason fur his presence there. The deputa-

tion, if he might dignify Lis small company by that name, came from avother

country to see the Provincial Synod in session, and to extend to them the right
hand of fellowship. 1o came as a representative of Church Missions. Having
spent the greater portion of his life ag a Colonial Bishop in New Zealand, he could
pot but take a deep interest in the Provincial Synod of Canada. In New Zesland
they had the same object in view as in this country -to make the Colonial Branch
a real, effective and zealuus branch of the Church of England. DBrotherly sympathy,
ono with another, bound them in their common regard for the Church, in unity in
holding fast that faith which was delivered to the saints.  On those points at least
they could avoid all discussivn and dissension. On that main point was built the
Anglican Church. If they professed to alter the standard of the Church, sho would
be so completely rent asunder that her usefulness and strength would be gone.
God forbid that auny onc should bo tempted for private or party reasons to
surrender for & moment the praycers which go up from the Church of God; but let
them bold fast the ucity of the Spirit and the bond of peace.  He looked upon the
Dominion of Canada as upon a vast field, whose outskirts had not yet been touched,
and who could say, what would be the proud destiny of such a country a century
hence? Such a country was destined as a fiell to extend the work of religion,
which had already grown so largely. Ile understood that since his last visit here

three or four new Bishops had been appointed, and trusted that when he again

visited them he would find a like growth in their work, and they must take such

The Prolocutor read the following message :—

The Metropolitan begs to inform the Prolocutor that in reply to the Resolution
passed by the Lower House with reference to a memorial sent to this Iouse con-
cerning tho withdrawal at will of the Bishop’s License, beg to state—that, after

{i having given the subject their best counsideration, they feel that such Clergymen aro

sufficiently protected by Canon V., parageaph 7, *‘ An Appeal shall be,” &e.; but
that “this House is quite prepared to consider_any suggestions from the, Lower
House, which would increase that protection.

The House of Bishops sent down the following :

CANON FOR ALTERING THE ORDER OF THE PUBLIC SERVICE OF THE
CHURCIL IN CERTAIN CASES.

Whereas the Convocations of Canterbury? and York did iotroduce certain
modifications into the order of the public services of the Church; and whereas, the
Tiperial Parlisment did by Act 35 aud 36 Vic,, Cap. 85, sanction and ‘guthorize the
same n3 amendments to the Act of Uniformity; and whereas, it is expedient to
extend such modifications to this ecelesinstical Province.

Bo it, therefore enacted, That the shortened order for moruiug prayer, or for

evening prayer, specified in the schedule of this Canun, may, on any day except
Sunday, Christmas Day, Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and”Ascension Day, bo used
in lieu of the order for morning or for cveniug prayer, respectively prescribed by
the Book of Common Prayer.

Upon any special oceasion, approved by the orvdinary, there may be used in
any Cathedral or Church, a special furm of service approved by the ordinary, so that
there be not iutroduced into such scrvice avything, except anthems or hymns, which
does not form part of the Holy Seriptures or Book of Common Prayer.

An additional form of service, varying from any form prescribied by the Book of

Common Prayer, may be used at any hour, un any Sunday o Iloly-day, iu any
Catbedral or Church in whicl they are duly read, said, or sung, as required Ly law,
on such Suuday or Holy-day at some other huur or heurs, the Order for Moraing
Prayer, the Litany, such part of the Order of the Adwministration of the Lord's
Supper or lloly Cummunion, as is required to be read on Sundays or Holy-days if
there be no Communion; and the Urder fur Eveuiug Prayer, su that there be not
introduced into such additional seivice auy portion of the Order for the Administra-
tion of the Lord's Supper or Iloly Commuunion, or anything except anthems or hymns,
which does not form part of the Holy Scriptures or Book of Cumton Prayer, and sv
that such form of service and the mode in which it is used is, for the time being,
approved by the ordinary.

Whereas doubts have arisen 23 to whether the following formsTof service, that
is to say : The Ocder for Morning Prayer, the Litany, and the Order for the Admin-
istration of the Lord’s Supper ar floly Communion, may be used as separate
services, and it is expedient to remove such doubts: Be it therefore enacted and
declaved, that any of such forms of service may be used together, or in varying
order as separate services, or that the Litany mmy be said after the third Collect,
in the O'r‘der for Evening Prayer, either in licu of or in addition to the use of the

0]
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Litany in the Ovdor for Morning Prayer, and any of the said forms of service
may he used with or without the preaching of a sermon or lectuve, or the reading
of n homily.

Whereay doubts have arisen as to whether a sermon or lecture may be preached
without the common prayers and services appointed by the Book of Common Prayer
for the time of day being previcusly read, and it is expedient to remove such
doubts : Be it therefore enacted and declared, that u sermon or lecture may be
preached without the common prayers or services appointed by the Book of
Common Prayoer being read before it is preached, so that such sermon or lecture be
preceded by any service authorized by this canon, or by the Bidding Prayer, or by
a colicet taken from the Book of Common Prayer, with or without the Lord’s
Prayer.

Norg.—The minister using the shortened erder for Morning Pruyer or for Evening Prayer in
this Schedule, may, in his discretion, add in its proper place any exortation, prayer, canticlo, hymn,

psalny, or lesson contained in the order for Morhing Prayer or for Evening Prayer in the Book of
Comunon Prayer, and omitted, or authorized to be omitted, from such shortened order,

Rev. Canon Bleasdell moved,—

That the canon for altering the order of the public service of the (‘harch in
certain cases as sent down from the Upper Ilouse he adopted.

