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The English Drug Market.

BY A CANADIAN BUYLR.

Thinking some of your veaders might
like to kuow something of the ways of
the Boglish Drag marketsand the present
state of same, I have made a few notes on
wy experienco there.

The whole packages of Drugs coming
to London from the foreign markets are
generally ware-housed, samples of con-
tents are sent to brokers, and they arve ad-
vertised for sale on Thursdays of each
week, in Mincing Lane.  Defore the
samples are sent out the packages are
-thoroughly inspected, and the state in
which they are is carefully reported on.
Packages which have been damaged by
sen water are reported exactly to the de-
gree of dumage there may be; although
the dumage is geneeally in favor of the
buyer, for instance, packages of Senna,
shoull any of the covers show any sign
of moisture from sea water though the
Sennaitself be hardly so, it is reported
damaged and sold assuch. The packages
themselves ave on exhibition before the
buyer for several days before the sale
and you will see brokers inspecting care.
A£ully, and making notes of the amount
they think the goodsshould bring.  'Lhen
on Thursday at ten aan. the auction be-
gins, and if Laglishmen are veported
phenomenally slow, these sales are not
such, as it is remarkable with what
rapidity the goods ave sold. Tt some
times may happen as the sade is closing,
that two may bid at about the same time,
and the knock dowu is so quick, it is in-
possible to tell which is tirst.  When this
Is the case, it is left to tho voto of those

present as to who hns the bid.  ‘Tho seats
in the salesrooms nre not sold, but when
a party once secures n seat, he is supposed
to retain it, and the secats are thus hand.
ed down ‘from geueration to gencration.’
Tt is vemarkable the aceuracy of judgment
which the brokers acquire in estimnating
the value of goods. Oune duy 1 was sit.
ting with a friend while the sales of
ipeeac were goingon. A number of lnrge
ceroons were sold, and on the prices which
they realized, and  the value which had
been put on them by several of the
brokers before the sale, there was but a
halfpenny advance. My friend said to me
“ipeenc has ndvanced a halfpenny to-day.™
This is bot one instance of many, and it
is a pleasure to note the pride the brokers
take in striking the value at which the
goods were sold. I think those gentle.
men feel disappointed and aggrieved if
the goods are sold at less than the values
they had put upon them.

Then again there is another. elass of
drug brokers.  Many of them uroe marely
shipping agents or general agents and
kuizow nothing whatever of the value or
quality of drugs, but are open for business
in drugs or anything clse they can get.
Before visiting the IBuropean marvkets, T
have had letters soliciting business from
so-cailed drug brokers.  On going (o see
those, one would find himselt in an oflice
of a shipping or forwarding agency. You
tell your business, and “Our drug man is
not here today,” is the answer. You
will then be requested to eall again, and
make an appointment. This you do, and
by this time nre getting rather tived, but
pechaps merely for the sake of seeing
what all this means you call again, when
the said *drug man’ will take your list
for quotations. You question about the
quality of the goods, * O, we will send you
samples,” you are told. Tventually you
get the samples and quotations, when you
find they are.no better than those of the
old reliable drug merchant, who can
supply all your wants from his warchouse,
who will attend to your packing and ship-
ping and then if any complaints have to
be umde, they woukl go divect, and not
through a.third party.

The drug markets of Loudon for otaer
staples are much depressed, owing fo the
financial crisis which has been hoth cast
and west of thew, their supplies for Aus-
trali, which is one of their important
warkets, being absolutely nil.  The set-
tlement of the Silver question being in
abeyapce, and the United States vot

having yot recovered their usunl vigor,
the effeets ave being felt.  Canadn stands
high, being the one Iinglish speaking
country that has not felt severely the
great tinaucial erisis which has just passed.
Material export sales have been cut off in
the past by the Germans, owing to the
low prices at which achohol is sold in
bond and their excellent regulations of
the export department,  Until lately one
could not export mamufactured articles of
which spirit formed a part, unless he had
a bonded warchouse, which would neces.
sitate n very great expense, As it is
now, the manufacturer ean have such
woods put up in packages, from one pint
upwards in his own  warchouse. ‘I'he
excise inspector comes nround, gets the
report. of how much adeohol has beo.
used in the manufacture of those prepar.
ations, and the rebate is allowed. This
applics to tinctures, thiid extracts, essen-
ces, perfumes, spirits, ete.  Had not some
such regulations been made, the exports
of such goods from England would have
been wholly absorbed by other nations,
more especially Germany.,

Should a Physician Dispense His
Own Medicine.

A liberal statement of the case is mado
by a physician in the form of an cditorial
article in the Medicel wd Swrgical Re-
porter.  Referring to the query, *“Should
the practitioner supply his own medicine 1
the editor writes ns follows:

Tn rveply to this query it must be said
that, in the present state of medical
affuirs, as a general rule, inan vicinity
amply supplied with competent phar
macists, the practitioner has no vight to
compound or o carry drugs to dispense
with his own hand to the patient.

Holy Writ says that “the laborer is
worthy of his hire,” Thatso is the teain-
cd, qualitied pharmacist. Pharmacy and
medical practice, while 2 close allinity
subsists between them, are separate and
independent branches of the healing art.

The physician in a large city, who
carrvies and dispenses medicines, by that
act loses easte, he does an injustice to his
patient, and approprintes to himself what
Justly belongs to the druggist who depends
lurgely on prescriptions for his support.

It is alleged that the physician saves
the patient the expense of prescriptions
and so retaing him, But the factis he
fails in both, TIn very many cascs he
might as well doge his  patient with frag-
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ments of chips, pebbles or other inert sub-.
stances as to give him the staly, potiificd
tablets which, with time, have lost their
potency. lLlis patient has no respect for
the preacher-practitioner combination,
nor has he any endurving fuith in the
walking apotheenry shop, henee, when ho
is really seriously ill, he will pay only for
the straight article,

“Let the shoemaker stick to his last”
is an old aund true saying. 1f we would
stop counter-prescribing, the phavmaceu-
tical treatment of gonorrhan and amenor-
rhaal (3) troubles, then we must give to
the honest pharmacist what justly belongs
Pharmacists, as & class, avo ap-
precintive, and no physician ever patron-
ized one and was not vepaid two-fold.
What we have said does not apply to the
country practitioner, nor to tho uso of
cmergency drags for night practice.

Sponges—Their Structure and
Life History.

From a paperby Mis, T, 5. Wokes hefore the
Phar, Students’ Society of Liverpool.

It has now been definitely proved that
sponge is an animal, as it contains no
caellulose, and requires organic food. It
is a compounud body, and the sarcede, or
living part of the sponge, appears to the
eye as™a soft gelatinous substance, which,
however, is scen by the microscope to
cousist of an aggregation of simple ani.
mals possessing an endodermie, ectoder-
wlic and mesodermic layer. This living
portion is supported on a horny skeleton
(the commercial sponge) which is compos-
ed of nsubstance called keratode, spongin,
or keratin, chemically allied to silk,
Most sponges possess some kind of skele-
tal structures.  They may be calearcous,
or silicious, or horny scleres, the latter
usually having the form of fibres, which
sometimes enclose silicious needles (spi-
cules) or foreign lLodies. Foreign Lodies
sometimes form part, and svmectines the
whole of the spunge skeletou.  The spi
cules of calearcous sponges consist of car-
Lonate of calcium. Jach spicule, so far
as its mineral component s concerned, is
asingle crystal.  On the other hand, its
general structure is organic.  Ttssurfaces
are curved, and it usually has the form of
a cone or a combination of cones, cach
of which cousists of concentric layers of
caleite surrounding an axiad fibic of or-
ganic matter.  The spicule sheath counsists
of a thin outer layer of wiganic matter,
and ¢an be readily seen by romoving the
calcite with a weak acid.  Spicules may
be obtained by cutting sponge iuto thin
slides and soaking it in liquor potassv to
dissolve the horny skeleton. Silicious
spicules consist of colloid silica or opal.
Spicules difler greatly in form, size, and
use. They may DLe divided into two
groups—-minute Hesh spicules, supporting
a single cell, and larger ov skeletal spicules
contributing to the formation of skeleton.
In sume sponges the sdares are sioply
scattered through the mesoderm, and do
not give rise to a continuous skeleton.
British sponges contain a lot of silicious

matter.  The eranter-like openings on the
tup of spouges are osculv, or cxbalent
apertures, aued tho very small holes in the
sponge ate the pores or inhalent nper-
tures. The simplest sponge we kuow
consists of a flask-shaped body with n
large internal cavity and one crater-like
opening at the top. 1t is covered with
pores through which the water is absorb-
ed, and ejected from the terminal ceater.
On dissecting it we find canuls running
through it from the surface to the cen-
tral cavity, Here and there in these
openings we find dilatations, each of
which is lined with cells having hairs
pointing outwards, called cilinted cham-
bers.  These ave for Lreathing purposes,
by directing the water into currents,  The
presence of one or more contractile va-
cuoles in flagellated or cilinted cells sug-
gests that they expel water, urea ahd
carbonic acid.  Also this cucrent provides
food for the sponge in the form of parti-
cles of animal and  vegetable matter,
which are absorbed by the sarcode. The
sarcode, or living outer wid inner glut-
inous covering of the sponge skeleton, is
possessed of a rudimentry nervous system,
which enables it to close the pores and
suspend the provess of inhalation and
inhibition.

Fresh individuals avise by a sexual gee-
mination, by lisson and by true sexual re-
production.  In the lutter case tlic new
individuals are produced from the union
of ova and spermatozoa, which develop
from wandering amweboid cells in the
mesoderm,  The little germinule thus
formed is a yollowish capsule covered with
cilia, and is cjected from theosculn, floats
away from the parent spongeand attaches
itself to any suitable neighboring object,
as a stone or rock, where it grows,  Arti-
ficial fisson has been practised with sue-
cess in the cultivation of sponges for the
market by the Ttalian Government, but
the experiment had to be abandoned on
accutint of the lostility of the sponge
fishers.  Eapetiments weie also made in
Florida.

A description of foreign and Dritish
spouges followed, including Juplectelln,
the beautiful Venus' Flower Basket, and
the Chinese glass-rope sponge, which has
a long string of glasslike spicules attach-
ing the sponge proper to the mud from
which it grows.  The British sponges are
swall, and, from a commercial point of
view insignificant, but to the naturalist
very interesting.  The peincipal varicetics
are Chalia uculata, Talichondria ramosa,
and the Halichondria panicea, or crumb;
of-bread sponge.

Temperance and Health.

Ta view of the many schemes for tem
perance legislation which throng the po-
litical horizon, the repert of the Collective
Tnvestigation Committee of the Dritish
Medical Association, on the subject of
“Temperance and Health,” possesses a
spucial iuterest for us.  The committee
who undertook this work divided the
subjects of their investigation into these
classes, t.e., total abstainers, habitually

temperate, enreicss drinkers, and the de.
cidedly intemperate,  Resultant on their
lulors in this field of research, the com-
mittee give the following table, illustrative
of tho relative longevity of the persons
thus classilied @

But it may
be urged that many chemists by long ex-
pericuce as dispensers for medical men, or
by actual study, are perfectly capable of
dealing with some of the simpler and less
complexed ailinents attendant upon daily
life.

