-Tir present Central American coffee crop, whicli commenced
to cone in during December last year, is unprecedently abun-
dant. The Pacille Mali Steanship Company has beau obliged to
charter two extra steamers, and up to the present tine they have
brougit over 800,000 bags of coalee (about 50,000,000 pounds) for
transportation over the Panama Railroad. This is more than
100,000 bags ln excess of the amount ever brouglit before, and it
is calculated that there are about 100,000 bags more ta comie lie-
fore the season ends, about the latter part of June.

-TuE experiments made in England ln growing valuable
trees continuously by means of electrie liglht bave shown that
trees grown without any rest, whilst being stunted, becamue more
vigorous, having a thicker sten and leaves of darker green, etc.,
than these-grown with the natural alternations of light and dark-
ns%. Would the silkworm aise work continuusly and get
tirough his normal amount of work in shorter time if his hurdie
were also subjected ta continuous liglht is the question that silk
raisers arc now asking.

-Mi. DAviN is determined that Ontario dairymen shall not

territories ta compete with the Australian exporters in the
British Columbia miarkets.

-TrE May returns of the U. S. Department of Agriculture
show an incrrase in wheat of 1.6 points from the April average,
beiug 82.0 against 81.4 last month and 81.4 li May, 1894. Winter
rye, like wheat, has advanced nearly two points since last nontb,
its average for May being 88.7 against 87 for the sanie date in
April. The prospects for rye throughout the ryo belt are fair
except l the state of New York, where it is too dry. The aver-
age condition of winter barley- is 94, against 62.3 in the month
of May, 1884, and 88.6 i 1898. The condition of spring pasture
is 89.7; of mowing lands 894. The proportion of spring plough-
ing done Mlay 1 is reported as 82.8 per cent., against 88.5 last
year and 78.4 in 1893.

-TE recent sprinkled iiill fire at Amsterdami, N.Y., bas de-
veloped an interesting fact in connection with those low-rated
risks. It was found that a large portion of the mill was used for
storing stock, consisting mostly of cotton, and the presence of so
mcli loose cotton rendered the sprinklers less effective and
made the loss muci greater titan it would have otierwise been.
The- adjusters were somewhat surprised that so much stock
should have been stored in the miiill, but on comparing the star-
age rates of 1 per cent. with the maili rate of 45 cents a very easy
explanation presented itself. This led to investigation in other
directions and it was found that cotton storage was being quito
generally covered by the mill insurance, in saine. cases as low as
85c par annumi.

-Tm.: crop situation in the United States las been mode-
rately changed l'or the better by rains which have fallen iii
regions west of the Mississippi river, and te soine extent east-

_ward. But in a large portion ofOhio, Michigan, Indiana, Illinois
and Kentucky tlhe relief has not been suîicient to flully arrest
the damiaging influîence of lack of moisture, especially with re-
ference to the wheat and oat crops. [iunediate rains in these
regions would prove beneficial te those crops. At best the situa-
tion of the winter whieat crop mnay be regarded as positively
poorer thmaii a year ago. The dry weather favored Lite prepara-
tien of land for corn and the planting of this grain, and the crop
is laving ain earlier start than mustial, and in a satisfactory man-
ner. in Kansas and Missoumri the situation ofe crops lias been de,
cidedly improved by recent rains, but tie wieat crop in Kansas
has beei greatly cit short, and will be comnparatively small at
best. The spring grain States of the Northwest furnish very
cheerful advices. Copioums rains have quite generally fallen, and
wleat and other crops are having an encouraging start. Pasture
and mueadow lands are also broughlt inte forward and satisfactory
condition.

THE ESTIMATES F0Rt 1895-9G.
To ieet the deficit of $4,500,000, the Finance Minis-

ter proposes to raise abont one half of that sum by in-
creased duties on sugar and spirits, and to reduce the
expenditure chargeable to Coisolidated Fund by $1,682,-
693.« le also reduces the expeiditures chargeable to
Capital by $412,155 but, as $1,027,053 has to be pro-
vided towards " redemîption of the debt," this brandi
of public outlays will be increased next year by $1,215,-
498. The net resuit then of the Estiniates for 1895-06
is oily a reductieon of outlays by $467,195. As how-
ever the debt charges cannot be pruned down, we must
give Mr. Foster full credit for the reductions proposed
in these itemis over whiclh he has control. We regret
that pruning time was not fixed earlier. The large in-
creases beinîg made year by year in the ainount of in-
terest on the public debt,-whiclh has gone from $11,-
544,078 in 1890 up to $12,732,706 for 1895-96--should
have warned the F inance Minister of the necessity for
mneetiag such enlarged paynients by economlies wherever
possible. Inlsteal of this more prudent course having
beeni adoupu the controlIble expenditure, apart froniTelephione 1277. P. 0. Box 208 1.



