-BILLs are about to be introduced into the British Parliament
authoriding expenditures aggregating $1,500,000,0.00, for new
railways, tramways, water works &c. It la proposed ta spend
$25,000,000 in opening a new street from Holborn to the Strand,
London. The public enterprises proposed will exceed ln cost
acny on record lu a like period. Yet some papers have been
telling us that Great Britain la shivering in lier shoes over lier
indebtedness ta the States

-TiE statement of the Merchants Bank of P. E. Island for
'31st Dec. 1898, shows the net profits of the year ta have been
$25,126, which la 12.55 per cent on the pald up capital of $200,-
020. There were two four per cent dividends paid last year and
$10,000 added ta Rest account which stands at $65,000. The
deposits are $296,445, discounts, $617,627. This is a smali bank,
but it seeme ta be doing a very profitable business and is no
donubt of much service ta P. E. Island.

-TE London, Ont., Street Rly. Co. was recently mulcted ln
three amoucits of $800, $600 and $2,500 by reason of claims for in-
juries caused by the company's " negligence." Another suit was
heard-at saine time for $5,000. Plaintiff's lawyer in the latter
case supplemented his appeal ta the jury by remarking that " If
a verdict was found against the company, It would not feel the
loss, so great was its wealth." Such anarchial teaching is seldom
charged te legal gentlemen.

-A COMMITTEE Of the New York Board of Trade, which for the
last three years has been engaged stiidying the question of high
buildings, lias reported in favor of recommending a bill provid-
lng that on wide streets and avenues no building erected shah
exceed two hundred feet in height, and that no building used as
a liotel or apartment house shall exceed one hundred and sixty-
five feet in height. Proportionate lesser heights to be provided
for the erection of structures on uarrower streets and avenues.

-NERILY ten million dollars, it le stated, have been appro.
priated by the management of the Cape Railway, South Africa,
to provide additional rolling stock. So flourishing is trade witli

this railway that their present equipineet of locomotives, etc., Is
totally inadequate. This statement can easily be believed when
there is necessary such an extraordinary outlay for one year. At
an average"of $10,000 for each locomotive one-fourth of this
would give 250 new engines te be added ta the equipment. Cape
Rly. tramffe returna must be a sight ta sen.

-TuE receipts fron Customs at this port last year were $8,.
188,900, or about 40 per cent of the total of the Dominion. This
is 17 per cent more than in 1897 although the abatement on
British goods has been in force. A contemporary. says that
abatement aimounted te 104 per cent, so that according ta this
authority, not only were the whole duties removed on British
goods but the Importers were allowed a l5ercentage on all they
imported ! The number of consignments te this port increased
from 84,000 ln 1898 ta 50,900 in 1898.

John, N.B., custoin house on Saturday last for shipment from
that port to Great Britain. The St. John Telegraph aiso says
ihat on same day lie C.P.R. hai 100 cars of general cargo await-
ing lcandling by steamers niot yet arrived. This substantiates
Sir Wn. Van lorne's remarks regarding inadequate ocean faci-
lities. A steamer froma Greenock put in her appearance, at St.
John Sunday morning last, 22 days out, The Atlantlie i of
course not as smooth ae a mirror just now, but a more modern
craft (bar accident) could not possibly be the sport of Atlantic
gales so long. The steamship In question made only 27 miles
one day, and other days were 35, 54, 74, 82 and 90 miles.

-Hfoxo Kowa la said ta be bicycle mad. Nearly every store
keeps wheels In stock, and as Hong Kong la a free port the duty
questioni does not bothlier purchasers. What this market de-
mauds 1l a low-grade, low.priced machine-one that would seil
for, say, $25 wholesale lu Canada, With freight added, say $4,
the machine could be sold in long Kong at a nice profit. High,
grade American wheels are selling for $185, and where dne could
be sold at tsla price, 100 could be sold at the lower figure. It ls
nt necessary that the machine should aven be of a late model.
The 189G make would command just as good a price as the 1899.
Says Consul Wakeman. "AIl bicycles should be fitted with
brakes, lampe and bells, as the streets are crowded vith rick-
shaws and sedan chairs, and darknoss comes on almost without
warning." Tle English "eye"l-in China, soms ta be a iost de-
sirable field to unload old stock.

-Tr proportions of low grade cotton in the present Ameri-
cac crop is a subject which lis begining to attract the attention
of buyers and dealers lic the staple. The good grades of cotton
are used mccuchi more freely by spinners than formerly, and aIt
low prices for good grades the undesirable growths are soine-
tiies practically tinsalable. The large proportion of low grades
in tic crop will serve to enhance the value of the good cotton.
Thus the depresilng effect of large stocks cmay be counteracted
to a great extent. According ta late advices fromt Egypt lie
Egyptan crop will probably be less than last season by an am-
ouitI equal ta about 150,000 American bales. flere also the
scarcit-y of good grades is notable. On tis accoutnt there has
been au advanco lic " gond fair" Egyptian in Liverpool and Alex-
anlria equal to 3 cent per pound sinca the latter part of Octo-
ler. Some dealers are confident of a fuîrther advance of a cent
a pound during the next few weeks.

-TuERE la a movement on foot in Ottawa to establish ski'm-
ming stations along the lins of the Gatineau railway, which
runs through a district which la considered one of the best in
Canada for dairying purposes. The promoter sees better re-
turns to the farmer if milk ls skimmed of Its cream at these
points, and tiis only sold for butter making, the skimmed milk
to be used for hog feeding purposes. Whilst milk at the factory
brings only 55a per cwt, the new plan would nt 80oc per cwt.,
taking the value of the skimmed milk Into account. The ex-
periment is favorably endorsed by pork packers, one of whom
says in connection with It :-"We cannot have good, wholesome
bacon unless we have it fed from the dairy. The hogs fed on
milk are far superior to those fed on corn, therefore the closer
we can get the dairy lndustry and the hog-raising industry con.
nected the better for both ."

-Tirs late Mr. Dingley will, perhaps, go down ta history as
the maker of a tariff which the present trend of American
Imperialism- will laugi to scorn, but many U.S. interets have
profited exceedingly -froum bis handiwork, and will accordingly
"pralse hlim In the gates." Woollen manufacturera notably
must lament tlie death of the champion of higi tariff, and
quake lest a meddler shall arise to tear it down.. At the annual
meeting lu Boston of the National Association of Wool Manu-
facturers, secretary North presented an exhaustive revIew, In
the course of which le sald, " The Dingley tariff lias now been
in force for eigiteen manths, and we have li detail the record of
its operation during its first fiscal year. The statistics are ex-
traordinary and unprecedented. lu the year ending June 80
last the total foreign vaine of the importa of woollens of every
description entered for consumption only reached $13,289,872,
which la the smallest value recordedasince the iear 1846, when
it fell ta $12,778,804.

GROCE1RY NOTES.

"The Califoria Raisin Association's rebate on raisins ex-
ported to Canada owing to the bigh prices on standard layera
and other goods lias not been a sufficient inducenent to hold the
trade of that conntry, says the ' Fruit Grower.' "Valencia raisins
fron Spain are now in that market to the exclusion of California
goods." This le not absolutely so, but it practically sums up the
position. This season has been an lnauspicious one for dried
fruit commission houses representing California marks. Denia
houses have turned the tables on California raisins by reason of
the high prices of the latter, and what is not improbable, they
may do so again next season. The quality and packing of the
leading brands of Denia show suci improvement this season
that it is safe to assert the improvement will still go on, and in
this event, California fruit will have to hustle to get a show such
as it won a few years ago. Spain lost sone things in 1898, but
Spanish raisins " did theiselves proud" in that year.

Liverpool correspondence touching upon dried fruits states
"Arrivals ofValencia raisins forthe season to end of Dec. last were
4,428 tons, against 3,897 tons for the corresponding period of the
previous.year. The stock of currants at saie date was. 4,201
tons-against 5,197 tons at the saine tine lu 1897. Total arrivals
te December 27, 1898, froin the beginning of the season were
19,034 tons, as coinpared with 17,802 tons for the corresponding
period in 1897. Regarding the situation of Sultana raisins in the
Liverpool market: Advices from Smyrna as te reduced stocks
and Continental buying having greatly encouraged holders, the
position is one of increased firmness. Quotations are-common
41 te 42s; ordinary to fair, 48s to 45s; good, 46s te 47s; fine, 48s te
50s. Arrivais of Smyrna from commencement of season, 438,756
packages; ta saine date in 1897, 481,211 packages; decrease, 42,.
455 packages."

