In ‘Western Canada, so far ds we can
learn, the grains are generally. productive,
and’ the potatoes good in' quality, though
scant in quantity.  The great (lcﬁclcnc) is
in the grass crops, which were burnt up by
the summer heats. A good deal of rain has
fallen within the last few wecks, but it'is too
late for the aftergrass, materially, to recover
itself. - “L'his would have been a very favor-
able season for parsnips and carrots, but un-
fortunately, they are not grown to any ex-
tent.”

Hay
and straw must be very light, and we appre-
hiend considerable dificulties will be experi-
enced by the farmer in carrying his stock .

When a_certaid
price is oflered to the farmer, he does not
always act upon the rational principle of inva~
viably. providing for his own sfocl first, but
calculates the chances, and often caleulates
them very ill, of what may be called betting
against time. | e runs down Lis fodder to
the lowest fpractical limit, and il e falls
within that, his stock perishes, or is sacrillced
and that does.
not benelit the publie, because it is not in a
state it for consumption, and is monopolised
by a few persons who have means of earry-
ing it over to another year. . But, still, more
often it is exposed in the market, in a state
of leanness, in which it can only be eatédn by
persons as ill fed as itself.

Tnno mirket that cver we were in,is
there such an enorimous discrepancy between
the prices of fut and lean meat, as there is
here. - This'avises partly from the want of
capital and foresight, but still more so, from
the want of agrienliural skill.  There onght
always to be on every farm, where stock is
fattened, enough food to carry on the stock
meant for the butcher, beyond all contin-
gencies, and to leave an overplus one year
to meel any possible deficiency for the next.

In one respect Lower Canada, for we
cannot speale with snch conlidence of tle
Upper Province, is very unfavorably situat-
ed.  Our winters are long ; our season of
fabowr short ; and” the range ‘of our crops
very much limited.

It seems now perfectly settled that the
Luropean harvest,so far from being delicient,
is a very abundant one. Prices have. de-
seended with a very great rvapidity ; but, we
would warn our readers against being misled.

The very extravagant speculations for a
fall, in which many people now indulge, it is
very possible, may be verified.  Itis possible
that wheat may be twenty or thirty shillings
lower than was lately, and every other grain
in proportion ; but we do not think that any

AGRICULTURAL, EDUCATION OF FRANCE,

Notwithstanding that energy, enterprise
.md go-dhc'ull\cncss are ustally elaimed and
conceded as characteristics of the péople of
the United States, we sometimes  think
that even in these qualities they are exrelled,
in some departments, by the inhabitants of
other countries. Iu Xngland and Scotland
private enterprise is doing considerable in
the matler of cstablishing agricultural schools,
of various grades; and in France there are
now in ()pcm(lon three schools of Jbe high-
est grade and about fifty of a lower glad(.
undu a combination of private and govern-
mental patronage.  In Grermany also there
dte of agrienltural schools not a fow, As the




greater zeal of our brethren in these conn-
tries for the “interest of agricuiture, may
serve fo proveke our latent energy inlo life
and activily ; and as the methods employed
in these schools may furnish lints 1o such
individuals as way establish agricultural
schools on their own responsability and
resourees, or to o such as may be officially
charged by a State with the conduct of such
a sehool, we shall give, from time to time,
_some items of information in regard to the
suceess of these schools, the methods - of
instruction adopted, anil whatever else may
promise to he of interest or utility here.

One ol the Regional schools—as those of
the highest grade ave called—in France is
located at Grignon, about 20 miles from
Paris. At this, the period of education ex-
tends fo three years of 48 weeks each. Du-
ring the year there are lectures duily by five
professovs, and at the end of cach fortnight
an examination of pupils by au assistant to
cach professor.  “T'he time for study is from
6 to 11 A, »r, and from 710 9 v M. "Lhe
remainder of the time is devoted to the
inspection of the fields and for altending to
the cattle. Attached to the sehool is a
farm of 1162 acres.” There arc about 100
students usually in attendance.— Country
Gentleman.

PRESERVATION OF MANURE.

