1t is a plous tradition in the old Monastery
of Qaebeo to celebrate every 50 years the
anniversary of the arrival of the Vensrable
Mothar, who founded their establishment,
and of ner ceursgeous Companions,

The tiret fiftleth—Auguet, 1639 —was paws-
ed in prayer, with 1o rejolclug demonatres-
tions. The Ursuline Misslonaricsof thatiime
felt the need of re-enforcing thefr ccurage
and reanimating thelir confidence, by recalling
in the presenoe of God, the oocrsge and con-
stanoy of thelr firat Mothers.  For trials had
boen numerous sinos the foundation of the
Monastery in 1639 ; and this present year,
1650,the thunder of war re-echoed all through.
out the cclony of New France, Bat ite
celebrations of 1739, 1789, snd 1839, were
distlogulshed by brilliant feativities at the
Monasteries of St. Ursula, in tbe clties of
Quaebec and Three Rivers, the Monastery of
Three Rivers having been founded 1n 1697.

On the first of Aunguet, 1859, the 250th
Anniversary of the arrival of cur Venerabdle
Mother Mary of the [ncarnation in Canads,
was solemnized in four dloceses of the P:ov-
{oce, at Quebec, Taree Rivers, Lake St.John,
{n the diocese of Chicoutimi,and at Stanatead
in the diocess of Sherbrooke. For, these dio-
ceses have the bappineas of posseasing each
s Community of the Diughters of the Ven.
erable Mother of th locarnation.

The Ursvline Mooaztery of Stanstead Is the
youogest ; it was founded only five years
sgo., Bat the foundresses In leaving the
Mether House of Qaebec, brought with them
ita Rule—a monument of wisdom aad pisty,
and its plous Traditions,—the testament of
the illustrlous Mother Mary of the Incarna-
tion,—which mssure to the new Clolster the
same vitality, the same strength, amd the
aame virtnes, which have always disting-
vithed the first Clolater. The remembrance
of the Venerable Mary of the Inoarnation Is
therefore as lively in the Monatery of Stan-
stead, s In the older Monasteries of Qaebec
and Three Rivers. Then with what furvor,
with what religious gayety, has been cele-
brated at the **Monastery of the Sacred H-art
of Jesws,” the 250th Aunlversary of the Ven.
erable Foundress of the Ursuline Community
ln Cavada. JIovited by their pastor, the
Falthful of the Stanstead Parish, join:d with
all their hearts, {a the fervent prayers, in the
glad oanticles and joyous demounstrations of
thelr Good Mothers, on the eolemn day of the
1st of August.

A great number of parishionera plously pre.
pared themselves to gain the Plonary Indulyg-
ence aclicited on tho nocasion of this memer-
able event, by hls Eminonce the Cardinal-
Archbishop of Quebeo, and granted with »
paternal benevolence, by our Holy Father
the Pope, to the four Urenline Monasteries of
the Prevince, and %o the Faithful who might
be able to take part in the aolemnity.

On the moraing of the first of Angust His
Lordehip Antoine Racine, Bishep of Sher-
brooke, presided at the firet religious cere-
monles of the day, accompanied by the Very
Reverend A. E. Dufresne, Vicar-General of
the dlocese. After both had celebrated the
Holy Sacrifice, they assisted at the High
Maes, colebrated by the Rov, Father McAuley,
paetor of Coaticoek,

The members of the parish chelr from one
slde, and the choir of the Ursuline Sisters
from the other, llfted up their voloces to
heaven in a magnificent goucert, plously fol-
lowed In recollection and prayer, by the as-
sembly of the faithful present. At thia
solemn bour pastors, falthful and nune traly
formed but one heart and one soul to thank
God for all the benefits bestowed upon the
Ursuline communities of Oanada, and npon
the familler whose children have the happi-
ness of recelving thelr ednoation with them.

EDIFYING FAITH.

Beautiful Devotion of Colered Cathellcs.

Among the many notable happeniogs of
our career on the ocolored missions of the
South, writes a priest of St. Joseph's Society
of Missionaries, the following deserves a pro-
minent place, because of its sweet Higaiticance
and touching pathos s au oct of faith :

About midway betweon Plscatoway and
*“ TB” Princa George's Coonty, Blaryland,
smbosomed in the woods, and severely alone
in ita marked if not aign!ticant leolation,
stood a little cottage tenanted by the,-nly Ca
tholic family of color in that section of S:,
Mary’s pariah, Not that the colored settlers
of the aurrounding parish were fow and far
between, or that many colored Catholics did
not irequent the parish church on Sundaye
and Helydays ; but it happensd that this
little cottags was placed In the very centre of
what may be called a Baptiat and Methodlst
camp ground, fully fourteen milies from the
pricst's house, which was at their principal
minion near the county teat, Marlborough,
known in history aa the birthplace of the
proto Blshop, Cairoll. In short, sverythiog
favored a lakewarm or nominal Catholicicy if
oot speedy apostsoy, sluce no priest conld
attend St. Mary's Plscatoway, more frequent-
Iy than ooce a fortaight, and the familv in
quentjon lived abont three or feur miles from
that thelr neareat church.

At one of thoss vieits an urgent eick call
frown the little cottage reached the priestin
time to save the messsnger a further journev
nf fourteen miles. Of at once the Soygarth
Aroon started arriving at the cottage at nine
o'clock. The last mile had to be trudged on
foot.  Up to his anklea in elush and mud, the
priest, bearing the Blessed Sacrament, sp-
proached the hcuse, and what s scene—the
whole family (vick mother exceptad}—out of
doora on thelr kneesin the mud, hands clasp-
ed hefore the treast, honds bowed, not a syl
lakls te break the soblime atillpenan ! With
the eyes of divina faith they ssw the Lamb
of God YWho taketh away the sins of the
world, coming, and forgetting even them.
sclves, fell prostrate in the mud before him,

The priest was moved to tears, YWho
conld witness that scene without emotion ?
Aud yet a more touching sight ramained to
be witnsssed, which detied all efforta at self- ]
posseasion. Coming to the door what was his
sarprise to find the damp olay floor, from the
threshold to the eick bed, carpated with new
shawls, candles lighting, and the whole sick
rcom waloscoted with sheeting newly washad
and jroned, rivaliiag the snowflake in Its
whiteness and purity. Bairrels of flour, po-
tatoes, eto., tables, truanks and boxes—every-
thing, In short, thut was not In keeplng with
the best articles of farniture, they had cover-
ed with the sams upholatery, In vain he
motioned te have the ahawlsy lifted np, and
for some moments atood outslde the door ;
but not a hand touched them till he had
picked hls muddy etepe wn well as he could
past them, and deposited the Blersed Sacra-
ment on the table.—Catholic Record,

aries, Yet they have to pay their ahare of
the taxes by which the publio achools are
supported, and if the public schools cannot
exactly be oalled ‘Godless,” the religion
that is in them Is certalnly not of ths quality
or quantity to satisfy the just clalma of
Catholics, We hope, however, that the time
{s ot far distant when a sense of juetice and
sound poliey in the matter of Catholic edu-
oational rights will provail both in New Z3a-
land and the United States.

But it ie well to remember that =ucha
deairable consammation oan ba cffected only
by the energy of Catholios themeelves. What
are our New Z:land friends ““going to do
abeut it ¥ Thelr aotion might be an instruc-
tion and an fenoouraging example to uwe.—

Be-
fore him wss borne the procezeional crose,
while an acolyte held the veesel which, 1
was told, contalned holy water, They were
followed by the fathers of the communlty,
the Revs, Matthew Kelly, Osmand Cooke,
and Constantine O'Hars. On his arrival at
the door of the church the Cardinsl Arch.
bishop was presented with holy water. He
then entered the church and took bia eeat in
the sanctuary with the reverend olergy.
Then,atandiog at the altar ralls,he addressed
those about to be confirmed in French in a
short discourse, His Eminence explalned the
nature of the sacrament about te be conferr-
ed, and expressed great matisfaction at secivg
p0 many who, drawn. by the light ot
faith, had joined tbe Catholic Church. Hoa
complimented the Fathers on their zeal for
the spiritual welfare of the English-speakicg
part of hia flock which he had intrusted te
thelr oare. It gave him gave him great juy,
he said, to be In their midat, and he felt sore
the Spirit of God, who was about to deacecd
upon them, would enable them to stand firm-
Iy in their falth,which God in His mercy,bad
slcgled them ont from se many to honor.

HISTORY OF_ OARDINAL GIB-
BONS.

What an Old School Bey Bays of the Great
Prelate.

Cardioal Gibbons will be the central figure ia
the celebration of the establishment of the
Ontholic bierarchy, esys a Baltimore letter to
the Pheledelphia inquirer. He ia one of the
best known men in Baltimors, and those who
have the pleavure of knowing him personally
will not be surprised to hear tbat not only is he
beloved by the members of his own faith bus
that he also enjoys the respect and esteem of
the whole people. His rooms in the archiepis-
copal residea oa Charles atrset are fitted'up with
almoss painful stmplicity, and display % a great
degres the unoatentation which is charact:ristio
of the man. The distinguished prelate enjo
the distinotion of being the youngest of the
cardinals. Heretwcofore 16 was almost proverbial
that to become a Cardinal one must first becomp
very old. But the present pontiff has shown
bia devire of baving young mea asaist the vener-
wble princes of the church in its temporal
government. Cardioal Gibbous is not & young
mar in the strict scnse of the word—for he hwa
already passed hia 50th birthday—but he is
young in comparison with his venerable colle-
aguea in the college of the cardinals.

