Dear Colonel Bovey:

We are enclosing the contract from 
the ’’West Australia University Far East and 
American Debating Tour” filled in by the Pres­
ident of the McGill Debating Union Society and 
myself, in almost every particular excepting 
some items which Mr. Goldenberg wishes to discuss 
with you.

At a meeting of the Students’ Executive 
Council held on December 7th, the Council approved 
of having this debating team come to McGill Univer­
sity, at the expense of the Students’ Executive 
Council, and have voted the sum required as a 
guarantee, approximately ^200.00, conditional upon 
the University assisting us in some way to meet this 
guarantee. I believe that this was discussed by 
yourself and Mr. Goldenberg.

May I point out to you the difficulty 
which will arise in connection with the dates which 
they suggest for the "East Seaboard", namely, April 
8th to May 14th, 1933. These dates, you will immed­
iately recognize, are very unsatisfactory for an 
appearance at McGill University.

I am sending a copy of this letter to Mr. 
Goldenberg, the President of the McGill Debating 
Union Society, and am asking him to make it a point 
to see you and discuss the contract and the dates 
suggested.

EXPLANATION SHEET.

AUSTRALIAN PLAN.

The Teams are comprised of three speakers a side.

The leaders are allowed 20 minutes for their opening speeches 
and fifteen minutes for reply. The supporters are allow­
ed fifteen minutes each for their speeches.

The debate is opened by the affirmative leader followed by 
the negative leader and the affirmative and negative speak­
ers alternately. After the last negative speaker has fin­
ished the negative leader replies and the debate is closed 
by the reply of the affirmative leader.

All decisions as to relevancy of subject matter or other proû
tests are subject to the decision of the Adjudicator.

OREGON PLAN.

The teams are comprised of two men a side.

The leaders are allowed thirty minutes. The supporters are 
allowed ten minutes each for crose**-examination and twenty 
minutes each for summing up.
The debate is opened by the presentation of the full affir­
mative case by the affirmative leader who is then cross-ex­
amined by the negative supporter. The negative leader then
sets out th - negative case ~nd is cross-exa.mined by the af - 
firmntive supporter. The negative supporter than sums up
and the debate is closed by the summing up of the affirmative 
supporter.

Dear Colonel Bovey,

I see in a cutting from the "Montreal 
Daily Star" of March 18th that McGill University is 
contemplating sending a debating team to England 
this summer. I do not^course know how your 
arrangements are progressing, but I am very much 
afraid that you will find great difficulty in fixing 
up debates with any of the Universities. We have 
made a definite arrangement with them that not more 
than two teams shall be received in this country 
every year. One in each year will be an American 
team: that is only fair considering the number of our 
teams that has been received in America. Also the 
American teams pay all their own travelling expenses 
and the only charge on the Universities is for 
entertainment. The second team each year will, we 
hope, come from one of the Dominions. For these 
teams it will be necessary to make some financial 
arrangement similar to the arrangement you have made 
for our teams in Canada.

As making a charge for admission to 
debates is an entirely new departure for the English 
Universities ( and incidentally is out of the question 
at Oxford and Cambridge) we decided to experiment 
this year with a team which would not reqire very 
heavy financial support. The Australian Team from 
Sydney University, which toured the United States of 
America last autumn, v/rote us that they would like to 
come on to England. As the team would consist of



two men only and as they did not require the whole of 
their travelling expenses from England to Australia 
we decided that this would be a good opportunity of 
trying out the system of charging for debates, 
without running thn risk of a heavy loss. 7/e 
therefore asked them to come and we arranged debates 
for them in Oxford, Cambridge, London, Birmingham, 
Manchester, Liverpool and Reading. The tour was 
very successful excepting on the financial side. 
London, where we ourselves arranged the debate, was 
the only place which covered expenses. We asked 
each University to guarantee £10, but most of them 
only took from £2-£5 in receipts. The rest was 
made up by grants from the Union funds.

The experiment was not therefore very 
successful, but at least it has shown us where the 
difficulties lie and we hope to overcome them 
sufficiently to enable us to invite a Canadian Team 
next year. You will, I think, understand that as 
we have already entertained the Australians and as 
the American Team is at present touring the country 
it was quite impossible to send an invitation to 
Canada this summer. In any case we feel that the 
invitation should be sent to the National Federation 
of Canadian University Students and the team selected 
by them should be representative of more than one 
Canadian University.

I have not heard from the Universities 
here about your proposed tour, but if you should get 
negative replies I very much hope that you will not 
get the impression that a Canadian Team would be 
unwelcome in England. If the Universities do not 
find themselves able to arrange debates it will be 
for the reasons I have given above - that they cannot 
afford to entertain more than two teams a year and we have already had an American andx^ustrailan team.

I have given a letter of introduction to 
you to Mr. Leaney, House Governor of the Birmingham 
General Hospital and a great friend of my family’s, 
who is shortly coning to Canada with a delegation to 
study hospital design and equipment. I very much



hope you will be able to see him while he is in Montreal.

