The house had been more or less disorderly all evening on both sides 
of the chamber, but the climax drew near about 9.30, when Mr. Robidoux 
of Kent, N.B., who was acting as chairman of the committee, rose to his 
feet apparently to rule upon a question of order which had been taken upon 
his assuming the chair at 5 o’clock. This point was to the effect that‘Mr. 
Robidoux had no authority to preside, having been called to the chair, not 
by the Speaker, but by Richard Blain of Peel, who preceded him as tempor­
ary chairman of the committee.

\ It looked for the moment as tho an appeal might be made to physical 
violence, and an English visitor in the gallery observed that the desks alone 
prevented a general rush of members.

Again the prime minister inter­
vened, and after statements by Mr.. Graham and Mr. Martin, it was agreed 
that the use of the term “closure” was not unparliamentary unless used 
offensively. Mr. Martin at once protested that he did not use it in an offen­
sive sense, and this closed the incident.

OTTAWA March 16.—(Can. Press.) 
—A continued improvement was re­
ported to the department of labor 
during February in regard to condi­
tions from the standpoint of indus­
trial disputes. The number of em­
ployes involved In strikes and lock­
outs during February was over 300 
less than he number during the pre­
ceding month similarly affected, while 
the number of working days lost was 
less than the number lost during 
January by over 16,000. Eleven dis­
putes actually commenced during 
February, only one of which affect­
ed more than 100 employes.

The only serious disputes of the 
month wer; those of coal miners on 
Vancouver Isl:Jp$f which c'ontinued 
from ; last mon” without a settle­
ment ' being reached, and metallifer­
ous miners at Britannia Beach. B.C. 
The latter involved upwards of 300 
employes, and was not terminated at 
the end of the month. A dispute be­
tween the International Marine Sig­
nal Co. and theirrcmployes at Ottawa 
was settled after conferences arrang­
ed between the parties by the depart­
ment of labor.

NIAGARA FALLS,N.Y.. March 16.— 
(Special.)—Two men were killed and 
about $15,000 damage done when the 
Hotel Sutherland at Wilson, a village 
eighteen miles northeast of here, was 
totally destroyed by fire early today.

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It 1/I r11 MARCH 17 1913 ^MONDAY MORNING THE TORONTO WORLD!il The Toronto World tlon ot January, 1910, another appeal 
to the country In December on the 
failure of the conference over
the Parliament Bill resulted In the 
government being again decisively 
sustained. Not only was the
budget carried and the su­
premacy of the commons establish­
ed in that regard, but it is now pos­
sible to place any bill on the statute 
book which has passed the commons 
on three successive sessions covering 
a period of not less than two years.

During last session three bills, those 
i elating to home rule for Ireland, the 
disestablishment of the Church of 
England in Wales and Scottish tem­
perance, Were approved by the com­
mons bût failed' to pass the house of 
lords. The first two were directly re­
jected: in the last case the house of 
lords declined to pass the bill in a 
form acceptable to the commons, and 
this by the Parliament Act is equiva­
lent to rejection. These three bills 
will accordingly be again introduced 
In the' lower house and must be re- 
passed in their present form. Failure 
to mention in the king's speech any 
other leading measures except Eng­
lish education reform and the aboli­
tion of pluial voting invited the de­
duction that this session would be 
somewhat less s.rtnuouz than that re­
cently closed. It now appears, how­
ever, that the government also con­
templates the introduction of a bill 
reforming the constitution of the 
house of lords on lines which will en­
tirely remove the hereditary prin­
ciple as a qualification for member­
ship. Mr. Samuels, the postmaster- 
general, who spike for the prime min­
ister, made it clear that the govern­
ment had np intention of leaving the 
fate of the reform measures it had 
fathered at the mercy of the house of 
lords as now constituted. As the five 
years’ life of this parliament will not 
expire till December, 1916, this means, 
that an attempt will be made to bring 
the measures of the present session 
also within the requirements of the 
Parliament Act It follows there­
fore that it will be even more prolific 
in bitter controversies than its pre­
decessor.

