The Franciscan Wonder-Worker
{Whose Fame is kept by the
‘Yorld.

A SPLENDID FIGURE IN CHURCH
HISTORY.

et S,

St. Anthony of Padua was born in
the ety of Lisbon, Aug. 15, 1195, the
Feast of tho Assumption. Don Martin,
hisg father, was of the Boullon family,
whose most famous member was
Godfrey, King of Jerusalem. Donua
Teresa, the mother of St. Anthony,
was a descendant, it is eaid, of King
I'roila. who reigned in Astuna in the
eighth century.  From the beginning
the boy Ferdinand was the possessor
of spiritual tendencice, which cunstant
ly enlarged with Lis development, snd
wero fostered by lis environment. At

tender age Ferdinand was placed in
thecommunityof thecanonsin Lisbon's
Cathedral, where the training he re-
ceive]l was at once thorough and
claborate. \When he was 15 years of
age he entered awmong the regular
canons n{ St. Austin, near Lisbon,but
the sspirations of his nature were not
satisfied until, two years later, he shut
himself in the Convent of the Holy
Cross at Coimbra, where the austerities
of higasceticism,with the assiduities of
of his study, conspired to amaze his
less zealous brothers.

At the sight oi certain relicz of
Franciscan martsrs Ferdinand con
ceived an eager desire to connect hun-
self with that order, which he fulfilled
finally by donming the Franciscan's
robec in the convent of that order,
near Coimbra. It was then that he
took as his name that of the first St.
Antliony, the patron saint of monks
Immediately after his joming the
Franciscaus the romance of his hie
begins. Inflamed with zeal,he sought
for opportunities to impersl his life for
the sake of the Gospel. e penetrated
into Africa, that he might preach to
the Moors, and only returned after
the fevers had robbed Iim of all
strength and brought mm to the
grave'sbnnk.  Gaunt and worn,while
yet suflering from the hingering con-
tagions of the South, he left s cell
that he might sce and hear the great
founder of ns order, who was to hold a
general chapter at Asmsi, To Italy
he hurried. He saw bun whom for
so fong he had reverenced and loved.
That he might rest near the leader's
person he sought to gain some place
in Italy.

Here the depths of his humility are
shown. St. Anthony was then of pro-
foand learning. All that the severest
study could give to a brilliant mind he
had gained.

But when he besought some position
among the Italian brothers, he
restrained all revelation of his worth,
and asked for no more then menial
work in some convent kitchen. So
humble was he that those to whom Le
appealed feared to take the shy,
hesitating and sickly youth uder their
charge, even although St. Francis,
touched by his devotion, desired him
to remainn Italy. At Iast. however.,
hie was sent to thie hermtage of Mount
Paul, a solitary convent near Bologna.

Here the young monk remained,
absorbed only in the spintual duties of
his solitude, unsuspected as to his
marvelous powers, unknown, un-
honored.

ST. ANTHONY'S TRIUMII,

But when he was twenty six years
of age there was an assembly of Do-
minican and Franciscan friars at Forli.
The young religious was present. s
superior commanded him to speak in
the presence of his brothers. o
beggod to be excused, but was told to
say whatsoever the Holy Ghost should
put into his mouth. It was then thst

thoso who listoned to him woro
astounded. At the first his voice was
low, his words stamnnoring, his posi-
tion that of embarrassmont, Speedily
the chango came, 1lia voico rose and
filled, lus words poured forth in the
tremendous tlow of cloquence, his
formn straightened, his hands moved
in tho symbolizing of his speech, his
oyes gleamed fires, the spirit of his

oniug, 80 long bLarred witlnn his own
1eart burat its bonds, and shone bofore
the company in all its splendor.

Thoso who heard him thought him
inspired, but tho vigor of his argu
ment, the profundity of i logic and
the bearings of his illustrations dis
played the trained and masterful nund
of the soholar ns well us the fervid
impulse of the devotee. \We need
trace his carecr no further. I'he his
tory of his visions und his miracles
would exceed our space. It war
thenceforth one constznt mighty and
virtuous success.  All the world heard
of him, for he beeamme the most famous
of Franciscan preachers. 1lis mis-
sionary journeys were almost con
tinuous aud always a geries of victories
for the faith be taught., He died in
Padua, June 18, 1281, and on Vay
40, 1282, he was canonized under
Pape Gregory IX.  Anancient writing
on the samt dereribes him as of dark
complexion, medinm height, tolerably
stout, but of sickly aspect. 1lhis face
wag fuil and rounded, and possessed
of a certain charm. 1His forchead was
broad, lns eyes were piercing, und Lis
other features regular. The magnet-
18m of his manner was extraordmnary.
To the contemplation of his memory
aud to meditation on Ins virtusg the
Cathnhic world now turns in loving
fonduess for lim, the mtluence of
whose holy life has, ondummnished,
reached out to men for even centuries.

Antheny taught divinity for sowe
years at Dslogna, Toulouse, Mont
pelier and Patua, and was afterward
appointed guardian at Limoges. He
was thoroughly versed m the Holy
Seriptures, and had an excellent apti
tude for upplying 1t to the purpose on
all occasions. e .bad a polite ad-
dress, an casy carnage and a very
pleasing countenance. lle was full
of a sover-ign contempt of the world
and hymeelf, and burning with a desire
to die for Jesus Chnist and sce His
pure love reign 1o all temptation wineh
could warp lus integrity or make Jam
weaken or disgwise the masims of the
Gospel which be announced with
equal dignity aud zeal, to the great
ones and small,

Pope Gregory IX., hearing him
preach at Rome in the year 1227 ip Lig
surpnige, figuratively called him * T'he
Atk of the Covemant,” or * Rich
Spinitual Treasure.” But the sanctity
and sevenity of his hife added immense.
ly to the weight of lns words, and
such was the gravity of his counten.
ance and the edifying modesty of his
deportment that his actions were as

[ much a part of lus preaching as were

his works.

He orce invited a brother out to
preach with him, but to the latter's
surprise he returned to his convent
without having said anything And
when his companion asked him why
lie had not preacbed, his renly was:
* We have done it by our modest
looks and by the gravity of our be
havior.”

