WHAT WILL BRITAIN DO?

John Bull Cannos for One Moment Per-
mit Uncle Sam to Dictate on
Venezeulan Matters.

London, April 22.—The St. James
Gazette, commenting on the despatch
to The Times from G. W, Smalley, the
ccrrespondent of that paper in the
United States, representing that the
Venezuelan dispute is still a question
of great gravity and a cause for
alarm, says: ‘“The revival of the
Venezuelan question reminds us that
even the wars in Africa are trivial
compared with the real danger which
has existed in the west since Decem-~
ber. The American demand that the
United States shall decide our quar-
rels and settle our frontier Iz admis-
sible, and no amount of talking
around the matter will make it any-
thing else. President Cleveland in his
message last December referred every-
thing to a special commission, and
then, when it was too late, attempted
to negotiate. We are now told to be
prepared for a report that fs hostile
to the claim of Great Britain. What
will happen then ? Either the Wash-
ington Government must allow the re-
port to remain a dead letter or carry
out its threat to enforce a decision by
regort to'war. There is no reason to
bellieve that an attempt will now be
made to work up an English feeling
in favor of the surrender of our Gov-
ernment. This {s vain. Our position
is simply that British frontier ques-
tions are matters for negotiation only
with the parties concerned.”

Nikola Tesla of New York Roports Farther
, : Advancement in the Usc of
Tesla,

Roentgen Rays.
New York, April 22.—Nikola"

who has been quietly conducting a
series of experiments with the Roent-
gen rays, announced that he has suc-
ceeded in actually seeing the human
heart. He has obtained a wanderful
result by the use of a new type of

laboratory, which increases the sharp-
ness of the outlines in a shadow.
“By the use of this apparatus.” he
writes to The Electrical Review, *I
have been ‘enabled to examine much
better than before the body with the
fluorescent screen. Whe yertebral
column can be seen quite clearly, even
in the lower parts of the body. [ have
also clearly noted the outlines of the
hip bones, Looking in the region of
the heart, I have been able to locate
it unmistakably. The background ap-
peared much brighter, and this differ-
ence in the intensity of the shadow
and surroundings has surprised  me.
The ribs I could see on a number of
occasions, quite distinctly, as well as
the shoulder bones, Of course, there
is no difficulty in observing the bones
of all the limbs.”
Mr. Tesla has also dlscovered that if
a sensitive film is placed between two
plates of magnesium and copper a real
Roentgen radiograph will be had after
a long exposure in a dark room, He
is devoting much time to scientific -in-
vestigation of the various effects of
the Roentgen rays, :

A Deal With Russia,

The Russian Government in 1892
agreed to the scheme of emigration of
the Jews to the-Argentine and Canada
and other countries, the Baron guar~
anteeing to expend $10,000,000 on the
work. The colonies established in the
Argentine were recently reported to be
in a flourishing . condition.

Baron de Hirsch spent in charity
more than the income of some of the
smaller countries of Europ:. In 1891
alcne he gave away $15,000,000. He
gave the London hospitals all the pro-
fits he had made on the turf. He was
ardently devoted to sport, and at one
tim: Kept a large racing stud in Eng-
land. The best horse he owned was
La Fleche, by St. Simon, out of Quiv-
er, which he bought at Hampton
Court, at Her Majesty’'s yearling sale
of 1892. La Fleche won the ‘‘One
Thousand Guineas,” the “ Oaks” and
the * St. Leger,” and finished second
to Sir Hugo in the “ Derby.” She also
won the Ascot Gold Cup of 18%4.

Baron de Hirsch had several horses

training this season, but none of any
great promise,. His winnings on the
turf in 1892 were princely. In 1893 he
won $210,000, out of which the London
hospitals received $75000. Baron de
Hirsch went into the racing business
because Lucien had done so ; besides
La Fleche, for which he paid $30,000,
he owned Matchbox, who just missed
winning the Grand Prix. Lord Mar-
cus Beresford was closely associatea
with Baron de Hirsch on the turf,
" Hirsch’s great estate in Hungary is
well stocked with game of all kinds.
There, a few years ago, he received
the Prince of Wales and a distinguish-
ed party, whom he entertained in
princely magnificence for over a week.
The Baron spent séveral months there
every year. In idon. he kept a
great house in Piccadilly, and also
cwned valuable property in France
and Scotland.

Millions of poor Jews mourn his loss.
It is said that not long ago domicilian
visits in Galicia resulted in the finding
of photographs of Baron de Hirsch
marked ‘‘ The Emperor.” The Jews
proved that these photographs had

distributed by Vienna anti-Semi-
tes, who, at the same time, informed
the police of the treasonable title giv-
en by the Jews to their benefactor.

SHALLTHERE BE ANOTHER BISHOP?

The Old foplé Once More Discassed by
the Symod Committee.

The Anglican committee appointed
to report upon the advisability and
practicability of creating a new dic-
cese in Ontario. met in the Synod of-
fice yesterday afternoon.

The matter has been in abeyance for
a number of years. It refers particu-
larly to the Peterboro district, where
in 1873 the Anglicans mapped out a
new diocese and were prepared to no-
minate a bishop, but the House of
Bishops argued that an endowment
fund of $40,000 must first be raised.

Some months ago the committee, of |

which Rev, Dr. Langtry is chairman,
got the opinion of four legal gentle-
men regarding the controversy. These
gentlemen are Messrs, Davidson, Q.C.,
Montreal ; Worrell, Q.C., Biggar, Q.C.,
and Hodgins, Toronto, and three of
them favored the contention of the
Toronto diocese that an endowment
fund is not necessary, while<the other
thinks it is.

What 1is Being Done For the Accommo-
dation and Safet¥ of Thousands
. of Bikes

It is estimated that there are 15,000
bicyclists in 0, and while there
is no certain methodfof arriving at @
reliable bicycle ,eengllv this figure may
be taken as approXimately correct. -Of
the total number Of wheels, a very
large’ proportion are ridden by busi-
ness men and others, who use the
silent steed in going to and from busi-
ness; and in this connection the prob-
lem of bicycle storage has presented it-
self in all establishments where there
are many employes. In a majority of
public buildings and large stores in the
city, suitable provision has been made
for the wheels of employes, and the
rights of cyclists in this respect will
’ doubtless soon be fully recognized.
Big Stores Set a Good Example.
" The departmental stores were among
the first to make provision for the care
of wheels, and each of the larger stores
has a room set apart for the use of
its cycling employes, in which their
bicycles ‘may be safely left during
the hours of business. In each of these
rooms from 50 to 150 bicycles are
stored every day. . -

The Board of Trade Building I8
provided with a bicycle room, with ac-
commodation for 50 wheels, and that
figure represents the number of dbicy-
clists in the building. The removal of
the C.P.R. offices to the Union Station
transferred many wheelmen from the
Board of Trade Building to that place,
and at the new depot there is a large
number of cyclists. Here, as yet, there
is not sufficient accommodation for the
wheels. There IS & rack which will
hold 35 wheels, but double that number
is ridden by the rallway employes.

Financlal Institutions te the Fore.

The British Ameriean Assurance Co.
led the other financial institutions in
providing accommodation for wheels.
The company has & bicycle room in
which racks are provided for §0 wheels,
which is about the number in the
building. The telegraph companies,
whose messengers nearly all ride bicy-
cles, have made no special provision
for wheels, but in the newspaper offi-
ces and other large concerns,the wheels
are properly cared for during the hours
of business. :
