CONFLAGRATION AT BERLIN.

‘Total Destruction of the Big Factory

Owned by Mr. D. Hibner—Heavy
Loss to the Town.

Berlin, Ont,, Nov. 1L—(Special.)—A
terrible fire is raging here which
threatens to wipe out' several of tne
largest factories. It is the most de-
structive fire that has' occurred here
for years, the large manufactory of Mr.
D. Hibner being burned to the ground.
The loss will be between $35,000 and
$100,000. ‘The fire started about 8
o'clock in the first flat. A boy was
washing his hands in benzine near a
gas jet, when it ignited and caught
some other benzine, causing an ex-
plosion. An alarm was immediately
sent in but it was ten minutes or more
before the firemen arrived. The build-
ing was threée storeys, and the hose
could only reach to the second fiat.

At 11.30 o'clock the fire was under
control. Mr. Hibner's factory is com-
pletely destroyed, but the firemen pre-
vented the spread of the flames to other
buildipgs. The amount of insurance i8
not ascertainable at present.

What Mr. Macdonald ought to do is
to keep out of civic politics and civic
squabbles, get some men of enterpriée
and capital about him and under the
best engineering advice that they can
command devote their entire energy
to the power project. If that goes the
after-development will take care of it-
self. He and they ought to take the
recent vote In the council as an inti-
mation that the people of Toronto will
not part with the absolute control of
their water supply. But the people of
Toronto want cheap power and they
will hail the day and the man that
sees and puts them in possession of it.
UNITED EFFORT WILL ABOLISH EX-
EMPTIONS.

In a spasmodic and desultory way
the cities of Ontario have from time to
time protested against the existing
exemption clauses of the Municipal Act.
Two years ago a deputation of Toronto
citizens appeared before the Ontario
Cabinet, and asked for a repeal of those
clauses, with the single exception of
the one relating to cemeteries, Tuis
deputation was opposed by another
composed principally of clergymen. Sir
Oliver Mowat was impressed by the
arguments or rather by the influence of
these gentlemen, and the exemp-
tion clauses were . not disturbed.
The complexion of the Cabinet
is somewhat different now, and
a deputation representing all the
cities opposed to exemptions would
very likely be successful in se-
curing remedial legislation if they
waited on the Government and con-
vinced it of the strength of the anti-
exemption feeling that now exists in
this province. Separately the cities of
Ontario cannot do much to secure the
removal of this unjust system, but act-
ing together they would be strong en-
ough to force the Government to re-
peal the exemption ciauses. Now s
the time to get ready for the attack.
Let all the citizens interested com
municate with one another and decide
on a modus operandi. The exemptions
on the churches alone in Toronto
amount to $75,000 a year. Under exist-
ing legislation the State contributes
that amount yearly to the support of
the church. The system is wrong in
principle. It is unjust to half the
residents of Toronto, and principally to
the workingmen. Let &he iniquitous
system be abolished.

WILL STAND BY JOHNSTON.

The City Solicitor wrote, stating thet
the defendants’ costs in the case of
Johnston v. Consumers’ Gas Co., Liu
been taxed at $1257.36, and a certificate
of taxation has been served upon the
city. He advised that the resolution
granting $1500 in the early part of the
year had committed the city, and the
corporation thereby became liable for
the Gas Company’s costs. Execution
could mot now be issued against the
city, but it could as against Mr. John-
ston and the Type Foundry, and e
city would eventually have to pay the
amount of these costs if the sameé
could not be recovered from Mr. John-
ston or the Foundry Company. The
City Solicitor asked : -“Will the Board
and council now authorize these costs
to be paid ?”’

The communication also stated that
Mr. Johnston desired that Mr. Christo-
pher Robinson’s opinion should be ob-
tained as to the plaintiff’s likelihood
of succeeding in an appeal from the
judgment of the Court of Appeal to the
Privy Couneil in England, and inquired
whether it was the desire of the Board
to obtain such an opinion.

He reported that the most
economical way of doing the filling is
by obtaining dredge material from the
harbor or Island shore, depositing it in
the Waterworks slip, and then pump-
ing it into the John-street slip by the
city sand pump.

Tenders for delivering the material
at the waterworks slip had been taken,
the lowest being that of Frank Jack-
man, at 7c per cubic yard, which the

TO PREVENT FOREIGNERS

From Locating Mineral Ground in the
Pacific -Province.

Am Agitation for an American Consulate
in Rossland—-The First Bar of Bullion
Taken Out by the Cyanide Process in
British Columbia Brought From Cariboo
—Clarke Wallace'as a Mine Owner-
General Ontario Mining Netes,

It is learned that it is the intention of
some members of the British Colum-
bia Legislature, at its next session, to
bring forward a bill to prevent aliens
from locating mineral ground in the
province. Such a move would surely
be a foolish one. Had it not been for
the el‘erprlslng' alien  the wealth of
the Kootenay would have been un-
knewn to this day. What the country
wants is more aliens, and they will not
remain aliens long any way, for as
soon as they become used to the privi-

leges to be enjoyed under British rule

they will take out naturalization pa-

pers and become good citizens. -
American Consul for Rossland.

