Evidence Taken at the Preliminary Hearing at Collingwood of
William Brown, Charged With Conspiring to Kill—Defence
Calls No Witnesses and Asks for a Dismissal. -

Collingwood, Oct. 7.—(From our uL.an
on the spot.)—Old men shuddered and
women “'wept in the crowded court-
room to-day when the amazing plot to
munrder an aged woman was slowly un-
folded in all its shocking details. It
was the preliminary hearing of William
Brown, charged with conspiring o kill
his mother that he might secure her
life insurance. Magistrate John Nettle-
ton presided, Crown Attorney J. R.
Cotter prosecuted, John Birnie, K.C,
and W. T. Allan defended, while Po-
ifce Chief Maiden and Provincial De-
tective Greer were present as the
sleuths who worked up the case.

At the conclusion of the investigation
Magistrate Nettleton announced that
he would render his decision to<mnor-
row. The prisoner was released on $1600
bonds, signed by Robert Wright and
William Best. The penalty is 14 jyears’
fmprisonment.

Crowded to Suffocation.

The case was not submitted until
jate in the evening. The stuffy little
court' room was suffocating. Men, wo-
men and children stood in the aisles,
on top of benches,and the town urchins
peeped in thru the transoms of the
high doors, all eager to catch cvery
syllable of the sickening story. And
right well the curious of the fown
were repaid, for it was the daintiest
morsel ever devoured by the morbid
frequenters of a Criminal Court. Mur-
murs swept over the throng, and a sea
of threatening faces confronted the
miserable looking prisoner as witnesses
recited his proposition to slay the wo-
man who gave him life. The f‘rown-
ing populace became even more menac-
ing when Mrs. James Brown, the frail
old lady whose life was endangered,
tottered into the box, confronted her
trembling son and told the hideous
story of the efforts to accomplish her

death.
Climax of a Rural Drama,

It was the climax of a drama in real
life as startling as any figment of the
playwright's imagination, in which the
characters are the people of Colling-
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cenflicting emotions which the wratch-
ed story of the intended matricide pro-
voked, or melted by the pathetic picture
of a mother accusing her son, Brown
buried his face in a handkerchief and
sobbed. The aged woman, as if obli-
vious of the presence of the cringing
character at her feet, related the de-
tails with stoicism. Apparently the
! mother suffered little pain from the un-
natural position in which she was
placeq, conducting herself in a 1aan-
ner that indicated that she had long
since passed the period where she felt
the pangs of a son’s cruelty or a chill’s
negiect.

In connection with this 2500 striking
mine workers of the Prospect, Okadale
and Midvale collieries of the Lehigh
Valley Coal Company met in this city
to-day, and it was announced, after the
meeting, that they had unanimously de-
cided to remain on strike until they get
some concessions.

Caused No Senwsation.

The calling out of the entire military
force of the State did not cause a sen-
sation in the Wyoming Valley. Wilkes-
Barre City and surrounding country
were about as quiet to-day as any pre-
vious day since the suspension was in-
augurated. The 9th Regiment, station-
ed in the West Park, across the Susque-
hanna River from this city, had nothing
to do beyond going out for their usual
morning tour of the surrounding towns.

Tremendous interest is manifested in
the effect the presence of the entire di-
vision of the National Guard, 10,000
men, will have on the strike. There is
a wide difference of opinion ag to the
probable effect. Coal company officials
welcome the soldiers and say that pros-
pects are bright for the resumption of
mining under the protection of the
military. The  strikers received the
news in a matter-of-fact way, and, in
line with the comment of their national
and district leaders, say the presence
of the soldiers will have no effect on
the strike.

Ottawa will also Le
communicated with to see what the
Welsn coal ordered for that place
cost. i
City Council Takes a Hand.

The City Council met at 5 o’clock
this afternoon to consider the «itua-
tion. Mayor Hendrie stated what had
been done at the morning meeting,and
asked the aldermen to act.

