HEREAS in and by an Act of the General
Assembly of this Province, made and passed
in the forty-first year of the Reign of King George
the Third, entitled * An Act for the further and
better support-of the Poor in the City of Suint

John,” it is enacted * that the Mayor, Aldermen

“ authorized yearly and every year to lay a Tax

“ upon Dogs, to be levied upon the owner or own-

“ ers of the same, being within the limits of the

“ gaid City, and collected in such manner as the

& Corporation of the said City shall by Law or Or-

“ dinance appoint—which said T'ax shall be appro-

“ priated and applied for the support of the Poor,

“ and no other purpose whatsoever; provided that

¢ the same Tax shall not amount to more than

4 Five Shillings for any one Dog.”

L Be it Ordained by the Mayor, ‘Aldermen and
‘Commonalty of the City of Saint John in Common
Council convened, That from and after the passing
«of this Law, it shall and may be lawful for the Col-
{ector for that purpose to be appointed by the Com-
mon Council of the said City, to demand and re-
ceive yearly and every year of and from every per-
son within the District for which he shail be ap-
pointed, within the limits of the said City, owning
any dog or dogs, or having or keeping the same in

AWS of MarTER.—All we see is done by cer-
tain laws of matter, so that it becomes a question of
extreme interest, what are such laws? All that
can be said in answer is, that wa see certain natu-
tal events proceeding in an unvariable order, under
certain conditions, and thence infer the existence
of some fundamental arrangement which, for the
bringing about of these events, has a force and
certainty of action similar to, but more precise and
unerring than those arrangements which human
society makes for its own benefit, and calls laws.
It is remarkable of physical laws, that we see them
operating on every kind of scale as to magnitude,
with the same regulanity and perseverahce, The
lobular,
through the efficacy of the .same law, of-mutual
attraction of particles, which made the sun and
planets round.  The rapidity of Mercury is quicker
than that of Saturn, for the same reason that, when
we wheel a ball round by a string, and make the
string wind up round our fingers, the ball always

, flies quicker and quicker as the string is shortened.
1 Two eddies Inastream, as has been stated, fall

into a mutual ievolution at the distance of a couple
of inches, through the same cause which makes
pair of suns link in mutual revolution at the distance
of millions of miles. There is, we might say, a
sublime simplicity in this indiflerence of the grand
regulations tothe vastness or minuteness of the
field of their operations. Their being uniform, too,
throughout spuce, as far as we can ecan it, and
their being so unfailing in their tendency to ope-
rate, so that only the proper conditions are present-
ed, afford matter for the gravest consideration.
Nor ehould it escape careful notice that the regula-
tions in which all the Jaws of matter proceed, are
established on a rigidly mathematical basis. Pro-
portions of numbers and geometrical figures rest at
the bottom of the whole. ~ Al] these considerations,
when the mind is thoroughly prepared for them,
tend to raise our ideas with respect to the charac-
ter of physical laws, even though we do not go a
single step further in the inyestigation. But it is
impossible for an intelligent mind to stop there.
We advance from law to the canse of law, and ask
what is that ?  Whence have come all these beau-
tiful regulations ?  Here science leavrs us, but only
to conclude, from other grounds, there is a first
cause, to which all others are secondary and minis-
trative, a Primitive Almighty Will, of which these
laws are merely the mandates. That areat Being,
who shall say where is his dwelling place, or what
his history !~ Man pauses breathless at the contem-
plation of a subject so much above his finite facul-
ties, and only can wonder and adore !—Vesliges of |

CALIFORNIA. :

“ Information in regard to this favored portion of
the globe is eagerly sought afier by our citizens,
as it is destined ere long to be annexed to the United
Stales. Thhe larze number of JAmericans alrendy
scttled and emigraling there give assurance of the
result.  The following information, gleaned from
recent sources, will be, we donbt not, acceptable.”
—[N. Orleauns Courier of Saturday.]

