MANITOBA.

SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT.—The Rev. J. Robertson’s report
for the past half-year was submitted, and his expenses—$243—
ordered to be paid.

PRINCE ALBERT, —Rev. Mr. MacWilliam, recently returned from
Prince Albert, addressed the committee as to the present condition
of this field. The convener submitted correspondence from the con-
gregation, asking for the immediate appointment of a missionary,
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promising $8oo towards salary and $200 towards travelling expenses
to the field. It was agreed to appoint Rev. Dr. Jardine of Brock-
ville for a term of three years at a salary of $1,400 per annum—the
grant not to exceed $60o. It was further agreed to urge the con-
gregation to contribute at least $1,000 per annum so as to reduce
the grant to $400.

SALARIES OF MISSIONARIES IN SpeCIAL FIELDS. — An extract
minute of the Presbytery of Regina was read, recommending that
the salaries of Missionaries in certain fields be in excess of the usual
amount. With this recommendation the Home Mission committee
of the Synod concurred. The matter was referred to the March
meeting of the Assembly’s committee.

SALARIES IN THE SyNoD.—It was resolved to ask the several
Presbyteries of the Synod of Manitoba and the North-west, as also
the Home Mission committee of that Synod, to consider whether the
time has not arrived when the salaries of missionaries and of minis-

ters in augmented congregations in the Synod should be placed more

on a level with those of the older Presbyteries of the Church,—to
report at the March meeting of this committee.

GRANT FOR TRAVELLING, &c. ExpeENseEs.—Mr. Robertson re-
ported that the precise amount due for travelling and other expenses
for the half-year ending 1st October, was not yet known, though it
would probably amount to about $1,600. It was agreed to order
payment of the part of the grant due, on receiving a statement in
detail of the expenditure.

An application from the Synod’s Home Mission committee for
an increase in the grant made last March of $2,000 for travelling and
other expenses for the present year, was referred to the March meet-
ing.

SpeciAL Craims.—Rev. R. G. Sinclair claimed $130 as arrears
due him for services at Carrott River in 1884 and 1885. The Synod
recommended that $77.35, the arrears for 1885, be paid by the com-
mittee. The recommendation was adopted.

A claim recommended by the Synod for certain arrears due Rev.
S. Polson for services at Clearsprings, Millbrook and Plympton from
1882 to 1885 was disallowed.
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FINANCIAL STATEMENTS.—There was laid on the table and read
a lengthened report from Mr. J. B. McKilligan of Winnipeg, who had
kindly agreed, at the suggestion of the committee, to examine the
books and accounts of the Synod’s Treasurer.

After full consideration it was resolved to remit Mr. McKilligan's
report to the Home Mission committee of the Synod of Manitoba
and the North-West, with the request that they carefully consider it
and intimate to this committee, prior to first December next, their

judgment on the several points therein referred to, and specially,~—the

necessity of having a competent Secretary-Treasurer, the discrepancies
in the statements, and the removal of the reported deficit,—with the in
timation that this committee does not feel justified in remitting money
after this date to the Synod’s committee until it has some guarantee that
the books and accounts are being kept in an intelligible and orderly
manner. The following were appointed a sub-committee to take such
action as may seem best, on hearing from the Synod’s committee :
Dr. Cochrane, Messrs. Mitchell and Warden.

[t was further resolved to put on record an expression of the com-
mittee’s appreciation of the valuable service rendered by Mr. McKill-
igan in connection with this report, and to convey to him the cordial
thanks of the committee for his gratuitous and laborious work
