STILL MUCH WORK
FOR DIRECTORS OF
VALLEY RY. C0.

Many Matters Relating to Rights
of Way, Constructien Accounts
and Settlements With Centractors
to Be Dealt With

Although the construction of the Val-
ley Railway, so far as present plans go,
is practically completed, and the road
soon will be turned over to the C. N. R.
for operation, the work of the St. John
and Quebec Railway Company, in which
the road is vested, does not cease. While
the railway is owned by the vrovince,
the ownership arises from the posses-
sion of the stock of the St. John and
Quebec Railway Company, the nominal
owners of the road. The three directors
of this company, Hon. W. P. .Jones,
president; FE. S. Carter, secretary, and
C. O. Foss, chief engineer, are the repre-
sentatives of the government, and carry
on the work of the company in the in-
terests of the "pro and transact all
the business arising from construction
and from the lease and occupation of ihe
road, the government finding the money
required.

All matters relating to rights of way
are arranged by the directors, and some
still are outstanding. ~Some of these
will be settled direct with the owners
of the land, and it is probable that arbi-
tration proceedings will be required for
other cases.

In the expenditure of the large
amount of money involved in the con-
struction of a railway, there are many
matters which cannot be settled off-
hand and which still engage the atten-
tion of the directors, and some matters
are in dispute and will have to be ad-
justed. The settlement with the con-
tractors no doubt will take some farther
time. The final measurements of the
road, to determine the exact guantities of
material excavated and placed have yet
to be made by the engineers, and on
these measurements the final payments
to the contractors will be made. There
still is some work to be done on the
road, in the way of completing stations,
station grounds, loading platforms, etc.

With all these matters to be dealt with,
it is probable that at least two months
will elapse before the business arising
from the construction of the road will
be cleared up. After that the company
will act as the intermediary between the
government, the actual owners of the
road, and the C. N. R, which will carry
on the operation of the railway.

To turn one’s back on a lady would be
rude, to retire backward would be to
resign a privilege, so the Ambassadors
always compromised by edging side-
ways toward the door like a crab.
Another privilege of Ambassadors is
the’ right of having both leaves of ihe
folding doors thrown open when being
ushered into the ruler’s presence. No
one else can claim this privilege.

Another highly prized privilege of the
Ambassador—one that sovereigns must
often regret—is that of being able to de-
mand an interview whenever he chooses,
at any hour of the day or night.

The sword is the Ambassador’s
emblem of homor. It is a long rapier
with a blunted point. One great diplo-
matist, the Lord Dufferin, use to say
that the only practical use he ever found
for it was to poke fires with and file
bills on.

Long before the war German intellect-
uals often discussed the general anti-
pathy shown to individual Germans
travelling or residing abroad. The ex-
planation most frequently offered was
th#t this dislike was a curse contingent
upon greatness; that its roots were the
envy and fear generated by stupendous
rise. This theory, naturally reached the
climax during the war, when propagand-
ists pointed to the universal hatred of
things German as the strongest proof of
German superiority. In a pamphlet re-
cently issued in Switzerland, D. Walther
Neter expresses the conviction that the

principal reason for Germans being gener-

ally disliked is not their greatmess, but
their “egoless sheep soul.” This “sheep
soul” is responsible for the fact, he says,
that “in Germany all individuallty is
being flattened out by the steam roller
of regulation and  mediocrity. It (the
sheep soul) tends to uniformize our
thought and feeling to the extent that,
while we are industrious and proficient
in money making and in our special call-
ings, in general matters of intellect and
will, we are far behind the stage in
which we were left by Bismarck. The
real enemies of the Fatherland are those
who preach order for order’s sake, work
for work’s sake, and the state as a pur-
pose in itself.”

