NEW QUEBED BRDGE

Men Have to Be Examined Every
Day By Doctor to See. if They
Are Physically Fit

Quebec, Aug. 23—Work on the sinking
of the caissons for the new Quebec bridge
is in active operation and operations are
proceeding with day and night gangs. M.
P. and J. T. Davis are carrying on the
work, which will provide for the building
of the main pier for the structure,
This caisson, which measures ninety by 180
feet and forty feet in height, has already
reached a depth of thirty-feet underneath
the river bed.

The number of men employed is 700.
Out of this number, there are more than
300 commonly known as “sand hogs” em-
ployed at excavation work inside the hugs
box. They are divided into three shifts
of 100 or more at a time and work eight
hours and rest sixteen.

These men, who are daily examined by
a resident physician, must be in perfect
physical condition to be allowed to work.

The matter has been carried from one
court to another in Italy, until it has been
finally decided that the Hungerian divorce
bas no validity in Italy, since Count Carlo
| Guieciardini menifestly secured his decree
at Budapest for the purpose of evading
the marriage laws of Italy. The effect of
this is’ to prevent either Count Carlo or
the Countess from marrying again while,
if the count wishes to bave the custody
of his child, he has only to invoke the
services of the police for its seizure, unless
his wife takes time by the forelock and
obtains a legal separation and the award
of the child, which is all that the Italian
tribunals are competent to graat.

There are a large pumber of well known
Italians who will be affected by this rul
ing of the supreme court, among them the
former Countess Arturo Fabbricotti who,
on the strength of a divorce obtained in
France from her Florentine husband, mar-
ried Baron Aliotti, formerly attached to
the ltslian embassy at Washington, and
now Italian minister to Mexico.

Happily, Countess Arturo Fabbricotti
bas remained in Europe, and under the
name of ‘“Baroness Aliotti,”” has been stay-
ing with Lord and Lady Sackville at’
Knole Park, in Kent, for Mexican society
and the foreign diplomatic corps in Mexi-
‘co might justify the ruling of the Italiap
court, refuse to receive her as the lawful
wife of the Italian Knvoy. Every woman
therefore should take thoroughly to heart
the fact that benceforth when ‘she weds
an Italian, it is for life, and as she be-
comes Italien by her marriage, there can
be no dissolution of the bond save by
death.

It may be asked why this momentous
decision has only just been rendered. The
fact of the matter is that the Italian su-
preme courts have never been called upon
to determine the validity of divorces ob-

But there are a great many people who are always ready to com-
plain of the goods or service they receive, on any legitimate ground. “.Clothed in
a little brief authority,” T always think wh.en I see any such person en]voying th;e
opportunity to be domineering and supercilious to some clerk whose business it is
to receive complaints. - : .

Some employers make allowances for such cranks and reccive their complaints
with a big grain of eait, but the more common tendency is to take the side of the
customer againet the employee. A certain successful clothing house deliberately
tells its clerks to remember that “‘the customer is always right.” Pleasant for the
customer? Yes. But think of the attitude toward employees, which is the inev-
itable complement. And although few employers go quite so far as to make that
a stated rule, in the majority of cases the customer undoubtedly gets the benefit
of the doubt in any matter of complaint.

So go easy on such complaints. Think twice before you make them. There are
times when you owe it to yourself, to comamon justice and to future sufferers to pro-
test. But more often the righteous indignation which you fancy you feel is simply
ruffed pride, passing annoyance or a desire to exercise your power as the mastec
or mistress of the public servant. -

Give yourself a chance to cool down first and then if you think you ought to
make a complaint, do so.

