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THE FORT HOWR EVENING
. “The conversion of Fort Howe into a
* gplendid park may be regarded as hav-
_ing passed the stage of doubt, and be-

come a practical certainty. At a some-

what late date, it must be confessed,
the value of historic places is being real-
ized throughout Canada with growing
strength. One local evidence of the
fact is found in the fact that the Wo-
men’s Canadian Club, the Daughters th
the Empire, and the Playgrounds As-
soclation lately discovered that each,
without reference to the other, was
thinking and planning with relation to

Fort Howe. Now these and other or-
' ganizations have united behind a cen-
tral committee and the Historical So-
ciety, to promote so worthy an object
as the perpetuation and beautifying of
that commanding eminence as a public
park, with historic memorials, to rear
its head proudly for all time, a place of
restful pleasure above the turmoil of
what will be a great surrounding city,
like that on which Mount Royal now
looks down upon the banks of the St.
Lawrence. Not only is there this
aroused local sentiment, but the Com-
missioner of Dominion Parks, Mr. J. B.
Harkin, is in sympathy with the move-
ment, and Hon. J. D. Hazen and Hon.
Wiliam Pugsley, with Senator Daniel,
our representatives in pariiament, are
in hearty accord with the movement and
wi" give it thelr support.

Last night’s historic evening in the
York Theatre, under the auspices of
the Women’s Canadian Club, was one
of the most memorable of the kind ever
held in St. John. With that ability for
organization of which the citizens have
seen so many evidences, Mrs. E. Ather-
ton Smith, president of the Club, pre-
pared a programme which touched Fort
Flowe at every point, and brought out
& wealth of historlc information which
m .t have surprised as well as im-
pressed the large audience. The histor-
fcal documents which Archdeacon Ray-
niord produced, showing the very hand-
writing of Major Studholm, Col. Franc-
lyn and Father Bourg, were of them-
selves of rare interest and value, while
the memories recalled of these and of
William Cobbett, Lord Edward Fitz-
gerald and other celebritles who had
once watched the sunrise and the sun-
set from old Fort Hows, and enjoyed
the magnificent prospect from its lofty
brow. carried the audience back to an

era when there was no well-ordered city’

on the shores of this harbor, but when
the painted Indian was still & formid-
able figure in the forest haunts along
the majestic river. The reference to the
Acadians of the St. John river gave an
aaded mierest to the presence on the
pletform of Chief Justice Landry, the
descendant of a LaTour. The old
end new views of Fort Howe and its
environs, which- Mr. W. H. QGolding
threw upon the screen, intensified the
interest and deepened the dmpression
made by the various addresses, while
‘the patriotic music fittingly added pleas-
ure to the occasion. The resolutions
adopted express the feeling of the citiz-
ens and strengthen the hands of those
who are to press the park project upon
the authorities at Ottawa. -

The president and members of the
Women’s Canadian Club have added to
their laurels, and placed the citisens un-
der another obligation to their publie
spirit and their splendid advoecacy of
worthy causes, The Fort Howe even-
ing shauld have the further effect of in-
teusifying local interest in local history,
and in the stirring events. and strong
figures that marked the cemturles of
struggle in these parts since the days of
the great Champlain.

Perhaps the most pleasing portfon of
eny of the very interesting letters Mrs.
Smith read last evening was the fol-
flowing from Mr. J. B. Haskin, Domin-
fon Commissioner of Parks, who saild:

“As you know, I am in hearty sym-
pathy with any movement for the pre-
'servation of the fast disappearing land-
marks connected with the early history
of Canada, and the events and associ-
ations connected with Hort Howe ap-
pear to make it one of the most inter-
esting sites in New Brunswick.”

It is to be regretted that Mr. Harkin
was unable to come to St. John to at-
tend last night’s meeting, and to pay a
visit to Fort Howe, but his sympathy
Is assured, and his views will have
weight in official quarters.

It is *alleged that the Empress steam-
hips are not getting as guick and satis-
factory despatch at Halifax as they did
at St. John.

Worcester, Dec. 12—Returning after

i his night’s work as a boiler tender in

i the South Works of the American Steel

and Wire Company at 6.80 a. m. Joseph

Wray of 190 Vernon street entered his|,
home to find his wife, aged 84 and his

baby daughter, Winifred, aged seventeen

months, dead from gas polsoning, and

the deadly fumes pouring from an open

gas jet into “their bedroom.

Stunned by his horrible discovery and
almost overcome by the escaping gas,
Mr. Wray had difficulty in summoning
asgistance from the other two families
| that live in the house.
| The police ambulance was summoned
and Dr. Richard J. Shannahan worked
| over the victims with a pulmotor for
: nearly two hours but they had been dead
| some time.
| -The conditions indicated that Mrs.
| Wray suffered a cerebral hemorrhage
! as she was turning out the gas light' in
| the bedroom preparatory to retiring for
| the night. Her body was found on the
| floor, crumpled in a heap, with the right
| arm extended toward the jet. The ap-

pearance of the body indicated that she
| suffered a shock as she reached for the
| jet to extinguish the light and fell
i striking the gag cock in such a way that
| she opened it after shutting off the flame.
| The fumes filled the room and, besides

finishing the work of the cerebral hem-
' orrhage, they caused the death of the
baby sleeping in her-crib at the foot of
the bed. ‘

When Mr. Wray reached home his
wife was not on hand to meet him as
usual, and he found the rear door lock-
ed. He tapped on the window of a bed-
room occupied by two other children,
Harold, aged four and Ethel, aged three
Harold opened the door for him.

