WILLIAM EWEN SHENSTONE
who was born at Wiabeach, Cambridgeshire, England on the 
14th August 1803. From youth ho was the subject of serious 
impressions, and when about twenty years of ago was led to de­
cide for God.

Soon after his conversion, he began to exorcise those gifts 
which so well fitted him for the office of the Christian ministry. 
In the year 1828 ho became a candidate for our work, and by 
direction of the Missionary Committee w.is sent to Lower 
Canada, where ho laboured with becoming zeal and fidelity for 
several years. He was afterwards removed to Nova Scotia, 
whore ho also faithfully discharged the duties of his high and

holy calling, and where his name is still fragrant in the memory 
of many of our people. Truly “ The righteous shall bo in ever­
lasting remcmborance,” and “The memory of the just is blessed.” 
His next field of labour was the Bermudas, where his gentle­
manly demeanour and Christian character won for him the 

» esteem and affection of all who knew him.
Leaving the Bermudas in 1848 he came to Newfoundland. 

For twenty years he laboured with assiduity and becoming zeal, 
and when, in 1868, he became a supernumerary he received 
from his brethren a proof of their esteem and brotherly love in 
the form of an address presented to him by the members of the 
District. Again, at the Conference of 1878, in commemoration 
of the Jubilee of his ministry, his brethren and frtends ex­
pressed their sincere respect, veneration and love for him, 
whom God had so highly honored and blessed during a long 
and well spent life of consecration to His service. Our beloved 
brother and venerated father in the gospel, was a man of ster­
ling integrity and unblemished reputation. He was greatly 
blessed of God, in witnessing the conversion of many of those
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to whom ho ministered the Word of Life. Ho was not a 
stranger to sorrow. Like many of the Lord s chosen ones, he 
knew what it was to drink from the cup of affliction. But 
amidst all, he enjoyed the favour of Him whose he was and 
whom ho served. Both in his life and death there was a beau­
tiful illustration of the divine promise. “ Lo, I am with you
alway, even unto the end.” . _ , * ,

He died at Brigus on Saturday morning, December the
11th, 1880.

COLPORTAGE REPORT.

The visits of your Colporteur, during the year, were made 
to 66 localities and 2460 families. Books to the value of 
$609,00 were sold, a decrease of $315,00 as compared with the 
sales ot the year preceding. This has arisen not from a want 
of diligent effort on the part of the Agent, but in some cases 
the inability ot the people to purchase, and in others from the 
presence of a Colporteur of another Society, operating in the 
same settlements visited.

Thirteen religious services were conducted : a number of 
tracts distributed : and 400 copies of the New Testament sold, 
some of which were disposed ot, for the small sum of three 
cents. .... _

Though unable to tabulate all the happy results that may 
have with the Divine blessing, attended the reading of the books 
and tracts put in circulation by the Colporteur, yet evidence 
h?s been mmished that the truth on the printed page is an 
ao-ency blessed by our Lord in the salvation of men. The ,
