Terrible Struggle for Life.

April 2.—Further par-
ticulars of the disastrous storm at Apia
have just been received. The hurricane
burst upon the harbor suddenlys
The German man-of-war Eber
was the first vessel to drag her
anchors. She became unmanageable and
was driven helplessly on the reef which
runs aronnd the harbor. She struck
broadside on at 6 o’clock in the morning.
The shock caused her to lurch and stag-
ger back, and she sank in a moment in
deep water. Most of her men were un-
der the hatches and scarcely a soul of
them escaped. The German warship
Adler was the next tosuccumb. She was
lifted bodily by a gigantic wave and

cast on her heam ends on the
reef. A terrible struggle for life

ensued among the’ officers and sailors

aboard.

Soon after the Vandalia had sunk, the
American warship Trenton broke from
her anchorage and was driven upon the
wreck of the Vandalia, whence she drifted
to the shore. The bottom of the Trenton
was completely stove and her hold
was half tull of water. As morning broke
the German man-of-war Olga, which had
hitherto bravely withstood the gale, al-
though much battered by the heavy seas
that constantly broke upon her, became
unmanageable and was driven upon the
beach, where she lay in a tolerably fav-
orable position.

THE BOARD OF TRADE,
What Was Done at the Conneil Meeting
Yesterday Afternoon.
The Council of the Board of Trade held
an important meeting yesterday after-
noon at which Mr. 8. Schofield read a
paper supplementary of his previous one.
In this other paper the remark made by
the Minister of Finance as to the cargo
capacity of the new steamers was con-
sidered; and justified the belief that
this policy of the government as to
the size of the steamers indicates the
belief that they consider it impossible to
secure freight business to any material
extent via Halifax, and this Mr. S.
firmly believes will be found to be the case.
After asserting that it will be clearly im-
possible to compete successfully for
freight via Halifax, which is 760 miles
from Montreal, while Portland is only
297, Boston 335 and New York 289 miles,
he ;goes on to ask if the passenger busi-
ness is equally hopeless how can such a
line of steamers sustain itself without an
enormons subsidy from the Government?
Mr. 8. also considers the abandonment
of the freight business by providing
steamers with small cargo capacity)as an
admission of the unsuitableness of Hali-
fax to be the winter port of Canada,
which eannot be said of St. John, and for
accomplishing the object of successfully
preserving to Canada its freight and pas-
senger traffic, he believes there is no
other Canadian port that can equal St.
John.
Action was taken making this paper
part of the original one.
A letter from Mr. E. C. Jones of the
Bank of Montreal, was read, in which he
submits his views in approaching {he
government in reference to the fast
steamship service.

The dif-
ference hetween Sir John’s statement
and the statements made by the Tele-
graph and other organs of blue ruin is
this. Sir John saw that, owing to causes
which he fally explained,the infant man-
nfacturing industries of this country were
being ruined, and the }eople who had
heen engaged in them were obliged to go
abroad to earn their living. Sir John
proposed as a remedy for this the impos-
tion of such a duty on foreign imports
as would effectually prevent Canada
from becoming a slaughter market
for the surplus producis of the United
States. Sir John carried his point and
the result has justified his expectations;
our manufacturing industries have grown
to great proportions and employ great
numbers of our people. Sir John’s speech
was based on the idea that Canada was
suffering for want of industries sufficient
to employ its people, and that this state
of things could be changed.

ST. JOHN'S CLAIMS.

Tt is a hopeful sign that the people of
St. John are beginning to agitate for the
benefit of this city in an earnest fashion,
and with a determination that its claims
to be the winter port of Canada shall not
be lightly set aside. The facts disclosed
in Mr. Schofield’s paper are of very great
interest and importance, as showing the
advantages of St. John over Halifax, not
only as a port for freight but for the
landing of the mails as well.

The result of the enquiry is very satis-
factory. It shows that if St. John was
ever off its feet it is again on them, and
likely to push ahead at a sharp pace. It
shows, too, that merchants and other
| business men, are taking proper steps to
advance the interests of St. John, and
that everything will be done which is
| likely to materially benefit the country.
. In answer to the reporter
MR. J. F. MERRITT
{of Messrs. Turnbull & Co. said that
| speaking generally fthe business of this
| year is 8o far very good. It is ahead of
! last year’s business, although profits to
| merchants are not as great as those of
preceding years; vet the steady increase
| in volume recompensed for the decrease
{in price. Last year was to them greater
| than the year prior because of the depres-
| sion in the business circles brought on
| by the Maritime Bank failure. But this
| year,he was pleased to say, clearly shows
| that better timesareathand. Payments
are being made quickly and few, if any
renewals are asked for.

The lumber cut has, this season, been
somewhat retarded by the scarcity of
snow but this of course is equalized to
lnmber merchants by an advance in
prices. But the main agent in bringing
many hundreds of thousands of dollars
into the Maritime Provinces is' the in-
crease in shipping proper and in ship-
ping freights. Shipping freights are ‘up’
the world over, and brokers in all parts
anticivate good proceeds from sail-
ing vessels for at least the mnext
three or four years. As a matter of
monetary law such an advance would
not only bring more money here but
would cause the circulation of such, with
the prospect of a still greater increase-

In reference to the trade of St. Jobhn,
Mr. Merritt believed that it was still on
the increase, and that every succeeding
year would give additional proof to his
words.

MR. W. FRANK HATHEWAY,

who is in a position to know exactly how
business of this spring compares with
business of many years back, said that
to himself, and he believed to all other
merchants on the wharf, this year,
which. will be important in the
history of St. John, will mean
a more extensive run of business than
ever. Trade last year was marked
throughout by a steady increase of prices
almost all wholesale grocers realizing
good profits. This spring begins the year
with the prices of bread stuffs at a very
low ebb with the exception of flour, which
on account of the poor crops of last year,
| has held high during the winter. With
this particularly fine growing weather,
however, it seems as if dealers could not
for the future expect a very lucrative
business, a good crop indicating a much
lower range of values after nextJuly—in-
dicating, too, money in the people’s pock-
et. The volume of trade this
spring in bread stuffs already shows up
much larger than that of last spring, and
the whole year promises to greatly ex-
ceed last year. = Especially willitdo this
if the C. P. R. Railway Company, upon
opening their road in May, will give to
our merchants, rates of freight from
Ontario that will compete against
the present rates . from Ontario
to Boston. Such Jow rates will
give St. John the grip of that distrlbution
trade to the numerous Bay of Fundy
points of Nova Scotia, now so largely held
by the city of Boston.

Relative to this trade, Mr. Hatheway
said he is preparing for it, and with thatin
view, has leased several water lots
in Carleton on which it is his intention
to build a tlour shed as soon as the rail-
way company runs a track down to the
wharf. If St. John, he said, can direct
this trade from its present channel, via
Boston, it means a large amount of ad-
ditional labor as well as the employment
of a number of schooners, from this port.
The sugar and molasses trade, especially

the former, this year has been somewhat
larger than that of last vear, and from
present appearances the profits on sugar
will be better. But not so in molasses as
merchants hold light stock and without
the West India market recedes from its
present advance of 5 cents per gallon
they will have to stock up at pretty high
prices.
In general trade among the wholesale
merchants this spring isfar ahead of the
same time last spring in all lines. It
would seem as if the numerous small
laces around St. Jobn and other Bay of
Fundy ports were beginning to feel that
this city is the place to buy goods, and,
as a consequence, the distributing trade
of St. John is rapidly increasing.
