PROCEEDINGS OF THE SEVENTH
ANNUAL CONVENTION OF
THE CATHOLIC TOTAL

The President in a pointed and happy
speech addressed the Convention, exten-
ding to them a hearty welcome and referred
to the zeal they had shown in coming so
far to discuss what was best caleulated to
promote “the interests of Temperance ;

imbued with the work they hal to per-
form and cxpressed the lhope that thein
deliberations would open the way to in-
creased effort in the canse of Temperance ;
thiat the work done for the last twelve
months, viz., since the last Convention,
would be carefully scrutinized ; that the

He thanked the President and
members for the honor done him by
making him acting Spiritual Director,

Rey. Father Doyle was the next speak-
er. He said, though taking an humble
part, he wanted to do all he could for the
cause ; he had a large district under his
charge and could not devote s0o much
time to the movement as he wonld like to.
When he wanted a temperance lecture all
he had to do was to call on the President
who was always willing to comeé to the
front.

Does it not seem that
in this case, too, a demon enters the human
body and takes full possession of the victim?

Nor is it by this circumstance alone that
it is made evident that intemperance is the
active opponent of religion, for they are
indeed everywhere two great rival institu-
tions ; ever engaged in deadly conflict. Re-
ligion has its houses of worship and halls
of instructions,—so has intemperance. Re-
ligion seeks to bind mankind together, by
the bonds of love anl charity,—intemper-
ance unites its associates b/ its own pecu-
liar kind of fellow-ship.  Religion secks to
lead man in the footsteps of its Author—and
Intemperance but too well #ucceeds in im-
purity everywhere in its path—the unmis-
ble traces of its author.

The sudden death on Tuesday night of
Mr. James H. Van Houten, at a meeting
of an investigating committee of ‘Pytha-
goras Lodge F. and A. M., in Richard J.
Wardell's residence, at 212 Jefferson
street, Newark, N. J., has caused much
excitement in that city. Mr. Van Hout-
en during the passed year has made oft-
repeated assertions that a brother Mason
had made several attempts to take his
life, and the Grand Master of New Jer-
soy being informed of those charges, they
were discussed in the various lodges.

I told
you nat-to. ¥ou had a harrible dream
last night that a man was forcing a pow-
der down your throat.” She then asked
if Van Houten had drank any water, and
on being answered in the affirmative, she |
oxclaimed : ‘¢ Theye, there, there, I knew ‘
it.” County Physician Hewlitt found |
two ncatly folded papers, containing a |
white and a red powder, in Van Houten's
pockets. There was another paper that
hal contained a powder resembiin stry-
chnine. These the County Physician re-
served for chemical analysis, and then
permitted the body to be removed to Van
i{uuwn’l residence. At 11 o'clock, Wed-
nesday, County Physician Hewlitt held a
post-mortem examination. He was as-
sisted by Dr. Cross, Baldwin, Brundage
and D, A. Swith, An unusually careful
and thorough examination was made, on
account of the mystery that has surround-
ed the case since Van Houten was first
stabbed in April. A guantity of blood
was found pressing on the brain, and the
condition f the spinal eord showed par-
alysis, proving that Van Houten had not
been shamwming in that respect.
