In 1892, the water works of New
Westminster were connected with the
asylum, the supply coming from Coquit-
lan lake, eight miles distant, and for the
first time in #ts history the institution
had abundance of water, and of the
purest quality.  During the same year,
the superintendent, who had heretofore
done all the work alone, was given a
clerk to assist him in the correspondence
and keeping of the books.

In 1894, charges of ill-treatment of
patients and the excessive use of re-
straint having been made against the
asylom, a royal commission, consisting
of Dr. Edward Hasell and Dr. Charles
F. Newcombe, was appointed by the gov-
ernment to investigate them. The evi-
dence, taken under oath, showed the
charges to have been only too well found-
ed. Restraint, and that of an unusually
severe character, had been freely resort-
ed to on the male wards not only as a
means of preventing violence but as
punishment, ‘while other still more ap-
palking cruelties had 'been practised
with the cognizance of the superinten-
dent.

The methods of mechanical restraint,
or punishment, found to be in use were
steel handevffs, steel anklets, leather
mitts, leather muffs,. leather - anklets,
pinion~ straps, camisoles and  straight-
jackets.
straint employed, and the attendants
were allowed to resert to it at will, Pa-
tients were reported as sleeping with
their hands confined -im handcuffs - be-
hind them for many nights in succes-
sion; in one case, at least, two weeks
together. Beating with straps was ad-
mitted to be a very common occurrence,
and according to the patients the buckle
end was occasionally used. Kicks and
blows with the fist were frequent inci-
dents of maltreatment.

Of the forms of restraint used the
commission found the straight-jacket to
be the most severe, and thus described
its application: “The patient is first
thrown down, the hands are then forced

into the mits, which are secured firmly ;

to the waist by a belt; then a strong,
coarse canvas jacket is drawn over the
head and laced tightly to the body, and
kept down by means of a cord known
as the ‘martingale,’ which passes be-
tween the legs. The upper cord passes
round the neck and then through eyelets

While not a believer in the doctrine of
complete non-restraint, Dr, Bodington is
vet utterly opposed to the employment of
restraint as 4 means of punishment, and
under his rule its use has beéen greatly
lessened, and only the mildest and most
bhumane forms of it resorted to. To
bring about this good result, much at-
tention has been given to the provision
of occupation and ‘amusement fior the
patients. Tailoring wand shoe-making
departments have been organized, farm-
ing has ‘been pushed as vigorously as
possible, and amusements, musical and
otherwise, have been given a prominent
place in treatment.

Amendmeats in the Existing Law Made by
the Bill Just Passed.

The “Act to further amend the Placer
Mining Act,” passed during the last
session of the legislature, contains some
provisions of great importance, the main
one being that all free miners’ certificates
issued under the act -will expire at the
same time, viz.,, midnight on the 31st
day of May, after the issuance therof,
or on some subsequent 31st day of May.
I'or instance, on the day ‘of the act com-
ing into force (May 1st) a free niiners’
certificate may be taken out for one
month, or for thirteen months, ekpiring
on Ma) 31st, 1899 or 1900, respectively,
the schedule of fees Deing arranged so

f

_that for' a period of less than a year-a !

proportxonate party only of 'the fee
charged for a cem.ﬁwte for a year vull
have to be paid. -

* The act is not retroactu‘e and any free
miner’s certificate alreddy held will re-
main in force until the date of expiring
marked upon it.

Clause ‘4 of the act is also important,
reading as follows: In case any person
should allow his free miner’s certificate
to expire he may obtain from the proper
officer, upon payment of a fee of fifteen
dollars, a special free miner’s certificate.
Such special certificate shall have the
etfect of reviving the title of the person

o “whom it is issued to all mineral
ch'mms which such person owned, either
wholly “or in' part, at the time of the
lapse of his former certificate, . except
Such -as “under’ ‘the provisions*, of -the'
“Placér Mining Act” had  become  the!
property of some other person at the
time of the issue of such special cer-
tificate, and shall operate . as a. free |’
minet’s certificate-unti] midnight, of the!
thirty-first day of May next after.its
issue.. In the ¢ase of a company - the:.
fee for such special certificate shall be
three hundred dollars.

Section 5 repeals section 8 and 10 of
the old act, the former of which pro-
vided for a penatly of $25 to be paid by
every person or company who engaged
in placer mining without having first]
taken out # license, and the latter mak-:
ing it compulson for owners . of, and
contributors upou, pldcer claims to pay;
the fee fof a' free miner’s’ certificate for !
each -employee.
~“Section 6 confers upon gold commis-
sioners all the rights conferred by the
old act upon mining recorders with re-
gard to mineral claims within their. ge- 'l
spective territories.

Briefly “ summed up, the act aims at
uniformity in the date of expiry of all
free miner’s certificates and the, first ap-:
parent advantage wil be that  prospec-
tors in the mountains, companies and
others holding certificates’ will soon . be- .
come accustomed to theé ‘knowledge that !
May 31st in each year 'is thé last day
upon - which miner’'s centificates " are
operative,

The provision for the issuance of a
special ‘certificate to cover the lapse of a
certificate is also a good ome, and as
it is reasonable to suppose that a company
ocould have no possible’ excuse for owver- |
looking ' the dafe of renewal, the“fee of
$300to be charged such compamies for
the special license cannot be  considered
unreasonable. i ' !
