Foo"Chow, China, Aug. 8.—Dr. Greg-
ory, an American missionary, who es-
caped from Ku Cheng, gives the follow-
ing account of the massacre there:

At 12.30 p.m. on“Thursday, August 1,
a native Christian rdshed into my study,
saying that several of the foreign ladies
at Hwa, a mountain resort about 12
miles from the city of Ku Cheng, had
been killed this morning and that two
houses had been destroyed. Fifteen
minutes later a note from Mr. Phillips
confirmed this. He wrote that five la-
dies were dead, the Stewarts were miss-
ing and four persons were seriousiy
wounded. He expressed the hope that I
was then on my way. to Hwa Sang. I im-
mediately went to the yamen, where
hundreds ‘of excited natives had- already
gathered, and requested the = district
magistrate, Wong, to send some soldiers
at once to Hwa Sang to protect those
still living. In half an hour the magis-
trate went to Hwa Sang under an es-
cort of about 60 seldiers..

Important Cases by the
: Judges To-Day.

Tramways and the Railway Act—
Denny v. Sayward- Other
Cases Decided.

The following judgments were given

in the courts to-day:

Glade v. Sargent.—The chief justic'-e
gave the judgment of the court ig this
case, in which the plaintiff bases his ac-
tion on fraudulent representations, al-
leged to have been made by the defend-
ent, but I am of opinion, said his lord-
ship, that no fraud has been shO\yu
against the defendant, but only a mis-
take. It is true that the defendant,
when the error was discovered, sought to
take advantage of it by demanding rent,
but he ~afterwards and in de-
fensa to the suit offered gave
what 1 agree with the trial
judges was all the reparation which a
court of equity would have awarded. 1
think the learned judge of the court be-
low has done justice between the par-
ties, both as to the merits of the case
and in apportioning the costs. The ap-
peal will therefore be dismissed with

costs.

Edison Electric Co. v. Edmonds et al.-—
This was§ an ‘appeal from an order madg
by Mr. Justice Drake upon a point of
law argued before him, Mr. Drake hold-
ing that the defendants being sharehold-
ers of the Vancouver and Westminster
Tramway Co. were not shareholders in
the sense in which the Railway Act of
British Columbia interprets, ie.,
although the consolidating acts affecting
the Westminster & Vancouver Tram-
way Co. use the word “railroad,” yet
there was evidence from an examination
of the statutes that the word ‘“railroad”
in its full sense was controlled by the
powers which previously existed, and
which were clearly tramway powers
alone. The court of appeal, consisting
of Crease, Walkem and McCreight, 5 A
J., by a majority upheld the judgment
of the court below, Mr. McCreight dis-
senting. Mr. McCreight, in an analyti-
cal judgment, became of the contrary
opinion, and  considered.that this par-
ticular tramway was certainly subject
to the general railway act of British
Columbia, and that the provisions of
the same applied to and affected = the
shareholders, and that they were liable
for any unpaid moneys due upon their
shares: that the acts of the legislature
had to be construed acecording to the
ordinary’ and natural meaning to be giv-
en to the language used, and the appli-
cation of that rule to the statutes in
question clearly showed the application
of the general railway act; therefore it
was a railway in the sense that the rail-
way applied; that the company was not
subject ‘to being wound up, and the
plaintiff’s procedure in bringing the ac-
tion as against the shareholders after
the return of the writs of fi' fa nulla
bond, was correct and # his (Mr. Me-
Creight’s) opinion the appeal- should be
-allowed and the judgment of the court
below reversed. -Mr. L. G. McPhillips,
Q.C., and WMr.

Creight, sitting in chambers in Victoria,
granted an order for a commission to
jssue to Halifax for the purpose of ox-
amining the officers of® the Eastern As-
surance Co., the defendants’ contention
being that the plaintiff, contrary 1o
agreement, maintained insurance. in lt]he
that
there was other insurance, against the
express icondition contained in the policy
of insurance sued upon. The plaintiff
appealed from the order and urged that
there was delay; that the plaintiff was
ready fort trial; that it was an attempt
to postpone the trial till after vacation,
and that it was not shown that the evi-
dence sought to be obtained was ma-
terial, and also that the evidehce pro-
duced or the chamber application was
insufficient upon which to found the or-
der made. ‘Judgment was delivered to-
day dismissing the appeal with costs.
The judgment was oral, and was to tha
effect that whilst at first sight it would
look as if the defendants were seeking
delay, yet upon an examination of the
facts such was not the ease, and the
court would have to so hold. The fac's
go to show that the plaintiff is resident
out. of the jurisdiction and is acted for
by an agent; that the evidence the de-
fendant was seeking could not’ be ob-
Ttained from the plaintiff, and that they
obtain the evidence as best they could,
j.e.. by commission. Mr. T. Fell for the
plaintiffs-appellant.

