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THE OAKLAND. any oilier nation surrounded by the same natural cir­
cumstances ; and the proud and ingenious Briton pos­
sesses few characteristics in common with the poor, 
timid, inhabitant of Van Diemen's Land. We find the 
most discordant masses intermixed and living together 
under the same sky ;’in the ionermost parts of Africa, 
the Arabian dwelling with th e negro, and far surpas­
sing the latter in every mental endowment—in its 
southern districts, the Caffre hording with the Hotten­
tot, with whom be has no earthly similitude—and to­
wards the northernmost confines of Scandinavia, the 
Laplander hunting with the Swede and Norwegian.

If we weigh the effect of physical circumstances, to 
which is usually attributed the formation of national 
character, it will be found to depend neither necessari­
ly nor demonstrably upon the influences ascribed ta 
them : on the contrary, we shall frequently find the 
closet affinity of character existing where those circum­
stances wear the most widely diverse aspects. A clear 
atmosphere is held to foster gentleness of manners, and 
give vitality to art and science ; and Greece and Italy 
are cited in proof of the justness of this inference. The 
sin face of the globe, however, will shew us many d 
country wheie the atmosphere is more rarified than in 
those tegions ; and such are the islands of the South 
Seas, or the elevated plain of Peru, Quito, or Mexico, 
yet, in these, where shall we discover the manners and 
intellectual energy of the olden Greeks ? Whilst under 
the dense and humid sky of England, man has reached 
a state of intellectual advancement to which few other 
nations have attained. Again ; large rivers are esteem­
ed conducive to the interchange of social relations, 
and. consequently, to human civilization ; and the 
proofs of thi* argument are drawn from the Nile and 
the Indus. Now, the largest streams which exist are 
those of South America, along whose banks the an- 
civilized Indian toi s for a bare and miserable exis­
tence ; whilst the Dane, who is scarcely inferior to the 
most intelligent of his contemporaries. In-ads a soil un- 
fcitilized by a single stream. The Mediterranean is 
brought forward to exhibit the propitious influence at­
tending large masse# of water encompassed by land ; 
yet where shall we discover the minutest traces of ci­
vilization along the capacious Lakes of North Ameri­
ca, around the Caspian, or among the numberless 
thickly-studded isles of the Indian seas ? The coasts 
of the Cattegat, w heie social intercourse is impeded 
hy storms and sand banks, and floating fields of ice, 
are ennobled by those civil institutions and mental 
energies which will be sought after in vein among the 
islands of that ocean, on which the name of u the Pa- 
cific” has been appropriately bestowed.

The slender influence derivable from climate will 
become still more apparent, when it is recollected, 
that nations which have abandoned their native soil, 
and sought a home noder stranger skies, have under­
gone no change whatever in their character.—Among 
the colonists who have settled in the interior of the co­
lony at the Cape of Good Hope, there is no difficulty 
in recognizing the Dutchman ; yet hh dwelling stands 
upon an elevated plain, which is celebrated for the 
dryness of its soil and atmosphere, whilst his ancestors 
toiled in a land, damp as it was flat and low, and en­
veloped in a dense atmosphere of fog. In India we 
shall find as little difficulty in detecting the English­
man, as the Spaniards in South America or the descend- 

of the Gaul and Briton in the Canadas or United 
States; wliiirt the Jews, dispersed over the face of 
every nation, and scattered beneath every various sky, 
afford an interesting proof, lhat the peculiar charac­
teristics of an individual race may be faithfully rerain, 
ed under the most striking dissimilarities of physical 
ckco instances.

The lapse of time will be frequently marked by a 
deterioration in the national character, though soil and 
climate remain unchanged. In vain should we seek to 
discover, among the Greeks of the present day, those 
traits of character aod expressions of intellectoal 
greatness which distinguished their forefathers in the 
hour of their noblest splendour ; and yet the Grecian 
sky is not less translucent, nor its atmosphere less kind­
ly, than they were In former ages ; and if this unfor­
tunate race should succeed io raising themselves fret» 
their present low estate, one circumstance, at least, is 
placed beyond a doubt, they will not owe their eleva­
tion to any revolution of their climate. The Scandi­
navian sky has undergone little or no alteration, yet 
the Scandinavian himself has risen from the deeps of 
barbarism to a state of civilized prosperity.

