SCHEME TO CATHOLICIZE AMERICA.

Brussers, May 26.—A lstter from -
Rome says that a. petition was recently
prese ited to the Pope embracing a scheme
to provide for the re'iginuy welfare of
Earopean emigrants to Awmerica. The
idea was started by the Germans to obtain
and maintain foreign influences in “the
United States. The plan, sfter suating
the difficulties emigrants have on reaching
America in finding proper religiius care,
suggested that for the preservation of
their faith ceriain measures be taken,
approved by and insisted upon by the
Pope. - These consisted, first, in the
founding of institutions in the difterent
countries of Europe, which should edu-
cate priests of these nations to accompany
emigrants aud care for them after their
arrival in America; second, the distribut-
ing of parishes to these national priests,so
that each body or nationality shall have
ité own priest; third, the establishment
of national sghools in America in conuec-
tion with-these national parishes; fourth,
the appointment of national bishops in
America, pro rata, according to the num-
ber of each nmationality. This petition
was taken to Rome and presented to the
Pope by a member of the Reichstag and
is backed by the political influencs of
Germany, Austris, Ttaly, Spain and Bel-
gium. It is couched in a very religious
strain, but it is not believed that the Pope
will approve of any attempt to use the
Catholic Church to promote foreign in-
influence in America.

THE OLD FLAG.

DetrulT, Mich., May 25—It has long
been the custom of the Datroit, Belle Isle
and Windsor Ferry company, which does
business between Windsor, in Canada,
and Detroit, in the United States, to ob-
serve the holdays of both countries by
decorating its boats with flags. Yesterday
was Queen Victoria’s seventy-sacond birth-
day, and the Canadizn government order-
ed it celebrated to-day, but not a flag
waved over either ferry this morning.
When Canadian Customs Officer Beers
noticed this it angered him and he order-
ed the captain of the ferryboat Hope to
get out his bunting. That officer compli-
ed willingly, bat when Beers ordered the
captain of the Victoria to do the same,
that officer retused to put up a flag unless
8o ordered by Supt. Clinton, of the Ferry
company. Beers sent for Clinton and
roused the latted’s ire by directing him to
order the flags disolayed at once.  Clinton
flatly told Beers he would do nothing of
the sort, and a 1.t of hot words followed.
Beers finally told Clinton thst he would
have the boat Victoria tied up unless the
flags waved in the breeze. Clinton wil:-
ed at this, and the Union Jack floated all
therest of the day over both boats.
Baers says he had a right to order the
flags up, as the boats do an intsraational
business and. work under a Canadjan
charter. Cullector George H. Hopkins,
of the port of Detroit, and United States
District-Attorney Finney dany this righ*.
The full detai!s of this affsir were sent to
Sacretary Bliine this afteraoon by wire.

Sir John A. Macdenald’s Death-2ed !

{Cerrespondence of ‘“The Empire.”)
- Orrawa, May 29 :—The first question
wmith every citizsn and visitor to the capi-
tal when he rose this moraing wa-, “How
Perhaps it was in those
Tast hours that the woudé ful hold of the
great chiefia n upun the affeciions of the
people was most shown. The carter on
the streets, the laborer on the corporation
pavements, the artisan and mechanic on
their way to woirk, us well as the poli-
tician, the memuver of Parliament and the
higher clss;es, all had the same query.
At first there aas much auxiety despite
the hopcful tone of the morning papers,
but it soon becamne noised abroad that Sir
John had passea a restful night, that he
was stronger and better in every way.
There was universal joy at this anncuuce-
ment.
THE FIRST BULLETIN.

In the middle of the forecoon the first

bulletin was issued. It read as follows:

EAsxscLIFFE, May 29,

10 3, m. -The Prem’er passed a quiet and com-
fortable night, and this morning his physical
strength shows distinct ic.provement since vester-
day. K. W. POWELL, M. D.

. This sarved to ailluy all fears, eagerly
sought afier as it waa. The balletin was
displayed in the main corridor of the
House of Commons, and was quickly
scauned, not only by the members them-
selves, but overy member. of the press
gullory, every attache of the House, mes-
songers seut from the differont depart-
ments, ind 1rany  private: citizens, who
readily climbed.Capi:al hill.to make surs
that the leader he luved and. served was
doing well: Fundly they hoped’ thata
few days would witness a return of his
usual strength and vitality ; bat, alas,
these hopes were in vain.
TRANSACTS PUBLIC BUSINESS.

Sir Jobn felt much  refreshed by his
nighv’s rest, and the guiding impulse of
his life, to work, wus strong within him.
He wrote a letter t» Postmaster-Ganeral
Huggart, and, it is said, one or two
others, and then sent for the Minister of
Justice, who was qnickly in attendance.
Sir John Thompion talkel with him for
an Lour and the Premier showed that his
grasp of public questions had not in the
least diminished. It is understool that
he strictly enjoined upon his Minister to
consult with him frequently about affairs
in the House, and if possible not to make
any move without submitting the propos-
al to him. Sir John appeared wonder.
fully bright when the Minister of Justice
1eft him.

THE CHANGE COMES.

