The orchestra brought the overture to 
a close with a blare and bang that made 
the walls echo and the footlights dance, 
for the patrons of the Alhambra Theatre 
liked plenty of ••go” in their music, as 
in everything connected with the enter­
tainment for which they paid twenty 
five cents per head.

Now this
had never happened before. There 
were plenty ..of comely fellows in the 
orchestra.

A tongue of flame leaped upon her, 
and there was a cry of horror from 
the house. The audience, 
stricken by the possibility 
imong *11 the in flam able material of 
■he stage, rushed pell-mell, for the 
Ivors. The orchestra followed, tumbling 
>ver their instruments, and in less time 
:han it takes me to tell it they had clear­
ed such a space that only two people re­
named ia the endangered portion of the 
dioatre. One of these was the girl, 
•vrapped in the winding-sheet of flame, 
m»l the other was Mima.

Tearing his goat from him as he sprang 
forward, Mirfs flung himself upon the 
stage. The girl, terror-stiiuken, but 
realizing his danger as well as her own, 
began to retreat toward the wings. 
Mims, seeing that in.a moment more the 
fire would be communicated to the can 
vas scenes, leaped upon her and gathered 
the living flame into his arms. Himself 
insensible to the pain and danger or re 
gamless of them in his passionate en­
deavor to save the girl, he beat the fire 
down with his hands, tore her burning 
skirts away and at last wrapped her, 
tortured and burned, but living and con­
scious, in his own garment.

N unie was not so severely injured but 
that she could appear at the Alhambra 
again in a few weeks, and when her re- 
lurn was announced, the house was 
crowded.

Nonie did not attempt to sing to any­
one but Mims that night, but. on this 
occ ision, he was not the first violin. He 
had spent his leisure during her retire­
ment iu composing a new accompani­
ment to her dance, -and had asked and 
obtaineiLperuiission fq lead the orches­
tra on-this eventful night for its per­
formance.

I jiay that he had spent his leisure, for 
nrtich of Mims’ time had lately been 
.taken up in haunting the florists’ and 
*the fruit shops, and bearing o2E their 
choicest treasures to Nome's room. And 
when he had been admitted to her bed 
ide, and she, lying there so sweet and 

fair, had taken his hand and kissed it, 
avi cried over the Ec-irs which were 
here for her sake, and had thanked him 

so prettily for saving her life, the poor 
ox gamin was w*y happily wretched 
indeed.

But, as I have said, she got well, and 
sang and danced and made eyes at M.

Hon. M. J. Power, ex-Speaker of the 
Nova Scotia Legislature, died last Thursday 
afternoon. He was born at Halifax on 
April 23, 1834, his parents being natives 
of Waterford, Ireland. He received bis 
early education at the Halifax 
Academy, was a prominent representative 
of the Roman Catholics in that city and 
for many years took an active interest in 
civic, local and federal affaire. He sat 
for several years in the Nova Scotia 
Legislature.

Melvin Hayward, of Ashland, N. B., 
while working in the woods, last Thursday, 
was killed almost instantly by one of the 
logs, which be was hauling, striking him in 
the side. He was making a tara when one 
of the logs osme in contact with a stamp, 
from which it rebounded, striking the 
unfortunate man a terrific blow, rendering 
him unconseious. A doctor was immediately 
summoned, but on his arrival found life 
extinct. Deceased was a widower 65 years 
of age.

Toronto has had a second big fire. The 
tiret occurred on Sunday, 6th inet. and 
burned the building, of the Toronto Globe 
and several others equally valuable, destroy­
ing property valued at nearly half a million 
dollars. On Thursday 10th another fire 
■prang up at the spot where the former 
fire ended and destroyed abint $1,000,000 
worth of property. The insurance com­
panies having declared the tire department's 
equipment insufficient for the city’s growing 
requirements, and intimated that rates 
would be increased, the city has decided 
to add four additional steam fire engines to 
its fire-fighting plant.

