Government Takes Elaborate
Precautions Against Law-

PARIS, May 12.—Paris today resemb-
led g city in a state of siege. During
the night troops took possession of the
central post and telegraph stations,
and at daylight squads of infantrymen
were picketed around every branch of-
fice. The streets are being patrolled
by the mounted republican guards, all
exposed telegraph lines are being care-
fully watched and soldiers have been
introduced even into the sewers of the
city to prevent the cutting of wires.
These precautions were taken to pro-

The postmen of Lyons and Bordeaux
last night voted to join their Paris col-
leagues.

The press generally reproaches the
Chamber of Deputies for its cowardice
westerday in postponing a vote on the
postal situation thus throwing the en-
tire responsibility on the Government.
It is understood, however, that Pre-
mier Clemenceau preferred non-Par-
liamentary action for tactical reasons,
first to 'force the postment to battle,
second, to permit the Government to
put its measures into action. This puts
Parliament in the positlon where it
will be compelled to approve or aban-
don the Government in the midst of
the crisis.

Instead of trying to replace the rail-
road mail clerks who have gone out,
letters are being scorted before they
are placed on the trains in accordance
with a system previously worked out.
The authorities claim that methods for
maintaining communication with the
provinces with the aid of local com-
mercial bodies have everywhere been
perfected and are ready for instant ap-
plication.

"ENPEROR WILLIAM VISITS
THE KING OF ITALY

And King Edward Sends a Warship 1o
Salute Them— Expressions of Friend-
ship Floating Around.

BRINDISI, Italy, May 12.—The Ger-
man imperial yacht Hohenzollern with

Emperor William on board came into
Brindisi this morning and was saluted
by the booming of cannon from the
shore. The king and queen of Italy,
accompanied by foreign minister Ti-
toni, immediately went on board the
Hohenzollern and greeted the German
Em;g%or.

The emperor and the empress, and
the king and .queen lunched on board
the Italian battleship Vittorio Eman-
uele, where friendly tosats were pro-
posed and drank. This afternoon the
emperor and empress entertained the
Italian king and queen on board the
Hohenzollern at tea, after which the
German yacht took its departure.
Hohenzollern was escorted into Brind-
isi by a flotilla of Italian gunboates,
i Great Britain sent the cruiser Alba-
tross to Brindisi to salute the two rul-
ers. This act’is regarded as an evi-
i dence of the good results of the inter-
! view at Baja, April 29, between King
Edward and King Victor Emmanuel
and as furnishing the re-establishment
of friendly feelings between the na-
tions.

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SEARCHING FOR VICTIMS
OF YESTERDAY'S TRAGEDY

Not One of the Twenly Bodies Recovered
— Polica Hope fo Locale

PITTSBURG, May 12. — The }.olice
department assisted by relatives and
friends of the victims are today
searching for the bodies of a score of
men who were drowned last night in
the Ohio River below this city when
a 24 foot gasoline yawl suddenly went
down while taking the men from the
plant of the Pressed Steel Car Com-
pany to their hhiomes on the cpposite
shore. - .

Up to 10 o’clock not a body had been
recovered but it was believed a major-
ity of them will be located during the
day by the aid of grappling hooks.

WILL SUE GITY FOR
FALSE IMPRISONMENT

Henry W.. Robertson
Arrested Yesterday

P

On Execution for Unpaid Taxes and Gonstable
Blair Put Him in Jail—Bill Had Been
Paid and Now He Seeks Damages

Was

Henry W. Robertson, barrister, has
taken steps to bring action for dam-
ages for false arrest as the result of
an incident which occurred yesterday.
The trouble arose over hig tax bill for
1908.  Mr. Robertson paid the bill at
the chamberlain’s office in the morn-
ing and a little later was arrested and
remanded in jail for an hour before
the matter was straightened out.

Mr. Robertson has been in the habit
of paying his taxes promptly and tak-
ing the discount and did so up to 1907.
Last year he overlooked the matter
and zliowed the bill to stand. The

| matter was brought to his attention

by a constable. As a result of this
warning he went to City Hall yester-
day morning and paid the bill, which
amounted to about $23. A little later
in the morning, about 11 a. m., Con-
stable George A. Blair entered his of-
fice and demanded the-amount of his
Mr. Robertson informed the
constable that he had paid once and
would not do so again. Blair refused
to be put off and finally insisted on ar-
resting Mr. Robertson.