Rev. Mr. Norman moved in amendiment, seeonded by Rev. Provost
Whitaker,— |

That the canon be accepted with the proviso that in the shortened form the Old
and New Testanment lessons be read at both services, and with the use of the
Paalms in extenso at the evening services.— Lost,

Mur. G. Hall, of Quebee, moved in aumendinent, seconded by Rev, Dr,
Banceroft,—

That the canon be considered clauce by clause.—Lost.

Finally the motion for the adoption of the Canon was carvied almost
unanimously.

The following Canon was sent down by the House of Bishops :—

CANON CONCERNING CONFIRWATION AND CONSECRATION OF BISHOPS.

1. “When the Metropolitan, or if there be no Metropolitan, the Bishop senior by
consecration, shall have been duly certified by the Secretary of the 8ynod of a vacant
See, of the election of a Bishop for the same, it shall be the duty of the said Metro-
politan or senior Bishop to summon two or more of the Bishops of the Ecclesiastion)
Province of Cannda to assist him in the consceration of the said Bishop elect, and
it shall be the duty of tho Bishops so summoned to attend at such a time and at .
such place in the Eecclesiastical Province as the Metropolitan, or senior Bishop, or
other Bishop acting under commission from the Metropolitan or senior Bishop, shall
direct, and to assist in the consecration of the said Bishop elect.

2.  And before procieding to consecrate, the consecrating Bishop shall require
that the Secretary of the Synod of the Diocese to which the Bishop has been elected,
or some person deputed by him to act in his behalf, shall read publicly in the face of
i the Church a duly attested certificate of the clection of the said Bishop, and give in
the same for record.

3. “And the Sceretary of the Provincial Synod, or some person by him
deputed to act in his behalf, shall read publicly in the face of the Church, a duly
attested certificate of the concurrence of n majority of the Bishops of the Diocesc
composing the Feclesiastical Province of Canada in the election, and give the same
for record.

Provoest Whitaker moved, seconded by Rev. R, W. Norman, the
adoption of the Camon.
q
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Moved in amendment by Chancellor Bethune that the third clause
of the Canon be struck out ; Dean Bond seconded the amendment.

Chief Justice Ritchic moved that the consideration of the Canon be
postponed till the next meeting of the Synod

The Prolocutor said he could not put Mr. Ritchie’s amendment, as
by the rule of the Synod it was enacted that all canons coming from the
Upper House must be disposed of, and he did not cousider the postpon-
ment of the discussion till the next Synod as disposing of the question.

Chief Justice Ritchie vespeetfully appealed from the decision of the
chair; and on the motion being put whether the chair should be sustained
or not, the vote stood, ayes, 32 ; nays, 58.

A division then took place on Chief Justice Ritchie’s amendment
which was lost ; ayes, 47 ; nays, 76.

Dr, Hodgins then moved an :wmeundment, seconded by Mr. Crotty,—

“That it is not expedient to give to the Ilouse of Bishops (as proposed in this
canon) power to interfere, without reasons assigned, a direct veto on oue of the
highest acts which a Diocesan Synod can perform in the clection of a Bishop; nor
i it expediont that this Synod should thus sanction an interference with the rights

secured to the Diocesan Synods in this matior, without first submitting the question
for the consideration of such Synods.

Ruled out of order after some discnssion.

The amendment of Chancellor Bethune, that clause 3 bo struck out, was then
lost on a division ; ayes, 41 ; nays, 80,

A division was then taken by orders on the main motion for the adoption of the
Canon, with the following result: ayes, Clergy 54, Laity 24; nays, Clergy 20,
Laity 27. There being a majority of 3 of the Laity against the Canon, the motion
was lost.

Moved by Rev. Henry Roe, seconded by Hon. George Trvine,—

*That the Iouse of Bishops be informed that in consequence of the non-cou-
currence of orders, the Canon concerning the Consecration of Bishops was not
adopted.”—Cnrried.

The Prolocutor informed the Synod that the House of Bishops had
adopted the following address to the Church in the United States :—

*“The Provincial Synod of Canada, now in session, desives to send its very
hearty and fraterual greeting to the Right Reverend the Bishops and the Clerical
and Lay Delegates of the Protestant Episcopal Church of the United States, and
earnestly prays that their approaching general convention may be so blest by
Almighty God, that by their means 1lig truth may be established and his kingdom
advanced through the length and width of the United States, and the Metropolitan
be requested te print the above addreas.

Rev. Dr. Ketehum moved that the House concur in the addvess;
Rev. Mr. Darling seconded the motion, which was unanimously
passed.

‘The resolution adopted by the Upper House in vegard to the admis-
sion of Deacons to Holy Orders was taken up. Rev. Canon Bancroft
moved, seconded by Rev. Mr. Tindsay.—

““ That the Canon be accepted.”

Rev. R W. Norman moved in aumendment, seconded by Provost
Whitaker,—

“That the resolutions in regard to the admission of Deaccus to Ioly Orders be

refex-rg(l to a Committee to report at the next regular meeting of the Synod, the
Conmnittee to consist of the mover antl seconder, Rev, 1. Roe, and Rev. J. Lobley.”
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The amendment of Mr. Norman was put and carvied ; yeas, 42 ;
nays, 23,

A message was received from the House of Bishops, submitting the
following canon :—

Whereas it is expelient that the forms of subscription and of oaths subseribed
and taken previous to the ndmis-ion of Holy Orders, and tu any spiritual office, shall
be uniform throughout the ccclesiastical Province of Canada, and wheras certain
alterations have been made in Englind by the Convocations of the Church there
assembled, and by the authority of Parliament,

Resolved, That Lienceforth the forms of subscriptivn aud of vaths so authorized
in England, aud no other, shall be used in the several dioceses of this Irovince, and
that the following canon be enacted :

Lvery person about. to be ordained priest or deacon shall, before ordiuation, in
in the presence of the Bishop by whom he is to be ordained, and every person about
to he licensed to any curacy or to be installed to any benefice, shall, before obtaining
such license or being so justalled, make and subscribe the following declarations and
take the following ouths:

1, A B, do solemnly make the following declaration : T assent to the thirty-nine
Articles of Religion and to the Book of Common Prayer, and to the ordering of Bishops,
Priests and Deacons. T believe the doctrine of the Church of England as therein
set forth to Le a.recable to the Word of God, aud iu public prayer and administra-

'

tion of the Sacruments. I will use the form in the suid Book preseribed, and none -

other, except so far as shall be ordered by lawful authority.