It would be a hardship and n
great tax upon many of the poor if for
every small ailment they must incur the
expeuse of ealling ina doctor.  Fora fow
coppers, the chemist will often accomplish
all that is required, while the doctor’s fee
would range from half a.crown upwards.
Tt is always to be remembered that for
any serious blunder a chemist may have
toanswer. This fact should act as an
ctfectual restmint upon chemists, whose
good sense, when confronted by serious or
complicated cascs, should teach them 1a
direct the patient toa skilled practitioner.”

The verdict may be
regretted by pharmacists as tending to
monopolize an ointment basis, although it
is generally admitted in pharmaceutical
circles that Liebreich is entitled to the
credit of having first prepared wool fat in
a presentable form.  ‘The attempt of the
defendants to unsettle the validity of the
lanolin patent is regarded as a tactical

mistake, particularly when the chief sup-

its purification for some ycears and the
complete grasp of the whole of the tech-
nicalities stood him in good stead. Pro-
fessor Attfield gave his evidence in fine
style also, but left the improssion that he

had not gone very deeply into the subject.

On the lanolin  manufacturers’ side Pro-

fessor Dunstan proved an cflective wit.

ness but made a mistake in attempting to
answer questions of a mechanical nature,

instead of confining himsclf to the chemis.
try of the subject. Duaring a certain

stage of the case, by the introduction of
such subjects as fatty acids, hydrolysis,

centrifugal foree, ete,, such o fog arose in

the minds of everybody that -it appeared
tmpossible for the judge to make head or
tail of it. Dut English judges have & cool
way of keeping the legal facts before them
and ignoring all others which thay may
consider irrelevant.

The close of the year suggests a retro-
spect of the progress of pharmacy. As
far as England is concerned the year 1893
will hardly be particularly noteworthy
although there have been some solid con-
tributions to our knowledge of drugs.
Perhaps the most important investigation
is that in connection with thc aconite
alkaloids, to which has been’ progressing
under Professor Dunstan’s guidance in
the research laboratory of the Pharma-
ceutical Society. There has Leen-some
tendency of late to express disappoint-
went with the work of this laboratory.
It is certainly unfortuunate that the
energics of this expensivelaboratory-were
chiefty confined to a drug which is not
used to anything like the extent that

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many otliers are.  Dutb this is not the
fault of the laboratory, but rather of the
committee, who practically instigated the
research,  Tor instance, it has been sug-
gested that an investigation upon ipecacu-
anha would have been of far more practi-
cul value than that upon neonite. Cer-
tainly there is no comparison between the
too as regards their consummation in
medicine.  We have advanced a step also
concerning the decomposition of chloro-
form and the means of preventing it.
The use of thyroid glunds in myxwedems,
goitre, ete., has been further demonstiat-
ed, although we ave still unable to identi-
fy the nature of the remedy. During the
Jast few months sulphite of magnesiam
has been added to the long list of so-called
“specifics” for diphtheria. Tt is receiv-
ing an extended trinly but reports are by
no means universally confirmatory. The
production of citric and tartarc acids
absolutely free from lead is a triumph in
technical chemical manufacture achieved
during the year. The physiological ac-
tion of a large number of organic com-
pounds have heen investigated without
important results, although we are daily
learning more concerning the influence of
certain groups in the compound. The
rush for new remedies has somewhat sub.
sided, and although the production of
endless organic derivatives still continues
in Germany, it provokes but little inter-
est here.

Pharmaceutical legisiation in this coun-.
try isat a stand-stil), and there arc many
who consider that that is the best for
everybody. The law has been so clearly
demonstrated on the question of poisons
being sold by unqualified persons, although
in the employment of a registered chem-
ist, that it amounts to a new pharmacy
act. The question of branch shops is
agitating many minds and also what is
known as the widow’s clause—which per-
mits a business to be carried on by the
widow of a registered person provided
she cmploys a registered manager. Itis
quitc evident that it is impossible to
tackle “company pharmacy” unless some
alteration is made regarding these two
anomudics.  To “company pharmnacy”
originally we owe the cutrate problem
although now there are many private
membars of the craft who have Joined the
scalpers.  The recent suggestion of a
Junior association that the promulgation
of a code of ethics for pharmacists would
clear the ground is interesting but un-
practical. The year closes without any
serious and concerted attempt to grapple
with the cutters; the efforts of a fow
isolated manufacturers to confine their
goods to legitimate traders being only
noticeable in comparison with the large
number who are regardless of the matter
and its consequence.  The evil of substi.
tution is, however, beginning to be felt
by manufacturers and there is hopo that
this mry lead to a better recognition of
the only mcthod of dishing the *muslin

New Roaction of Eserine.

In 1890 Ferrcien da Silva announced
that eserine is the only alkaloid of the
benzeno ammomeal  group wheeh, when
treated with fumirg nitric acid (sp. g
1.40) and evaporated to dryness, yields a
green residue upon the borders of the
capsule.  Tn acloser study of this reaction
da Silva found that it was marvelously
aceurate, and that the green residue itself
enjoyed some highly iuteresting proper-
ties. Tn making the tess take a fragment
of eserine or one of its salts not larger
thana littic grain of sand (or say 4§y inch
in dinmeter), place it in a little capsule
and dissolve it with adrop or two of fum-
ing nitric acid.  The solution will at first
be a clear yellow colory but in warming it
over the water-bath, it passes successively
intoa deep yellow, orange yellow, and
finally into orange. As evaporation pro-
gresses, under constant stirring, the resi-
due becomes greenish until when finally
dryness is reached the color of the dry
material becomes clear green. Tn this
manuer the presence of as small a quantity
of eserine or its salts as H mgm. can
easily be determined.  This green matter
is soluble in water and alcohol, the
solutions being gieen and non-fluorcs-
cent, and on evaporation of the solvent,
is found unchanged. If we now let
fall a drop of nitric acid upon the green
matter, on returning the capsule to
the water-bath, we will see the parts not
directly touched by the acid become blue,
but the whole finally becomes red-violet
which gradually passes into a greenish.
If we dilute the acid with water we get a
fluorescent solution which by reflected
iight is blood.red, but by direct or trans.
mitted Jight is greenish-yellow. Examined
with the spectroscope the aqueous solu-
tion is characterized by three absorption
bands, The first, which is sharpest, is in
the red between ¢ (Jambda) 670 and ?
(lawmbda) 688 ; second is wider and occu-
pies a place in the indigo between
(Ilnmbda) 400 and ¢ (lambdn) 418 ; and
the third which is quite feebleis in the
orange. The alcoholic solution shows the
identical bands more clearly characterized.
Petit has already described = blne eoloring
matter derived from eserine (physostig-
mine blue), which-is obtained by treating
eserine with ammonia. Daquesnel has
obtained from the sume alkaloid a red
coloring matter (rubrescring) by treating
it with the fixed alkalics. Ferreira da
Silva proposes the name of chloreserine
for the green matter discovered by him.—
Nat. Druggest.

Copnstituents of Mate,

Dr. Hermann Kunz- Kreause, of the
University of Lausanne, has investigated
the chemical counstituents of the Ilex Par-
agw yensis, or mate, and finds besides the
counstituents hevetofore said to bo present
—cafleine, tannin, proteid substance, cte.
—that the leaves contain combined chol-
in, & reducing bat optically innctive sugae
as n decomposition product of the tannic
acid, notable quantities of water-soluble
potassium and magnesium salt. He also
noted (2) that mate is free from ilixanthan,
which 1s found in the allied Iex aquifoli-
um. (3 ) The tannic acid present is iden-
tieal with that of coflfee, both yielding
dioxycinnamic acid as a decomposition
product. (4.) The dioxycinnamic ncid so
obtained forms neutral monobasic and
dibasic salts with bivalent metals, and
yields, on partinl oxidation with nitric
acid containing nitrous acid, as further
derivatives pyrocatechin, and oxalic and
hydrocyanic acids. (5.) The derived di-
oxycinnamic acid is analogous to the other
aromatic oxyacids, since at 200° C. its
carboxyl group splits off as Co,, meta-
para-dioxystyrol resulting.— Avch. der
Pharm.

Roussillon proposes the following meth-
od for preparing an ofticinl “solution of
jodide of iron which will not alter, and
which can be casily used for preparing
syrup of iodide of iron when wanted

quickly.
Take of
Jodine {re-sublimed). ... 16.4 grammes,
Ivon filings............ 8 ‘“
« Distilled water........30 “

These are allowed to stand until the re-
action is over and then filtered into a
flask containing 220 grammes of glycer-
ine. The mixture is then exposed to a
moderate heat until the liguid is reduced
to 210 grammes. It is then rapidly
transferted to bottles in quantities of . 72
grammes, and the corks well paraffined.
Each bottle serves to make one litre of
syrup of iodide of iron. This solution
keeps quite well in the light. The ob-
jection to this is that the addition of 70
grammes of glycerine per litre of syrup
so alters the composition of it, that it be-
comes quite a differcnt preparation.— Ke-
pertotre.

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A Fow Notes on Essential Oils.

We condense the following from the
semiannual roport of Schimmel & Co.,
which bas lutely been issued and contains
much of general interest to druggists :

Almond Qil, Bitter~The ditheuity in
finding an outlet for the fatty oil of al-
mond cun only Lo overcome to some ex-
tent by selling at & very low price, henco
the prico of egsential oil of bitter almonds
hus correspondingly advanced.  The arti-
ficial oil of bitter almonds has been quoted
higher, in sympathy with the advanced
price of benzoic acid, The product re-
ferved to is not oil of wnirbane, but ben.
zaldehyde, until recently believed to be
quite innocuous for alimentary purposes,
but this has been disproved by Professor
Kobert, of the University of Dorpat, who
states the contrary to be the fact. Ife
maintains that benzaldehyde cexercises a
powerful influence on the nervous system
and upon changing tissue, but unlike
nitrobenzol, does not net on the blood.

Adlmond  OQil;, Eapressed—The first
arrivals of the new anlmonds are already
in press. The prico of the vaw material
is lower than for ycars, and « brisk busi-
ness may be expected.

Anise Sced.-=The yield of the harvest,
although exceeding first cexpectations, is
saller than last yenr, and the gencral
opinion is that the price will soon ad-
vance. It is said that consumers are be-
coming converted to the use of pure
anethol, buing the sole vehicle of the pure
anise odor, and free from all disagrecabls
after-taste, yielding products such as
cannot bo obtained by the use of any
other kind of oil of anise.