This is a departient of expenditure which is, of ail
others, nost difficult to regulate witl strict econlomy,
as the Governiment is literally besieged by applications
for local improvements, and new works, which it is
pressed to execute for the purpose of pleasing its susp-
porters, and placating, and buying off local opponiénts.
We must thens give the Finance Minister hearty com-
imendation for having taken so decided a stand in re-
dueing the appropriations for public works. He is more
especially to be congratulated on this policy oil the eve
of au Election, as this Lime is usually selected for great
activity in building Custom Houses, Post-offices,
Wharves, Bridges, Roads and other modes of pur-
chasing electoral favors by public money.

We gladly record large reductions in grants to lin-
dians, and for the N.W. Mounted Police, as these re-
ductions evidence developed confidence iii the assured
safety and peacefulness of the North Western Terri-
tories. Although there is still room for econonies in
the publie service, il is only fair to remeniber that,

charges for the public debt, vas increasedi between
1890 and 1894-95 by $1,925,553. The iesult is that, in
spite of the large reductions made in items chargeable
to the Consolid'ated Fund, items strictly controllable,
the total estimates for such expenditures next year are
yet larger than they were in 1890 by $46,350. So that,
liad the pruning knife been applied to keep down the
over-luxuriance of the spending departments in tHie
years following 1890, there would have been no deficif,
or rather, we may say, the depletion of revenue, caused
by cutting down the sugar duties, vould have been off-
set by the accumnulated savings in the expenditures of
the last three or four years.

Although reductions have been made in 28 items of
the charges for the public service, the estiniates for
next year show 20 that are still larger tlan they were
iii 1800, and the initerest and other charges of the pub-
lie debt are $514,453 greater thant in 1894-95. The re-
ductions proposed to be nade nextyear, of'any miioment,
are as follows :

The salary list is shortened by 24 oflicials, but the
total reduction of the salary account only auounts to
$10,593, so the reduction in the estimates deals a very
gentle blIow at the civil service, indeed sone 50 of these
officials are to have larger salaries next year, the in-
creases in eaci case being however only small. The
reduction ins Militia expensesare madein1 " pay of staff,"
"military works and buildings," " warlike and other
stores," "clothing &c.," so that branch of the service
will be put on1 " short rations" next year. The main
item of $875,326 ïu reduced outlay on Public Works
is made up as follows:

vested interests exist, and obligations, which render it
a very dillicult task to cut down the outlavs of the De-
partmeuts as freely as could be done were honorable
engagements and understandin gs i gnored. H-laving
wielded the pruning knife so successfully, we trust Mr.
Foster will be encouraged to display his skill with this
tool next year. le bas been somec-what tardy in learn-
i ng its use, aud value, but-" better late than never."

CANADA'S F0REST WEALTH.
It is just 95 years ago since Philonene Wright felled

the first tree on the site of his hoinestead at the Chau-
diere Falls, and seven years later the first square tim-
ber from the Ottawa district reaclied Quebec. To-day
Canada's export lumwber trade aouants to over twenty-
six millions of dollars, and before Mr. Wriwht went to
his honored grave in the little cometery on the Aylnser
Road in 1839, it had already reached dimensions that
were referred to with pride by its fouider. In fact it
is difficult to estimate the exact oxtent of its scope and
value even in these days of accurate statistics; but pro-
bably no better data can be found upon this subject
than the careful conpilation of facts given by the
Hlon. J. K. Ward in his interesting address upon ite
timuber resources of Canada.