Reverting te the contradictory news notes !iueur last emanating
froin different sources regarding the Brazil coffee crop, the fol-
lowing letter te our New York namesake will enlighten:-

Sir-We received a letter recently froi Rio de Janeiro, of
which the following is au extract: " I proposed ta the trade
here seme kind of organization to forward reliable news and
estimates ôf coffee crops (to the consuming markets) but received
no encouragemnt whatever." This would rather indicate that
the dealers in coffee in Rio are averse te having the world know
the truth regarding the growing coffee crops and are disposed te
only let suchi news regarding the crops as suits them become
known.

The English market for Oates, according te last advices, lias
stlifened up, owing te the reduction of stocks. there. Advices
just received make the Lond on stock 25,000 boxes of Hallowees,

5,000 boxes of Khadrawees ad18,000 boxes of sayers. A feature
of the situation la th e fact that Khadrawees have advanced ta an
equality with lallowees. In other words, the prices on the two
grades are the saine. This le said ta be due to the fine quality of
Khadrowees this season. The output of that kind was smaller
than in past years, but the quality, according to report, was quite
equal t the lallowees, and the stock selle at the saie price as
the latter.

There le a probability that the U.S. will wipe out the 2c duty
levelled against Greek currants as these in no way interfere with
the California raisin industry. Anyone buying currants pur.
ciases then for their flavor, which le distinctly tleir own. Mince
meat manu facturers are the largest consumers of currants, and it
lias been noticeable. that they have taken as large a quantity.at
the higher prices as they did before the duty was imposed. The
protection on currants has not raised the price of Aierican
raisins, but the contrary le. true. When currants were at 5öf
cents in New York, California sultana raisins were at 4X cents,
and it was difficult te seli thei at this figure.

Advices fron Batavia comîmenting upon the situation ln pepper
says :-The favorable outlook for pepper le not due te ils statis-
tical position, but due ta reduction ln production during the
1898 crop. Advices from Lamîpeoug are very unfavorable, and it
is now stated that saine will net reach 30,000 picule. Tellicherry
has suffered by rain, and in place of 4,000 tons, at firet estinated
equal te the year 1897, it is now stated that saune will net reach-
3,000 tons (60,000 cwt.) against 61,774 cwt. 1897-98; 139,530 cwt,
in 1896-97; 71,698 cwt. in 1895-96,71,270 cwt., 1894-95; 90,915 cwt.
189804.

San Francisco advices report a strong market for prunes
stocke on the Coast being reduced to less than 500 cars, the bulk
of which ie Santa Clara fruit and controlled by strong bands.

Advices from Greece report no change in the currant market,
but it la understood that at the prices ruling there ne further
shipments to Canada could be profitably made.

It is now predicted that the 1899 crop of California prunes will,
on account of the exceptionally dry weather the past fall, lie
short again on large sizes.

The .importations of sugar into the United States last year
brought nearly $5,000,000 into the Treasury.

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SIR WILLIAM VAN BORNE ON THE FAST
S.S. QUESTION.

However much soine may differ from the .policy, or
the mîethods adopted by Sir William Van Horne, all
must admit that ie is a man of original and large ideas.
Ile seemto hate runnîing in arat of routine, or gi-oove
of precedenlt or on the rails of an old road bed, as
heartily as b3is drivers detest jumping .the track. To
men of his class the world owes all its advances in
every sphere. Naturally, as the resuIt of his sanguine,
optimistie temperanient and go a-head ideas Sir William
is apt to say things which are somewbat sensational, as
the prick of a spur is always sensational to a horse.
Another feature in this railway magnate is that the
inspiration of all his publie utterances is zeal for the
interests of the Canadian Pacifie Railway. Busineqs
men will only respect him for this, for it is clearly the
duty of the President of auy coipany to promote its
welfare to the utnost extent in his power consistent
witlh justice to others.

On the 14th inst. a dinner was given Sir William at
the Garrison Club, Quebee. In replying to the toast of
bis health lie made a speech dealing with the present
conditions of the transportation question in Canada,
and those ledeemus necessary to be establisbed for de-
veloping the shipping, railway, and general, copmmer-
cial interests of this. Dominion. Those 'h exectfed
him to echo what otiers hadsai lno î -
William, he.is o:echo but a.strongvoice,

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He based bis remarks upon reports fron the C.P.R.
freight agent, who declares that the facilities for
handling and carrying the outgoing ocean freight of
Canada are so inadequate, as to restrict the carrying
trade between this country and Europe. In proof he
pointsout that thesteamsbip companies have withdrawn
their rates and stopped contracting for freight early in
September, over two months before navigation closes.
This is said to be doue because ail the available steam-
ship accommodation is taken up ten weeks before the
season closes. Regrettable as this may be it is a good
sign, the evil is remediable, whereas the lack of freight
would be more difficult to remedy. Sir William said

"I think such a state of affairs as exists in regard to
the incompetency of the present ocean liners now
carrying freiglit out of the St. Lawrence, was sufficient
to warrant any Government in supporting an immediate
project for the running of the fast line."

Upon this the obvious comment was made that the
necessary improvements required to enlarge transport
facilities-, would involve heavy expenditures. As a re-
sait of such outlays at St. John, N.B. the C.P.R. " had
realised an enormous increase in the shipping
business."

Turning to the pulp industry -Sir William said, it was
shameful that this prosperous and growing trade should
be bampered by conditions which caused the output
of this enterprise to be shipped to Europe
via American ports to the detriment of Canadian cities.
He also deplored, he regarded it as "almost incredible,"
that 5 bushels of Manitoba wheat were shipped via
Ameuican ports to one by a Canadian port?' The ship-
ment of cheese and butter by the St. Lawrence route
h'egards as impeded by the vast difference in rates
charged as compared with Boston,, which ho thus
stated:

Excess of Montreal......... .8s.6d 13s.6d
The C.P.R. President of course expressed bis disap-

proval of so much Canadian freight going over the
Grand.Trunk to Portland. This aspect of the question
m'ôved him to exclaim,

"The present Canadian service is anlmost intolerable,
it was altogether inadequate, it was a disgrace to Can-
ada, it was driving trade away from the country. Not
long ago the C.P.R. was borrified to discover that it
had .2,000 tous of freight between St. John and Min-
neapplis without a vessel in sighL to carry it abroad.
What cotuld be done:in suôh a case ? It became neces-
sarybo nm•mlie jinujidiate airangènients to ship the
freight to 4mleicangports, ab immense. loss. On :thet
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occasion some of the freight was being carried from
Minneapolis to St. Joln, aud when the shippers found
it could not be expeditiously handled they lost faith in
the Canadian route. It is necessary for us to rehabili-
tate ourselves if we are to get a share of this trade and
hold our own."

Sir William is an amateur painter, he knows well how
necessary deép, dark tones are to give due effect to
ligliter ones. After »working in this dark background
be proceeded to work in bis design in colours as bright
as were laid on by Turner or Ulaude. He would make
the Atlantic steampship service, a ferry service, not an
ocean one. He would put on the route as fine boats as
any afloat. He would not be satisfied even with 10½
knots an hour, but wanted 22 to 24. He would turn
the tide of travel now leaving American ports towards
Canada. He would run a specially- fast train service
frnm Euston Square to'the Liverpool docks, to connect
with the fastest, best equipped, most accurate steam-
ship service in operation. He would have tickets like
a_street car one on sale for the trip from London to
Hong Kong via Canada. _ With the eloquent hero of
the Lady of Lyons Sir William might ask,- "D'ost like
the picture ?" Canadians certainly would be only too
delighted to see such roseate ideas realised

Sir William had a sarcastic rap at the steamship
owners and railway companies who were said to be op-
posing the fast Atlantic service as interfering with
their *antiquated arrangements, which, he predicted,
" would result in the steamers now in use on the St.
Lawrence being broken up for old steel." He thought
such a service as he depicted would be talked of- the
world over and be the most magnificent advertisement
of Canada possible; "It would be worth a million
dollars."