Several arficles have been published in
this paper during the current yéarin relation
to the preservation of wanure from the
wasting eflects of winds and rain and sun by
means of some kind of covering or shelter,
"The N. B. Agriculturist hias been lately urg-
ing” the importance of the same mode of]
management. Among other reasons why
farmers should bestow more care than they
usually do upon the production and preserv-
ation. of all substances capable of being em-
plofed as manures, some especial stress is
laid upon the fact that more than usual difli-
culties are now being {elt in obfaining guanos
and other portable wmanwres in suflicient
quantitics, and at reasonable rates, and, we
may. add, in a condition sufficiently {vee from
the possibility and probability of being frand-
ulently ‘deteriorated or adulterated.  As
regards the production of manures, cvery
vegetable or animal produet is caleulated to
swell the manwre hieap,  Animal products
are, from their containing a larger percent-
age of nitrogen more valuable than vegeta-
ble products.. Hence, while no 'vegetable
matier should be allowed to run {o waste, all
animal matter conneeted with the farm, and
all that can be cheaply obtained, should be
careflully collecied and added to the manwre
lieap.  Carcases of animals that die, blood,
slaughter-house cleanings, refuse of fisheries,
and anything of like nature should be added
as there may be opportunity. Where such
animal matters can be obtained, some dry
peaty matter from ditches, or sawdust or
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absorh the liguid, and also to retaip the am-
monia which exhales from it.

But negleet in the preservation of farn-
yard manure is more common or at least
more palpable than neglect in collecting
substanees to form a kwge manure heap.
The yards ave generally so arranged as lo
permit, not only rain, but also the drippings
from the roofs of adjacent buillings, to fall
upon the manwre and wash out of it much
that is valuable.  Who so very fortunate as
not to liave scem, either in his own barn-
yard or in those of his neighbors, brown
streams issuing forth, carrying with them the
gold of the farmer, only ‘in a way somewhat
different from the usual form. | Where this
cannot be prevented by making the barn-
yard coneave, or deepening it in the centre,
it may be done by laying down dry peat
carth or dry mould lo absorb it. It should
never be forgotien, says N, B. Agricullur-
ist, that the urine of animals is the most va-
luable part of their excrete, and where not
absorbed Dy the litter, should, in some way,
be prevented from escape and waste.

But fertilizing matter escapes in other
ways than in the liquid form. ¢ Loss also
accrues from the escape of matter in a-gas-
cous form.””  Ammonia oy hartshorn, which
is now generally known as one of the most
valuable, as well as one of the most volatile
of elements enteving into the composition of|
fertilizing matlers, readily passes [rom the
exposed manure in the farm-yard. « Wihen
fermentation rises 1o a certain height, ihis
escape is constant. Lo keep fermentation
in check and to fix the ammonia for reten-
tion should be the study of the farmer. Tlere
dry peat beeomes a valuable auxsiliary, and
also dry mould.  Some have advecated-the
adding of gypsum ; it is, however, found in
wactice not .to answer the expectations
which were at one time formed of it.  No
betler subfance has yet been recommended,”
says the N. I3. Agriculturist, * than dry peat
or dry mould. Sawdust, where it can be
obtained in: suflicient quantitics, makes an
exeellent additional covering for the mamme
heap. As a rule, all farm-yard manure
should he applied to, and mixed with the soi!
as speedily as possible 3 but during summer,
at least, this hecomes all but impracticable.”
Under such cirenmstances there must be loss
and wasle, a leaking away of what might be
converted into golden treasure, if the manure
does not get some kind of covering, and be
wixed with some matters which will absorb
the liguids and the exhalations.~—Couatry,
Gentleman.