Cardinal Gibbons is an American from ths
soles of his feet to the crown of his head. Hs
was born in the city of Bsiltimore July 13, 1834,

within & stone’s throw of the place where ha . -

now reigns as the head of the Awmerican church.
He was ordained a ypriest Juoe 30, 1561. He
displayed such marked atility that in 1868 he
was ap|.o n'ed vicar apos‘olic of N« rth Oar! gaa.
Four years later he was iuatalled as Bishop of
Richmond. In 1577 he was made coadjutor
srchbishop of Baltiniore, assuming oo the death
of Archbtahop Bayley, the fuill archbishoprie,
June 29 of last yenr the red hat was conlerred
on him with imposing ceremonies in she ¢city of
his birth,

In personal appearance the cardinal is slender
and delicate. His features are clear cut, nnd
his kindly mabnoers make friends wherever he
goor. 1a ability as a writer ranka high, and
novne that has read the "*Faith of Our Fathera”
can help being charined with hin style. Asw
epoaker he is alwayn clear in sentimeat and
simple io svyle. The “*Faith of Our Fathars” ia
made up principally of eermons delivered while
on missiooary tours in North Oaroline. Since
its publication more than 100,000 copies have
been rold.

Cardinal Gibbon's carrer has been filled with
mnnv humorous and pathetic incidents, While
he was an _humble prieat in the emall country
parish of Elkridge, near Baltimore, one of his
cbaragteristic actions gave him considerable
fame, Small-pox broke out iu the village and
all the people who were able deserted the town
just as rats desert s sinking ship, One old negro
who was ab the point of death was dererted b
hin friends, who left him neither food nor medi-
cine Father Gibbons heard of the case, and,
hastening to the dying man’s bedaide, remained
with him him until the last. This waa nov all,
however, for no one would carry the corpse to
the grave. Iather Gibbons was not long in
making up his mind ; he determined to act as
undertaker. So, baving obtained a coflin, he
placed the budy in it and dragged 18 to the
grave, performed the last ritea of the church
and buried 1t.

Thers ia another incident tn the life of the
cardinal that be rarely touches on snd for the
accuracy ¢f which 1 do not intend to be held re-
sponsible. The atory has been told in Balti-
more, and is old epcugh to be true if 10 lan't,
While the prelate was bishop of Richmond be
was defeudant in a suib relating to some church
property. When he was called ta the atand the
plaiot.ii’'s Inwyer s distinguished leﬁal lumiaary
who atill j«hines smong legal lights of Rich-
mond, determined to trip him up in some way,

After & number of vain endeavours to involve
the witnesa in contradictions he struck on a plan
which he thought would annoy $he bishop. He
questioned Bishop Gibbon’a right to the title of
vhe Bishop of Richmond, The defendant's
lawyer, n8 & matter of course, objected to thia
as irrelovant, but the bishop with a smile, said
that if allowed half an hour to obbain the neces-
sary papers. he would comply with the request,
This was allowed. The bishop lefs the room
and in twenty minntes returaed with a docu-
ment which he proceeded to read with great
solemaivy—all the more solemn as the 'prnyer
was entirely in Latin. The plaintifi's lawyer
pretended to take notes industriously. When
the reading was finished he announced thst the
papal billa just read were entirely satisfacbory,
ao the same time apologizing for his expreauec{
doubta. The next it leaked out that the bishop,
unable to find the papal billa at his reridenca
had brought to court and read a Latin eseay on
Pope Leo the Great written by one_of his eccle-
sinstical students, and forwarded by the
president of the college as a specimen
of the young man’s ekill in Latin compoei-

ion.

Oardinal Gibbons is a very liberal prelate
without saying or doing anything to detract
from the established doctrine of the Roman
Cburch, Speaking of the Cardinal it would
not be out of place tosny s word concerining
hia distinctive insignia, the red bat. Innocent
IV., ab the coungil of Lyona in 1245, conferred
on the cardinals the diatinction of the now
famous red hat. The special meaning of the
hat is that the Pope places it on the head, the
state of the brain, to warn sbe cardmal that he
must give learned sod loyal counsel to the go-
vernment of the church, while ita cotor signifies
that the wearer must be pepared to sned the
last drop of blood rather thun betray bis trusb,
Tae hat, now one cf ceremony only, serves bub
twice—ouce when the cardiosl recetvea it in con-
wiatory and next when it rests ou his cuwafalque
ab bis obrequies. It is then suepended from the
ceiling of the chapel at aisle of vhe church in
which be ia buried. The form of the hatis
round, with a low crown and wide, stiff brim,
from the inside of which bang fifteen vaseels,
The cardinal’s health ia comparatively good at
the present time, and it is understoed that he
contemplates writing another book on the doct-
rines of the Church. :

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THREE IRISH LEADERS.

The Men at '.l’hé Hend of the Home
Rule Movement.

Parncll, Davitt and ©'Brien—Their Work—
How They are in Touch with the People
~The Part Eack Man Plays in the Agita-
tion for nq-m!'l Rights—Thelirn, Diplo-

mas Presented.

Edward B. Rankin writes to the Sunday
Herald aa follows : While It 1a universally
oonosded . that the prominent and oantral
figure In the leadership of the Irish Home
Rale party is Charles Stewart Parnel], there
are, neverthelase, elements of stremgth in
farthering the movemen® for looal seli-zovern-
ment in Ireland, the loss of even one of which
would prove a serious setback to the cause,
The orucial test to which Mr, Parnell has been

Many of the gentlemen
conneoted with the soolety are almost as well
known In ireland ae they are in America, he
said, and the history of the moclety itaelf fs
one of honer and credit. He was proud to
be enrelled upon its books, Later in the
evening. and after Mr, O’'Brien had read the
history of the soclety frem 1737, he addressed
a letter to me formally acoepting membership
in the scolety. And now be Is once more in
charge of the prison keepers for outspoken ut-
terances in the cause of Irish rights.

With the lapas of a year and experience
In the outer world the second of the thr:e
groat lsaders, Michasl Davitt, hav acquired
conservatiam—in a far loss degree, 3o be
sure, than Mr, Parnell—but still & con.
servatism when the Michael Davitt of sen or
fifteen yoars ago Is brought to mind. He
bas developed more rapldly than any one
man in the Irfsh party, and Ia almest as po-
pular among the werking olssses of England,
Scotland and Wales as Willlam O'Brion s
among the peasantry of Irelsnd. Davitt's
early experience in the mille of England ; the
oruel loas of one of his arms while dolng com.
pulsory work at a man’s labor at the looms
while he wan etill less than 12 years old, and
his constant efforts to ameliorate the condi-
tion of wage earners in the United Kingdom
have made hoata of friends for him, and, at
the same time, brought over fens of thome-
ands of adherents to the one great caunse which
Is always nppermost in his mind, His is the
active brain forge which Mr. Parnell utilizea
with such great effect after it has been sub-
jeoted to the improving influencesof thonght-
ful considerstlon and eober judgment.

The principal member of the great Irish
trlune, Charles Stewart Parnell, the man
upon whom all eyee centre, Isa study. It
has been sald that his health is badly impalr-
ed, and that the straln npon him is such that
he cannot withatand 1t much lenger. I firat
saw him in Boaton nine years ago, and again
in Parllament six years ago. To my eyes he
looks better thissummer than he did on cither
of the occasions I mention, He han aged, to
ba sure, but not any more than might be ex.

SHOT THROUGH THE HEART.

——————

Traglc Beguel to Callifornia’s Sensational
Caunse Celebre—Jadge B. 8. Terry Killed
By a United Btates Deputy-Marshal Afer
the Former had Slapped Chlef Justice
Field’s Face—Mra, Terry wants Revenge.

——

Larugor, Cal.,, August J4.-—Upon the ar-
rival of the Southern Overland train here at
7 20 this morning, United States Supreme
Court Judge Stephen J, Field and adeputy
Untted States Marshal David Nagle walked
into the depot dining room for breskfast and
rat down side by slde. Soon afterwards
Judge David S. Terry and wife came in.
They weres procaeding to ancther table when
Mrs. Terry, evidently recognizing Justice
Fleld, did not slt down but retired to the
train for eome unknown parpose, Before she
reached it, however, and as zoon as she had
lett the dining room, Judge Terry approach-
od Justice Field and stooplng over him, slap-
ped hix face.

At this jopcture, Marshal Nagle arose from
his eeat and shot Judge Terry through the
heart. As he waas falling the depaty marshal
shot again, but missed him, the bullet going
through the fioor, The judge did not utter a
sound, He had hardly lallen when Mrs.
Terry rushed to the side of her husband’s
body and threw herself upon it. Then en-
aned a scene of the wildest oxcitement.
People rushed from the dibing-reom and
others rushed in. Daring thie time Juetloe
Fleld and Deputy Marshal Nagle retreated to
a aleeping car where they were aacurely look-
ed within. At times Mrs. Terry would call
upon the cltizens to arrest them,

Before the traln palled out Constable
Walker entered the nlesper and waa carried
away on board, He intormed the spectators
that be knew his duty aud wonld perform it.
| Durlog the time the train was standing at
the depot Mre. Terry was running wildly,
alternately from the body of her husband to
the sleeper, demanding admittance that she
might slap Justice Field's frce, and at the
same time begglng that they be detaln=d
and have their examination here, Previons

After the shooting Deputy United States
Marshal Nagle backed up agalnat the wall ef
the gdining-room, and warned every one net
to arrest bim, saylng he was & United Statea
officer in the discharge of kis duty- Thers
wasno semblance of an attempt to moleat
him, Constable Walker took Deputy Nagle
from the traln at Tracy and proceeded with
him to Stockton,where be ls in jail. District
Attorney White haa ordered the arrest of
Justice Fleld upon his arrival In San Fran-
clsoo.

TERRY'S ENMITY TO FIELD.

Sax Feaxcisco, August 14.—The an-
nouncement that Judge Terry had been killed
cnnzed extraordinary exoitement here. The
scene of the tragedy las elghty-thres miles
from this city, The possibility of an encoant-
er between Terry and Justice Fleld has been
recognizad ever since the imprisonment of
Terry for contempt of court ten months ago,
Terry was at one tlme Chief. Justioce
of the Supreme Court of California, and
hae always been & prominent figure in the
political history of the state. He was mar-
ried to Sarah Althea HIill, who claimed to be
the wife of Sbaron, Mre., Terry created a
scene in court, charging Justice Field with
balng corrupt, The weman realated a deputy
marshal whe tried to remove her. Terry
interfered, drawing a dagger. Ha wans dis-
armed,and Terryand hiswife were adjudgedin
contempt and committed to jall,

Justice Field went to Waabington returning
to this oity slx wecks ago, Newapaper arti-
cles were printed, intimating it would ba
dangerous for Juatice Field] and Terry-to
meet personally, as it was thonght the latter
might Insult the former, while the fact waz
aleo recognized that Justloe Fleld would be
gulek to rescns an attack from Terry, know-
ing it couid only resul: fatally to one er the
other in view of Terry’s record.