You will be interested to hear that 
the N.U.S. is running a Harvesting Tour to Canada 
in the summer. This is a large scale continua­
tion of what was done last year by a group of 
students from Wye Agricultural College, who spent 
six weeks of the summer vacation working on farms 
In Manitoba and Saskatchewan. This year it is 
probable that the total number will between 150 
and 200 men drawn from many of the Agricultural 
Schools and Universitiescf the country.

Our plan at present is for the men 
to leave England on July 8th, arriving Quebec 
July 16th, and proceeding to the Agricultural 
College at Guelph where the Government of Ontario 
will take charge of them and draft them on to 
selected farms. They will work in Ontario frcm 
July 18th until August 10th, approximately, when 
the harvest should be commencing in the West. They 
will then move on by rail to Winnipeg and be redis­tributed In that district. They will help with 
the harvest until the first week in October when 
they pack up and return home, sailing from Quebec 
on October 7th.

The idee, is to give Agricultural 
students practical experience of fanning conditions 
in Canâda, and to give them and others an opportunity 
of seeing the country. The total cost to each man 
will be approximately £56 and their earnings will

probably/



probably be in the neighbourhood of £36, so that 
for £20, which is not much more than the cost of 
s ummer holiday in England, they will get the trip 
across the Atlantic and a summer vacation in Canada 
under very healthy and interesting conditions.
He are making arrangements on this side through the 
Canadian Pacific Railway and the representatives of 
the Government of Ontario in London.

I should be very grateful if you could 
have a word with the head office of the C.P.R. in 
Montreal and see whether they have had information 
of the scheme from London. Last year the arrange­
ments were very satisfactory and the tour was a 
great success, but the total number of students was 
then 50. I am a little doubtful whether the same 
machinery will stand the strain of increasing the 
party to three or four times its size and I should 
be very glad to have some idea of what they feel 
about it on your side.

I hear tcfr great things of the National 
Federation of Canadian University Students from 
Mackenzie and Bannerman of Toronto. The report of 
the Conference at McGill last December was extremely 
interesting and very well produced. If the 
Federation goes ahead with as much vigour as it has 
commenced it should be a very effective body before 
long.

the matters therein mentioned, I would appreciate 
the Selection Committee meeting again and taking 
into consideration the aspect of the matter I 
endeavoured to present to you.

It seems to me that we should 
exercise particular care when about to send our 
first McGill team to debate in the universities of 
the old land. They will appear before cultured and 
critical audiences, and 1 think we should be sure 
that they will leave the best of impressions as far 
as McGill scholarship is concerned. I have spoken 
to Colonel Bovey and to yourself, but not to Mr*
Hugos s en. You and Colonel Bovey have admitted to me 
that the Committee did not ask itself the ouestion 
whether the men selected to represent McGill would 
be likely to loave the impress ion which we feel the 
first representative team of McGill should leave.

Dear Col.Bovey:

Your letter received and I thank you very much for the 
trouble you have taken in this matter. apparently yoü have 
got it down to its proper basis and I feel that it is much 
more sensible to have this originate from Montreal than from 
any place in the U,S, I gather that from now on the arrange­
ments are to be made direct between Mr. Bagnall and yourself, 
and that I am not to bother myself any further. Please do 
your best to include St.John, N.B. as mentioned in the last 
clause of your circular. If you are expecting me to majoeany 
further arrangements please let me know at once and I will do 
my best to help out. I am very interested to know what your 
reaction is to a certain other little idea which I have had 
with reference to Imperial Unity. It would oe of great 
assistance if we could get the type of intercorrespondence 
going between our various schools in the various parts of the 
Empire and in England, such as is promoted by the League of 
the Empire. I mean to say if we could have all the children 
in say a certain public school in Montreal corresponding with 
children in schools in various parts of the Empire. This 
could take place in the English literature period and I think 
could be made to form a very valuable part of the curriculum 
besides definitely promoting the cause of Imperial Unity. I 
communicated with certain people in England on this subject and 
they referred me to the League of the Empire. I have no 
quarrel what so ever with the League but I do not think that 
this subject should be handled on that basis. X think it 
should be worked in as part of regular school curriculum and that 
it should take a compulsory form and I do not think this com­
pulsory form would in any way detract from the benefits which 
should accrue from such a proceeding, i'his may strie you as 
rather a wierd and fanciful matter but as I am specializing in 
the education of children here at harvard and as I come in 
contact with the advanced American methods oi forming every 
curricula I assure you ,1 see nothing impractical about the 
subject and I think it could be made a great success only it must 
begLnen official backing and it is quite senseless to expect any 
such unofficial organization as the League of the Empire to 
handle such subjects. Do ÿou think this is worth seeing further? 
If so I will be glad to take it myself or to have it taken up by 
any person in Canada whom you consider advisable.