If the patent for th 
lpg of electricity for heating ever 
passes Into the hands of a private com­
pany and that company secures con­
trol of our water powers it will mean 
that electricity for heating will be sold 
upon exactly the same basis as hard 
coal is now sold for heat, and It will 
be controlled by a monopoly even 
more odious than the railway and min­
ing monopoly that now control coal!

Surely the people of Newmarket and 
Aurora cannot be so short-sighted as 
not to see- that If they today are get­
ting electricity for half the old price 
it is because the hydro-electric forced 
It down. Have they no appreciation of 
what publia ownership hae done for 
them, and are they going to throw 
down the public organization which has 
done something for them already and 
is likely to do a great deal more here­
after?

Woman suffrage Is a very live ques­
tion In the United States. It has al­
ready been accorded in Wyoming, 
Colorado, Idaho, Utah, Washington, 
California, Kansas, Oregon and Ari­
zona. Michigan rejected an enabling 
measure at the last November election, 
but as there were strong reasons "for 
suspecting fraudulent practices, it will 
be resubmitted to the voters on April 
7. Last year an amendment passed 
both houses of the Montana Legisla­
ture, and will be referred to the voters 
in November, 1914r as will similar 
amendments In North and South Da- 
1,"ota and Nevada, tho in the last It 
may possibly be voted upon at the 
special élection this autumn, 
houses of the New York Legislature 
last year approved a constitutional re­
ference and should the approval be 
repeated by the next legislature It will 
go to the electors in November, 1916. 
New Jersey also sanctioned a referen­
dum last year and If again passed next 
year will be voted upon at a special 
election.

Closed Incident.
As soon as Dr. Clark sat down Mr. 

Borden took the floor again.

• Food for Thought.
Today savants are “digging up" for 

Us the history of the ancient worlds, 
but we have in China a nation that 
was a contemporary of ancient Baby­
lon, Assyria, Greece and Rome, of the 
empires of medieval times, and is a 
contemporary < of the great nations of 
today. China Is the storm centre of 
Europe today and Is giving European 
statesmen more .food for thought than 
any other nation. The Chinese have 
in them the makings of a splendid 
manhood, and there is every indication 
that ihey have a great part to play 
in the nations yet to be. There is 
today a wonderful desire for change 
in the hearts of this people: they are 
in the throes of a great revolution: 
they are cutting away from the past 
and will assimilate all those things that 
they find worth the consideration. 
This is due to those great men who 
have been working on quietly, perse- 
veringly, with a great price on their 
head, feeling and believing that a great 
future was in store for their country. 
To Dr. Sen more lhaii to any other 
China owes her present greatness and 
her greatness that is to be. It is a 
matter of regret that so few Chinese 
students are to be found -in our uni­
versities as compared to the number 
enrolled in American institutions, but 
this is the price England is paying 
for the odious opium trade forced 
upon the Chinese: but there is 
compensation in the knowledge that 
in the great universities now being 
established in China itself, Englishmen 
will have an opportunity of giving to 
the new nation the best traditions of 
the British Empire.

"The first and most Important of the 
necessary reforms is to compel com­

Dt their earnings quarterly, and to 
give complete official information at 
least once a year on every detail of’ 
their business about which the invest­
or ought to know.

"There should be a strict rule re­
garding the amount of margin re­
quired on speculative accounts; and 
the rule should be enforced by ex­
pulsion of members whose firms vio­
late it. There is a rule now, but it is 
not enforced ; and the houses doing a 
conservative business, In a conserva­
tive way, know that ‘Inducements’ are 
offered to their customers by houses 
which agree to edrry stocks on a very 
light margin, or no margin at all.

“Another reform—which is. beyond 
the power of the governing committee 
—concerns the dealings of national' 
banks. These Institutions have in the 
past few years assumed a new func­
tion. They buy stocks for customers. 
In thousands of Instances, banks have 
induced their depositors to use their 
money as margin on stocks which the 
banks buy and finance for them.