_Crowds everywhere pressed to hear
him, as they must assuredly do to liear
the preaclung n Ins seventh centenary
He preached in France, Spain and
Italy; ho was no less admirable in
the confessional than in the pulpit.
In Lombardy for the protection of the
oppressed people, he put his life in the
hands of one of the most furious of
tyrants. He feared no danger in the
cause of God, and of his neighbor.
Ho once bearded the lion tyrant
Ezzelino in lus den, pointed out hia
manifold crimes, murders and devasta-
tions, and told him that those he had
glain  were witnesses beforo God

against him. Tho guards who astood
around wanted to seo him hand
Anthony over to them to be oxcouted,
but instead, to their instensn suryrise,
the tyrant camo down from Jhis throno
paloand trembling, aud putting Ins
girdlo round his neck for a haiter,
cast himself at the feot of tho humble
servant of God and begged him to
intercede with God for the pardon of
hig si* 3. The seint hfted him up,and
then gave him suitablo advice to do
penance.

He
i¢ one of those perions with whom
overything must goright for him to be
well physically or mentally, I thought
that he made a mistake in accopting
tho Radical Premiership ; for he is rat
her one of the Devonshire kind of
Liberal, than what you Radicals would
now.days call & Radical.

“ When he wos at the Foreign Oflico
he did little more than occupy himself
with details, and blindly carry out
what he thought would have been the
policyof Lord Saliabury ; sittingon the
fence, so fur as he could, on all domes.
tic questions. .As Premier, his nullity
soon becamespparent.  His colleagues
were not long to perceive it, and even
those of thom who had aided io making
him Premier became convinced of their
mistake. Tbus he found bimself isolat-
ed aud thrown entirely on his own re-
sources. His speeches disappointed
the public. They were moro those of
a clover schoolboy than of a statesman
e was sharp enough to see that he
had not come up to expectations, and
this weighed on his spirits.

*Then came the attack of influenza,
which atterly prostrated hiw. He
svems to menow to he  unable to grap-
ple with any subject, or with the situs-
tion; at moments seemingly pretty
well in health, but never really well,
He is anxious, I think, to bo out of hix
troubles, and would welcome anything
that would bring his Premicrship to a
cloac; for ho is without sufficient
energy to control events, much less to
direct them. I am very sorry for him,
for I have always liked him, and wero
I in his place I should send in my
resigoation, for in this ho would be
fully justified by the state of his health.
One of tho deterrent causcs is, I sus-
peet, the Qourt, for in the highest
spheres it is thought that his leadership
of the Radicals is by no means a dis-
advantsge ; tho other deterrent cause
is that he is too fecble to adopt any
course involving decision.”

He Would Have Been a Western
Pope.

CARDINAL CONSALYDP'S FIRMNESS,

Popo Pius VI. had just died of ill.
treatment at Valencoe (Aug. 28, 1709),
having been dragged by the Directory
for a long year through the tewns of
Italy and Irance. In the year 1800,
thirty-five Cardinale mot on the Island
of St. Qeorge, in Venico, and gave
him a successor in the person of Bar.
naba Chiaramonti who took the name
of Pius VII. DPiws VII. announced
Lis accession to the Bishops of the
Church just as Napoleon was scaling
tho Alps. The First Consul toll like
an avalenche mto tho plains of Lom-
bardy ; and while the world was still
thrilling with the story of Marengo,
he had a Te Deum sung in the great
Cathedral of Milan. Was it there, in
the midst of this magnificent cere-
mony, a8 the vaults of the great
temple threw back the echoed voices
of the thousands wiio had come at his
bidding to pour forth the hymn of
thanksgiving, was it there that he
conceived the idea — entered on the
day-dream— the idea of ruling not
the mere bodics but the consciences of
raen ?  They keep the souls for them.
selves,” said he, later, of the priests,
* and they throw me the carcass.”

He had arranged to treat with the
Papal Commissioner at Turin. But
now, student of effect, he must havea
Papal Envoy extraordinary coming to
Paris, standing in the crowd and seck
ing audience of tho First Consul at
the Tuilleries. So he broks up the
arrangement and went away to his
Capital. Cardinal Spina was then
sent to Paris to settle the basis of a
Concordat between Rome and the Re-
public for the re establishment of reh-
gion. Spina found Napoleon sur-
rounded by such men as Talleyrand,
ex-Bishopandallthe]leadersof Gallican
ism — wlueh, briefly, means religious
insubordination. Spina could do noth-
ing and had to return to Rome. Then
Napoleon sent his own cnvoy to Rome
with orders to treat with the Pope asif
he were thecommander oftwo hundred
thousand men; and to fimsh the
matter in five days. His demands
were inadmissible and Cardinal Con-
salvi was at once dispatched to Paris,
— Consulvi, Minister of Pius VI,
Prime Minister of Pius VII,, the
“ Roman Siren,” the master of hearts.
What a conquest, what a morsel for
the Firast Consul! Tired after his
journey of fifteen days the Envoy was
called upon to present himself. It
was & ** jour de parade,” onc of thoss
magnificent levies which Napoleon
held every fortnight. The Cardinal
was led up through the ghttering as-
scmblage. Bonaparte addressed him :
1 know why you have come. . .
1 give youfivedays. . . If matters
are not arranged you must return to
Rome. . . 1 bave provided.” Con-
salvi drew the five days out to twenty-
seven. The Concordat, drawn up by
him and the Consul’s Commissioners,
was sent to Napoleon, and sent back
to be signed by Consalvi and the
Commissioners. Consalvi claimedthe
right of signing first, for the Pontiff ;
and asthe parchment was unrolled, lo!
his rapid oye discovered that Napoleon
had caused to be copied out the reject-
¢d plan and had besides charged it
with insdmissible points. Consalvi
refused fo sign this Consular forgery.
Bonaparie was mated. Bot it had
been announced that the Concordat
was to be proclaimed, next day, at a
dinner of more than three hundred
covers. Napoleor, without a blush,
ordered proceedings to be renewed.
It was four o'clock in the afternoon.
Consalvi sat down and worked for

twoaty four ccnscoutive hours ; and at
four o'clock the next aftornoon still
rofused to sign, because Bonaparto
now openly insisted on a point that
could not bo granted. The dinner
was to be at five. Consalvi entored,
When Napoleon saw bim he burst out:
“8o you wish to break with me,
Monsieur le Cardinal. Woell, be it so.
« + o I have no need of the Pope.
If Honey VIIL. without the twentioth
part of my power was able successfully
to change the religion of his country,
how much more havy not I the same
power and will.  In changing the re-
ligion of FFrance, I shall change it in
all Europe, in all places where my
powor is felt. . . . When will
you go 2"

** After dinner, Qencral.”

Napoleon, seoing that the Cardinal
was proof sgamnst intimidation, called
for a new discussion. Consalvi then
wont into session fur twelve hours.
The objectionable point was this:
** Worship shall be public; but con-
formable to the regulations of the po-
nice.” Napoleon might mean anything
by this. Consalvi modified it thus:
*Inso far as public order and tran-
quility are concerned.” Joseph Bona-
parte carried the modification to his
brother. Napoleon tore the paperinto
a hundred pieces but vielded finally
oven in his rage. Consaivi was step-
ping into his earriage to depart. Na-
poleon must strike a last blow. He
sent word that he wanted the contents
of the Bull that accompanied the Con-
cordat. Consalvi at once sat down
for eight houra and produced the me-
morandum that baflled the Consul;
and, immediately after set out for
Rome., Napoleon published the Con-
cordat. By it religion was restored in
France. — W. Poland, S.J., in the
Reading Circle Review.