Rossland papers are agitating for the
location of a consular agent in their
town, or a customs officer to look after
Canadian goods going through to the
Kootenay in bond over the United
States railways. It is understood that
representations along this line have
been made to the American Govern-
ment.

Bonded Warehouse in Spokane.

The proposition has heen made
among Spokane wholesale men to erect
a large bonded warehouse in that city
for Canadian goods, pay the salary of
Canadian customs. officers to look af-
ter it, and from there supply South
Kootenay with Canadian goods. The
expense of maintaining such a building
would be considerable, but the scheme
would have - the effect of enabling
Rossland dealers to supply themselves
with goods in jobbing quantities cheap-
er and more guickly than at present.
Orders telegraphed down could be fillea
within three days, or by letter in four,
whereas almost two weeks are now
consumed in getting an order filled in
Victoria and Vancouver. Such a bond-
ed warehouse would practically cut off
eastern wholesale men from doing any
Kootenay business. The only way to
hold it would be by putting in stocks
in some central Kootenay point.

Rossland’s Cuastoms Returns.
Customs collections for the month of
October at Rossland were $11,217.15, the
highest of any month yet. This was
an average of $400 a day.

A Seattle syndicate is to erect In
Rossland a brewery capable of turn-
ing out 25,000 barrels per year.

] Cyanide Process In B. C.

The first bar of bullion taken out
by the cyanide process on a commercial
scale in British Columbia has been
rought down from cariboo by W. F.

wes, secretary of the Cariboo and
Williams Creek Consolidated Mining
Company, limited. The bar weighs
31.61 ounces in gold aad silver, is 607
fine and worth about $400, This com-
pany was the first to introduce the cya-
nide process in British Columbia and
the result, Mr. Hawes says, has been
a great success.

Vancouver Has the Fever.

The assayers in Vancouver are busy
assaying quartz brought in by prospec-
tors from. Howe. Sound, Philip’s Arm,
Lillooet districts and other places. Re-
ports of very rich strikes have been
made. In one case $1000 cash was of-
fered for the knowledge of a location
not vet staked. In another case $5000
cash was offered for a staked claim,
which had not been seen by the would-
be purchaser. The excitement over
mining is very keen in Vancouver.

The discovery of gold near Kamioops
has led to that place becoming still
better known to the outside world than
it has been heretofore. The fact that
J. F. Guerin bonded a claim last week
for $13,000, of which $500 was paid
down to a wealthy British company,
proves that people are beginning to re-
cognize the strong probability that ex-
tensive mineral deposits exist there.

Remember that
he who insults the King insults yqur
uniform, as well as your chief; there-
fore I trust that you will energetically
defend the King and Crown, especially
in these times, when, disobedience and
discontent are rampant and disloyaity
is rife.

“I rely upon you to always remem-
ber your oath, It is easy for you to
do your duty while the eye of your
superior is upon you, but it may be
different when you are alome unob-
served and exposed to the temptation
of seducers, yvet remembering your
vows, if you do your duty faithfully,
you will have the strongest claim upon
your couniry’s gratitude.

Mrs. SMaman’s Straight
- Story in Court.

SHEWAS UTTERLYWORNOUT

.

For-Four Weeks Had Not Taken Off
Her Clothes to Rest.

Thus Worn Out She Fell Into a Doze, and
for That Her Mother-im-Law Accused
Her of Lasiness and Neglect of Her Hus-
band-Statement of the Dead Man Just
Prior to His Death, in Which He Sought
to Protect His Wife From Prosecution
—Her Story Concluded.

Buffalo, Nov. 12—The examination in
the case of Mrs. Olive Sternaman was
eontinued this morning by United
States Commissioner Fairchild. Mrs.
Sternaman this morning identified two
letters which her husband had written.
One was written by him in reply to a
letter received from his mdther before
his marriage to the defendant. The
mother had urged him not to marry
the widow, and had hinted to him that
it was suspected by some people that
she had poisoned Chipman to get his
insurance:

Sternaman’s reply to his mother was
written Oct. 6. He defended Olive vig-
orously. Mrs, Sternaman testified that
after her husband's mother visited Buf-
falo, and told of the talk in Canada
about the possibility that she (the de-
fendant) might have poisoned her first
husband and was poisoning Sterna-
man, the latter was greatly worried by
the talk, and he said that he wished
to be certain that no scandal should
harm her. He wrote a statement,
which he gave to the witness to be pro-
duced if it ever was asserted that his
death was owing to poison or any act
of hers. The statement, which was
written June 10th last, was as follows :

’I‘I{E DEAD MAN’S STATEMENT.