Alds. Domville and Thompson mov-
ed to the effect that representations

be made to the Grand Trunk and C.|

P.R. Railway Companies to bring in
scit coal at special rates,
the present ones, to be suppiied thru
the Council or a syndicate for the gen-
eral
purposes. This was agreed to.

Aldermen Dunn, Domville, McFad-
den, Findlay, Biggar and Stewart were
appointed a conunittee to co-operate
with a committee of citizens to get a
supply of coal. 7

Meeting of Citizens,

This evening in the Council Chamber,
a meeting of citizens wasd held to _ur-
ther discuss the situation. Several
coal dealers were present. C. J. Myles
wag asked for. his views. He thought
the strike would not last long, perhaps
a week, and it was possible for coal
to be brought here in three weeks from
the time of settlement. It should be
remembered there were 35,000 coal cars
lying idle, and many of these were
Canadian cars that would be sent out
with coal when the strike was settled.
At the same time there would oe a
scarcity of coal, and it would take till
spring to catch up to the customary
winter’'s supply of 25,000,000 tons. He
did not think Welsh coal would be se¢r-
viceable, as it came in large blozks,
and there was no machinery here to
break it. He suggested that the city
get the railways to reduce the rates
on soft coal. There was no reason for
the advance on coal and coke. The
increases, however, were made by ‘he

mine operators and not the local deal-|

ers.

Alfred Rogers thought that at the
best hard coal could not be got in less
than two months. Welsh soft coal
would cost $7 a ton.

A. B. MacKay announced that lLie had
B000 tons of soft coal and 450 (ords
of wood for sale.

Loved Edith Crowe Very Much
and Took His Life After
Several Attempts.

Tragedy Is once more the outcome of un-
requited love, and self-sought death has
successfully followed a most extraordinary
course of events, tte centre of which has
been the comfortable boarding house con-
drcted by Mrs. Hannah Priest at 37 Mu-
tral-street, and the grim reaper's harvest
was garnered on Tuesday afternoom in a
rcom at the New Cariton Hotel on Yonge-

street.

E. H. Cleveland, known to his imme-
| diste assoclates as ‘‘Harry,” shet himself.
| The remains are mow awaiting removal

from Millard’s undertaking rooms for In-
terment. He was a man on the other side
of 40, of a genial disposition, and a gen-
eral favorite. He loved Edith Crowe, and
for a time had reason to believe that she
reciprocated the regard, but disappoint-
ment crazed his mind te such an extent
that he detemmined to die,

Unsuccessful Trials,

Early last Thursday morning he was
found by Mrs. Priest and a housemaid
uiconscious in his roem, which had rox-
merly been occupied by Miss Crowe. The
gas jet was turuned on full and there was
vvidence of suicidal iutent. Dr. Greig
| wad summoned, and Cleveland was resus-
citated after considerable hard work.
| When the doctor had gone away, Cleveland
gouuhl fresh air, and he returned to his
room apparently in better spirits, but he
had not discarded his notion to seek the
far beyond, for he took nearly two ounces
01: laudanum, and only the prompt action
of Mrs. Priest and some of the boarders
brovght him round. iHs idea to quit this
mundane sphere was imbedded in his
mind, and to a fellow boarder he stated
that he had once before tried to blow his
brains out, but the revolver had proved a
most unreliable one, and that afll)er pull-
ing the trigger five times he had aban-
dored his intention with disgust.

There is an extremie pathos in comnec-
tlor. with Cleveland’'s numerous and even-
tually successful attempt to take His life.
He was a bright Englishman, who eame
to this country, and his ability was recog-
nized. He had a_good position with John
Kay, Son & Co., West King-street, and he
was well known. He has a 17-year-old
davghter in Toronto and a son in South
Africa. His wife died less than a year
ago.

Mrs. Priest Talks,

The whole cause of the sad culmina-
tion of the unhappy affair was learned
when a World reporter called at 37 Mu-
uml-streef last night. Mrs. Priest, who is
a motherly
very bad about the matter, was candid as
well as sorrowful.