If any evidence were wanting to show the spirit
of aggression and national plunder which has seiz-
ed upon the minds of a portion of our people, the
foregoing paragraph from the Courier of last Satur-
day evening supplies it in abundance. The suc-
cess which has attended the Texas experiment has
emboldened the uperators, and now we hear them
openly proclaiming their intentions in regard to a
vast and fertile territory, to which they lLave no
shadow of claimn, and which is and has been for
years in quiet possession of' a neighboring friendly
Power. We ask the thinking portion of the Ame-
rican people to look at these things, and tell us
where this restless desire for the acquisition of ter-
ritory isto end ? It is now useless to inquire how
the annexation cf T'exas has been brought about :
the modus operandi is familiar to all. A few ad-
venturous spirits, weary of the restraints of civi-
lized society, and thirsting for the daring excite-
ment of a wild border life, emigrated a few years
since to Texas, then a province of Mexico., Their
report of a delightful climate and a fertile soil,
greatly exaggerated no doubt, soon induced others
to follow them. Finding themselves among a
strange people, of whose language they were ig:
norant, with habits, customs, and laws different
from their own, it is not remarkable that they soon
became dissatisfied with the Government whose
protection they had sought, and the lawe under
which they had voluntarily placed themselv
Their numbers had grown with their dissatisfac-
tion, until finally, from the governed they deter-
mined to become the governors. T'he standard of
rebellion, or revolution, if you please, was raised,
and the province of Texas, wrested from the parent
Government, became an independent State.

Here, then, Texas was pluced among the nationa
of the earth, and immediately afterwards came the
proposition for anneration to the United States.
How or why it failed when first urged, it is not cur
purpose now to inquire ; and equally unprofitable
would it be to investigate the causes which led to a
reviva! of the proposition under the anspices of his
late accidency, John Tyler. It .is sufficient to
know that the question of annexation was made an
issue hefore the people, and, backed by fraud and
chicanery, was successful. The measure may now
be considered consummnated, a few unimportant
details alone remaining to be settled. Pending the
question our readers all know that we opposed an-
nexation as heartily and zealously as any one, and
that of our own free will, before parties had array-
ed themselves for and against the measure, and be-
fore Mr. Clay took ground against it.

We then saw, or thought we saw, a spirit of ra-
pacity, a burning desire for the acquisition of new
territory, 'vholly at war as wel! with the character
of our institutions as with the peace and perman-
ence of our Government. We are not, we regret
to say, disappointed, \What we fear has come to
pnss ; and before the details of the annexation of
T'exas are settled, we see prominent and nfluen-
tial journals, such as the Nashville Union and New
Orleans Courier, calling out for the annexation of
California. * And how, pray, is this proposal to be
brougzht about ? ‘I'he country, one of the most
beautiful, salubrious, and fertile in the world, we
doubt not,is represented in glowing colors,and Ame-
rican citizens induced to emigrate thither. That
thousands upon thoueands will nccept this invita-
tion it requires noseer to tell ; the goving propen-
sities of our people are sufficiently known, and
wherever thereisa foot of available soil in any
other country than their own, there they are sure
to be found. Once let the tide of emigration flow
towards California, and the American population
will soon be sufliciently numerous to play the
Texas game. The standurd of revolt will be rais-
ed, the Governinent will be overthrown, the ery of
“ liberty” will be raised in this country, and thous-
ands of the young and adventurous witl fly to the
relief of their oppressed countrymen in California.
—Torn by civil wars and intestine coinmotions,
Mexico will be unable to reduce her refractory
province to obedience, and in a brief period of time
another * Lone Star Republic” will spring up on
the shores of the far oﬂP Pacific. A little while
longer the “ Republic of California” will be knock-
ing at our doors,and then we shall, we suppose,
have the absurd and ridiculous cry of the re-nn-
nexation of Califvrnia. It will all be right, of course:
it will be “extending the area of freedom,” and
there can be no possible objection to that. But,
‘Texas and California re-annexed, will the spirit of
robbery stop in its rapacious carecr? By no
means ; the appetite will grow with what it feeds
on; and we shall soon have marauding parties
wandering into Mexico, making settlements, re-
belling against the Government, and robbing
churclies, until the whole of that.country is re-nn-
nexed, and the star-spangled Banner floats from
the tuirets of the city of the Montezumas. But
will onr patriots, who clamour so loudly for “ex-
tending the area of freedom,” stop with Mexico ?
Will that little spot of territory be sufficient to fill
their rapacious maws ?  Will the “ grea of free-
dom” be sufficiently extended to suit their expan-
sive patriotism, will they not re-annex all of South
Amer.ca and the West India Islands, including
that very hasrren and insignificant Island cailed
Cuba ?  Seriously, we entreat men who trouble
themselves to think, to ponder upon these things ;
to ask themselves where all this is to end, and see
isnnion, anarchy, bloodshed, and confusion are
not to be what we are to receive in lieu of our pre-
sent great and glorious Union.—(N. Orleans
P'ropic, April 28.