Iheavy, a comparatively small number of
ieams carry lights and the experience of
day, or rather of every night, very
emphasizes the necessity for a
nehange in this respect. These vehicles
ishould be lighted, not only for the pro-
ftection of their own drivers and pas-
; , but for the protection of motor-
és also. On winding roads, even when
pwithin the regulation speed, motor cars,

if there be fog or mist, are
practically on top of teams before’
fthe man at the wheel can see them,

Motor traffic has grown with surpris-
hng speed during the last year or two
kand there is every likelihood that the
jmext two or three years' will bring a
istill more rapid increase in the number
rof cars. Keeping in mjnd what condi-
ifions are now, and looking ahead to what
they will be when the number of cars
ihas doubled, it is clearly time for vig-
orous action along the lines of safety.
. Precautions such as those indicated are
not in the interest of any one class, but
of all who use the roads. The city, the
local governrhent and the automobile
| association might well confer on these
| matters, and the result should be of no
little public benefit. It may be that the
existing regulations are sufficient if ob-
gerved. If that be the case enforcement
rmust be brought up to the required
,standard. If further legislation is neces-
.sary there should be no delay about
. securing it and the understanding should
e made general that enforcement will
be striet,

The practice of the young of both
sexes sauntering about the streets at
night has not been lessened by frequent
exhortations from the police court bench.

It is true that conditions have changed
with the years; there is much of public
amusement to draw the pleasure seek-
er and to take away the home attraction
that should be such a steadying influence
upon the children. There is no quarrel
with legitimate, wholesome amusenfent
and it would be regarded as puritanical
to preach such a doctrine. The purpose
of this article is not to find fault along
those lines, but to speak a cautionary
word against the attraction of the streets
themselves.

The observant one need not walk the
principal streets very long without ac-
cumulating a sufficiency of evidence
bearing on conditions. Flippant action,
coarse jesting, language of doubtful qual-
ity are on every hand. And uneasiness
is often caused young women, out on
perfectly legitimate missiens, by their
being made the targets for insuvlting
inuende by some lounging youth, who
would be better at home or in a night
school or library improving his mind.
But the young men are not alone to be
criticized, for they are maiched in many
instances by girls who seem to revel in.
looseness of street deportment. It is
not a pleasing spectacle. The . police
must know those who are given to these
practices. A list of the names laid on
the police magistrate’s desk would make
a very cffective start for a reform. The
streets shoudd be made as free as pos-
ible from the company of those of
whom we write. If parents will not or
cannot bring this abeut, will the police?

A RICH COUNTRY.

One of the finest agricultural sections
of New Brunswick will be given access
to the markets of the world by the open-
ing of the Valley Railway. Following
the banks of the river throughout its
entire course, the new section of the rail-
way will serve a fertile country of al-
most unlimited possibilities for develop-
ment. Among the first settlers who came
to New Brunswick the river valley ap-
pealed to many as the promised land
flowing with milk and honey, and the
efforts of these settlers and those who

followed them brought much of the land
to a high state of cultivation. In recent
years its development has not been so]
zapid as its resources-would seem to'
justify, but this has been largely due
to the fact that in agriculture as in in-
dustry the element of competition must
be considered. The farmer who can-
not conveniently reach a railway station
labors under a heavy handicap, no mat-
ter how productive his farm may be.

The rolling hillsides and the rich in-
tervales along the river offer ideal oppor-
tunities for those who seek a living from
the land, and the railway connection now
provided will make it possible for resi-
dents in that territory to take advan-
tage of these opportunities. In the future,
instead of being forced to dump ‘their
crops on the market in the autumn or
take long chances in holding them over
until the spring, the farmers along the
Valley kine will be able to store their
produce amd dispose of it when market
conditions offer the best return. Those
already located in this section will profit
greatly by the opening of the railway and
no doubt many new settlers will be at-
tracted to the region by its natural re-
sources, plus railway facilities.

The New Brunswick Telephone Com-
pany has given notice of an application
for increased tolls, both local and long
distance. If the company has legitimate
claims for such increases and can demon-
strate them to the satisfaction of the
public, it should get a reasonable ad-
vance upon present’ prices. But the
Public Utilities Commission was created
in order that it might stand between the
unorganized public and the organized
corporations, particularly public utilities
corporztions, and see simple justice done.

“The House of Doorn” were signed only
last Friday at Amerongen by the
Baroness van Heemstra de Beaufort, the
peror’s secretary, vom Isleman, former
Empress Augusta Victoria
favor of the purchase early in August
when she made a visit to Doorn.