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PRISONERS CLEARING THE LAND

Ontario papers epeak in terms of high
approval of the latest development of the
prison farm echeme in that province. This
does not relate to the farm at Guelph,
which has produced guch excellent results,
but to a new plan adopted early this sum-
There was a tract of land, compris-
acres, a few miles

mer.
ing some six hundred
from Fort William, which was regarded as
unsuitable for agricultural purposes. I
was virgin land, uncleared and untouched.
Hon. W. J. Hanna, who had adopted the
‘plan of employimg eonvicts out of dpors,
on roads and in farm work, as at Guelph,
decided to try an experiment with prison
labor on this tract of six hundred acres
near Fort William. Here is the story:—

“On June 6th last a group of prisoners
—men who were not by any means des-
perate criminals, but men who were first
offenders—were sent to this new provin-
cial farm. Tents were erected, eating
tents, sleeping tents, and quarters for the
guards. In a couple of days the sixty
men had cleared the first field, seven acres
in all, and in a few days they were clear-
ing the forest at the rate of three acres a
day. They - were 83 a rule, brawny, will-
ing men, who had got into trouble more
through an excess of animal spirits, than
from degeneracy, or criminal inetincts. The
work delighted them, after the close sur-
roundings of a prison. The permanent
buildings planned for this farm were soon
in course of erectiom, crops were put into
the ground, and a permanent settlement
was established.”

The Ottawa Free Press points out that
these men who are clearing three acres of
brush in a day are giving the province
back something in return for their law-
leseness, but are also receiving a return in
improved health and a better outlook. “It
is no light: thing,’”’ says the Free Press,
sto win three acres a day from the virgin
wild, and to the use of mankind, but it is
an infinitely greater thing, to afford sixty
men who have gone wrong an opportunity
to get back their physical and mental
health, to get close to nature, and to
cleanse their minds and bodies by hard
work.”

A writer in the Toronto Globe makes
thie comment:

“Three acres a day and more! What
will it lead to? Those who are prating
about prepared farms, clearings with a lit-
tle shack and a barn where 3 gettler can
go in and get busy at omce on his land,
these are some of the things that may re-
sult from the mew idea. At the present
time the men are giving the provimce a
better return than if they were held be-
hind brick walls, and the province is giv-'
ing the men a better chance to start right
again, and the settler, too, in the long run
is benefitted. Perhaps this is a bigger
scheme than it looks, and Fort William
may see an agricultural development . that
will startle the remainder of the prov-
ince.”

In work of this kind the prisomers are
not cempeting with the ordinary labor of
the country, nor are they placed where
the public eye s offended by eight of them
,as it is by the parade of a city jail squad
‘or of the durnken loafers who infest. the
streets. 0

It is said that the minister of justice
while in Europe examined the prison sys-
tems of Britain and France in order to a»-
certain the best way of making the prie-
_oners of Canada useful to the atate; and
‘the Ottawa Free Press observes that
“perhaps in this new Ontario scheme Hon.
:Mr. Doberty will see 2 suggestion, and
ithose of his seventeen hundred prisoners
who are not fitted for any reason for road
_work could be employed in the establish-
'ing of another farm of this kind.” The
! New Brunswick authorities might also find
there a profitable luggeltiol.

In the
early morning they are carted to the city
cemetery and are bound with ropes to up-
right monuments while others are laid in
graves which have sunk.”

If there was nut so much of tragedy
underlying this question of drunkenness,
one would be inclined to laugh at the
BbOVe news item which recently appeared
in a Des Moines daily newspaper. To one
who gives this question a moment of seri-
ous thought, the tragedy is always appar-
ent—a retrospective glance will bring to
the mind's eye, heart-aches, heart-breaks,
sorrow, poverty, crime, ﬁnancxal loss and
the general destruction of homes once hap-
py—of lives once full of hope and promlse

It does not seem possible that in this
enlightened age, there are those so ignor-
ant as to believe that the tying to tomb-
stones could remove the burning, craving
desire and necessity for alcohol which
consumes the victim who has for years
been slowly poisoning himself with the
poison of alcohol. .

All the jail sentences, all the pledges, all
the tying to tombstones in the world can-
not eliminate the poison of alcohol and
neutralize its effect upon the system.

NEW GEN. 0 SALVATION ARMY
IOSUES HIS MESSAGE

(Continued from page 1.)

In connection with the funeral there is
under consideration a suggestion that the
coffin be conveyed to Abney Park ceme-
tery on a gun carriage as symbSliging the
militant character of the great evangelist's
work.