The lad immediately went back to bed
and Mr. Wray continued through the kit-
chen and the Hving room into the front
of the House to arouse his wife. As he
opened the bedroom door, he was struck
by the over powering odor of escaping
gas and then discovered his dead wife
and baby. ’ ‘

Gilfred Studholme was born near Dub-
lin in 1740, and at the age of seventeen
came to Halifax as an ensign is the 27th
Regiment of Foot. Four yéars later, in
1761, he was given command of a small
garrison at Fort Frederick, at the mouth
of the St, John. The site is mow known
as the Old Fort. Studholme remained
here until 1764 or later.

In 1774 he retired for a ime from ac-
tive service. When the American Revo-
lution broke out, however, he tendered

ing the rebels, not only from Fort Cum-
berland, but from the.St. John river. In
November, 1777, he was sent from Hali-
fax to establish a fort at St. John. He
brought with him a blockhouse and
fifty men, and at first thought of restor-
ing Fort Frederick, but finally chose the
lofty eminence overlooking the whole
harbor, Here the blockhouse was erect-
ed+and the place was named Fort Howe,
in honor of the commander of the Brit-
ish- forces in America. Major Stud-
holme had a good deal to do with pacify-
ing the Indians, and bringing about the
treaty which was signed with great cere-
mony in presence of the Indian chiefs.
Indian Agents Francklin and White,
Major Studholme, Father- Bourg, the
Acedian missionary, and other notable
pemnng:s. When the Loyalists came,
Major Studholme welcomed them, and

bogs, rocks and stumps, mosquitoes and
bull-frogs; thousands of captains and
colonels without soldiers, and of squires
witlout stockings or shoes” Within'a
few weeks his regiment was ordered to
St. John, and very different was the im-
pression which New Brunswick made
upon Cobbett’s mind. He was in his
happiest mood when writing about the
rivers, crecks, waterfalls, trees and scen-
ery of the province.’ “If nature in her
very best humor had made a spot for
the express purpose of captivating me,
she could not have exceeded the efforts
which she had here made.” .
Two outstanding . incidents connmect
Cobbett’s name indelibly with Fort
Howe. The first is that of bis romance,
which led to his marriage in after years.
There was stationed here a sergeant of
artillery, Reid by name, who had a
beautiful daughter, at this time thirteen
years of age. Cobbett first saw her for
about an hour in a room in company
with ' others, and it was love at first
sight. 'This favoraple impression was
increased three days later when walking

“That’s the girl for' me,” he
said to his two companions when out
of her hearing.

COST OF LIYING

STILL SOARING

Department of Labor lssues
Bulletin Showing How Prices
Have Increased.

Ottawa, Dec. 12—The labor depart-
ment today issued the following bulletins
“The department of labor index num-
ber' of wholesale prices stood at 188.4
for November, as compared with

1912. The increase was due to advances
in the prices of grains and fooders, cat-
tle, beef, sheep, dairy products, (especial-
ly eggs), and fresh vegetables. These
increases, however, were somewhat offset
by declines in flour, glucose, honey, row
cotton, and _silk, coke, iron, iron pipe,
linseed 'oil, resin and raw rubber.

The level was higher than a year ago
in animals, and meats, dairy products,
textiles, hides, leathers, boots and sohes,
lumber, miscellaneous building materials,
furniture ;and crockery. A lower level
than last year appeared in grains and
fodders, fish and paints, and oils. Fruits
and vegetahles were slightly higher, but
miscellaneous groceries were somewhat
lower than last year. .

The feature of the month in retail
prices was the advance in eggs, but the
movement was also upward in buttér,
potatoes, coal, milk, and prunes. Be#f,
veal, and mutton advanced in some lo-
calities, but fresh pork and lard declined
in a number of Canadian cities.

According to a bulletin issued by the

seven trade disputes during November,
1918, 'a favorable showing in comparison
with October, when there were nine in
existence, and also with November, 1912,

There was, however, an increase in the
number of working days lost over the
previous month, the figures being 89,000
for November, 1918, and 70,700 during
October.

That the men were absolutely ignorant
of rules and regulations.

That members of the force admitted
they frequented hotels and other places
while supposea to be on duty.

That there was no confidence dis-
played by the patrolmen in their su-
perior officers,

That the chief had every confidence
in the patrolmen.

That the chief is incompetent to direct
such a department in such a manner
8s to meet with the hearty co-operation
'of his men.

That the general efficiency of the force
is away below the standard which
.should exist.

That the chief must be held liable for
en attempt to shield his department
from public censure.

That the chief was not as conversant
with the daily lives of his men as he
stated in evidence.

That unmerciful beating of prisoners
had taken place.

That this same proprietor gave evi-
dence and admitted that he told the
chief this story in order to save the offi-
eer, but in his evidence he berates the
chief for having placed him in such a

sition, as he contended that the chief
had control of the situation and he
should have known the truth of the mat-

ter.

That the chief interested himself in a
case where two officers had been charg-
ed with entering a store but who were
judged innocent by the chief to the ex-
tent of advising the complainant to set-
tle with the men or they would bring
suit against him. .

That, instead of the property holders
in the city being protected from the de-
predations of thieves, thefts were com-
fnitted and doors of business places
found open only when certain officers
were on those particular beats.

That it was common among members

of the force to be suspicious of the kon-
esty of certain members of the force,
and these members of the force ss:emed
to be the particular pets of the chief.
. That several of the most prominent
Business houses. of the city have lost
goods and the police were unable to de-
gect the thieves.

That the chief exhibited an utter lack
of knowledge regarding the actions of
the members of the force. :

This reiteration of the information
sought and the deductions made at the
first investigation is to afford the pub-
lic, who were privileged to hear, and the
portion of same who read a portion of
the evidence taken at this last investiga-
tion, an opportunity to decide whether
the evidence as heard and read justi-
fies the deductions made.

For the enlightenment of the mem-
bers of the public who did not hear or
sead the evidence, and which evidence
was not published verbatim, I have
thought it desirable to take up each de-
duction separately and quote some of
the evidence in support of same, as well
as that opposed, with an additional sum-
ming up or observation by myself.