Denny v. Sayward—Mr. Justice Me-
Creight gave judgment in 'this appeal,
Ar.

Creight gave an exhaustive judgment
upon the point, setting aside the order of
Mr. Justice Drake in the court below,
with costs, but only costs of the appeal.

Landsberg v. Kirschberg and wife- -
The chief justice gave judgment in this
case in chambers this morning, dismiss-
ing the claim so far as it sought to re-
open the partnership matters, and gave
judgment for the plaintiff in the sum of
$§50.

Haz]ett v. H. B. Co.—The question in
?I)lﬂ. case, in whieh the hon. the chief
justice gave judgment to-day, ‘was
whether book debts were exempt from
execution, under seetion 10 of the Home-
stead Act, as being goods and chattels.
The chief justice held that while book
d_ebts might come under the denomina-
tion of goods and chattels, yet under the
Homestead Act as the only goods and
chattels which would be subject to seiz-
ure or sale, under . execution, which
book debts would not be, that therefore
the Homestead Aet did not exempt
book debts. Archer Martin for . the

TIM HBEALY'S DISLOYALTY..

Justin McC-a;-thy Denounced Heayly's
Acticn at Omagh.

London, Aug. T7.—Mr.
Ceithy, M. P., leader of
Nationalist party, has issued a manifes-
to appealing to Irish members of parlia-
ment to end the dissensions in the ranks
of their party, which he says have
brougit disaster to the Nationalist
cause. Continuing Mr. MecCarthy as-
serts that it is almost impossible. to
over estimate the disastrous 'effects of
Mr. T. M. Healy's charge made at the
National convention at ¢)magh, County
Tyrone, on July 8. Mr. Healy,

tion wculd in future be unable to 3ub-
sidize Ncrth and South Tyrone or North
and South Londonderry, which he asked
should be suhsidized henceforth in the
sum of £200 yearly by the Liberals. 1t
appears from the statements made then
ihat the government whip, Mr. Thomas
Ellis, consented to this, on the under-
stending that the seats referred to were
ta» be considered Liberat and not Home
Rule. Mr. Dillon, replying to Mr.
Healy’s charges, cried amid considerable
vproar: “What you state is infamous and
calumnious lies. You are a traitor: you
read private letters in public.” Mr. Mc-
Osarthy in his manifesto states that Mr.
Healy’s charges are unfounded, grossly
antrue and that Mr. Healy’s action was
disloyal to his party.

THE BLYTH CASE.

Question of Jurisdiction Argued Before
the Full Court.

The point reserved for the full court
in the case of Regina vs. Blyth was up
for consideration before the full court
this afternoon, all the judges being
present, the crown being represented by
the deputy attorney-general.

The chief justice, in his case stated for
the opinion of the court of appeal, sets
out the facts of the case as already re-
ported fully.

Mr. Frank Higgins, who appeared for
the prisoner, regretted the fact of his
having been called into the case at so
late a period. He would not reflect on
the officers of the court, or the learned
judge who tried the case, but it was to
be deplored that a man in such a case
should be tried and convicted without
proper legal defence. Mr. Higgins’ line
of argument would embrace the follow-
ing points, which he presented to the
court: (1) That when the prisoner met
the girl in Victoria she was not in the
possession of her parents:;(2) that the
prosecution have failed to show that
the prisoner knew or had reason for
knowing ‘or that he believed that the
girl was under the care of her father;
(3) that when the girl left Washington
it was not proven that she intended to
return; (4) from the évidence it is to be
presumed she intended to abandon her
father’s possession; (5) that there was no
evidence of abduction committed in Brit-
ish Columbia, and the court of this pro-
vince has no jurisdiction to deal with
this case. In support of his argwment,
Mr. Higgins quoted Regina vs. Green
and Bates, 3 Foster & Finlayson, where
it ' was held that the child must be taken
out of the possession of her parents in
order to constitute ;an-offence; Regina
vs. Hilbert, 11 Cox Crimingl Cases; Re-
gina vs, Micock, 12 Cox,  28. There
must be some eyidence produced to prove
that the girl intended to return to her
home; from the letters it was plainly her
intention to come to Vietoria and marry
the prisoner.

The chief justice pointed out that in
one of the letters the prisoner said their
marriage would not be legal while she
was under the age of 16.