Let it not be imagined that we ore inclined altogeth­
er to deny the influence of climate, and other physi­
cal causes. There are regions, these opetate with so 

In order to eradicate the common error which indu- 9*nister an effect, that the inhabitants, though incessant- 
ces us to consider nature as the almost exclusive mo- i contending against them, are incapacitated from at­

taining any eminent degree of mental refinement ; and 
such must be the event, where the climate is over­
charged with cold or beat, or where the atmosphere is 
loaded with unwholesome vapours. The Icelanders 
afford, however, a signal instance of the extent,to t^hich 
the inward powers of man are. capable of overcoming 
such obstacles as these.

The effect» of what are termed “ moral causes’* on 
national character are beyond the limits of the present 
discourse : yet we cannot refrain from observing, that 
in this particular, also, too great a stress has been laid 
upon isolated appearances. One party will profess to 
resolve such efleets into.ihe influence of legislation and 
political institutions ; another will refe^ them to that 
of education • and a third, to- the impulses of religion. 
All these causes are undoubtedly co-operative ; nay, 
they are far more influential than any physical impul­
ses ; yet are they of trivial moment, when placed by 
the side of those powerful agents which exist in the in­
nate qualities of the humnn mind : for what are called 
44 moral causes” are usually the immediate results of 
national character ; and on this principle despotism is 
the consequence of popular depravity and servility.

Under every view of the subject, we are warranted, 
therefore, in assuming, that God has endued every na­
tion, as well as every single individual, with a peculiar 
character, the expansion of which is favoured or retard­
ed by external circumstances, though it can never be­
come the subject of direct and unerring calculation.— 
London Literary Gazette.

importance we should carefully keep in view, that ! 
even in the physical world, however obvious an influ­
ence they may produce, tbe climate, soil, and natural 
constitution of a counhy, are by no means capable of 
explaining all the appearances which will claim the 
inquirct’s attention. This observation applies with 
peculiar force te the distribution of the various families 
of the vegetable aud auimal kingdoms over the surface 
of the earth.—It is impossible to explain on such a da­
tum, why England and Van Diemen’s Land, though 
similarly circumstanced as to climate, should diffe 
widely in respect of their animal and Vegetable pro­
ductions ; or why the Flora of southern A frica should 
possess eo distinct a character from that of the northern 
parts of the African continent, nr the flowers of New 
Holland be so essentially peculiar to its own soil.
Much less will climate or soil enable ns to account for 
the corporeal distinctions which characterise the se­
veral races or families of maukind. We know it is 
customary to ascribe tile dark complexieo of the negro 
to the extraordinary heat of tbe sular ray in his native 
rlime : but do not the olive-coloured Hindoo and ihe 
fair-complexioned tenant of Ihe isles of the South Sens 
inhabit similar latitudes ; or does the negro’s skin be­
come less sable when exposed to the less scorching skies 
of Jamaica or the Florida» ?

Orby Hunter, containing about 7000 acres, was sold oo 
Thursday, at the mart, to Sir- John Paul, the banker, 
for 348,600/. Debden-hall estate, Essex, the property 
of Sir Francis Vioceot, was also knocked down to Mr. 
Key. for 94,000/.

Emigration.—A large body of the Spilalfields wea­
vers have prepared a petition to Mr. Peel, requesting 
him to facilitate their emigration to the Swau River.

Distribution of Medals — It is raid to be inteoded 
Jo give to each surviving officer and soldier, who may 
have served in any general action or siege in Ihe late 
Peninsular campaign, a bronze medal, or cross, such 
as those given to the other allied troops at the close of 
that war. This cheap and appropriate acknowledg­
ment will cost only about 400/. to the country, and 
will be highly valued by thegallant men who were 
not fortunate enough to disiinguisMhemselves at Wa­
terloo.

Waterloo Bridge.—'Early in the week, some gen­
tlemen waited upon Lord Melville with a piece of rat­
ion wood, which they stated they had obtained from 
the piles upon -which the abutments of the bridge on 
the Surry side rested. To ascertain the soundness of 
the structure,an excavation was made on Friday, no- 
der the arrh nearest the Surrey side of Ihe river. The 
workmen dug to about the depth of six fret before they 
reached the wooden piles, and several pieces of wood 
were cot off, which were found to be as firm aod souod 
as ever.

Agriculture.-The descent ef frequent and co- 
pious showers since our Iasi, accompanied by intervals 
of sunshine, has completely changed the aspect of ve­
getation throughout the kingdom. The country pa­
pers. in nearly every district, hold out the promise of 
an abundant corn crop, boi the rain has fallen too tote 
to benefit the first crop of hay, except in backward 
districts.