At noon Sir John had a short nap, from
which he awoke apparently refreshed.
The first hours of the afternoon were
spent quietly with Lidy Macdonald and
his son, Hugh John, in attendance. Dr.
Powell, the faithfal medical attendant,
called at 4 o’clock and frund his distin-
guished patient doing well in every parti-
cular. Hae sat with Sir John a few min-
ubes, and while the doctor was actually
sitting at the First Minister's bedside
conversing with him the change came. It
wa3s hemorrhage of the brain, an ex-
travasation of bleod upon the brain, the
effect of which was to paralyze the right
side.

HELP SUMMONED.

Dr. Powell, seeing the geavity of tle
sitnation at once sent for farther medical
assjstanse, and D.s. Sir James Grant and
H. P. Wright, two of Ottawa’s foremost
pbysicians, were quickly in attendance.
Practica'ly they could do nothing effac-
tual. They remainel in consnltation and
ministration until after 8 o'clock, daring
which time Sir John steadily grew worse.

It was at 8 o'clock p. m. . that the
scennd balletin was issued by Dr. Powell

and it was as follows :—

8 p. m.—Sir John Mazdonald sufferel a relapse
this afte-n-on while 1 was with himat 4.15 p. m.
He is quite couscious at present, but his cordition
is most critica’, $

A quarter of an hoar before midnight,
a third bulletin, signed by D:s. Powell,
Grant and Wright announced that the
distinguished patient’s condition” was a
very precarious one, though he rested
better than daring the afternoon and had
taken a moderate degree of liqnid refresh-
ment, Thedoctors said it was possible
the Premier might live fora day or two,
and they were hopeful that he would re-
cover his spcech before morning.

The only persons who are allo ved into
his bedroom besides the inmedists mam-
bers of the family are Mr. Fiel White,
comptrollér of mounted police, his former
priva‘e secretary, sud Mr. Josepa Pope,
his present private secretary.

Dr. Powe'l, Hon. Mr. Dewdney and
Messrs. White and Pope remasined at
Earnscliffe ali night. Among other
visitors during the night were : Sepator
McIanes, of Barlington ; Mr. George A.
Sparkes, of the Interior Department, a
d’'stant relation of tha - Premier’s; Col.
Saith, deputy sergeant-at-a'ms; Mr.,
John Hall, secretary of the Interior De-
partment, and Mr. Percy Sherwood,
commissioner of mounted police.

THR FIRST NEWS IN THE HOUSE.

Telegrams since Friday last have been of
nearly the same tenor—all indicate that Sir
John bhas continued to hover between life
and death—but it is evident that the dodtors
rather under-estimated their patient’s re-
markable tenacity of life, or were somewhat
in error in their disgnosis.

In any
case, however, it is certain that Sir Jchn A,
Macdonald’s brilliant career as premier of
Canads is ended. On the 2lst nlt. the Ap-
VANCE thus referred to a statment of the
Empire indicating that Sir John's physical
and mental condition was almost, if not
quite satisfactory :—

*Everybody will be glad should they
really learn, of a truth, that SirJohn is as
well as the ' Empire would have us all
believe. It must be evident, iowever, that
he isdoing far too much. for one of his
years. 1t is impossible for him-—able
as he undoubtedly is, and great as is his cap-
acity for work —to properly discharge the
duties of the diffierent positions he holds,
and it must be plain that in attempting to
discharge them he not only overtaxes his
vitality, but must al o fail to render fully
effective service to the counﬂ;y i t to
some of them, at least. Sir John fails to do
justice to either the country or himself
when he undertakes almost the whole work
of guiding the govemmc:int, a8 wellf a8
managing an important department, for,
eve!:?gilf ghe were in the m;;r ﬂmfnctor}
condition of health, his advanced age ought
to suggest to both him and his associates
the fact that he must, in a very few years,
at the best, let the reins 1 into other
hands. It would bea most serfous matter
if any change should take place at the
present time, or even in the near future, b;
which the government should fall into the
hands of Mr. Laurier and bhis allies, who
would, no doubt, pt the impracticable
task of working ' out the . trade policy with
which they divided the Liberal party in the
late election, and there is, therefore, all the
greater reason why Sir John should cease
to expend his valuable and declinin,
vitality ypon mere details of department
work, when it cannot- be long, in any case,
before another or either hjs own or his op.
ponents’ party must succeed him. It is too
much the fashion for us all to overrate suc-
cessful men. Thereis a kind of intoxicationr
in the intellectual activities which conquer
success, and the leaders of menin political
conflicts, and in the race for political prizes,
are amongst the most susceptible to the
excitements incidental thereto, in which all
other interests are subordjnated. Sir John
has led his party long and successfully, In
doing 80 he has not ?-nd. himself. He
has been seemingly tireless, ever alert, ur-
bane and jaunty with - friend and opponent
—the excitement. of his surroundings and
the merited dits of his admirers closing
his eyes to the fact that he has needed rest
and retirement. If he will not take these
voluntarily, he will be forced to do so when
it may be too late, and, whatever may be
said to the confrary, we believe that he has
been doing such work as that stated by the
Empire at a cost to himself which he can-
not afford. -