General Earle is a member of the Society 
of the Sous of the American Revolution,
Society of Colonial Ware, Society of the 
War of 18І2, member Veteran Battalion,
Seventh regiment, N. G., and the Old 
Guard, Naval Reserve Association, and 
he is one of the promoters of the Naval 
Reserve. He was prominent for a number 
of years in Grand Army circles, as chairman 
and treasurer of the Citizens’ Auxiliary 
Committee, G. A. R. He was decorated 
by the Venezuela government with the 
order of the Bust of the Liberator. General 
Earle’s period of service, covering more than 
thirty-two years, expired with the expira* 
fcion of Gov. Flower's term. It is for this 
that he has been decorated. He received 
a fall and honorable discharge under the 
signature of Roswell P. Flower, as governor 
and commander-in-ohief. ’•

The United States consul at Newcastle- 
on-Tyne has called the attention of the 
state department to a notice published ia 
influential English journals calculated to 
discredit the character of American seeds 
abroad, and to lessen the market for 
that important export. The article 
referred to, which is headed “Seeds or 
Weeds,” declares as very large quantities 
of American clover seed find their way into 
Europe attention ought to be very forcibly 
directed to the results of a very ethanstive 
investigation made recently by the Ontario 
Agricultural Station, which confirms those 
of several other experiment stations in the 
United States.

To say nothing of Canadian exports, the 
United States exported in the first 9 months 
of 1894 over 13,000,000 pounds of clover 
seed »t a value of about 10 cents per pound.
This and also much of that sold generally 
in North America is describe 1 as “one of 
the mast impure seeds now on the market”
The examination showed that in cleaned 
alsike there were no less than 9 per cent 
of weed seeds, ohiely sorrel, while in red 
clover there were 6 per cent. In the 
of alsike it seems that in every half onnee 
of seed there were no less than 1,800 weeds 
and in six pounds need for an acre of land 
no less than 700,000 weeds.

Henri Moissan has given considerable at­
tention during the last two or three 
years to a study of oarbon vapor. He 
finds that, under ordinary pressure, car­
bon passes from a solid to a gaseous state 
without becomming liquid, at do most 
substances. The solid carbon volatilize!, 
and afterward» condenses in the form of 
graphite. But he believes that oarbon 
may become liquid under very high 
pressure. In hie ingots of iron cooled in 
lead he obtained email artificial diamonds 
having a rounded form, like that of a 
liquid solidified in a pasty mais, and dia­
monds of similar form are found at the 
Cape and in Brazil.

A substitute fur the oil of rose is being 
manufactured in Germany under the 
name of “reuniol.” It belongs, it is stat­
ed, to the alcohol series, exists in the oil 
of geranium, and forma one of the princi­
pal censtituente of oil of roar. It ia 
economical in use, resists oxidation, and 
its odor resembles that of the tea rose.

Ozone it now known to be somewhat 
soluble in water, to which it imparts its 
Oder, and—to some extent--its proper­
ties. M. S’Abbe Matlfert suggests the 
uses of ozone for steriliz ng water, and of 
ozonized water aa a disinfectant and anti­
septic.

TBV NEAREST APPROACH TO HUMAN FLIGHT
—HYDROGEN PEROXIDE ISOLATED —
HYPNOTISM FOR DEAFNESS —BEGINNING
OF A GLASS AGE—DEVELOPMENT OF THE
MOST EFFICIENT HEAT MOTOR—A NOVEL
REMEDY FOR DYSPEPSIA—CARBON AS
VAPOR AND LIQUID.