The latter had no course open to him
but to accompany the officer to the
police station. Here he again protest-
ed that his taxes had been paid and
that the city had no claim against
him. His orotests were not heeded,
however, and he was consigned to the
cells. When the constable’'s report was
received at the chamberlain’s office
it was seen that a mistake had been
made and instructions were given for
his release. After an hour spent in
jail ‘Mr. Robertson was released. He
is naturally very indignant over the
treatment hé has received and has de-
cided to take action against the city
for damages on account of false impris-
onment.

The matter has been placed in the
hands of Messrs. Price, McInerney and
Trueman, who will represent him ia
the case.

TWENTY FOUR MORE
HANGED IN TURKEY

Public Executions of Mutineers
This Morning

ez e

Condemned Men Dec'are Their Conduct Was
Approved by the Church—This
Makes Thirty Eight Vietims.

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 12—Con=-
stantinople witnessed another batch of
executions this morning when twenty-
four mutineers of the army and navy
were hanged in public within the city
limits. This makes a total of thirty-
eight executions within the capital
since the revolution of April 13. Four
of the men today were hanged near
the Sultan’s palace, eight at the mar-
ine barracks, eight in the Djinzi Geid-
en quarter of Stamboul and four at the
War Office.

A member of the court martial that
sentenced these men to death «x-
plained the reason of the public hang-
ings by saying that Constantinople
was such a city of rumor and tradi-
tions of corruption that had the an-
nouncement been made that these men
had been executed in private, it woulid
not have been believed by the masses.

It was desired to impress the people
with the fact that the guilty had been
punished and had the hangings not
been public, the people would have
thought the condemned men had sav-
ed themselves by bribing officlals or
that the statement of their execution

was nothing more than a political lies

Priests prayed with the condemned
men shortly before they were taken to
the places of execution and comment-
ed upon the evil deeds which had re-
sulted in their deaths. One of the con-
demned men spoke up and said that
all the priests he had talked with on
the day of the so-called mutiny and
the days - following, had approved of
his action. P

WITH AXE GIRL HEWS O0UT
FAMILY BURIED IN RUINS

Siorm Wrecks Home —Child Saves All
Except Mother—Forced fo Cut Off
Father's Arm fo Free Him.

BOWDEN, Ga., May 11—For her
bravery in hewing the members of her
family out of the ruins of their storm-
wrecked home, a 'Carnegie hero medal
is to be asked for 15-year-old Mamie
Price, who lives near here,

A storm struck the Price home Fri-
day night, wrecked it and buried all
the family in the debris except the
girl. She procured an axe and guided
by the cries of the victims and a lan-
tern, began to cut them out. Mrs.
Price died as the girl cut the last tim-
bers about her, but she rescued her
baby brother and a younger sister un-
hurt.

Her father had been caught by heavy
timbers, but his most serious hurt was
the crushing of his left arm. The girl
cut away the timbers from the body
of her father, but the mangled arm
was still held. Price realized that the
arm was lost and that it was only
held by shreds of skin and flesh, so he
told the girl to sever the strings with
tve axe.

The child objected, but when the
father insisted she brought down the
axe and Price was free. Under her
father’s direction the child made a
tourniquet to stop the loss of blood
from the severed arm and then went
through the darkness for assistance.
Price will recover.

MORE EVIDENCE HEARD IN

MURDER TRIAL

Several Winesses Til of the
Drinking, But Say the
ifaiians Were Sober—Did
Noi See fhe Stabbing—
Case Will Go to Jury
This Aiternoon

BURTON, N. B, May 12--The mur-
der trial was continued here this morn-
ing at 10 o'clock. Two witneses were
examined, Marie Hormanshuck, at
whose house the killing took place,
The former said
that the prisoner boarded at her place.
Sunday evening she went over to Cor-
ber’'s house and there met Pettley ahd
McKay. After drinking some liquor,
all went back tq her house. The pris-
oner was there and two othor Italians.
®he did not see any gquarraling or
stabbing.