The declaration of subscription to the canons of the Provincial and Diocesnn
Synods.

I, A B, do swear that I will be faithfnl and bear true allegiance to her Majesty,
Queen Victorig, her heirs and successors, according to God; So help me God.

1, A B, do swear that I will pay truc and cauonical allegiance to the Lord Bishop
of ——and his successors in all legal and honest commands; So help me God.

No oath shall be administered during the service for the ordering of Deacons, or
during the service for the ovdering of Priests, or during the service for the consecra-
tion of Bishops.

Before institution to any benefice the person to be instituted shall also subscribe
the following:

I 4 B, solemnly declave that I have not made by myeelf or by any other person
any payment, contract or promise of any Lind whatever. which to the best of my
knowledge or belief is Simonieal tonching or concerning the obtaining of the perfer-
ment of -—. Nor will I at any time hereafier perform or satisfy in whole or in part
any such kind of payment, contract, or promise made by any other without my know-
ledge or consent.

Rev. H. Ror moved, seconded by Provosr WHITAKER, —

«That the canon on the subscription of the clergy be referred to a committee
named by the Prolacutor, to report at the next meeting of the Synod.”

The motion was put and carried by a large majority.
CANON RELATING TO THE METROPOLITICAL SEE.

At the meeting of the Provincial Synod in September, 1871, the
House of Bishops, in conformity with the veport of a Joiut Committee,
passed the following canon, to which the conenrrence of the Lower
House was asked :—
~ 1, From and after the Jday on which the See of Montreal shall next hecome
vacant, the Bishup of Moutreal shall not, by sirtue merely of his office as such, be
the Metropolitan of the Ecclesiastical Pruvinee.

2. After the expiration of three months, and not later than the expiration of
six months after the next and subsequent avoidaunce of the Metropolitical See, the
Bishops of the said Proviuce shall meet under the presidency of the senior Bishop,
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or in case of his inability to act, under the presidency of the Bishop next in order

| of seniority, and it shall be his duty to summon them to that end, at somo place

within the Leclesiastical Province, by giving at least six weeks’ noticojof the time
and place of mecting, and elect oue of theiv number to be president of the House of
Bishops, and the Bishops go elected shall theresupon ipso facto be the Metropolitan
Bishop, and shall have, possess, and exercise, all the rights, powers, privileges, and
prerogatives which the Metropolitan Bishop in the said Province now has, possesses
and exercises, or may or ¢in have, possess, and exercise, any law, usage, or custom
of the said Province to the contrary in any wise notwithstanding.

3. The Sce of tho said Bishop so clected as aforesaid, shall be the Metro-
politicrl See of the said Province, hut the City of Montreal shall be as it presently
is, the place of the meeting of the Provincial Synod of the said Province.

4. Until the election of the said Metropolitan Bishop, the said senior Bishop
shall, after each such avoidanco aforesaid of the Metropolitan;See, be vested with
all the rights, powers, privileges, and prerogatives of Metropolitan Bishop aforesaid.

5. All rules, regulations, canons or other provisions of law of the said Province
inconsistent with the foregoing provisions, shall be, and the same are, hereby
1epealed.

The Canon and the following resolution annexed to the Canon con-
cerning the future election of a Metropolitan, were sent down by the
House of Bishops, and the Lower House was asked to concur in both :

That with reference to the Canon first adopted in regard to the election of a
Metropolitan, this House desires to assure the Diocese of Mountreal that the Canon
has been passed from a very strong belief that it furnishes the only solution of the
difficulties of the question; that it is necessary and cssential for the best interests
of the Church at large; and in the carnest hope that it may prove ultimately satis-
factory to the Diocese of Montreal, to the position of which they have¥given their
utmost consideration.

Moved by Chancellor DBethune, seconded by the Rev. Provost
Whitaker,—

That the Cauon now in force fur the eclection of a Bishop of Montreal and
Metropolitan, be repcaled, and the vne abuve recited enacted ia its stead.

Rev. Mr. Roe moved in amendmenby—

That, inasmuch as the very title of Metropolitan imports the designation of a
particular city as the permaunent scat of the jurisdiction attaching to that office, nnd
the change now intended to be provided for would thus involve a contradiction in
terms, therefore the title of Primate be substituted for that of Metropolitan.

The Prolocutor ruled the wmendment ont of order, aud the main
question was put and carried.  Yeas, 90 ; Nays, 9.
The Prolocutor read the Report of the Joint Committee to preparea
form of sexvice for the laying of corner stones, &e., as follows :—

The Joint Committee on the question of preparing a form for the consecration
of churches, burial grounds, and cemetries, and for Ixying the foundation stone of
churches, met in the Library on Monday, September 14, 1874, and unauimously
agreed to the following resolution : - That the Chairman, the Bishop of Fredericton,
be requested to commnnicate with the Bishops of Nova Scotia and Quebec on the
subject of such forms, and to inform the other members of the Committee of the
result of their deliberations, and that a joint report on the whole subjeet be pre-
sented to the Synod at its next session.