Bay Oil.—The prics Jms been depressed
to the lowest possible level by competition,
the quality of the oil in the market being
suid to be in keeping with the price. 1n
the recent revision of the US.P, the
tests for pure bay oil have been moditied
in accordance with the results of the most
recent investigations. The specitic grav.
ity, which was formerly stated to be 1.040
has been reduced to 0.975-0.990, the
higher figure having facilitated adulter-
ation with oil of ¢loves or oil of pimenta.
The absence of these adulterations is
ascertained further by the following
tests @

“If to 3 drops of the oil, contained in
a small test tube, 5 drops of concentrated
sulphuric acid be added, and afier the
tube has been corked the mixture be al-
lowed to stand for half an hour, a resinous
mass will be obtained. On adding to
this mass 4 c.c. of diluted alcohol, vigor-
ously shaking the mixture and gradually
heating to the boiling point, the mixture
should remain nearly colorless, and should
not acquire a red or purplish-red color
(distinction from oil of pimenta or
cloves).”

Caraway OU.—Within a few months o
violent revulsion has occurred in the value
of thisoil. The abnormal drought has
reduced the yield of the seed harvest in
Holland. Not until the crop was in

progress did the extent of “the damngo
become apparent, heavy awrivals bring
looked for in vain in the chief murket
centres,  Serious apprehensions are begin.
ning to be entertained in regavd to the
next yenr's crop, as the principal part of
the crop sowed during the current year
has perished, on which the supply for
1894 will depend.

Cuassie Qil.—No materiul cliange has
taken placo in the condition of the cassia
oil market.

Citronelle Qil.~~No alteration s taken
pinco recently in the valve of this article,
however, adulteration is reported to have
been practiced to quite an extent in Cey-
lon, which threatens to destroy the repu.
tation of the article. 'The adulterants
are stated to be admixtures of either u
fatty oil (probubly coconnut oil) or potrol-
cum. In cither case, the adulterant can
cusily be detected by a simple test.  One
part of citrouelln oil should yield a clear
solution when well shaken with ten parts
of spirit of SO per vent. Pure oil of cit-
ronella yields a clearer or feebly opales-
cent solution, not separating out after
standing. Schimwmel & Co. request all
firms intevested in the citronellw oil trade
to adopt this system of examination.

Lemon Qil.—The new lemon crop in
Sicily presents a favorable prospect for
woderate prices, and the dew essential oil
will beavailable earlier than usual this
season.  The oils prepared during the
first two months of the harvest, e,
November and December, are said to be
better in quality than when prepared from
later matured fruit.

Orange Oil, Sweet.—~Tt is veported. that
the prospects of the connng crop are not
very good, although this is not authosi-
tatively stated. llowever, good stocks
of lnst year’s oil are said to be in exist-
cenee.

Eucalyptus Oil—The commercial situ-
ation caused by over production of these
oils’in Australia still continues. Schim-
mel & Co. conclude that ouce-half of the
oils offered in the Yondon murket were
cither destitute of eucalyptol or contained
it in feeble proportions.  Mauy-species of
cucalyptus produce the oils of the market,
but the product of cucalyptus globulus
scems to be the one reliable article for
medicinal use.  This oil, when rectified
and deprived of its objectionable consti-
tucuts, winch are the first to distill over,
deserves preference on account of its uni.
form quality, if for no other reason. Itis
offered with a guarantee of GO per cent.
of cucalyptol. What is known as cuca-
lyptus maculata, var. citriodora, is also
well spoken of and said to be cconomical
for use.

Ginger Oil has advanced in price, as
have all varieties of ginger, which is
especially true of African ginger which
contains the higher proportion of oil,

Juniper Berry Qi —Reliable reports
from Icaly aunounce the failure of the
crops. Considerable stocks of the last
crop of berries are held, but are not avail-

able for distillntion, as the proportion-of
oil is too small,

Juevender Qil—The low prices of lust
senson are not likely to bo advanced to
any apprecinble extent, and tho market
will offer o large selection of fine qual-
ities.

DPeppermint Qil, dmerican.—It is re-
ported that the intentions of peppermint
producers, who proposed cnlarging the
area of Iand plauted, were frustrated by
unfuvorable wenther at the time for
planting, and that the arven planted was
smaller than for three preceding yeavs.
Quite interesting figures are given in re-
gard to the acrenge and product in differ-
ent Joculitis. Tn Wayne county, N.Y.,
the acreage is given as follows :

1076 ueres of old plauts,
1119 acres of new plants.

The yiceld is estimated at 8 pouuds per_
acre for the old plants, or 8,608 pounds,
and 24 pounds per acre for new plants, or
26,3856 pounds, a totsl of 35,464 pounds
for this district. The yield for 1892 for
same district is given at 73,782 pounds.
The peppermint producing countics of
Michigan ave stated to have had a total
oulput for 1893 of about 68,000 pounds,
against an output of 95,000 pounds for
1892, The deticiency is said to be due to
frosts and grasshoppers. It is stated
that an important advance is unavoid-
able,

Wintergreen Oil.—Pure methyl salic
cylato having been incorporated in the
late revision of the U.S. Pharmacopawia,
some of the prejudice ngainst the substi-
tution of this product for betula lenta
(swecg bireh) oil will disappear.  Real oil
of wintergreen is said to have disappenred
from commerce altogether.

Aumong the new products named in the ~
report from which we have abstracted,
we notice essential oil from mighonette
tlowers and an essential oil from wignon.
ctte root, the former for perfumers’ use
and the latter as an object of scientific
interest, possessing a strong radish odor.
Tt contanins sulphur, as determined by a
preliminary examination, and it is -pro-
posed to subject it to a more thorough
examination. ‘

New products of the American labor-
atory are oil of dittany, oil of mountain
mint, and oil of wild wint, which will
be subjected to » thorough chemicul ex-
amination and reported on later,

URINE.

Golor.~Light yellow urine may be duo
to drinking excess of water or to nervous
aflections.  Dinbetic urineis usually light
colored. Reddish-yellow color mmy be
duc to santonin or chrysophanic acid, and
can be detected by alkalies turning it red,
‘Urine of fevers is nearly always highly
colored, concentrated and elear,  In juun-
dico the urine is brown, or tinged with
green from bile.  Smoky-brown color to
almost black may be from blood, in which
cuse the deposit will contain corpescles.
Carbolic acid or creasote internally turn
the urine dark, and senna rvenders it
brown.,

Reaction—The acidity is due to acid
sodinm phosphate. After a full meal the
urine is often alkaline, and this is called
the “alkaline tide,” whilst the “acid tide”
occurs after a fast. In acute rheumatism
and fevers the urine is highly acid.

Albwminuria.~After excessive exertion
or exposurc the urine may contain traces
of albumin. In Bright's disease the
amount present rarely exceeds 1 per cent.,
and BEsbach’s albuminometer is only gradu-
ated to 0.7 per cent. Mr. Millard men-
tioned that he had recently exawmined a
sample which contained 2.4 per cent. of
albumin. Only two ounces of urine had
Leen prssed and it was simply loaded with
albumin and casts. The separation of
albumin and globulin, which occur to-
gether in albuminuria, may be effected by
estimating first the total proteids in
Lsbach’s albuminometer. Theit a portion
of urine is saturated with magnesivn
sulphate, filtered, and the filtrate esti-
mated foralbumin. Thedifference in the
two results, after allowing for increase in
volume from the wagnesium sulphate,
represented the amount of scrumglobulin
precipitated by the sulphate. When
blood is present, as in inflammation of the
kidneys, the serumglobulin is in excess.

The vecently introduced tests for
albumin were next described. Trichlor-
acetic neid was strongly recommended, it
being stated that it detects 1 part in
100,000 of v-ine with case. Its reaction
with alkaloids should be observed. On
. adding a few dvops of trichloracetic acid
test to urine containing quinine, a pre-
cipitate is produced which is soluble,
cither by heat or by large excess of the
reagent.  Trichloracetic acid has been
shown to detect albumin when it was
dissolved by acetic acid, and not pre-
cipitated by picric acid or by heat. Tn the
milk treatment of Bright's disease, no al-
bumin coaguable byZhicat vemaiuns, Nitric
acid gives a precipitate, soluble in excess,
and satueated salt solution gives a pre-
cipitate increased by the addition of
acctic acid, This was due to the conver-

tion of ulbumin into albwnose.  Spicgler’s
test is very delicate, and does not pre-
cipitate peptone, but behaves with alka.
ouls in the same manuner as trie Jdoracetic
acid. Tt is prepared by dissolving mer-
curic chloride, 8 parts ; tartaric acid, 4
parts ; glveerine, 20 parts ; in water, 200
parts. The uvine is first acidified with
acetic acid, and filtered from mucin.

Salicylsuphonic acid had been recom-
mended by Dr. Willinms, as it precipitates
oue pert of albumin or globulin in 100,
000. Albumoses and peptones nre nlso
precipitated, but dissolve on heating. 1t
was pointed out that the hieat nnd acetic
acid test, very commonly employed, will
given precipitate when the patient is
taking tolu, balsam of Peru, ke. This is
due to precipitating the resin, but as it is
soluble in alcohol there need be no difli-
culty in recognising it.

LPeptonuric.~1£ peptones are present it
is an unfavorable symptom. The biuret
reaction (trace of copper sulphate and ex-
cess of potash giving a red color) and
precipitate with pieric acid, soluble on
leating, are also obtained with acid
albumin. Tt is, therefore, nccessary to
add acetic acid, saturate with ammonium
sulphate, filter and test filtrate.

Clycosuria.~—Fehling’s solution is re-.

duced by other bodies besides dextrose.
Uric acid accounts for fully one fourth of
the reducing action of nom-saccharine
urines, whilst creatinine, hippuric acid,
&c., have also a similar action. Internal
administration of chloral, camphor, &c.,
was formerly stated to produce sugar in
uring, but it is now known that glycuronic
ucid is the body present. In diabetic
urines, there is not much difliculty, as the
quantity of sugar is large, -usually over 4
per cent. Tt is with samples containing
only about 1 per cent, of reducing sub-
stance that care must be taken to ascer-
tain if duc to dextrose or glycuronic ncid.
The latter hus very little clinical import-
ance. To make sureas to which is present
the fermentation test is used for confor-
wmation, as glycuronic acid is not affected.

M. A. W, Gerrard’s patent “Glycosome-
ter” was exhibited at this point,and anesti-
mation of diabetic urine performed with
it. The diluted urine runs from a special
buretteinto the boiling Fehling's solution,
and when the color is discharged, the
level of the urine in the burette repre-
sents the percentige of sugar. It was
pointed out that although the end re.
action was not so sharp as with Pavy’s
method, the absence of ammonineal fumes
was a considerable advantage,

Ureca—The average amount of uren
present is 2 per cent., but is increased in
fever and  diabetes, and decresed in
chronic and wasting diseases.  Mr.
Millard then  defended the  hypobro-
mite niethod of estimating urea against
the views expressed quite lately in the
Lancet.

Uric Acid.—The high vesults of Hay-
craft’s method of estimating uric acid are
due to the precipitation of compounds of
the xanthine group. Urie acid, according

to Sir W. Robérts, exists as quadrurates,
which are decomposed by the phosphates
with liberation of uric acid. In gout, the
excretion of uric acid is diminished owing
to its accumulation in the tissues. The
appenrance of the concretions in joints, ns
in gout and rheumatism, was next de-
scribed, and Dr. Haig's experiments on
the excretions of uric acid daring the nd.
ministration of salicylate of sodium.