On the subject of the quantity of luiber mîanufac-
tured and the extent of the territory ou which il is
made, lion. Mr. Ward points out that Lhere are about
6,000 sawmnills in this coun try employing du ring the
season of 150 days about 15,000 men in and round Lie
mills, piling, shipping, etc. 1n the Voods duîring wh iu-

ter, getting out the logs anrd timaber, and river drivinig,
there are about the same n umbher. Six thousand mills,
averaging 400,000 feet per season, inakes up the appar-
ont output of ail the mills. This quantity is sawed in
a single day by sone of the larger ills, while manuy of
the smaller mills (o not tura out 200,000 feet in the
season. The difference in the apparent output of the
mills and that returiied as cut on public lands is made
up by that taken off private lands and the Crown lands
of Nova Seotia, of wbich we have no returns,

The uses to which this enormous quaatity of lumber
are put are best explainied by the recapitulation of the

policeman resident within it; one duty of such fu'nc-
tionary being to visit every settler towards the close of
winter to give him all necessary information and cau-
tion as to the requirements of the law in regard to this
matter. This would doubtless do much to arresttlie des-
truction of timber by fire; but in so extensive a country
as Canada the enforcement of these regulations must
naturally be fraught with difficulty, and might possibly
involve an amount of expense ta the country, and of
inconvenience to the settier, out of all proportion to
their value as preventatives of forest fires.

The gradual disappearance of the Canadian white pine
is another disturbing factor in the future of the lumi -
ber industry, and the Ontario government have already
set apart a reserve of 900 square miles of pine timber
near Lake Nepissing in the hope of checking its steady
extinction. As an article of commerce it far surpasses
in value and quantity that of any other wood, if not of
all sorts put together. It supplies more freight for
vessels coming into tie St. Lawrence than any ather
commodity ; it gives mare employment ta wage-earning
men than aiiy industry in the country, except agricul-
ture. It employs more capital in manipulating it froni
the time the men leave for the woods in the fall, to
make, haul and drive the logs and timber to the inills,
in the building of mills for sawing, the construction of
barges and steamboats ta conv.;ey it ta the market, as
well as in the large amount of freigit fuùriished to rail-
roads and the erection of factories to convert iL to the
various uses to which iL is put. It is safe to say Lhat
the value of the output of pine lumber alone produced
in Canada, is at least $25,000,000, or two and a half

imes as much as that of any other manufacturing in-
dostry; and, when we consider that 60 per cent. is paid
for labor, and that nearly all ta men representing a
large population, its value to the country is readily
recognizable. It is therefore of importance that it
should be preserved from destruction, whether by fire
or by recklcess cutting, silice wlen it is once gone it
cati not be produced again for possibly a century ta
came. To this point lon. Mr. Ward directed the
especial attention of the legislature and it is to be
hoped his earnest efforts ta promnote the preservation of
Canadian forest wealth muay meet with the success Lhey
deserve.

JAPAN'S TRADE.
Now that Japan is recognized as ane of the leading

powers in the.far East the progress of her trade be-
comes interesting ta this continent ; both on accouont
of its peculiar character iii the past, and iLs nany pos-
sibilities in tie future. During the past year the total
exports from Japan, compared with those of 1893 were
as follows :-

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These figures show a steady increase in the volume of
exports to every country with the solitary exception of
France. The growth in the export trade to the United
States la exceptionally striking. It shows the growing
popularity of Japanese silk goods in a very iarked de-
gree, nearly the whole of the increase being attribut-
able to this branch of trade, and considering the way
in which the public are now taking hold of cheap silk
fabrics ii this country, it bids fair to be still larger
during 1895.

The imports into Japan during the year are also in-
teresting as showing the peculiar distribution of the
Japanese trade. They were as follows:-

These figures show that while the United States pur-

chased $43,323,557 worth of goods in Japan during

1894, they were only successful in securing $10,082,558
worth of lier import trade ; while on. the other band
Great Britain, w'hici only bought $5,950,198 worth of
Japanese goods during the year, sold English goods to
the extent of $42,189,874 to the islanders. If we in-
clude the British settlement of long-Kong in the
total the figures become $51,180,592 against $22,140,-
670. IL is thus evident that Great Britain controls 44
per cent. of Japan's entire import trade, while the
United States, whose Pacifie ports are far nearer to lier,
and whose statisties include also the imports into Japan
froin this country, have to be content with only nine

per cent. Contrary to the generally received opinion
Germany's trade with Japan is small, and almost sta-
tionary. Only $7,909,542 in German goods went to
Japan last year, and the Empire only purchased $1,517,-
549 froi Japan; which is less than the $2,211,687 taken
by Canada. In spite of the war, Chinese trade with
,Japan was very considerable. In imports China stood
second to Great Britain only, and in the exports si is
fourth in the list. It is evident .that the propinquity
of the two nations more than made up for the effects
of patriotic hostility, and that now that Japan bas se-
cured a practical foothold in the older country she will
not be slow to turn it to lier commercial advantage.