While we admire greatly the pictorial skill shown in
Sir William's descriptions, and sympathise keenly with
his regrets over wbat deficiencies exist in our transport
service, and share his aspirations for the concentration
of Canadian business in Canadiani ports and lines, we
are not so carried aw'ay by his eloquence and his enthu.
siasm as to forget that the fast steamer question has
two sides, one being theoretic and one practical. If Sir
William Van Horne really thinks it feasible ·to race
ocean liners at 22 to 24 knots an hour across the banks
of Newfoundland, throvgh the Gulf of St. Lawrence
and up the river to this port or Quebec, he differs in
judgnent from all experienced 'navigators, and vessel
owners familiar with, that route.

As he proposes to, extend bis remarks we take the
liberty of asking Sir William to go into the financial
details of bis sche ne, stfting (1) what the cost 11 lk

J.
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of the inagnificent service lie wishes; (2) who will
provide it, and (3) what subsidy for it will be required
fromt the governient of Canada ? It would aiso be
most interesting to hear on what grounds he bases bis
j udgmei nt that the most splendidly equipped steamships
alloat, which lie desires, would be allowed by their own-
ers to be raced at 22 to 24 knots an hour through the
Gulf of St. Lawrence and along the river route ?

A NiEW METIO) OF TRADE WHtICH IS
QUITE OLD.

A well known ianufacturing firn in the United
States bas issued a circular announcing its intention to
conduct its sales under a system which is declared to
be "A new niethod of merchandising." The new policy
is, " the distribution of goods direct to the retail dealer,
thus doing away with ail jobbers' or middlemien's pro-
fits, commissions to sales agents &c." The firm claims
that under this system it wil be enabled the better to
maintain the quality of its goods and furnish tieni to
the consumer and retail dealer at lower prices than
under the old system.

Leaving aside, foi a moment the question of the
novelty claiied for this policy, we point out that il the
naclinery of distribution the abused middlemîan
occupies a position wlich ml ust be filled whenever trade
becomies widely extended. The firm above referred to
will, after al], distribute its goods to the consumers
through the agency of a " muiddlemwan," Who is the re-
tail dealer. Without such an intermedinry every
manufacturer would have to add a retail store to his
factory or miil, and sell bis.goods straigh t to individual
cosisuimers.

It is clearly impossible to carry out such a plan if
goods have to be sold in distant places. The so-calied
"new imethod" of maînufacturers selling direct to retail
dealers, will involve the establisluient of a vlolesale
imerchant in 'coinection with each factory or mil, with
its staff of travellers, sales agents and " ail the con-
plications attending this iethod of distribution."'
Wlether it is more economical to sell to a few wiole-
salers, and so avoiding ali the labours and risksof having
customers by the thousand amongst retailers, is aques-
tion most matnfacturers have answered by adopting
the forner system.

Manufactuin mîg and distributing are two essen tially
difierent foris of enterprise, aci of which dlemands
special talent and experience as well as concentration
of interest. Centuries ago the alleged new mnethod ias
universally in vogue, as ianufacturers then, lad sales
agents on the road. wiho sold "direct to the retail
deaer," sonie indeed to the individual conisutmer. We
have often seen the waggon of a Huddersfield cloth
manufacturer travelling from town to town, froin
whicli were peddled iis goods to any one who chose to
buy. We have the personal testimîony of a very large
manufacturer of au article lie invented, which is used
in tons of thousands of oflices that lie would iever bave
been able to introduce his goods on the market bad not
a slrewd Loudon wholesaler taken linm up, supplied
bimi with capital, and put his articles for sile in every
stationerq' sbop in Englanîd. The agency store of sone
manufacturer is quite a familiar object in, the Metro-
polis, and other populous towins in Great Britain, where
both retailers and individual custonicrs ean purchase as
mucha or little as they require, We have lad ini our

possession the "Road Book" of a manufacturer who,
over a century ago, travelled through Englaid selling
his.vares, the book giving full details about routes,
inns, and buyers, a complete guide indeed to the tracks
followed and persons to be seen in carrying on the
business.

Mucli newer tlan the so-called "new imethod of mer-
clandising," is the systein of wholesale houses,'which
caine into existence to supply a long felt want, as very
few nanufacturers were or are able to distribute their
goods extensively without such interniediaries who are
an economic necessity in the complicated machinery of
distribution and of credit.

One of the special features in the alleged new systei,
which isalso quite old, is the confining the supply of a
certain class of goods to traders who confine thenselves
to the sale of sieli class of articles. This is a rap at
departnentat stores, which, it is alleged, "use the goods
of the firm as ' leaders' and advertise cut prices for the
purpose of attracting trade in other goods more or less
worthless and thus forcing the legitimate dealer to meet
these eut prices and close ont his stock at cost, or less."
Against this feature of the " new policy" there -will be
no great outcry.

It is, however, a vain imagination to suppose that
large manufacturers can get their goods placed before
consumers so as to develop trade effectually and econo-
mically without the services of the middlenan or whole-
sale inerchant.

OPENING OF TUE QUEBEC LEGISLATIIRE.

The opening of the Session at Quebec excited prob-
ably as little interest as any similar event. The Ad-
dress of the Lieutenant-Governor was unusually
lengtlhy, its topics were very varied, but it contained no
indications of any serions legislation to lie introduced.

The Address was rather a pleasantly worded sketch
of the leading incidents of the past year than a pro-
gramme of future work. The speeches of the mover
and seconder of the address in reply were equally lack-
ing in practical inatter. The Hon. Mr. Flynn bad the
old time task of naking bricks, to iling at the Govern-
ment's proposed policy, without straw. LHe, therefore,
bad to deal largely inI "glittering generalities,'' in criti-
cisn of iatters already somewhat stale, and comments
upon the policy of the Conservatives in regard to the
pulp industry some years ago.

The piece de resistance, or main dish, which the Gov-
crnment proposes to introduce, i.e., the Educational
Biill is a joint which was served up last Session and
withdrawn as not being sufficiently cooked or dressed
up to meet the tastes of the House. Whether another
visit to the oven and manipulation by the chief cook
has improved thîs Bill we shall sec in a few days.

We are fully in accord with Dr. Cotton, the new
member for Missisquoi, who, in seconding the address
said : "I think that more attention should lie given to
elementary education, and that superior education
miglit be left to trust more to take care of itself,
especially when our wealthy men were endowing it so
liberally.," 'Tie main objection to the Education Bill,
when first introducedl, was to its provision for such a
systein of appoinîting school teachers and supervising
them as would niake every teacher practically a Gov-
crament oflicial. The best friends of education inAthe
Province of both parties strongly objected to this, ag
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being an introduction of the whole educational affairs
of the Province into the political sphere, which wouild
make teachers more anxious to secure political support
than to do their work with ef'iciency. 'As a party
policy ve believe that the establishIent of a better
system of elementary education in this Province would
do more to popularise the Governiment than any man-
cuvering to iake the teachers political partisans. Since
writing the above it bas been aunounced that, the
E ducation Bill has been changed by leavinig out the
objectionable feature which provided for the appoint-
ment of a Minister of E]duca.tion.

The Premier intimated that if the United States con-
tinued its import duty on puip, his government would
adopt ail possible means to stiniulate its manu-
facture in this province. Before any steps are taken in
this direction it will, however, be necessary to ascer-
tain what lias been done by the Joint Higli Commis-
sion. The new Charter for this City is likely to be the
most important business of the Session, andi \V trust
i1t ill be so ainended as to eliminate defects which we
have pointed out and proved to be features calling for
mprovement in the public interest.

CRIMINAL REPORTS IN THE DAILY PRESS.
At the Carleton Assizes held last week a case was

heard arising out of a police court report inserted in an
Ottawa paper. The complainant was a person who iad
been indicted for committing a certain offence. le
charged the newspaper with libel for baving reported
the trial. Malicious intention was not imputed ; nor
error of statement; nior misrepresentation of evidence.

The question really at issue was, has a newspaper
the riglit to publish the evidence tendered in a Court
of-Justice during a criminal trial ? An action for libel
agaifnst a newspaper proprietor for reporting a trial lias
no justification,for the right of a newspaper to pub-
lish the proceedings in a public Court of Justice lias
been long established. What is stated openly at a pub-
lic meeting is only given wider publicity by a report of
itappearing in a newspaper. lu charging the jury in
above case, Chief Justice Armour declared the law to
be that public journals had the riglit to report police
and other legal cases. He declared " the newspaper to
be one of the best preventitives of crime, as the pub-
licity of offences served to put the public on their
guard."