"I'he stoppage of onr intercourse with BRus-
sia will turn into ather ehiannels the eapital
and enterprise whicl have so long contrilit-
cd to enrich her,  Muny of lber chief ex-
ports—such as hemp, flax, and tallow-—can
be obtained from India or South America,
and we have no doubt that, i the war shoull
continue, we.shall draw from our own posses-
sions -ubroad, or {rem other countrics, all
that Russin has hiterto supplied” us with,
In Hungary, for example, the cultivation of
hemp and flax may be cardfed on with ad-
vantage to an unlimited extent.  In causing
the trade of Russia with this country to he
diverted from its ancients channels and des-
trayed, the lémperor Nicholas is inflicting a
greater hardship on Lis people than he, per-
lhaps, imagines, for it will extend heyond the
war whicli.has given rise {o these obstrue-
tions, and will impoverish lis subjects even
more than the sacrifices they are now called
upon to make to satisly the demands of ab-
solute power aud military wmbition.
ROYAL AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY OF BNG-
LAND.—ARTIFICAL MANURES.

The following is an extract of a recent
inferesting debate in this society :— .

Recently some very spirited efforts have
been made’by Mr. Pettit to' manufacture an
artificial guano from the refuse.or neglected
fish, which abound on some of the shores of
the United Kingdom. This scems.a research
in a very hopeful direction ; it is certainly
endeavouring to follow in the same field as
those very sea-birds who manufactured the
Peruvian guano’ for “us ; their food being
alinost entirely fish—their excreta, consti-
tuted of the remains of fish, formed those
gnano beds, in a rainless climate, from
whence our mariners are shipping the guano
of Perw. The process of Mr. Dettit was
stated, at a recent discussion by the members
of the Royal Dublin Socicty, to consist
chiclly in treating refuse fishy matter with
sulphuric acid, by which a pulp is produced,
that needs only drying to form a manure,
100 parts of which, when analysed by Pro-
fessor Way, gave the following general re-
sulls

- The Xsses farmers, who use
fish as & manure pretty extensively, deema
dressing of’ 50 or GO bushels of sprats to be
a fair deessing for oats, and that these pro-
duce a powerful effect, especially in moist
seasons, equal to a dressing of 3 or 4 ewt.

a dressing of 1} ‘tons per acre; and allow-

ing nine- -tenths of this o be water, we have
an dpphcnuon of about 3 ewt. of sold animal
matter per acre.

It remains, thcn, o be seen, if refuse fish
ean be obfained-in suflicient quantities to
enable our "chemieal friends to prdouce a
supply of the British guano.

Few
can frrigate with it; nor will those, who
can, be at the expense of maling the pipes
aud hose neeessar y Lo spread the water-re-
fuse.  Box-feeding will preserve a litte ;
but. the open yz ards, the manure cleansed out
of the pigstics, the stables, and the various
out-oflices of the farm, will be fuind exposed
in most places for a very long period to the
effeets of the atmosphere.

We must not, however, forget locality.
Tn some places hardly too "much rain falls ;
in others almost all the soluble parts of the
manure are vegularly washed out.” Suill
water is far cosier let out upon the manurejt
if it run dny visk of being too dry, than to
stop an ovcrllow of liquid if it existsin excess.

Lincolndiire  Farming.
“"I'he ‘meeting of the Royal Agricultural

Society of Lincotn led to a cha\h.nwe, by
some men of Norfolk, to show, balfa dO/en of]

farms in that county against tlxe same num-
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ber on the Hmth and wolds of Lincoln. It
is to be lnoped “that the challenge will not
end in mere talk ;

coln and Norfolk are in a totally (hﬂc
position.  Norfoll was one of the carliest,
counties in Jingland in which the important
agricultural unprou.mmls, which we owe to:
the Duteh and Flemings were introduced.
From Flanders the turmp—on the cultiva
tion' of which all good farming u.sts——-in.st
found its way into Norflotk. Norfollc differs
from Lincolnshire, oo, in being more amply
supplied with lahourers 5 and w having had,
before the era of railvonds, a manufacturing
market close at hand.