Terry was born in Kentuckp in 1823, He
served in the Texas army under Sam Houston
He came to Californla in 1849, and in 1859
was oleoted Juatlce of the Supreme Conrt of
California on the Native Amerfcan tickat,
Upon the death of Chlef Justice Murray In
1857, Terry became Chisf Justice. He op-
pesed the Vigilaace Committee of 1856, and
etabbed one of the mémbers who attempted to
arrest his friend Maloney. Terry killed
Senator Broderick In 1859 in & duel az the re-
sult of political differences,

Vicrow, Oal,, August 14,—The coroner ar-
rived hers at 12 40 to-day with Judge Terry's
body In a box covered with white cloth, 8rs.
Terry rode in the exprees joar with the re-
maios. Daputy Marshal Nagle was brought
here from Tracy in & buggy. He refused to
bs Interviewed, but said: “I am Deputy
Ooited States Marehal and simply did my
duty as an officer.” He waa locked up alone
snd soon after sent for the looal attorney,
Nagle was very oool and determined, bat
looked pale.

Stocrrox, Cal,, August 15.—A warrant
was Issued to-day for the mrrest of Justice
Stephen J. Fleld on complain of - Sarah
Althea Terry, who oharges him with com-
plioity in the killing of her husband, Judge
Terry, at Lathrop yerterday. Sheriff Ounn-
ningbam left here for SanFranolsco;this after-
noon to arrest Justice Field. The attorneys
engaged to defend Nagle promised that
Justice Fileld would appear when wanted,
but Mrs. Terry'a complaint was made against

At that instant Nagle crled **Hold, hands
off that man.” Justice Field looked up, and,
as hoe said later, never saw such a plotare of
incarnate hatred aas that deploted apon
Terry's face, Terry did not heed the Mar-
shal's warning and ralsed his clinched fist to
striko asecond blow. That menacing gesture
was the last act of his life. Quick as a flash
Nagle drew his pistol and sent a baullet
through hia heart. As the firat shot was fircd
Mrs, Terry reappeared In the doorway,
oarrying a band travelllng bag, Stackpole
Intercepted her, and with tho aid of others
took away the bag. Uponexamination after-
ward she bag was fonund to contaln a pistol,
which was asufficlently proof of Mrs,
Terry's motive. Mrs, Terry, an she saw her
husband fall threw up her hands and
screamed wildly, *‘ He has killed him ! He e
murdered {”

When the shooting occurred a panto selzed
the people in the dining-room and seventy
people crowded out in a heap. Wild excite-
ment ensued, but Marshal Nagle was the
coolest one of all, Tha srowd gathered about
him, still holdlog the pistol in his hand, He
tnrnad and sald to them :—

1 am a United States marshal in the dis
chsrge of my duty. Do not touch me.”

The crowd fell back, and Nagle said to
Jadge Field, ** Come on " Mr, Field arose,
and the two left the table, proceeding directly
to thelr car and seating themselves, Mr.
Field was nervons and as white a8 a sheet,
but he sald not a word, keeplog his lips com-
prossed, ’

It In stated, in explanmation of Deputy-
Maresha! Nagle's presence in company with
Justice Fielo, that Unlted States Attorney.-
General Miller bad telegraphed from Wash.
ington to the United States Marahal of the
district, ordering that the person of Justice
Fleld be protected at any hazard. This
order grew out of the fact that on the retnrn
of Juatice Field to this city from Washing-
ton six weeks sgo newapsper articles wore
printed Intimating that it would be Qanger-
ous for the Justice and ex-Judge Terry to
meet personally, as it was thonght that the
iatter might Insult the former, while the fact
was alno reoognizad that Justlee Field would
be quick to resent an attack from Terry,
knowing it could result fatally to one or tne
other in vlew of the latter’s record. It Is aluo
ald that Terry had openly made threats
agalnet Justice Field. Attorney-General
Miller’s order extended also to Judge Sawyer,
of the United States Circuit ceurt in this
clty, opon whom Mrs. Terry made » personal
awsanit last year whils on a rallroad train ac-
companfed by Judge Terry, Deputy Mar-
shal Nagle was directed to accompanyJuatice
Field, nnder this order, and is said to bave
glven Judge Terry full warning te stop when
the latter began this attack upon Justice
Fleld, and fired at Terry as the latker was
about to atrike a gecond time,

Justice Field was not armed, He was
frequently urged to arm himself, but wounld
never do go, and had declared that :when it
beoame necessary for a Justice of the United
States Supreme court to go about In the per-
formance of his duty carrying firearma with
which to protect his person it would be time
to abolleh the courts,

RAGLE HAS A RECORD, TOO.

Nagle waz born and raised in San Fran-
olsoo, He went to Tombstone, opened &
saloon and was soen doing a flourlshing busl-
ness. In a short time he became a great
favorite with the law-abiding oltizens of
that booming town, and in 1851 he received
an appointment as chief of police. Shortly
after his appointment a drunken Mexican
desperado entered the town and began to
enliven things by shooting at peoplo on
every side. He defied arrest and vowed that
the firet man that trled to arrest him would
be shot down In his tracke, Joe Poynton,
who was serving under Nagle, tried to take
him into custody, and was shot through the
groin. As soon am Nogle heard that
Poynton had been . wounded he armed
himsgelf and started in pursuit of the
shooter, He soon found him and ordersd
him to surrender. The only reply he re.
celved was a shot from the desperado’sre-
volver. The ballst did not take efect.
Nagle returned the fire, The Mexican then
took his horse and trled %o esoape. As he
rode away he fired s=everal shets at
Nagle, and with & defiant yell dared him to
follow, Nagle, revolver in hand, gave chase
to the escaping felen and called for someons
to get him a rifle, The Mexioan headed for’
the rooky portioa of the mountalns, and when
Nagle was handed the rifle he called on him
to halt, The Mexloan agaln opened fire on
bim, and Nagle used the rifle, He fired but
once and the Mexlcan dropped back dead
with a bullet throtgh his brain,

Elder Williams was breaght to the ocharch
to conduct the services as Morton'a successor,
Onc of the deacons got up and declared he
shonld not occupy the pulpit. The Elder
roplied be was thers to preach ths Gioepel,
and propoaed to de eo if he had to fight.
With this the row began, The pastor’s nose
was smashed, and a general knockdown fol-
lowed. Several of the brethren were badly
dizfignred when they sppeared in court.
The contending factlons ewore out warrants
for the arrest of each other om charges of
agseualt and battery and of disturbing the
peaoce.

Catholics ot the World.

Rev. P, Lynch, of the Oratory of the Holy
Family, Manchester, England, recently
preached a stutistical sermon, eshowing the
atrength of the Church in different sections of
the world, in the course of which he intro-
duced the following facte end figures in order
to demonetrate the past and present
condition of the Cathollo population of the
universe:

¢/0f the fourteen hundred millions of psople
in the world, about two hundred and thirty-
five milliong belong te the Catholic Churoh,
1n Kngland the two dioceses of Liverpool and
Salford contained 500,000 Catholics, or one-
third of the entire Catholle population of the
country, In Great Britain and Ireland there
were aoms eix mitllons of Catholles who did
not comprise within thelr ranks to any great
extent the wenlthy and powerful. Many
people in this insular coantry Imagined that
the Cathollc Oburch abroad must be like
what it was in Eogland, helding an Inferfor
position, and perhaps compozed of an Ig-
norant body—a bodyR by no meams re-
markable for.their literary acquirements,
wealth or power, . In- France, Protestantiem
never found a firm footing ; the French peo-
ple had always remalned  trite:to the faith,
Spaln, Portagal. Anstela ' Hansarw  Yeoi=
were at the preseni day Uatholic countries;
and the Catholics of Edrope made up half the

population of that continent. Norway and
Sweden were certalnly Proteatant countries,
but in Germany more than a third of the pee-
le were Catholics. In Eagland, it was not
alr to add all the non.Catholic secta tegether
to make up & Proteatant total, The Uburch
of Dogland posacinsd aboul Glteen wiiilons
of adherents in England axdd Wales, and the
tota! number of Proteatants in the whole of
the empire counld scarcely be sald to exceed
twenty millicns, So that whilst the Catholio
Church could clailm one In every six of the
people of the world, the Protestant religion
could only clatm one tn every seven bundred.
The United States was the country in which
the Catholic Church bad ite greateat futare
in store for it. About one-fiith of the popu-
lation belonged to the (atholic Church,
and that Csarch was rapidly making
headway whilst other religions were fast tor-
ing their hold on the minds of men. In
India, of the two millions of Christians there,
nearly one and three-quarters wers Catholics.
Mr. Craine, a Baptist, had recently referred
to tho fallure cf Protostant missions in Irdia
whers the Baptist body progressed at the rate
of aconvert and u halt per anoum, each con-
verison of n beathen coatlog over £300. It
was a woll-known fact that the non-Cutholte
congragations in Indla were Iargely made up
of the poorost of the poor, bribed, fed and
paid to attend non-Cathoile sorvices. Mr.
Craloe eald the culy misstenaries to Indin
who were making suy impreesion on the
micde of the Pagaan people were the Catholic
missloners and the salvation army, the latter
of whizh, added the prencher, owed its pro-
gress to the fact that it worked on Catholic
lines. In China there were ubout tiventy-
eight Bishops, over five hundved nutive
priezte, and over a mililon aod a quarter ua-
tive Chinere Christiaus. Every day the
Church was recelving a large increase to the
namber of Its converats in China. The Ca-
tholio Church was pregressiog In Japano also.

A Stray 8hepherd.