The Italian Elections.

The result of the general political
elections is that there are 291 Minister-
ialists in the Ohamber, §7 of the con-
stitutional opposition—that is, of the
followers of Di Rudini, Brin, Zanar-
delli and Giolitti; 37 of the radical
opposition—that i, of the followtrs of
Osvallotti ; 9 Socialists and 25 doubt-
ful. It is true that protests bave Leen
sent in about almost every election,
but it is very unlikely that any con-
siderable change will take place. Nuwm-
erically, thercfore, Franzesco Crispi is
master of the day. It iz not often
that a European Prime Minister ap-
peals to the country and receive so
large & return of members for his sup-
port ia Parliament. Moreover, Signor
Crispi had sppoaled io tke Italian
electors on personal grounds. This
adds to the significance of his victory.
The Ministerial programme was sam-
med up and identified with the person.
ality of Signor Orispi. Jn accepting
that programmeo the electors have made
themselves the bondswen of a personal
obedience, Di Rudini, Zanardelli and
Giolitii return with diminished num-
beis aud their pariies afford a ridical-
ous contrsat to the awollen ranks of
Crispi followers. The party of Cava-
Iotti has not grown, if it has not
decrcased ;the Socialists have returned
but few members and--the Catholics
are unrepresented. If Italy wanted a
competent ruler, palmam qui meruit
tulit. By the result of the elections
Crispi is marked out as victorious
amoug the victorious in Parlismentary
warfare. In the face of such a victory
it seems ridiculous to write a Mene,
Thekel, Pbares. Perhaps also there
if no real cause for fear, but there is
not so much exualtation on the Minis-
terial side a8 one would have looked
for. There are s hundred or wmore
new Deputies, most of them on the
side of the Government. Their tem-
perasment hagyet to be tried. Moreover
not all the old Ministerials are tried
heachmen, who will be faithful under

Figures From the Church of the Oratorian
¥athers fn London.

There is nothing that impresses
people more than a ddfinite statement
of fact, and from that poiat of view
the moat impressive sentence in Card-
inal Vaughan's elcquent sermou at the
Oratory last Sunday was that in which
ho stated that according to the registers
of the Church the number of converts
received by the Oratorian Fathers in
London the last forty year- amounts to
between five and six thousand.

Proofs of St. Peter's Primacy.

— ———

THE EARLY WRITERS CONSULTED.

T the Ldutor of the Catholic Register,

Dear Sk — Sowmo time ago I made
an cilort to show from a few proofs,
historicnl and Scriptural, that St. Peter
was in Rome, and in connection with
this important question, as it is by
somo flatly denied that St. Peter was
oveor Bishop of Rome, it way not be
out of place to givo a few extracts
from ancient writers, bearing on this
subject. There is nothing more easy
than to deny evory authenticated fact
established in history from the time
that St. Peter fixed his Seo in Rome
down to the prosent day. Some would
seem not to stop short of tearing down
the pillars of the Ohurch, provided
St. Poter got crushed in the downfall.
Not a few of our separated brethren
seem to have a special grudge against
St. Peter. They do not relish the
name, for they invariably allude to him
as Petor minus the Saint.

Itistruethero wore heresiesin thoearly
ages of the Church and it is coatinued
with more or less vchemence for cen-
turies, but none of those heretics or
schismatics bad the audacity to deny
that St Peter was Obrist’s vicar on
earth whoso See was in Rome; none
of them had the boldoess to deny that
Popa after Pope was divinely appointed
a8 successor to St. Peter ; none of them
dare deny that Christ left to his apos-
tles and through them to their succes-
sors the power of changing the sub-
stance of bread and wine into his own
most precious Body and Blood to bo
perpetuated till the end of time ; none
of them dreamt of denying that Christ
left to the pastors of llis Church the
power of forgiving sins. No, that
wholesale denial was left to the genius
of Henry the Eightb, Luther, Cran-
mer, and a host of others who cat
themsolves off altogether from the
Church, rebelled against her laws, and
disowned her as their Mother. Ther
heretical ancestors went pretty far
when they refused to believe the
Church in some particular matters of
foithb—they went further and con-
trived a new doctrine, and started a
now religion and Church of their own,
independant of that which Ohrist Him-
solf established in the rock of Peter,
and thus we see the glorious result to-
day—not only the one which sprung

from the creation of Henry the Eighth.

& Co., but scores of off'shoots, branch.
ing off into the hundreds, snd each
claiming in point of doctrine and
teaching thet his is the wno true
Church of Christ!

However, no matter howevermuch
the faithful descendants of King
Heoary & Co. might wish to see St.
Peter deprived of his supremacy, it
will pever do withont such a conten.
tion is sustained by solid argument
Assertions have been made and strenn.
ous efforts have been made time and
again in the attempt to show thati St
Peter's Sco was not in Rome, but 8o
far those who have engeged in thie
arduous task have lamentably failed
tobring forwardany evidence sustained
by reliable historical authorities to
prove their cause. JMere assertions
can never fill the placo of facts, proofs
must have solid foundation on facts,
and without proofs the mind refuses
to be convinced. What do the facts
of history say in regard to St. Peter's
Sopremacy 1n Komel The bistorical
evidence derived trom extant writings
and councils of the early Cbristian
church is clear and strong, and may %o
considered ns ovorwhelming as com-
pared with that which Protestants are
able to adduce from reliable authori.
ties of the same period.