To all whom it may concern : I, Geo.
H. Sternaman, having had very pecu-
llar attacks at times during the past
gix months, and of which no one but
my wife and a few of her relatives
know anything, write this to state that
If I should die while in one of them,
that no person can say that it was
ga‘e\:l.od by her hands in any way that I

The only cause or reason of my hav-
fng this is when I get downhearted or
worrying about anything that does not
Eo to please me, I would have writ-’
ten and told my mother, but I knew
that she would only worry and frel
about it, and probably not do any good
either ; that is the reason that I write
this, ‘that it may be read and shown
Bt any time providing I die whilst in
one of those peculiar spells. I have
never had a doctor, because I always
came out of them all right.. I hope
what I have written will convince all
that they may not think that my wife
had anything to do with such an un-
common death,

Signed by me this 10th day of June,

96. Geo. H. Sternaman..

A STRAIGHTFORWARD STORY.

Mrs. Sternaman told in an apparently
straightforward way the story of her
husband’s long illness, and of her diu-
culty in obtaining medicines and in
caring for him. She testified that her
husband’s medicines cost about $3 a
week, and that it was with, great diffi-
culty that she managed to get money
to buy them and run the house. Fin-
ally she ran out of money and wrote
to her husband’s mother, asking that
ghe loan her some money. She receiv-
ed $5. Finally the family got so poor
that Sternaman determined to go to
his mother's home in Canada. He
wrote to his mother and asked if he
and his wife and children could go to
her home. He received no reply to
his letter. Sternaman and his wife
went over to Rainham Centre, to his
mother’s home.

BROKE DOWN AND WEPT.

‘When describing his condition there
and the way in which she was treated
by his mother, the defendant broke
down for the first time during the
examination, and wept freely. She tes-
tified that her mother-in-law accused
her of being too lazy to get breakfast
for her husband, whereas she had not
taken off her clothes for four weeks,
was worn out, and was dozing when
the mother-in-law took advantage of
the fact and got some tea and toast
for Sternaman. The defendant testi-
fied that she consented to a post-mor-
tem examination after Sternaman’s
death, because she had done nothing
wrong, and she wished to satisfy those
who had been led to believe by Sterna-
man’s mother that she might have poi-
soned him. She paid for the examina-
tion,

THE MOTHER'S MOTIVE.

To show the motive of Sternaman'’s
mother for starting and pressing the
charge of poisoning against the defend-
ant, Mr. Thayer offered in evidence a
letter written by the mother to the de-
fendant on Sept, 18 last. In.it the mo-
ther stated that she had been expecting
Mrs. Sternaman her money,
and was disappoint| not receiving
it ; she referred to t expense of the
household while hér son was at
her home in Canada ; she stated that
she thought she ought to have $20 or
$25, and that Sternaman’'s brother
ought to have something for the
time they had spent in driving around
on errands, etc. The mother also in-
formed the defendant that one of her
sons had determined to learn the trade
of carpenter, and ought to have Stern-
aman’s tools.

This letter was written some time
after the mother-in-law began to talk
about poisoning. Mrs. Sternaman went
to friends, and took their advice ; she
did not reply to the letter. Mrs. Stern~
aman’s direct examination was finish-
ed at 12.15 o’clock, The evidence will be
forwarded by the United States Com-
missioner to the Secretary of State,
who will decide whether or not the wo-
{?an shall be surrendered for extradi-

on.

A DIFFERENCE OF OPINION.

This, it is alleged, would be a good
thin, for the wholesalers, but the
whofe allied paper Industries would
seriously suffer. Thousands of vol-
umes are, manufactured in Canada
simply on account of the 6c per pound
duty. The allied trades—the paper
maker, manuffcturer of printing inks,
type founder, printers and bookbind-
ers—would it as a misfortune
to have the duty'made less.

Treasurer Harvey of Guelph. Harvey plead-

gullty to embezzlement on seven counts.
His sentence was three months.
It is jpot surprising to hear that the audi-
ence seemed dissatisfied and ve audible
expression to their feelings. he sentence
was ridieulously light compared with that
which a prisoner who had been sorely
tempted by wamwt would have received for
a robbery far less heinous because unac-
companied by abuse of confidence, The
plea for lenity, amounting almost to im-
punity, was that the criminal had made par-
tial restitution. The Mayor, we are told, did
all he could to secure as much as possible
from the defaulting treasurer, and was
backed by a committee of Council appoint-
ed to negotiate for arrangements on the
principle that it was better to get all they
could than to have the offender sent down
for a long term and recelyve nothing. This
appears to us to be morally npelther more
nor less than compounding a felony, and a
felony of the blackest dye, since it was
ccmmitted in an office of trust. What good
reason can the sheriff have had for bend-
ing justice to such an arrangement? What
security has the public for its funds If
the confidential servant who steals them
is to get off by paying back part of what
he has stolen?