“ 1 knew Mr. Cleveland first' thrn REdie
Crowe,”” she said, ‘‘ Miss Crowe came to
my house in August, I think. She told
me she knew a gentleman looking for
roems and board, and it was Mr. Cleve-
land. He came a week or so after Miss
Crowe did, and I often had reason to be-
lieve that when she had said he was her
friend she had spoken the truth, for he
{vnlly was, 'and a most devoted friend,
00.
“While they were with me he brought in
the finest pears and peaches that could
be bought, and they were for her, He
borght her a silk waist, a gold watch and
an engagement ring.

tempt at suicide last week a man named
William Barker had called at dinner time
for Miss Crowe, who had previously, at the
jurgent request of her rgother, who residss
on Wilton-avenue, quit rooming at the
Mutual-street house, but was still coming
there fof her meals and was in _communi-
i cation with Mr. Cleveland. Mrs. Crowe, It
is alleged, had Insisted npon her daughter
!leaving the house on Mutual-street, even
ito the extent of assaulting one of the
boarders, a Mr. Tanne:, who says himse!f
that she struck him twice.

Mrs. Priest said that Mr. Cleveland had
become acquainted with Edith while boar-
{ing at Mrs,
died. The young daughter bad also board-
ed at the same house, but had been forced
to leave owing to the attachment formed
iby her father to Edith Crowe. Edith left,
according to Mrs. Priest, soon after Mr.
Cleveland did and went to board at the

: ADVANTAGE OF PUBLIC OWN/iR-
i SHIP.

A correspondent writes The World
on the matter of alleviating public dis-
tress, consequent on the scarcity of
fuel. He points out that the Dominion
Coal Company's collieries, contrary to
the usual idea in Toronto, are not the
only ones in Nova Scotia. Those situ-
ated on the mainland and on the
main line of the Intercolonial are of
equal or greater extent and import-
ance,such as the Abron,Acadia,Spring-
hill and other collieries. These are in
active operation, and coal from any
of them can be loaded directly on the
cars and shipped to any part of this
province without transhipment. The
distance, tho great, is less than via
Portland, and, being freighted largely
by our government rcad, the sellng
price should be reduced to the mini-
mun.

Public ownership can in this instance
be utilized to great public advantage,
and I am sure that whatever the de-
fleit that might ensue to the road’s
firances by the granting of cost or
less freight rates to Montreal, where
the Intercolonial ends, would be view=2{
| with equanimity by a public who, with-
| out such assistance, will have to pay
| far more in the shape of many more
| dollars per ton for this ‘household
| necessity than any deficit can possihly
amount to.

The appalling disasters that may re.
sult from a fuel famine are not to be
computed in dollars and cents, and all
the resources of our government shoulq
be called into play to avert sgch a
calamity, which will strike hardest
where it can least be borne, amongst
the bulk of the population, the poor.

New World’s Record for Four Miles

New York, Oct. 6.—News reached here
yesterday of a wonderful plece of running
by A. Shrubb of the South London Harriers
a little more than a week ago. Shrubb has
teen credited with some exccptional work
on the cinder patch during the past sea-
son, and his chief ambition has been to
set up new marks for long distances any-
where from two to ten miles. This effort
of the South Londoner occurred in a four-
mile race offered by the Redhill Harrlers
on a grass track on the Redhill oval
Shrubb covered the first mile in 4 minntes
36 1-5 seconds, the time for the two miles
was 9 minutes 321-5 seconds, for three
miles the clock showed 14 minutes 36
seconds and for four miles 19 minutes 26 4-5
seconds.

These figures completely dwarf anything
ever accomplished by any amateur,whether
on cinder or on grass. The best previous
record on the grass was 19 minutes 44 2-5
seconds, made by T. P. Conneff at Bals-
bridge, Dublin, in a match against E. C.
Carter, the veteran American, in August,
1887.