The house, though rich in history and
imposing in appearance, has only twelve
roomss, in addition to small chambers for

In two former notes something was |
said of the advisability of villages and |
small towns not already incorporated |
for water and sewerage purposes becom- |
ing so, and, in addition, some remarks
concerning how to procure a good and |
safe water supply were made. i

As already stated in one of these notes, |
it is' doubtful if much is gained in a!
sanitary way by introducing a publici
water supply in any community with-
out, at the same time making adequate |
provision for drainage, that is, for carry- |
ing off the waste water once it is used.
In fact, in sonte respects, the situation :
is made worse than it was before the
public supply was laid on, if public!
drainage be not instituted. The amount |
of water used in the case of a public:
supply is always very much mere than
when water has ‘to be more or less la-
boriously obtained from individual
sources, such as wells. The waste water
so produced often results, in forming very i
pronounced nuisances, unless special |
means are undertaken to prevent this. !

Practically, these special means con-
sist of installing cess-pools or septic'
tanks. Although these terms are gener-
ally supposed to denote definitely sep-
arate appliances, in practice they large-
ly mean the same thing—the septic tank
usually being taken as of a somewhat
more careful construction than the cess-
pool. The latter, as it is usually found,
simply ‘consists of a hole in the ground,
a few feet deep and of varying diameter,
into which the waste water is led by a;
pipe laid a few inches underground. !
Often it is cased or walled inside with
loose stone in order to prevent caving in.
Its efficiency depends altogether upon

|

its contents being intended to drain
awa- through its open sides and bot-
tom. i

In’ many instances, where the amount
of waste water is comparatively limited
and where the surrounding soil is fa-
vorable (a sandy loam) a cess-pool of
this nature will give an amount of fair-
ly satisfactory service. This will be
greatly enhanced if the location of the
cess-pool be changed once or twice year-
ly, or oftener, according to the amount
and character of the liquid and the sol-
ids it carries with it which enter the
cess=pool. But this, as will be noted, en-
tails a good deal of work, which is fre-
quently not forthcoming.

Ordinarily, two evils result from cess-
pools. The soil about them becomes
soaked with sewerage products, or as it
is often expressed, becomes ‘“sewerage-

these products by bacteriological action,
and a real nuisance is the outcome. In
other instances the cess-pool, unable to
take care of its contents by soakage
overflows and a more obvious if not a
really .more dangerous condition of af-
fairs comes about.

The septic-tank, properly understood,
differs from the cess-pool in that it does
not depend . upon soakage or seepage to
get rid of its liquid centents but is built
water-proof. Many years ago, when
septic tanks were first introduced, high
hopes were entertained of them in the
way of purifying sewerage. It was noted

Haig, the eights Baron, fought with the
Scottish army, which defeated an Eng-
lish force under the Earl of Northum-
berland at Sark in 1449. He also assist-
ed the Earl of Angus in breaking the
power of James, Earl of Douglas, in
1445. William Haig, tenth Laird of Be-
merysde, fell at Flodden in 1513. His
son, Robert Haig, had a command in
the army under the Regent Arran, which
engaged the English near Ancrum in
1544, He captured Lord Evers, an Eng-
lish.leader, and as a reward for this ex-
ploit he obtained a discharge of all the
duties due by his family to the Crown.

The great-grandson of this Baron,
James Haig, fourteenth Laird of Be-
mersyde, had eight sons, the four eldest
of whom were killed in the service of the
Elector Palatinate, King of Bohemia, in
1629 and 1630. David Haig, the fifth
son, carried on the line of the family
and was succeeded by his son, Anthony
Haig, who was an officer in the service
of Sweden. After this the soldiers from
Bemersyde seem to have been few and
far between. From Petrus de Haga un-
til the last proprietor in lineal descent,
the Lairds of Bemersyde numbered nine-
teen. Now, after a break of fifty or six-
ty years there is once more in Scotland
a Haig of Bemersyde, the first of a new,
and, let us hope, a long line. -+

Bemersyde is set amid the fairest
scenery in all the Scottish borderland, a
region redolent of poetry, song and war-
like tradition. The ancestral home of
the Haigs is the oldest inhabited house
in this part of the Valley of the Tweed.