Queen Mother = Alexandra
graphed to Bramwell Booth, the son and
successor of General Booth, the follow-
ing meseage:

“I beg you and all your family to accept
my. deepest and most heartfelt .eympathy
in the u‘reparable loes you and the nation
have suffered in the death of your great,
good and never to be forgetten father. It
i6 a loss which will be felt throughout the
whole civilized world, but, thank God,
his work will live forever.

Messages of condolence also have been
received from King Christian of Denmark,
General Louis Botha, premier of the
Union of South Africa; Lord Islington,
governor of New Zealand; Lord Rosebery,
and many other prominent persons
throughout the world.

New General’s Message

In a letter to the Salvationists of the
world, after a tender and beautiful tribute
to hls father, the new general soys:

“The army’s re-organization and achieve-
ments are the outcome of God's spirit.
That spirit cannot die. It still vivifies us.
Yet though the spirit does not change, the
forms and methods in which it is clothed
must change. New methods must be em-
ployed and new channels of activity open-
ed to keep pace with human advancement,

“It was the late general’s great joy thit
he had created a body into whith he had
breathed a living soul. The outward body
might alter, but the epirit is enshrined in
the spirit of charity, compasesion and self-
sacrifice, and cannot be extinguished. It
is my ambition to preserve and foster that
epirit.  Despite the materialism of the
age, there is a new and growing yearning
for a more ideal and epiritual life, which
is acting as a recruiting agency for the
Salvation Army.”

Asked whether the army still would be
governed on military lines, the general re-
plied that no doubt it would, because mili-
tary discipline gives a tremendous cohesion
of simplicity and power to the organiza-
tion of a similar kind to that displayed by
the Catholic church. * Referring to the
world-wide influence of the army, the gen:
eral believes that on the whole, a large
part of the work is still among the lowest
strata of society, and he has great hopes
of winning a way among the working
classes.

The general also sees immense fields for
activity in the service of foreign and colon-
ial governments and specially among the
criminals and the tribes of India. He
thinks tliere is great room for an exten-
sion of work among all the suffering peo-
ple in America, and he believes that an
immediate step should be taken to open a
campaign in China for which, however,
money is needed as the prejudice there
againet foreigners would make the ordin-
ary method of snding officers about the
country ineffectual. He adds:

“We must rely on taking converts im-
mediately and treating them in a central
organization.”

Must Retain Spirit

Speaking generally, Bramwell Booth con-
fesses that he would rejoice in the decline
of the army if the epirit left it. In this

not keeping ' dead - things above the
ground.”

The general has great sympathy in the
demand of the poor for better wages and
higher conditions of life.. Among his own
pet echemes is one to help all the poor
widows with small children of the country
in colonial homes before coming to the
work house. Referring to the world-wide
expressions of sympathy he says he does
not believe that his father, in moments of
the highest inspiration, could have hoped
for anything so beautiful and spontane-
ous.

*“I am deeply moved and inspired there-
by,” General Booth says, “‘and to my eol-
diers, I will say in conclusion, let us honor
Christ and live to save.”

The tribute of respect paid today to the
dead general has probably never been ex-
celled. All nations and all creeds were
represented among the many thousands of
people who gathered. Then before dawn,
despite a pelting cold rain, thousands were
waiting in front of Congress Hall, Clap-
ton, in the north east of London, where
the body had been conveyed from the late
general's private residence.

ARE GIVING UP
VODKA FOR BEER

A Change For the Better Among
the Peasants of the Czar's
Realm

Odessa, Aug. 22—That the Russian mujik
should discard his favorite vodka for beer

is not a little amazing, but it is a salutary
change of beverage, which even the tem-
perance reformers regard with unalloyed

satiéfaction as a first step in the right and

grievously desidered direction. Latterly,
and in ever-increasing numbers, the village
kabaks in Southern Russian are giving
place to beer taverns. The beer is supplied
by German breweries in the chief provin-
cial centres, and is of a light and nouyrish-
ing quality.