Deduction No. §

That no proper examination of ap-
plicants was required.

The evidence of the officers appointed
by Chief Clark shows that, apart from
@& medical examination, writing their
names and, in a few instances where ap-

licants made written applications, no-

ng more was required. There was a
lack of character investigation, which is
of vital importance to the efficiency and
honesty of the department. It is far
more important that the applicant
should be honest than that he should
‘pass a d examination in other mat-
‘ters. he police officer is vested with
great power for good or evil and if in-
elined to be dishomest he is protected to
a great extent by the authority confer-
xed upon him. While the evidence shows
%lat Chief Marshall thought it necessary
%0 examine into an applicant’s family
‘bistory, Chief Clark in his evidence
ptates that a medical examination, a
#pecimen of writing, and an answer to
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the question, “what education have you
had?” was the extent of the examina-
tion, '
Deduction No, 2.
That the men were absolutely ig-
norant of the rules and regulations.
This may be modified to the extent
that seven members of the force whe
were appointed by Chief Marshall and

one ex-member and one present member
appointed by Chief Clark stated that
they knew the rules and regulations,
while four who were appointed by Chief
Clark thought they did. Eighteen pres-
ent and three ex-members appointed by
Chief Clark swore they knew nothing
about any rules and regulations.

The chief in his final statement, at
this investigation, referring to thc unfair
manner in which the investigation was
lield, mentions the fact that I repeatedly
asked the officers if they had ever seen
the Marshall manual of rules and regu-
lations and almost invariably they an-
swered that they had not. The chief’s
complaint was that I knew they had not
seen them.

My answer to this is that it was
necessary during the first investigation
to ask all the officers “if they had ever
seen the Marshall manual” when trying
to secure the information as to ow
many of them knew the rules and regu-
lations under which they were supposed
to operate. While I personally knew
about all the evidence which was ad-
duced at the first investigation, the pur-
ose of this investigation was to convey
o the public that infoymation and in
repeatedly asking the officers about the
Marshall manual the intention was to
show the public just how much know-
ledge the officers had of the rules and
regulations.

Aside from the fact that, in order
to preserve discipline, which is consid-
ered most necessary in any department,
it should be compulsory for the attaches
to understand the rules and regulations
governing their department, it was the
chief’s evidence at the first investigation
in regard to the Marshall manual
which prompted me to be particular in
questioning each officer as to his know-
ledge of the rules and regulations. The
chief’s evidence on this matter at this
investigation caused me to be quite as
exacting as at the first, and while this
matter may not appear to the public
as of much importance, I personally be-
lieve it to be of grave importance and
sufficiently so as to ask your forbear-
ance while I cite a portion of the chief’s
evidence on this particular matter, taken
at this last investigation as well as at
the first.

First Investigation—In addition to the
chief swearing that he had some copies
of the Marshall manual but never add-
ed to them, the following questions were
asked him and answers made by him,

Q—Did you ever ask the counci}l to
procure you further copies of the Mar-
shall manual?

Ans.—I told them at one time that we
did not have enough to go around. Of
course they were out and got lost and
that kind of thing. I don’t know if I
said that, but I laid the case before
them, which would be just the same as
asking them,

Q—You did not ask for a manual?

Ans.—Oh no, I asked that a committee
be struck on them with me. . X

Q.—To work on what? 4

Ans—On regulations I submitted.

Q.—Was your application for copies
of the rules in force?

Ans.—Neither that nor the other.

* Q—How long after you were appoint-
ed do you think it was before you ask-
ed to have some printed?

Q.—You were not preparing the Mar-
shall manual. Did you or did you mnot
on being appointed chief of police re-
cognize the Marshall manual as the
rules and regulations under which you
should operate at that time?

Ans.—Yes.

Q.—Did you have any surplus coples
of that manual when you were appoint-
ed chief of police?

Ans—No.

Q—Did you ever give to any of-
ficer you appointed to the force a copy
of the Marshal manual?

Ans~—Yes, as the men went off T had
them.

Q.—Have all the men that joined the
force had an opportunity to read the
rules and regulations under which they
were supposed to be governed?

Ans—I don’t know of any case where
they didn’t until they were used up.

Q—It did not take long to use them
up? '
pAns.——Oh yes, they had a pretty stiff
cover on them.

Q—What if an officer swears he
never heard them?

Ans—He is mistaken, that is all

Second Investigation

Q. —When you were appointed chief
of police of the City of St. John did you
have a manual of rules and regulations
under which you were supposed to do
police duty?

Ans.—Yes, a sort of one,

Q.—Who compiled that manual?

Ans—Well, I really don’t know. Chief
Marshall’s name is on it.

Q—Do you mean to say that you
don’t know who compiled that manual?

Ans.—No.

Q—Do you know who was supposed
to compile it?

Ans.—Chief Marshall.

Q.—You had one of those manuals of
your own? \

Ans.—There was none in the office
at the time. I hunted and found one.
Some of the men had it. It was marked
with Marshall’s name on it; that is
the one I used.

Q.—Did you know of any men be-
longing to the force at that time who
did not possess any of those manuals?

Ans.—No,

Q.—Did you appoint, after becoming
chief of police, any officers or patrol~
men? ;

positive.

Q—In your evidence at the first in-
vestigation, you stated that some men
you appointed were given printed rules
and regulations. Now you say you did
not have them?

Ans—Oh no, you misunderstood me.
As far as they went they got them.

Q.—You distinctly say there were
none when you went into office, and you
had none to give them?

Ans.—When one man went off it went
to the next one.

When the chief was reading his state-
ment, and having referred to his re-
peated requests for a manual, 1 asked
the following questions,—

Q—When you asked the old council
for printed rules, did you ask for copies
of the manual you were working under
at that time?