Mr. Higgins said that it had been
found that the girl was in possession of
her father when she met the prisener
in Viectoria; the learned chief justice
should have gone further and inquired
if ‘when the girl left her home in Wash-
ington she intended to return home. A
great distinction exists between the pres-
ent case and that of Regina vs. Man-
kletow. In the latter case the girl left
home and met the 'prisoner within the
jurisdiction and a -short distance from
home. Here the girl left home, out of
the jurisdiction, and met the prisoner
100 miles from home. He would submit
the supposititious case of a girl leaving
Victoria by boat for San Francisco to
meet and marry her fiance there, would
it not be presumed that she abandoned
her father’s possession. He therefore
contended that the abandonment took
place when the boat in which she took
passage left Port Townsend.

Hon. Mr. Walkem remarked that it
was not a question of distance; that the
abandonment took place when the girl
decided not to return.

The argument was proceeding at the
time of going to press.

Judgment of the Court as to Gold
and Silver in the Island
Ratlway Belt.

They Must be Specifically Mentioned
in Order to Pass With
Land Grants.

There was a full beneh present on the
" assembling of the full court this morn-
ing, when a number of important judg-
ments were delivered. That on the
| case generally called the “Precious
Metals Case’’ attracted most interest.
ron. Mr. Justice Walkem’s jydgmer:
follows, and Hon. Justices Crease and
MecCreight delivered judgments concur-
ring in substance:

Bainbridge vs. E. & N. Railway Co.
; —By section 3 of chapter 14 of the
statutes of 1883, the provincial legisla-
ture “granted” (I am quoting the words)
i *to the Dominion government for the
purpose of constructing and to aid in
the construction of a raillway between

Esquimalt and Nanaimo, and in trust
to be appropriated as they may deem
advisable * * * all that piece or par-
cel of land situate in Vancouver Islani
described as follows,”” (here follows thea
description) “and including all coal, coal
oil, ores, stones, clay, marble, slate,
mines, minerals and substances what-
. soever thereupon, therein and thereun-
der.”

l In furtherance of the same project, thc

Dominion government, subsequently, by
patent from the crown, granted the sarae
tract of land and inclusive substances
‘to,the Esquimalt & Nanaimo railway
company, the now appellants in this ac-
tion.

Briefly stated, the question we have
to determine is whether the words “‘all
mines, minerals and substances whatso-
ever,” etc., had the effect of divesting
the crown as represented by the prov-
ince of its prerogative right to the pre-
cious metals.

In Wooley vs. Attorney-General of
Victoria (2 App., case 166), the judicial
committee, after referring to the mines
case reported in Plowden, makes the: fol-
lowing observation: “It is perfectly
true that ever since that decision it has
been settled law in England that the
prerogative right of the crown to gold
and silver. found in mines will not pass
under a grant of land from the crewn
unless, by apt and precise words, th-

intention of the crowh be expressed that]

it shall pass.”

The words ‘““all mines, minerals and
substances whatsoever thereupon, there-
in and thereunder” are certainly very
comprehensive and in their ordinary
sense would probably be deemed: to in-
clude precious as well as base metals:
but in the present instance their mean-
ing is controlled and limited to. base
metals by the several words which pre-
cede them, in accordance with the max-
im noscitur a soeiis; and consequently
that meaning cannot be expanded so as
to .include prerogative rights- or . jura
regalia which admittedly do not exist
in respect of the grant of the coal, coal
oil, lands, beds of: clay, and stone, slate
and -marble quarries mentioned. It
seems to me that the legislature, by its
very act of minutely particularizing the
substances mentioned, designedly meant
to. exclude the precious metals. -Had it
been otherwise, the term precious metals,
or perhaps royalties (as in. section 109 of
the B: N. Aet) or some equivalent term
would have been found in the section.
Nor, in my opinion, was: the omission
to include the.precious metals an: over-
sight on the part of the legislature, for
during the same session it had beforeé it
a measure in amendment of what is er-
roneously known as the Gold Mining
Act, 1882, in which “mines” and “min-
erals” are respectively defined, in sub-
stance, as-auriferous earth or rocks or
lodes or veins containing any minerals
excepting coal.  (Sec. 45 Vic. chap. 8;
46 Vie. chap. 19.)  While thus careful
to define these words in the general min-
eral acts it has left them to be defined
in the present-instance according to the
well known rule I have referred to.

In any event, there are no apt or pre-
cise words in the section to show that
the legislature intended to part with the
prerogative rights of the crown, and
even if that were doubtful, that fact of
itself wonld be in favor of the province,
whom the plaintiff, as a ‘“free miner,”
licensed by the government to mine for
gold, may be said to vicariously repre-
sent.

In the Attorney-General of - British
Columbia vs. Attorney-General of Can-
‘ada (14 appeal case), Lord Watson ob-
serves that “gold and silver mines, un-
til they have been aptly severed from the
title of the crown and vested in a sub-
' ject are not regarded as partis soli, or
as incidents of the land in which they
are found. Not only 80, but the right of
! the erown to land and the baser metals
: which it contains stands upon a different
title from that to which its right to the
precious metals must be ascribed.”
This judgment ‘may, in. my humble
" opinion, be said to strengthen that given
in the ease of Wooley vs. Attorney-Gen-
eral of Victoria first cited.