An Edinborgh paper says—“ We have eajoyed a 
succession of most refreshing showers for the last four 
onfive days. In consequence, the pasture lands have 
assumed a luxuriant verdure, and the crops seem great­
ly relieved from the effects ef the late dry and parch­
ing-weather. We find that throughout most parts of 
Ireland there has also been a plentiful rain, which will 
do infinite service to the backward crops.

The accounts Of Cobbett’s corn, which appears to 
have Ueea cultivated rather extensively in many parts 
of Sussex and Surrey, are not very favourable ; on the 
poor soils ihe experiment is stated to have been a fail­
ure. A'farmer in the neighbourhood of Faringdon, 
Berks, has a very fine patch of the plant.—Atlas.

The Prospect of the Ensuing Session.—The 

tost seisiou of Parliament pot only one measure on 
record ; but that one eclipsed the laborious trifling of 
ten preceding years, and will redeem la the most dis­
tant ages whatever indolence, timidity, or relaxation 
of spirit, may have followed it, or been produced by 
it, in both houses of Parliament, during the remainder 
of the season. If we may judge, however, from the 
statement of their intentions as furnished by honoura­
ble members themselves, the ensuing session bids fair 
to be productive of a kind of interest, undoubtedly nut 
so intense or concentrated as that which engrossed nil 
■rinds for the first four months of 1829, but if in a de­
gree less animated, by far more general and varied. 
Among thirty-four notice» there are some of motions or 
bills, the debates oo which will tend to revive the in­
terrupted conflict between liberal and lory doctiines, 
she parties maintaining which appear to have been 
strangely intermixed and coofoun led by the 
dinar y circumstance of an administration having wis­
dom enough to disarm its most enlightened opponents 
of their enmity, and to provoke that of its own unen­
lightened and hitherto servile followers. We find that 
Mr. N. Calvert and Mr. Tennyson are both to make 
war, but eucb in his own manner, upon the bribery and 
corruption of East Retford ; thut the latter gentleman 
is to renew his motion for transferring the representa­
tion of East Retford to the great and populous town of 
Birmingham; that Lord John Russell is to move Itu 
gift of representation to the above mentioned seat of 
industry aod intelligence, as well ns to Manchester and 
Leeds; aod that Lord Blandford is somewhat curi­
ously to join the phalanx of aristocratic radicals, by 
making his motion for reform. Another member is to 
bring in a bill for regulating the representation of bo­
roughs which have only ten electors. It is to be infer­
red from such facts as these, that a reform of the repre­
sentation, whether extensive or partial, has become a 
subject familiar to the minds of men in the upper tins- 
ses of society ; and a great step is gained f ir th 
of liberty, when questions of high importance, affecting 
popular rights, aod involving principles, me introduced 
to the legislature by men of opposite parlies ; and thus 
placed in points of-V-iew so ingeniously contrasted, that 
none of their features, bearings, or relations, can es­
cape the ordeal of parliamentary and searching discus­
sion. Our sentiments on the case of East Retford are 
already known. A corrupt borough ought to be dis- 
franchised ; and -its power-of election once withdrawn, 
if the House of Commons be not too numerous, ought 
to vest in some other constituent body. The question 
is. shall a small county like Nottingham, have twice 
as many representatives as Lancashire ; er an immense, 
commercial, affluent, and intelligent community 
that of Birmingham, have none l«> speak its wishes in 
.Pai Marnent ; while Old Sarum, which has neither mag­
nitude, nor trade, nor wealth, nor knowledge, seeing 
that it has no inhabitants at all, shall send two members 
to the Hou>e of Commons ; we have long thought thel 
the landed interest is more than duly powerful in this 
realm ; the corn-laws and game-laws prove the fact 
beyond dispute. The men of real estate are, ofcourse, 
not more selfish than their neighbours; hut their sel­
fishness is more calamitous to the country, because it? 
dictates are less liable to successful opposition. It 
seems quite monstrous that such pinces as Leeds, Man­
chester, and Sheffield, should be left to ihe chance pa­
tronage, the eleemosynary services of representatives 
whose own parliamentary trust is a sinecure—or of 
others, viz. the members for Lancashire and Yorkshire, 
who are already overwhelmed with the affairs of those 
vast counties. We know not .why any minister should 
set his face against such o business-like reform os this 
On the other hand, it affords us pleasure to see thru 
Lard John Russell intends to enforce the wisdom of re­
presenting that species of property which rs the fra|v 
and evidence of activity, integrity, and commercial or 
scientific knowledge.