The ezperimenti of Herr О .to Lilienth- 
аІ more nearly resemble the flight of birds 
than anything else ever accomplished by 
man. His early apparatus was a cloth • 
covered frame work resembling a pair of 
immense wings, with a place for the 
operator in the centre, and the inventor, 
grasping the frame Aork lightly with hie 
hand-, ran down a slope until a sufficient 
velocity was acquired to raise him and the 
apparatus from the ground. With prac­
tice the distance through which he can 
thus cause himsslf to sail in air has in­
creased, he has been able to cover a third 
of a mile iu a single bound. In a uew 
aopara ui, this sailing machine is trans­
formed into a flying machine, a aeries of 
feather-like sails having bean placed at 
thé extremities of the wings and connected 
with a little motor—driven by compressed 
o irbonic acid—placed near the operator’s 
body. As the operator finds himself 
descending, pressure of the finger sets 
the engine in motion, flapping the wings, 
and lengthing out the distance of flight.

In the ordinary form of a three per 
cant solution, hydrogen peroxide, or 
oxygenated water, is an important bleach­
ing and oxidizing agent. It has been 
supposed to b« very instable. The snr- 
‘prieing announcement it made from a 
Berlin laboratory, however, that Dr.

4 dinner speech of an hour an a halt, 
leaving only » half hour for Cabinet 
ministers, Mr. Laurier and other dis­
tinguished guests, people speculated as 
to whether that indicated his ideas of 
the relative magnitude of the other 
gentlemen who were to speak as com­
pared with his Lordship, in the affairs 
of the country. Next, he appears to 
have behaved ver/ inconsistently and 
displayed a “plentiful lack” of diplo­
macy in attempting to have his own 
way in connection with the proposed 
winter carnival at Ottawa, which is 
to begin next week. He seems to 
have thought that the proper caper of 
the month was to assume the perpetual 
sympathetic role in public on account 
of the death of the late Premier. 
Although the carnival was advertised 
everywhere, under his patronage, long 
before the Premier’s death, and was 
not to be held for more than a month 
after that event, he wrote to the 
committee suggesting that it be post­
poned for a week. This was, of course, 
most absurd, bat because the commit­
tee, on account of the disappointment 
it would be to thousands of people from 
abroad could not assent to His 
Excellency’s proposition, he withdrew 
his patronage. The reason assigned 
was respect for the memory of the 
Premier, but that did not prevent his 
Lordship and the Countess from attend­
ing a public ball in Montreal a day or 
two after their return from the 
great funeral at Halifax. Hia 
Excellency, no doubt, wishes to do 
what ia just right in all matters, 
and it is not yet too late for him to 
improve and, perhaps, commend him­
self wholly- to the people ot Canada. 
He wifi beat do this by assuming that 
about four and a half millions of them, 
at least, are level-headed, and while 
they are keen to perceive humbug, 
although they may say little about it, 
they have a contempt for sham and 
rent in high places.

Send of Tntlo-
Chatham business men are to be con­

gratulated on having organized their 
Board of Trade, which gives promise of 
usefulness, notwithstanding the serio­
comic after-performance introduced by 
the younger and more inexperienced 
members—and which the more exper­
ienced guided to a safe conclusion on 
Monday evening. Between the gentle­
men who control the Board and the 
Municipal Council, it ia probable that 
the members who desire to turn the 
Board into an arena for the discussion 
of little questions ef parish politics— 
which might be better settled in thfjr 
proper place — will learn to 
appreciate the old adage : ne enter 
nitre crepidam. It is not to be won­
dered at that in a town of the size and 
importance of Chatham, which is, per­
haps, the largest in the civilized world 
that is without corporate organization, 
eager and fresh young men should avail 
themselves of their first opportunity to 
take advantage of a special chance to 
speak for, not only themselves and their 
immediate friends, bnt the whale com­
munity. The historical “three tailors 
of Tooley Street,” who set out with 
their resolution beginning with the 
words “we the people of England," 
equalled in enthusiasm and their own 
measure of their representative func­
tions, the gentlemen under whose 
auspices and encouragement the newly 
organized Board of Trade of Chatham, 
acting under the Dominion Boards of 
Trade act, was honored with the reso­
lution respecting a fire engine honse, 
which resolution affirmed that they 
were “expressing -the views of the 
“property-holders oi Chatham.” Of 
course, the Board, which did not an­
ticipate any snob circus and, as yet, 
does not embrace all the property 
holders, decided, after the fun was 
over, to “ait upon" the effervescent 
youths, and itmerely.by the medium of 
an amendment,expressed its own views 
It thus showed that the new and 
important organization cannot be made 
use for ulterior purposes. At the same 
time, its members are tolerant, even oi 
the mistakes of their confreres, for the 
purpose of encouraging the activities of 
the younger element of their guild, and 
we all realise that a tig mistake at the 
start—especially as its consequences 
were averted by the level-headed ele­
ment—will be a valuable lesson to all 
concerned.