Angelo Corber testified, corroborat-
ing the woman's evidence uabout being
at his house and all going over to the
other house. He sald they had several
drinks, but he did not see the prisoner
or the two Italians take anything.

Seeing that a row was brewing, the
witness and the two Italians left, Mc-
Kay was then very drunk. Afterwards
the woman came to Corber's very
much excited and said they were try-
ing to shoot McKay. Hs went over
and tried to keep order. He did not
notice that Pettley was wounded at the
time. He next found MecKay on his
doorstep crying and tried to stop him.
He was very weak, He left him with
one of the Italians. Cross examined by
Mr. Pickett, the witness sald that he
had worked with McKay, Endini and
Pettley in thf same mine and they
were good workmen. He iknew Endini
in Italy and he bore an 3xcellent re-
putation. The direct evidence was not
shaken. G

TOY POWER BOAT? IT'S EASY
| JUST ‘LEMME TAKE YOUR KNIFE

Why not a toy power boat, boys and
girls? They're as easy as falling off a
log.

You might try the “Mississippi pack-
et” first. It's simplest.

Take a thin piece of board, about
four inches wide and eight or ten long,
and with a sharp jack-knife whittle
one end of it down to a blunt point.
That’s the bow of your boat.

In the center of the stern—the other
end—ocut a notch about three-quarters
of an inch wide and two inches long.
Then take two pieces of wood, one-half
inch wide by one.and omne-half inches
long, and notch them ijn the center
so they will dovetall together and
make your paddle wheel.

Now take a stout rubber band and
fit the paddie wheel together over the
center of it—so an equal length hangs
out on each side. Drive a small nail
through the center of the wheel to
make bith blades secure.

Notch the outsides of the stern, on
& line with the oenter of the hole you
have cut in it. Slip in the paddle wheel
and throw the loops over the notches.
T+wist the wheel on its rubber band
axle around backwards as far as you
think the strength of the rubber will
permit.

Holding the wheel tightly, drop into
the water you want to sail yvour Mis-
sissippi packet on. Release the whea=l
and away she’'ll sail—undil the rubber
band unwinds. Then wind it up and
start her off again—and so on.

You may find that the weight of the
paddle lifts the bow of your packet
out of the water. If you want to over-
come that, make a little cabin of card-
board, or an old cigar box, and set it
up near the bow.

Now for the bigger and more com-

PACKET

plicated boat:

Whittle out a boat shape along the
lines of your packet out of a thick
piece of wood. Then cut a big round
hole the size of an ordinary paper
mailing tube in the center (Fig. 1).
W Through each side and into the big
hole, bore two holes half an inch in
diameter. (Fig. 2).

Next cut a round piece of wood
(Fig. 38) a little less than half an inch
in’ diameter, and long enough to pro-
ject an inch or so beyond each side of
the hoat when thrust. through the
small hole (Fig. 2). This is going to be
your propeller axle.

Then cut out of tin with an old pair
of shears eight propeller blades (Fig.
4) about an inch and a half long.
{ Make four longitudinal slits an equal
distance apart in one end of the axle,
and drive four of the propeller blades
in these slits. Shove the other end of
the axle through the small hole in the
side of the boat ,and then_ iount the
remaining four blades on the other
side of the craft.

Next get your mailing tube (Fig. 7).
| Mount it in the big hole (Fig. 1). If it
iis so long as to make the boat top-
| heavy, cut sections off it until you get
! it to balance. Then drive a small wire
{ nail through the tube close to its top
| (Fig. 6). From it to the axle (Fig. 3)
| stretch and tie a rubber band, or bet-
! ter, a piece of elastic cord such as they
;fasten girls' hats with (Fig. 5.) To
!

make your mailing tube smokestack
secure, run a piece of stout twine (Fig.
i 8) from its top to the bow of the boat.
Now you have a power boat, run on
the same principle as the Mississippi
packet. To make it go, just wind up
the rubber or elastic, set it in water
and let 'er go Gallagher.