Rev. C. Hamilton moved, —

That article 9 of the Constitution be amended by striking out the words “shall
record them in books provided for the purpuse,” and adding the following clauso at
the end of the article: ** The printed Journal uf each sessivn certiiod by the signa-
tures of the Prolocutor and the two Secretaries of the Luwer House, to a statement
attached to oue or morc cupics declaring the number of pages in the said Journal
and the number of words corrected with the words so corrected, shall’be held to be
the true and authentic rocord of the pruceedings of cach session. —C'arried.
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Rev, €. Hamilton moved, —

Whereas the Acts 19-20 Vie., cap., 121, and 22 Vie., cap. 139, werc passed
expressly to remuve doubts which have been gince shewn by the judgments of the
highest Court of Great Britaiu, tv have hal no toundation in reality, and wheroas
the Chureh of England in all colonies having representative government occupies
precisely the same position, no better and no worse than that of any other religious
deoomination ; aud whereas these said \cts arc not purely permissive but contain
positive enactment, which vy render the operation and force of the Canons of the

+ Provincial and of Divcesan Synods in some respects doubtful, and whereas it is
reasonable that such doubts should be removed and that all pesitive enactments
uffecting her internal government should be passed, not by Parliament but by the
Church herself in the tree exercise of rights which are common to ali societies ; and
wherens the suid Acts affect civil rights which under the Confederation Act are
. assigned to the Provincial Legislature, theretore this Provincial Synod enrnestly
. recommend the several Diocesun Synods within the old Province of Canada te apply
to their several Provincial Legislatures to puss a bill repealing the said Acts and
simply declaring that all that has heen done under them, whether by the Provincial
gl‘ (;hc Diocesan Synods, to be valid and bindiug uutil otherwise ordered by the said
odies,

Chancellor Bethune moved, scconded by Mr. C. J. Brydges,—

That the motion of Rev. C. Hamilton be referred to & Committee composed of

Hon. J. H. Cameron, Vice-Chancellor Blake, F. A, Hill, Chief Justice Ritchie, Hon.
George Irvine, Dr. Henderson, and the mover aud seconder.—Carried.

On motion of Dr. 1lodgins, the rules of the House were suspended
to allow of the consideration of the Report of the Committee on Lay
Readars, Rev. Mr. Armstrong moved, seconded by Dr. Hodgins, —

H That the report be adopted,
| Mr. C. J. Brydges moved in amendment, seconded by Rev. H. Roe,—
That the report be received and printed for consideration. —Carried.

Archdeacon Baleh moved, seconded by the Rev, Mr. Baker,—

That their Lordships the Bishops bo requested to appoint & Committee to
confer with a Committee of this Iouse, as a Joiut Committec of the Provincial

| It was agreed by both Houses thai a deputation be sent {o the
Conventiou of the Protestant Episcopal Church of the United States.
‘The deputation to consist of two Bishops (the Metropolitan and Bishop
Williams) four clergymen, including the Prolocutor, and four lay mem-
bers—namely, the Rev. Henry Roe, Rev. Dr. Bancrott, Rev. R. W.

On motion of Mr. Brydges the proceedings were suspended to allow

1n Canada there were many
points of difference in the mode of conducting business from that in New Zenland,
but he would not venture to sny which was the best. lle bad no doubt but that

was now under discussion, and it would be scen au the end of three years if they
[ still continued to differ. In New Zealand the Bishops met the clery nuad lity in the
Synod face to face, and bad a free iuterchange of opinion on the different subjects
instead of having a canon coming down from the Upper House Jike a meteoric stone,
. It did awny with all the chilling processes of conferences between the two Houses
and brought about a closer union one with aunother. The vote by orders was always
taken as a matter of course. He was 1clined to think that they possessed a little
advantage over the Provincial Synod in this, a3 all excitement was done away with.
He trusted they would always have n strong desire to maintain the tull influence of
the Provincial Synod. They had lately, he was glad to learn, introduced into their
Synoed the Maritime Provinces; in fact, they had the benefit of sea air, Thoso
Provinces had agreed to merge their rights and privileges in those of the Proviucial
Synod. Those who were fond of speaking ol the rights and privileges of small
bodies forgot that small bodies were misgoverned by narvow-minded men. The
Lower Provinces cantc to merge their Dioceses in the Provincial Synod, but he
hoped the union would not resolve itself into a heptarchy. There were, perhaps,
some good points in that, but for himself he would rather be under the rule of the
British Parlinment than the seven governments.  There were no claims of privileges
| in the Diocesan Synods of New Zealand except those given by the Provincial Synod.
¢ He hoped they would merge all personal, private, and local aspirations into the
Synod for the good of the Canadian Church. He had come to tako leave of them,
not knowing whether in God’s providence he shou.d ever again sce them, and he
parted from them with spirvitual and brotherly love which be felt sure was recipro-
cated. He trusted that by God’s graec they wmight be enabled to carry out those
measures which had so cloquently been discussed and adopted. In conclusion he
bid them all an affectionato farewell. (Loud npplause.)

The Prolocutor then read the addresses which had been prepared,
for presentation to the Deans and Rectors of Lichfield, through the
Lord Bishop.

The Prolocutor appointed the mover and scconder and the Rev,
Henvy Roe, us the Committee. The Committee reported, and the
report having been adopted, was sent to the House of Bishops.