MUewematoporplyrin in urine had been
stated to be due to thie administration of
sulphonal, but Dr. Adair had informed
the author that ut the Wadsley Asylam,
where the drog was given in 70 grain and
80 grain doses, no case had been observ-
ad,

Urinary Sediments.—Pus, and its ap-
pearance in alkaline and acid urine, was
deseribed.  The addition of acetic acid
renders the nuclei more appurent for
microscopical examination. Mucus was
distingushed from pus by its behavior
with acids, alcohol and atum. o separ-
ate the two, precipitate pus with mercuric
chloride, filter and add acetic acid, which
precipitates mucus, .

Custs may bo granular, hyaline, -epithe-
lal, fatty or blood, according to their con-
position and contents. Cylindroids were
also described, and the microscopic ap-
pearance of these was given. A useful
method for recognizing epithelial debris,
casts, &c., was to add a drop or two of
solution of methylene blue to the deposit,
before examining under the microscope.

SPUTUM.

The chemical composition of sputum is
mucin, 2; albumin and fat, 1; extrac-
tives, 2; salts, 1; water, 94.

In bronchitisit is yellow and tenacious,
in phthisis it may be tinged with bloed,
in pneumonia it is rusty-brown, and in the
last stages becomes purulent. Sputum of
bronchitis is very watery, whilst that of
pneumounia is ropy.

The detection of yellow elastic tissucin
sputum is very important. A small
quantity of sputum is boiled with =n
cqual, volume of caustic soda solution,
containing 20 grains in a -fluid ounce.
When the liquid is quite fluid, it is dilut-
ed with water and placed in @ conical
vessel. After sowme time the undestrayed
tissue is taken out with a pipette and ex-
amined microscopically. The tissue is
nearly always present in acute phthisis,
whilst in the more advanced stages frag-
ments will be present.

For the examination of tubercle-bacilli,
the expectoration should be collected be-
fore breakfast. The opaque white parti-
cles will be found most frequently to con-
tain the bacilli. Tlie method used by Mr.
Millard for the detection of tuberele
bacilli appears to be a modification of
Crookshank’s, and is as follows:—With
the aid of a scalpel a particle is placed on
a clean cover-glass, and a second caver.
slass applied faco to face with a slight
rubbing pressure, so as to ensure a.thin
even layer on cach. Siide the glasses
apart, and dry by gently warming. Hold-

Some  carbolie-fuchsine is heated in a
watch-gluss, and tho caverglass floated in
i, tilm downwards, and allowed to remain
ag least ten minates.

More Chemistry Needed.

ALFRED R, L. DOHME, AL B, PIL D,
Read at the last meeting of the AL 12 A,

“ Keep abreast of the times,” is the ery
on ll sides and everywhere in this last
decade of the nineteenth century.  Auny
person who fails to follow the teachings of
this popular edict, be it in science or busi-
ness of any natare, soon becomes a back
number, and is regarded more or less as a
fossil. Tt is the age of advancement and
of progress, aud to be suceessful o man
must advance and progress with the age.
Science is advancing with giant strides;
veritable revolutions are taking place in
all branches of it, notably chemists, and
unless a man follows closely the worlk that
is being doue he soon finds himself in a
bog, where hie sces confusion on all sides
and no landmark or guide post in sight.
PlLarmacy is advancing, and the advance
is along the line of the chemieal coberts ;
chemistry is eneroaching upon her parent
science, and threatens to make a serious
fight for supremmcy in the eyes of both
physician and pharmacist, Tt is nct much
of an cxaggeration to say ibat the per-
centage of prescriptions written by physi-
cians and filled by pharmacists thut em-
body in them chemicals pure and simple,
though very far from simple in their con-
stitution, is inereasing in avithmetical pro-
gression.  Livery day alimost sees a new
organic compound or mixture of orgauic
compounds ushered into existence, and
just as truly does every day see an increase
of them in number on the prescription
files of the pharmacist, Tt is »o longer
only quinine, strychnine, worphine, co-
caine, antipyvin, and other alkaloids, be-
sides inorganic chemicals that greet him;
no~—the names have increased both in
number, length, and complexity, as piper-
azine, diethyc-sulfon-dimethyl methane,

chloralumide, phenyl-dibydro-quinnzoline-
hydro ehlovide, phenylncetamide, disiso-
butyl - orthoeresoliodide, ete,, evidence.
Where is the true cause of this innovation
in tho phacmacists curvienlum to ba
found?  Advanee of knowledge wnd im-
provement of scientilic methods, as well
as the development of pharmacology as o
distinet science aro the true causes,
Pharmneology studies the effect of known
substances, perfeetly chemienl individuals,
upon the various organs and tissues of the
animal body. Its aim is to wake wmedi-
cine an exact science, as vearly so at any
ate as that is possible, and in order to do
50 it proposes to cmploy exact scientific
methods and exact scientific material, i.e.,
pure chemical substances. 16 would be
quite a complicated and hopeless problem
from a scientitic standpoint to attempt for
instance, to stady the pharmacology of
fluid extract of opium, beeause there are
so many substances at work all at once
producing the observed effect of the ad-
ministration of a dose of this medicine
that it is absolutely impossible to tell pos-
itively what has caused thesame.  When,
however, one substance of known purity
and composition, and, if possible, known
constitution, is administered and certain
effects are produced, we have in hand o
problem the premises of which are known
tangible facts, and we can draw definite
and valuable conclusions.

The brauch of chemistry known as the
chewistry of the carbon cowmpounds, or
organic chemistry, is an unlimited one
aceording to the chemieal lnws and theories
obtaining to-day, and in multiplying and
increasing at & warvelous rate.  One has
but to glance at the lutest newest trench
in the breastwork of chemical journals of
the present to sce what an enormous
amount of worl is being done in the line
of producing new compounds. In every
instance almost the constitution of the
new comer is determined, so that our
family is fully nawed, aualyzeq, examined,
and described structurally, physically, and
chewically.  More than that it is now
getting to be general to describe the new
compounds pharmacologically by testing
their cffect upon animals and human be-
ings. ‘T'wo fuctors have brought about
the result, viz., the probability of the
compounds being of value first medicinally
and second financially ; the chemist being
no exception to the rule in most cases,
and joining in the universal race for
rhino, Tie pastshowsonly too well what
a chance discovery in thisbranch of chem.
ist’s work may be worth to him and in
move ways than oue.  The natural result
of this voluminons rush into existence of
new cowpounds is that some day, perhaps
not fav off; there will be known = chemical
substance possessinga delinitecomposition,
definite properties and a definite name
for every known discase. The physician
will of course have to be instructed fully
as to the composition, dose, propertics,
names, etc., of the cowpounds, and what
is true of the nceds of the apothecary in
this line is also true of bim. That the
pharmacist and the physician should in

future be more thoroughly and oxtensivoly
versed in organic chemistry than they ate
at present is, we think, very ovident,
Dovs it not. seem very evideub to every
teacher of chiemistry in our colleges of
pharnmey, to every studious and scientific
pharmaeist, and to the state boards of
pharmacy the country over, Uit it isin-
cumbent upon them to meot this exigoney
and take the bull by the horns by ineveas.
ing the nmount of time spent on organic
chemistry, and by becowing as thoroughly
acquuinted  with tho properties, com-
position, cte,, of antipyrin, phenacetino,
ete, as they wero with those of epsomsalts,
potassinm chlorate, cte., even if the terms
und courses of study at college have to bo
tengthened?

1f the state were mnde aware of this
fact that men were handling daily, and in
unlimited quantitics, medicameonts of
which they knew nothing save their
names perbaps, and possessed not  the
means of acquainting themselves with
something further about the substance, it
geems very probable that it would be the
state’s duty to interfere and adopt string-
ent fnws on the subject. That this is not
necessary ab present is also clear, beeause
we are only on the veritable threshold of
what is to come—of the time when these
so-called “new rvemedies” will number
nob dozens but hundreds, and thousands
perhaps. Tt is a very serious wmatter
and an irrepressible conflict, because no
observant pharmacist or chemist can
deny the certain and steady increase of
these “new remedies” nor the evident
preference of pure crystalline compounds
to extract and composite mixtures, Yn the
writer’s opinion the pharmacist of five
years hence will have to Le as well ne-
quainted with the intricacies and beauties
of organic chemistry as he is now with
those of inorganic chemistry. Whether
or not the United States Pharmacopain
will make any or all of the “new reme-
dies” oflicial is & question that cannot be
answered at present, but does not wmuch
ellect the problem under consideration,
for the said remedies will be prescribed
and dispensed in either case, very few if
any, men in probability, refusing to pre-
scribe remedies that are knowu to be uni-
formly reliable and eflicacious, simply be-
cause some firm ov another has the exclu-
sive right to manufacture and sell them.
This would be pedantry. When they do
come “en masse,” and are generally used,
will not the teacher of chemistry feel that
he is not educating his pupils if the pres-
ent system continues, and will not the
pharmacist feel that his calling is getting
a little the better of him 1—Pacific Druy
Jeevicw.

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The International Pharmaceuti~
cal Congress of 1893, and
Some Pointsin Amer-
ican Pharracy.

From o paper by N. H. Manmiy, one of the
delegates from Great Brituin,

Since Mr. Martin intended to visit
Chicago at the time of the Congress, he
was, he said, appointed ns 1 delegnte from
Lngland to that mecting, 1t had been
his second visit 1o the States, and had
moditied many of his former ideas und
views, e did not intend, nor, indeed,
was he able, to enter into details of phar-
maceutical life, but rather to give an
account of some of the gencral principles
of Ameriean pharmacy. Ile should not
wmention any names of the various colleges
and men and shops he had visited, but
merely give some account of his views of
them,

Mr, Martin then wandered from matters
pharmaceutical to ideas of the discomforts
of American travelling, and to the beau-
ties of American scenery, and, after ten
minutes, he returned to his subject by
telling his nudience how he arrived late
at the meeting of the American Pharma-
ceutical Association, and was soon wel-
comed on to the platform. He was sur-
prised to find that printed copies of the
papers read were cirenlated amongst the
members directly the author commenced
his paper.  The visible cffects were two-
fold. Tirstly, little attention was paid to
the speaker, since the paper could casily
be followed in print.  Secondly, the dis-
cussion was very critical and well main-
tained on account of the easy way in
which the whole of the paper was before
the audience at once.