The fact that the sales of British merchandise to
Japan during the past year showed an increase of $14,-
260,264, or nearly 34 per cent., is , very encouraging.
Of course a proportion of this increase must be ascribed
to tlhe -war, but that this proportion was much smaller
than we have been led to believe is easily provei by
the separation of the imports under their respective
leadings, wien they are classed as follows :-

This shows that although the amount of the class in

which worlike materials would be included inereased
from $6,035,994 to $15,908,608 during the year, it forms
a very small portion of the growth of English trade
with Japan, and as undoubtedly a considerable quan-
tity of munitions of war were piurclased both in
the United States and in Germany, it is evident that
the rise in the mutual volume of trade was not caused by
any sudden boom, but is due to the untiring efforts of
British enterprise in every lino of manufacture suiitable
to the requirements of an Eastern people.

Turning to the export trade of the Mikado's Empire
we find increases in every one of Japan's few articles
of export except, in the cases of camphor and silk band-
kerchiefs. The first is due to the steady falling off in
the yield of the governnent's caluphor woods and ex-
plains the anxiety of the Japanese to secure Formosa
and thus obtain a oniopoly of the world's supply of
camphor. The second is more than made up for by the
enormous increase in the exports of Japanese silk piece
goods and raw silk. The other increases are shown in
the following table :

Increases to the extent of $19,113,724 in the value of
the export trade during the year, as against decreases of
only $556,172, must be considered as a very favorable,
showing. It proves that Japan is rapidly advancing as
a factor in the commercial situation and that lier
claim to be called the England of theLi East may be jus-
tified before long by the inexorable logic of facts.

THE PRODUCTION OF IRON.

The official statement of the production of iron in
Great Britain during the calendar year of 1894 is now
to band, and, as had been anticipàted, again shows the
mother country as in the first position among the iron
and steel producing countries of the world. The course
of the two leading producers has been directly opposite;
the output of England having grown steadily fron
6,616,890 long tons in 1892 to 7,364,745 tons in 1894,
while that of the United States lias declined from
9,157,000 tons to 6,657,388 tons in the sane period.

It is difficult to explain how this steady increase in
English production bas been brought abôt; «as the
sane forces which diminished the American output
were at work in the older country. Not only was in-
dustry generally depressed, but each of the thrée years
in question were marked by severe labor disturbances.
In 1892 there was the Durharm miner's strike which
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lasted twelve weeks. Ii 1893 the first coal strike in
the Midlands paralyzed the ironindustry fromt Jufly to
Novenber, and last June the Scottisi colliers struck
work for three months anid as a consequence the for-
naces were obliged to go gradually ont of blast until
tilre were onily two active furnaces at one tine in the
whole of Scotland. Nor was there auny encouragement
in the foreigt demand for ßritish iron. The exports
of 2,739,279 tons in J892, had fallen to 2,656,125 tons
by the close of 1894; largely owing to the reduced
takings of iron and steel and lieir mnufactu res by
the United States. YeL the production in England
steadily inîcreased, and as, che stocks ou hand to-day
are nlt excessive, it is evideit that the home consn mp-
tion mu11st have sh owil sliicien i m provemlei nI to absorb
Lte i ncrease.

A notier coi nt ry whîose progress in iron production
is wortliy of LtteLLtion is Germnany. Tl 1892 the Ger-
man ouLpnt was 4,937,1 imetric tons. 1 in 1893 it was
4,I 86,003 tous, and iin 1891 it had grown to 5,559,322
iietric tons. This growing importance-of Germany as

ai ironi-prouicinig country is due to three fundamnental
causes. First, tie introduction of the basic process in
the manufacture of steel, which hias eniabied the inakers
of Westphalia, Silesia and Saarbruek to use tiheir éheap
aund abumnaut native ores; secondly, the unrivalled
chemluical skili of tlhe Germans, by w'hicih they have
succeedid in sawiung the by-products of coke manufac-
ture, stuchî as an nionia, tar and the tar-oils, with the
more val uable beioles and athraenes, and thlus have
been able to derive a revenue fron a process which in less
skilful nations is on ly accomm pIislhed witlh loss of ia-
terial and consequeit finîauncial loss, and, thirdly, their
skill in eonising the w'aste and coarser formns of
fuels. It is by titis application of scientifie economny
bo every stage of mîanîufactuire, the saving of secondary

products, and the invention of new processes and mia-
chinery spccially adalpted to work hlie native ores, that
the Germaui mnanmufacturers have been able to increase
their ontput t profitably iii the face of declinting imar-
kets, and iu tiis respect they forni an examuple that
the older iron-producing counitries would do well to
follow.