There can be no doubt about tlie Press being a terror
to some evil doers, as hardly a night passes without a
pnisoner giving a wrong name, or imploring that his
name be kept out of the papers. The opinion expressed
by Chief Justice Armour in regard to the deterrent
effect of reporting police cases, has been seriously mis-
understood and misrepresented. It lias been declared to
be contrary to the tenour of a remonstrance recently
made by Archbishop Bruchesi against certain papers
for their giving ail the loathsome and revolting details
of murder cases, accompanied by illustrations of the
scene of the crime, portraits of the victin, the mur-
derer, and nembers of his family, as vell as drawings
of the fatal instrument. The whole community is in-
debted to Ris Grace for this protest, our leading jour-
nais have tbanked hiîn for it.

Literature, sacred and profane, abounds vith warn-
ings in regard to the vicious effects of familiarity with
crime. The great Roman. satirist, Juvenal, speaks of

this wlien le tells· us of sound grapes becoming dis-
eased by close contact wili rotten ones. Cowper, in a
well kriown couplet, speaks of vice losing its repulsive-
ness by being seen " too oft,. with too familiar face."
Macauley bas a parallel passage wben describing the
prevalence of a certain fori of crime two centuries ago,
which hiad becone so comnon that the public con-
science was deadened as to its shame and guilt. Shake-
speare tells us that the siglt of evil deeds done inspires
the doing of others. Observers of social phenomena are
familiar vith numerous cases of crimes of peculiar
turpitude which, after being fully described in the
Press in all their shocking details, were followed by
others of exactly the sanie character, having been niani-
festly suggested by such descriptions. Two mouths
ago in this city a young brute murdered a girl inost
cruelly wlo liad declined his advances and then shot
himself. In a few days after this a similar crime-an
exact -duplicate indeed-was commnitted at New Orleans.
Shortly after, another like murder and suicide occurred
again in this city-a triplicate of the first. Ail those
murders were comnmitted within a few weeks, and they
followed two others to which the yellow newspapers
had devoted sheet after sheet in familiarising their
readers with what every well-balaiced mind regards as
disgusting and revolting details. Several atrocious
murders committed to fraudulently secure insurance
money were so strikingly alike in details as to indicate
the perpetrators having copied the features of,a previous
one, which would appear tohave suggested and served
as a model for others. The recent murders committed
by sending poisoned candies were mere copies of the
one in San Fraucisco.

We remember the Cloquent protest made by Dickens
against public executions as being provoking causes of
crime, as they blunted the moral and physical sensibili-
ties of those who came to regard the gallows rather
as a step to fame than a lorror. Dickens was right,
and lie so impressed the governient that public hang-
ings were discontinued. There was a time when a
dozen men and women were hung every day at New-
gate, where, on one gallows, lieir bodies swung like
carcases of sheep in a butcher's stali. Thousands of
the . basest elements in the ietropolis held higli
carnival in front of these spectacles, by gazing on
which, day after day, they had been so brutalised that
the very same crimes were coim mitted underthe gallows
for which victims were dangling at the end of a rope in
sight of their imitators and probable successors.

Criies suggested or inspired by the norbid action of
the imitative instinct have been innumerable. Per-
formances of plays of which iiotorions criminals were
the beroes we bave known to be prohibited. Every
police nagistrate knows of numei'ous instances of
juvenile offenders hiaving been inspir«ed to break the
law by reading narrat'ves of-crime. Cervaintes tells us
that evil deeds need no cultivation as tlhey spring up
spontaneously. What is needed for their restriction is
the withdrawal of circumstances favouring their
growth. One of the nost effective of these circum-
stances is the glorifying of criminals by the Press.
We say glorifying advisedly, for, to a certain order of
beings the great notoriety given them by publisling
their portraits, their biographies, the full details of
their deeds, is a source of the greatest pride.

While then Chief Justice Armour is right in regard-
ing the dread of newspaper exposure ta be a deterrent of
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offences, it is only so within certain narrow limits.
Dread of exposure implies self-respect, but there are
only ton many, the entire mass indeed of the worst
offenders, to whom self respeet is absolutely unknown.
There are also many degenerate persons whose self control
is so weak, whose love of notoriety is so morbid, whose
imitative impulses are so diseased, that they are in-
spired to commit crime by dwelling upon its details and
circumstances, and noting the prominence given to
criminals by certain of the less reputable sections of
the daily press.

INSPECTION OF WEIGHTS AND MEASURES.
The Report of the Inland Revenue Commissioner

covering the inspection of weights and measures, gas
and electrie light for 1898, bas just been issued. The
work done by the departnien tal offlcers is very consider-
able, as it is also highly serviceable in protecting public
interests.

The total number of weights and measures of various
capacities passed upon last year, was 211,404, of which
2,510 were rejected as not being equal to the legal
standard. The percentage of rejections was 1.19. The
niost defective were platforin scales of which 3.24 per
cent were rejeced and of steelyards 3.11. Measures of
capacity came nearest the standard, the rejections being
only 0.27 per cent, or 245 out of 89,355. Ordinary
weights stood the test not so well as out of 69,458
tiere were 794 defective. These percentages seem
small for an expenditure of $63,417 in their detection,
towards which $44,034 was collected. The net cost of
$19,613 to the public was trifling compared with the
aiount they were saved by being protected from false
weights and measures.

In this city out of 18,167 weiglts submitted for veri-
fication there were 380 rejected ; of measures, out of
24,850 only 12 were imperfect; of platform scales, steel-
yards and balances out of 9,741 tested there were 379
found irregular. In ordinary weights this province
does iot compare favourably with others, as the rejee-
tions vere higher in percentage than in Ontario, and in
the other Provinces there were no rejections. This
points to the need of a more strict enforcement of the
law iii Quebec in regard to weights, and in both this
Province and Ontario the large number of defective
platform scales and other weighing instruments, there
is a call for improvement.

The total expenses of gas inspection last year were
$20,165, towards which $18,678 was collected. The net
cost to the public of this service for the Dominion
being only $1,487 we may feel satisfied that it was cheap
for the money, as it prevented the consumers of gas
suffering from a very subtle forin of waste, for, when
gas is of a low ill u1minating quality it registers as much
on the meter dial as the best, and causes far more to be
burnt than is needful. We note with pleasure that
the gas in this city is given a very good record by the
inspectors for the absence of sulphuretted hydrogen.
The report on inspection of gas metres shows that out
of 15,513 presented for verification there were only
3,332 found correct, which is far too low a proportion.
It is truc there were only 3,400, found "Fast," and con-
sequently registering adversely to the consumers, and
truc also that the law allows of a certain aiount of
deviation. But, a meter is a measure of capacity, what
it menasures is paid for by consumers. If then, and to

whatever extent the measure is defective by registering
more gas than lias actually been delivered, an injustice
bas been done to the consumer who is entitled to the
delivery of every foot of gas registered as having
passed through his meter. The average percentage of
"Fast" meters to the whole of. those presented for veri-
fication was 22.51, which was slightly in excess of the
percentage in this city. In Toronto tþe percentage of
"Fast" meters was 26.21. It is evident from only
3,332 meters being correct out of 15,513 tested that
these instruments are greatly in need of improvement.
If we were to believe all the stories told us of the eccen-
trie working of gas meters, such as their registering
steadily wien no gas is being consumed, we should be
disposed to regard them as possessed by an evil spirit
which needs to be exorcised. We note also that elec-
tric liglit meters are even worse than gas ones, as out of
3,754 presented for verification there were 1,580 found
to be "Fast."

Tbe report on electric lights gives a list of the com-
panies, firms and individuals who manufacture electric
light and power, the number in this Dominion being
272. The number of lamps in use in Mbntreal is re-
ported to be 106,550, which will be doubled in a short
time and would soon be quintupled were rates some-
what reduced. The revenue from electric light inspec-
tion exceeds the expenditure by $6,236, so' that when
taken togetier the revenues f rom the gas and electric
liglit inspection services pay more than they cost, and
they, and the oversight of weights and measures are
doubtless a very valuable protection to the public.