I'he name best known in connection with
the agriculture of Norfolk is that of Coke,
of IIoIlem, afterwards Tarl of Leicester,
who, during a lonﬂ‘ life, devoted himself with
energy and success to the improvement of a
naturally poor soil by good farming aml
goodl stock, and long ]c'\sLs. Yle was one
r)f the great landed proprietors who, follow-
ing in the footsteps of Lord Somcrvxllc, and
av.ulmg themselves of the experience and
L\amplu of Irancis Duke of Bedlord, set
the fashion of agrieultural-minded Iantllord~
—a fashion which has been of such enormous
advantage to the country, by spreading
llu'ourrh its length and breadth the stock
bmunht to so lmrh adegree of perluction, by
B.\l\uvell in leep and by the Collingses in
Slxort—hon us. The sheep-shearing of” Wo-
burn, and afterwards of lIoll\lmm beeame
famous wherever agricultural improvement
was appreciated, “AL the prcscnt time
Norfolk has several improving ludowners,
and some farmers of the first class, whose
names have an Touropean celebrity. :

Coke, of THolkham—Tfor that is his agri-
cultural name—left his mark on Norfolk
more in the shape of iinproved live stock
than in improved jirocesses of tillage. . e
introduced the Devon, superseding an infe-
rior local breed; and he- did good service
by assisting 'to rcndu‘ fashionable the new
Leicester shuep by which-all the improve-
ments in our Long-wools have been effected.
But, although Norfolk may, perhaps, boast
éne of the hr<t, and certainly the largest
cultivated farm in the world, the county T
had to struggle against the disnd\'dntwc of
traditions which the improvements of the age
have put out of date. Tor inslance, the
turnip sown broadeast was a wonderful step
in advanee, as a root crop, a hundred years
ago, when grown' by Lord Somerville but
the turnip sowed broadeast,as it may snll be
seen in Norfolk and at the famous farm of]
Tiptree, is terribly bad farming.

decoys, and, in summner, with the lelp of

The Towlands
tirst benelited from the great drainage worl\s,
which were vigorously pmhul cnrlv in the
present century.  Sinee that period, the
introduction of the steam-engine has dried
hundreds of thousand, ol'.l(,xcs,.md substitut-
el heavy crops of cole or rape and corn for
uncertain catehes of pike, cels, and wild
duck, "Fhe bissing of the steam-engine has
driven away :

On a recent visit to the same district, we
lomnd no signs of contented 'xrrru,ultunl
conservatism, Draining had been vigorous-
ty pushed in the clay lands in the '\ulumn,
and fixed and port table steam- -engines were
spreading everywlhere.

THE PRICE OF GRAIN,
(From the NV. Y. Buening Post.)

The news brought hy the' steamer.St.
Louts, {rom ]‘mope, announces a liberal har-
vest of grain and lower prices, with a slug-
gish mar wket. The effect of these tulmos
wilt naturally be to produce a decline in the
priees of breadstuffs here.  \When we con-
neet this cause with several other civeum-
stanees which we are aboul to state, the de-
cline, whenever it arvives, wiil i all proba-
bility be very considerable,

A stale of things now cxists which is
favorable to a general decline of prices.
Speculation has Leen checked, losses have
been sufiered hy the fall of stocks and the
abandomnent of enterprises whieh a little
time since scemed full of promise ; incomes
have been diminished ; (.\llpfn'\lllult is not
casily found,

The barvests of Lurape, it seems, are
largé, and so we think our own will prove (o
be. Our wheat crop is certainly much larger
than it was last year, . In the western states,
particularly in the northern part of them, it
is estimated that never were $0 many acres
sown with wheat, sntlnever were such abun-
dant harvests gathered in. The high prices
of the year 1853 had their natural et ofl;
stimuluting production ; the favmer who
raised the most wheat in that year was thel:
most prosperous; hie was encournged (o, {vy
the same crop another year, and his ne il
bors followed bis example. T the southern
stutes, as we menfioned the other day, the
cultivation: of wheat las been nneh more
geueral this season than usual 5 fields which
last year were covered with the cotton plant
have this year yielded wheat of the best
quality produced in the United States. "This
wheat is not yct sent to market, on'account
of the yellow fever in the southern ports ;
but we know that it is ready for exporta-

tion, and the effect of sucha supply in pros-
~peet will sooner or laler have its Lﬁch on

the grain market.