A New Brunswick correspondent sends us

side of the old man he was thruat back again by
a policeman with a fixed bayonet, Hartnett,
in whose family’s possession tha holdlog has
been for over three hundred years, owed only
a year and & half’s rent. Father Casey borrow-
ed the money, and got it tendered in full, with
costs, to the landlord, but without avail. To
add to the horror of this inhuman transagtion,
Hartnett’s poor old wife was a short time back
smitten with paralyais, and, like himself, now
lies a hopeless invalid.

But happily in our
fair Dominion we are not placed in any such
undesirable position. In the ranks of hoth
Liberals and Oonservatives are to be found
many devoted sons of the Jhurch, men who ex-
ercire an important influence in the counsels of
those parties, So long as this is the case there
oan be no duty incumbent upon Catholics as snch
to adhere %o one party rather than to another.
And the Oatholic newspaper which wounld
seek to make itself the organ or de-
voted partisan of either political party
woul@ b seems to us enmtirely mistake ite
mission. We are moved to make these observa.
tions by a letter which we have received from
a highly valued subscriber and friend in the

Father Greally, P.P., of Newport, Co. Mayo,
as chairman of a committee, makes a rousiog
appeal for a monument to the memory of a
splendid Irish priest who fell a victim to the
brutality of the Balfours and Castlereaghs of
the awful time of '98—Father Manus McSwee-
ney. He was taken and hanged from a crane
in the market square of Newport on the 8th of
June, his only crime- being that he had been
speaking to an officer who accompanied Hum-
bert’s expedition to Irelsnd and had been taken
prisoner, snd whose acquaintance he had made
some years previously while pursning his studies
in® France, For this eimple act of friend.
ship, he was seized and imprisoned, but he
escaped to Achill,where he might have remained
in security butfor the baseness of a wretch who
betrayed his hiding-place for the eake of a
pecuniary rewsrd, He was re-captured and
haoged, without any further ado. His memory
has long been revered by the people of the West
as that of a high-minded, pious, and fearless
Irish priest—a worthy companion of those who
in Wexford atood up and invoked the God of
Battles as the last desperate resort of an out
raged people, The idea of embodying this
sentiment in anlenduring and tangible ehape is
one that must commend itself to every patriotic

Irishman.

The Penalty of Prize Fighting.

It seems as though it was going to prove

equally as hard to knock out Sullivan, legally,

as it turned outin a physical sense. After stand.

ing an impartial trial he s sentenced to twelve

monbhs imprisonment for contravening the laws

of the State of Mieslesippi, yet at this moment
he is in the vicinity of Boston, bis home, hav-

ing, through his lawyers, secured an appeal

from the eentence. Although this may nob ap-

pear strange at first sight, still when we con-

gider the fact that the “prominent” citizens of

Purvis, together with the grand jury and the
judge before whom the preliminary investiga-

tion was held pleaded for clemency for the

pugilist, we are almost forced to believe that
another sad miscarriage of justice will have to

be chronmicled before the end of the case is

reached. The plea of the prizoner that he did

not know he was contravening the laws of the

state by prize-fighting is a very lame one, the
more particularly so when it is remembered that
extensive cantious measures were utilized to
evade the police on the occasion of the
disgraceful encounter between Sullivan and
Kilrain. The cruel and inhuman practice of
prize fighting, which has become =0 prevalent of
late, has been constituted a criminal offence in
every state of the Union as well as in Canada,
aud if the participants in these brutal exhihi-
tions are allowed to escape punishment for their
aot, through the expressed sympathiesof a few
admirera of the prize ring, it will prove asad
travesty on justice and tend to incite younger
aspirants for fistic honors to place the law at
deflance, and moreover encourage & sporb ? that
has become heinous and disgusting to all well-
educated people, It the Governors of other
atates where prize-fighting is carried on would
adopt the coursejtaken by the Mississippi judge,
a check might be put on such degrading exhibi.
tlons and euch practices would very scon become
unpopular,

The Behring Sea Troubles,

It would seem to be about time now that the
British governmenv should take some steps
towards commanding trom the United States
an abandonmeny of its abesurd olaima of juris.
diction in the Behring Sea. It may be true that
the United States in the purohase of Alaska,
succeeded to the rights formerly held by Russia
in thab territory ; but it has never been fully
determined what these rights were, The con-
tention for supremacy in the Behring Sea is not
a contention which other powers will admis,
though they do not seem to be. particularly
active in the enforoement of the objections they
pet up againsd the exclusive American claim.
The open sea,ussd merely as & hunting ground,
{5 not as lilzely a causefor quarrel as the open
sea over which the commerce of the world must
pass or whose waves wash fectile shores.

It is neceasary to bear in mind here that the
great matter of material consequence to which
this queation of jurisdiction applies is the pro-
teotion of the seal fisheries from deatruction by
indisoriminate killing of these animals, A
lease, which expires this month, gives to an
American company a monopoly of seal-killing,
with the ides and nnderatanding that this com-
pany will preserve as weil &2 riestroy the seals,
Several grave charges have already been brought

that any arrangement for bhis purpose must be
ganctioned by all the powears concerned in the
navigation of Behrings sea, The theory of the
sea being a mare clausum haa never been ac-,
knowledged, yet if it were accepted it might be
possible for the United States, with a sufficient
fleet, to enforce the protection of the seale
against extermination. But with the claim to
axeclusive dominion unacknowledged, the only
effective and reasonable course is that propored
by Mr, Bayard to the leading maritime powers,

The 8chool Question in Manitoba.

Mr, Martin, the Manitoba Attorney-General,
has declared war on the separate schools in
Manitobs. He has announced that unlees the
Government of the Province adopt as the prin-
cipal planks in its platform the suppression of
the separate schools and the abolition of French
as an official language, he will cease to bea
member of that Government. This anoounce-
ment has been followed by the resmgnation nob
of Mr, Martin, but of the Hon, Mr. Prender-
gast, the French Canadian representative in the
Manitoba cabinet. From this fact iv is fair to
infer that Mr, Martin’s announcement meets
with the approval of the Premier of the Prairie
Proviace and hig colleagnes, and that ib fore-
shadows the programme of the ca*:.net,

Exactly by what means this radical change is
to be brought about does not as yet sppear. As
regards the educational question, the constitu-
tion of the Province of Manitoba secures the
righta ot the minority in the same manner as by
the British North American Act, the rights of
the minorities in the Provinces thereby con-
federated were protected, The right of the
Legislature of Manitoba to make laws upon the
subject of education is specially limited by the
provio that **nothing in any such law shall
“ prejudicially affect any right oriprivilege with
** reapect to denominational achoola which any
¢t glass of persons have by law or practice at the
“ time of the union,” How in view of this sec-
tion the Legislature proposes to suppress the
separate schools it is somewhat difficult to com-
prehend. Such a measure is clesrly beyond ite
power. Even shonld the Parliament of Canada
desire to further the efforts in thab direcvion of
the fanatics in Manitobs, which we do oot con-
sider probable, it seems equally beyond its
power to do so. The constitution of Manitoba
was specially ratified by an Act of the Imperial
Parliament, and that body alone has power to

alter it, The task undertaken by the Govern-

ment of Manitoba seemes, therefore, a presty

difficult ome, Mr, Martin will probably find

before he is done with it, that however just and

commendable a proceeding it may seem to him,

to take the money of Catholics for the suppors of

achools of which they could not conecientiouely

avail themeelves, and however Ioudly eucha

scheme may be applauded by bigote in Manitoba

and elsewhere in the Domiunion, the statesmen

of Great Britain will think twice before they

interfere and amend the constitution of the

Province to enable him to carry out hie project.

Nob only are there great practical difficulties

in the way of this projected attack upon liberty

of education resulting from the enactments con-

tained in the Oonstitution, but we areled to
hope that the msjority in Manitoba, even if

they had the power, would refuse to perpetrate
the ipjustice contemplated, The day, if oot
gone by, ia at all events fast fading away, when
the ** godless” school was looked upon as an

ally of Protestantiem. Enlightened Protestanta
are faat coming to recognize that euch schools
are but hot-beds of infidelity. And as we pre-

same the adherents of no creed desire to pro-
pagate unbelief, and as fortunately, withall our
differences of belief, the outspoken partisans of
infideliby are rare among us, ibis perhaps not
persumptuous to hope that the would-be revolu-
tionists of Dlanitoba, will find arrayed sgainst
them the sound Christian public opinion of the
Dominion. We assume of course that this cry
for the abolition of separate schools is not a
mere cloak for an attempb to eatablish Protes-
tant schools only, but that ib is  really
propozed to establish schools in which no relig-
ionis to be taught. It would be rapher too
rich in the name of * equal rights® to decree
that all citizens should be taxed to support the
teaching of the doctrine of any sect. Such we
do not sssume to be the purpose of Mr, Martin
and his colleagues, It is then schools without
religion he is to give the Manitobans. Is it
too much to expect that people who profess to
believe—as membera of all cburches do—that
religion should go with ns and form part of our
daily lives, will meet otherwise than with stren-
uoue opposition, an attempb to exclude it from
the schools wherein are laid the foundations of
the lives of the young men who are to build up
this country? Time and the conduct of our Pro-
teatant fellow-citizens on this separate school-
question alone will tell,

[Sister 8t. Margaret (Mary Grant), who died
at the Mother House of the Sisters_of - Notre
Dame, Ville-Marie, Montreal, 20th July, after
an illneas of three monvhe ]

The 29¢ch July saw the shadows of death close
in around a zealous and self-sacrificing worker
in her allotted department of God's Boly
Church. On that day Sister St. Margaret, sur-
rounded by her sorrowing sisters in religion,
exchanged the tears and trials of earth for the
everlaating joys of heaven. But the death of
the just, ucn as was hera, can bardly be called
a death ; it is racher a sweet repose to all earth’s
labore, cares and woes, or a happy transition
from the church militans here below to the one
triumphant in the land of the living. The
apgel of deabth wealing her eyes with his golden
wand, declared with her an eternal peace, and
bore away the gcod and faithful servant from
this shade of the valley of death, to the white-
robed army that in the King.dom followeth the
Lamb withersoever He goet!