During the first five conluries, and
indeed for conturies afterwards, not
ono single writor can bo cited as hav-
ing oxpressod a donlit in regard to St.
Potor's Episcopacy in Romo, while
eminont authoritics positively aflirm
tho fact, nnd it is clearly provon that
heretics and schismatics, as well as
Catholics, regarded tho euccossion of
tho Bishops of Rome from §t. Poter
a8 an indisputable historical certainty.
As far back as A.D. 314, the Council
of Arles assembled, at which soveral
British Bishops were present and in its
Synodical Epistlo to Popo Sylvester,
calls Rome * tho placo in which the
apoatles (Pator and Paul) continually
sit in judgwent, and their blood with.
out censing witnessos to tho glory of
God." (Epist. Syn. ad. Syl. Haud,
tom. I.» The Council of Sardica, held
in 342, commonly regarded as e con:
tinuntizn of that of Nice, A D 325,
whose Acts havo been last (St. Athe-
nasius says that its decrecs woro sub.
gribed or agreed to by more then three
hundred Bishops) * honors the memory
the Apostle Peter' by its docroes
respecting appeals from all the prov-
inces " to the Head—i.c., to the Seo of
the Apostle Poter.” (Can. iii, et
Lpist. Synod., ad Julium Hand. tom.
1.) That St. Peter's loman Episcopacy
was repeatedly asserted, and regarded
a8 a public and noteworthy fact by
tho Greek and Latin Fathers who
flourished during the latter half of the
fourth century, no intelligent Protest-
ant will deny. Manifold evidence of
this can be adduced from the #ritings
of the kathers, 5S. Julius, Dawagus,
Epiphanius, Ambrose, Stricus, Jerome,
Augustine, Chrysostom, Optatus etc.
1 shall merely cite the words ol the
last named Father, who, writing about
the year 875, against tho Donatist
Parmenian. ssys. * You caonot be
igonorant (negare non potes scire te)
that tho Episcopal chair was first ostalb-
lished by Veter — lead of all the
apostles, . . . Peter there
fore first filled that pre-eminent chair,
which is the first of the Marks of the
Church,” and again * If ‘lacrobius be
asked in what chair be sits in Rome,
can hoanswer, * la the chair of Poter?”
{Ue Schusm. Donat. hib. ii. c. 2. 3. 4.)
The learned Greek historian of tbe
Charch, Luscbius, writing for the
moat part about the year 315, in his
chronicle, preserved not only in the
Latin version of St. Jerome, but also
in Syriac versions of the fifth century,
states that * Peter the Apostle, the
first Pontiff of the Christians, when
he first founded the Church at Aatioch,
procerds to Rome, where, preaching
tho Gospel, he continued for twenty-
five years Bishop of that city.”
{Chron. ad. ann. 44 } This is a valu-
able bit of infermation coming from
such a ronowned historian as Eusebius,
for those who would try to transfer
St. Peter's Seo anywhere outside of
Rome. And again, the same authority
soys in bis chronicle and Ecclesiastical
Iistory, (bib. iii. c. 4.y \bat © Linus
was the first after Peter that obfnined
the Episcopato of the Church of the
Romans.” DPope Alexander is else-
where meutioned by him as the fifth
10 guccesgsion from Peter and Paul and
Pope Victor as *the thirtecenth Bishop
of Rome from Peter.,” (Hist. Eccl.
hb. V.c. 28)  Going back to an earlier
date w» find St Uyprisn, A D, 250,
calling Rome ¢ Cathedrum Petrie et
Ecclesiam priocipalem, unde unitas
sacerdotalis exorta cst—the chair of
Petor and tho ruling chnrch, whence
the unity of tho priesthood has ite
source.  (Epist. I v. ad. cornel. ed.
Baluz.) In another epistle of his, he
remarks that ** Cornchius was chosen
Bishop ‘of Rome) when the place of
Poter, and tho grade of the Sacerdotal
chair was vacant.,”” (Epist. I. ii. ad.
Antoniuam.) At even a moroe remote
dato in the Church's history, wo havo
St. Ironacus declaring against heretics,
and to rofute them, ho says ho could
recount the succeseion of Bishops in

doctrines of the said herotics ; but as
this would be a laborious underteking
he will confine himself to the succession
of bishops in *the greatest, wost
anciont and illustrions Okurch—the
ono founder and constituted at Rome,
by the two most glorious apostles,
Peter and Paul’ For inasmuch as
“it is nocessary that overy church,
that is, tho faithful everywhere dis-
persed, should agree (when in com-
munion) with the church of Rome on
account of her superior Headship ; and
because througk communion with this
church (of Rome) that tradition which
is from tho apostles has always been
preserved by the faithful everywhere
dispersed , therefore, by pointing out
the tradition which that church derives
from the apostles, and that faitb—an-
nounced to all men — which has come
down to us through the succeasion of
her bishops, confound all those who
1n any way, whether through caprice
or vainglory, or blindness or perverze
opinion, gather (assemble) otherwise
than as behooveth them.” He then
continues: *‘Tho blessed apostles
therefore baving founded and built up
that church, committed (or transmitted)
the office of the Episcopate to Linus
<« +« +« .+ + To him succeeded
Anaclotus, etc. He gives the whole
succession down to Eleutherius and
concludes * by this aame order, and by
this same succession (of Bishops) both
that tradition which ia in the Ohurch
from the apostles and the preaching
of truth have coma down to us, and
this is o mosat full demonstration that
it is one and the same life giving faith
which is preserved in the Church.
(Adv. Haer. lib. iii. ¢. 8.) In this
celobrated passage of thiawork Irenaeus
who is speaking of Bishops whom the
apostles ieft @s their successors in the
charches delivering to them their own

post of government, appeals to
the succossion of the Roman
Bigshops a8 a conclusive argu-

ment against all the heretics of his
time. How could be build up auch an
irrefragable argument on such lines, if
it were in the power of the ferstics to
cast any doubt on St. Peter's Rowen
Epiecopacy, or to call in question the
succession of Rome’s Bishops from St.
Peter's timo? The whole argument of
St, Ircnacus would have fallen Qst to
the ground. We notice that the later
Fathers, Optalus, Augustiue, Oppha-
nius, appeal in the same wey to the
ruccession of tho Roman Bishops, from
St. Poter as their Eoad, as affording
an invincible argument against the
heretica and schismetics of their day.
1f those arguments could rot be met
by tho early heretics by any logical
procees of reasoning I think the same
beagood effect against the hereticsof our
day. At &'l events they have stood
the tost af ages without being refutel
with any ehow of argument backed up
by facts.

Glaring Inconsistencies.

Last week wo drew atlention to
tho argument of some of our religious
weeklies, viz.: that infallibility is
the pareut of intolerance. We showed
bow natural it is for a teacher of
mathematics to grow indignant at a
denial of a self-ovident axiom. The
infallible teacher of Gospel truth,
comnissioned by God to teach all
natiens, to foed the lambs and the
sheep, to confirm the brethren, must
be equally intolerant of evident errors,
and if not in a position to remove
them must bo satisfied with grieving
over their existence and offering a
prayer for the enlightenment of those
who still adhere to them. But the
church people who proclaim theiz own
fallibihity, who admt the possibility
of their church being in error and
teaching error, what possible excuse
have such a people and such a church
for being intolerant? And yet we
experience the sad fact every day we
live that such people are the only
intolerant claases now found in Chris-
tendom. In all tho Catholic cities
from Quebec to Dublin, from San
Francieco to Paris, fitness alone and
bonesty are the qualifications de-
manded for promotion to civie honors
and emoluments. But what do we
meet with in Toronto and Belfast?
Rank intolerance that closes the office
door to all who do not pray at the
orthodox altar. We find those
two cities swept occasionally by waves
of bigotry that necessitate a call for
extra copstabulary or mlitary au-
thority to protect her Majesty’s sub-
jects from intolerant majorities.