From 1884 to 1803 the cinder record was
owned by W. G. George, but at the Pad-
dicgton grounds, on June 10 of the latter
year, C. E. Willers, a Cbelmsford man,
reeled off four miles in 19 minutes 33 4-5
seconds, which have since stood as ihe
world’s best figures. The world’s profas-
sional record Is 10 minutes 25 2-5 seconis,
by Peter Cannon at the Glasgow Exhibi-
tion, Nov. 8, 1888,

WYGLIEFE AND ITS GROWTH

New Cenvecation Hall, Erected at a
Gost of $20,000, Formally
Opened Last Night.

$19,000 IS ALREADY SUBSCRIBED

Noble Response of Graduates and
Friends of This College for
Anglican Ministers.

The formal opening of the new convo-

has been erected at a cost of $20,000,
took place on Tuesday night. The
occasion was made an event of con-
siderable importance, and was largely
attended. N. W, Hoyles, K-C.,, was
chairman, and in his opening remarks
spoke of the work done by Wygliffe,
and gave a brief outline ¢of the steps

Jeading up to the erection of the new
hall, He also read letters of regret
frum the Bishop of Huron, Rev. Dr.
Potts, Chancellor Burwash, Pripcipal
Caven and Sutherland Stayner, who
were unable to be present,

Bishop Sweatman  congratulated
Wiycliffe College on the good work i1t
was doing in preparing men to £l
church vacancies.

Wychiffe's High Standing.

The Bishop of Ontario said that the
graduates of Wycliffe were at one
time looked askance at, but now that
was all changed. He referred also
to the way the lessons were read by
clergymen, and said that in some
instances it was abominable, He sug-
gested that theological schools should
have a professor of elocution on their
staff,

Hon. Richard Harcourt congratu-
lated Wycliffe and its principal, Rev.
Dr. Sheraton, who had done so much
in improving it. He knew of no.work
being better done than Wycliffe’'s.

Worthy of Greater Support.

Sir William Meredith spoke of the
great necessity in all walks of life of
a thoro mental equipment—it was
necessary to a nation’s greatness. A
clergyman to be properiy equipped
must have not only piety, but culture
and learning, he maintajned. They
should be equipped so as to instruct
the masses in the proper way.

The present coal strike, he continu-
ed, was a reflection on the intelligence
of the age, and clergymen, he thought,
could prevent such things.

When he looked around the new hall,
Sir William said, he was inclined to
be a little jealous when he remember-
ed that it had been built by only a
few people, while the province, with
its surplus—{laughter]l—did not pro-
vide a respectable convocation ha!l for
Toronto TUniversity., However, the
government and legislature had done
considerable for it,- but the speaker
thought it should do a great deal
more. He was sure that gny money
that was wotely] for the University
would receive the hearty endorsation
of the people.

Qualifications of a Minister.

Principal Sheraton said that a minis-
ter should have tact, piety, solid, trua
learning and culture, and added that
no theological school could be a suc-
cess unless it was connected with a
large university like Wycliffe was, He
dreaded ,he said, the exclusivenesgs of
a theological school. Principal Shera-
ton also hinted that the government
could do a great deal more for Toronty
U-_versity, and anything they did
w¥ 1d receive the pegple’s waim en-
dorsation,

Prof. Cody, speaking on behalf of
the staff,urged that theological wschools
be given every support.

Tribute to the Principal,

Rev. J. O. Crisp, M.A,, president of
the Alumni Association, paid a tribute
to Principal Sheraton, and to Wyecliffe
College: He suggested that the new
convocation hall be called Sheraton
Hall.

Stapleton Caldecott gave an account
of the work in connect.on with raising
the funds for the hall. In no case, he
said, did anyonme who had been ap-
proached refuse to respond. Already
they had $19,000, and there was more
to come. Sixty-nine graduates of
Wyecliffe had subscribed about $1000.
Mr. Caldecott also made a plea for
the payment of higher stipends to
clergymen.