The Russian vodka, the manufacture and

sale of which is a Crown monopely, is ad-
mwittedly the vilest and most demoralizing
national drink of any country in Europe.
It has for a couple of genergtions—i. e.,
since the emancipation of the serfs—been
the veritable bane, physically, materially,
and morally, of the Russian peasant. As,
however, this spirituous poison is a source
of governmental revenue, its replacement
by beer is viewed with undisguised dise
favor by the excise authorities.
revenue from vodka of late years has aver-
aged $325,000,000.

Since that time the crown vodka utores

are found everywhere, even in the emallest
country hamlets. The national .consump-

welfare of the mujik.

She
was briefly informed that before her ap-
peal could be considered she must divorce
her husband.

The late George McFarlane, who passed
away at the residence of his daughter, Mrs.
James Hayter, will be greatly missed and
mourned.

The appointments will be made, as in
England, from members of parliament and
their duties in a general way will be to
look after the lesser work of the portfolio.
It is considered that such a system would

From the time he begins to have as-
pirations every pitcher must study how
to beat the balk rules, or rather umpires’
interpretations of them.

Theoretically the pitcher makes a balk
every time he does anything to deceive
a base runner or violates any of the re-
strictions placed on his method of deliv-
ery. Not many flingers of this generation
try to beat the rules governing their ac-
tions in delivering the ball to the plate.
The old timers used to figure out ways
to shorten the pitching distance a few
inches by “hunching” their foot away
from the slab in delivering the ball. Others
tried tn take two steps by sneaking one
foot back of the slab, thereby getting a
few extra ounces of speed om their fast
balls.

The double umpire system has blocked
those methods of balking, and now the
chief aim of the pitchers is to work out
a “motion” that will deceive the runners
and not be penalized by the umpires. This
is as essential as any other kind of pitch-
ing goods, for major league base runners
will drive a pitcher out of the league, no
matter how good he otherwise is, if they
can call the turn on his motion.

Many fans remember Elmer Stricklett,
who brought the spitball from the Pacific
eoast, and from whom Ed. Walsh acquired
'the rudiments of his greatness. During the
years Stricklett was with Brooklyn, after
the White Sox discarded him, the Cubs
kad difficulty in beating him because of
his spitball and- because they could not
run bases on him. Finally one of them
discovered that when Stricklett was in-
tending to pitch the ball he kept both el-

tinuous motion. To pause or “stutter”
makes a balk. If he intends to throw
to first base he must not start any motion
without starting also to step toward first
base. Walsh is accused of starting his
right shoulder in motion before he starts,
his foot toward first base. As the runner
on first is watching that foot as a cat
does a mouse this shoulder motion de-
ceives him and, if the umpire is on the

job, he will call it a balk. Walsh will
deceive many a base runner without being
penalized, however.

Nick Altrock used to have the runners
at his mercy on first base. Nick perfect-
ed his motion so that he could pick up his
foot in exactly the same way, whether
he meant to pitch or throw to first. Then
with his foot in the air he could start
winding up and finish either by stepping
forward and delivering the ball to the
plate, or by stepping toward first and
throwing the ball there. The runner did
not dare take any kind of a lead off first
and had to wait to be sacrificed or bat-
ted ahead.

There is one point on which major lea-
gue umpires differ in calling balks. It

An infielder tucks
ic under his arm and the pitcher gets
as nearly ready to pitch as the umpire
will let him without calling a balk for
not having the ball in his possession. Some
umpires declare a pitcher is in position
when he gteps on the slab, although he
may keep his hands hanging at his sides.
Other umpires assert that the hurler is
not in position until he brings his hands
together and holds them there a moment
before pitching. Consequently some um-
pires will permit a man to step on the
slab without having the ball and others
wiil call a balk if he does it. As the hid-
den ball trick is not attempted often
that difference of interpretation does not
matter a great deal.

Enough has been said, however, to show
that the ball rules are a source of a lot
of discussion and difference of opinion
among those actively engaged in the game
and that there is more or less method in
the madness—as the fans see it—of the
frequent kicking about a pitcher's style
of delivery. A lot depends on what the
umpire will or will not let a pitcher do.