Ans.—I wanted to have some printed.

Q—Did you ask to have copies of
the Marshall manual printed?

Ans—I am quite sure I did, I will
not be positive.

Q.—Will you swear that each time
you asked for a manual you didn’t ask
for a manual that you prepared?

Ans.—No.

Reference to the foregoing evidence
of the chief will show that he swore
when he was appointed chief hejhad
some copies of the Marshall manual;
that he had no surplus copies of the
manual when he was appointed chief;
that there was none in the office at the
time but he hunted and found one; that
he was misunderstood, that as far as
they went the men got them; that when
he distinctly stated there were none
when he went into office and had none
to give the men, he replies by saying
“When one man went off it went to
the next one.”

This is certainly somewhat contradict-
ory evidence, but®if it was the chief’s
intentior to show that the men were
given copies of the manual as other-men
left the force and until the manuals were
used up; before we accept any such
statement, we shall have to consider
the evidence of the following officers who
were appointed to the force by the chief
in the same year and within one year
of the chief’s appointment. This evi-
dence, given at the first investigation
by ex-Sergeant James Campbell, ap-
pointed 1890; Sergeant Caples, 1890;
Officer James Gosline, 1890; ex-Officer
Seth Thorne, 1800,and James Greer,1890;
Officers Solomon Hamm and John Mer-
rick, 1891; also ex-Officer James Semple,
1{491, is to the effect that they were not
given any manual of rules and regula-
tions.

These being the oldest men on the
force appointed by Chief Clark and five
of them appointed the first year the
chief held the position, it is surprising,
to say the least, if the chief’s evidence
is correct, that these men were over-
looked when menuals were given out.

Reference to the foregoing evidence of
the chief will show that he laid the case
.before the council in such a manner as

it would be
I am not

"'é:would be just the same as asking for
J'the Marshall manual; that he did not

ask for a manual; that he asked for a
committee to work on regulations sub-
mitted by him; that his application was
for neither one nor the other; that he
asked to have some printed within a
year after he was appointed; that he
was preparing them; that he recognized
the Marshall manual as the one under
which he should operate at the time;
that it took quite a while to use up
what he had on hand as they had stiff
covers on them; that he did not know
who really compiled’ the Marshall
manual; that he wanted to have some
copies of the Marshall manual printed
and asked the council; that he is quite
sure he did but would not be positive;
that he will not swear, that each time
he asked the council for a manual it was
not for the one he prepared himself,

I had a copy of the manual prepared
by the chief, and do not hesitate to say
?hat in my opinion the council deemed
it too bulky and unnecessarily large for
adoption and if he had asked for copies
of the Marshall manual he would have
gotien them at the time. It is also my
opinion that he \never asked for the
Marshall manual and the records fail to
show that he ever did. I can form no
other opinion than he was desirous of
baving nis own compilation accepted by
the council and thus erase the name of
Marshall from the department.

Before leaving this particular portion
of the evidence, permit me to call your
attention to the following questions and
their answers:—

Q—Did you ever-give to any officer
you appointed to the force a copy of
the Marshall manual?

Aus.—Yes as the men went off I had
them.

Q.—Did you appoint, after becoming
chief of police, any officers or patrol-
men?

Ans.—Yes.

Q.—Did you furnish these men with
a manual of rules and regulations gov-
crning the force?
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Ans.—No 1 hadn’t them.

In his final statement the chief says
he was never furnished with any copies
of the Marshall manual and this is no
cdoubt a correct statement. I am fully
convinced that he never asked anycne
for copies of the Marshall manual and
know he never asked me for copies but
wished to substitute a bundle of matier
compiled by himself and which would
require a large book to contain.

He states that he compiled this matter
in 1892 and I presume he presented it
to the council but the first we hear of
it," according to his own stitement, is
that he made a note of it in his report
for 1894 made in 1895. His reference
to it in that report was as follows:—

“I have framed and submitted for ap-
proval a mhanual of law and regulations
for the guidance and government of the
police force and for rendering such force
efficient in the performance of all its
duties and ask that the same may be
approved by your honorable body.”

The next time we hear of the manual
in ‘the chief’s report is in the report for
1907 submitted in 1908 and is as fol-
lows:— :

“I may refer to the urgent need of
the publication of a pocket manual,
similar to that made and compiled by
me. The small manual printed in 1880
is inadequate, and in fact only five or
six are available.”

According to this report, the council
evidently furnished Chief Marshall with
copies of the manual when he required
;23;:, as the original was compiled in
In the chief’s report for 1908 sub-
mitted in 1909 reference is made to
yﬁgc(li(et manuals without specifying any
kind.

In his report for 1910 submitted in
1911 he again asks for pocket manuals,
slating as follows:—

“l framed and submitted rules and
regulations’for the approval of the safety
board in 1892. I have never been in-
formed whether they have been adopted
or rejected.”

He further states “since the present
commissioner came into office, in my
réport for the year 1912, submitted in

January last, I stated ‘I require a pocket.

manual of law and regulations for the
guidance of the force, in the hands of
each officer, containing city ordinances,
police act and duty hints.’”

You will observe that while he com-
piled the manual in 1892, which was not
acted upon for reasons best known to
the safety boards, and he referred to
this requirement in 1894, when he men-
tioned his own manual, the next time
we hear of HLis reporting on the matter
is in 1907 a lapse of thirteen years and
then he asks for his own manual.. When
referring to the manual last January,
he was possessed of the knowledge that
an investigation had been held into
his department and his administration
severely censured. He also knew that
he had shown me his compilation, and.
I did not act upon it and that when
he states that I remarked when showing
me'a manual “that. it was fine” that I
was referring to the Londorn manual,
a copy of which he had. He probably
did not know that previous to the first
investigation I would not deem it wise
to incur any further expense until I
had Igarned more about his force and

his agdministration, &

Aftép the; Invés fiop, 1. certainly
would not act upo y' stiggestion made
by him, especially the acceptance of his
manual, when he ‘Bad not succeeded in
having the simpler rules and regulations
of the older manual obeyed.