Although Mr, Jernigan
does not use the word “missionaries” in
his dispatch, there is no éoubt felt by
the officials of the state derartment that
he ‘refers to them, and that his dispatch
is intended as supplementary to that of
vesterday. The cablegram was at once
forwarded to Secretary Olney, at his
summer home, for his information.

ders ‘and Miss Lena Irish. Miss Stella
Newcomb was speared and thrown down
a precipice; Miss Marshall had her
throat cut; Miss Gordon was speared in
the head; Miss Topsy Saunders was
speared in the brain; Lena Stewart died
from the shock.” The correspondent
concludes: ‘“Four other Stewart child-
ren and Miss Codrington were seriously
wounded.”

There are a hundred soldiers at Ku¢
cheng. It is therefore absurd to say the
authorities could not have stopped the
massacre, which was evidently secretly
and carefully organized.

The top story of a barn was
carried bodily for a mile and a half and
a piece of scantling two by three inches
and about five feet long was found driv-
er. vertically three feet into the earth.

Conditions Under Which Sheep . and
Lambs Will be Admitted.

= “Washington, Aug.’ 8.—Seerétaty Mor-
ton has announced that sheép and lambs
intenided for immediate slaughter may
be admitted into United States from
Canada when accompanied by certifi-
cates as specified as follows, instead of
those provided for in sec. 3 of the regu-
lations of the department of agriculture,
dated February 11, 1895: (1) A certi-
ficate from the official veterinary inspec-
tor of the port of export or of the prov-
ince or ‘district in which the sheep or
lambs are raised or fed, stating that no
contagious disease affecting sheep  has
existed in the said province or district
during the past three months. (2) An
affidavit from the owner _or . importer
that the sheep or lambs offer-
ed for importation are from the district
covered by the certificat above mention-
ed, but they were not outside of that
distriet’ during a' period of three months
preceding the shipment, and that when
not driven ‘they had been shipped direct
from the said district to the port of im-
port in clean or disinfected cars.

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THE FAVORITE AT OTTAWA

Aldermen Charge That the C.P.R.
is Favored in' Quaran-
tine Matters.

Council to See What Men Are Em-
ployed on the Water
Works Contract.

There were several matters of unpox:-
tance brought| up at the ecity council
meeting last evening, among othel:s 'the
matter of proper quarantine at William
Head to guard against the diseases al-
ways prevalent in the Orient. The Do
minion government was sharply criti-
cized for its policy favoring the C. P.
R. Al of the aldermen were present,
and the guarantine matter came up in
the following letter:

Department of Agriculture,._
Ottawa, July 23, 1890.'

Gentlemen:—I haye to state to you in
reply to your joint letter of the 5th inst.,
on the subject of the action taken'at
the William Head gquarantine station
with respect to vessels entering from the
Orient.

The statements in your Iletter are
being made the subjeet of pprticular en-
quiry, of the results of which you will
be informed. It has not been understood
for some months past that cholera }}as
been epidemic in the ports from which
the steamers sail in such way as ‘o
come within the definitions in Sec. 17
of the amended quarantine regulations.
The department has had no definite and
well authenticated reports of cases.

The newspaper -reports, however,
which were received in April were of a
nature to move the minister of agricul-
ture to direct increased vigilance on the
part of the quarantine officer at William
Head. He was directed (April 22nd) to
the effect that while it would not be
considered necessary to detain passen-
gers if no case of cholera had occurred
on board the steamship during the voy-
age from ‘Yokohama, that he must en-
quire very strictly by the interrogatories
on oath to the ships’ masters and sur-
geons as to the fact of existence of
cholera at the ports whence the passen-
gers came, and -if he found such existed
to disinfeet the luggage of passengers
from such infected port.

You refer to the practice at St. Law-
rence ports of the Dominion, at which
effect was given to the definitions of the
Dresden conference, by direction of the
minister of agriculture, on report of the
general ' superintendent of Canadian
quarantines. On'this point I have to in-
form you that the information which
comes from the ports of Hurope is so
complete as not to leave doubts as to the
‘facts. But the department had not th2
same precise information as respects the
presence of epidemie cholera in Japan
and China. It was noticed in the news-
paper reports that forms of chogera such
as appear to be always present.in China
had been reported jin ' some localities.
But there was no authentic reports of
the disease ‘having spread among ' the
Chinese. Ty