Warsaw, June 19 —According to a Bulletin re­

ceived here to-day, a Bailie took place arShumla on 
Ihe I Ith of this month, in whicbThe Grand Vizier was 
totally defeated, and lost all his artillery.

The above mentioned Bulletin expresses itself in tbe 
following terms : —

•• Gen. Count Diebitsch obtained, on .the 11th tost, a 
brilliant victory over tbe Turkish army. under the walls 
of Shurola. Being informed that the Grand -Vizier had 
left his intrenched comp, and marched towards Pi a va 
di, the General left Silisiria on the 5th June, te place 
himself on the line of communication of Ihe Turkish 
army, end cut off its retreat. This manoeuvre, which 
was executed with equal boldness and skill, was crown­
ed with Ihe most splendid success. After a fatiguing 
march of three days, the General having arrived in the 
Valley of Madara, learned that.the Grand Vizier, after 
an unsuccessful attack oo Pratadi, was at Jcnibazar, 
and intended to returo to Shamln.—In fact, on the fol­
lowing day, he came out of the defile of Matkowtscba, 
but was immediately attacked and forced back into the 
defile. After a most obstinate engagement, he lost all 
his artillery, consisiiog of about 40 cannon, his ammu­
nition and baggage, and a great quantity of provisions. 
His army, consisting of 35,000 effective men, Including 
20 Regiments of regular infantry, is utterly dispersed. 
All these who escaped the slaughter fled in various di­
rections into the woods. Above 2000 of tbe'Tufks were 
killed, and 1500 taken prisoners.*’

Berlin, June 27.—The Turkish army was defeated 
in the Defile at Kulawticho on the U»h June.—This 
victory was followed up by the pursuit of the Turks, 
to prevent, if possible, the return of the remainder uf it 
to Shorn la—a division of about 1500 of the enemy's 
Cavalry was overtaken—they were attacked and dis­
persed with the loss of two Standards—a Redotibt was 
afterwards successfully attacked, and theGarrisoo put 
to the sword.

British Shipping—Reciprocity System.—On the I ith 
3 une. Lord-Goderich, in the lino»e of Lords, moved foi 

a variety of returns relative to British skipping, with a 
view to show that the reciprocity system had been 
most beneficial to the country. He first moved for a 
retorn of vessels built nnd registered in British ports 
from 1814 to 1828, which, he said, would prove, that 
daring the four years subsequent to tbe reciprocity 
system, as compared with the four years preceding it. 
there had been no increase of Bi iiish ships to tbe amoeni 
of 2260, and of tonnage 311,000 tons. Another return 
moved for was tbe number of vessels entered inward 
and outward, distinguishing foreign fiom British, which 
he said would show that the number of British ships 
employed in 1828, was 23,456, bring an increase of 
nearly 7000,’ as compared with 1814. In 1823, thr 
number of seamen employed was 181,000, and in 1814 
it was 114,000. In 1828, more men were employed, 
and more ships built, than during any former period ot 
our history. The last return moved for was an account 
of the whole export and import trade of Great-Britain 
from 1814 to 1828, dietiogushiirg the commerce with 
different Countries.—The Duke of Wellington said the 
House was under an obligation to the noble Lord foi 
moving for these retorns; ai they would show that n-» 
injury had resulted to the navigation of Great Britain 
from the Iowa recently adopted.—The returns moved 
for, were ordered.

Toreet.— Accounts from Cooitantinople, in (hr* 
French papers, mention that the Sultan has achieved 
anorfier triumph over Mussulman prejudice. He has 
determined that the Indies of the empire should adopt 
European customs. To set the example, the todies of 
the Imperial Harem and tbe wives of the Ministers 
have made their appearance in public, to the great as­
tonishment of Ihe Coostnntinopplitaos who could 
scarcely believe their eyes when they saw these hitherto 
invisible beauties promenading openly in all the finery 
of Parisian millinery. The alteration of the rank of 
women in Turkey would no doubt effect on important 
chaege in all the relations of society there, but the 
Sultan must be a “ bold man” to attempt it.

Rome.—A letter from a distinguished prelate of the 
Roman Catholic Church, mentions that the passing of 
the Catholic Relief Act caused great joy in the Rwman 
capital. The English College celebrated a solemn 
High Mass and Te Deum ; and a splendid illumination 
followed.