Oarleton County, has an assembly by- 
election ponding, to fill the vacancy 
caused by the resignation last spring 
of Hon. Harry ConneV. Oarleton 
is a peculiar constituency in many ways. 
Its leading peculiarity is never to be 
satisfied with any government local or 
Dominion. It once had Hon. Wm. 
Lindsay as its representative in the 
government, but the old gentleman,was so 
inoculated with the Oarleton disposition 
to agree with nobody th?.t he had to get 
out and “lit on the fenceP. Then, 
Mr. Oonncll was taken into the executive, 
and after he had led the government into 
several mistakes in his County, he resign­
ed because that body would not cater still 
farther to his idiocyncrasies. Mr. Connell 
is, in everything but politics, as sano a 
man as there is in the province, but the 
moment he breathed Carl.ton County air 
as an active politician he was no longer 
entirely level-headed. The champion 
political curiosity of Carleton, if he is to 
be judged by his card to the electors, is 
now appealing to the electorate. His 
name is Marcus C. Atkinson and he is a 
physician, who, it will be remembered, 
represented the County a few years ago, 
and was one of the most unquestioning 
supporters the Blair government had, 
until disappointed ambition undermined 
his allegiance. HU loyalty to Attorney- 
General Bla r when he was aspiring to a 
position which that gentleman made him 
ultimately understand he wai not fit fo-, 
may be judged by his fervid declaration 
in the assembly “that this province is to 
be congratulated upon retaining within its 
walk a gentleman such аз the attorney- 
general, who has not bowed down to Baal, 
or who, like the late leader of the opposi­
tion, has retired to a judgeship.”

A sample of the doctor’s consistency is 
the statement in one- portion of his card 
that ex-sheriff Irvine defeated the will of 
the people at the last assembly election by 
not ret irning him and in another that 
“without the shadow of excuse, the 
government for political advantage and 
petty spite toward Henry Counell, 
dismissed David Irvine from the office of 
high sheriff of this county.”

Daring’the list session but one of the 
legislature at Fredericton, Henry Connell, 
who was then a member, showed that 
Atkinson had no real grievance against 
the Sheriff who it was charged by that 
gentleman and other oppositionists had 
depri/ed the doctor of a seat iu the House. 
Mr. Connoll said on that occasion that 
“Mr. Jones, one of the candidates and 
lawyer for D.’. Atkinson, was the first to 
object to the Simonds return as an 
improper one. He, (Jones) had got the 
sheriff to adjourn his court so that the 
returns might be amended. Ц was 
admitted among friends of Dr. Atkinson 
that some ef the ballot boxes were stuffed 
in that gentljman’a interest, and it was 
stated that the stuffing ef tho Simonds 
box had ttken plice in a barn. Th^re 
was evidence that there had been b .llot- 
stuffi ug in D.\ A kinaon’s interest in 
Woodstock and Wic-low, and there is 
evidence of an attempt being made at the 
same woik and in the same interest at 
Peel. There the attempt was discovered 
by the returning officer, who, although 
opposed t) him (Connell) had interfered 
and stopped the ballot-stuffing. There 
was not even one double bull >t cast for his 
colleague or himself.”