Humorous Journal Points Out How Average
Gitizen Breaks 19 Laws aDay

BERLIN, May 10—Police fines to the
amount of $2,500,000 are annually in-
flicted in Germany. To explain how
this large sum is accumulated, the
Munich humorous journal Jugend en-
umerates the misdemeanors committed
n a single day by a respectable trades-
man, costing him $30,76 and a week’s
imprisonment.

On rising in the morning he opens
the window. The window is violently
blown back by the wind, breaking the
glass, which falls into the street. Fifty
cents fine.

‘While at breakfast he fills in the
necessary forms to report to the police
that he had engaged a maidservant a
week previously. For not having re-
ported her within the specified time
of three days, $1.25 fine,

On his way to business he runs after
a tramway car. For jumping on to
the car while in motion, $1.25 fine.

His goods are so effectively dis-
played in his shop windows than an
obstruction is caused by the crowd in
the street. Two dollars and a half
fine.

His window drésser had displayed
some articles in such a manner that
the merchant’s Christian name on the
signboard was hidden. One dollar and
a quarter fine.

At noon he returns home by railway
and loses his season ticket. One dollar
and a half fine,

He is awakened from an after-din-
nor nap by the government inspector
of the Old-age Pension and Insurance
Departmet to whom he has to pro-
duce the isurance card of his servant.
He has affixed all the adhesive stamps
correctly, but has forgotten to cancel
them. Two dollars and a half fine.

Then he receives a visit from a con-
stable, who informs him that his child
was vaccinated two days after the
regulaticn time. Five dollars time.

Cycling back to business Le is stop-
ped by a constable for having for-
gotten his cyclecard (75 cents). He is
stoped again for riding too fast (75
cents). A third constable stop him
for riding through a street not open
to cyclists (76 cents). A fourth stops
him for not sounding his bell proper-
ly (75 cents). A fifth, because he had
no breaks, (76 cents.) A sixth, for
having removed his feet from the
pedals (75 cent.) By a seventh consta-
ble he is stopped for not holding the
handlebars (76 cents. )
~ He returns home from business in
the twilight and is reported for hav-
ing no light (75 cents.)

After supper he plays plquet with
his wife, using cards which do not
bear imperial duty stamp. Seven dol-
lars and a half fine..

Having omitted to appear at the
drill of the fire brigade ($2.50), he re-
tires to bed tired out, and forgets to
draw the blind of his bedroom win-
dow. One week's imprisonment.

CHAMPLAIN'S PASSENGERS

to Montreal.

While having no occa-
sion to forget their somewhat trying
experience, the iravellers are exceed-
ingly well pleased with the efforts of
the company to minister to their com-
fort and were least of all last night
in any way disgruntled. Their bag-
gage has all been left behind in St.
Johns. It is to be forwarded to Que-
bec later in the week.

MANY REFORMS IN
GONGORD'S NEW GHARTER

CONCORD, N. H.,, May 11.—The vot-
ers of this city decided at a special
election to place the city government
under a new city charter.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 12—Politics
{s stirring again in Russia. The sick
empire has passed through a long ill-
ness and is now strong enough to sit
up.. Is the patient to take heed and fol-
Jow wise counsels or are the symptoms
of the recovery only to be the signal
for resuming the old manner of life?

The empire is facing a crisis. -The
men formerly in control have launched
& reckles campaign in favor of shut-
ting down what there is of represen-
tative institutions in Russia and re-
establishing the police warrant as the
supreme instrument of government.

BOY ACHIEVES WORLD'S GREATEST.INVENTION; B

WIRELESS HE SETS OFF EXPLOSIVE, MILES AWAY

BVANSVILLE, ind., Mayv 11. — Al
lanky, sweatered schoolboy has achiev-
ed what Tesla, Marconi and other wiz-
ards of the wireless have been months
vainly laboring for—the invention of
which scientists long ago agreed would
be the greatest blessing to mankind.

He is Charley Willlams, 18-year-old
Evansville lad.

By pressing the key of a wireless in-
strument rigged up in his mother’'s
woodshed the other night, he caused
an explosion to occur three miles away.

His position has not so far
been shattered by Mr. Isvolsky’s loss
of prestige as a foreign minister.