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Rev. Dr. Lett moved, seconded by Rev. Mr. Norman,—

I the absence of Mr. Thowas White, Jr., the following motion was
moved by Rev. M. M. Fothergill, seconded by Rev. Dr. Jarvis :—

immigrants coming to this conatry, are of great and growing importance to the
Church in this Province,—

The Lower House respectfully requests the Lord Bizhops in Synoed assembled,

In the absence of Rev. J. B. Davidson, the following motion was
moved by the Rev. R. W, Norman, and carried unanimously :—

That in view of the happy cousummation of ecclesiastical union with the
Diogese of Novy Scotin and Fredericton, this Synad expresses its cherished hopo
that all the other Dioceses in the North American British possessions may soon ke
a smailar step to that of the Maritime Provinces.

The following mation of Rev. Dr. Lett, although it passed the Lower
House, did not receive the concnrrence of the Upper :—

Tunat tihe prayer provided for the Divine blessing upon ovur proceedings,
together with the * prayer for unity,” be used three weeks previous tu the session,
in all churches aml chapels in the Dioceses incluied in this Synod, and that the
Lord Dishop of cach Divcese be respectfully requested to take such action as he
shall deem adrisable to give effect to this resolution.

The Housr of Rishops haviug asked concurvenee in the following
Canon :—

Neo alteration or addition shall be made in the Buok of Comwon Prayer and
Adninistration of the Sacraments and othar rites und ceremonies of the Cburceh, the
Articles of Religion, or the form sud wanuer of making, ordaining, and consccra-
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ting Bishops, Prieste, und Deacons, or the version of the Scriptures authorized tobe
read in Churches, unless the sume shall be enacted at one Session of the Provincial
Synod and coofirmed at another Session of the same.

Nevertheless any alteration in, or addition made to, the Prayor Book or
Articles by the Ciurch of England in her convocations and authorized by Parlia-
ment, may be aceepted for use in this Leclesiastical Provinee, by one Provincial
Synod only. Provided that such alteration or addition be approved by two-thirds
of tho House of Bishops and by two-thirds of ench order of the Lower Ilouse of the
Provincia! Synod then present and voting,.

Mr. C. J. Brydges, seconded by Rev. Rural Dean Allen, moved in

amendment,—

That after the words « Ecclesiastical Provinces,” the rest ‘of the senteuce bo
omitted and the following substituted:  When passed by the Proviocial Synod in
one session only without the necessity of future confirmation,

Rev. G. V. Housman, seconded by Judge Hemming, LL.D., moved
in amendment to the amendment,—

That the following be adopted iustead of the Canon: That no alteration in or
addition to the Prayer Book or Articles of the Church in use in this Ecclesinstical
Province sball be made unless the same be authorized by the (‘onvocation of the
Mother Church and approved by two-thirds of the House of Bishops and two-thirds
of each order in the Lower House of the Provincinl Synod.

Moved by Rev. G. M. Armstrong, seconded by Mr. C. J. Brydges,—
That the following be added to the first clause in the Canon : “ Provided that

confirination be approved by two-thirds of the House of Bishops and two-thirds of
each order of the Lower fousc.”

After some discussion, the Canon, as amended by the latter additiou
and former change, was finally adopted,

The Rev. Mr. Gossip moved, and it was carried :—

That it is expedient to establish a Church paper cither at Toronto or Montreal,
under the patronage and support but not the responsibility of the Provincial Synod,

and that & Committee be appointed to take such easures, by correspondence with !

the various dioceses and parishes as will ensurc the success of the undertaking,

The Rev. M. M. Fothergill moved, seconded by Rov. Mr. Burke,—

That the thanks of the Synod be given to the railvoad and the steamboat
companies for their kindness in reducing the fares of Delegutes.

The Rev. Rural Dean Allen moved, seconded by Rev. Dr. Lett,—

That the thunks of the Synod are due awud gratefully teadered to members of

the Church in the city of Montreal fur their hospitality to the members of the
Synod during the present session.

Dean Bond having taken the chair, it was moved by Rev. Mr.
Norman, scconded by Ven. Archdeacon Balch,—

That tho thaoks of the Synod be teudered to the Urolueutor for his impartial
and courtcous administsation of the business of the Synod.

*The cordial thanks of the Synod were also tendered to the
Sccretaries.

The following notices of motion were left over until next session :—

Very Rev. Dean Bond,—

That this Lower House of the T'roviucial Synod deeply depleves the crisis in
which the Church of Cauada stands, and the indications of schism which have
unfortunately manifested thenselves, aricing out of dissatisfaction at the intreduc-
tion of practices in the Church, contrary to the simplicity of our Protestant form of
worship ; and that their Lordships the Bishops be earnestly requested to devise

———— e
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some means by which such practices may be suppressed and uniformity established
in the servicee of the Church of Canda.

Rev Canon Townsend,—

That the Provincial Synod earnestly deprecates the intreduction inte its
business of controversial subjects relating to the ceremonial practices of some
churches, which, it is assumed, nre irregular and unlawful, and the discussion of
which would inevitably tend tu the incresse rather than the healing of our uuhappy
divisions, particularly as the subject of Rubrics is about to be discussed by the
Convocations of Canterbury and Yotk.

Canon Ellegood,—-

That such change be made in the coustitution as might enable tho louse of
Bishops to sit and tiuke part in the deliberations ob the House of Clerical and Lay
Delegates, in caso they should desirve to de o, subject to such regulations as may
be agreed upon by said Provincial Syuod.