The papers read were divided into
three seetions (1) scientific, (2) legal and
cducational, (3) commercinl. Tue volu-
bility with which many of thesc latter
were read and discussed was remarkable,
as was their great impracticability, said
Mr. Martin. A peculiar custom was the
frequent appointment of conuniitees of
three to settle trivial watters. Even the
vote of thanks to the President for his
address was referred to a committee of
three. Many of the members of these
committees never knew they were nomin-
ated until two or three months afterwards.
The commercial papers were usually very
entertaining, but very unprofitable, and
this was 2 warning to us not to be too
eager to introduce trade matters at our
Conference. The publication of theseventh
decennial revision of tht United States

" Pharmacopaia was the most important of -

all their work., It was a matter of great
satisfaction to sce how the Piarnacopuia
Committer of 1810, consisting entircly of
n:edical men, had gradually altered until
an equal number of pharmaceutical dele-
zates and of medical anen were on the
Comwitter, and 56 delegates from the
yarious pharmaceutical colleges were pres-
ent at the meeting.  Adfter another extra
pharuiaccutical excursion to the World's
Fair, the author said he thought it wasa
mistako to have held the Juternational

Congress a week after the other meeting,
since the members were hardly ready to
seriously discuss pharmacy so soon again.
I'he most notablo feature of the Cougress,
in his opinion, was the presentation of
the Hanbury medal to Professor Maisch,
who was too ill to receive it in person.
Mre, Carteighy, therefore, presented it to
Professor Remington on his hehnlf.  The
1,000 dollars voted towards the compil-
ation of an International Pharmacopusia
for potent remedics was also noteworthy,
and & comamittee of threee were appointed

to communicate with the authorities in.

other countries. 1t is most essential that
we should all have our potent remedies of
identical strength,  The discussion on the
relation of pharmacists to sanitation aud
the working of the Adulteration Act led
to the expression of the feeling that the
pharmacist was the right man to dead
with questions of hygicuer, sewage water
and adulteration, In England pharmac-
ists neededto befarmoreckemiststhan they
were at present to be able to take these
matters into their hands. The Congress
expressed its approval of a four years
apprenticeship, and of an enforced cur-
riculum. In regard to the general re-
Iations of cducation and examination, the
author said there was no lesson whatever
to be learned from our American brethren.
The independence of pharmaceutical
management in thedifferent States causes
no definite standard to be maintained, and
the result is deplorable. In some cases
where a distinction between a junior and
a senior course is miaintained, the Jatter
is practically a repetition of the former.
The diploma of a pharmacecutical gruduate
is thought very little of ; so much so,
that the cducational section concluded
that pharwacy boards should not accept
the collegiate diploma in lica of the State
examination. Some of the colleges, in-
deed, are so lax that they will give a
diploma after 15 months’ training to men
under 21.  This appears to be done in
order to gain fees and popularity. There
is practically no training to laboratory
work, two hours per week being a common
enough time for this, and then three
hours lectures every cevening of the week.
After the day’s work is donc lecturcs on
subjects quite outside any branch of phar-
macy are often given, and the astounding
stateusent that two hours lecturing is to
dispose: of the origin of trade, botanic
gardens, the practice of medicine, and the
location of man is wnoteworthy. The
pharmacy boards are appointed by the
Governorof the State, and their duties
are loosely defined, and their powers are
absolute. The heavy salary to the seere-
taries indicate the way, in which the posts
are given. DPolitics and dollars scem,
according to the author, to have mora to
do with the matter than pharmacy. The
examinations arc entirely theoretical,
with the exception of a few drugs for
identification, purchased from a druggist
in the locality just before the examination.
The examiners travel about from town to
town and examine the candidates at an
hotel. An exawpleis worth giving. A

class of 31 students in one State, were

examined in toxicology, materin medica,

and prescriptions from 5 to 7 one day.;’
in chemistry from 8 to 9 the same

evening, and in pharmacy from 10 to
1115 next morning. At 3 the ex-

aminers wet, and 15 candidates were

pussed the same evening. Although all

the cxamination was by mexns-of papers,

the examiners were three in number.  In

such States the whole system was merely

a parody on Pharmaceutical education.

The pharmacy laws were very lax ang un-
satisfactory. in one State, the lnw passed
in 1889 said that no man but one duly
registered could sell or dispense poisous,

whilst an unqualiticd man could always be
covered by the employment of & qualified

man. Spirits were allowed by the Act to
be kept for medicinal purposes (7) There
wasa great tendency to use the dollar
fuirly or unfairly, in order to get doctors

to prescribe only a certain brand of goods,

and the cnormous trade in drinks wasone
of the waorst features in American Phar-
macy. The last shop he had visited was
Mr. Francis', of 5th Avenue, where, he

was glad to say, the seda fountain had

been abolished, and only pharmacy was
transncted. MHowever, America had its

great pharmacists as well as other places,

and he would end by pointing to the
names of Squibb, Parrish, Bedford, Rem-

ington and Maisch, men who made phar-

macy in the United States.—Z2r. and
Col. Drugyist.

He
becomes, half unconsciously, better post-
cd than his fellow employes. e knows
the latest commercial news, and -soon s
appcaled to by the others for this or that
bit of information. Customers like to
buy from him because he is so well post-
cd, and by and by it comes that no mat-
ter what chunges may be made in the
pessonnel of the stafl he is always. a fix-
tare until he gets a store of his own oran
interest in the firm.  And this is all due
to his patient and intelligent perusal of
the trade paper; for he ‘who reads will
learn, and knowledge is always power.—
Fxchange,

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Cor{dition of the Drug Trade.

——

Turre are some people who are natur-
nlly pessimistic, others, through force of
hubit, grow so, and others, nguin, endeav.
or to nmke themselves and their neigh-
bors as much 50 us possible for purposes
peculiarly their own.  Bad habits, ns well
s good ones, grow, and, before we are
aware of it, we often become slives to
some habit or propensity which aflects our
life and action. We are led to make
these remarks from articles which appear
frequently in the daily press and are ve-
iterated by business men, as to the “dull-
ness of times,” * loss of trade,” the ¢ bot-
tow knocked out of business,” and other
similar expressions, which, in many cases,
are vot justified by facts.  Neither is the
drug trade free from this failing, for
while there are cases and localities
possibly where, perhaps, any or all
of these cpithets may apply, still they
are but the exceptions. llow wmny of
the men who now call out about * hard
times” can, with any degree of candor,
say that, in proportion to the general
business of the community, they are not
receiving their shave.

Tt is a well-known fuct that a general
business depression exists and has existed
for some time, both in Europe and Asmer-
ica, and that in some places, notably in
the United States, it has assumed the di-
mensions of a panic, and, under these cir-
cumstances, it wounld be strange indeed
if its effects would not be felt in Canada.
Yet it is universally acknowledged that
Cauade has suffered less than almost any
other portion of the world.

In the face of this, it is quite apparent
that whatever aflects general trade must
affect that of the druggist, but that it bas
only atfected it in a proportionate extent
with that of other lines cannot be denied.

There are individual locnlities where,
there is no doubt, the trade isin 2 deplor-
able state, notably that of the City of
‘Toronto, but this is due to special causes,
and, unfortunately, causes which it is
very diftficult to prevent.  In the case of
Toronto, the unsatisfactory condition of
the drug business is, without doult, ow-
ing to too great competition.  The volue
of business done in the retail drug stores
of Toronto is, we believe, quite as large as
« that of five or six years ago, but, when we
consider the fact that during that time a
large number of new drug stores have
been opened in all parts of the city, the
receipts of the older houses mustnecessar-
ily be greatly diminished. The reasons
for the multiplication of stores in the
city are not hard to determine. In the
first place, Toronto, being the home of the
best College of Tharmacy in Canada,
attracts students not only from the entire
Province of Ontario but also draws large
ly from the other Provinees as well as

some from the United States.  Mruy stu-
dents from country towns and villages
become ennmored of the city during their
college-term residencaand aro seized with
the iden that there js still an opening
for them to establish themselves in busi-
ness in a city already too well supplied,
and, with a few hundred dollars, perbaps,
secure » stock from some jobbing house,
who, through their anxicty to do business,
not only injure their other customers but
frequently make certain losses for them-
selves by thus establishing another busi-
ness which, in seventy-five per cent. of
such cases, is sure to tail.

Too few young men realize that a
college cducation, an excellent record
at the examinantion, or even a gold medal
for some specinl subject does not con-
stitute a fitness for management of a
business. Many of .the students attend-
ing our colleges of pharmacy are lack-
ing in bLusiness aptitude, and totally un-
fitted, therefore, to enter into competition
with those who have had years of hard
carned experience and with already estab-
lished trade. Nevertheless we find year
after year fresh “graduates™ blossoming
out as full-blown druggists ounly to fade
again out of sight, through bankruptey,
or through pressure brought to bear by the
wholesale house with whom they deailt.
Of course there is still another factor to
reckon with, viz., the ¢ departinent stores,”
which, no doubt, rob the druggist of
considerable portion of what he considers
as his legitimate trade. These, we be-
Yieve, are the main reasons of the existing
demoralized state of the drug trade in
Toronto.

Itowever, what is true of Toronto can-
not be said to be equally so of the drug
trade of Canada generally. Throughout
Outario, Quebee and the Eastern Prov-
inces the drug business done during the
past year has been quite proportionate
with that of any other trade, and in Man-
itoba, British Columbia and the Territor
ies, although dull and payments slow, are
only so as a part of the volume of busi-
ness of all kinds transacted there. The
druggists of Canada, as a whole, not Jim-
jting ourselves to the experience of onc
individual place, have thercfore no.reason
to be discouraged, and with diligent at.
tention to busiuess, careful buying and
continually adding new lines which they
can handle with advantage, not following
in the only ruts of our ancestors, but being
wideawake men of busiuess, will surely
makea financtal success of their chiosen pro-
fession.

A New Pharmacopcoeia.

Tne preparation of a new cdition of the
Pharmacopwia has been under the consid-
vration of the Medical Council of Great
Dritain, and, st 2 meeting held on Dee.
4th, adopted the report of the Pharmaco-
pwin Committee, which we give below.

Tor the first time the Council have
dircetly asked the co-operation of the
Pharmaceutical Society of Great Dritain
in the preparation of the work, and the

committee nppointed by tho lautter society
will bo on an equal footing with that of
the committeo of the Medical Couuncil.

As will be scen by the report it is pro-
posed to widen the scope of the new
Pharmacopwin by making it better adapt-
ed to the requirements of Indin and the
Colonies. It is contended that many
drugs indigenous to Iudin might replace
some of those now ordered in the present
volume, and in the case of Canada, many
preparations not now oflicial, but which
are required, consequent upon the frequent
use of the Trench Codex and the U, 8.1,
might, with advantage, Le inserted. In
the case of Canadn, we would certainly
prefer s Phavinacopuwein of our own, com-
piled, it may be, from the three now used
viz.,, the British, United States, and
¥rench, with dosage, ele., as applicable to
our climate. A serious drawback, no
doubt, to this undertaking would be the
expense of editing and compiling such a
work, although we believe that pharma.
cists, as n rule, coineide with us in thede.
sirability of undertaking it as soon as the
Pharmaceutical Councils of the various
Provinces, or better stili, the proposcd
Canadian Pharmaceutical Association, see
their way clear to such an undertaking. -

1t is certainly desirable that the oflicial
work, whatever it may be, should be one
that will, as nearly us possible, meet the
requirements of the preseriber and dis-
penser in the country where it is to be
used, and we trust whatever course will
be adopted will tend to the best interests
of pharmacy at large. The following is
the report mentioned :

“ The Committee report to the Council
that since the last meeting a further re-
print of 3,000 copivs of the British Phar-
mitcopweinn of 1885 has been issued, making
the total number of copies of this edition
issued up to the present date 41,000, the
total number of copies of the additions to
the British Pharmacopwin being 13,125
and that, of the last repring of 3,000 cop-
ies of the British Phurmacopawiz, 481 have
been sold.