As the consumption and prodnction of iron fuirnishes
one of the leiadig indications of the condition of busi-
ness activity, as well as of the advance in industrial
progress, it is encouraging t find that, even in 1894,
the European nations had gaîined considerably in titis
respect over the period of depressioit which was at ils
height in 1893. ThaI gaint wil l doubliess be further
accentuuatedi duriig the presen t year. Oi this side of
the A tlantie Lthe recovery did iot set in so eariy; but il
is now coni uunencinmg to mltake itsellt feit. Large blocks
of Aitlericai pig iroini were sold during the present week
in Southmeri and Wester1 n markets ai a siall advance
onm previous figures. Ii bars and oter forms of finisi-
ed iron and steel there is a stronger dematnd for cur-
renit requiremuents, andalso a better enquiry for forward
delivery. hi facit, in) Irade parlance, the situation is
stronger and the outlook is brigitenitng slowly but
steadily. 'Tihere is nothing to show any impairmnent of
the improveieniit in )usiiess thaï ias already set in,
and if the ironl trade shows less signs of activity tihan
other branches of commerce if is largely because
makers have stilcienît coinfidence in Lite situation Lo
demand an advanice inl prices whici buyers are not yet
willing to pay.

LIABILITY OF OCEAN CARRIERS.
'Athiough only the preliminary to its trial in the higier

courts the decision given in the cases of Pilkington Bras. and
Fergtson Alexander & Co. against the owners of the S.S
"Glengoil" is of great importance to shippers of glass. The
suit vas for two smus of $2,150 and $1,9130, the vaile of glass
landed at lalifax ex the " Glengoil' in a badly snaslied con-
dition owing, it was claiied, to improper stowage. The
owners of the steamship, besides the usual general denial,
pleaded thal the'actions should not have been taken against
thiem, but, against the Columbia Steasithip Comupany, by
which the Glengoil had been chartered for the voyage upon
whici the breakages iad occurred. Messrs. Pilkington and
Ferguson, it vas alleged, hiad contracted with the Columbia
Company. The bill of lading lad been signed by an agent of
that ominpany. If antyone, therefore, was responsible for the
bkreakgae, ih was the Columiîbia Line. The next plea w'as that
by the bill of lading the steamer did not accept aniy risk for
the transport of the glass; i lat the bill of lading had a
special clause by which the carriers assumed no risk what-
ever and the shipment was at the owners' risk and peril.
The third plea ,was that the goods had beu damaged as a re-
sult of perils of navigaton and other causes beyond the car-
riers' control. A fonrth plea alleged that the glass had been
loaded by the plaintiff's employas.

In givintg his decision Mr. Justice iMalhiot said that in law
the action lay against the owniers of the steamuship. They
iad received the glass in good order and undertaken to trans-
port tliemi to ?\lontraal, wience resulted, if not a contract, at
least a qjuasi-ontract, which bound them. With regard to
the plea thaI hie bill of lading freed the carriers from re-
sponsibility for such breakages as thtose now comîiplained of,
Article 1675 af the Civil Code provided that all clauses in a
bill of lading ware nuil, whein the shippers were not fully in-
formed of them. The shipowners had failed to prove that
the plaintiffs kiiewof tha clause exempting the carriers fromn
responsibility. li any case the clause could not be invoked,
since the accident hald resulted front bad loading by the
ship's em ploye's ; consequently the carriers were responsible.
The allegations of the other pleas hlad not been proved ; con-
sequently tha owners of the Glangoil wara condenned to
pay the sumus sued for. The case will probably go to the
Privy Council.

CANADIAN OROP PROSPEOTS.