THE BANK OF NOVA SCOTIA.
The 67th annual -report of the Bank of Nova Scotia

shows the net profits of the year to have been $248,908,
whiclh is 16.60 per cent on the paid up Capital, and
8.03 per cent on capital and rèserve fund combined.
This is a striking illustration of the part played by a
reserve fund in making profits. Thé two dividends
paid last year amounted to 8 per cent, so that out of
the net profits a trifle over one-half, $125,000, was
available for an addition to the reserve fund which now
stands at $1,725,Q00. The shareholders of this old
bank are manifestly of the saving class who prefer to
put aside a large sum every year to increase their capi-
tal rather than to draw iL out in increased dividends to
enlarge their spendable income, or invest in securities
of their own choice. The deposits held by this bank
are, at call $3,397,992 and subjeet to notice $8,120,592.
The discounts are $9,201,590, and securities held $2,-
008,494. Thie bank has 14 branches in Nova Scotia,
10 in New Brunswick, 2 each in P.E. Island, Newfound-
land and Quebec, and 1 each in Ontario, Manitoba and
West Indies. It lias correspondents in Great Britain,
the States and Cuba. The Montreal branch under Mr.
Kennedy's managementis prospering. It will occupy the
lower part of the new building on the site of the Barron
Block. The report of the Bank of Nova Scotia and
its high standing amongst Canadia banks speak well
for the financial condition of that Province.

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A BANK SCANDAL.
Up to the last two or three years the banks of Canada

had a remarkable record for immunity from scandais
caused by officiai defalcations. The banking annals of
Canada are also exceptibually free from those which
arise froin defective skiil in management. Of the
chartered banks only one is recorded since Confedera-
tion to have paid its noteholders and depositors less
than their full claim, and two only who, having re-
deemed their notes, did no.t pay the depositors in full.
The loss inflicted on the publie by bank failures* and
irregularities in Canada, has been less in proportion than
in any other country. There have probably been smail
defalcations by bank officers unknown to the public,
but of serious ones, or of actual thefts, the number
has been extraordinarily few.

Within quite a recent period however there have
been a series of crimes committed, which spoil the re-
cord. The Banque du Peuple was no doubt rnined by
criminal practices of the manager.

One of the gravest of bank scandals caime to liglit a
few days ago. The officer in charge of the Savings
Bank department of the Merchants' Bank of Canada, vas
discovered to have received mioney from depositors, which,
after duly' entering in their Pass book, lie is alleged to
bave appropriated to bis own use. Hedid not enter such
deposits in the books of the bank. The wickedaess of
such an act, great as it is, is exceeded by its foolishness.
Detection of such a crime is not only inevitable in the
long run, but i is liable to occur at any moment, even
on the very day it is committed. The bank officer who
perpetrates this offence takes chances that would startle
the most inveterate gambler. One of the numerous
incidents which may occur at any moment to call such
an-officer temporarily away from. bis duty, would be
likely to reveal his dreadful secret. If, in.his absence,
a depositor called to withdraw any of his money, or ail
of it, his Pass book would be compared with the bank's
ledgér and the fraud would instantly be discovered.

Unless the guilty officer were so utterly callous as to
be almost inhuman, lie could not but be haunted per-
petually by the dread of bis crime being revealed. To
the grinding anxiety of this dread is due the dieckless
indulgence in stimulants, and'social excitements which
guilty officials display, and which, at times, excite sus-
picion, as they evidence their expenditures' being in
excess of income.

In the case now exciting such interest, the first glean
of light which ' revealed his irregular practices
was thrown by an accident by which it became known
that lie was a lavish purchaser of a certain very costly
table luxury. A small chink like that lets in much.
light; it suggests so muach to excite suspicion. Sus-
picion in such a case means enquiry, which is fatal.
We believe the first incident which occurred to excite
suspicio~n was so trivial, and so unlikely to happen, that
if it were shown in a drama the verdict of the audience
would lie against its being possible. It was only au
idle word, of the terrible .significance'. of which. the
speaker.knew nothing, nor is he ever likely to know.

Without haviug anydesire to prejudge this painful
affair we deem it timely to warn not bank oflicers only
but all persons in: positions of trust, especialy. the

youngagainst a ncionwhich has ruined many, whicl
f'thetmohiny iceived'by theinfor employers, is to any

exit? ùnider' 'ifitMastances,'at their privato dis-

posal. To speak of a person borioloing sncb money is
a vicions misuse of words. So called " borrowing" is
.simply embezzling, or tlieft, however sincere may be
the intention to repay the money taken withont 'the
authority of the owner,

A warning is also timely against the'use of so-called
"borrowed" money, or any money not actually owned,
in stock operations. A bank ofieer indeed who thus
speculates, even with his own funds, is highly repre-
hensible; it is a practical breach of trust, for lie is
trusted on condition that he abstains fron such deal-
ings. The prohibition of sncb operations by banks is a
clear dezlaration that they. are likely to lead their offi-
cers into dishonour. Any stock broker who receives
commissions from a bank clerk, or person in a like
position, is not blaineless, nor is lie prudent, for by this
he is liable to be made 'instrumental in bringing dis-
grace and ruin upon his customer. We have heard, but
trust it is incorrect, that friends of bank clerks on
'Ch ange have given " tips" to' these officials to tempt
them into entering upon a most dangerous course, and,
as it is prohibited, is a dishonourable one.

Another warning is called for against the too preva-
lent extravagance of young officials, and soine of those
more mature, as well as against those vho encourage
such improvidence. There are thousands of youths and
young men who are spending in mere display and frivo-
lities enough to support a wife and family. Many even
get into debt because a salary as large as that on which
their parents reared them in their childhood is insuffi-
cient for the maintenance of a mere boy of the modern
type. IL is a waste of wind to rail against the prevail-
ing usages of the day, but when a young man gets into
prison as a consequence of habits of improvidence, the
reflections of those who have helped to push him into
crime by stimulating bis folly-if such persons ever do
reflect-cannot be enjoyable. -IL takes a strong vessel
to stand the strain of the maelstrom-like-whirl of what
is called " society," and the less substantial craft should
avoid its dangers by keeping to quiete waters.

FARMING AS AN OCCUPATION.
During the session of the Eastern Ontario Butter and

Cheese Assoc ation held at Kingston last week, Prof. Robert-
son delivered an address on "Farming as an occupation."
We are glad to note that he did not speak of it as a " pro-
fession," as the modern custom is in regard to various
callings, amongst them beinghair-cutting-and banjo-playing.
Of the population of Canada 45 per cent are engaged in
agriculture, which is so large a proportion as to rank it.as
the leading industry of the country, more especially so when
the products of our farms amount to 4, dollars for every one
from the aggregate of the fisheries,' forests and mines. It
seems likely too that the farming industry will in the future
develop more extensiv.ly than the others named. There are
already 30,000,000.of acres under cultivation in Canada, the
entire products of which, in crops, animals, dairy goods, are
estimated to be of the value of 600 millions of dollars yearly,
or an average of $2 o per acre. The land in Ontario alone could
provide food for 20 millions of people. Prof. Robertson regards
one testof the capability of a farmer to carry on bis business to
ho "bis ability to sell such products from his farm as. will to
the least extent reduce its natural resources." Thus, " one
ton of vleat sold frna farm iwill rencvne inore of the
materials of 'fertility from thesôil than oan hundred tois of
butter ; and the sale of 'one ton of hay will imporeîiish a
farm-:more than the'alè of 87 tons 6f butter." This seeïns a
'very centracted -view -for if' the above test of a farmer's
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capability were te govern their methods of cultivation, the
growing of wheat and hay would have te be abandoned, and
their energies would all be directed to the butter industry as
being the only way for a fariner "te sell such products from
his farm as will te the least extent reduce its natural re-
sources." The Professor overlooked the opportunity a far-
mer hias of sliowing his ability by the application of fertili-
sers te the land by which the iaterial resources which vere
reduced by cropping may be restored. We doubLt whether
those practically engagod in farning, or liose familiar with
ils conditions will endorse the following passage of the
address

"'The occupation of afariier slould produce a fine, refined,
people. ILt aiords agreeable physical exercise and is carried
on amid pure air and sunshine. It should develop a people
enjoying a large share of hapViness and possessing intellec-
tual powers of a higl order.

This ideal picture of a farmor's occupation is drawn rather
fron poetry than life. The speaker got nearer to fact wlen
he added :

Its prosent dravback is tiat it leaves little leisure te
those w ho follow it, but it gives scurity of opportuniky to
earn a living, and the want of that is what brings most of
tho worry and unhappiness into ordinary lives in these days
of stern and keon competition. Out of the best use of their
talons in iakiiig the iost out of the agricultural resources
of Canada vill grow not nerely healthy, masterful, well-to-
do and intellectual people, but cominmunities with the highest
qualities of unselfishness. The life of the fariner on the
whole is an unsolfish one. His calling instils into hin a dis-
regard of personal ease, a deep respect for the sanctity of
other porsonalities, and at least some knowledge of the vir-
tue and value of wholesonio and well-proportioned foodi to
produce and sustain the best foris of plant life and animal
life. These saine principles and natural laws applied te bis
relationships te all human life as a farmer, a citizen and a
Christian will yield hism the joy of a sound, vigorous body,
housing a clear, strong mîind, animated by a sense of fairness
and prosided ovor by a heart continuously full of apprecia-
tive goodwill."