Sister St. Margatet was the daughter of the
late James Grant, of Oharlottetown, P.E.L,
and siater of the late lamented Rev. Dr. Grant.
Her preparatory studies were made in 8%,
Joseph’s Convent, Charlodtetown, and there she
early evincad that nobleness of Obristian virtue
that distingnished her whole after life. Piety,
modesty and obedience, those three priceless
gems that adorn the true Christian character,
were always her most cherished trea:ures. It
was ovident tbav God intended a life eo ex-
quisitely wrought to be entirely devoted to Hie
own service. The Divine Gleamer would nof
Jeave eo rich and rare a bloasom to shed its
fragrance on the desertjair of wordly purauits.
The pious pupil of St. Joseph’s was not slow 1n
corresponding to the graces she had 20 lavichly
received, In October, 1886, she entered the
Novitiate of the Congregation of Notre Dame,
at Ville-Marie, Montreal, being then at the
age of 20 years.

After ber profession, Sister St. Margaret, s
she was koown in religion, was for toma time
employed in teaching at St. Patrick’s Academy,
Montreal. Subsequently she was removed by
her euperiors to a convent of the Congregation
Ottawa. In both these pcsitions she endeared
herself to all who made her acquaintance by
her devotedoess snd amiable dispositions,
Death, however, spares neither aaint nor sinner.
All alike have to pay the common debt of the
buman family., Nor does the cruel gleaner
always stoop to the bearded corn alone; be
often lays bie sickle to the tenderest ears. The
good Copgregation Sister, however, though
youung in the yeara of this world, was certainly
ripe in the years thas count for eternity. After
bearing, with admirable patience and resigna-
tion to the Divine Will, her last illness, which
lasted three montbs, she finally on the 20th
July, breathed forth her pure epirit into the
hands of her Maker,

The modest excellence of the devoted and
self-sacrificing Sister was not generally known
to the world. She made no vain parade of her
admirable virtues, but consecrated her all to
the greater honor and glory of God, But in the
greav Book of Life, wherein the names of the
juet are ingcribed, her many excellent quslities
shall be written in letters more brilliant than
the noonday sun, .
Her body was laid to rest among her sister-
religions who had gone pefore her, thera to
await :

Ottawa’s Equal Rights’ Secretary Tell
Strange Yarns. ¥ * Some

OTrawa,Auguet  16.—Mr. G. H, Bradbury,
secretary of Equal Rigbta’ association, this
eveniog sent in his resigoation of that office!
Mr,Bradtury was seen before his resignation Lty
& reporter, snd he said :—*It is true tbn{
intended to resign. My reasona are as follows ;
I consider that the aocociation is being made
use of for political purposes, and I will not be
a party to auything of the sort. The course I
have decided upon is not due to any lack of
sympathy for equal nights. I take a deep in-
terest inthe queations thab are agitating the
public mind to-day and recognize the necessity
of the English speskiug people in this country
combining to check French domioation. Bat
this can's be done until both political parties
unite snd subject mere party objects to the
national welfare,  And this is not being done
in the Ottaws branch of the association.

“The firat object of the branch seems to be to
attack and destroy the Federal Government
and place the Liberals in power. I cannob
recognize this as a wise policy on the part of
the Ottawa branch, placing party firatinatead of
country first. If the platform of the sssocia.
tion is to be carried out by attack on cabinets,
gurely the firsb objects of hoatilities would ke
Mowat’s ministry, which permits French o be
taught as the language of the country, and al-
lows the public funds to be used so lu%gly for
clerical purposes connected with French
denominations. Mowat is a catepaw of the
Jeeuit and has been for yearsin the hands of the
Roman Oatholio Bishop of Toronto. He keeps
his power bg pandering to  the Jesuite and
encouraging the growth of French nationaliam,
to the danger cf the constitution and the des
truction of the equal rights.

C's enquiry was prompted, he aays, by
my alluzions Iase week to the word blarncy and
by recollections atill vivid of the pleasure he and
his eompagnon de voyage, pious pilgrims to ?be
Blarney Stone, enjoyed during su interestiog
isio vo the Lakes of Killarney, I should say
shat I am asked to tell him somethiog of the life
of Father Prout and what becsme of the eccen-
¢ric ol wit. 'The sketch written below is neces-
earily brief. 1have picked out the facts, almost
literally ae they are related, from the very full
biographical notice of the curions old man,
wristen by Charles Kent, an English Catholic

barrister.

Fraxci8 SYLVESTER MAHCNY, best known as
Father Prout, was born in Corkin 1806 While
yet quite young he was sent to the Jeeuit Col-
lege st Amiens, in Frauce, and afterwards to
their college in Paris. He socn. spoke French
a8 though it were bhis mother tongue, and after-
wards his familiarity with Latin and Greek was
scarcely inferior. Having completed bia college
cearse of studier, he determined at once to enter
the noviciate of the Society of Jesus, at the end
of which he was sent to Rome. While there,
and just about the ttme when he expected to be
ordained, bis health tailed bim, and be was aent
back to Ireland, Already previous to this, it
sppears, he had been frequently advised that it
was thought he had po vocation for the priest-
bood, and now etopping at Genoa oo his way,
the Provineial of the Order informed him of the
decision that he was not qualified to be a member
of the Society. On reaching Ireland, however,
with an nbetincy which he ever afterwards re-
gretted, he obtained permission to remain, and
was then appointed Maater of Rhbetoric ay
Clopgowes. Here again ib soon became evident
to the eutborities, gifted with almost genius
thoueh they recoznized him to be, that Mahony
was not of the material from which Jeeuits are
made, and be himself at last realizing ab least
shis much, the cbair of Rhetoric at Clongowes
was resigaed, and be left the Order and return-
od a disheartened man to Xome, There the
Jesuit Fathers, whom he still haunted, sgain
tried to dirsuade him from becoming a priest,
bub their advice was in vain and he was ordain-
od at Luces to the secular priesthood. Alae!
poon, but only when it wae 20 late and irrepar-
able, he himsslf became couvinced that he had
become a priest forever wishout baving any real
vocation—that ke had obtruded himself into
the sanctuary. Realizing this his sense of re-
verence constrained him into relaxing and event-
uslly into abandoning the exercisa of his sacer-
dotal tanctions, Still, however, he con* nued
to say his office, and his breviary remained with
him to the last, It is sad to tell that from this
first stage be drifted away from even the ordin.
ary practices of religion. Loog before this ead
atate was reached he had atripped himself ot
the externals of his sacred office, and collar and
caesock thrown aside, he discontinued bis inter-
conrse with ecclesinatics and found in their
place new, and I doubt not, mors congenial
companions among the magazine writers of the
dsy. ]

About this time, in 1830 it was, Fraser's
Magazine was springing into celebrity in Lon-
don, and here Mahony scon won himaself a place
of mark among its twenty-seven regular cob-
tributors, many of whom, as Dr, Maginn, Cole-
ridge, Thackeray, Oarlyle, Southey and others
were destined to senrd down great mames far
into the fature. Their places of meeting were
the taverns and inne of London ; the time was
one when drinking habits were in the ascend-
ant, and, according to the recollections of one
who knew the set well, poor Mabony **bad not
¢ gnfficient resolution to shake off,the convivial
* habits then acquired.” I can readily imagine
that his was the too common error of seeking
“ garcease of sorrow,” as Edgar Poe calls i, in
wine or something atronger., Even though his
humour often eeeks its subjects far off in epis-
odes of classio literature now aither lost in the
darkness of time or known to few, still, like the
*gam of purest ray” brought from *‘the dark
unfathomed depths of ocean,” Mahony’s bumor
eparkies go that all may see and enjoy ita bril-
liancy, But while we are dazzled with the
glitter of his pen and laugh at his ** quips and

reranke galore,” it is Bad to think that all this
wit was powerless to make ite possessor other
than utterly miserable, IF, while he alone was
responeible, he had tried to lay the fault at the
door of others, it would nobt be surpriaing to
hear that he blamed the Jeenits, for they cer-
tainly had declined to make him a priest of their
Order ; bub it is to his credit that he seems never
t0 have bad for them other than feelings of pro-
found. gratitude. In their canse he is an en-
thusiast, and perbaps the fineat of the Religues
is the paper called ** Literature and tha Jesuita,”
in which he pays his tribute of gratefnl respect
to and boundlees admiration for his old masters,
There he enumerates the names of their famous
pupils ; he recalls with pride all they have done
for mankind thronghout the world, and exclaims
exnltivgly :— ’ .
“ Quae regio in terris nostri non plena laboris?

This
fact was communicated to two of his friends
only—%0 Father Lefevre, his fellow-novice ap
St. Acbenl, and to thelate saintly Bishop Grans
of Southwark, whose photograph X happen to
poszess.—Poor Father Maheny died in 1566 ;
the words of his oconfestor, Mgr. Rogerscn,
will convey to my correspondent an account
of the l-nely old scholat’s edifying end :—

‘* Thanking me for my patient and persever.
 ing attention to him during his sickneas, he
‘* asked pardon of me and of the whole world
** for offences committed against God and to the
‘¢ prejuadice of bis neighbor, and chen sinking
¢ down in front of me, with his face buried in
‘¢ his two hands and resting themn on my koees,
¥ he received from me with convulsive 2obs the
‘ words of absolution. His gevial Irich hears
“was full to over flowing with gratitude to
‘! trod, a8 a fountain released at this mowent ;
‘“ the suoshine of his early goodness bad dis-
¢ pelled the darkness of hia after life, and he
“was a8 a child weary and wcrn out after a
¢ day's wanleriogs, when it had been lost and
‘ was found, when 15 bad bungered and was
¢ fed again. I raised him up, took him in my
* arms and 1aid him on bis bed as I would have
“ treated such a little wanderer of a child, and
% left him without leave-taking, for bis heart
* was too full for worde.”” After this be never
attempted to leave his bed, snd died ig the
evening of the 1§th May.