Incounsisteney characterizes Protos-
tant action in regard to matters of
public education. Where a majority is
Catholic, Protestants call for separate
achools. Tha moment the latter gain
the ascendancy, as in Manitoba, they
abolish all denominational distinctions
gud privileges. They place all their
Protestant Separate Schools in Quebeo
in the bands of a Protestant minister
guperintendent, the Rev. Mr. Rexford.
And yet tho one great objection they
have to Scparate Bchools in Msnitoba
is lest those schools should fall into
the hands of tho priests. The Catho-
lics of Quebec are very little concerned
about the superintendent of Protestant
schools being a Protestant minister.
But the moment a priest's or a bishop's

—

namo is mentioned in conneotion with
Catholio Soparate Schools Protestants
aro foolishly alarmed and raso tho
ory of ** pandering to Rome."

A gonoral opinion nmong Irotes-
tants now is that no religion should
be taught in schoofs, that there should
bo but one common school for all, for
Jow and Gentilo, Catholic and Protes-
tant, And that, like the Women's
Couneil, they should open and oloso
with silent prayer. Dut Anglicans
beg leave to differ. T'rus it is the
Orange Hentinel and otler sheets of
the irreconcilable and rabid order pro-
test against szhools boing called God-
less that have no religion taught in
thom. ¢ Al several of the synod
meetings, held recently,” saye the
Presbyterian  Review, ‘'* communica-
tions wero read from the Anglican
Church in the Dioceso of Niagara ro.
specting co-operation in the matter of
religious instruction in the Publio
Schools.” 1t declares that * the feel-
ing on the subject 18 very widespread
in the various branches of the Church
of England.” The Presbyterian, of
Sydney, in Now South Wales, men.
tiong a fact whioh ought to be a light
and a guide to Messts. Greonway and
Sifton. It says: ** There is a clause
(the 17th) of the LEducation Aot in
that Province which offers consider-
able facilities to the duly authorized
agents of the clhurches for religious
teaching —a boon,” 1t continues,
* whick the legislatures of other colo-
nies have not seen fit to grant."”
Last year the Church of England re-
ceived for that purpose £670. The
Presbyterian, of Sydney, urges on the
church of which it is the organ the
adwvisability of applyng for its shars,
stating - * This is a departmcnt of
usefulness in which our church bas as
yet done absolutely nothing apart
from the self-imposed task of the min-
isters, some of whom aro already over-
burdened with other engagements.”
An extract from a report of Bishop
Smith is given, in which occur the
words of solemn truth: ¢ National
welfare was concerned with keeping
up the religious factor in educating
the nsing gencration, aud nothing
could be substituted as a motive power
or moral guide for the Bible n teach-
ing."

This position s supported by the
Dean of Sydney, who directs attention
{0 the fact that the Public Ins.ruction
Act distinctly recognized the import.
auce of religion in connection with
education and that religion was an
esgential factor in the formation of
character.

Thoe Presbyterian hopes that all
the Protestant chiurches in the land
will be arcused to a more realizing
sense of their duty. It suys: ¢ The
young are the hope of the church.
For any church to neglect them is to
court its own extinction.”

Yet this is what Mr. Dalton Me-
Carthy, tho Orange Sentinel, all the
Orange lodges, and all the synods and
ministerial associations that so far
havo spoken want to impose on the
Catholic Church in Maniloba. They
are determined that the Catholic
Church in Manitoba by hending over
the children to their tender sare will

scok its own extinction.

Protestant Separate Schools.

———

Wo have it now on record that in
Now South Wales tho Anglicans have
ostablished Separato Sehools,and have
alroady applied for and recoived largo
gams from tho Government in aid of
rehgioun instruction i such schools.
"Tho Presbytorians who lagged behind
for somo yoars, and tvok no advantage
of tho 17th claugo in tho education act,
aro now urged on by their ofticial organ
to apply for sumilar aid in .money, 8o
that equal facilitios may bo obtained
for tho establishment of Presbyteran
Separato Schools in Australia.

The Presbyterian Peview of this
cityhias copied approvingly the sppoalr
mado by its Syduoy contemnporary, in
favor of religious mstruction or do-
nominations! education. It winds up
an wntoresting editorial on the subject
with tho romark that, * should the
movoment bo taken up heartily by tho
variouschurches,the Australian gohools
will have thoe benefit of religious in-
struotion in accord with interdenomi-
national arrangements.”

The Anglican Ohurch in Ontario,
liko its sister ostablishment in Now
South Wales, is now leading off with
important resolutiona on the same
lines of absolute necessity of religious
instruction being the ‘‘one thing
necessary” in education. It is quite
probable that, as in Australia, the
Prosbyterian Cburch first, and then
other church organizations, msy soon
be calling for denominational schools.
Both Anglican ond Preskyterian must
now regro! that they did not fall into
line with the Catholicathirty years ago,
and insist upon religious education for
their chilizon. The Seculars have it
all their own way now. Men of world-
ly ways and instincts, men void of the
roligious spirit, men who are convinced
of the pre-eminence of jinathematics,
and make all perfection consist in
high culture and the power of analysis;
theso teachers ignore Religion in edu-
cation, and openly bosst of their
scepticism in every thing but what
thoy are pleased to call morality.

The average modern school teacher
or director of schoolsis notafraid tc say
that while strie moralityis inculeated,
the very namereligion isexeluded from
bis curriculum. e will teach obedi-
ence, charity, respect for others, strict
honesty and decorum, but hbe will
never mention the name of Him who
gave tojthe world the golden rule, who
preached the sermon on the Mount,
and laid down His life for the world’s
redemption. The scheol teacher who
inculcates humility and self denial
without religion, must fancy that his
words and lessons will have more
weight on the minds of pupilsthan the
lessons taught 1n the lifa and example
of the great Master. In this however
he woefully errs. The result is soen
in the utter impossibility of theic
educating a race and goneration of
moral infidels. Morality and infidelity
cao not long keep company. All the
churches are becoming daliy convinced
(experientia docot of the fact that,) as
the Presbyterian Reviow declares it,
** National welfare is concerned with
keeping up ,the religious factor in
educating the rising generation.”