Hon. 8. H. Blake, K.C., also spoke of
the generous way money had been sub-
scribed for the hall, and he urged that
the Church of England send men out
to the Northwest, where the settlers
were rapidly pouring in.

RAILWAY CHARGES ON CORDWOOD

This is a very good time for the pub-
lic to find out why it is that Ontario
which is a land of plenty so far as
cordwood is concerned, is not able to
burn more wood than she does and is,
as a matter of fact, dependent for fuel
on the coal beds of Pennsylvania and
other States In the Republic adjoining.
We would like to ask the question right
here and now, whether it is the case
that Canadian rallroads are giving
cheaper rates for coal than they do for
our own wood? We have heard rallway
managers say that there is no money
in the coal they carry, but there cer-
tainly must be big money in the wood
they carry if they charge the fuel deal-
ers what they ask from ordinary in-
dividuals. The opinion, however, abroad
is that they ask the ordinary individual
prohibitive rates for carrying cordwood
and give very low rates to certain deal-
ers who control the wood supply and
are also interested in the distribution
of coal. In a word, the contention is
tjrat the Canadian railways are ac-
tually disoriminating against our own
cordwood In favor of coal from the
United States. This is a matter well
worth the attention of the public, and
The World invites the public to discuss
this question and furnish any informa-
tion that will throw light on it. Will

B
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the duty of the Council to find a way
to realize the wishes of the people.
But the real truth is that the rich men,
who are interested in electric fran-
chises, street rallway franchiseg and
gas franchlses, and who are banded
together to bloock public ownership,
have gone in and out among the alder-
men, and by their own peculiar meth-
ods8 have chloroformed them into not
carrying out the wishes of the people.
It may be necessary to have an in-
vestigation in this city like the one
they are now having in St. Louis, when
it will be developed what peculiar
methods have been used in preventing
the declared wish of the people being
pealized. Ald. Spence and Unguhart
ought to remew the fight for public
ownership of the gas plant, and if we
Had am Attorney-General of this pro-
vince and a government of this pro-
vince that would vindicate the municl-
pal rights of the people this ecity
would have municipal gas within 36
hours. All it wants to bring the Gas
OCompany to time, as we have sald be-
fore in this paper many a time, is a
letter from the Attorney-Gengral or
the Premier of the province to the
Gas Company, saying that if they do
not carry out their agreement with the
City of Toronto the legishature will
pass an act that will soon settle the
situation. But the real fact is that
members of the government and mem-
bers of the legislature have been
chloroformed in the same way in which
the aldermen have been chloroformed.
The sooner the public arrives at a
full realization of this fact the sooner
the public will get what {s coming to
them, and the sooner will public own-
ership be secured in this city, Let
every man in Toronto to-day who is
feeling the pressure of the fuel

Victoria, B. C., Oct. 7.—Advices have
been received from China of the in-
crease of Boxerism, both in Sze-Chuen
and Chi-Li. In Sze-Chuen the Box-
ers, 10,000 strong, attacked Cheng Tu,
the provincial capital, and there were
scme sanguinery fights in the streets.
The Boxers were held in check by
the imperial forces, and,a report being
proclaimed that reinforcements were
coming for the garrison, the Boxers
fled from Cheng Tu and encamped at
Shippantan, where earthworks had
been thrown up.

The Boxers of Sze'Chuen are led by
a woman, Liao Kuan Yin, who is al-
leged to be one of three sisters, who
were arrested at Tien Tsin during the
rebelllon of 1900, it being said that
they were “the Boxer goddesses.” Let-
ters from Prince Tuan, Yung Lu and
other Boxer leaders were found in their
possession, This woman, who is de-
sceribed by Chinese papers as being
handsome, had attracted 10,000 Box-
ers to her standard.

The Chung Kiang correspondent for
The North China News says: ‘“She {s
the most powerful rebel chief in Sze-
Chuen.”

1t is estimated that 1500 native
Christians have been killed in this
province. In Chi Li the Boxers are
secretly drilling every morning before
dayilght, even in the vicinity of the
capital.