The chief states that he asked for
copies of the Marshall manual. 1 have
failed to find anywhere, excepting in his
bald statement, eviderce to show that
he ever asked for & Marshall manual,
although he has offered .evidence in an
attempt to show his desire for a manual.
The records of the city fail to show or
disclose where any such request was
made.

The sum and substance of the matter
is that, having prepared something re-
sembling a manual and it not being ac-
cepted for reasons best known to him-
self and the various safety boards, he
never referred to the matter again for
some thirteen years, during which time
the officers were running loose without
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excepting a few times when the chief
felt like addressing them. If at the time
of addressing the men, he cited any
rules and regulations for their conduct,
his officers apparently failed to learn
them, as a number of them swore that
they did not know of any rules and
regulations.

Deduction No. 3.

“That members of the force admitted
that they frequented notels and other
places while supposed to, be on duty.”

The evidence of twenty-one present
and four ex-members of the force, ap-
pointed ,by Chief Clark, is that they
did frequent hotels and other pl
when they were supposed to be on duty.
One instance where officers swore that
there were six of them at one time in
the Royal Hotel playing cards, leaving
the three principal beats in the city un-
protected is cited for your information.
When you consider that the most im-
portant places of business are located in
the area covered by the beats referred
to and that the largest amount of in-
surance in the city is written on prop-
erty in that area, there may be some
Justification for some of us at least to
term the investigation, or the necessity
for it, as being somewhat more than a
trifing matter.

There is an abundance of evidence to
show that it was a common occurrence
for officers to go into places to rest and
smoke.

The chief in his evidence on this point
does not hesitate to swear that the offi-
cers are obedient to the rules and regu-
lations governing the force, with one
exception, where a man was away for
two days without reporting it. The
case he refers to is onc where Officer
(PLeary was taken by me. to Loch
Lomond at the time of the drowning
accident, as I knew him to be a per—l
fectly good boatman. I told the deputy
that I was going to take him and that
he could use Special Officer Howard in
his place. In referring to O’Leary, the
chief states that this officer declared in
the guard room that he had received his
two days pay, which were struck off the
payroll, and ten dollars besides. For
the benefit of the taxpayers, I wish to
%uy that the day Officer O’Leary was

cing paid with tbe other men who
worked at Loch Lomond there was de-
ducted from the ten dollars due him
an amount of four dollars and fifty
cents which would be equal to his two
days pay as police officer and he was
gaid the four dollars and fifty cents as

is regular pay on the payroll some days
later. gu’}‘heprgcord is 1ittythe ehtmbe¥—
lain’s office to show for itself.

The following questions were put to
the chief, after he had heard the evi-
dence of the different officers, regarding
the Royal Hotel and other places:—

Q.—If any meén on your force came
in here and admitted they had gone off
‘the principal beats and played cards or
loafed? i

Ans.—I should say the sergeants were
very slack.

Q.—If the men were going into hotels

have you to say about your sergeants,
after hedring the evidence?

Ans.—1 don’t take as gospel all the
evidence I heard.

Q.—Men have come here in the pay
of the City of Saint John and admitted
on oath that they bave done those things
and ‘you say that is hearsay?

Ans—They have done those things
but to my way .of thinking it was done
largely at lunch hours, when they have
an hour to rest.

I wish to explain the reason for put-
ting' in the latter question the word
hearsay. The chief in his statement,
contained in a letter to me, a copy of
which was submitted as evidence, treat-
ed the evidence as given by the different
witnesses as mostly hearsay.

A little later the same evening the
chief was asked the following -ques-
tions:—

Q.—Have you any doubt that prior
to my investigation, when Campbell was
sergeant in charge of the South End,
the officers were playing cards and loaf-
ing in the Royal Hotel and other pluces?

Ans—No not now.

Q—As a result of the first investiga-
tion, I made a few findings.” I want to
read them over to you and see whether

Ans.—JIt has -never been clear at this
investigation whether it was their hour
and a quarter they were in or not.

I am of the opinion that the chief’s
evidence, in this case, is sufficient for
the deduction as styled No. 8.

The chief swore that he was convers-
ant with the daily lives of his men,
more particularly on duty than off, and
if his statement was a correct one, it is
almost unbelievable that this habitual
loafing and lounging could have taken
place. Again he swears that this loung-
ing and gossiping has been kept down
in St. John, but on account of overwork
the men become pretty tired. He states
that this state of affairs has not existed
very long, and he has hoped to get them
out of it when he gets some other men.

This is apparently an attempt to
blame myself as commisisoner for not
appointing more men, and make me re-
sponsible for these conditions.

I would call your attention to the
fact that this matter of ing into
hotels and other places, and especially
the Royal Hotel, was a common one
long before I became commisisoner,

Deduction No. 4

“That there was no confidence dis-
played by the patrolmen in their super-
ior officers.”

I think the actions of the subordin-
ates, coupled with the evidence sub-
mitted by many of them fully demon-
strates the correctness of this deduc-
tion. They certainly had no confidence
in the ability of their superiors to de-
tect them,

Deduction No, §

“That the chief had every confidence
in the patrolmen.”

The chief’s evidence “that he believed
the force of St. John with very few ex-
ceptions, would compare favorably with
any force in Canada, square, upright,
honest men” would seem to cover the
ground, but further statements by the
chief would perhaps more fully support
the deduction.

That he was well acquainted with
the daily lives of his men.

That the men were obcdient to the
rules and regulations.

That he goes over the beats himself
and finds the men abiding by the rules
and regulations, :

That there is no lounging or loafing.