It was not reperted that cholera be-
came epidemic in Japan after the disper-
gion of the Japanese army on -its return
from China; nor was. it noticed in the
“Abstract of Sanitary Reports,” pub-
lished weekly at Washington, by the
government of the United States, con-
taining: reports from the Unifed States
marine hospital service (that is the fed-
eral government quarantine system); al-
80 from the United States consular ser-
yice, with  ether correspondence, ‘that
any unusual precautions had been taken
‘at United States ports against vessels
from the Orient. :

The disinfection of all passengers’
lnggage of large steamers at William
Head would -imply a serious detention,
waich might affect the  commerce  of
British Columbia ports; and for the jus-
tification of which the minister of agri-
culture should be furnished with such
definite and specific information of facts,
as distinet from generalisations, as
would eome - within the definitions of
the quarantine regulations. Such infor-
mation being in possession there would
be no hesitation to take the logical ac-
tion the facts called for,

The letter showed the minister
to be merely higing behind an equivoca-
tion. The department must know that
cholera, black plague and other diseases
-were .always epidemic in the Orient, and
was quibbling when it asked for specific
cases,

A‘ld. McLellan--cobjected to going into
politics in the couneil chamber and de-
nied that the C.P.R. was more power-
ful than the government.

Ald. Macmillan Was -up on a point of
order at once and demied saying  that
the C.P.R. was more powerful than the
government, but that the company’s pow-
er and representation at Ottawa was
stronger than that of the people.

Ald. W ilson endorsed what Ald. Mac-
millan said. The Dominion quarantine
officer had passed a C.P.R. steamship
which was infected, and smallpox had
been spread among the people. It was
simply an outrage and he believed they
should speak out ag representatives of

- the people of Victoria. The railway cor-
poration was fayored as against the peo-
ple and it wag an outrage.

Ald. Bragg believed the matter should
be taken up at a special meeting,

Ald. ];’%rtridge agreed and added that

gentlemen,

the matter of landing at the outer
wharf might be brought up also.

It was decided to take the matter up
on Thursday.

A letter from F. Elworthy, secretary
of the Board of Trade, asking for as-
sistance in printing its annual report,
was referred to the finance committee.

Bur
the expeeted telegram announeing-:the
death never came, ‘and so at midnight,
when the hour for going to press was
close at hand, many a newspaper edi-
tor. who had relied on his biographical
sketch of the Prince filling six or eight
columns of the paper was compelled to
fill up the blank columns with “stand-
ing”’ matter of all kinds, such as old ad-
vertisements and older news. The prin-

LIGHT BULLETS THE BEST.

They Are More Fatal,- as Experiments
With All'Kinds Have Proved.

As the result of exhaustive experi-
ments in actual firing, the ordnance bu-
reau of the navy has determined to re-
duce the weight and lengtk of the bail
for the new naval rifle from 135 grains
to 112 grains, says the Baltimore Ameri-
can. 'The firing tests have shown con-
clusively that the lighter ball is much
more accurate than the present ball, and
certain other very important advantages
will be realized by the change. It .as
put the ordnance officials to some trouble
to reach a theory that wili satisfactorily
account for the paradoxica! fact that a
light ball is more accurate than a heavy
one, but they have done this by patient
investigation. The idea is that the
heavy ball, composed of a thin shell of
plated steel, inclosing solder, by its in-
ertia offers so much resistance to the
sudden starting blow of the powder that
it is what is’ technically known as ‘up-
set” or shortened, and somewhat de-
formed before it leaves the barrel. = This
deformation from a true cylindrical form
is considered sufficient to account for an
“eccentricity of flight. It is quite certain
that the lighter ball is truer-in flight, for
the experiments with it at the proving
ground, shooting at a target distant one
thousand yards, five consecutive shots
were placed in an eighteen-inch circle,
and at 500 yards the same number of
shots were lodged in a one foot circle, a
degree of accuracy which is far beyond
that achieved with any other ball-in a
service weapon. ' Besides lightening the
bal, it is probable that the steel envelope
would be made thicker, so that it will
be less likely to mushroom upon striking
a mark, a change that appears to be de-
sirable, in view of the trials of the army
rifie.

The light ball loses something in drop-
ping after passing the thousand yari]
mark,- but within this range it actually
goes straighter than the heavy ball in
a horizontal line. and by the aid of
screens interposed at measured inter-
vals between the gun and ‘the target it
is found that at five hundred yands the
ball may be fired point blank, or without
raising the sight.

The ordnance bureau has also deter-
mined finally to make the barrel of the
new rifle of nickel steel, which will be
a distinct step in advance for the United
States in gun making. 'The barrels
composed of this alloy, which have been
shot thousands of times, show almost
no wear or depreciation, and, owing t»
the smoothness of the alloy in working,

NO REALLY WILD HORSES.