The whole import of manufactured articles 
amounled only to 38,323,551 francs, or about a million 
and a half sterling. Tbe colonial trade is extremely 
limited, not exceeding in imports ^2,106,000, nnd in 
imports amounting to 67,267,242 francs, or £2,692,000 
sterling.

Geneva, June 1,1829.—On Friday last, tbe 29ih of 
May, the great and celebrated philosopher. Sir Hum­
phrey Davy, closed his mortal career in this city, in 
the 51st year of his age. He had arrived within our 
walls only the day before, having performed his jour­
ney from Rome by easy stages, without feeling any 
particular inconvenience, and without any circum­
stance which denoted so near an approach to the last 
debt of nature. Sir Humphrey had been for some 
months a resident at Rome, where he had had a serious 
nnd alarming attack of a paralytic nature, but from 
which he was apparently, though slowly, recovering ; 
but his most sanguine friends hardly ventured to hope 
that his valuable life would be much longer preserved. 
Lady Davy, who had been detained in England by her 
own ill state of health, had joined him in Rome, on 
hearing of his alarming state, and she had tbe gratifica­
tion of contributing, by her soothing cares, to the com­
forts of his last dnys during their »tay in Italy, and on 
their journey to this place, where they had intended to 
pass the summer, and hoped to derive benefit from iht* 
eminent medical practitioners whom we possess. Sir 
Humphrey had also been joined by his brother, Dr. 
John Davy, Physician to the forces in Malta, whence 
he had come on receiving the intelligence of his brother’» 
danger. But .all human art and skill were of no avail. 
The last and fatal attack took place at half past two 
on Friday morning, and the pulse ceased to beat short­
ly after. The event was no sooner known than his af­
flicted widow received the condolence and affectionate 
offers of services from the most distinguished individu­
als of this place; amongst whom we mu-t particularly 
mention Mr. A. de Condelie. tbe eminent Botanist, 
and Mr. Sismondi, the Historian ; both equally belov. 
ed for their amiable character, and illustrious through­
out Europe for their works. Mr. Condolle obligingly 
took charge of all the details of the interment of his la­
mented colleague ; and the government of the Canton, 
the Academy of Geneva, the Consistory of the Gene­
van Church, and the Societiesof Ails, aod of Natural 
Philosophy nnd History, together with nearly all the 
English now resident here, have this day accompanied 
the remains to the burying ground, where the English 
service was performed by the Rev. Mr. John Magers, 
of Queen's Colllegc, and the Rev. Mr. Rurgess.

The arrival of the July Mail on Saturday 

list, has furnished us with London dates to the 
3d of that month. We are thus enabled toan- 
uounce the prorogation of Parliament on the 
24th Jane, end to lay before our readers His 
Majesty’s Speech, delivered by the Lord 
Chancellor, on that important occasion. The 
Speech is truly pacific in its statements as well 
as in its spiiit, and referring in the conclusion 
to the great Question which the late Session has 
brought to a satisfactory adjustment, expresses 
the sincere hope that the measures carried into 
effect may realize the happy results confidently 
anticipated. The settlement of that long agita­
ted question, has indeed signalised the late Ses­
sion of Parliament above any Session since the 
Revolution, No man, assuredly, but the Duke 
ef Wellington, could have carried througli 
that great measure, without almost convulsing, 
not Parliament only, but both the Countries so 
deeply interested in it. And yet this all-pow. 
erful statesman,—certainly as great a statesman 
as-a warrior, so far as predominating influence 
and authority are regarded as elements in either 
character,—brought it to a close with a degree 
of rapidity and facility, which almost prevented 
the mind from estimatiog the actual difficulties 
by which it was enveloped. To the conviction 
entertained of the same ruling genios, must be 
escribed the general confidence reposed in the 
measure now that it has received the last solemn 
seal and sanction, and the excitement to which 
in its progress it gave rise has passed for ever 
away. We need hardly say that when any great 
public measure is attended by such, feelings of 
popular respect, the very wishand belief that it 
shall succeed, must go far to ensure its success.

In His Majesty’s Speech there is not the 
most distant allusion to the distresses of the 
Country. Indeed the subject never came before 
Parliament except in Ihe shape of a desultory 
conversation, when a petition was presented from 
Blackburn, by Mr. Sadler. Mr. Peel con­
tended that Legislative enactments would be 
worse than useless, and Mr. IIuskisson dated 
the whole of the evil to the over speculation of