The famous Woodstock Bridge is very 
much in evidence in Dr. Atkinson’s card 
and he seems & count on his friend, Mr. 
Connell, helping him on that as well as 
other accounts, but it is not easy to 
understand how Mr. Connell can con­
sistently do so, for late in the session of 
1893, when the alleged scandals in con­
nection with that work were being dis­
cussed in the legislature Mr. Connell 
said :—

“Tho honorable members (Stockton and 
Alward) did not believe what they stated, ' 
bnt simply wanted to hear themselvee talk. 
The leader of the opposition knew aa much 
about bridge building as hie (Connell’s) 
big toe. These gentlemen knew very well 
that the bridge could not be built on the 
Queen street site for $30,000 less than at 
the present location.

The government of Newfoundland is 
endeavoring to effect arrangements to 
provide work for the unemployed in the 
colony.* The proposed arrangements 
are entered into and, as a begin­
ning, surveys are being made of certain 
aeot ions of land preparatory to establishing 
new roads. They contemplate harbor 
improvements ot considerable magnitude 
and are introducing a proposal in the 
legislature which ' will effect a saving to 
the tax payers of $260,000, including pro­
posals lor abolishing the legislative 
council, the S\ John’s Municipal council 
and the fisheries commission, reduction of 
members of assembly by a third,the aboli­
tion of unnecessary offices, reduction of 
all salaries by 20 per cent, and the ap­
pointment ef commissions to effect re­
forms in every branch ofthe public service.

The local creditor! of Job Bros, met 
the dther day. The British creditors de­
cided to accept a third of the amounts due 
them and permit the firm to continue in 
besioea». The local creditors generally 
favored the acceptance of the same offer.

The Bank of Montreal has subscribed 
$100 to the relief fund.

Eight hundred families were relieved 
daring the first week of January at a cost 
•f $2,500.

Some United States newspapers having 
telegraphed the consul at St. John's 
proffering assistance, and asking in what 
shape he would prefer having it, the eon- 
sal called the clergy to decide upon the 
beet form of relief and when it should be 
sent. The clergy decided that it is advis­
able to have relief sent promptly to be 
available in two or three weeks, when the 
worst effects ef the collapse will be felt.

A bill has passed the assembly to allow 
steamers to make a second trip to the

ly help to relieve the general distress.

X’MAS ESSENCES A wide range of investigation bas been 
opened up by M. Raoul Pictet in his 
unique laboratory of cold. In some of 
bis recent experiments, he 
himself „with furs, and placed himself 
in a great tube that could he cooled down 
to m3 below zero C., hia head alone re­
maining outside, as the breathing of air 
so extremely cold would be hazardous. 
The heat of the body was retained by the 
furs until the temperature fell to about 
W below zero. Beyond thit point the 
heat was radiated through the fun, but 
without causing the skin to feel any 
sensation of cold.

He' showed how Shakespeare in all his 
plays made such marvellous contrasts—in 
character, m temper, in situation. He 
wept on to show that Shakespeare, although 
writing this play in England, carried it 
into Athens so that he could give it the 
more effect. For instance, when he speaks 
of the fairies and d- scribes them performing 
their various functions—Puok, the big fairy 
who converted Bottom into an ass; and 
the beautiful fairy Titania falling in love 
with him, and then showing Bottom as one 
of the mechanicals, as Shakespeaie calls 
them, in the play which they performed 
on the wedding night of Theseus, the Duke 
of Athens, to Hippolyte, the Queen of the 
Amazons, when Bottom shakes off the 
appearance of an ass and takes the part 
of Pyramus in the play of Pyramus and 
Thisbe, and also showed himself capable 
of taking any part whatever in it. The 
writer showed by this the true characters 
of men. Also, in describing where Lysander 
and Hermia anil Demetrius and Helena 
were in the wood making love to each 
other, how, almost instantly, Pack, the 
fairy, converted love into enmity and 
enmity into love, illustrating thus during 
the lives of men how readily we love 
and how soon it is turned to hatred. It 
іа now to be understood at the time 
Shakespeare wrote this play (in 1591) that 
the people in England believed to a very 
great extent io fairies, etc., and no doubt 
Shakespeare’s mind was on them while 
he was writing this play and he used the 
means to portray the true character of