The improvement in Russian securi-
ties is a certificate of golvency to Stoly-
pin and has rallied to his side the coun-
try’s creditors at home and abroad. He
has made it plain that he will go on,
if he remains in power, to reform the
land law and the administration of the
criminal law in a cautious but honest
way, knowing waell that it is just an
exhibition of radicalism that his ene-
mies are looking for to ruin him with
the Czar. He holds the field absolate-
1v on all questions of public policy.

What he has to face now is a mix-

the Czar into signing away his sover-
eignty. There are in the situation ab-
sorbing elements of human passion ard
weakness. More than that, the fate of
Russia herself is in the balance.

If Stolypin can be cheated out of
power it will be a day of victory for
the old gang of political Dpolicemen.
The plucky man gets the best chances,
and the most abiding signs point to
Stolypin outliving his enemies and
holding to his post
last into the light of a new day.

Unknown,

(By Frank Fox, of Sydney, Australia.)

Canada and Australia represent two
widely diverging types of British Cem-
munities. That is apparent at the out-
set to the casual observer. Two main-
ly British communities, both under a
federal form of government, both
“new’’ countries, both chiefly depen-
dent oa their primary production for
material prosperity, might be expected
—seeing how nearly identical are the
basic conditions of their community
life—to more nearly approximate in
type. But the differences are great
and easily observable; the reasons for
them not easy to trace.

In Australia democracy is very real,
eand very thorough. Every adult has
@ vote, the female as well as the male.
No plural voting is allowed, so that
the poorest laberer has full equality
of political power with the richest
magnate, Womanhood suffrage has ex-
isted since the foundation of the
Commonweath, and has had in prac-
tice no ill effects; nor has it had any
of the reform virtues claimed by its
ardent advocates, when in the pre-
Federation days the agitation for the
female franchise was begun. Woman-
fhood suffrage has simply doubled the
voting number without making:  any
ehange at all in the character and set-
tlement of the issues, beyomd perhaps

strengthening slightly the temperance.

The candidate at an Australian elec-
tion has mo need to be well-to-do.
There is & case on record where 4 la-
bor cemdidate won through on a to-
tal expenditure of ten dollars. Under
the federal law it is an offence for a
candidate to 'spend more than one
thousand dellars in securing his <lec-
tion. He is liable to be umseated if ‘it
can be proved that he has done so. It
ig- true that in very many cases that
amount of expenditure is exceeded,
even largely exceeded. But the fact
that proof of an expenditure of over
a thousand dollars will unseat a mem-
ne-
cessary. Bribing of constituencies is
praciically impossible.

The politiclan in Australia often
fives altogether by politics; and i8 Twse
ashamed of the fact, The labur mem-
ber, for example, has very often no

means of subsistence other than his '

parliamentary salary. This creates a
public feeling that the salary should
be adequate for maintenance—that it

! should be in fact, a “living wags.” Re-

cently in accordance with this s2nti-
ment the salaries of federal men:bers
were raised from $2,000 to $3,000 a
year.

GRAFT PRACTICALLY UNKNOWN.

“Graft’ is practically unknown in
Australia. In the Federal Parliament
since its foundation, eight years ago,
there has not been a single case of cor-
ruption, nor, indeed, a serious allega-
tion in that direction. In the State
Parliaments there have been a few is<
olated instances.'The most noidisous
occurred a couple of years ago in the
State of New .South Wales, where it
was proved by a Royal Commission
that a Minister for Lands, since dead,
and at least one late ‘nember of Par-
liament, had accepted money {rom
pastoralists to secure zoncessions in
the rents due on Crown lands. The oi-
fender was expelled from 2arliament
and criminally prosecuted. There was
not evidence enough to convict him
before a jury, but the public feeling
as to his guilt was almost unanimous.
The fact ruined him, though he was a
very clever and very popular man. He
died shortly after in disgraca.