Rev. J. Langtry moves, sceonded by Dr. Hodgins,—

That their Lordships the Bishops be respectiully requested to authorize their
clergy to use, as they may see fit, any of the following prayers, taken from the
Prayer Book of the American Church:—¢ For a sick persou,” ** For a sick child,”
¢ For a person goipg to ses,” * For a person under afliction,” ** For « malofactor
efter condemnation.” and thanksgiving * For a recovery from sickuess,” *¢ For a
safe return from sex.”

Moved by Mr. H. W. Frith, Fredericton,—
That the Canon concerning the confirmation and cousccration of Bishops be
referred to a Committee of this Iouse to prepare o new Canon, preserving the prin-

ciple contained iu the third section, but providing greater safeguards for the pro-
tection of the rights of a Bishop ¢lect and of the Diocese clecting him.

Canon Townley meves. —

That a Committee be appointed to take iute counsideration the best means of
promoting vegular oflicial communication by «deputation ov otherwise, between this
Provincial Syuod und the Mother Chureh.

A few minor motions weve also left over.

The Secvetary then read the Minutes of the day, which were approved,
after which the Metropolitan closed the Synad with the following
address :—

Reverend Brethren und Drethrer of the Laily,—lu provoguing this session of the
Synod I must be allowed to thauk you for the caveful congideration which you have
given to the important questions which have come before you, as also for the spirit
of Christinn sobriety and moderativn which has characterized your debates. The
present session will long be yemembeved for the addition of two influential divines
to our Beclesiastical Provinee, as well as of our new Missionary Diocese of Algoma,
which has now liecome a deeply interesting portion of this Province, and further
for the welcome presence amongst us ot one who specially dear to every member of
the Coloninl Church, the hunoured Bishop of Litchfield, I have to state that the
follon;ing business having been concurred in by both Houses, has pagsed the Syuod,
namely : -

1. The adoption of'a resolution concerning Article 2 of the Coustitution,
2. The aduptivn of' a 3¢esalution concerning Article 7 of the Constitution.
3. The enactment of ¢ Canon yespecting the shortencd Forms of Divive Servico,

Uuited States, assembled in thoir General Couvention, to be presented by the Met-
ropolitan.

8. The enactment off 1 Canon concerning the future election of a Metropolitan.
. The adoption of & resolution amending Article & of the Coustitution.

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7. 'T'ho enactment ol a Canon coucerning the Book of Common Prayer and the
authorized version of the Ioly Scriptures.

S, The adoption of n resolution that no Canon ghall be enacted uuless it has
been transmitted by the secretavies to the members of the Synod.

9. The adoption of & congratulatory address to Her Majesty.

10, The adoption of an amemiment in Avticle 'Three of the Constitution,
11. The appointment of a special day of intercession for the Missions of
the Church.

And now, believing that in auswe. to our prayers the Spirit of God has guided
us and presided over our counsels during the past week, I beartily trust tbat the
same Almighty Spirit may still direct us in our carvest endeavor to uphold the
trath of Christ, and to promote Iucreased life aud earnestness among the members
of the beloved Church. 1 have now to declare that the Synod is provegued,

The Doxology was then suung, after which the Metropolitan
pronounced the benediction and the Synod elosed.

1. REPORTS FROM MISIONARIES—DIOCESE OF TORONTO,
WEST YORK DEANERY.

MissioN ofF Auroxa.—The Rev. A, J. Fidler, B.A., Missionary, reports:-—

“I. On each Lord’s Day we have three full Sevices and Sermon and a celebration
of the loly Lucharist, to accomplizh this driving 18 miles; also the Sacrament of
Baptism is ndministered in addition to the above duties whenever required. At
Aurora, Lrinity Church, Service aleo every Friday evening; and at the other two
Churches likewise, at favorable seasons, week-day Services and Bible Classes each
week, as well as at Aurora.

~1I. Recently All Saints’ Chureh, King, has been renovated, and a new Organ
purchased, involving an outlay of about S1190--all now paid, except $80 on the
Organ.  On Trinity Church, Aurora, improvements were made to the extent of
about $600, including an Organ, all paid, About 3100 bas been expended on St.

John Baptist Church, Oakridges ; and 2 contract is now given out for building a

Church and Vestry and reaovating the present building. The work is to commeunce
in June, to cost $800 or S1000.

“IIL Your Missionary would beg leave to impress upon his Lordship the Bishop
and the Board the unsatisfactory state of the Church at Aurora. There is only oue
Service ou the Sunday, moruing and evening alternately, while the Presbyterinns
apd two bodies of Methodists have Service twice on each Lord’s Day. This subject
is commended to the authorities for their consideration, in the hope that some
plan may be adopted to remedy the evil,

Woovprings. --Rev. Dr. Hodgkin :—* 1 regret that I caunot present you with a
fivancial statement, asthe books were in the hauds of Mr. Henry Abel), one of tho
Churchwardeuns, and ware all destroyed in the recent disastrous five which consumed
the extensive agricultural worke of his brotber. ‘The collections have been regu-
larly made, aud the proportion of the clergyman’s salary bas been prid. The
current expenses of the year have Leen wet, with tho exception of a deficit in the
reat of parsonage, which, however, will not occasivn auy difficulty, w epecial collee-
tion being in progress for the purpose. During the year, iudeced since Christmas,
o uew instrument {(an Organette, from Bell & Cu., Guelph,) has been purchased and
paid for. The price, 5320,
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* During the year we have cexperienced great changes.  In one week both our
Churchwardens, at Woodbridge, were removed by death. Since then the works,
cmploying 130 hands, have been destroyed by tire, Jeaving several parishioners
without employment for the present,

** For some time tho carrying on of Church work will be attended with great
dificuity. An improvement, however, has of late gradually taken place. Our
Easter Vestry was harmonious and hopeful, although it was felt to be a scrious
matter for so wenk n congregation that, by removals, by death, aund cbange of
residence, at lenst $$1.50 per week was lost from the envelopes.