“The Committee now submit to the
Council the following report:

“JInaccordance with the instructions
of the Council at the meeting in May
last, the Pharmnreopeia Committee have
corresponded through the Privy Council
with the Indian Oflice and the Colonial
Oflice, with the object of ascertaining
what changes, if any, could be cffected in
otder to better {it the next edition of the
British Pharmacopaia to the requirements
of Indin and the Colonies. The result
has been that o very large number of
copies of letters from the Chairman of the
Committee to the Lord President of the
Privy Council, as printed in the minutes
of the Council, have been distributed by
the Tudia Oflice and the Colonial Office
for use by themedical and pharmaceutical
authoritics in India and the Colonics.

“The development of this action will
require much care and consideration on
the part of the TIndian and Coloninl
authoritics as well as by the Comnmittee,
and will demand more time thaun that

Answers to Correspondents.

“Ontario,” asks for » permanent solu-
tion of Bichloride of Mercury which has
no deposit.

The oflicinl solution should answer the
purpose as the Ammeonium Chloride has a
tendency to prevent any deposit. Per-
haps your trouble has been in not using
distilled. water, without it you could not
have a permanent solution, The exposure
of a bichloride solution to strong light
may sometimes cause a precipitate.  Lhis
may be dissolved by the addition of a
slight excess of Hydrochloric Acid.

“Puanvacist.” — The Ontario Act,
clause 19, says : “ Any person registered
under this Act, and no other person, shall
Le entitled to be called a Pharmaceutical
Chemist, and no other person, except a
Pharmaceutical Chemist, ps aforesaid, or
his employee or employees, shall be author-
ized to compound prescriptions of legally
authorized medical practitioners.

“Clerk.”—We printed a formula for a
“Tasteless Cascara  Preparation ” some
months ago. lere is another which may
be more in the line of what you want. Tt
is a “Tasteless Iixtract of Cascarn.”

Cascara bark ........ 16 ounces.
Heavy magnesia...... 2 ounces.
Water .13 pints {Imp.).
P'roof spirit.......... q. s.

Mix the cascara with the magnesia,add
the water, wmacerate for twelve hours,
then dry on a water bath. Powder the
dried bark, pack in a percolator, and per-
colate with proof spirit until 16 fluid
ounces result. This preparation is not
quite so active as the more nauseous offic-
inl preparation, so you will have to give
about one and a half, or twice the B. P,
dose, but this is more than compensated
for by the medification of the extremely
bitter taste.

Frosted Store Windows.

A correspondent of the Montreal Star
gives the following method for preventing
windows from being covered with frost
or steam 1—**An clectric fan is placed in
the window, one of the incandescent lamps
removeq, where the windows are so light-
ed, and the fan placed in connection; a
current of air thus directed against the
glass dispels the moisture and the result
is, glass as clear as in midsummer.”

Editor Caxapiax Drucaisr:

Si,—In the December issue of your
journal, under the head of * British Col-
umibia Notes,” there ave n fow statements
re the recent prosecutions against & num-
ber of the druggists in this province, our-
selves among the number, to which we
must take exception.

Referring to our case your correspond-
dent says, “The, apprentice ran things
generally at this branch store, and yet
Mr. McDowell did not look upon this as a
gross infringement of the Pharmacy Act.”
The statement that the apprentice ran
things generally at this branch store is
false, that store being under the manage-
ment of Mr. John K. Sutherland, a grad-
uate of the Ontario College of Pharmacy,
1892, and « licentiate in Pharmacy under
the Pharmacy Act of this Province, the
apprentice in question merely acting as
relieving clerk during the temporary wb.
sence of Mr. Sutherland for his meals or
a few hours in the evening.

This apprentice has been over four
years in a drug store, and purposes taking
his final examination next April, so that
under these circumstances we certainly
did not look upon his doing the wark he
did as & gross infringement of the Phar-
macy Act, in which view we were upheld
by the presiding magistrates who dismiss-
ed the case where this question was the
issue, and merely fining for not register-
ing a scheduled poison as he should have
done.

This is not the first occasion on which
this correspondent of yours has made
statements not in accord with the facts.
A few months ago, in your July issue, we
think, in bis report of the annual meeting
of the Association he made some very un-
gentiemanly remarks regarding Mr. Thos.
Shotbolt, our late president, and a gentle-
man who has done more for the advance-
ment of our association than any one else
in this province. To him, with Mr. ITen-
derson, of Messrs. Langley & Co., Vie-
toria, are we mainly indebted for our pre-
sent Pharmacy Act.  Tmperfect though it
may be, it was the best we could get from
the Legislature at that time, and we only
got it after three years persistent hard
work, very much of which was done by
Mr. Shotbolt and Mr. Henderson, and the
remarks of your correspondent, in the re-
port referred to, were both uncalled for
and untrue.

We have amendments to our Pharmacy
Act alrcady prepared. to submit to the
Tegislature at their coming session which,
if they become law, will make our Act
much more cffective and workable than
at present.

Caxroxal, Pranrvaciis 1IN Swirzeg-
LaND~="The Continental pharmacist is
notoriously s thorn in the side of the
socinlist body, probably ns much on
account of his greater or smaller measure
of oflicial recognition of his position as
beenuse of the widely-spread  popular
notion that the Apotheker piles up enor-
mous gains oub of the prescriptions. Some
five years ago the CGovernment of .the
Swiss Canton of Basel, in obedience to the
socialistic impulse, actually brought in a
Bill for the rendering by the State of
medical and pharmacentical assistance,
The pharmaceutical requirements of the
citizens were to he supplied by a central
pharmacy with five braunches, where vem-
edieg would be obtainable free of charge.
No compensation was to be given to ex-
isting pharmacies.  The Bill was rejected
by the “referendum” or plebiscite of the
Basel citizens, but shortly afterwards a
praject for compulsory sick and accident
insurance was aceepted by a large majori.
ty, and & commission of 10 members was
appointed by the Federal Council to draft
a Bill. This commission has recently
commenced its Jabors.  The Government
of the Canton of Aargau is now about to
propose the establishment of State Phar-
macies, Defore these can be provided,
however, the Bill will have to be suaction-
ed by the popular vete of the Canton.

TORRIGN PIARMACISTS cannholb cxercise
their profession in IPrance without having
the French diploma. Tt is in the power
of the Minister of Instruction to dispense
with some of the necessary exmminations.
Tospital apothecaries ave atlowed to prac-
tice during an epidemic; this authoriza-
tion holds good for three months. A
pharmacist can only have one shop, and
he must inhabit the locality where he
carries on his business.  After the death
of a pharmacist the heirs can carry on the
- business for n year, provided another
pharmacist is piaced in charge. Tt is for.
bidden to a medical wman to have any
understanding with a pharmacist concern-
ing the sale of drugs. Tn those loealities
where there is not a pharmacist the medi-
cal man can supply his palients with med-
icine. Tn order to be prepared for urgent
cases, medical men, even where there are
onc or two pharmacists, can keep cevtain
drugs, which will be mentioned in a list
diawn up by the authorities. In every
departmient there will be an inspector
pharmacist.  This body of pharmaccutical
inspectors will be chosen by the Comite
Consultatif o' Hyyiens, and ratiticd by
Governmento~—American Drugyist.

U. S. Navarn Avorutearies.-~1itherto
it has been a reflection upon the organiza.
tion of this service that the dispenser-
ships could Le filled by anybody who had
influence enough to get & berth. Whether
they had a pharmaceutical qualification

or not did not matter. This anomanlous
condition is now to be put an end to,
regulations having been issued which re-
quire the candidate for an appointmem
must be o geaduate of some recognized
college of pharmacy and must be between
21 and 28 years of age. Apothecarics
for duty on cruising vessels will be enlist-
e for three years' general service, and
will receive the benelits of honorable dis-
charge and continuous service.  Lhose for
duty on receiving and on stationary ships,
or for duty on vessels of the Iish Conumis-
sion, will ba enlisted for one year’s special
service ; those for duty on vessels of the
Coast Survey will bo enlisted for the
cruise, not to exceed five years. There
will be an examination in general sub-
jects, such as arithmetic, orthography,
grammar, geography, and United States
history. The examination in profession-
al subjects will require a knowledge of
materin medica, pharmacy, chemistry, and
toxicology.—Amer.

Pranmacy arene Cave or Goon Hore,
—The fist issue of Z%e JMedical and
Pharmacy Register of the Cape of Good
Hope has just been published under the
joint direction of the Colonial Medical
Council and the Coloninl Pharmacy Board,
constituted under the Medical and Phar-
macy Act, 1891, LThe Reyister contains
the full text of this Act and the rules and
regulations framed under it; toguther
with reports of the Medieal Council and
Pharmacy Bowrd for 18925 and lists cor-
rected up to June 30 last, of licensed
medical practitioners, dentists, chemists
and diuggists, certificated midwives, and
trained nurses. The Coloninl Thavmacy
Board counsists of a president, secretary
and live other members. Two of the
members are nominated by the Governor
of the Colony, one is deputed by the Col-
onial Medical Council, :ind threeare clect-
ed by the chemists and druggists of the
Colony, one of the present clected mem.

It pro-
hibits the administration by injection of
morphine or its salts, except on the pre-
scription of a duly qualiticd medical man,
the onus of proving the exception lying
on the person admimistering the injection,

fence, being a fine not exceeding fifty dol-
lnrs or imprisonmont, with or without hard
labor, for a period not exceeding two
months. A further oflence, linble to sim-
ilar penalties, consists in furnishing mor-
phine or its salts, or solutions of tho smne,
to any person except a duly qualilied med-
ical practitioner or a chemist and drug-
gist, the onus of proof of the exception
again resting with the person charged
with the offence, whilst the scction does
not apply to the furnishing of morphine
for the purpose of bona fide exportation.
Constables or Oflicers of the Police, duly
authorized by warrant of nany Justice of
the Peace, are permitted to break intoany
place which the snid Justice shall have
rensonable grounds to suspect and believe
to be a place kept or used for the injec:
tion of morphine, coantrary to the gro-
visions of the Ordnance, and to arrest any
persons found in the place suspected of an
offence, whilst seizing all morphine, hypo-
dermic syringes, and other appliances
that may be found, capable of being used
for the injection of morphine. These, on
canviction of the offender, are directed to
be forfeited.-—Phar. Journal.

Poisoning by Misadventure.