Roports by Ontario goverinment officials on the crop pros-
pects in Lhat province and the Northwest are to the effect
that in Grey and Bruce and districts bordering thereon fall
wheat is looking ivell, but ploughing and seading appear
rather later than last year. Ii Lambton, Middilesex, Elgin
Kent and Essex, while vegetation seemis to be ratier back-
ward, grain crops are reported as looking vell, though rain
is nuch needad. Plumiis are in blossom in soine districts and
nearly all trecs are in bud. [ Oxford, Brant and Haldi-
imand and couttties immîuediately adjoining ta the north, east
and, soutieast vegetation appears to be about normal, but re-
ports com11 fron Paris, Princeton and Stonay Crok thait fall
wheat las beau winter killed. Reiorts fron Muskoka and
Simemcoe, thougi nieagre, show vegetation to be equally as for-
ward as viti more southeri districts, the dates of the flower-
ing of mtanly wild plants at Gravenîhurst being the sane as at
Toronto. At Orillia the crops are reported.as looking well.
li lalton, Peel and York vegetation, thought backward at
first made rapid strides toward the eid of the mîonth and oi
the 30th was about normnal ; crops are looking well Lhough
rain would much iimprove hlieami. Bas of York, as far as
Peterborough, grain crops and fruit trees ara looking Wall.
VegeLation is rather backward in nmortlern districts but about
normal. in the southert portion. To the eistward of Peter-
borougih reports in are too neagre to state dafinitely, but
they indicate a normal spring, seeding iaving commtîtenced
near Ottawa on the 20th, here also wild Ilowers wero noted



only a few days later than at Toronto. Reports frotu the
Territories indicate that by the end of the month seeding was
nearly completed and in general the growth was excellent.
In Manitoba the season is nearly three weeks earlier than
usual, wheat is all sown and at places is showing green in
the fields. The hcavy frosts at the beginning of the week
did great darmige to the grape and snall fruit crops in the
Niagara district, but the grain and other crops appear to
have escaped with but little injury.

DOMINION COLD STORAGE C0.

'lie new systein of cold storage which lias comle into use
lately in the U.S., is about ta be introduced into Canada. In-
stead of ice the iew refrigerating agent is anhydrous aim.
moiiia by direct expansion througlh an improved systemî of
manifold piping. The system is applicable to every branch
of refrigerating, and is much more economical than the
imetholds heretofore emîîployed. Instead of the imoisture whiclh
is produced by the brine systei, dry air is produced, and at
any degree of tenperature from 10 l below to 50 O above,
and it appears to be as controllable as ordinary gas, wbile it
is equally as safe.

Warehouses have already bean engaged in, Montreal for
the purpose of the new enterprise, the capacity of which wil
be onie million cubic feu. 'The property selected is on Mill
st., betweei the Lachine Canal and the river wlere ample
power is procurable, together with easy rail and water con-
nections for direct loading or unloading on cars or vessels.

'The new system cannot fail to have an important influ-
ence upon the trade in fruit, whicl is now often left exposed
for more or less extended periods on the docks to the influ-
ence of bot weather, for it will obviate a large proportion of
the damnage and deterioration hieretofore so disastrous to thè
fruit trade. Dairy product., eggs, &c., received by rail or
water, can be similarly handled, and with the aid of electric
elevators and other improved appliances the goods eau be
moved in and out with convenience and celerity to a degree
lieretofore unknown to the trade in this city. As the systei
bas met witl a higlh degree of success in the U.S. it is be-
lieved that the new departure lere, if conducted by experi-
enced management, will be a decided acquisition to Montreal.

A NEW BULDING TRUST COM PANY.

Inquiries have reached us lately concerning the "Washing-
ton Building Trust Co.," whiclh began operations iii Montreal
in February last, and has meantiie been soliciting subserip-
tions to stock in the neighboring counties.

This company took over the business and directorate of the
National Ivestmîent Co., whiclh recently ceased doing busi-
nsess in Montre-al. The principal prom iters, as inferred from
the naine, hail fromn various pla-es in the United States-Mr.
Nadeau, the president, fron Providew:ee, Rhode Island, Mr.
L. B. Pease, newspaper publisier, froi Woonsocket in the
saisme Statu, and others fron Washington, D.C., Montgomnery,
Ala., and Alexandria, Virginia, where the company was first
organized, etc. The headquarters bave now been transferred
frîoim Providence, R. 1. ta Montreal, and are in a hanidsome
suite of ollices upstairs in the elegant new preinises of the
Peoples Bank on St. James Street. The manager of the
Peoples Bank, Mr. J. S. Bousquet, whose naine appeared on
the list of directors printed on the comîpany's stationery, as
Treasurer, resigned last week, and the assistant manager,
Mr. Williamu Richer, is uiderstood as not free to accept the
vacant position, the tine of both gentlemen being fully oc-
cupied with the duties of theirt respective oflices in the bank.