The increase of 1898 over 1897 was 18.83 per cent which
inust be admitted to have been a very niatorial amount. The
increase in this eity was 21.63 per cent; in Toronto 21.48 per
cent; in Winnipeg, 7.48; in I- amilton, 6.86. We should have
been glad to record proportionate increases at Halifax and St.
Joliii, but thore smay lie a considerable improvement in the
business affairs of a locality without any enlargenent in the
bank clearings. That lialifax and St. Jolisn afforded an
illustration of this last year ive are assured. Both those
cities are matking a gallant and entorprising struggle to it-
large their shipping trade wvhich cannot fail to roapi a due
reward. The advance of Winnipeg te the third place in the
rank cof Olearing louses is a very gratifying evidence of the
developinent of Manitoba and tho North West, and the great
increase in Toronto's returns is, no doubt, ovidence oe great
imuproveiment Li the business conditions of that city, whicli

ve trust will continue utiil all trace is reioved of the mis-
chief donc by the roal estate boom.

AN IMPERIAL SAM SLICIK.
The versatile Emperor of Gerimany would be a success as

a commercial travoier, we may indeed say lie lias leen.
During bis rmcent trip to Palestine, he evidently kept his
weather oye open to sue and to seize opportunities for extend-
ing the trade of Fatherland. He appears to bave taken the
hint given lYy hie Yankee clock-maker, who used to leave one
of bis time-pieces on trial at the houses he called at, being
assured that it would be purchased whien the residents got
accustomedtoits use. When in Turkey lie presented the
Sultan witli a Krupp field gun as a specimien of wbat was
"Made in Germany." What commission tise Krupp firmu
paid to Emjeror William we have not ldarnt, nor whether he
was paid on salary or otherwise. But li certainly earned
his pay and a box of cigars thrown in, though
for bis bealth's sake, we hope if he got these
extras, that tbey were not " Made in Gernany." At
the time the g.n was sent to the Sultan, the German news-
papers predioted the commercial success of the move. The
bait toolk, thie sample was approved, se the Sultan bas sent
the Emperor, %ve beg bis pardon, lias sont the Krupp firm an
order for 162 of their field guns and 30,000 shrapnel shells.
We bope the other male potentates of Europe will not take
the road with samples of their country's goods as this would
handicap Great Britain, for, though female commercial
travellers :tre now at work, we cannot imagine our beloved
Sovereign, 6r aven the Prince of Wales, condescending to
follow the example of their Imperial relative. We, however,
honour him for his zeal in pronoting German trade, as the
enterprise be siowed redounds ininitely more to his houour
than the motives which have inspired some Imperial trips
with which history bas made us familiar.

TORONTO BOARD OF TRADE.

At a meetilg of Toronto Board of Trade on 17th inst. the
following ofBeers were elected by acclamation : President, Mr.
A, E. Kemp; firet vice-president, Mr. A. E. Ames; second vice-
president, Mr. W. E. il. Massey ; treasurer, Mr. J. L. Spink.
The retiring president Mr. Elias Rodgers briefly reviewed the
proceedings of the Board ln the paSt year. An unsuccessful
attempt had beeu made te bring the G.T.R. general cilices te
Toronto. TiL council had alse taken an interest in the extension
of the'Trent valley canal; it had advucated two.cent postage; had
passed a resolution In favour of an export duty on nickel matte ;
it had also eudeavoured te secure a new insolvency law, but had
been told by the Government that no change at present could
be made ; with better results it had advocated a limited Sunday
service on canais, It had also passed resolutions relative to the
bonding privileges on inland waters, and with regard to re-
ciprocity, which, fer diplomatie reasons, were not made public.
It liad preseited a sclime for harbour luiprovement which bad
also received. endorsation by the Boards of Trade of Midland,
Collingwood, 1Meaford and Owen Sound. Other matters stili
under consideration were cattlo.arket improvements, improved
freight facilities, the James Bay railway, and the Georgian Bay
and Hlaliburton routes. The Board had entertained Lord Ier-
schelil and Uon. W. Mulock each te a banquet, Nominations
were madae or tle Council and Board of Arbitration. The newly
elected President having thanked the Board for the honour con-
ferred upon hlm, moved a resolution expressive of their ap.

preciation of the services Of the trustees Of the gratuity fund,
which was cairried unanimously. Mfr. C. W. Band gave notice
of a motion ta have the following addition made te the by-law

governing the Terms of Trade :-"That clause ' F.O.B. cars' on
50, be amended by the. addition of 'Basis, F.0,B. sales.' All sales
F.O.B. cars or to arrive by vessel or rail shall be on the basis of
full Out turn in public elevator at destination."

-Newfoundland's catch 2of lobsters forithe season will aggre-

gate about 50,000 cases which brought an average of $10 a case.
The ilshing bas net been se good as former years, and there can
be no doubt that the waters around the island are being drawn
upon too heavily.
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MESSRS. E. A. SMALL & CO.
The meeting of the creditors of E. A. Small & Co., held yes-

terday, passed off very quietly. . A committea, composed of
Messrs. D. Morrice, John Turibull, R, R. Stevenson, A. C.
Kains (Bank of Commerce), Juo. Ri. Shaw, W. J. Stethem and
Geo. H. Bishop, was appointed ta take into consideration any
offer of composition, and to report as soon as possible. Tire lia-
bilities are $337,900, of which the ordinary amount ta $260,000.
The assetsshow a nominal deliciency of $101,000. The figures
are not considered large for such a business. The defielency
sBown, as above, is largely due ta heavy loss by fire, and open
accounts which were believed ta be good at the time of suspen-
sion, but which, on further investigation, were not rated so
highly by the accountant. To these muay be added a few minor
investments which, up to the present time, have nt
realized expectations. The amount due abroad is within
£7,000, of whiclh about £1,300 la to Joseph Brooke &
Co., Bradford. The Roshmond Mills of Almonte,the Domin-
ion of Montreal and tire Auburn of Peterboro are creditors
.for somewhrat over $10,000 each. Others are for $6,000 gradually
down to the smallest sums over $100,in ail some fifty-six in nom-
ber. That the firm, in their endeavors ta fight the inevitable, did
net spare those nearest them, is shown by the fact that the wife
of the head of the house is a claimuant for $127,800 lent,-money
inherited froin er father, in whose firm Mr. Smrall was for
many years a partner, and from which lie retired with enouglh
which, alone, if placed at interest, would have enabled him to
retiie fromn business for good, and live like a prlnce,-at ail
avents without any of the- anxieties of business. It is unneces-
sary ta point out that the smaller liabilities ta local firms in such
cases, are incurred mostly, if not altogether, to fll trifling special
orders for customers. The customers' paper auder discount on
31st December, as alraady pointed out, proves- that the firm-
could boast of a choice,-selected class of customers.

THE LOUISIANA CESSION.
The St. Louis "Drygoodsman" picturesquely speaks of the

purchase of Louisiana, by the United States, lu 1803 the centenary
of which avent it is purposed ta celebrate. It says :"The trans-
fer of this vast empire, which extended from the Mississippi ta
the-Rockies, and from the Gulf ta the Canadian lina, including
the district of New Orleans on the east side of the River, forms
an apoch in American history second ta none in importance.
Tire successful issue of the Revolution brought loto the family
of gations a hardy infant, no doubt, but life in a flat, sur-
rounded by contentions and dangerous neighours, constantly
threatened its peace and very life. It was only when the
generous back-yard beyond the Mississippi was added ta the
national demnesne that Uncle Samuel began te thrive and grow in
thews and bulk, Tihe tri-color of France came down in -New
Orleans and was replaced by the stars and stripes at noon on
December 20th, 1803, and on the 10th of the following March the
post of St. Louis with the province of Upper Louisiana was
transferred ta Maj. Amos Stoddart, on the part of the United
States, by tie Spanish Lieutenant-Governor, who acted for the
French Republic. Fifteen millions. of dollars were turned into
the treasury of Franoe by this real estate deal, and now we wilI
probably have ta pay a good part of that amount for the small
patai whare we will dig the ring and pitch the big tent ta cele-
brate the event."