Mgr. Rogerson elsewhere writing of him
says :—"'It troubles me to aear un-Catholic re-

¢ check, admocish and deter.”—No doubt he
has eatranged much sympathy by his maligoant
ridicule of O’Connell and by his depreciation al-
most as bitter, of Archbishop MacHale of Tuam,
whom he used to satyrise under the thin dis-
guise of Mac (chiav) Hcllo, Archlishop of
Vestrum.

The Shameful Manner in whicth They are
‘Treated by Dealers.

** That the Princess Louise is a sensible and
kind-hearted young woman is shown by the
fact that most of her lingeric was made, by her
desire, by poor Irish women for whom work ia
found by the Donegal Industrial Society,’—
Cablegram, July 27,

Bosh ! Irish lace is the cheapest as well aa
the best in the world. Edgar L. Wakeman,the
bonest and out:poken American traveler,
tells how the cunning traders of she North bleed
the lives of the poor peasant women who make
this lace for a starvation pittance. One woman
who had worked for weeks on a single handker-
chief said she hoped to get a pound (five dollars)
for it from the dealer. The same dealer showed
Mr, Wakeman inferior ones for which he
charged 8150. Even then they were the cheap-
est of their quality In the world,and that is why
the granddaughter of the niggardly ?ueen
had her lingeric made by the ** poor Irish-
womea,”

Mr. Wakeman’s account cof the Irish lace.
makers in the Boston obe is highiy interesting,
Of the number =0 employed, he says : ** From
the mosb conservative_estimates it would seem
that 20,000 women in Ireland are constantly em-
ployed in the various forms of lace-making;
75,000 are at work in the linen apinning and
weaving mills ; 25,000 are employed in em.
broidery alone ; and from 75,000 to 10,000 in
such persuits as Laitting, shirt-making, hem-
atitching, finishing, lanndcying, and boxing ; in
round sumbers, 200,000 Irish women in homes
and factories are endleul{ striving to hold their
hovel homes and sheir beloved Ireland together
on wages which will not exceed the average of
four shillings per week ! These wages could bs
doubled and trebled by technical instruction.
Yet the Eoglish Government, while billeting
nearly 20,000 constabulary upon the country has
never thouiht best to expend a single farthing
in the establishment of any technical achools, or
in “{ form of instruction to raise these wil.

The building was occupied by thirteen fami-
lies, who have beeu made temporanly
homeless by she fire. The flames did nos do
very much damsage $o their household eftects.
The loss will not smount to more than

$10,000.

Jobn J. Snyder, the proprietor of the rea
saurant ; a colored 0ook named Brooks, and a
waiter named Plunkett,have been'locked uf on
suepicion of wilfully causing the fire. It is
slleged the cook was drunk. Sayder had $1,000
insurance on his fixtures, which was more than
they were worth. The policy expires Septem-
ber 24, and Snyder bad the policy in his pocket
when arrested.

Coroner Hanley this afternoon committed
Snyder and his cook, Walter Brooks, to the
Tombs to await the inquest, which will be held
Monday.

For some time an old negro named Tobias
Jackson has been prociaiming himself as
Daniel the Prophat ard doing all kinds of
singalar things. The darkiea in this sestion
are igonorant and superstitious and Jackeon’s
actions and the great powers he clalma to
have been Invested with have awed the
negroes, Saturday last Jdackson persnaded
three young negroe men that they were re-
presentatives of Shadrach, Meshack, and
Abednego, the three ohildren of falth, who
entered the fiery furnace of Nebuchadoezzr,
He proclaimed that & furnace where iron Is
melted and caet into all kinds of forms was
the furnace of Nebmohadnezzar, and that
they could enter and pass throngh withou$
the smell ot fire, The three negroes, oalling
themselves the three ohildren of lsrael under
the Influence of thelr new prophet, deliber-
rtely enteroed the gate of the oapola of the
farnace and rushed headlong before they
could be stopped into the white heat of the
melting iron, When they failed to come out
Jackeon proclaimed that he saw them rlsing
in the alr with the mmoke of the furnace at-
t:nded by angels, and sald that they would
revisit the earth agaln next Sunday,

The negroes propose to meet at churoh next
Sunday and pray,awaiting the descent of the
three children of Israel, The mother of one
of them aaid, when asked about the matter,

Prie:ts and the Laity.

Priests are not chosen from among the angels ;
they are chosen from among men subject vo all
the temptations and the weaknesses and afflic-
tions of men. The lite of a priest is a hard life,
a life of trial, a life of eolitude, a life of denial,
and, a8 a rule, a life of poverty. When it is
coneidersd thav priests have been carefully nur-
tured, trained in refined rurroundings, nunused
to the ordinary hardships of life, and strangers
to the toils and heats that come to the bulk of
men, it will be more readily understood that the
struggles and difficulties that are ensily borne
by thoss whose earlier life has been a prepara-
tion for them, are for the priests doubly onerous
and irksome. It must be borne in mind thab
the real worldly life of the prieat begins only
with hie priesthood, the earlicr years having
been devoted to that spiritual and mental srain-
ing necessary in his calling. If the laity would
give more consideration to these facts, they
would not be so ready to find faulo with the
priest, He was not educated to finance; bow,
therefore, can it be expected that his judgment
in such matters will be mature? Mis know-
ledge of the world has been confined to the vista
of baooks; isit strange that the experiences of
the practical, worldly life would find him ill-
prepared to successfully oope with them at all
times? No matter what theolorical learning
he may bave, he must still pass through a
school of practical application, and it is a won-
der that greater and more gerious blunders are
not eredited o him in his apprenticeship.

The laity shoald be lenient in their judgments
of the priest. A word of counael, a word of en-
couragement, may often do much to help him n
his difieult task, Inatead of looking to him as
the embodiment of worldly wisdom, if they
would consider him merely as a student in
practioal life, their censures would nob be ao

ready nor their judgments so severe, Of ane

thing they may be certain—their forbearance
need not be of long duration ; with his facilities
for studying human nature in its every phase,
it will not be long before he becomes a master
inatead of a novice,—Coelorado Catholio,

What Protestantism has Done for
the Negro.

in the extreme to civilization and to common
decency. Fortunately Bell, the white messiah,
bas been captured and placed in an insane
asylum, while his black imitator haa been secux-
ed and safely lodged in jail.

It is worth while to ask where the responsi-
bility for such scenes in & profeasedly Christian
country lies, and how far Protestant Americans
can reccacile their lavish expenditures for for-
oign missions with the existence in their midst
of marsen of people whose spiritual and indel-
lectual condition is not one jot better than that
of the ravage.

A Faller Meteer amalyzed—Eleciric Rall-
reads—General Notes.

A fragment of » meteor which recsutly fell
in Chloago was analyzed and found to con-
taln 73 per cent. of iron, 21 ot nlokel, 2 of
manganese, and small quantities of alumin-
{uam, cebalt, tin, copper, arsenio, eto.

At a recent mosting of the Linnean Soclety
in Eogland, s moet extraordinary fruit waa
exhibited, ths mo-called *“*miraculous berry”
of West Africs, bslonging to the Sapot.
aotxe,  Coversd extersally with a woft, aweet
pulp, it imparis to the palate's sensation
which renders It lmpowible to partake ef
sour substances and even of tartaric acid,
lime julcs and vinegar, and to give thema
tiavor of absclute swestness.

There are now in use in the Uaited States
more than 5,500 central electrical stationa for
light and power. There are 200,000 arc
lights, and 2,000,000 incacdescent lampe.
There were 52 electrical raliways Ja oparation
in Msrch Jaat, and §3 roads in process of
conatrootlon. The increass of capital fn
electrical Investments during 15SS waa nearly
£70,000,000. These are very siguificant
figures, and they polnt unmiatakably to the
course of future inventions and discoverles.

A atory I told of the boyhood of George
Westinghouse, Jr., who le known everywhere
as the lnventor of the celobrated alrbrake
which bears his name, and later by bin gigan-
tio operationa In electric lighting and natural
gas, wbloh shaws that the germs of his iaven-
tive abllity were very early ripe for develop-
ment, George was very fond of playing batl,
and war very often abasot frem his work at
bla fathor's tactory. It waas at last declded
that Gsorge's work shounld be arranged on the
plece system, inetead of the time system, so
that %0 soon as he had finlahed bls task be
conld seek the seductions ot the ball grounnd.
The gulckening effect of tuis arrangement was
soon made manifest, tor without any previons
kaowledge of the nmow well known diac
methed of catting metals, he experimented
and discoversd that, with a clrcular dlsc of
soft sheet iron, on the higheat speed of his
Iathe Le could aplit & file. He quickly ntil-
ized this method of completing his dafly task
and repaired so early sach day to the ball
ground, that his father at frat feared & mis-
oount had occurred. Oa watching George at
work, however, he sooa saw for himsell how
the remarkable feat was aocomplisbed.

Erectr10 RAILROADS.—G. W, Mansfield,
in a paper rad befors the Thomson Electric
Olab, of Lynn, gave a short history of the
ordinary atrest oar. It was somewhers in
1670 that the firat atreet vehlole waz drawn
about on wheels, but was given up na a fall-
are. One hundred yeara later iron rails were
tried snd slso discarded. In 18527 the Balti-
more and Oblo ** horse oar” line was opened
up, a short distance belng covered, and Irom
this wonderful resuits have grown. The first
atreet rallway was operated in 1832, trom
New York {o Harlem, and to-day there are
25,000 cars in nee on the streets of cltles in
the United States, requiring the services of
180,000 horses. In 1856 the firat street car
was operated in Boston—a distance of three
miles—though great oppositlon was met with,
Boston to-day operates the largest street car
service in the world, one hundred and ten
million persons being carried over the rails in
one year, Jo mest the problem of = mure
rapid means of traneit the electric rallroad
haa come In, steam having proved a fallare
on the streets. With the electrio motor trains
of throe or four cars can berun st & high rate
of speed, which it Is Impossible to do with
horses. Mr, Mansfisld showed that, even In
the present transsitional state of the eleotrlo
motor, a speed of thirty miles an boar cap be
readily obtalned.