The Clergy in France.

Tho porsistent cry of Prutcstantism
is that any union between Clurch aud
State is bound to bave an illeffect
upon the State. That the js.twn f
the Church may not uader a. ..reum
slances bo one of advantage under
guch connection 18 domonstrated by
an incident that recently occurred i
France.

An oppressive tax upow. r ligiou
communities was recently i.vied by
the French Chambor. Tuc priest
who wero brought under 1ts operatiod
natarally grumbled, and a namber of
the secular clergy also became very
outspoken in denunciation cf the 12-
justice. Some priests of the dioces
of Cambrai were particularly st vere 2
their utterances. Thereupon the Mip-
ister of Public Worship, whe 13 pre
bably an atheist, wrote, forgetting
oven politencss, to ** Mr. Archbushop,”
asking what he proposed to 1 abuot
it.

Tho Archbishop wrote back mfore
ing the minister that the pricsis wer
within their rights as citizens .0 co?
demning the legislation and tuat co-
sequently any censuro frum huw w33
uncalled for.

To show how he regards the 8%
sumption by the ministers of the right
to regulate the utterances of e
pricsts, and to mako it clear that be

himself does not propose to bo sdenced:
iis Lordship adds:

*With regard to my pricats and mysell,
I hope to speak to them privately and {32t
to face during the approachiog clergy ™
trcats, They will then know my pcmﬂ‘l
views tespecting the deplorablo measart
now aimed at our communitica—that is, 3
one of the most zealous amd most usefd!
organs of tho Uhristian lifo of our ded
oountry at the present period.”

This utterance has been received
with dolight and its author comparcd
to St. Thomas a Beoket. It 18 bsd
enough to bave Catholic France rulcfi
by atheiats, without tho very Churet

coming under their control.
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The Irish Party.

At tho rocent meoting of the Irish
National League of Great Britain,
held at Leeds, Mr. Justin MoCarthy
donounced in vigorous terms tho
actack on Mr. William O'Brien which
had doprived that gentloman of his
geat in DParlinmont. They might
justly bo held in ignominy, Me. Me.
Carthy gaid, if tho occasion <wore
allowed to pass without their baving
oxprosged their indignation. It is
ovident from the gensral burden of
tho press commoent on the subjeot that
Mr: Healy is accused of being occupied
m o plan to procuro hig own elovation
to the leadorship of the party by
effeoting the removal of all tho other
leading spirits of the party from Par-
liamentary life.  Winle such a scheme
looks too ridiculous to be charged
against the fertile brain of Mr. Healy,
it is perhaps not too much to concede
that tho recont dissonsions, in which
Mr, Healy has been almost alone 1n
counsel aga.nst the other leaders, may
have had an important bearing upon
Mr. O'Brien’s position.

That thure is no great danger to the
people is, however, well attested by
Mr, O'Brien himself. It is said that
at bis farewell meeting in Cork there
wore a8 mauy as fifteen thousand
people present. He inforined his
admirers that he did not intend to
abandon his part in public affairs.
Nothing could prevent his laboring
for the cause so long as he could do
go offectively. He might now be
accepted as a disinterested judgo of
the Irish Parliamentary Party, and
be desired to say now, with as much
carnestness ns if he were speaking
from his dying bed, that he believed
Ireland never had a truer, more
gallant, or more disinterested servani
than the Irish party, taking them all
in all. The happiness of Ireland and
tho freedom of Ireland was the one
supreme aim of their existence.

This tribute may certainly be wel-
comed, the more so when the circum-
stances of the delivery are considered.

At the Leeds meetings some general
statements wore made concerning the
present attitude of the Irish party
towards the Liberals of Geeat Britain.
Mr. Blake, in proposing a toast to
* Our Liberal Allies,” remarked that
this was a toast that no Irishmap
could have proposed ten years ago.
The adoption of Home Rule by the
Liberal party had produced a blessed
change not alone for the Irishmen of
Great Britain but for the whole Irish
poople.

Mr. Dillon said that the Irish people
had to ask tbenuselves whether their
Libeial sllics had Lopestly and con-
gcientiously, according to their judg-
ment, striven to carry out the compact
entered into ? He bad no hesitation
in saying that thoy bhad; and if their
efforts had been thwarted by tho
House of Lords and the Tory party
that was no reason why the Irigh
party should play the gamo of the
Torics by trying to throw out the
Government. To do so would be a
dishonorable procceding on their part.
The Liberals bad honestly dono their
part, and the Izish party were bound
to- do theirs as loyally. While the
Liberal party was truo to the allianco

tho Irish party was in honor bound
to stand by and support it.

Mr. McCOarthy gave as his reason
for his feoling of hopefulness tho
incrensing desiro overywhore shown
for justigo to the Insh people. Come
what might, lot this Governmont fall
and that Government succeed, one
thing there was which would continue
—that was the affection, sympathy,
and underatanding botween the pooplo
of Great Briwin, and in that under-
standing was thoir grand assurance of
guccess to the National cause.

Taken with the recent optimistic
speech of Sir William Harcourt we
may perhaps look upon theso state-
ments as an offsot to the gloomy
despatches of Tory cable correspond-
ents.

Cromwell.

Prosumably when Mr. Justin Mec-
Carthy protested against the grant
proposed by tho British Parliament
for a statue to Uliver Cromwell, ho
spoke in the nameof hig parliamentary
associates and as representing the
gentiment of tho Irish people. Mr.
MecCarthy is not by any means, if we
can judge from his writings and
speeches, a man who would deny to
Cromwell his measure of greatness.
The principal works of his pen are
characterized by eminent fairness to
all persons.

Had the House of Commons been
ontirely English in its composition,
the grant would have perhaps been
allowed to go unquestioned. As it is,
the eubject only defines once moro the
utter unreason of the claim that Eng-
land and Ireland are & unit in sympa-
thy and interest.

From the English standpoint, the
fame of Cromwell must be considered
ag great enough to endure without a
wmonument. Ho is the very type of
the Englishman. Ho was the out-
come of the distress of the people.
Tyranny might have been continued
indefinitely had royalty been opposed
by only such a leader as Hampden,

sterling indeed for the right, but judi-
cious, just and a courtier. Tho asser-
tion of the people’s claims demanded
s man of coarger fibre. Oromwell
was that man. His sword became as
tho sword of the Lord and of Gideon.
He bad no merey on his enemies. And
in course c£ time the Irish became his
enemies.