That the men obey the orders given
them ,after being spoken to by the
sergeants or deputy.

“That the chief is incompetent to di-

Reference to the evidence as submit-
ted throughout, will, I believe justify
this finding.

“That the general efficiency of the
force is away below the standard which
should exist.”

Deduction No, 8

“That the chief must be held liable
for an attempt to shield his department
from public censure.”

The evidence adduced, showing the
manner in which complaints were made,
the chief's methods of . investigating
them, the amount of credulity exhibited
b{ the chief in accepting the statements
of some of the complainants as well as
those of the defendants must admit of
but one deduction, and that as found.

Take for instance the Cronin, Brayley,
Martin and Jackson cases.

In the Cronin case there is evidence
that, when Pine told the chief his story,
the chief said, “now Pine don’t be talk-
ing to those reporters, there must be
some mistake and we don’t want a fuss
made,” that when the evidence was com-
glcted the first night of the investigation

eld by the chief into this matter, the
officers were standing with their uni-
forms on, and Pine asked the chief “if
those men were going on duty,” The
chief said, “well somebody will have to
pay for the lost time.”” When Pine con-
tended “they had no right to go on duty
until the thing was settled” the chief,
addressing the officers, said, “well, - go |
into the guard room but somebody will
have to settle for this.” .

That a few days after, the chief met
Pine near the Dufferin Hotel and the
chief said, “Walk along, I want to talk
with you” and after walking a short dis-
tance, the chief\said, “You had better
make some settlement with those men,
those men are going to bring an action
against you and came to me for leave
to bring it.” When asked by Pine if he
had given: them leave, the chief said, “I
did” and Pine said “that is right.”

The chief immediately said- to Pine,
“but you know you were mistaken” and
Pine replied, “that he was just as sure
now as he ever was.”

The chief’s usual answer to questions
regarding this matter was, “I may have”
or “I have no recollection” and I'wish
to insert a few questions and answers to
exhibit the difficulties encountered in ex-
amining such a witness.

Q.—“Following the Cronin investiga-
tion, you dismissed the charges against
the officers. Did you meet Pine after the
investigation and have any conversation
with him at all about the matter?”

Ans—*“1 may have.”

Q—“Do you ever remember meeting
him on King Square?”

Ans—*“No.” T

Q.—“Do you ever remember of telling
Pine, that the officers were going to
bring an action against him for dama-

Ans.—“No.”

Q—“Will you swear you didn’t tell
him the officers were going to bring an
action against him for ‘damages?”

cident alone prevented him from cateh-
ing a fire bug and when asked to ex-
plain he did so, He stated that the street
conditions here were as bad as some of
the street conditions in some of the no-
torious sections of some of the larger
cities, When asked what he found he
stated that it was an amasing state of
affairs, that young girls of from four-
teen to eighteen years of age were walk-
Ing the streets at all hours end for all
purposes and some of these girls he
termed as degenerates.

When
asked if that would be in a low restau~
rant, he stated that it occured In a re-
gpectable hotel, so called, and he be-
lieved, outside of that, it was a respect-
able hotel.

Referring to outside or police protec-
tion, he stated that, from observation of
stores, banks. business houses and resi-
dences, for hours at a timie there was
none. While he did not detect much pick-
pocketing, he knew there was & ge
amount of petty thievery going on and,
in referring to what are known as heavy
workers stated that there were quite &
lot of them here, but they were amateurs
at the game.

In sti:ing what he thought to be the
cause of such conditions in & city, he
attributed it to graft or police inef-
ficlency and sometimes both. In this
case he did not believe there was any
graft, so concluded it was due to the in-
efficiency of the police department.

He proceeded to learn the cause and
as is customary in his line of work, he
interrogated some of the policemen
who, during the conversation, informed
him of the trouble existing between the
chief and the commissioner, and also
told him the policemen were getting by
as easily as possible.

He made up his mind to get acquaint-
ed with both the chief and the commis-
sioner and find out who was to blame.
He then proceeded to tell of his‘gmng
to the Royal Hotgl and registering as
William McGregor, representing himself
as a proprietor of amusement houses.
He becomes acquainted with the chief
of police and relates fully how the chief
told him all about his force, the trouble
between himself and the commisisoner
and also some of his family history. He
also relates how he hatched a consg;r-
acy, with the/assistance of the chief
of police, to bribe myself as Commis-
sioner of Public Safety, and other com-
missioners, in an effort to purchase the
Market building and property. He also
tells of his first meeting with me and
his personal attempt to bribe me, by
promising to appreciate anything I could
do for him in a substantial manner. He
relates the reception he got and his re-
quest that I give him my assistance by
permitting the conspiracy to continue
as i# I knew nothing about it. He furn-
jshed a very full statement of every-
thing relating to the conspiracy and the
offering of money to the chief.

The chief, when asked what answer
he had to make to Sullivan’s statement,
requested that he be given time to
make a reply, and he was given a week,

other week on account of the evidence
not being transcribed.

The chief submitted a statement of
twenty-two pages of typewritten mat-
ter, of which six pages were devoted to
copies of letters Which passed between
the chief and myself, regarding his right
to have written copies of the evidence,
two pages to a copy of his reports to
the safety boards, four pages to his re-
ports showing he required more men, the
bad effect the investigation would have!
in securing new men for the force and
my non-appointment of new officers;
three pages to an exhibit of some of ‘my
characteristics and seven pages in re-
ply to Sullivan’s statement regarding the
conditions in the city gnd the chief’s
assistance in the conspiracy.