All Are Said To Be VDescendants of

Those Once Domesticated.

Is there such a thing as the wild
horse, an aboriginal or truly wild horse,
in the world now? The answer is more

' Experiments in the Treatment of Bricks |

With Oils.

In a paper read at a recent meeting of
the Australian Association for the Ad-
vancement of Science, Professor Liver-
sidge gives the results of some experi-
| ments made with a view of ascertaining
i the length of time bricks and sandstone
are rendered’ waterprof by oiling. Lin-
“seed oil, boiled linseed and the erude
mineral oil known as “blue oil” were
used, and machine-made bricks of good
quality were experimented on, the
weathering being made upon a flat por-
tion of a laboratory roof fairly exposed
to the sun and weather.

Horseshoes and Coffins Among the Arti-
cles Manufactured From Pulp.

; We have had the golden age and the
iron age and various other ages, says a
writer in the Post-Dispatch, but the
present will probably be known as the
wooden or paper age. Paper diess ma-
terial masquerading as silk is the latest
i invention in the paper line and threatens
to drive the silk worm out of business.
‘Spruce sawdust, cotton or jute waste
and alcohol are put into the machine
and come out at the other end shining,
delicately® ¢olored, rustling silks, suit-
able  for the most fastidious lady’s
gown. Of course this paper silk doesn’t
! wear so well as the real fabric, but think
how much cheaper it will be!
Enthusiastic paper manufacturers say
the new woman and the new man will
' dine off paper dishes. It is not improb-
rable that the hat of the future will be
an indestructible paper affair, impervi-
ous to fire and water. Over in Paris
any enterprising milliner will be able to
! show you stylish bonnets and hats made
entirely of paper, frame trimmings, or-
naments’ and all. Parasols of paper do
not seem to have been thought of yet,
but satchels and trunks of paper are
‘common enough. The paper frunk, de-
spite its frail sound, is the  despair of
the baggage smasher. It refuses
" smash.

So do paper car wheels. They have
been in use for years on some of the
| most impottant railroads in this country.
! Tt must not be supposed that the wheels
| are made entirely of paper. This ma-
! terial only forms the interior shell. Hav-
ing been subjected to terrible pressure,
i it is moulded and firmly bolted to the
outér rim, which is of steel. Greater
durability and lightness are claimed for
these wheels, but don’t let the idea of
' lightness lead you to get under one. If
you do you may possibly have use for

! one of the paper coffins which are being

turned out at wholesale by a firm at
Westfield, Mass. '

The railroad train of the future is like-
ly not omly to have paper wheels, but to
! run on paper rails, These are made en-
tirely of paper and are formed in moulds
under great pressure. They have been
used to some extent in Russia and Ger-
many, and are said to be free from
many of the defects of the ordinary steel
rail.

Paper horseshoes are anothers Euro-
pean invention. Among the advantages
claimed for them is that they maintain
"a rough surface, enabling the horse to
get a good grip on the smooth pave-
ments. German paper makers have put
on the market a substance called “papier
sculptor,” which is used instead of clay
for modeling. Tt is simply paper pulp
kept soft enough to be worked.

Papier mache’ ceilings and wall decor-
"ations are very fashionable. They may
look like leather or brocade or a thous-
‘and and one embossed effects, but they
are wood pulp just the same.

The house furnishing departments in
the big shops furnish interesting - evi-
dence of the exfent to which paper en:
ters into ordinary life. ‘Paper pails-and
tubs are appreciated by the suburban
dweller who hasn’t “set”. tubs.

AN ANECDOTE OF HUXLEY.

Ready To Help the Obscure Devotee of
Science.

Your paper will no doubt be presently
full of memories:iof Professor Huxley. I
should like, with your permission, to add
one while his loss is so fresh with us.

Some Stories of His Lordship’s Dvings
g on the Bench.

Vice-Chancellor Bacon had his = aver-
sions. He hated a fool, he hated a bore,
and perhaps above all he hated  bar-
risters with moustaches. “I canmot hear
yen,” he said to one of the tribe whose
upper lip bore the accursed thing; “‘and
do you know why 1 cannot hear you?”
“No, my lord,” hesitatingly replied the
learned gentleman, feeling sure that the
Vice-Chancellor was about to apologize
for his deafness, but not daring to anti-
cipate the apology. The answer came in
tones that rang through the court “It is
because, sir, you wear an obstacle—an
impediment—before your mouth.”

The old man had a very pretty wit;
and it must be confessed that he used it
now and then without a strict regard
for the feelings of those who appeared
It was not often that he
spoke unkindly, but whenever the irasci-
bility of vigorous old age overcame him
for a moment the thing he said was so
neat and pointed that it was not easily
forgotten by the friends or enemies of
the victim. On one occasion he was be-
ing addressed by a very deaf member of
the bar, to whom all the judge's ques-
tions or observations were quite in-
audible.