Yet the financial inferests

in the

case of Australian parliaments are en-'

ormnus. State ownership is the rule
rather than the exception. Almost
everywhere the 'state owns the raii-
ways, the tramways, the telegrapn
anc telephone lines—in may cases also
the tourist hotels and lodging houses,
the farries and other public utllities.
There are government agricuitural

‘banks to help the farmer with cheap

money and to aid the city artisan in
getting a home of his own; a huge
area of lnd is held by the crown, and
is let on lease; making the govern-
ment a landlord, whose rent roll ex-
ceeds that, probably, of all ather land-
owners combined; the mines are near-

ly all held on lease from the govern- |
towards '

ment. The movement, too,
government ownership is progressive.
There is talk now of the state taking
over coal mines and working them
directly, of the state acquiring ship-
ping lines, and of making the prepara-
tion and sale of tobacco and adcohol
government monopolies. With all

this socialisin the chances of ‘‘graft’™,

are very great.
has excellent opportunities.
Yet I repeat, “‘graft” is practically

unknown. The politiclan can generally |
Sie |

be recognized by his poverty.
Henry Parker, the greatest statesman
Australia ever had, died so poor that
he had to sell his books to keep a roof
over his dying hea&, and parliament
was called upon to vote an annual pen-
sion to maintain his widow and child-
ren. Sir Graham Berry, the - great
leader of Victorian Radicalism, died a
pauper, and the government had to
come to the rescue of his widow. Sir
George Digby, who was premier of
New South Wales, was saved from
poverty in his cld age by being made a
C‘ommissioner of the State Savings
Bank. The instances arc so numerous
of most influential politiclans dying
poor, that 1 cannot quote one-tenth of
them.

WEALTH NOT WORSHIPPED.

The present ministry (Labor) not
one man is worth $5,000; of the last
ministry, (National Protectivn), not
one, I am sure, could have mustered
up $50,000. These facts will be, per-
haps, if I may say so without offence,
regarded-as a little strange in Canada.
I shall make some attempt to explain
them. In the first place wealth is not
worshipped, to any very absorbing
extent, in Australia. The dollar issue
There is a great

love of pleasure, and pleasure is a
sunny open air climate comes cheap,
requiring no great houses or expen-
sive luxuries, but very little love of
money as money. There are, of course,
exceptions I speak of the general body
of the people. To ‘‘have a good time’
in this life rather than to amass wealth
is the general ideal. Poverty is not a
erime, osteritation of wealth is almost
a misdemeanor. ‘‘Soclety” reflects in
a measure this fact. At Federal Gov-
ernment House it is expressly stipu-
lated that you need not necessarily
* wear a frock coat and a silk hat ‘(the
| “uniform” of the wealthy” at an after-
noon function. This is because there
are so many important people who are
quite poor.
Public opinion, too, in Australia, is
very alert, very well educated. The
workingman is no ignorant “hand;” he
is a mind, equal to his richer fellow—
citizens. He gets to be Prime Minister,
or a Supreme Court Justice quite nat-
urally. He reads economics, ethics, is
a profound student of politics. In
every constituency, almost he is para-
mount. As a rule you must be either
a Labor candidate or a progressive im
sympathy with the masses to win a
seat. Determined to make his eounftry
'a Paradise, not for a few wealthy,
,but for the mass "of the people, the
AustraMan worker keeps the closest
! watch on politics, votes regularly,
reads Hansard devoutly (in - extreme
cagses of politicomania), or studies the
daily paper reports of debates very
closely. He is determinied on &n ad-
vanced policy of State ownership; be~
ing so determined, will not, if he can
help it, allow any growth of corrup-
tion to stand in the way of his ideal.
If it is seen that there is “political
influence’ 'threatening in any state de-
partment (by which is meant not ac+
tual corruption, but a tendency to
nepotism), the remedy is prompt; thaf
department is put under an indepen=
dent Board of Commissioners, answer-
able not to the ministry of today, but
directly to parliament, and holding of-
fice by the same tenure as justices of
the Supreme Court.

VOTES NOT TO BE BOUGHT.

There is no purchaseable mass of
votes in Australia, no body of foreig-
ners, just arrived, who can be herded
to the poles by an election agent, no
reasonable possibility of spending large
sums in securing a seat.