“*The Sunday School has been very much revived, owing chietly to the efforts of
the daughters of the Missionary. There is here, as elsewhere, cause for deep
regret that efficient laborers in this department of Church work ¢aunot be obtained.
The above are applicablte to Woodbridge ; concerning St. Stephen’s 1 have nothing
cocournging to report. * ¥ ¥

¢ During the past eight or nine months 1 have gone some three miles north to a
large lumbering establishment unon the estate of wy late highly valued friend,
W. R. Graham, Fsq., and have heid, on Friday evening, Services in the largest avd
most commodious of the temporary tenements erected for the convenienco of the
workmen. I have often visited the sick and dying; have baptized their children,
and buried their dead. They have appeared to be grateful for wmy services.

€CrepiT.— Rev. J. Carry, B.D @ «That at all my threc stations T’ haveTbeen
cuabled, by the blessing of God, to maintain the Sunday Services which I found
bad been established for some years. The Sunday Services have been encouragingly
attended, but at St. Jobhn Baptist Church,tDixie, alone with & marked improvement
in the numbers both of attendants and communicants,

*During Lent I maintained a service at Springfield and Dixie on week evenings,
but with no success, owing partly to the unfavorable weather.

“The financial state of the congregations, I belicve, is satisfactory.  All the
collections for Synod puryposes have been made at the proper times, and forwarded
without delay. For Parochial ohjects consilerable sums have heen expended, but I

am not aware of the particulars,

*As to the Sunday Schools : the School at Springfield has not been a success,

i owing, in a great measure, to the unseasonable hour at which it has been held ; but

that will be altered presently, and I hope the success too. At Dixie, the positive
difficulty of attendance an hour befure Service, the distant residencesof the majority,
and the impossibility of gettivg teachers who would, or could, give their servicey
puuctually induced me to abandon it entively, and to substitute cateckising after the
second lesson, with, I hope, some considerable advautage beyond those kindly
addressed. It is, however, 2 greatstrain on my veice, already’overtaxed. .\t Port
Credit the School, after much difficulty at first, goes on very well.  ‘There, for
several monthe, I had to do almost all the teaching myselt: —all but disabling me for
oy services.  Before the Service I generally instruct catechetically for twenty
wivutes & number of baoys avd yaung men who drop in, and who, withimuch
docility, allow themselves to be got tugether, a part, though in few cases at all,
bLelonging to the Church.  Their profound iguorance of the fucts and ductrines of
Christinnity, aml their almest total unaequaintance with the contents of the Holy
Scriptures, are a sad commentary upon our Common School system and the foun-
dation laid by nen-church Sunday Schools. 1 have laboriously visited every corner

- and every family of the Mission: and, with the exception of a few weoks in the

whole year, travel from ten to twenty miles a day.

T think I but express the sentiment™of the Mission in saying ‘that our genera
condition isas firm and encouraging as it has beea for some years. I confess
hawever, that 1 am nat pleased at secing so old 1 Missiou still dependent on external
ail. I feel that efforts rhould be made tv naake the Parish entirely self-supporting

Onaxasvsite.—Rer. A, Henderson, B.A., reports:-- “During the past year I
have heen engaged in the usual Parish work, and also in soliciting subscriptions
towards our Chureh Building Fund,

«My visits to the people and my services succeed in gathering in n good congre-
gation My suceess in collecting mavey for Church purposes during this year has
exceeded that of the past,  The ameunt realized i3 $1104,

u The attendance, both et the Sunday and week-day services, is very good; but
the amount of their contributions is not at all in any fair proportien to the number
of Church families in the Parish, and the only cauge that [ know for this is that a
large part of the congrepgation are poor people, and those of them who are in good
circumstances are not liberal, Some of them argue that as there is a layge number
of Church members in the parish, therefore their propertion of the sum required to
be raised should be small.

2, MISSIONS AMONG THE INDIANS 1IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.
BAPTISM OF 100 AND CONFIBMATION OF 116 INDIANS.

There are manny who have read the record of Mr. Duncan’s work amongst the
North American Indians at Metlakatlah, but kncw nothing of the equally interest-
ing work of the Rev. J. B. Good amengst the Lytton Thompson lndians.

At Whitsuntide last year, the Bishop of Columbina visited the Missionat St, Paul’s
Lytton, and baptized 140 Indians, o brief account of which importaut event appeared
in the Mission Field. This year the Bishop has repeated his visit, and has baptized
105 more Indians and confirmed 116,

In anticipation of this, Mr. Good wrote on March 31st: .-« Notwithstanding a
winter of unparalleled severity and countinuance, and impediment to travel, our ser-
vices have been numerously attended, and enthusiastically upheld. Whilst in proof
of the spirit of progressiveness connccted with our opperations it may suflice to
state, that over 2 hundred accepted applicants await the Bishop's coming, to be
received into the ark of Christ’s Chuich, and us many more will present themselves
for the laying on of hands. I look forward, therefore, cven to the heavy responsi-
bility, and the blessed privilege of administering the Holy Coramunion to over one
hundred communicants.”” The event which enabled Mr. Good to possess this privi-
lege, i3 described in the Colonial paper, Z%e Mainland Guardian for Saturday,
May 9tb, which description we cannot do better than transfer to the pages of the
Mission Field. Tt is as follows :——