The Britesh Mcdical Journal says :—
Sctting aside the deaths attributed to
chloroform, the great majority of the fa.
talities included in this dismal cataloguc
were doubtless due to the fact that the
poison was given or taken out of the
wrong hottle. The way to provent this
is obvious, and has been pointed out over
and over again by Mr. Ernest Hart in the
Journal, and an appead, intherto fruitless,
has been made by him officially to the
Pharmacentical Society.  All poisons
should be sent out in bottles of « kind
that will automatically warn the most
careless handier by appealing sharply to
his sense of touch. The poison label,
though useful as a danger signal, is insuf-
ficient by itself, even if it were in all
cases compulsory, which is not the case
with regard to remedies prescribel by
quatified medical practitioners. Thelum-
inous label which has been proposed, how-
ever efficient in the night, would be use-
less in the day. All bottles containing
poisons should be made of fluted glass,
and provided with screw stoppers. The
Pharmaceutical Socicty has the power to
make the use of such precautions compul-
sory on all chemists, and it is not too
much to say that if, in the face of the
facts we bave brought forward, it now
fails to use this power, it will be guilty
of a grave neglect of its public duty.

Iu heavier
doses it reacts on the nervous system, pro-
ducing abundant urinary scerction, It
seems to be valuablein neuralgins, espear-
ally to migraine, in which it may be grven
in doses of from 0 ¢g. to 1 g, repeated
twice duily.

Disivrrery is  the uwame  (Pharne
Jeitschr, f. Russl.) of a prepavation in.
tended for ordinury disinfection, said lo
be obtained ns follows: O parts of the
residue left in distilling crwde naphtha
are thoroughly mixed with 1 part (by
volume) of concentrated sulphuric acid,
and allowed to cool.

The above
was reccommended at the last DBritish
Pharmacecutical Conference in place of the
present unofiicial formulary which does
not give entire satisfaction.—7%erapentic
Revicw.

Boron-Eisen.

This compound deseribed by H. N.
Warren, is prepared by nixing solutions
of borax and ferrous chloride, pressing the
resulting white procipitate to free it from
adhering  water, and, after thoroughly
drying, reducing it with an cquivalent
proportion of carbon in a plumbago cruc-
ible.  Tn this way four to five per cent.
of boron is said to enter into union with
the iron, a compound being produced
which breaks with the fracturo of metallic
manganese and possesses suflicient hard-
uness to readily scratch glass. At the
samne time it is with difliculty soluble in
acids, whilst its melting point approaches
that of castiron. A more cconomical
method of preparing the compound is to
reduce ferric c1rbomtc or oxide, mixed
with boron oxide and charcoal.

On heating
paratoludine with gallotannic acid and
then treating with water acidulated with
hydrochloric acid, a white crystalline pro-
duct was obtained which melted at 211°
(m. p. of gallanilide is 205°), was but
slightly soluble in cold water, though very
soluble in boiling water, and also soluble
in alcohol and cther~—Comp. rend.

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Photographic Notes

Developing Films.

It 1L BUCKWALTER.

Believing  that  many  photographers,
amateurs .uul ])lOfCa.slollul.\, have trouble
with films, the writer feels that an explan-
ation of a few original “dodges” will les
sen 110 smnll amount of profanity regard.
ing the “pesty things”

Jlm'm" dev dop(d as high as a thousand
x5 film negatives a day with amidol,
without having any trouble, and having
used that developer for nmrly a year, the
writer fecls like recommending it to those
who are not satisficd with the developer
they are using, but at the same lime
strongly advises those who are satistied
and are sccuting good negatives to stick
to their own developer.  The simplicity
and rapidity of amidol are points inits
favor, and it is very nearly what its
makers of all develepers please to cliim a
“aniversal developer.”

The easiest method of using amidol is
to make a stock solution of sulphite of
soda (crystals), 200 grains to the ounce.
Then get n wooden mustard spoon and
file it down so that it will hold just ten
grains of amidol when the powder is dip-
ped up and levelled oft with a light jerk.
YFor normal developer put one spoonful of
the powder into a graduate and add half
an ounce of the stock solution of sulphite
cf soda.  Stir till dissolved and add water
to bring the solution up to four ounces.
Of course, this amount is not suflicient
when a Jarge number of filins are to be
developed, but it is wentioned as a con-
venient unit of quantity. With some
makes of sulphite it is necessuy to add a
few graius of carbonute of soda to the
stock solution. A veay small quantity
will usually suflice. When only oue or
two plates or films are to be developed,
and it is desirable to save the developer,
a grain or two of oxalic acid or oxalate of
pot:l.sh may be added to the mixed devel-
oper and its keeping qualitics greatly im-
proved, although, where much developing
is doug, it is advisable to use fresh devel-
oper every day, for the reason that the
user will always know ecxactly what the
strength is. The sulphite solution deteri
orates very slowly if kept in amoderately
cool place.

The writer also uses a combination of
cikonogen and quinoue with excellent re
sults on Carbutt’s ortho films. The fol
lowing forumh has given satisfaction on
these and also on c\truncl) rapid expo-
sures on race horse and similar subjects:

Cut the films from the roll holder and
place them in o light-tight Lox, and this
box in another box for sufcty The ftilms
should be cut in lengths suitable for the
tray in which they are to be developed.
After the developer is mixed and in the
tray, take one of the strips of ncegatives
and quickly slip it under the swmiface of
the developer. 16 will flatten out in u
few seeonds,  Allow it to venmain fuce or
film up uatil all details are out.  Then
turn it over and start on o new strip, By
the time the second is ready to turn over
the first will probably be dense cenough.
If not, start on the thisd strip. When
the first is ready to come out throw it
into i deep aish of water until about «
dozen or two strips are finished, moving
them eccasionally. Then put them in
the fixing bath face down, and keep
them moving until all are thoroughly fix-
ed. Wash as usual—that means thorough-
ly. One of the casiest und best fixing
baths is made as follows :

Alum is not necessary with this bLath.
1t will remain clear a very lony time and
increase the brillancy of negatives.  ltis
a maguiticent fixing bath  for lantern
slides on account of its freedom from stain
and slight clearing of fog.

After the films are well washed they
must be soaked to prevent curling when
dry. A bath made of water and cnough
glycerine to give twenty degrees bydio-
meter test will be found to work per tu,tis,
if the following original process of dryiny
is followed.

One of the great trials of film develop-
ing was the “nethod of drying 2 large
number of filws Ly driving tacks tl.rou"h
the corners, as rct.oumwudul Ly the wiak-
ers.  With severad hundred filns this was
a job of considerable magnitude. An
casicr way is to soak the films in the
above Lath for five or ten minutes.  Then
spread out, half a newspaper aud lay the
negatives on *it face up. Lift up the
paper by the corners and allow the su'plu<
water to drain off fora few scconds. Then
Iay n sheet of hard bLlotting paper over
the negatives and quickly blot off” all the
water on the face of cvery negative,

Without doubt tie best blotting paper
to usc for this purpese is the “Royal”
bLrand, imported by the United States
Photo Supply Co. Tt costs only a few
cents a sheet and will Jast a Jong time it
carcfully dried after each using. Itisan
improvement to Iny the negatives on a
sheet of this blotterinstead of newspapers.
Tt is also possible to blot the negatives
with new, clean newspapers, Lut it is
hardly as "ood as the blotter, although
the writer has blotted over 10,000 nega-
tives with old papers. But they must
not bLe used more than once, and the
blotting must be quickly done.  The filng
wust have every drop of water removed

from the fuce, otherwise the drop will not.
dry perfectly and will stick to the paper
in printing, The sheets of paper on
which the films have been blotted wmust
Lo placed in & dry place freo from dust
until dry.

An old pepper box filled with tale pow.
der (French chalk) is very convenieit to
have around when printing  Should: the
films show any signs of stickiness dust
some powder over them and rub off’ with
a picee of soft cloth. That will remedy
the sticking, 1f auy lavge spols are
sticky or the paper should :ulhurc, throw
the ibm in water until the paper can be
casily removed and then soak and ther-
oughly blot again.

1f you have been in the habit of tack-
jng up negatives to dry you will be sur-
prised to find how much the easier is this
method.—Lucific Cuu':t Photoyrapher.

The Blue Process.

The following process for producing
cyanotypes on paper is recommended by
Herr 17 Veress, the well-known photog-
rapher of llun" sy, in the Photo-Almanach
S~ 1893, Two solutions should bLe pre-
pued:

SOLUTION A,
lvon and awmnsniacitrate 8§ gramme,
Ammonivm ferrocyanide. 2 grammes.
Oxalicasid .. o, ..., I-'r'umm'
bisiillel water ........120¢

SOLUTION L.
Ferrieyanideof potassium - 8 grammes.
Ammoiitan ferricyanide. 2 grammes.

The two solutions are mixed and then
filtered.  Previously moistened glossy

bavyta paper is floated on the fliltered

solution for abouat four minutes, when it
is driedd at 89° ¥, The paper is then
printed in the usaal manner beneath o
nrgative.  The prints are washed in soft
water, and then placed one Ly onc in a
mixture of 109 parts water and one part
of hydrochloric acid. They are allowed
to remain in it about five minutes, until
the image has become quite pure. Finally
th~ prints are well washed in clean water,

To produce blue prints on canvas anl
sitk the following process is given Ly the
saure author : § grammes of :xrmwroot are
dissolved in 30 c. . of water; 2 grammes
of gelatine aredissolvedin H0c. ¢. “of warm
water; 3090 c. c. of water, to which has been
added I grammeof ordinary whitesugar, 10
drops of glvcerine, and Sdropsof as: t rat-
cd solution of caustic potash,wre boiled, and
the arrowroot and gelatine solution added
to it by constant stirring. The liguid is
then filtered through flannel in a flat dish
resting ina warm water bath, The fabric
to be sensitizad is placed on the liquid
and allowed to float for from four to five
minutes; it is then mounted on blotting
paper, which is fastencd to a dmwing
board and dried in awann room. Thefabric
is sensitized and printed as deseribed above
and it should Le used soon, for it quickly
looses its seasitivencss. Defore fixing,
the prints should be placed one hy one
between shoets of blotting. paper, in order

Photographic Hints and Formulae

Revovive Yrutow, Guruey, Rep, on
Dicnreoie og.—Dr. Menicre, of Paris,

Bromide of sodium ........ 3 parts,
Bromine water ............

Tieave in for ten or fifteen minutes.
Tho bleached hmage is well washed and
dried, and the image vedeveloped with an
amidol-sulphite developer.—Iritish Jowr.
nal of Photoyrapy.

Platinotypes with Sepia Tones
and Hot Development.

Fainer summarises his experiments on
this subject. With an addition of 1 per
cent of mercuric chloride to the ordinary
developer, brownish Ulack tones are ob-
tained ; increase of the mercury gives
yellowish-brown prints.  The oxalate solu-
tion should always be heated before the
mercury is added, or else mercuric oxalate
may scparate out. A fresh developer
should Le used cach time. A simpler
method of obtaining sepin platinotypes is
by adding the mercury to the sensitising
solution as follows;

Exposure.