As to the staifding of the company here, it may be sullicient
for the preseit, ta say that the president and other officers
give good accounts of themîselves and, tlat the board includes
the namnes of three or four lighly respectable citizens for-
imierly on the board of the National Company. As to the
coinmpany's prospects, we can only say that with the sun of

froin $300,000 ta $400,000 in a trust companly's vaults in New
York, as siown by Ilieir statemsent, there should be fair pros-
pects for success in Canada-providing always that the con-
pany can flnd a suflicient inumber of people ta borrow niey
at rates of interest several points in advance of wlat it may
have fo pay. as shown by the booklet furinislied us. This is
a point tlat even a school-boy can estiiat e for hiimsself, but
we await the report and statemienst whicb, a their request,
are to be placei before the directors in a few days, when we
shall endeavor to lay an ansalysis before our readers.

LOCAL VS. THROUGOH RATES.

A juestioi as to wlat coistitntes undue preference in rail
rates in England, whicl is of interest to Canadiai shippers,
was involved in the complaint made against the London &
Southwestern Railway tiat it was nmiduly preferring, at the
expense of the frmiers of ltampshire and Surrey, coipetitors
wbo sent produce to London froim the port at Southampton.
The farmers alleged thaf while local rates oit produce fron
Southampton to London were $4..50 per ton, they were fron
$1.25 to $1.50 foir Cainadianm and Aiierican produce fromu the
docks to London. It soon caime out, loweveir, that the dock
rate did ot include terminal services and accoininodation,
and tliat if the cost of these were added ou-as in order to
imiake a fair comparison they ouil ta be-ct slipping rate
was $2.25. It was further shown that the English fariers
sent their produce to London in sucli smsall quantities, so
badly packed, and altogether so inconvenient a inanner, that
the railroad comipany made on the saime goods a very iuch
larger profit out of the trallo at the low rates than it did out
of the traffic at the high rates. Figures, whici were not dis
puted, were put in showing that the average earmings per
train mile of the special trains conveying dock trafic were $3
wlereas the average earnings on the local trafflc were not
above $1.25. The coin miissioners decided in favo- of the
railway.

WINNIPEG'S NEW FIRE INS. C0.
The sub-connittee appointed to canvass the citizens of

Wiunipeg in the iiiteresLs of the formation of a local fire in-
surance conpany have recomnended the proinoters to secure
at once the charter of the Canadian Fire and Live Stock Ii-
surance Co. and have announced that stock ta the extenit of
$190,000 lias ali-eady been su bscribed. Il is the intention of
the promioters to invite merchants and others in Portage la
Prairie and Brandon and other provincial towns* to becomîse
stockholders, in order ta ma e the coiiipaniy as -epresentative
as possible. Af te- somse legal details connsîected wil the ac-
quirement of the charter have been settled, a board of direc-
tors and olieers will be elected. At the outsetthie operations
of the company will le confined to Manitoba, but later, busi-
nîess will be extended througiout the ti-ritory, exteundinig
fromin Port Arthur to the Pacific coast.

toine) du-ing tie msonth of April, amounting to $444,780,
while the registered sales during the last thuree nionths at
Maisonneuve, Mile End, Montreal, Annex, Maplewood, Ste.
Cunegonde, St. Henry, Verdun, and Montreal Junction, caime
to about $180,000, of which St. Henry contributed about
$90,000. During the ionth the nortgages registered in
Montreal West caie to $196,250 of which $117,000 was
placed at 5 per cent., S39,300 at 5 per cent., $39,400 at 6 per
cent., $15,850 at 7 par cent., e2,300 aI 8 per cent., and $2,400
at a nominal rate. In Montreal East the loans recorded.am-
ount to $187,839, of whicli $37,000 was placed at 5 pier cent.,
$81,600 at 54 per cent., $58,989 aI G par cent., $500 at 6j per
cent., 813.50 at 7 per cenâ., $2,900 at 8 per ceit., $500 at 10
per cent. and $52,000 at a nominal rate.
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INSURANCE ACAINST WAR.

Te latest novelty in insurance written at Lloyds is in the
shape of a)olicy for £5,000 to run for twelve months against
a declaration of war during that period between any two of
the following saven Enropean countries ; England, France,
Germany, Austria, Italy, Russia and Turkey, preminin, 4
guineas par cent. Should peace prevail between ail the
countrios naned throughout the currency of the policy, the
underwriters will make a clear gain of the proinium ; but if
any one of the countries should declare war against any other
of thein the underwriters will have ta pay the assured a
total loss. The rate of premium, 4 guineas per cent., indi-
catos that in the opinion of both assurers and assured the
risk is anything but a nominal one.