THE ELECTIONS IN IRELAND.
The first elections in Ireland under the new local Government

Act took place this week. They excited great interest as they
are regarded as an experiment, ln a restricted form, of Horme
Rule. The results seem ta indicate a variety of questions hav-
ing inlnenced the elections. Fears were entertained that ad.
vantage Would be taken of the local self government Act to make
a political demonstration disagreeable ta Great Britain, especially
to the Unionist party. There seems ta have been no organised
attempt of this nature, The political aspects of the elections
were caused by struggles between sections of the Home Rule
party. A new party came into the arena who are spoken of as
tie "Labourites," who doubtless were made up of the Industrial
classes, who are everywhere assoaiating apart from the l'ading
political parties. They succeeded ln electiug a large number of
represantatives, even beating several Home Rule M.P's, The

worklng of this scheme wll be watched with -the keenest in-
terest in Canada, and we trust it will concentrate attention upon
such practical reforns and improveients as will conduce ta the
prosperity and happness of the whole people of Ireland.

THE BANK DEFALCATION.
The charge against A. E. Mussen by the Merchants Bank of

Canada for misappropriation of funds, was expected ta be heard
in Court yesterday, but it was withdrawn. It is understood that
a large part of the sum missing, or what was not accounted for in
due course, lias beau recovered, so that the loss of the bank will
be trifling, if any. Such an incident is most regrettable ln every
way,-in one which is little thought of, that is, the Increase It
causes in those precautions which involve a costly surveillance
of the staff that adds to the working expenses of a bank, which
lessens the fund available for salaries to faithful otficers.

THE McINTYRE INSURANCE.
A statement lias been published in a city paper that the policies

covering the stock of Messrs. McIntyre Son & Co. contained the
co-insurance clause which made the firn liable for 20 per cent
of the loss by the recent fire. This clause was rendered wholly
inoperative in the policies containing ^it as the amount of the
insurance, $352,000, was. $20,000 l excess of 80 par cent on
$415,000 the value af the stock which is only $382,000. That tg
the insurance was $20,000 in excess of what the co-insurance
clause called for, and therefore the clause bacamie of non effect.

BUSINESS DIFFICULTIES.
Groff & Hymen, dry goods, Berlin, have assigned to E. J.

Henderson, Toronto. Tie liabilities are estimated at over $22,-
000, and assets under this amount. The principal creditors in
Montreal are: James Johnston & Co., $5,000; Fitzgibbon, Schaf-
heitlin & Co., $1,600; Gnaedinger, Son & Co., $600; Gàult Bros.
Co., $400; S. Greenshields, Son & Co., $300. ln Toronto S. F.
MoKinnon is a creditor in $900, and John Macdonald in $500.
Thre firm is composed of Samuel Graff and J. O. iHymen. The
former is an experienced dry goods man, having followed the
business for the past 25 years, at one time kept a store at Harris-
ton. Later on he was. of the firm Anthes & Groff, novelty
manufacturers. In '88 he formed a partnership with Hymen
under present style, and-bought out the business of Fellman &
Co. The following February one Sheffleld was admitted wnen
style was changed ta Groff, Shellield & Hymen. They dissolved
in June '91, when style was altered ta S. Graff & Co. Groff &
Hymen -made a freeh compact ln February '02, but three years
later dark clonds loomed up, when they were obliged ta com.
promise at 62J•c on part of their liabilities which were $109,000
against which assets amounted ta $21,500. Meeting of creditors
is ta be held in Toronto to-day.

Canadian tobacco lias been a disappointment to many who
jumped to conclusions, and went into the business when the
Fielding tariff favored It at the cost of raw leaf, Growers in Essex
County particularly can speak authoritatively as ta tis. The
large production lias demoralized the market, and it is said
manufacturers can buy Canadian tobacco at their own price.
Tis situation would seem to have ruined one-Napoleon Dannais,
tobacconist, Montreal, who deaIt almost exclusively la the Cana.
dian " weed" and did a fairjubbing trade once upon a time,

John D. McLellan, general store, Upper Margaree, N.S,, is
offering 60o cash ta all creditors. His statement la reported to
show something in excess of debts, but figures at this writing
are not obtainable. MoLellan was originally clerking with John
McLellan. The latter left the vicinity in '02 when "our John"
rented the store and started up for himself. Illjudged brandi-
ing out, as often happens, brought trouble.

Martin & Co., grocers, Peterboro-Mrs. Kitty B. Martin wife
of Thos. Martin, sole owner-have assigned. The pair. bought
out A. Elliott in the summer of '07. - Martin was in business for
a year in Toronto and also at Jollette In the State of Illinois,
where lie was unsuccessful. A somewhat ironlal touch is given
ta the Paterboro faluire in the "trademark" name used, viz.,
"The Spot Cash Grocery Co."
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To possess the quality of thrift Is ordlnarily enough to com-
mand prosperity In business, but there are exceptions. Such
for instance that of J. N. Julien who conducted a small mnillinery
store on Centre street, Point St. Charles-an environ of this city.
Close proximity to larger stores, and the overweening pride of
the fair sex in that district to wear "Uptown" millinery lost to
him the trade he depended upon, and he as now gone over to
the majority

M. Navaralonsky, general store, Moosominn, Man,, h'as assigned
ta A. F. Andrews. The business is understood ta be registered
in hie wife's naine, whicli cover bas been in force since June '90,
when owing to fIre ]oss he was coipelled to assign. Auterior
to thîs he was lu partnership with one Ripstein. l Sept. '07,
Navaralonsky soughtan extension of eigliteen months, and ap-
parently his inability ta carry this through is the cause of hie
present trouble.

Lahey & McKenty, drygoods, Napanee, have assigned. The
firmn le composed of R. T. Laliey and John iMcKenty, who have
been [n business together sone years. l August '96, they got
lito dIfliculties owlag ta competition of bankrupt stock sales,
and at this time compromised at 00 cents ln the dollar, spread
over 12 monthe. Liabilities then were $31,000 and assets about
$82000. On the present occasion figures are not yet ta hand.

D. H. Smith & Co., wholesale stationer, Truro, N.S. have as-
signed with moderately heavy liabilities. The business was es-
tabliahed by D. H. Smith who retired somue six years ago, leav-
ing affaire ln the bands of Frank and Win. McV. Snith, the
former becoming sole owner a year later. le was supposed ta
have had a good working surplus, and lis present enbarrass-
ment appears to have caused some surprise.

R. J. Jameson & Co., manufacturer shoes, Toronto, have as-
eigned. R. J. Jameson la only owner, the "Co." being merely
nominil. le was formerly of Jameson & Milno wha cormnced
business ln July '98, Milae afterwards retiring. Previous to
thîs Jameson was an employée in the J. D. King Co. Ltd. He
had only a small capital, and loss by lire and water a faw weeks
ago crippled him.

A. A. Fournier % Co., drygoods, Ottawa, are offoring 50r lu
the dollar cash, or 60c spread over 18 months secured without in-
terest. Liabilities arc about $48,000 and assets $49,000. Mrs.
A. A. Fournier is reported to bc the sole owner of the business.
Fournier hinself was formerly of Fournier & Forest, who failed
lu '93.

-A RoMINENT member of an ecclesastical Synod just.heldin
this city fulm inated against the use of tobacco, which lie desires
to be put under a ban as an offence against morality. -The
learned gentleman as a lawyer knows the value of precedé'ts.

We could teul him of Bishops even
who enjoy a smoke, of the clergy in lower ranks the number le
legiun who indulge openly in what la his opinion le an immor-
ality. One of the most famous of preachers, and best of men,
was, if this thseory be sound, a very immoral person for his love
of a pipe ls a matter of history.

This last will tbe an
appreciated feature to those whose business interest now or in
the future will lie in the American West Indies.

-A TEST case of some interest was recently hèard le the U. 8.
Court of Appeals at Boston. It was a tarit! decision affecting a
large quantity of wool entered in the afternoon of the day upon
which President McKinley signed the tarlf bill. This mem or-
able document 'was signed at 4.06 p.m. on the 21th day of July
1897, and the wool was held to he dutlable under the new tariff.

several months. Some good orders for bicycle and golf hose
have been booked, with iight weight golf hose for ladies' wear
coming to the fore. The tendency of ladies to discard bicycle
boots during the summer monthe is expected to create a good de-
mand for fancy Scotch hose for cycling and other out-door.
pursults.