Remarkable Discoveries in Egypt

The two large July gatherings held In
London, Eagland, by the Victoria lastitute
are conslderad to have been of muoh Import-
ance, The President, Sir G. G. Stokes, Bart.,
President of the Royal Soclety, tock the
chalr at hotb, and on each occasien the mem-
bers orowded the large hall eagsged to the
doors, At the first meeting, Professor Sayce’s
account of his examinatioa of the library
brought by Amenophfs I[I. from Assyria to
Egypt 34 centuries ago, was given. The Lord
Ohancellor delivered an eloquent spesch on
the occasion, and M. Naville, the disceverer
of Smoooth-Pithom, Bubastiz, and other
places of great hiatorical importance in Egypt,
oharacterized the dlscovery desoribed by
Professor Sayce as one of the moat important,
and perhaps really the most Important, of
thie century ; and the Viotoria Inetltute's
members were not slow In recognizing the
value of thelr fellow-member’s work., At the
seoond meeting, the members assembled to
welcome M, Naville on bis arrival In England
aiter his disoovery of the site of Bubastls,
and bis exploration thereof, The business of
this mesting was commenced by the eleotion,
as members, of several whe had applied to
join the Institute as supporters, incladin
Bis Excellenoy Count Bernstorff, and ssvera
Australian and Amerfcan assooiater, after
which M, Naville himseelf desoribed his own
discoverles at Bubastls, for the firat time in
Euogland,—his last visit to Eogland baving
been previons to those discoveries. The So-
olety of Arta having most kindly placed their
apparatus at the disposal of the Victoria In-
atitute, he showed, by llme-light, the phote-
graphs he made on the spot,

M., Naville commenosd by quoting the
propheoy of Ezekiel againat Egypu,bmnu it

ocover !~ Taking the last colty named he de-
soribed how he found Pibsseth-Bubaatis,how
each day’s excavating work brought him new
rellos, new I[nsoriptions ; how he found
Rameses II., In the 10th dynasty; had, .se
nsaal, blotted out the names of future
Pharachs, and put his. own name on every-

betwesn whem and Pepl, of whose infla-
s thurs  were  Uewwe, U Faais
lntervensd, S00 years after there was a trans-
formatien of sho city in the 12th dynssty: in
the l4th dyn there was the lnvasicn of
the Hyksos or Shephords, who, from the
stataes of great besuty found, and from otber
ovidanoes, must have been a highly cnltivated
moplc. who, he considered, mass have come

m Mesopotamla, Dr. Virchow constdered
that thelr monoments represented Turanisns,
sod Professor Flowsr considered them to re-
present peopie of a Toranian or Mongolold
type, but that did not mean that the popula.
sion {tself was Tursnlan. Thelr worbip and
Iangusge was of » Samitlo tvps, but the
stataes of thelr kings showed that they were
oot Semites, M. Naville added: ** It was
then what It Is atill now ; and I beliove that
the conquest of Egypt by the Hykeos lu not
unlike what would happen at the present day
if the pepulation of Mesopotamia overran the
valley of the Nile; you would have masses,
In great majority of Semitic race, spsaking a
Semitic Ianguage, baviog a Semitlo religion,
and being under the command of Turke, who
are not Semites but Turanlans,”

M. Naville, having refarred to the head of
a Hykios Kiog, which he bad sent to the
British Museum, added that he had fomnd
two statues of Apepl, the Pharach of Soseph,
and insoriptions in regard to the Pharaoh of
the Exodus, and many others of high in-
terest. But it wonld be Impomible to refer
to the mine of intersating matter in this pa-
per, and we can oply coogratulate the mem-
bers of the Victoria Iastitute oo possessing
it : it fs certalnly worthy the whole year's
subacription to possesa this one paper. M.
Naville, to concluding, sald : **1 canpot
dwoll at great length here on the events of the
Exodue, yet Ishould like to mention that the
succeeaive discoveriea made in the Delta have
bad the resnlt of maklng the ascred narrative
more comprehensible ln many points, and in
one capecially io showing that the distances
wers much shorter than was generally
thonght, I comider, for instance, it Impor-
tant to have established that Bubzatis was a
very large city, and a favourits resort of the
king sad his famlily. It Is quite posible
that, at the time when the events preceding
the Exodus took place, the king was at
Bubaativ, not at Tanils, as we generally be-
lloved,"”

Sir George Stokes, Bart., having conveyed
the thanks of the members to M. Naville, a
short discnssion took place, daring which
Captain Fraoci Petrio, the Honorary Secre-
tary, polnted out that what Profesnor Sayce's
%Apar had done as regards Assyrian and

abylonlan history, M. Navilly's had done sa
regards Egyptian history. Thoy were papers
advancing the practical work of the Institate
in investigating philosophical and sclentlfic
queations, eapeclally any questions vsed by
those who unhappily sooght to attack the
Bible In the name of Sciencs; and both wouid
appear In the Joornal, which would be pre-
sented at the Institate’s Rooms, 1a, Adelpht
"Terrace, to all members and aeacciates who
were now on the list, or who might apply to
jolo after the 10:h of July.

FALL FEEDING FOR COWS3

Time ia to be taken by the forelock, snd to
prepare early for the fall feeding of cowsia
carrylog out this wise principle, When the
season is about to end, feed is nanally scarce
and poor, becaunsa preparations are not made
for itin good time, snd the prodact of mlik
talls off at the very time when it should be
kept up for the winter protic. Oace a cow
losea milk it le very difiicult, and, 1o many
cases, imposslble to resioreit. Hence, fresh,
succulent food muet be provided for. The
best recouree is a field «f aftermath, grass or
clover, or a pasture which has been reserved
eapecially for she purpoee, It may be tou
late now $o remedy & fatlure for the present
season, bot warning should be heeded in time
for another year. Still, somethlng may yet
be done. A planting of early kinds of aweet
corn, sown ln rows eighteen inches apart and
threse inohes apart In the rews, will very soon
afford very moceptadle feed. blillet mag be
gown for pasture; oats sown in Aunguasi or
September will make the beat of pasture for
the early antumuo, and rye will asrva to follow
after the early frosts, If mo other way can
be found, some of the best hay, with a liberal
ratlon of corn moal, should be given ms soon
as the outdoor forage hae bscome soarce.
Later, the small patatoes may gerve as suc-
oulent food along with the hay, Malt sprou’s
steeped In water and mixed with cut bay
have Increased the milk yleld more than pas-
ture has done. This faod Ia very pleasant
and palatable ta the cows, and exceedingly
nutritlous and productive of rlch milk. It
can be purchased cheaply in summer and
fall when ft ls not much in demand. Bran
and shorts have great value both as food
products and for enriching ths maoure, end
ootton-geed meal feed with care and judgment
la valuable, Apples ars worth more tu feed
to cows than for clder.

IMPROVING SOILS.

The NorthCarolina Farmer glves its readera
the followlng advice, which lIs as good for
this latitude as for North Carolina :

The amount of vegetable matter in the
soll may be Increased by various methods :
One {s, by large applications of barayard
manure, say fifty cords to the acre. Bnt this
would be very expensive, and s ont of quee-
tlon In common farming. It may be done by
putting on poat or muck,whan these are near
to the fislde. But this Iovolves a consider-
able outlay for laber In digging the peat, and
and a still larger expense in carting it,wheth.
er it ficst pasa tbrough the yards and stables,
be carted to the fields for compositing, or
spreading upon the surface to be plowed In.
On soms farme this may be a cheaper method
of supplylog vegetable matter for the soll,

Buton others the mont economical method
is the rising clover, to be fed off upen the
land or to turn In. If a ton'of clover may he
worth 80 as & fertllizer, the growing of the
plantu Is a oheap method of improving the
iand. Two tons for the first orop and a ton
{or the second crop ls not an unocemmen yleld
for 1and In good hears, The roots of olover
also add largely to the vegetable matter in
thenmoll, The first orop may be pastured,
walting until the crap is In blossem, and then
tarn In oattle enengh to feed 1t off In three or
four weekn. They shonld be kept constantly
upon the field, that the whole crop msy be
returned to the eoll. Thls will of courae help
the second crop whioh may be turned in with
plough soon alter 1§ is1a bloasom.

It the equivalent of thres toms of drled
olover hay and one ton of roots have bsen
grown to the aore, about $38 worth of wan-
ure has been added to the wsofl, and it bas
baen distributed more evenly than wonld

be the cheapest method of increasing the
crRotalls matter, and the fevtility of woll in
common farming. Aud thie it will ba secn
reqaires some listle capital.

HAYMAKING IN FINLAND

A ourlous way of making hay Is very gen-
erally adopted by the Fics, Poor men whe
owd no meadows have Jobg been accustomed
to out what grasa they can find In the foreat

Isdes and other waste lands, Owing to the
ack of roede and farmsteads the hay was
staffed amoag the branches of neighhoring
troes to await the winter frosts ana snow,
when it conld saily be carried off by sledges.
After & wet 524320 gom» farmaras noticed that
this was actoaliy vetter in gaslity shan 1bat
which they themeelves had made from much
better grass. The wild crop, *0 to call it,
had dried mach bstter In the tzse branches
oxposed to a free circulation of air thanthe rich
berbage which had lalz long on the scdden
groued, Hence it vocured to them to make
temporary trees npon which thelr own crops
might be dried.

The experiment was attended by auch
sgocess that the plan has been wldely imi-
tated, and bids fair entirely to supplant the
old-fashioned method. After the mowing ia
done a number of poles about ten feet in
length, and provided with long transverse
PeRy, are set up st {ntervals, and the grasa is
loosely heaped upon them. The resnlt ix said
to be excellent. Even in wet woather only
s vmall portlon ferming the outefde of the
plle is discelored, while the luner portions,
exposed to the alr beceath and protected
from the raln above, are dried In poarfect con-
dition. Mowing can be carrled on la aplte
of wind and rain, and when once the grass ls
placei apon the drying poles It may be left
without fear for serious damnge until the
weather changes.

FARM NOTEN,

1t takes time to reform In any direction.
If your neighbers are slow to change to
breeding bester horses, don’t ke discouraged ;
they will all fall inline to a fow years.