*t The cursgo of Cromwell™ is his
legacy to Ireland, This embodies the
tradition that bas come down through
the centuries. Farms pillaged, homes
ravished, towns burned, populations
exterminated or expatriated, women
and children put to the sword around
the market cross; the Irish need not
be at any pains to do the author
bonor. Mr. Mo:ley was only just in
withdrawing the proposition for a
grant when, as he said, he found the
sentiment of the whole Irish people
was still, after the lapso of time,
fervent in execration of the English
butcher, and that Cromwnll's Irish
policy was one of the greatest political
blunders of all times,

Archbishop Kenrick's Retirement.

The comwanding ability of Arch.
bishop Kenriok of 8t. Louis in the
years of his active lifo, and in general,
the qualities ho had displayed over so
long a period, had endeared him with
the peoplo to such an extent that
when it became necessary to romovo
him on acoount of physical and mental
fufirmity the very mention of such a
ocontingonoy gave risc to ill feoling on
the part of many of his friends, who
naturally desired that ho should live
to his ond in pogsession of tho honors
he had 80 amply meritod.

As the decision from Rome proves,
however, this kindly disposition could
not be acceded to without tho gravest
danger to tha affairs of the dioceso,
which have been for some timo prac-
tioally unattended to. Archbishop
Kain, who bad endeavored in every
way to minister to tha comfort of the
aged prelate, found himself constantly
ropulsed. Acchbishop Kenrick had
taken a pogitive dislike to bis co-adju-
tor and, while unable to transact
business nimeelf, resolutely refused to
officially attest the acts of Archbishop
Kain. This naturally resulted in a
condition which, no matter bow eager
any one might be to continue him in
thepossession of hissee andits honors,
necessitated the removal of the old
Archbishop from the control of the
practical administration.

The mandats from Rome put an
end to the trouble. The light of a
great mind has gono out while yet the
body lives. It is but one other of the
countless 1llustrations of Thackeray's
proverb, A dead sorrow is better
than a living one.”

"~ Manitoba.

There are indications that the
agitation in Manitoba will have far-
reaching consequences outside that
Province. Anglicans, Presbyterians
and Methodists are more or less whoie-
heartedly adopting the Catholic view
that religion should be taught in the
schools. Notwithstanding this the

Manitoba Ministers are adhering to
their policy of villification of the
Catholics as an excuse for resisting
the judgment of the Yrivy Council.

Catholics, who naturally dusire to
gee their fellows 1n Manitoba granted
the full exercise of their rights, may
well look upon the movement for reli-
gion in the schools now going forward
in the great Protestant bodies as of
vastly more vital import than the
petty carpings of the Siftons. The
legislators, too, both ot the Province
and of the Dominion, may with profit
measure the growing tendency of the
denominations to get awey from the
system which relegates God to a place
of seventh rate importance in the
universoe. The Manitoba Catholics
are right, and the Protestants, by
making a like case their own, admit it.

GGod and to God's Church, *big" in
fiis devotion to tho beat interests of
old Ireland, ¢ big* in the possession
of every quality which ennobles man.
A son who inherits not a little of his
sterling qualities resides on tho old
homestead.

Ancther figure, tho features of
which are indelibly stamped on the
face of memory, is that of Mr. Samuel
Gibson of the Cobourg Road. M.
Gibson was a native of the County of
Tipperary, Ireland, but for pearly
forty years an esteemed resident of
ihe Towhship of Perry. Unobtrusive
and undemonstrative, with something
of a cold exterior, he was a man who
did not favorably imnpress you at first
sight, but a very liftle acquaintance
with bim soon brought to light the
rich qualities of his naturo. To me.
in the course of my periodical calls
upon bim, Guring the latter years of
his life, he appeared as amongst the
grandest types of manhood, and I
have always felt that beneath that
somewhat coarse covering there beat
as pure and as honest a heart as ever
palpitated in human bosom. The ex-
cellent woman who took bhis name,
and who for nearly half a century
shared his trials and his struggles,
still survives him, and lives on the old
homestead with her youngest son,
Samuel. Another son—John—is a
prominent farmer :n this section,
whilst a third—James—is one of the
leading busisess men of the rising
town of Campbellford.

Patrick Downs, Patrick Cleary, Jas.
Keamney, Patrick Conlan, Denis Mc-
Fadden, Cornelius Tobin and James
Bickley, all good men and troe, who,
in an eminent degree possessed the
best characteristics of our race, have
alzo paid the debt of nature, and now
belong to the past.

With ashort referencetotheseand a
fewadditional names, this list, which, I
regret to say. could be further extend-
cd. must close. Simnultaneous with
the building of the Locksat « Crooks
lapids *"~—the name by which Hast-
ings was first known—there appeared
on the banks of the River Trent, a
young. little Irishman, fresh from the
rebel fields of Cork. This was Tim-
othy Cougblin. Mr. Coughlin was
not born with a silver spoon in bis
mouth, and, I may say, and indeed
do say it, in no disparaging sense,
that he had very little silver in bis
purse when commencing life’s battles
in the Canadian forest. He started
however, with a capital, which,import-
ed from Ircland intripsically, was
more valuable than silver or gold. He
was a man of excellent habits, and of
frugal tastes; and withal, possessed
of an honest heart, a willing pair of
arms and a robust determination to
succeed. With such qualities the
reader will be prepared for the za-
nouncement that beforelongthe shrowd
and industrious little Irishman of the
+ Crooks Rapida” locks, became pos-
gessed of a fortune which, by judicious
investments, accumulated as  years
went by. Mr. Coughlin's life was a
useful one. Heo was a liboral support-
er of the Church in his pioneer strug-
gles; be held, for many years, the
Commission of the Pesce, was inti-
mately identified with the manicipal
government of the township and wil-
lage, where he resided, and 1 myself
have personsl knowledgo of the foct,
that many ycars ago, strong pressare
was bronghs to bear with a view of
inducing him to offer for the represen-
tation of the Easst Riding of Peter-
borough in the Provincial Legislature.
No wonder then, that as Timothy
Coughlin’s eyes closed in death s fow
years ago, general regret should havo
been felt throughout the countics of
Northumberland and  Peterborough
where he was best known.

A fosture of the socinl life of Hast.
ings, is the number of retired farmors
who have taken up their residences
there. Mr. Timothy Collins, long
an esteomed resident of tho ** Cobourg
Road "' igone of those whose pleasant
countenance one encounters on its
streeta. Mr. Collins, after years of
patient and persevering industry, re-
tires from the scenes of his labors,
leaving his two sons in sole possession
of the broad and fertilo acres, which
8 lifo of thrift has aoccumulated. Al-
though verging on bhis eightieth year,
Mr. Qollins is still hale and hearty.
Mr. Pasrick Barry also, having looked
after his bay whilst the sun was shin-
ing, hag sought the charms of village
life, leaving his son in indisputable
ownership of a magnificent farm.