The chief’s statement was prepared
in two parts and at the conclusion of the
first part he states as follows:—

“] wish to say in conclusion that from
the evidence of this man, Sullivan, I
have no hesitation in saying that a con-
spiracy was hatched having for its ob-
ject the entrapping of myself by a bribe
and that Sullivan was employed for that
purpose. I would like to know and I
fancy the citizens would like to know,
who employed Sullivan and who paid
him for his nefarious work. There 18 no
doubt the conspiracy was to bribe me.
Who were the conspirators? The pub-
lic may draw the inference.

While I consider the chief’s statement
throughout nothing but balder-dash and
the greater portion of it as an attempt
to create sympathy with the public and
an insult to the intelligence of the pub-
lic when offered as an excuse for the
conditions existing in the police de-
partment, I believed it necessa: for me
to question him somewhat on state-
ment. .

1 proceeded to question him and after
doing 8o, and considering the nature of
the answers elicited, I decided:—

In view of the fact that practically
every statement which the chief has
made about facts within his own know-
Jedge has been contradicted by men well
known to the public, residing in our own
city and many of them employed up#én
the police force, it is not necessary to
go into any further testimony 3 to
what took place between the chief and
Detective Sullivan. The chief has contra-
dicted many of the detective’s state-
ments. In view of the numerous con-
tradictions of the other testimony of
the chief, the public will know to which
to give credibility. With this I closed
the investigation,

In summing up the chief's statement
I find as follows:—

That he has submitted coples of let-
ters which passed between us regarding
the evidence and also some statements
in which he believes he has exhibited
gsome of my characteristics, and while
the latter statements are to a more or
less extent untrue, these, coupled with
the untrue statements in some of his let-
ters, have been submitted as a very
great effort on his part to incite publie
sympathy.

In the Life and Letters of William
Cobbett, by Lewis Mellville, recently
published in two volumes, there is a
humorous caricature by Gillray of a
scene on Fort Howe on this occasion.
Cobbett is standing in the midst of ex-
cited officers, one he has just- threshed
and sent away rubbing the aff\
parts, and another isireceiving his pun-
ishment, while others are standing near
with terror depicted upon their faces
trying to study. the manual. Then when
the review did take place Cobbett la-
mented that he had to stand “upon the
flank of the  Grenadier company,: with
iis worsted shoulder-knot, and his high,
soarse, hairy cap; confounded in the
ranks amorg other men, while those
who were commanding him to move his
hands or his feet, thus or thus, were in
fact uttering words which he bad taught
them, end were in everything except au-
thority, his inferiors. Cobbett later got
more than even with the officers. While
here -he found that they were commit-

ting flagrant breaches' of trust that af-
fected the public purse. As clerk he had
access to all the books, and having made
voluminous extracts he exposed the cul-
prits upon his return to England. But
the full account of this’ would take too
long to ‘relate so it must be read else-
where. Cobbett’s fame spread through-
out the province. He had to visit peo-
ple in all parts, and -while in Frederic-
ton settled nine lawsuits. He had to
attend to the affairs of the whole regi-
menrt, all its accounts, parades, its
guards, its everything. He found time
to study English and French. He built
a barracks for 400 men, without the aid
of either draughtsmen, carpenter or
brick-layer. He went through a tract
of timber over 100 miles where no man
ever ventured to go alone before, and
this he did for the purpose._of stopping
desertion, by showing the regiment that

addition to these he found time for
skating, fishing, shooting and all other
sports of the country.

The whole of Cobbett’s life was one

touched the fringe of his.life, and it
would take hours to tell of his after
career. It 'was wonderful, appalling, to
think that one man could accomplish so
wmuch. From a poor peasant boy he
reached almost the highest position. in
the realm. He published 74 books,maga-
sines and phamplets; he crossed swords
with kings and statesmen; he was im-
prisoned for giving expression to his
views; he fought the battles of the poor
and downtrodden, and in his: day was
maligned and persecuted. But when he
8ied all the world, friends and foes, ac-
knowledged his greatness. The London
Times pronounced him the most extra-
ordinary Fnglishman of his age, and

The Morning Chronicle declared that he
was the most powerful writer that Eng-
land ever produced, and the Standard
acknowledged that he was the first poli-
tical writer of his age, wholly without
a rival since the days of Swift. Of him
Elliott, the poet, wrote:

“Yes, let the wild flowers wed his grave,
That becs may murmur near,  °

When o’er his last home bend the brave,
And say, ‘A MAN lies here’ :

“For Britons honor Cobbett’s name,
Though' rashly oft he spoke;

The low-laid heart of oak.”

And what shall I more say? For time
fails in which to tell of his greatness.
He was a planet, which in its impetuous
rush touched for a time a rugged hill
in this city by the sea. Fort Howe is
to become transformed. It has witnessed
many changes in the march of years. It
saw the stirring events surrounding old
Fort Latour, and the struggle for the
grip of empire; it watched the Loyalists
land upon these shores and beheld a
city grow strong and prosperous at its
feet: It will behold greater changes in
the years to come, for St. John is des-
tined to become the Liverpool of Can-
ada, the city where the Old ‘and the
New Worlds meet, Crowned and crested
with tbe glory of flowers, ‘trees and
avenues, Fort Howe will smile her bene-
diction upon the City of the Loyalists.
But amid all the historic interests of this
old hill none will appeal more to the
hearts of future generations than its as-
sociation with the famous William.Cob-
bett, snd the beautiful maiden of the
washtub.

the scene in which they lived and moved
in, centuries past.