WOBBLINGS OF THE EARTH.

An TUnsuspected Motion Indicated by
Tests in Colorado’s Capital.

It is a curious old contrivance, this
world of ours. It has more motions
than almost any other eccentric body,
ard the more it is studied the more mo-
tions it has. First of all it ‘travels about
the sun, then it takes a whirl of its own j
accerd around itself, like a top; then it
wobbles from one end te the other, just.
a little bit, it is true, but enough 1o
make a motion. Now it has = another
quirk, and what that quirk is goodness
only knows. The new quirk does not
exist at the equator, but it does at the
North pole. It is very slight at sea
level, but up in the mountains it is
quite perceptible. Anybody can see it
if he wants to, this newly discovered
movement of the world.

Suspended from the lantern of the
State Capitol building, which is that
tall, thin tower on top of the dome, and
rcaching into the sub-basement is a wire.
It is of steel, one-sixteenth of an inch
thick, and on the ernd of it is a plumb,
filled with wet sand and weighing aboat
forty pounds. A wise man who once
had a similar one working in Switzer-
lz:nd has started this one in the Capitol
dome, His observations in Switzerlard
got him into no end of trouble. He
said the world made such and such a
movement, or rather that his pendulum
did, and as the big pendulum did it,
then, be argued, the world must do
it amid its many other remarkable aects
But the astronomers-came down on ™Mm
Lke a thousand of bricks. They hauled
out their papers and their ' telescopes,
their spectroscopes, their picroscopes,
their algebras, and everything else they
possessed and proved that the experi-
menting scientist was not omnly wrong,
but ‘quite ‘wrong.

He said ‘his pendulum described an
ellipse. ' The astronomers said it did
nothing of the kind, if not interfered
with, and the worst of it was, they
proved it.. Now he has proved it him-
self, and, although it reverses his form
er position, he is immensely pleased with
the result of his observations. . "he ex-
periment made in the Alps several years
ago and that just made last week in
the dome of the eapitol is simple and a
very beautiful one. .

The long pendulum was suspended and
the centre of gravity determined: that is,
a spot was marked which was exactly
bereath the suspensory at the top of the

ntern. The pendulum was

ried sixteen feet in a straight line t

north of the cemtre of gravity, and
leased. This gave: a full ‘swing
thirty-two feet. ,
pose, the pendnlum went as a clocis

pendulum does, backward and forward, '
but slowly it left the straight_north ami

gcuﬂh course through the eentre of grav-

ity veering toward the west. Little by,

little the end of the swing, which sheuld

pave always swung back fto the neorth,

if it was to keep up the figure described

by a clock pendulum, gradually - crept

weet, until it went through 45 deg.,

when ‘it was swinging from south' to

rorth. Then it crept east, and around

to the point of beginning. In 48 hours

tc a minute almost a complete circle

had been described.- This was the greaft

discovery made  in Denver last week,

which will no doubt, when it is figured

out with all the niceties, set astronomers

agog again.

The experiment is said to have beems
a complete suceess. Twice each day the
pendulom was given a new impetus, .its
cwn weight and natural laws tending to
stop it. Before grasping it the scientists
condueting the experiment would »ight
carefully between the tweo points on the
basement. floor it wus oscillating over,
ard, having fixed them to -a ‘uicety,
wculd seize the plumb, carry it to the
full sixteen foot point, and release it
for another twelve hours’ journey.  For
six days this was kept up, and three
times did that pendulum make a ~om-
plete revolutien.

What got the scientist who is now
at work in the Capitol into trouble ipm
Switzerland was a similar experiment to
that he is now making., He: went as
near the top of a mountain:as:he could,
and from the projecting bow of a tree
suspended a 300 foot pendulum. He fol-
lcwed there precisely the same methods
as he did in Denver last week, but in-
stead of his plumb traveling in sharp
lines back and forth, it described an el-
lipse. That is, it made a long O. ‘L'his
struck the experimenter as being a mar-
vellous discovery. He wrote about it in &
nmicst learned manner. His pendulum did
precisely what it did in the dome of the
Capitol; it made its revolution, but the
ellipse was what caused the immense
excitement and shook up the astrono-
mers. Nuw the experimenter has decid-
ed that the ellipse was all occasioned
by the give which the boigh of the tree
must certainly have sllowed, no matter
how starch the tree, and his experiment
in the Capitol quite bears him- out in
this position. The Capitol was selscted
because it was over a mile above the
sea level, it is absolutely stationary, and
the interior is free from all outside im-
terferences, such as draughts or fiying
projeectiles. ;

It had been stated that the world has
more quirks in it that was ever dreamed
about, and every time it is tampered
with something new is discovered. 'The
faet is that it is all the time shaking like
an aspen.. A basin of mercury which
Assistant Superintendent Griner, of the
Capitol, keeps in the place, mercury be-
ing the most sensitive of all liquids,
shows the Capitel to shake very much.
Reduced to common measurement, per-
haps the oscillation is about decimal
ten naugzbts and one of an eighth of anm
ir.ch, but the shake is there, because the
n ercury quivers.