Australia has so far done nothing to
encourage a great body of immigra-
_tion. Under the stress of fear of an
! Asiatic invasion in -the near future,
" there is just now a great cry for more
population. All parties agree as to the

desirability of that, but the Labor

Party, representing the most advanced

political thought in the country, is in-
sistent that the greater population
should not be secured at the expense

of any lowering of the average status
of the Australian people. So they ob-
ject to pauper immigrants and to the
influx of any great mass of people
from the ‘cheap labor” countries of

Europe. On that issue, of immigra-
tion ;and anti-immigration, there will
be some great political battles in the
future. ‘The result one cannot fore-
cast, as a matter of mere prophecy, I
think the Labor Party wil win ané
keep Australia in its present track of
a slowly increasing, but highly or-
ganized population. In the northern
territory, however, at present unpeo—~
pled, the settling of cheap-labor {immi-
grants in masses may be tried, but °
| they must be of white rece; the Aus-
tralians wilt tolerate no Asiatics.

Australia _represents today a type
of free, well educated, but jealously
exclusive democracy. Losing the ex-~
clusiveness which is a frequent mwat<
ter for censure, it may also lose quali-
ties which are “unquestionably worthy
of praise.: In effect that amounts to
a doubt whether in a new country &
highly-trained and clean democracy
is compatible with a very quick
growth of material prosperity for in a
new country such  quick growth of
wealth can only come with a very
quick growth of population. In that
doubt is implled the chief point of
difference that I notice it betweem
Canadian and Australian conditions.

KOREA IMPROVED
UNDER RULE OF JAPS

Remarkahle Transfn;mation in

LONDON, May 11.—When Marquis

sident general of Korea, in 1905, he
publicly avowed his determination to
imitate the example of Lord Cromer
in Egypt in his administration of the
Korean civil service.

The immediate sequel was a series of
strongly worded protests in this coun-
try and America at the high-handed
action of Japanese officials. Land was
dishonestly appropriated, concession |
rights abrogated, Korean nobility in-
sulted and deprived of its rights, and
even postmen and policemen were on
mere pretenses removed from their po-
sitions, which in turn were taken up
by “low-bred” Japanese soldiers. Ail
this and more was alleged against the
new administrators, and the Marquis
Ito came in for a full share of personal
abuse.

RESULT OF NEW REGIME.

And now, at the end of f our year's
experience of the new regime, what do
we learn? A revolution has been ef-
fected of a character that does more
than honor to the model by which the
Japanese statesman determined to be
guided. First, the imperial household

Prison administration
was often prostituted to private ends,
so that innocent ‘people were frequent-
ly thrown into jail simply at the dic-
tate of oplitical or personal ven-
geance., As to sanitary measures, noth-
ing was provided. Most of the prison
buildings in the provinces were mere
shelters, often with earth floors. In
winter, when the thermometer fell be-
low zero, there were many cases of
death from cold. In hot summers pri-
soners often fell victims to epidemics.
Now, the advanced prison code in
Japan, which some experts hold to be
a vast improvement upon European
codes, is being steadily applied, with
satisfactory results to the whole of
Korea.

FINANCES OVERHAULED.

The finances — imperial, provincial
and local—have also been overhauled,
and a considerable reduction of debt
has been brought about. The banking
laws have been revised. Roads are be-
ing repaired. The postal system has
been modified, and a saving on that
alone of 140,000 yen per annum Hhas
been the result.

A FEW JUDICIOUS
HANGINGS WOULD DO 600D

Armenian Clergyman Suggests That Half a
Dozen Execulions Would
Bring Peace.

NEW YORK, May 12.—The Rev. N.
G. Papnzian, pastor of the only Armen-
ian church in this city, who lived in
Adana for fifteen years, coming from
there to New York a year ago, thinks
that a few judicious hangings would
bring lasting peace to the region where
the most serious massacres of the past
few years have occurred.

“The governor of Adana should be
the first to die,”” he said. “Then some
of the Armenians who have been stir-
ring up this trouble should be execut-
ed. About a half-dozen hangings would
bring fifty years of peace to the strick-
en land. Turkey is a powder magazine
and the fire brands must be put out of
the way.