“The Mission of St. Paul's, Lytton, was last week, aud Sunday and Monday last
the scene of a large Gathering of Indians from many villages. The Bishop of
Columbia, accompanied by the Rev. J. B. Gribbell, was met on Friday, May Ist, a
few miles thig side of the Mission by the Rev. J. B. Good, aud about 70 mounted
chiefs and leading Christian Indians, The plateau of the Mission was already
occupied with village groups, tents crected, flags flying, the fires of which as
night grew on, preseuted a highly picturesque appearance in the midst of the
fine scencry around.  The weather throughout was splendid, and strange to say for
Lytton, there wasuo wind, Saturday was occupied in examination of candidates
for Baptism, the greater part of whom had been under training five or six years,
and were constant attendants upon the services. On Sunday, at 7.30, there wasa
celebration of the Iloly Communion, to which 18 Indians, the first frnits of the
Mission, were admitted. The principal morning service was held in the open air in
the square fronting the Mission buildings, the church heing too small  There were
present 849 persens. fearty and intelligent were the responsea in prayer and
hymn singing—ail in the native lunguage. Stirving addresses were delivered by the
Bishop and Rev. J. B. Good. The attention was unflagging for upwards of three
hours. The Rev. J. B, Gribbell hield service at the same time for Europeans at the
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Cowrt House, Lyiton. 1In the afternoon, the service for the Indians was held in
the Chureh, and numbers sat outside  The Bishop baptized 81 adults, and Mr.
Qribbel]l admitted to the smne sacrament 21 little ones, the childeen of Christian
Indians. The Bishop afterwards confirmed 116, who, since baptism, had given good
proof of Christian constancy. Particulavly interesting and expressive was the
baptismal service. The font was placed near the western door. The catechumens
were called in one by one from the outside to siznify they were about to be admit-
ted within the Church of Christ by Baptiem. In making their renunciation of the

. wotld of darkness, nfter the custom of the primitive church, they looked west, and

in expressing belief in the doctrine and facts of the Gospel, their faces were turned

_ eastward. 'The reception into the congregation in groups of six or eight, was

accompanied by the act of proceeding to take their places amongst those already
baptized, who were ranged near the altar.  We can understand how such simplo but
significant acts are a help to the Indianmiod. Besides, which it was patent to any
stranger attending the various services on this occasion, that healthy evidence was
given of progress in real religion Ly the scriptural statements and earnest exhorta-
tions of the Indians when called upon for proof of their knowledge, and by the
many instances of entire change of charucter, and of self denial in the Christian

life, Close inquiries of the chiufs and watchmen, who are a gort of Churchwardens |
vevealed great improvement in villnge morals, and there is decidedly more industry

than formerly, and in consequence all are better off.”

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

received by the Bishop of Algoma on behalf of his missions:~—Collection at the mis-
sionary meeting, S298.56; offertory, Christ Church Cathedral, $105.28; from a
member of the Cathedral, %100 ; oftertory, St. James the Apostle, $162.20; John
Harris, Esq., $500; 1. Bellew, Esq.. $25; Chambly S. S., $5.00: total, $1,186.04.
Collections were nlso made in some of the churches for the Saskatchewan Diocese.
We have not, however, leanrned the amount.

Aliscellaneous Aews.

Anout the heginning of July the Very Res. Dean Stanley unveiled a statute of

the ¢ Iinmortal Dreamer,” Bunyan, in his native town of Bedford. The statute was
o gift to the town by the Duke of Bedford.

Tur Bishop of Capetown, in arecent address in England, urged that special efforts
should be made to cope with the Mohammedan propaganda which is being carrield
ou in South Afriea,

A THOROUGH venovation of Olney parish church, + where Newton preached, and
Cowper sung,” has been decided upon.

Rrev. H. Prumsee, M.A., the translator of several works by Dr. Dillinger, and a
fellow and tutor of Trinity College. Oxford, has been appointed Master of Univer-
sity College, Durham.

Durixg the year 1873 the Christinn Knowledge Society has issued 240,000
Bibles and Testaments, and nearly 500,000 Prayer Books.

Tue Wilberforce Memorial College in the Paragon, New Kent Road, consisting of
A mission house, or residence for six clergymen *fmissioners” to go forth into the
neighbouring lanes and alleys ““on a perpetual mission,” was recently opened by
the Bishops of Winchester and Gloucester,

Tur Archbishops of Canterbury aond York, in a joint letter to the Premier,
recommend Lord Penzance as the new judge under the *¢ Public Worship Regulation
Act.” The salary is £3,000 a year.
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Tur National Society has lately published some interesting statistics in England,
Out of 6,146 Church of England schools, only fifty-fonr have been transferred to
School Boards. Out of 626,235 children on the books, only 361 have been with-
drawn from religious instruction saltogecher, while of the 924 withdvawn from
lessons in the Church Cathechism, the majorvity were Romun Catholics or Jews In
2,620 schosls the religious instraction was reported by the inspectors to be really
satisfactory, and in 857 unsatisfactary, O 5,432 pupil teachers examined, nearly
half were classed as veally satisfactory.

Ax article in the London Quarterly, by Canen Ashwell, deseribes the progress of
the English Church in the last thirty yeare, The following are some of the details
given in it: Between 1839 and 1872 a sum of £3,083,164 was subseribed for
Church Schools, in addition to Parliamentary Grants. Upward of 3,000 new par-
ishes have been created.  The total number of new ¢hurches built in the century iy

. 3,204, of churches entirely rebuilt, 925 ; in all, 4,129, without ¢connting vestorations

and eplargements, The chburch building of the century has cost at least £18,000,000,
of which the Church Building Socioty contributed ane-half': 1,130 of these churches
were built in the single decade ending in 1872, Six-and-twenty T'raining Colleges
have been founded for teachers. And, finally, look at the following contrast :