In studying the image on the ground
glass, it must be remembered that the
brightest colors do not necessarily have
the greatest effecton the plate.  The in-
itinls of the seven spectrum colors spell
the word “Vibgyor,” thosec towards the
beginning of the word being most eifective
chemically.  Green  folinge, therefore,
stands about midway on theactinic seale,
and would require more cxposure than if
it were blue, and less than if it were
yellow and red, asin the fall of the year.
At the same time, when brilliantly itlu-
minated, so much white light is reflected
that to all intents aud purposes it is
photographically white. In a landseape,
or other subject in which the illumination

~is uncven, some portions will necessarily
be over-exposed, and others under-exposed.
It is nccessary, then, to determine how
far it is advisable to clog up the high

lights, in order to obtain detail in the
shadows, u question info which the devel-
opment also lnrgely enters.—Snap Shots,

How to Print on Marble.

Mr. Villon publishes the followiag pro-
cess:  Coat an unpolished plateof warble
with the following solution : Benzine 500
purts, spivits of turpentine, 500 parts,
asphaltum 50 parts, pure wax § parts,
When dry expose under n negative, which
will take in sunshine about twenty minu.
tes.  Develop with spirits of turpentine
or benzine, and wash in plenty of water.
Now cover the plata where it is intended
to be left white with an alcholic solution
of shellac, and immerse the same in any
dyc which is soluble in water. After o
while, when enough of the coloring mat-
ter has entered the pores of the stone, it
is taken out and polished. The eftect is
said to be very pretty.—Photographisches
Avehiv.

Thiosinamine as a Fixing Agent.,

Thiosinamine is reported by R. E.
Licsegang to be a desirable substitute for
sodium hyposulphite (thiosulphate), as a
fixing-agent.  Its aqucoussolution remov-
es the silver salt from a silver-chloride
gelatin plate just as quick as sodium
hyposulphite docs, it is claimed. Bromide
of silver dissolves n little slower, but, com-
pletely.  Silver-chloride paper-prints are
fully fixed after four minutes’ immersion
in a 1.7 solution. If s per cent. solu-
tion of gold-chlorideis added to the liquid,
a quick-acting, tone-fixing bath is obtain-
cd. Aristo pictures treated herewith have
greater depths than platinum pictures.
Tor warm tones the quantity of the gold
is to be reduced. Thiosinamine can be
mixed with an equal quantity of concen-
trated hydrochloric actd or other acids,
without decoinposition of the salt and
withoutreduction of its solvent properties,
itis stated. ITt.can also be mixed with
alum or chloride of sodium. An alkali

which, by the way, would be unnecessary,
should not he added to the solution.
Such a mixture blackens unexposed chlo-
ride, or bromide of silver, and does not
dissolve it any more. Concerning tho
influence of thiosinnmine which remained
after insulticient washing upon the duribi-
lity of the picture, nothing definite can be
snid as yet.  Several prints, which, after
fixing, had only been washed superficially,
were kept for twenty days without per-
ceiving the slightest change.  Should this
prove to be the case gencrally, another
great advantage over sodivm hyposulphite
would be obtained.—hoto. Sulleiin.

Photographing Animals.

As in the case of animal photography
very often rapid movements areto bo fixed
by the camcra, a first-class rapid lens of
sufliciently long focal length, (seven to
cight inches at leust) should be used.  If
it is possible to previously determine the
place where the exposuresare to be mads,
it is well to set up a suitable background
in a proper position, corresponding, of
course, as regards color with the objects

“to be photographed. ‘Thus, for instance,

a white sheet should not be bung up if a
white cat or goat is to be taken, nora
dark-colored materinl if dark-colored
animals are to appear before it. This
applies also to the ground over which the
animal moves  Visides, the background
should be of sufficient size to cover the
whole plate, and not leave an end or side
vacant. Xspecially if the animals are
small, the background should come down
fully to the ground, otherwise there will
always be an unsightly space just in the
rear of the lower legs. In order to en-
sure nccurate focussing, the moving sub.
ject should arrive at a point which has
previously been determined and focussed
upon. -
As full sunlight will have to be uvsed in
order to obtain suflicient rapidity, great
attention must be paid to the shadows,
which very often arc thrown heavily upon
the background oron the ground, or both,
and are more prominent than anything
elsc in the picture. Tf this defect cannot
be prevented, a great deal may be done
on the finished negative by retouching.

White or light colored animals can, of
course, be more easily photographed than
dark-brown or black ones, as can also
those whose natural movements arc not
particularly rapid. Among domestic
animals, excellent results may be obtained
with dogs almost all kinds, cats, rabbits,
prgs, goats, donkeys, oxen, horses aud
cnlves. Tame water-fowl of every varicty
may also be taken cither singly or in
groups.—Pholo. Pastimes.

Cathartic Acid.

Notwithstanding that rhubarb, cascara,
and senna are the oldest and most popular
purgatives, it has not yet been found
possible to isolate their active principles
in chemical purity. Still it has been
cstablished with some certainty that the
laxative action of these drugs is due to
compounds cither identical or nearly 1re-
lated chemically. Kubly was the first to
isolate from senna leaves cathartic acid,
which he considered to be the active
prinaiple.  Gensz also preparved a sub-
stance, a yelow powder soluble with ditli
culty in cold water but easily in lhot
water, which he likewise called cathartic
acid.  Professor Dehio, of Dorpat, has
tried it clinically in twenty-one cascs,
administering doses of 0.15 granune to
adults, 0.05 grammne to cluldren, and has
found that it did not fail in any -case.
The patients praised the remedy becausoe
it caused no violent pain; it had no un-
pleasant taste, and, triturated with sugar,
was readily partaken of by childien.
Cathartic acid has also the advantage over
infusions or decoctions of senna that much
more cxact doses can be given, und tho
more pronounced the coastipation the
milder and wmore regular appears its
action ; hence Professor Dechio recom-
mends it as 2 valuable addition to materia
medica.—Bulletin Phar.

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Insect Powder.

Translated fram the Journal de Pharmacie o8
de Chimie, for tly Nutional Druyyist,

The Ryrethram (Anthemis pyrethrum)
is a littlo plant of the family of the Syn-
antheriwe, which is found in the south of
Trance, principally in the neighborhood
of Montpellier, growing wild. Its roob is
sometimes used in medicine as an exceit-
ant and scialngogue. It has of late years
aequired o comunercinl value, since ity
flowers e used as the principal ingre-
dient of insecticide powders.  The species
wostly used for this purpose is indigen-
ous to the Caucasus, whence its name,
Caucasian pyrethrum, but the principal
seat of pyrvethrum culture is the princi-
pality of Montenegro, where it is an object
of considerable exploitation,

The culture of pyrvethrum demands
great care.  Lhe carth must first be espec-
inlly prepared for it, and the young plants
ave transplanted into it Ly hand, It
blooms in apprecinble quantities only in
the sccond and especinlly in the third
year. The tlowers when gathered and
prepared are sent to Trieste, whence it
goes direet, to A1l the centres of com-
merce.

Two sorts of the {lowers are found in
commerce, the yellow and the violet.
The tirst have n white corolln, but are
completely yellow ufter desiceation.  The
violet flowers have a bluish corolls, and
preserve their color even in the dry state.
The powder obtained from the yellow
flowers is of a beautiful, clear yellow and
possesses n very energetic action upon all
species of insect life.  'he violet Howers
yield & grayish powder which is much Jess
encrgetic in action.

It is seavcely necessary hero to refer to
the-insecticidul properties of pyrethrum,
and its advantages over all other insccti-
cides; LEverybody today regards its
propertics in this direction nas incontes-
tible, and recognizesits innocuity to those
engaged in its preparation, as well as its
harmiessness toward furniture, clothing,
pictures, etc., to which it is applied. 1t
makes no stain whatever, and is easily
removed whenever desired.

Formerly the toxicity of pyrethrum
flowers toward insects was attributed to
the olturation of their stigmata (the
mechanical closing of the orifices which
serve as breathing organs), but this iden
wus eventually abandoned, for the reason,
mainly, that other vegetable powders
whose tenuity would easily have effected
that end, failed to produce the lethal
effects of pyrcthrum. Beside this, how-
ever, the existence in the flowers of a
proximate principle, soluble in alcolol,
bas been demonstrated, and this now
appears to be the true toxic ingredient of
the powder, and whose extraction renders
tlic residual powder innocuous tp insects.

The high price of the flowers, especially
when they first came into use (under the
namo of Persian, or Dalmatian insect
powder) naturally tempted the sophisti-
cators and adulterators, who speedily
mixed the genuine powder with all sorts
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of impurities of minerl and vegetable
origin, the lutter being the most frequent
sinco their presence is harder to detect.

One of the principal falsifications is the
substitution of the violet fluwers for the
yellow, the price of which latteris much
higher than that of the violet vaviety.
The product thus obtained is much grayer
and far less active than that of the
genuine yellow flower,  There are cetain
other inert vegetable pinducts, usad as
falsifications, whose presence is wuch
more diflicult to deteet, though the mi-
croscope in every iustance, if it will ot
show the nature of the alultervant, will
determine its existence.

The Capsulc was too Large.

A. I. Husted, of Armstrong & Co.,
went into Lyman & Sloan’s drug store on
Main street, Buftalo, a few days ago and
asked for a dose of castor oil It was
given to him in the form of & capsule. It
takes a pretty good sized capsule to con-
tain two table spoonfuls, and n rather
lurge throat to swallow one, When the
clerk produced the capsuie Mr. Husted
refused to take it, saying it was too Jurge
for & horse.  The clerk laughed at this,
Finally Mr. Ilusted decided to take the
capsule, which was half the size of a hen’s
cgg. In amoment he was-choking. The
envelope of the castor oil, instend of going
down, remained in the throat, and it was
apparent that medieal aid was necessary.

Several doctors were summmoned, and
after hard work succeeded in dissolving
the capsule. They said Mr. ITusted had
a narrow eseape.

But this was uot satisfactory to the
clerk, Mr. Weston. “You fellows don't
know anything,” said he,  “I'll show youn
how to take these capsules.”

Thrusting one into his mouth, he pro-
ceeded to show Mr, Iusted and the doe-
toura hiow the trick should be nccomplished.
But the Lolus stuck in his throat also,
nnd despite his extraordinary eflorts he
chivhad il bo was black and blue in the
face. ot water was poured down his
throat, and the capsule finally dissolved,
but not before he began to think his life
was in danger. He will never take any
more big capsules of castor oil.

Frexmue Guass.—According to M.
Ebstein, a substance as transparent as
glass, flexible and strong, and capable of
resisting the action of acids und alkalies,
may be prepared as follows :  Four to
cight parts of collodion cotton are dissolv-
ed in a mixture of aleohol and ether, .03
to .04 parts of castor ol (or some other
non-drying oil) and .04 to .1 part of resin
or Canada balsam are added.  This mix-
ture is dried or a glass plate in a current
of wirm air at 50° Tt is far Jess in-
flammable than ordinary collodion and is
very durable, and can easily be used as
glass.  With a little zinc oxide a white
so called artificial ivory is obtained.—
Union Pharmacentique.