TO O3VIATE WATER DAMAGE.

An experiment is soon ta be put to the test at Waukegan
Ill., of a fire protechivo system without the use of water. A
company lias beau forned and has instructed its engineer to
lay out a system, the plan being to construct underground
pipe Unes ta distribute carbon di-oxide to warehouses, stores,
hotels, dwollings and in fact to buildings of every description.
In case of lire the action of the apparatus is automatic and it
is clained that the gas, while extinguishing the lire in its
incipiency, will not harms the most delicate of fabrics. Of
course, the question of water daiage, whieh las been giving
underwritors much trouble, will not appear at all. Should
tha Waukegan system prove a success, and do ail the promoters
claim, it will mean the solution of a very difficult problem
in uuderwriting.

THE PROPOSE0 ALCOHOL TAX.

Mr. Henry Miles, of Lyian Sons & Co., bas drawn atten-
tion in. the Council of the Board of Trado of which lie is one
of the muost active miembers, ta the "fact that by a resolution
before the House of Commons, the inland revenue tax upon
spirits would bu increased by 33e per imperial gallon,
whoreas the advance upon imported manufactured spirits or
compounded spirits, was only 121 cents. As alcoliol was a
crude material used by mnanufacturing druggists, perfumers
and kindred trades, such a resolution w'as manifestly unjust,
since it discriminated to the extent of 20J cents par gallon
against the Canadian manufacturer." The council recoin-
monded that the drug and porfumory trades make represen-
tations to Ottawa, and said that the secretary of the board
would, if rcquested, inake arrangements for an interview
with tho Minister. I may interest the trade ta know that
the price of alcohoi, 65 o.p., par imperial gallon in bond in
Canada is $1.17 whila it is only 34 cents par gallon in the
Unijitod Statos. lore is a nut for legislators to crack.

Money continues ta rale easy in all the
great commercial centres, and even thie
nuinber of smnall loans being negotiated,
and the prospect of the big Chinese war
loan in the near future, bave failed ta nove
rates upward. Gold continues ta pour
steadily ioto London, and in New York

the release of a large block by the bond
syndicate, and the probability of a further
distribution of their locked-up fonds, pro-
duced a plethora of money whiclh sent call
loans back ta 1 per cent., time moiey ta 2
ta 3 per cent., as ta date, and commercial
papier ta 834 to 4 per cent. for prime en-
dorsed, and ta 4 ta 6 per cent, for single
nanie paper. 'l'he situation is further for-
tified by the fact that the clearing house
returns for the whole United States sh oy

an increase of 20.7 per cent. over the cor-
responding week of 1894, which indicates
that business is regaining its normal and
ante-paic volume.

In London, two of the Chinese provincial
governients have concluded separate
loans anounting to $12,500,000 and -tiere
is some comment on the folly of hie cen-
tral Chinese government in permitting
tlese smtall loans ta injure the national
credit just before tle great 6 per cent. war
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louan for $150,000,000 lS tu be put upol the
market. It la proposei to place this loan
in thre séparate instainients of $50,000,000
eacli, in Ensgland, France and 'Gerianisy,
and as inoiCy o caill lS now onIy 4 ta Y2
per cent., and discount in the open market
but 13-16 Lu ; per cent., il is little doulit
it will bie a success. As tu the proportion
that will be taken in silver it is diflicult ta
say, sinlce Japan mîay-use it nicarly all to
pay for past and future puirchases of naval
andjnilitary equipinent, in whichi case bills
of exclhange would bu equally uîseful ta
lier. In the meantime the near approach
of the loan, and the lolpe tiat the trade of
China will uxpaind now that il is ta be
thrown open to Japan, mîaintain the silver
market, and the white inetal is quoted in
London at 30>1 per mince. In New York
large commercial bars seli it 67 to 67e
anîd governmenti aissay at 0734 ta % e. Fine
gold bars aire it g per cent.. premsiuis on
miit valu se.

The Britii Columbia, tlree per cent.,
$2,100,000 lain, wa1s successfully placed li
in London sat 95, wiicls lS the best price
the province lias ever secured. The
Finance Coimliittee of this city has auls
asked the City Couincil for aithority to
issue a four por cent. loan for $1,500,000;
but whether this will lie graited, or not,
reiains yeit to he sean.

Under water tube boilers
the arch and reticulated brick work may
be dispensed with.