Tie "Cologne Gazette" commenting upon tie cotton velvet
trade which Germany and France enjoys with the U. S., and
upon which the latter country by a recent ruling have upheld
higher duties, Bays: "To put it briefly, imports to Amerlea are
forbidden and the exporttrade le destroyed, at least, for coun-
tries which, like Germany and France, muet pay considerable
duties'upon the raw materials they import. For a country
like .itngland, that does not Impose a duty upon raw material
the decision, ln the opinion of the Cologne G cannot be
regaraed as bad news, inasmuch as, for. once, extreme protec-
tion would seem to have-doue frea trade a good turn le the course
ef the interneofne war of protectioniet countries.

A report having its origin lu Boston la to the effect that the
1Coats 'Thread-Company ls arranging fo absorb all the cotton

thread mille In the country. The Coats Company already con-
trois practically every thread miil in the United States and Eng-
1 Lnd, outside the new Amarican Thread Company; of which the
Merrimack corporation le now a part. If the report la correct it
means the absorblng of the new American company. into the
Coats trust.

Plain-colored taffetas in popular shades for a pring, it le worth
noting, are a leading line with U. S. dry goods houses; stocks
are getting scarce under the active demand and prices, are
hardening. These goods have come to te regarded as a staple
in silk fabrica, as there are no signe of an abatemeut ittîair
popularlty.

The favor fashion bestows upon soft finishes le bringing printed
twills into notice and jobbers are looking forward toiagood
spring demand. Some new ideas are shown in these silk gooide,
both in the ribbon effects and in aide bands the latter showing
printed warps.

The new draw string ribbon, according to reports from 'the
other side, le destined to becoma very popular for trimming
purposes.

Values have lately been working higher in the United àtates
on gray cotton fabrics, and now the fluished goods are beifg ad-
vanced ln price.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS.

MONTREAL, Jaunary 01th, 1S99.

The third weok ln January bas seen
trade settie down again Into its normal
groovos. Travellors have beet shaken
out'over the country as thoroughly as
these commercial gentlemen distribuîted
the sait and pepper over thelr sirloin when
la town, and of course business ls better.
There are no striking developmdntnt, how-
eel't'o report as yet. The demand lias
not risen t the helight it will go lIter on,
but It lias shown improvement in volume
upon recent weeke, witli indications of
further expansion ln the nearfuture. Sucli

as It le, it takes care of production net ai-
ready under contract, and thus prevents
any accnmulation of stocks. The reports
coming te hand from jobbers throughout
the country are quite encouraging. They
show a liberal distribution of merchandise
from second hands and point te good're-
orders being soon necessary in order ta
keep pace with consumptive requirements,
Collections are generally satisfactory.

BUTTER ANa CHEEs.-Finest creamery
butter is this week distinctively lower, as
was premised must follow the continued
dulness of the market of late. Buyers state
their inability ta pay more than 19c., and,
although holders ln the main insist on a
fraction more, sales are pasing at this
figure. The Liverpool public cable bas
deellned 1@. in the last two days, at 40s for
white and coloured cheese. This le in Une
with buyers' views, that holders wanted too
much money. lt would appear that the
high prIce of cheese bas bd the effect of
restricting consumption, so that the short-
age bas been largely neutralized. Holders
of course, are not disposed te admit this,
but it le clear the Liverpool decline bas
shaken them up, and It la probable busi-
ness would be accepted to-day at a price
whcl a month ago would have been un.
ceremoniously turned down. Buyers claim
te be able ta get Western cheese at 10c.
and Quebec makes at 9%c.

Dituos AND CHEMIcAL.-Orders la the
former market run mostly on moderate
quantities ta cover ordinary wants at the
present time. Tin, zinc and mercurial
preparations are firmer owing ta the condi.
tion of the market for base materials. There
is still little lively movement la chemicals.
In synpathy with the rise in copper, blue
vitriol je firmer and recent New York ad-
vices represent the market 34c higher. No
changes are reported la other chemicals,
but there is a strong undertone to values ln
sulphuric and'murlatic acids and kindred
god-. ~The statistical position of ganier
appears to discourage, the idea that the
recent inclination upward will long hold•
Shipments of gambier te America were
larger le 1898 th-n ever before, being
17,965 tons, against 17,370 for .1897, and
12,195 for 1896. A NewYork ceontemporary
bs the following ta say on this head: "Just
now the price of gambier is advancing
althongh why It should is a question that is
net eaily answer3d. The statistical posi.
tion of the article should make a weak
market. A leading local statistician esti-
mates that the visible supply tc May let le
93,370 and the total delîveries for consunp.
tion ln 1898 were 186,856 bales. A Boston
authority makes the former figures smaller
and the latter larger, namely 83,700 and
140,000 bales, respectively. Still, a third
man makes the figures 90,000 and 135.000.

FLoUR AND MEAL. -The fleur market
le in the doldrams with millers making
4 sacrifices " which show a fair margin,
which anomalyiscommon inthe flourtrade.
Dealers, however, are only buying in a
hîand-to-mouth way. We quote Winter
wheat patents, $870 to $4; straigbt rollers,

$1.70 ta $1.75; Manitoba patents, $4.15 to
$4.20; strong bakers, $8.00 te $4,00. The
demand for oatmeal le trivial, butthe firm.

Prices'are $8.00) te $3.70 as to quality,
for oatmeal in wood, and $t.75 la bags.
Cornmeal is quoted at $1.05 to $1.10 for
round lots, and jobbing lots at 15 more.

FEED AND BRAN.--Continues scarce on
spot, and values are firmly held. Quota-
tiens in bulk are as follows : Ontarlo Win-
ter wheat bran, $14 ta $14.50 a ton ; shorts,
$14 ta $15 la bulk. Manitoba bran, $14 ;

shorts, $15; middlings,$10.60; provender,
$17 to $18; cornmeal, $19 a ton. Baled
hay is quiet at $6 ta $7 -for No. 1, and
$4.25 for No. 2 la 10 ton lots,

GIEEN FtUIT.-The auction market for
Oranges continues te experience difficulty
te "find ltself," and California consign-
ments hold off because of the slump that
bas been brouglt about owing to the heavy
selling of Valencias. lhese have sold this
week froin 65o to $2.45 a box, the former
for wasty cases. lu the wholesale trade
there le nothing much doing, neither is it
-expected that demand will mat.erlalize for
some few wpeks yet. California navels
are worth $3 25 to $3.75 ; Mexicans and
Jamalcas $2.75 to $3.00; Valencias, $3 75
ta $4.00 fur 420s. Lemons are slow and
stocks light at $2.2.5 te $3.00. There l a
better demand for apples at $3 ta $4 for
good stock. Liverpool cable states market
bas also an impioving tendency there,

GRouEIns.-Refiners on Saturday last
put down granulated 5c per cental at $4.80.
London cables states raw beet market im-
proving and slightly firmer, present month
9s.24}zd. At the reduction in local granulat-
ed there Is no possibility of Ainerican sugars
getting ln bere, which, doubtless, ls the
raison d'etre of the above mentioned
decline. The tea market shows more life,
and quite a few smalil lvoices are being
sold ta jobbere. The question of the
standards having been again raised at
Ottawa, It bas been concluded te abide by
the methods established by the Department
of Customs whi n the agitation for new re-
gulatlons had a "full head et steani on"
some months ago. These, it will be re-
membered, set forth that teas under a cer-
tain invoice valuation should not be admit-
ted at all, and also prescribed that teas at
or over this vhluatIon should be tested by -
infusion ln the ordinary way, difficulties te
be decided hy a conmittee ofjudges,work-
ing unknown ta the Importer. There is
hence no intention of introducing U. S.
standards in Canada. A feature of the
grocery market l the strong position
of pepper and advances are now askpd
for parcels which were purclaseable at ge
to le less a week age. Nutmegs are toning
up|cable advices from London and Holland
are decidedly firn. Molasses . are still
quoted by the Guild at Bic. per gallon
though outside, lieuses ask 38e., a recent
speculative purchase by an Independent
operator, of 500 puncheons, le keeping
prices down. Dried fruits are quiet and
unchanged. Canned goods are going Into
consuimption rapidly, and jobbers report a
good sorting trade at firm values.