Late weeding often lacks moalsture, atarta
slow, becomes a prey to Iinsects, ao Is unpro-
fitable. Late cultivation in worked crops
prevents the secaring of the hay before It be-
comes teo ripe,

It you have it use & clean, rich soll for the
potato crop. Select new land if possibie—a
wood lot just clearsd of stumps aud obstruc-
tions, or an old clover field, and {f such Is
rich, all the batter.

In making eattings of grapes out them long
encugh to} have three buds, and then eet
them out 0 that the top bad will be jost
above the ground. See that the sofl is weli
pressad aronnd them.

Too many farmers work In the field unti] it
is tao Iate or they are too tired to work any
Jonger ; then, when they onght to rest, they
plan thelr work. A man should ba at bis beat
to plan the wiieat,

A pumber of farmers of Allen couonty,
Dalo, are orgavizing a stock company for the
parpese of bullding a elsughter house and
selling meat at eight to ten cents per ponnd,
n opposition to the Swift monopely of
Chioago.

Every farmer shuuid be Intereated in good
rosde. None but experienced road-overseers
shoald be selected. The tax ralsed [or road
purposes, if properly spplied, is money well
{nvested. Good roads save valuable horaes,
and avoid Joas of time by the farmer.

It s » mistaken fdes that there Is no need
of manuring bay land ; just you tryit and
ace if pou do not think it pays, Some farm-
era put all thelr manare upon thelr bay land,
plow It up every two or three yesrs, plant
cnrn two years, suw to oate, seed down, and
20 on ; thls glves good crops every yenr,
drought and such calamities of course except-
ed.—Cincinnati Enguirer.

“‘The Senate Court Finds Him Gullty of Em«
brzztement and Consptracy—The Paris-
tan Populace Accept the Verdiet With
Strange Nonchalance.

LoxpoN, August 14.—YWhatever the ad-
mirers of General Bounlanger may have
thought yeaterday of hls chances of making
himself dictator of the destiriee of France,
certainly to-day mo oue ia foollsh enough to
-expect snything of the sort, His eun han set
and the ‘‘ brave general’ will probably long
remember thel4th of August as the day upon
which he was thrust into the darkness of the
retirement which awaits him, It is not that
the high court fonnd btm guilty-—that was to
be expected, nor that hissentence wai pro-
nounced to-day—at that he could afford to
laugh, but that the Parisian populace shonld
scoept - the whole thing with a quiet non-
chalance and go about their business without
payiog the slightest heed to the great con-
demned or his affairs, marks s change in the
popular current which evea the concelted
Boulanger oannot ignora. No ons even
whispsred the *¢ Vive Bonlanger” which so
recently was shouted from a mlilion throats,
and It is elear a8 the eun that the **idol of
the people” ie an {dol no longer. Magle lan-
terns on the buildings about the newspaper
offizen announce that Boulsager’s extradition
will he demanded as scon as the sentence
of the high court has been formally premul-
gated.

GUILTY OF CONSPIRACY,

Paris, August 13.—Upon the openicg of
the Senata court to-day the membera of the
Right duolined to take further part in the
proceedings in the cate of Gen, Boulanger.
The court discuesed at length {ts course of
procedure and ita competency to try Beu-
langer, It was finally decided, by 20! to 7,
that the court was competent to try the
General on nll the counts of the indlctment.
Two of the senators refrained from voting.

The court them, by 206 votes, found the
General guilty of conspiracy. Six of the
senators did not vote. The ocourt found
Count Dillion and M. Rochefort gullty of
complicity in the plot.

GUILTY OF EMDBEZ/LEMENT,

Paris, August 14,—The Senate court found
Count Dillon and Henrl Rochefort accom-
plices of General Boulanger in a felonious
attempt againet the safety of the state. It
also declded, by a vote of 100 to 97, that the
acts charged in the Indictments agalnst the
accused, in conjuuction with the presi-
dentlal crisis in 15§87, constituted a treason-
able attempt,

General Csampenon, senator for Neuilies-
sur-Selus, argued that the charge of embez
zlement made againet Boulanger had been
proven.

Le Royer, prezident of the Ssnate, and
Margaine, Senator of the department of
Morioe, argued that the court was incompet.
ent to try Gen. Boulanger on the charge of
misappropriation of the funde and that that
charge mus$ be referred tn a gourt martlal,

The court found Gen, Boulenger yuilty on
the charge of embezzling public fands, and re-
fused to allow that there were extenuating
oircumstances. The court then sentenced
Ganeral Boulazger, Count Dllicn and Henri
Rochefort to be deported to a fortified place,

Aft:r the snnouncement of the sentence the
court adjourned in order to frame the text of
the deoree of sentence, which wlll be voted
upon in recret sepaion and read at a public
sitting. The Republican groups of the Senate
bald a meetiog and adepted rosolutions re-
questiog the Government to enforce the de-
oree after the court has dieaolved, calling nt-
tention to the gravity of the absence of some
of the ministers and demanding that steps ba
taken againet all officials implicated in the
case,

Pogrvis, Miss.,, Auguss 17,—Pugilist Sullivan
was to day seatenced to twelve monthe’ im-
prisonmen: and Referee Fivzpatrick to psy a
tine of $200 for engsgiug aud participating in
the p 1ze fight at Richburg. Sutlivan was seat-
ed before the bar,showing up with Clune,before
his attorney came to court, He looked sze
pleasant and unconcerned as usual, althouch
there was a tremble in his eye after the jury
was seated, and he glanced av the men who
found him guilty. Hardly was the court aeated
when the grand jury filed in. They presented
an icdictment to be recorded sud filed over
again., Tue Sullivan case was then taken up.
Judge Callioun submitted the motion in arrest
of judgment without argument. The papers
had been left at the hotel, however, and the
cage went over. District Attorney Naville called
the oase of John Fitzpatrick. ‘F'he District At-
toraey read ths indictment. He then asked,
* What say you? guilty or not guilty ¥’ “Guil-
ty.” quickly answered Fitzpatritk. Districs
Attorney Neville then addreseed the cours, re-
viewing Fitzpatrick’s connection with the fight
and the circumstances under which he bacame
referee, and closed by eaying he fel* juatified in
recommending the accused $o the court’s
clemency. Fitzpatrick also made a statement
in his own behalf, and concluded by asking tbe
court to ba as lenient ae possible. The court re-
served its decirion.

The Sullivan matter wae taken up again and
Mr. Green read a motion in arrest of judgment.
The court overruled the motion after readiog
ita contents. Mr. Green then submitted a mo-
tion f-r & new trial and asked for au immediate
decision without argument from couneel.

Judge Terrell asked if the motion for a new
trial etood overruled. The court replied in the
affirmative,

The graud jurors
all signed it a8 did all merchantain the city and
a number of farmers, as well as the sheriff,
clerk and ofticers of the coure, the justice of the
peace before whom the case was first tried and
many others. Ford said he bad had an oppor-
tuvity to learn public sentiment on the matter
and without o single exception it seemed to be
the desire that the court exercise aa great clem-
ency ag posaible. The universal desire seemed
to be that the court should not impose any im-
prisonment. It was the first violation of the
atatue of 1882. It had been demonstrated that
the power of the state and the arm of the law
wera adequate to bring the defendant vo justice
and iv seemed, from all the history of the case,
that the defendant should be adjudged to pay o
fine. Judge Calhoum made an argument simi-
lar to Ford’s,

There was & pause, Then there waa a stir in
the audience.

MRS. MAYBRICK NOT TO HANG.

The Home Secretary to Recommend a Come
mutation of 8entence.

Lonpoy, Auguat 16.—The Press Association
states that Home Secretary Matthews will re-
commend to the Quesn the commutaticn of the
death aentence of Mrs, Maybrick to penal ser-
vitude for life, and that the commutation of
aentence will be announced after the Queen has
given her formal aasent.

Home Secretary Matthaws, Mer, Justice Ste-
phen, the Lord Chancellor and medical experts
are to-day holding a conference at the Home
Office with & view to arriving at a decision in
the Maybrick case,

The conference has Iaated four bours, It isre-
garded as a certainty that the Home Office is in
doubt, and it is kelieved that the result of the
deliberations must necessarily be a pardon or a
commutation of senteunce.

Home ssoretary Matthews and the experss
assumed that Mra, Maybrick was nob guilty,
and then, acting upon this sssumption, sifted
every scrap of the testimony given, especially
that in relation to the case for arsenie, which is
of more favorable light, and will, it is balieved,
turn the scale in the prisoner’s favor. Ibisa
noteworthy fact that the Lord Chancellor is
seldom consulted in such cases except whena
reprieve ia meditated.

A COURT OF CBIMINAL APPEAL WANTED,

LonDON, August 16.—In the House of Lords
1at nighy Lord Fitzgerald asked whether she
Government would consider the necessity of
censtituting a Qourt cf Criminal Appeal. He
referred to the Maybrick case as forcing the
question upon the public mind.

Baron Halsbury, Lord High Chancellor, said
he was opposed to making the question a subject
of discussion at a time when the public was
excited. It was not desirable to debate such an
alteration of the law while jurors, witnesees and
judge were being subjected to bratal violence
snd intimidation, He deoclared insultsa had
been heaped upon Home Secretary Mabbthewa
in order to influence him in the discharge of a
solemn duty.

Baron Herschell, formerly Lord High Chan-
cellor, held that wrong decisions were rare in
criminal osses, Nevertheless he trusted the
Government would serionsly consider the mat-
ter during tha Parlismentary recess, in view of
the widespread feeling that o sribunal of appeal
would form a safeguard againet injastice.

LoOXpON, August 19,—The Herald says to-
day that there is a great body of ecientific opin-
ion which is wotking in behalf of Mrs., May-
brick, to this extens, that there is fair room to
doubt whether she administered the arsenic of
which her husband died. This opinion, pro-
ceeding from every eminent sources, holds that
there is equally grave doubt as to Mrs, May-
brick’s innocence, but the element of uncertain-
ty is such a8 o justify the interference of the
Home Secretary. Thers would then atJeast be
time left for the production of any new . facts
which might tend to clear up the mystery of
Mr, Mrybrick’s death.