Hastings does not appear to increase
with age. Thirty ono years ago it
was a very pleasant looking little
village, to-day it is a very pleasant
looking little village; thus showing
that in one respect, at least, it has
managed to hold its own. \Why this
should be so, must serve as a riddle to
the uninitiated. It is i the hLeart of
acountry richinagricultural resources;
it hag unlimited water power, and why
it should content itself with resting,
snd suczning itself on tke soutitern
slope of a hill, whilst surrounding
hamlets are swelling into villages,and
villagey enlarging into towns, i3 some-
thing that appears inexplicable. The
avaricious and grasping policy of a
few men who have secured a monopoly
not only in the Jand but in the water
has, it is asserted with some show of
resson, contributed not a hitile to this
decadence. Those human cormorants
refused tosell or rent the water, except
at fabulous prices, and as they would
never think of giving it away for
nothing, manufacturers, for their in-
vestments, sought for fields nnbued
with a stronger spirit of enterprise.
We must not marvel then, at finding
Campbelford, Norwood and other sar-
rounding villages, knocking Hastings
out of time in the race for wealth,
population, and general prospenty.

Despite those adverse influences,
there 18 one industry which grows and
flounishes 1n Hastings. T ellude to the
tannery owoed by Mr. John Quigley.
1t 15 only a few years since this gen-
tleman adopted the pretty litile village
on the banks of the River Trent, as lus
foture home, and as the base of his
manufactuning operations, bat in that
short time he has, by lis intelhigence
and his cnterprise, by his kindness
and generosity as an extensive em-
plover, as well ag by bus public spirited
conduct a3 & citizen, created a lucrative
business, whilst making for himself an
honoredname. Nor can I refrainfrom
saying that every praise worthy effort
of Mr. Quigley’s is ably seconded by
hig estimable wife who, like himself
springs from a fine old Catholic family
well known in the County of Ontario.

A word or two respecting the Cath.-
olic Church at the point, and my
lucubrations, for the present, must
come > a fimsh. Those who will
deem it worth while to wade through
this tedioaseffusion willbeglad tolearn
that the old faith has more than kept
psace with the times, both in a material
and spiritual sense. John Driscoll’s
stone castle sull looks down frowning-
1y on the swamp, but on the crest of
a neighbouring hill, in foll view of the
raging watars of the noble stream,and
within sight of the whole village stands
the Catholic Church,a stately memorial
of the zeal,the picty, and gencrosity of
the priest and people of Hastings.

will draw copious tears. ‘The history
of Father Quirk for tho last five and
thirty years, is indentical with a history
of Catholicity itself in thoso parishes.
He built most of the churches, ho
established sohools, hu baptised the
majority of tho Roman Catholic in-
babitants now living, he united them
subsequently in wedlock, and when
summoned to the other world, he
followed their remains to the grave.

In tho month of March last, I had
tho pleasure of calling upon Father
Quirk, and slthough, as was painfully
evidont, his lifo hung upon a slender
tenure, hisgrecting bad all the warmth
and fervor of olden times.

Tho despatch announcing liis death
which is very meagre of dotails, states
that he had resched the ecighty fifth
year of his age. Tlus certainly wust
bo an error, us the good priest.judging
from frequent coaverautions which I
bad with him on the subject many
years ago, could not be more than
soventy-five years at the time of death.

I regret that in tho absence of data
I cannot write more, but 1 trust the
task of writing his biography will be
confided to abler hands than mine, so
that full justice will be done to a most
unselfisk nature, and to a8 most
exemplary life. Peace be with him.

Size of Eo'Unirerse.

While it is intercsting to know the
distance of some of the stars in miles,
when stated in that way the numbers
are 50 largo thst they frequently con-
vey very indistinct conceptions to the
mind. For this reason it is customary
to cstimato star distances in * light
years.” A light year is the distance
that light, moving at tho rate of 186,
300 miles second, travelsin one year.
This amount is round numbers to
5,880 000,000,000 miles. The dis-
tanco of Alpha Qentauri is 4.35 light
yoara; that of Sirius, the dogz star, is
almost t{wice as great, or 5.6 light
years. In other words. hght requires
§ 6 years to como to us from Sirius.
And these are among the very nearest
of the stare. Some, whose parallaxes
have been rather cstimated than mea-

'ersonals.

Sm.—As these aro two new works
of charity lately instituted by His
Grace tho Archbishop of Toronto, and
seeing that wo bhave already so many
noble works of mercy and charity in
our midst I fear that some of our
poople who have not given the maiter
much consideration might consider
thom unnacessary, whereas on close
enquiry they preve to be an absolute
necessity under the now existing laws
of the land.

Recently tho Dominion and Provin-
cial Govornments have enacted most
humane laws in favor of minors, which
call for tho establishment of industrial
schools and children's aid socicties
throughout the province, to which all
neglected and dependent, as well as
all childron found guilly of minor
offences, will be sent during their
minority.

To take advantage of these merciful
laws the Victorin Industrial School at
Mimico and the Children's Aid Society
of Toronto have been in active opera-
tion for some years past and all tho
above numerous class of children have
been confided to their care, where
much bodily gervice hias been rendered
to them; but, as these institutions
are entirely governed by Protestants
their faith has in most cases been
entirely destroyed, as it is all but im-
possible for our young poorly educated
children to remain in such places for
years and still remain true to their
Church and their God.

The fact, therefore, now stares us
full in the face ; we must either main-
tain the above-nawmed Catholic institu-
tions, eo ably provided by the untiring
zeal of Xis Grace the Archbishop of
Toronto, or fold our arms and sec our
unfcrtunate little ones absorbed by
those other institutions in future as
they bave in the past.

The law fully provides that all
Catholic children shall be placed in
Catholic institutions where such exist,
such as wo now have.

The co-operation of all good people
is requested in this gc~d work.

The St. Vincent de Paul Children’s
Aid Society has opened an office in
St. Vincent's Hall, No. 25 Shuter
street, where any information aflecting
the welfaze of neglected and dependent
children is solicited and any assistance
possible will be given.

The utmost secrecy as to names
and addreszes will be preserved where
such ig likely to be desirable.

His Grace has placed the services
of the Sacred Heart Orphianage, Sun-
nyside, and the St. Nicholas Institute,
Lombard street, at the disposal of the
Society so far as may be found neces-
sary lor a temporary shelter.