Dr. Raymond then briefly referred to
the circumstances attending the erection
of Fori Howe by Studholme in 1777,
and related many incidents connected
with garrison life. He referred particu-
larly to the period when the 54th Regi-
ment was stationed there: Among those
of the regiment whose names are worthy
of note are Lord Fdward . Fitzgerald,
Major of the Regiment; Captain Wil-

liam Balfour, Sergeant William Cobbett

and Mark Needham. Lord Edward Fitz-
gerald’s remarkable history and tragic
ceath were narrated. Captain Balfour
commanded the guard of * honor that
welcomed Colonel Thomas Carleton on
his arrival in November, 1784. A quarter
of a century later Balfour had risen to
the rank of major general,”and at the
time of his death in 1811 was the ad-
ministrator of the government of the
province. Mark Needham may be said
to have been born in the regiment, in
which his, father had served before him,
and - was killed fn battle near the close
of the Revolutionary war. Needham

‘himself attained the rank of quarter-

master. His son, the Hon. W. H. Need-
ham, was mayor of the city, and after-
wards prominent as' a member of . the
legislature.

Dr. Raymond réferred to “other regi-|.

ments that successively were in garri-
son at Fort Howe. These included the
King’s New Brunswick Regiment, raised
within the province; the '104th Regi-
ment, which gained distinction in the
war of 1812; the 10ist, the 8th or King’s
Regiment, and several others. Of these
the 101st was recruited mainly from the
British prisons. Floggings ‘Were so fre-
quent at Fort Howe that the 101st was
sometimes termed the 100 “and worst.
The commander ‘said that they were
everything that was bad except bad
soldiers. There were some fine officers
in the crops, and whenever opportunity
offered the soldiers fought like demons.
Two deserters from this regiment, upon
being held up by a resident of Mus-
quash named Barnabus Tilton, shot the
poor farmer and escaped to the border,
where they were apprehended. On their
return they were court-martialed, sent-
cnced to death and hanged on Gallows
Hill, the rock ridge that overlooks the
railway station. The last British regi-
ment in garrison at Fort Howe was the

\| 74th, commanded: by the Hon. Sir R.

Le Poer Trench. This was also the first
regiment in the new barracks erected at
Lower Cove, about the year 1822, The
last we hear of the old garrison build-
ings. on Fort Howe is the sale of the
materials of which they were built—
windows, doors, timbers, brick, etc.,, by
public ‘auction in March, 1823. The bat-
tery of guns, however, still remained in
position.  These old guns, during the
first half century of St. John’s history,
often caused the surrounding heights to
reverberate. They spoke on royal anni-
versaries on state occasions. They wel-
comed to our shores the spring, summer
and autumn fleets of the Loyalists in
1788, Trey welcomed our first governor
on the 21st of November, 1784. On the
arrival of Prince Edward, Duke of Kent,
in 1794, they fired a royal salute in his
honor, and they welcomed New Bruns-
wick’s popular governor, Sir Howard
Douglas in 1825. ;

The situation of Fort Howe, while

ideal on.a summer day, was not so es-
teewed when winter hblasts were keen.
The garrison rooms were heated with
open fire places. An immense supply of
cord wood was_furnished by contractors
in the endeavor to keep the soldiers
warm. An old advertisement appeared
in the St. John Gazette in 1784, wherein
Commissary Hecht invited all who could
accommodate themselves with hand sleds
and were' in need of a little government
money, to .assist in hauling cord wood
from the beach to the suminit of Fort
Howe. The number of those who re-
sponded was neither ‘large nor enthus-
iastic. : :

i« The speaker then referred to some
humorous incidents connected with the
garrison days. The officers’ "quarters
were scparated from the soldiers’ bar-
racks, and it became customary for the
officer of the guard to, call from the
adjoining eminence the guard to parade
for inspection, without taking the trouble

'to descend from his own residence and

climb the steep hill at the other end of
the ridge: One of the mischievous boys
of the vicinity, who was a practical
joker, called out the guard one evening
in tones that were identical with those
of the commanding officer. Half an
hour afterwards, the gentleman himself
having returned to his quarters, roared
across the little valley, “Turn out the
guard.” The guard having already
turned out, the sentinel paid no atten-
tion to the order. The command was
repeated, with the same result. There-
upon the pompous officer mounted his
horse, galloped down the pathway and
up the steep slope, demanding in very
strong language to know the reason why
the guard did not turn out. Nor was
he satisfied with the explanation which
he received.

The most critical time for the com-
munity at Portland Point occurred not
very long after the erection of Fort
Howe, when 600 Indians, including war-
riors of the St. John  river, Passama-
quoddy and Penobscot tribes, assembled
at the Grand Lake and sent in a declara-
tion of war to Major Gilfred Studholme.

Dr. Raymond gave a graphic descrip-
tion of the peace negotiations which
were brought about through the influ-
ence of James White, the local agent for
Indian affairs. Representatives of the
Indians included Pierre Tomah, the head
chief of the St. John river, and his cap-
tains. Colonel Michael Francklin, Cap-
tain Mowatt, of the warship Albany;
Major Studholme, commanding the gar-
rison, and the Acadian prisst, Father
Bourg, appeared on behalf of His Maj-
esty King George IIl. The result of
these negotiations was that a peace was
consummated on Fort Howe which was
never afterwards seriously disturbed.

At comparatively small expense this
bold; bald ‘sentinel-like mountain of rock
can be mude one of the most picturesque
and inspiring spots of any of the many
historic places in Canada. Fort Howe
as it is today will soon be submerged
in the commercial growth of our city,
and the important part it played in the
early history of our country will be un-
honored and forgotten; but Fort Howe,
preserved, beautified, cared for, and sur-

‘mounted, as we hope, by a tower com-

memorating the brave Lady La Tour
and qverloeking the scene of her heroic
defence of Fort La Tour, will be a placs
of historic interest and pleasure for un-
told generations to come.

As the property belongs to the crown
it seeras to come paturally under the
care of the dominion parks branch of ths
Department of the Interior, which has
been charged by the federal government
with the duty of reclaiming and pre-
serving the important historic places of
our country, and as the history of Fort
Howe as recited this evening establishes
without question its claim as one of the
most important of our historic places,
we recommend to the committee having
the matter in charge that they send
copies of the addresses and a report of