Ncw the big nendulum is to be used
for another purpose. Mr. Griner has
induced the scientist to leave it for him,
so that he can discover just how much
frost warps the earth. Everybody whe
has ¢ver counted ties knows that in win-
ter the joints in railway steel are loose,
while in summeér. they are tight, under
the infiuence of cold and heat, The
tower of the Colorado Capitol is ‘sheet
steel bolted, and as cold centracts, the
big pendulum will no doubt show that
the first frost which comes along will
yank that big building several decimals
ard ‘a handful of naughts to the north.
‘At any “a*e, the wire will stand where
it is until frost comes, for making the
experiments.—Dcnver Repulican.

A CURIOUS COINCIDENCE.

Mr. Bryce, well known as a publisher
in = Glasgow, relates how the late"Mr.
Crowther, of Manchester, a famous col-
lector of rare books, asked him to re-
publish an old seventeenth-century vol-
ume called “Essays on Several Subjects,
written by Sir Thomas . Pope  Blount,
London, 1691.” The copy which Mr.
Crowther had was so rare that he be-
lieved only two others were in’ existence
—on in the British museum, and the
other in the Bodleian library. ‘A copy,”
he wrote, “is of prieeless value,” and he
gave minute instructions as. to the care
which must be taken of that which he
was sending. Thinking, however, that
Mr. Crowther might be mistaken as to
the exceeding scarcity of the book, Mr.
Bryce advertised, and, after the lapse of
several weeks, he received notice that
one could be had for Is 6d.

‘When the volume came he hurried to
compare it with that of Mr. Crowther,
which he had in his safe, and to his de-
light he found it equally perfect, except
that the contents pages were wanting.
On further examination he discovered
that. there were duplicate eontents pages
in' Mr. Crowther’s copy. So that thas
mistake made by the binder of these two
volumes i 1691 was now rectified by
the chance coming together of the twe
once more—the copy in which the con-
tents pages had been omitted and the
copy in which the missing pages had
been placed. -

A hen  pigeon, belonging té Mg J.
Twigg, officer to the Birmingham Coro-
ner, has just performed an extraordinary
flight. The bird, which is twelve months
old, had this year flown from Bath to
Birmingham, and last year from Bris
tol to Birmingham, that being the old
country with which it was familiar. On
June 1st it was liberated at Bourne-
mouth, in connection with a race pro-
moted by the Sparkbill Homer Training
Society. Instead of coming homeward
the bird went out 40 sea, and about mid-
night the same night dropped exhausted
on the brigantine"Lill, in the Straits
of Dover. The captain.of the vessel, on
arriving at Antwerp, having ascertaineq
the owner of the bird by markings on the
wing feathers, wrote to Mr. T o
know what he should do with the bird
and received reply to liberate it. Thiq;

the same night it fell at the hou,se of

A general court of the proprietors of
the Bank of British Columbia was heid
on the 17th ult, at the City Terminus
hotel, Cannon- street, London, Sir Rob-
ert Gillespie, the chairman, presiding. .
Cameron Alexander, secretary and man-
ager, read the notice conecerning the
meeting.

The chairman said: Gentlemen, on
the last occasion of our half-yearly
meeting I was unfortunately unable,
through severe illness, to be present, but
the chairman of that meeting paid me
the compliment of reading to you some
remarks I ventured to transmit rather
for his own information than for publi-
cation; I thank him for his kindly ref-
erence te myself and for the able man-
ner in which he conducted the business
of the day. The duties of that day pres-
ented undoubtedly a marked contrast in
character to those we have of late half-
years held, and were, I regret to say,
disappointing; but while we have now
again to submit to you only a moderate-
ly successful-half-year ending 30th June
last, I am glad to say that the expecta-
tions. held out at the last meeting are
being  realized; »yslowly it is true, bus
still: showing an. improvement in the
general business of the country, and pro-
moted also by the- crops of grain and
! fruit promising an abundant. return . at
higher prices. Nor must I omit to state
the -important revival in the mining dis-
tricts of Cariboo and Kootenay in Brit-
ish Columbia, portending as they now
do an additional source of prosperity. to
the Dominion generally, and particularly
to British Columbia. In
of this; I am sure it will be pleasing to
the shareholders to hear the report of