“The Sultan is weak-kneed and com-
pletely under the control of the Young
Turks. His rule will bring ‘no per-
manent solution to the country’s prob-
lem. Intelligent Armenians do not
want a separate monarchy. A great
Ottoman empire is the desire of Turks
and Armenians alike.”

U. . COMMISSIONERS
REACH LIBERIA

Heartily Welcomed on Landing at Monrovia
- —Begin Work Next Week.

MONROVIA, Liberia, Saturday, May
8§—The American Liberian Commission
which left New York April 25, arrived
at Monrovia on board the scout cruiser
Chester today at daylight.

The members of the commission are
Roland Falkner, of Philadelphia,~for-
merly commissioner of education in
Porto Rico; Emmet J. Scott, secretary
of Tuskegee Institute, and Dr. George
Sale, supt. of the PRaptist Missionary
schools in Porto Rico and Cuba,

Monrovia gave the commissiorners an
enthusiastic welcome. All the stores in
town were closed and a general holi-
day prevailed. The commissioners
were met at landing by the mayor and
councilmen with an address of wel-
come in which the present day was
described as a critical stage in Liber-
jan history.

Monday next the interchange of vis-
its with Liberian officials takes place
after which the commission will begin
its work. The American minister resi-
dent, Ernest Lyon, has made ample
provision for all the requirements of
the commissioners and the attaches.
There is an era of good feeling in
Liberia. Their legislature session be-
gins on Monday next.

COLD STORAGE RASES
ASTONISHES BRITONS

Cut in United States, The; Reach London
Flower Show Perfectly Fresh.

LONDON, May 11—Several remark-
able floral novelties were exhibited at
the Royal Horticultural Society’s show
at its hall in Vincent Square, West-
minster, yesterday.

Chief interest in the crowded hall
centered round a, vase of white roses
which were cut in America and
brought to England in the cold stor-
age room of the Mauretania. They
looked fresher yesterday than many of
‘the home grown white roses exhibited.

Messrs. Hugh Low were responsible
for this horticultural achievement, and
the rose, which is now the rage among
American floral experts, is a sport
from the old favorite pink Killarney.
It is declared that this sport, a child
of chance, will become the finest forc=
ing white rose on the market. It is a
very deep flower of pure white, with a
pointed bud and great substance in
the petal.

Another rose novelty was a new
climber from Germany of a violet-blue
color, called Veilchenblau, which flow-
ers like the well known crimson ramb-
ler.

Messrs. Cutbush showed a new mal-
maison caranation, Lady Coventry,
which is the largest ever seen. It is
almost of peony size, its bright red
flowers, richly clove-scented, measur-
ing ten inches across. It was granted
an award of merit.

A magnificent collection of open grown

rhododendrons, primulas, magnolias
and amellias in full flower was staged
by Sir Edmund Loder, and won a sil-
ver medal. This exhibit was one of the
surprises of the show.

“Three weeks ago today,” Sir Ed-
mund’'s gardener said to an Express
representative, ‘‘these plants were sub-
jected to about ten degrees of frost.
Situation, skill and money are the se-
cret of this splendid display of bloom
at this early date. Sir Edmund Loder
has more than 500 varieties of rhodod-
endrons in his grounds at Leonardslee,
Horsham, and in the height of their
season they are probably the finest
show of their kind in the ‘world.”

Ghina’s New Atiud: Revealed in Edict
Honoring Foes of Boxers,

PEKIN, May 12—In the opinion of
diplomats the highest significance at-
taches to the edict conferring extraor-
dinary posthumous honors wupon the
five Cabinet Ministers beheaded by the
late Empress Dowager’s order in 1900
for memorializing the throne strongly
protesting against the Boxer attacks
upon the foreign legafions.

This action is construed as strongly
indicative of the Prince Regent’s en-
lightened policy toward foreigners.
The restoration to their rank of these
Ministers was made by an edict in 19801,
in accordance with the demand of the
Powers in the protocol.

The present edict conferring immor-
tal names . with Hzse rank, which
places them upon the nation’s roll of
reverend martyrs, constitutes the high-
esi posthumous honor known to the
empire. It was wholly voluntary on
the Regent’'s part.
