Mr. Glover said, “This is the only
place in the Bible where a plumbline
is mentioned and we all know what a
plumbline is. I don’t know i¥f I am
here to comfert the good paople of this
church, but I am not a comforter, I ayn
& fighter and have been ali my life.
These words were said because of the
judgments against Israel, which had
been set aside, because of their pray-
ers, and God meaat that He would not
make any more mistalces with them.

WARSHIPS ON A CRUISE.

Several United States Vessels Start

on a Long Trip.

WASHINGTON, April 18.—The navy
department is informed that the flag-
ship New York, the cruisers Marble-
head and Bennington of the Pacific
squadron, gommanded by Rear Ad-
miral Glass, have started frem Panama
on their cruise to the Aleutian Is-
lands, by way of 7Tcnolulu. They first
will proceed up the coast of Acacuipo,
when they will sail to the Hawalian Is-
lands, a distance of about 3,300 miles.
The next run will be from Honolulu to
Unalaska in the Aleutian group, a dis-
tance of about 2,020 miles. The squad-
ron will be joined in Alaska waters
by the gunboat Petrel, now fitting out
at Saan Francisco, and also by the gun-
boat Concord, which left Acajutla on
her way to San Francisco for repairs.

FREDERICTON, April 18— The
committée on public saccounts at
their session this morning covered con-
siderable gorund and managed to get
through some humdred pages of the
report. Under the head Succession
Duties, it is learned that the prevince
was called upon during the year to
pay the sum of $909.52 for the privilege
of settling dead men’s estate. For
gathering in the duty on John Byers’
estate, $211.25 was paid. This was the
biggest bonanza. C. F. Woedman’s
estate cost $172.68; James Robertson,
$55; Calder, $30; Spring, $100; Dean'’s,
$150; Wm,. Richards, $130.60, and Simp-
son, $40.

The Deaf and Dumb Institution in-
vestigation, which the province was
called upon to shoulder, teok out of
the provinecial revenue, $4,867,30. Of
this amount $1,700 was paid to J. H.
Barry, investigating commission. On
inquiry from Mr. Smith it wes shown
that the examipation occupted sixty-
two days, to tMis pajd Mr. Barry some-
thing over §26 per day. The Telegraph
Publigshing Company for their ex-
penses, got $1,146.95, while Mr. Phin-
ney, the prosecuting attorney, had his
bill certified to at $800.

The item umforeseen expenditures
presents some Interesting reading. It
just cost New Brunswick $5,287.09 for

tormey general nor provincial secretary
were able to see last sesglon.

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LOGAL LFGISLATURE

FREDERICTON, April 12, — Mr.
Flemming’'s speech on the budget con-
tinued:

I will now refer briefly to the esti-
mates of receipts and, expenditures for
the current year. Taking estimated
receipts first, I find that the expecta-
tion is that $75,000 will be derived from
territorial revenue more than former-
ly. The increased amount is on ac-
count of the increase on stumpage. I
do not propose to go into a discussion
as to the merits or demerits of this
change of policy, but I do say that if
the present unsatisfactory condition of
the lumber market continues it appears
to me it would be a great wrong to
put an additional burden of §75,000 on
the lumbering industry of this prov-
ince. If the lumbering industry is in
a prosperous condition it might be
able to stand the increased burden.

I now refer to the last item in the
estimated receipts for: the year, to
which I humbly bow in respect on ac-
count of its old age. I refer to the re-
fund of $12,397 from the dominion gov-
ernment on account of fishery leases. I
thihk the hon. attorney general entire-
ly failed to give the house any assur-
ance that this amount would be paid
this year. From the total estimated
receipts of $878,000 take away this am-
ount, and we get a total of $866,000 as
the probable revenue for the year,

Now I claim that the government is
estimating all wrong. Take the esti-
mated expenditure for the year, The
estimate for executive government is
$31,900. The attorney general did not
show that they were likely to make a
saving in this department. I venture
to assert that they are going to spend
$1,000 more than was estimated under
this head.

Coming now to the lunatic asylum,
we find a deficit there last year of §i4,-
896.. In order to make up the estimate
for this year the government have
taken the old grant of $40,000. It took
over $54,000 last year to run the asylum
and the attorney general has by no
means shown how he can get along
with a grant of $40,000.

The most remarkable estimate, how-
ever, is that of $1,000 for settling the
succession duties, while it is a well
known fact from the returns submit-
ted to this house that to the opening
of this session and since the close of
last year the attorney general received
the sum of $1,612 under this head,, yet
they only estimate the expenditure for
the .year $1,000.

Then again, take the. item of print-
fng. The estimate for‘the year {s $12,«
000, while,last year the expenditure was
$14,321. The attorney generai did not
explain that public printing would
cost less this year than last. I think
it fair therefore to say that the expen-
diture under this head will exceed the
estimate ba $3,000.

Now take the totals on these four
ftems I have mentioned, and it am-
ounts to the sum of $20,000. I figure,
therefore, that the expenditure will ex-
ceed the estimate by at least this $20,-
000. 'This will bring the expenditure up
to $876,564.

Take the estimated receipts which
I have mentioned above of $866,150 and
it will be seen that according to my
estimate there will be a deficit of about
$11,000 instead éf a surplus of over $21,-
000, as predicted by the attorney gen-
eral. § y

1 have taken all these figures from
the public accounts and endeavor to
present them as precisely as possible,
If I made a mistake it was not'my in-
tention. Doubtless the supporters of
the government will gét up and crit-
icize my action and will say that the
course of the government was endors-
ed by the people at the last election.
If the government appeal to the peo-
ple on its own record they would re-
celve the condemnation they merit at
the hands of the electors,

Mr, Loggle—I am sure every hon.
gentleman has noticed with regret the
backward manner in which the busi-
ness of the house has been conducted
and in which the estimates have been
lald before thie house, It is unpreced-
ented {n the history 6f the house. In
1887 thé howse met on March 8rd and
the budget was down seven days af-
ter. In 1892 the house opened on the
8rd of March and the budget was in-
troduced on the 8th. In this year the
house opened on March 8rd and in a
week or so it was announced that the
estimates would be brought down
without delay. €Some three or four
weeks have elapsed since that time, in
which all the work of the house might
have been done. The government is
simply drifting along and a wreck is
indicated in the not far distant future.
It is not my intention to go into a de-
tailed discussion of the finances of the
province, since that duty was so ably
discharged by the hon. financial critic.
It was an able disclosure of the gov=-
ernment policy. I venture to say it is
® policy ubon which the government
vould not appeal to the people. It cer-
tainly did not appeal to the people of
Northumberland. I feel assured that
the rest of the province will follow the
example of Northumberland Co. The
bon. member has gone Into the finances
of the government in showing that far
larger sums were paid to lawyers and
newspaper men than should have been.
When this becomes fully known the
electors will speak out clearly and
forcibly,

Reference has been made to the ex-
penditure on agriculture. In order to
expend $15,000 on agriculture it has
cost about 70 per cent. for expenses.
About $8,127 of the amount for ad-
ministration of justice was paid the
government favorites as well as other
large amounts of unforeseen expendi-
ture, the greater bulk of $5,257 was
daid to the premier and attorney gen-
eral. The cost of executive govern-
ment under the present administration
18 much greater than it was under the
Blair government. In 18389 the admin-
istration of justice cost $11,664, Last
year it cost over $18,000. In 1899 crim-
inal prosecutions cost $683; last year
they cost $3,689. It seems to me that
these facts ought to be a warning to
the government. If it is kept on
where shall we land? In the estimates
for the present year we find an increase
of $76,000 in territorial revenue, but it
is all gone, and I sincerely hope that
the government will be able to pay
up all outstanding bills and have a
clean sheet next year,

Very much has been sald as to the
hopeful character of matters at Ot-
tawa in regard to better terms for the
province. I congratulate the hon.
members that they could not get this
much, .«nd it would be a bad bargain
for the 'province. One would suppose
from the, tone of the members oppos-
ite that ‘he house at Ottawa is in fav-
or of paving a larger grant to this proe-
wince. . fact they are opposed to ity

and we are by no means united in this
province.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—All but yourself.
You stand alone.

Mr. Loggle—Wait till you see if I
stand albne. You might refer to the
Toronto Globe, the leading liberal or-
gan of Canada, which is opposed to the
readjustment.

In regard to the new highway act
the present government says that the
municipalities shall collect the money
and we will do the spending. This is
not liberalism, and I am afraid the
members are conservatives at heart.
At a recent convention in St. John a
number of the leading members of the
local administration gave interesting
testimonials, which left the people
rather in doubt as to their policy, an&
I heard an hon. gentleman say that
politics were a game and the way to
play the game best was to get the in-
fluence of the party in power. If the
premier himself received nomination as
a liberal candidate in Northumberland
Co. for the dominion house I would be
at his back. The present administra-
tion is not a liberal, but a coalition
government.

Mr. Clarke—I regret exceedingly that
the premier has been away through {ll-
ness and we did not hear the exposition
of the provincial finances from his lips.
I was very surprised that the hon.
members at his back did not support
him and stand up against the terrible
arraignment of his policy which was
heard this afternoon. I had expected
a thousand swords would be drawn in
behalf 6f “the ablest premier that has
been.” It was indeed & very able expo-
'sition by the attorney general, and the
province 18 to be congratulated on hav-
ing a matfi of such great ability. I am
sorry that in some cases his course
cannot be approved of. It is not sur-
prising that no supporter of the gowv-
ernment i{s found willing to undertake
the difficult task of refuting the
charges of the financial critic and
supporting the financial records of the
government. The business system of
the government is one which cannot
be commended, and it i{s not their in-
tention 'to present a proper financial
statement to the people, but to mislead
them. The government are but trust-
ees of the people, and it is their duty
to publish a record of the administra~
tion in a clear outspoken way.

There was an actual deficit last year
of upwards of $48,000, and in the
department of agriculture the heads of
the department receivéd over $10,000
which should have been charged to ex-
ecutive government. This is done to
try and convince the farmer that more
'money is spent for his benefit than
really is. As a matter of fact only $15,-
900 was spent on agriculture. The act-
ual cost of pubyc printing was upwards
of $198,000 during the past year, but this
is scattered through the report under
special charges. Under the head of
agricultural grant large amounts were
spent by the chiet commigsioner for
travelling expenses. Listening to the
prosperous condition, as portrayed by
the attorney general, one might con-
sider everything was lovely under the
administration of the government. In
1884, the net debt was per capita $2.35.
Today it has increased to $9.70. The
present government must take the re-
sponsibility of a portion of the in-
crease. It cannot escape responsibility
for the expenditire on permanent
bridges. The government by the act
of last year placed it so that all kinds
of bridges could be erected as a per-
manent bridge and be placed in the
‘bonded debt. This was not the policy
of the preceding government., The gov-
ernment has gone on adding to the
banded debt in order that the amount
of current revenue might be used for
other purposes. I believe the same
principle underlies the highway act,
which is a conception of the govern-
ment for relieving current expenditure.
It is a full realization of the dream,
and direct taxation will be imposed. I
must commend the action of the pre-
mier and government in regard to
granting subsidies to railways. Before
the government pays out money on
branch roads they should know that
the road is properly supplied with roll-
ing stock and proper equipment.

The debate was adjourned.

FREDERICTON, N. B, April 13.—
The house met at three o’clock.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill
to create the parishes of Clair, St.
Francis and St. Hilaire in the county
of Madawaska into a poll district for
a stipendiary magistrate. Also a bill
to appoint a police magistrate with
civil jurisdicton in the prish of Carle-
ton Kent Co. Also a bill to appoint a
stipendiary magistrate in the parish
of Sumarez and New Bandon in Glou-
cester Co., and an additional stipen-
diary in Caraquet. On the ground of
urgency these bills were read a second
time.

On the order of the day being call-
ed Mr. Clarke said: When I closed
my remarks last evening I was en-
deavoring to show that it was due by
the government to the people that
they should adopt a new system in the
financial affairs of the province and ef-
fect a reduction in the controllable ex-
penditure.

I hold in my hand a copy of the
budget debate of 1902, which the gov-
ernment circulated as a campaign
document. The attorney general says
that this was circulated for the pur-
pose of giving the people useful in-
formation. I find that of the sixty-
two pages of this pamphlet the
speeches of the opposition only oc-
cupy seven, the other fifty-five being
fllled by the speeches of the govern-
ment and their supporters. There is a
serious aspect to this matter in the
fact. that the government paid $1,657
for 50,000 copies of this pamphlet. I
have some knowledge of printing, and
I say that there is no printing office in
New Brunswick that would not accept
this job for $800, so that this cost
more than twice as much as it should
have done. I have been looking over
the agricultural report for the past
three years, and estimating their cost.
The report of this year cost $2,336. Yet
I am certain that $1,600 would he a
high estimate for the work. I have an
estimate from another party stating it
could be done for $1,250.

Hon. Mr., Pugsley—What printing of-
fice estimated it at $1,500?

Mr. Clarke—It was the St. John Globe.
This shows that on these two items
alone the government has been paying
in one case 100 and in the other 50 per
cent. more than they should. If the
same conditions prevail with reference
to the other reports we must have paid
about $10,000 more for them this year
than we ought to have done. I have
no doubt that the government could
easily save $50,000 in the various items
of controllable expenditure. What do
we get for this large increase of @ebt?
They say we are getting an agricul-
tural policy and a mining poMcy. I

am, pdrd to ®ea 19 fayTaern yrosyerwis,

but the government are claiming too
much when they say their prosperity
was due to them. There was an agri-
cultural policy before they eame into
power. One singular feature of the
agricultural policy of the government
is that too much money is paid to offi-
cials in salaries, but they cannot’ clalm
any originality for their policy. The
dairy and cheese industry was stimu-
lated by the example and work of the
dominien government, and the agri-
cultural policy of this government had
its origin in what was done by the gov-
ernment at Ottawa prior to 1896. Our
government has been mere copyists,
and they therefore have no right to
stand up and say that they should be
retained in office because of their agri-
cultural policy.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Before .going
from the subject of printing will you
inform me how many pages there were
in the railway act of which you printed
400 copies for the government in 1898
at a cost of $215.

Mr. Clarke—I shall be glad to furnish
the information. I was about to say
that among the things we are getting
for this expenditure is the spectacle of
the government travelling about the
country in a mad search for funds.
For the purpose of maintaining a bal-
ance between the income and expendi-
ture they have increased tlie rate of
stumpage at a time when they find the
lumber business is becoming depressed.

Hon. Mr. Hill—Are you opposed to
the increase?

Mr.. Clarke—I will not discuss that
Just at present. Then we have the
highway act, which has been framed
for the purpo f taking more money
out of the pedple, and the attorne¥
general has a number of ¢laims against
the dominion governmert. It cannot
be denied that the financial prospects
of this province grow darker every
year and that we have a government
of mere rainbow chasers, who are un-
able or unfit fo grapple with the seri-
ous condition that confronts us. They
have had many warnings showing thélr
unpopularity, the latest t;eing the d&-
feat of their candidate for the house
of commons in St. John, who.was car-
ried down by the dead weight of the
local government, The finacial record
of the past year is one of the worst in
the history of the province. I desire to
say that the example of this govern-
ment is not such as to raise that feel-
ing of independence ‘which ought to ex-
ist among our people. The province
can never be prosperous while its rev-
enue is being squandered. Fortunately
the remedy is in-the hands of the peo-
ple, for until we have a change of gov-
ernment the province will never rise
to its proper place among the provinces

-of the dominion.

Mr, Hartt—I feel that I am somewhat
at a disadvantage after listening to
the able addresses which have been de-
livered by those who have preceded me.
I was told that I might take twenty’
minutes to express a few ideas. I can
hardly account for the great rush, as
there seems to have been no great rush
this session, six weeks of which have
bassed and we are only on the budget.
It looks as if in the great rush the
government were inclined to pass by
the criticism and escape. The hon. at-
torney general has been very much
abussd, and I hardly feel inclined to
add in my abuse against him.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Go right along; I
don’t mind it.

Mr. Hartt—The hon. gentleman is
placed in a peculiar position. He has
to discharge the duties of the premier,
solicitor general, attorney general and
minister of lakor as ‘well, so that it
seems hardly fair to attack him too
strongly. I wish to make a few re-
marks under these heads, agriculture,
road making, expenditure and educa-
tion. In reference to agriculture, I was
led into this by the eloquent remarks
of the attorney general when he paid
in such glowing terms the progress
that was made in this department. He
told us that the farmers are better off
brosperous and contented. I am very
glad to say this is true, but it is not
entirely cue to the policy of the gov-
ernment in regard to agriculture,

The government has boasted very
much about its wheat policy. I would
like to give a few figures. In 1902 the
amount of wheat raised in New Bruns-
wick was 504,301 bushels; last year
454,254 bushels, showing a large de-
crease. The decrease in the amount of
barley raised was 15,000 bushels; buck-
wheat, 102,000; potatoes, 110,000 bushels.
The aggregate value of these decreases
i3 $160,000. These are four of the most
important branchés in the farming in-
dustry. In oats there was a decrease
last year of over 2,000 acres on the
amount sown. Also a decrease in tur-
nips. As it happened, a bountiful Pro-
vidence came to the rescue and saved
the government policy.

The government made a great boast
in reference to the cheese and butter
industry. In 1903 there was an in-
crease of §7,000 in the amount of cheese
produced over 1900 and an increase of
$40,600 in butter. Subtracting that from
the depreciation in the other crops we
have a falling of over $100,000. In re-
ference to the bonusing of wheat mills
I give the government credit for try-
ing to benefit the farmers, but we find
the policy did not have the effect that
was intended. :

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Did the gentle-
man say that there was a falling off
in the amount of butter and cheese
produced?

Mr. Hartt—No, but taking a total of
the crops I have mentioned we find a
deflcit.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—The hon. gentle-
man must be entirely wrong as in 1900
the value of butter produced was $94,-
000 and in 1903 $182,000.

Mr. Hartt—The increase in the ex-
port of butter is what I take as the in-
crease of production which I think is
a fair basis. The bonusing of mills
has not had the effect anticipated, as
we find the farmers instead of sowing
more wheat, do not sow much. In
Madawaska Co. where $750\was pnid
last year as a bonus to wheXt mills,
there was a falling off since 1900 of
4,000 bushels. I do not disapprove of
the bonus if it was well expended. 1t
is better to give it to the farmers than
to the lawyers.

In regard to the raising of poultry,
beef and fruit, there is no evidence of
progress. We find one man {n St. John
made a large importation of beef.
There is no reason to be excited over
a policy which has not accomplished
more than this. There have been good
prices in market for poultry and eggs,
but we find a falling off in the supply.
As an excuse for the small export of
apples we claim that the apples are a
soft variety and do not have as good
a market. Why did they not wake up
to this fact before? In reference to
the county of Kings, which deserves
great credit, we find it produced last
year one half the total output of

vagese for te-rmiwle province. It glso{

produced nearly half of the total out-
put of butter. I am glad to say Kings
has been successful, but it is only one
county out of fifteen.

" In the great roads of the province
the amount expended last year was
$12,475, together with a special grant
of $5,000, on by-roads of upwards of
$80,000. Under the new highway act
10 per cent, of the total amount is pro«
vided for snow plows and winter roads.
Then as to the salary of the superin-
tendents. I estimate they will amount
to $80,000 for some 160 officials, which
is quite within the mark. Then there
will be 14 inspectors of bridges, ma-
sonry on steel structures, for which I
estimate $14,000. For the department
$6.000\a.l there will be more clerks and
assistants needed. This makes g “total
of $60,000, leaving an amount of $40,-
000 to be expended on roads. Here the
government has taken §3 to spend
every $2.

I don’t know if the government has
any intention of increasing the grant
for bridges, but I am afraid that an
amount of the road money will be
spent on bridges to a detriment of the
roads. I was opposed to.a reduction
of the poll tax on the ground that it
meant a loss of $25,000 for the people.
To make up this amount a tax has to
come directl
lieving the Young men of the country
who do not own property and who are
well able to pay $150. The county of
Kings expende& last year $14,015 on the
roads, which leaves them debtors to
the prpvince to the amount of $8,736
over the amount of their grant. In the
county of the chief commissioner we
find a Mie eircum ce. That county
is overdrawn to the amount of $5,040.
Under the new road act we start on
even terms, and these counties will
not be required to pay these back
sums,

The province owes Charlotte Co. the
sum of $1,680 for its roads and it is
very much needed. The Young bridge
in that county is very badly needed,
and we learn thaf it is not the inten-
tion of the governmerit to rebuild it
this year. In St. Andrews there is a
little government wharf which is tum-
bling do%Wn and wé cannot get assists
ance ta repair it. Other places in the
county also have been asking for
money. This leads me to the conclus-
ion that we need some fixed principles
so that each county will be guaranteed
a certaln amount of the road money.

I now wish to refer to education. I
highly approve of the system, but it is
not properly being ‘carried into effect.
The government is spending $660,000 on
common schools.

In the province I estimate there are
75,000 children that should be at school
in 1902. In 1903 the number enrolled
was 67,681, a dropping off of 1,752.
There has been a gradual falling off
in.the average daily attendance and
we are only getting about half of the
possible results out of the expenditure
on education. I do not lament the de-
ficiency in the fact that the people are
not taking advantage of the public
school system. The school attendance
in proportion to the population in
Fredericton, Milltown and Campbell-
ton is far below the average. In Wood-
stock and Chatham it is much better.
I was indeed surprised that here, in
Fredericton the state of learning for
the province where the educational ad-
vantages are the very best, that the
attendance should have fallen off.
There is some cause for the low av-
erage of attendance in country dis-
triets. Some of the students have a
long distance to go, and some are not
provided with books. There is a ques-
tion of the school law to provide for
this, but the teachers do not like to
avail themselves of it. There has been
a great shortage of teachers, many of
the schools being closed on this ac-
count. As many as forty or fifty un-
trained teachers have been employed.
This is a very sad state of affairs
when so many students are attending
Normal school. The only remedy is to
increase the teachers’ salary. There
is a recommendation in the chief sup-
erintendent’s report to this effect, and
I hope the government will carry it
out. I would like to see a part of the
salary of teachers made conditional on
good average attendance as it is in the
power of the teachers to increase the
attendance. In regard to books which
are difficult to provide at the expense
of the district, T would suggest that
they be provided through the inspec-
tors, to be loaned to the students at a
small cost to the province. I would
like some definite information as to
the cause of the falling off of attend-
ance, and think that some st eps should
be inaugurated to provide a system of
compulsory education.

Mr. Hazen said: I have no intentign
at this stage of the debate of entering
into a lengthy criticism of the debate,
because I feel it to be wunnecessary
after the thorough criticism which it
has already received from the hon.
members who have already spoken.
Their exposure has bheen s0 complete
as to make a satisfactory answer im-
possible. The government has taken a
most extraordinary course in postpon-
ing the budget almost to the close of
the session. One great duty of a repre-
sentative is to look into the financial
management of the country, but to do
this properly it is necessary that the
budget be brought down early. I have
wondered many times at the delay and
have thought that it might be because
there was some matter of policy con-
nected with the government which
would be dealt with in the budget.
But I find that I was wrong, and now
I have no doubt that the reason for
the delay was to put off an unpleasant
duty as long as possible. It must be
admitted that the financial showing
made by the government has been
most deplorable. It is the most so of
any budget in the history of the pro-
vince in the past quarter of a century.
We have had to borrow during the
year $137,000, which has been added to
the public debt, and to this must be
added a deficit of $40,000 shown by
the accounts, which would have been
very largely increased if there had
been an honest system of bookkeeping.
I must say that the admiration of the
attorney general has been greatly in-
creased by the manner in which he
contrived to make a budget speech so
many hours in length, which says so
little in regard to the financial condi-
tion of the country. He failed to lay
before the house the financial standing
of the province, and the people would
be quite in the dark but for the
speeches of the opposition. He in-
dulged in general and glowing state-
ments, and his speech reminded me
very much of his address to the elec-
tors of Kings in 1901. The speech was
the same, except that in the latter he
promised a railway up the St. John
River.

Blair was in power the crown business
was well attended to, but nmow the at-
torney general reverts to this very
system for which Judge Ffaser was
condemned.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley — Can you name
any province where the attorney gen-
eral does the criminal business?

Mr. Hazen—This is begging the ques-
tion. The attorney general should fol-
low the policy which was laid down
by Mr, Blair as a justification for the
new government. I would not éxpedt
him to attend to all the crimitidl busi-
ness, but to a considerahle portién of
it, and yet he has to come bhefore the
house and admit that he did not at-
tend to a single chse. .

With regard to the revision of the
statutes, in my judgment, this has
simply been a job and a scandal. In
1839 when the bill was introduced au-
thorizing the revision I opposed it,
and pointed out that under the policy
adopted by Mr. Blair thes tatutes had
‘been gradually consolidated. Yet not-
withstanding this we were asked to
vote $20,000 for this revision. Every-
one knew fhat the reason of this was
tc get rid of Mr. White, and it was
provided that a member of this housa
might do the work without violating
the independemnice of parliament. Yet
five years later the work is still in-
complete, and I am satisfied that any
two comipetént members of the bar
could have done the work in a year.
The sum of $1,600 had to be paid to
Walter Trueman under the name of
proof-reading. It is now stated that
this work was of a higher character,
so that if any Injustice Has been done
to Mr. Truéman in criticiZing him for
charging so much the injustice was
done by the attorney general who de-
scribed Mr. Trueman’s work as proof-
reading. With regard to the public
printing how can they get away from
the statement of the member for
Charlotte. Far more is being paid to
that service than it is fairly worth.
We are prepared by sworn evidence,
outside of parties interested in politics,
to show that the government has beén
paying 100 per cent. more for printing
than it ought te have done. That
money is paid for securing the politi-
cal support of the newspapers whose
offices do the printing. The govern-
ment is also practically paying for the
editorial work done on these news-
papers. The Gazette is edited by Mr.
Trueman, who is paid large sums for
proof-reading. The Gleaner is edited
by an official of this house, and the
Herald by one of ity engrossing clerks.
The Chatham Advance is edited by an-
other official of the government, so
that the government is paying not on-
ly in public printing for the support
of these papers, but for the editing of
them,

There is one other matter of supreme
importance to which I must refer.
Every government should be anxious
that a high standard of independence
should prevail among the members of
the legislature. We know how jealous-
ly the independence of parliament is
guarded in CGreat Britain and also in
the dominion and most of its provinces.
Its members of parliament had to re-
sign their seats because the news-
papers they owned or the firms with
which they were connected had re-
ceived money from the government.
This was the case with Mr. Anglin, and
there have been rccent instances of
this in several of the provinces. The
principle is one of the most extreme
importance, yet we find that members
occupying seats on the floors of this
house have received large sums from
the government for conducting public
business. The member for York is
one of those having received last year
$898 in additicn to a salary of $900 as
reporter of the supreme court. There
is also the case of the member from St.
John, who received a large sum for
managing the royal reception, and the
late member for Carleton, who was
paid ,for conducting criminal prosecu-
tions. It is desirable that we should
set up a high standard of independence
among the members of this legislature
and put an end to such doubtful trans-
actions. I therefore move the follow-
ing:

FREDERICTON, April 13.—Hon. Mr.
Pugsley—I think it is a great pity that
if the leader of the opposition was sin-
cerely desirous of obtaining an expres-
sion of opinion on this subject he did
not bring it forward in another form.
He has moved this as an amendment
in going into supply, and therefore it
is a motion of want of confidence, which
the supporters of the government are
bound to vote down.

himself, wasg receiving large sums of
money from the government at Ottawa
for public printing,

Mr. Hazen—I never had a cent of
intarest in the Sun in any shape or
form.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I do know that
there were many members of parlia-
ment who were stockholders in papers
that were receiving thousands from the
public treasury. No fault is to be
found with this, for it is within the
letter of the law, With regard to the
connection of the member for St. John
with the royal reception, there was not
even & suggestion of violating the law.

Hon. Mr, Pugsley—With regard to
the employment of counsel such ser-
vices are entirely voluntary and a law-
yer cannot recover from his counsel
fees. This was decided in the case of
McLeod v. Vaughan. The law recog-
nizes no contract for counsel fees, and
therefore the employment of counsel
to attend to criminal prosecutions in
remote counties does not come within
the act. With regard to the member
for St. John, no contract was made
with him for remuneration. We simply
asked him to assist us in making ar-
rangements for the reception. He con-
sented to do so, and I am certain that
he saved us thousands of dollars by
the thorough manner in which he at-
tended to every detail. He made no
claim against the government, but
when the work was done the govern-
ment gave him a gratuity in recogni-
tion of his services. No public inter-
est has suffered from this transaction
and the independence of the legislature
has not been affected. I desire to refer
to some observations made by the
leader of the opposition-in regard to
the premier, which I think were quite
unworthy of him. The premier is now
conflned to his room by a very severe
illness, and it is to be regretted that he
should have taken such an occasion to
attack him. Never since I have been
in public life, even when Mr. Blair
was premler, has there been a premier
who has a stronger grip on public
affairs than the Hon. Mr, Tweedie.

OTTAWA LETTER.

OTTAWA, April 9.—The first month
of the session is over, but it cannot
be said that much has been done in
the way of practical legislation, Some
progress was made with the estimates,
but as every item is open for consider-
ation the progress may not turn out
to be as great as at first glance ap-
bedrs. The new militia bill came in
for considerable discussion and the
measure was found to be in such a
crude state that Sir® Frederick Bor-
den was compelled to hold it over and
have the bill practically reprinted
and to give time for the militia offi-
cers throughout Canada to examine
into the proposed changes and -addi-
tions with respect to their practical
bearing on the good of the service.
There is now an impression that the
minister of militia will drop a vast
number of the sections and will only
promote the passage of a few points
regarding salaries and that sort of
thing, and the increase of the pay of
the men in the active militia and the
permanent corps, on which latter
scheme both sides of the house are in
unison.

P

The debate on the amended Grand
Trunk Pacific contract is likely to last
some ‘time. longer. It was the deter-
mination of the government to let the
opposition do all the speaking after
explanations by the premier and one
or two ministers, but the effeotive ex-
posure of the terrible burden to be
cast on Canada by the jug-handled
transaction by the leader of the op-
position and several of his followers,
particularly Mr. Osler of Toronto,
forced it to a change of front, and the
latter part of this week was largely
taken up with the remarks of Mr.
Wade of Annapolis, and other private
supporters of the administration from
the maritime provinces. The evident
intent of putting up lower province
men 1is to create the Impression
throughout Ontario and Quebec that
the .people down by the sea are al-
most a unit in favoring the construc-
tion of the Grand Trunk Pacific on
the plan now proposed. The govern-
ment evidently overlooked the fact
that there -were in the opposition
ranks many able men from the mari-
time provinces, some of them with a
fresh mandate from the people. These
men will be heard from next week in
support of the amendment moved by
their leader and in denunciation of the
entire transaction so far as it relates
to the partnership between the gov-
ernment, Sir Charles Rivers Wilson,
Mr. Hays and their associates. There
is a wide gulf between Laurier’s- pro-
position that the road shall be con-
structed and controlled by the Grand
Trunk and Mr. Borden’s contention
that the road shall be built and con-
trolled by the government. Intelli-
gent people will see at a glance which
is the more reasonable proposition.
Canada will put up at least $175,000,
000, while the Grand Trunk's liability
is only $14,300,000. In business trans-
actions and partnership it is the man
who puts up the most money who has
the control and ownership. In this
deal it is the tail that wags the dog.
Mr. Borden has been accused by gov-
ernment speakers and press with dif-
fering from his follower, Hon. John
Haggart, on the question of govern-
ment ownership of railways. This
may be politics, but it is not a fair
charge. Mr. Borden was not dealing
with the question of government own-
ership of railways in the abstract, but
only in its relation to the resolutions
under consideration. He held that in
this explicit case the country could
best safeguard its own best Invest-
ment and iaterest by keeping the road
in its own hands.

The government press contend that
the cost of the entire undertaling to
the country will be simply the amount
of seven years’ interest, and that at
the end of fifty years the road will re-
vert to the government. This is spe-
cial pleading of the worst sort. If the
road is a paying concern the Grand
Trunk wiill ind means to hold on to it,
by lease or otherwise. If it is a non-
paying investment, then the company
will cast it back on the country with

Hon. Mr. Tarte returned from Mont-
real this morning after having spent
the Lord’s Day with friends there. He
is in capital spirits and good health.
What is new? was his first question
as he greeted your correspondent. Be-
ing assured that nothing of import-
ance had transpired during his absence
the ex-minister darted off to the Grand
Trunk Pacific debate. Here is a let-
ter, he remarked, tapping a bulky en-
velope, that I have just received from
a friend, in which he says he cannot
understand much that has been said
on both sides of the house. No won-
der he can’t, continued Mr, Tarte.
Most speakers treat the subject as if
everybody made a study of the ques-
tion. This is all wrong, Few men out-
side of active political life have time
to devote to mastering the greatest
Canadian problem of the present hour.
Parliamentary speakers fail to recog-
nize this and they talk over the peo-
ple’s heads. What is wanted is a man
who will stand up in the house and
treat his theme from the A B C stand-
point. Such a speech would command
attention at once and would be a
most desirable educational effort. It
must contain data with respect to the
country through which it is proposed
to build the road, put in such a way
that it will be clear to the ordinary
mind that is seeking information, but
does not now know where to find it.
Mr. Tarte did not disclose when he in-
tended to take part in the debate, but
as he has been taking copious notes of
the remarks made from both sides of
the house it is within reason that he
will put them to use ere long, it may
be, however, not until the bill itself
is under discussion. Tarte is not giv-
en to useless or unprofitable labor.
Some of his work may have been in
connection with the newspaper line,
but if so, it has not yet borne fruit.

One of the troubles that faces the
visitor to the capital is the points of
the compass. In most other cities there
are weather vanes displayed on church
towers . and other tall structures in
prominent places. There are practio-
ally none in Ottawa. A weather vane
is almost an essential to the regular
traveller. Looking at it from his ho-
tel window he sees the direction of the
winds and knows how to dress, either
for fair or foul weather. There is a
weather vane over the dome of the
rarliamentary library, but even this
apex of that beautiful structure is not
visible from the street in front. It is
hidden by the more stately and mas-
sive buildings to its front and likely
the man who designed the tasteful iron
finials that crown the eastern and
western blocks, as well as those on
the parliament building itself, did not
incorporate in their design a weather
vane. On the Mackenzie towers is a
mystery that can only be accounted
for on the ground that the architect
took his ideas of a public building
from those Southern European coun-
tries where the church spires supply
what in New England is proclaimed on
the house top at the cost of the civic
or state government.

If additional evidence were needed to
show that the parliamentary support-
ers of the government have an inward
consciousness that the country will
return the opposition to power at the
first opportunity, it can be found in
ithe unprecedented demand for office
that they are pressing on the adminis-
tration. Many men now here will not
come back after the close of this par-
liament, some by the voice of thae elec-
torate, others because they have been
provided for by an administration that
contemplates running the next general
election on the same basis as that by
which it fllled most of the senate va-
cancies since it came into power.
Money counts, is the motto, and a fat
purse is better than an old party war
horse. It is on money alone and not
on its policy that the government will
go to the polls. And it is just about
here that the Grand Trunk Pacific
Company and its contractors are ex-
pected to make their pressure felt.

NEW BRUNSWICK FISHERIES.

OTTAWA, April 12.—The annual re-
port of the fisheries branch of the
marine and fisheries department for the
year 1902-3 submitted to parliament
this session contains 1in its supple-
ments much information with respect
to the industry in New Brunswick.
The value of the fisherfes of the pro-
vince for 1902 is given at $3,912,514.20, a
decrease of $200,700 from the figures of
the preceding year. The chief items
are cod, in various forms, $376,468; had-
dock, $45,863; hake, $61,944; halibut,
$7%775; salmon, $290,800; herring, $949,-
§34; sardines, $380,757; eels, $23,250; ale- |
wives, $93,114; shad, $61,900; mackerel,
$66,375; oysters, $51,180; clams, $157,-
274; lobsters, $529,628; fish as bait,
$128,985; fish as manure, $65,610; fish oil,
$14,426.

There were employed in this indus-
try during the same year 340 fishing
vessels, 6,736 boats, 24,131 gill nets, 344
geines, 448 weirs, 2,241 smelt nets, 187
bag nets for bass, 920 trawls, 8,361
hand lnes, 50 eel traﬁs, 198 lobster can-
neries and 229,739 lobster traps, 5 sar-
dine canneries, 90 clam ‘canneries, 1
guzno factory, 4 curing establishments,
235 fish presses, 264 fiesh freezers and ica
houses, 1,332 fish and smoke houses, 128
fishing tugs or smacks, 288 piers and
wharves, 8756 smelt fishing shanties, 18
angling shanties, 86 scows for weirs and
60 pile drivers, at a total valuation of
$1,944,000. Over 17,000 people are em-
ployed in this industry. Nova Scotia,
it may be remarked, employes 28,546
men in the same line.

OTTAWA, April 13.—The debate on
the Grand Trunk Pacific concessions
is progressing slowly, perhaps, but
with an educative influence on the
mind of the electorate. The more the
measure is discussed the greater be-
comes the opposition to its details.
There is a general feeling that an-
other transcontinental line is in the
best interest of Canada, but what is
wanted is a line that will combine as
far as possible the development of
trade with an eye likewise to the col-
onization of fertile regions hitherto
inaccessible to the sturdy settler or so
far removed from access to the world’s
markets as to put them entirely out
of competition with those localities al-
ready supplied with railway connec-
tlon. The government speakers have
dodged the underlying issus and have
for the most part confined their ap-
peals to glittering general principles
and predictiéns of what the projected
line will do for Canada under the
management and ownership of the
Grand Trunk Company.

Dr. Daniel yesterday made a calm
and business like contribution to the
debate, speaking a little over one hour.
His point of view was neither local or
sactional, and while he quite natural-
ly spoke from the maritime stand-
point, with which he is most familiar,
he did full justice to the claims and
needs of all other parts of the domin-
fon. The legal phase of the subject he
left to those learned in law. In open-
ing he took up Hon. Mr. Lemieux’s
argument that by reason of the great
assistance given to the construction of
the Canadian Pacific raflway it did not
lie in the mouths of conservatives to
atta¢ck the ald given by the present
measure to the Grand Trunk Paeiflo,
and showed the great difference be-
tween building a pioneer line through
an unknown land and constructing a
road many, many years after that very
region had been demonstrated to be full
of natural riches of sofl and mountain.

For the flrst |
time in our history the government of
Canada is taken into partnership by a |
privata corporation and as a junior
partner at that, although it puts up |
the bulk of the cash and shoulders the
great mass of the responsibility. It}
appeared from the statement of the
Grand Trunk directors to their share-
holders in London that this great
scheme did not originate with the Can-
adian government, but that it had its
jnception with the Grand Trunk direcs |
tors themselves.

Dr. Daniel gave facts and figures to
support his contention that under
proper centrol and with adequate ex-
tensions the Intercolonial could profit-
ably compete with American roads in
transporting the wheat of the west to
the Atlantic seaboard, and could thus
byild up the perts of Helifax and St.
John, whereas the present scheme was
0 be comtroiled by a company whose
great financial interest would irduce
it to carry every possible pound of
reight to the harbor of Portland, Me.

‘While advocating government con-
trol of railways, in preference to hand-
ing over the traffic of Canada to for-
eign corporations, the member for St.
John wanted that control to bes above
and beyond mere matters of petty
patronazge, and the dismissal or em-
ployment of subordinate employes, Mr.
‘Russell of Hants had said government
control, because it tended to degenerate
and debase the whole business and
make a political machine of the rail-
way. Dr. Daniel quite agreed with
this view, as things now are on the
Intarcolonial. “I quite agree,” he said,
“with the hon. gentleman in pointing
to the present management of the In-
tercolonial railway as an instance of
this political demoralization of a great
public institution. I am sure we shall
all agres that that is the character of
a management that woeuld, for in-
staace, discharge a poor unfortunate
man who had been almost thirty years
in the employ of the railway, without

| glving him any reason whatever or the

slightest warning beforehand.

“As far as I can find onut, that poor
individual had to be away from the
constituency in which he lived on the
day of the election. He had to go out
of town on that day to attend the
funeral of his sister, and consequently
could not be on hand to vote either for
the government candidate or any other
candidate. Were a man, under simi-
lar circumstances, summarily dismiss-
ed by a private empleyer, what would
the public say? I think I am quite
within the mark when I say that the
public would look upon any such action
by a private employer as a mean use
of an arbitrary power. I would not
care to characterize the course of the
government in cases of that kind as I
think it deserves, because I could not
do so without using unparliamentary
language. I am aquite in accord with
the hon. member for Hants (Mr. Rus-
sell) when he deolaims against any
such government ownership or contral.
I think he was quite right in bringing
this matter to the attention ef the
house, because I believe it is quite
possible, even on the Intercolonial, to
have such a government system of con-
trol ss will give the government con-
trol of the rates and of everything im-
portant in.connection with the running
of that railway and at the same time
take out of the hands of responsible
ministers the mean, petty business of
hiring a man here and discharging an-
other there and things of that kind. If
it be necessary to have some one to
do that kind of work, surely we do not
want to make him a minister of crown.
Let it be done by somebody a little
lower down. In this eountry there is
a strong desire for a preoper system of
government ownership. Such a sys-
tem would be endorsed by the people,
and such a system would be free from
the evils which I have shown exist to-
day over the Intercolonial.”

Dr. Daniel forcibly dwelt on the fact
that there was no penal clause in the
contract to compel the Grand Trunk
Pacific to use Canadian ports. On the
contrary, there was every inducement
for the line not to do =0, because the
rate of frelght being the same to all
ocean ports the company would get as
much money for the short haul to
Portland as it would if ft carried the
grain to Halifax or St. John.

To the oft repeated charge that the
conservatives when in power had done
nothing for the maritime ports, Dr.
Danlel retorted :

‘“When the Canadian Pacific railway
was finished to Montreal, that great
and wise statesman, the late Sir John
A. Macdonald, saw that although our
Canadian ports were well utilized in
summer, there was no Canadian port
utilized in winter; and with that pat-
riotism which always distinguished
him, he forced the (Canadian Pacific
railway to build a line Ly
est possible route to the nearest «viil-
able Canadian port, hence we get the
Canadian Pacific railway short line to
the port of Sti-John. That, let me tell
the hon. gentleman, is what the con-
servative party did. I would also
draw his attention to the fact that the
conservative government compelled the
Canadian Pacific railway to build the
shortest possible route to the nearest
avaidable port, because the line was
not bullt for political purposes, but for
commercial purposes. Now what hasg
been the result ? I find in looking
over the trade and navigation returns
that the exports from the port of St.
John last year amounted in value to

In the meantime perhaps Sir Wil-
frid Laurier will compare notes with
the postmaster general on the subject
of publishing private correspondence.
They consider it an offence for a mem-
ber of parliament to read extracts
from a memorandum from a minister |
of railways to a large number of per-
Bons on a purely public question,
which document has come in a proper
way into the hands of the member.
What do they say of a minister who
publishes in a blue-book a letter
marked “private” or ‘“‘personal” sent
by a conservative member to a con-
servative minister and partly devoted
to personal and party matters, the
letter having been carelessly left be-
hind in the office of the retiring
bestmaster at the change of governe-
ment?

That is what was done by Sir Will-
fam Mulock, postmaster general, in
1897. Sir Adolphe Caron seems to have
neglected to remove all his personal
letters when he retired. Perhaps he
thought that they would be respected
by his successor +when they were
marked private. Whether he was too
confiding or only too careless he left
the letters. Twenty-four of these
marked ‘“private,” one marked “con-
fidential,” two marked “personal,” and
one marked “private and con-
fidentiai” were printed in a special
blue book by Sir Willlam Mulock.
They relate primarily to mail con-
tracts and contractors, speaking of
some of them from a political and per-
sonal point of view, and mentioning
other party matters. That they were
not intended to be public documents is
shown by the fact that the writers took
care to mark them otherwise. The
present postmaster general seems to
have ransacked the premises for copy
for this book. It was of course print-
ed at public expense. The two clerks
who seem to have given Sir William
Mulock volunteer assistance in dis-
covering and arranging this corres-
pondence were given extra salary that
year, and rapldly promoted after-
wwards.

Tt may be remarked that the book,
of which the postmaster general was
quite proud when he sent it out, fell
very fiat, and that when he was kept
for several days ouver his estimates ex-
plaining the incident to an exceeding

DR. PUGSLEY’S LITTLE JOB.

A fair sample of the way that the
provincial government does business
was shown in the public accounts
committee inquiry into the printing
The bill of $1,600 for print-
ing the campaign documents of the
Tweedie-Pugsley government before
the election was before the committee.
Of course it was a swindle to make
the people pay the election bill at all.
But the question which the committee
had then to settle was whether the
price of this and other jobs was exces-
sive. It was proposed that foremen
from St. John job offices be summon-
ed. 'The majority voted down this
proposition and held that the facts
could be learned from the auditor
general, who passed the accounts. Mr.
Beek appeared. He testified that he
did not know whether the price was

excessive., He did not know whether
the goods were delivered. The gov-
ernment had ordered the sum men-
tioned to be paid and he had no option
but to pay it. That shows how much
protection the taxpayers get from the
auditor general.

It was discovered that the attorney
general and the printer did the whole
thing.

Mr. Tweedie
is just as much responsible for the in-
creased indemnity bill as if he had
introduced it before it had been men-
tioned by &nother member. He and
his colleagues had absolute control of
the situation. They and no others
are pgimarily responsible for every
financial measure introduced. After
one has been brought forward the re-
sponsibility is shared by so many
members of the house as may support
it, in this case by all the members on
both sides.

THE ATTORNEY GENERAL IS A \
PARTY MAN.

The attorney general has made one
more explanation — the fourth during :
this session — of his political position |
eight years ago. He now obserwves that
when he left the conservative party it
was enjoying power and patronage.
This is not a complete statement. Dr. |
Pugsley assumed a neutral attitude be-
tween parties during the last month
before the election of 1896. Perceiving
that the issue was doubtful, he made
his own position doubtful to corres-
pond. Had the Tupper government re-
tained power and patronage Dr. Pugs-
ley could have dropped back into the
ranks, as he had done after previous
electioas. But the Laurier govern-
ment won and before midnight of elec- {
tion day Dr. Pugsley had ceased to be
an independent conservative and was a,
confirmed and convinced liberal. So he
will  probably remain while the
Laurier government is safe. The at-
torney general has spoken of himself
as a man of resolute character. That
is true. It is doubtful whether any in-
fluence exists strong enough to separ-
ate him from a party in power and
office. Only the strongest and most
conscientious conviction that the party

is on the verge of defeat is likely to
shake his confidence.

SUDDEN DEATH.,

Mr. Prince  was widely Xknown
throughout the city. For the past
twenty-seven years he has been con-
nected with the city government
marshall and tax collector. He was
born in Moncton seventy-eight years
ago and has been a resident of this
city for forty years. During the first
years of his residence in St. John ship-
building was the staple industry’ and
Mr. Prince engaged extensively in the
supplying of ship timber. With the
declfhe of the shipbuilding industry,
Mr. Prince was obliged to give up his
first calling. He then entered the em-
ploy of the city, of which ever since he
has been a valued and faithful ser-
vant.,

Mr. Prince comes of Loyalist stock.
His grandfather was Rev. John Prince,
a Wesleyan clergyman, who, after gra-
duating from Oxford University, Eng-
land, served a brief pastorate at Hast
Stafford, Berkshire county, and later
emigrated to MasBachusetts. His son,
Thomas Prince, came with the Loyal-
ists to this country at the termination
of the Ameri¢dn revolution.

Mr. ce, besides a family of three
sons and one daughter, is survived by
a brother, William Prince, of Moncton.
Rev. John Prince, of Moncton, who
died some years ago, was another bro-
ther. The sons of the deceased are:

Provincialists Married in Boston—The
New Submarine Signalling

System.
->

BOSTON, April 14.—National politics
are forcing themselves more and more
upon the public as the season advances
and each state is called upon to choose
its quota of delegates to the national
conventions which will nominate candi-
dates for the presidency. As there is
no opposition to President Roosevelt in
the republican party, public interest is
largely focused on the mixed affairs of
the democracy. The campaign of Wil-
liam R. Hearst, publisher of a chain of
So-called yellow journals, is meeting
with disaster in many states and with
much ridicule the country over. He has
the support, however, of the most radi-
cal element in the party and while he
stands no show of gaining the coveted
nomination for the presidency, he will
force recognition in the party councils
herezafter. Judge Parker of New
York, a comparatively unknown man,
has a respectable following, while Mas-
sachusetts is ‘thrusting forward Rich-
ard Olney of Boston, who as secretary
of state during Cleveland’s last admin-
istration, participated in the Venezue-
lan affair with Great Britain. As Presi-
dent Roosevelt is not the most popular
man n his own home (New York),
many leading democrats express the
opinfon that Judge Parker would carry
that great state. The judge is neither
2 conservative nor a radical, but ap-
pears to be acceptable to all factions as
a compromise candidate. Should neith-
er he nor Olney be nominated it seems
that some candidate net hitherto men-
tioned prominently will be put up. The
republicans are praying for the selection
of Hearst as they would undoubtedly
have a walkover, but the New York
editor’s hopes are gradually fading,

The intense public interest in the
murder of Mabel Page at Weston is
gradually diminishing. The authorities
say that there is no doubt but that
they have the right man in the person
of Charles L. Tucker of Newton. At-
torney General Parker stated this af-
ternooon that a special session of the
Middlesex Co. grand jury would prob-
ably be called in a few days. This step
will enable the state to have the young
man indicted, thus preventing the pro-
secuting officials from showing their
evidence at a preliminary hearing, an
act they hope to avoid, as it would as-
sist the defence.

A signal of dismissal
was given and I was immediately led
away, but not this time to the common
prison in which I had spent the pre-
vious night, but to another céll on tha
other side of the courtyard, in which
only two other men were confined:

One of these was a Jew, clad in the
costume which the law of the land
makes it compulsory that the race
should adopt. His ears had been cut
off and his nose slit by order of the
Kaid, for the good angd sufficlent rea-
son, so it appeared to that politic func-
tionary, that he would not submit to
an overwhelming fine for an offence
which he had not committed. The
Spectacle he presented was a hideous
one, and, accustomed though I was by
this time to horrid sights, I could not
help turning away in loathing from
him. The other was a Levantine Greek
who had already spent upwards of two
years in this terrible place. So far he
had not been tortured, but the fear of
it, extending over such a long period,
had turned his brain. He believed
himself to bes on board ship, and gave
his orders at intervals with all the as-
Surance of a born commander. What
had brought him to the Kashah I never
discovered, but so far as A" personally
was concernad I inflnitely preferred
him to the mutilated Jew .

A coarse mat was thrown in to me,
and I was told to consider that my
bed, and to think myself lucky to get
it. I certainly did consider myself
fortunate, inasmuch .as the place
Was  indescribably dirty, and it
would have been next dodr to

Impossible to sleep in any way

' save standing up. By this time it

was close upon midday, and I had
spent such a morning as I never wish
to experience again. Where the
wretched Spaniard was confined I had
no sort of idea, nor did I care very
much. It must not be thought that I
was angry with the poor wretch; I des-
pised him too heartily for that. All
the afternoon we were left to our own
resources, and I know that, so far as
I was concerned, it was a miserable
time that I spent. The cell reeked
until I scarcely knew how to bear it;
the wretched Jew moaned and mut-
tered prayers continually, while the
Greek paced up and down giving or-
ders, and now and again shaking his
fist as if in the face of some recalcit-
rant member of his crew. I lay upon
my mat and cursed the day I had ever
seen a rifle and more still the day I
brought one into Madrapore.  Later in
the afternoon the door was unfastened
and a man entered, bringing with him
what was destined to be the only meal
we were to have that day. To my dis-
gust, it consisted of a few handfuls of
villainous dates, to be washed down
by water that would have been refused
by any self-respecting dog. Though I
was hungry to the verge of starvation
—for it must be remembered that I
had eaten nothing since the early
morning of the previous day—my
gorge rose at this fare and I felt that
I would rather die than touch it. Nor
were my companions conducive to g
good appetite; and yet I am far from
being squeamish. I have lived for
months on end in the fo’c’sle of some
pretty bad ships; I have tried some
sailors’ lodging houses in the Bow Ba-
zaar quarter of Calcutta; but I never
thought that I should come down to
such a fare as this. “He may keep me
here for a year or so, and if this is the
only food that is going to be served
out, a pretty picture I shall be at the
end of it,”” But if I go on like this,
you will be fancying I am as big a
coward as the Spaniard, and I don't
want you to do that.

After a night, with the details of
which I will not bore you, I woke to a
day that I had every reason to suppose
would be fraught with excitement for
me. For breakfast the menu was var-
fed, inasmuch as we were served with
a bowl of rice, of which we were sup-
from the common dish. I declined,
and taking a handful, threw mygelf
down on the mat and ate it there. It
was abominable, !

These charges, it may be
remarked, were made by Cowan while
Borden and Osler were out of the
house.

At nine o’clock, Porter, conservative,
took the floor, replying to Cowan inh a
calra and judicious manner, compli-
menting him on his musical voice and
statuesque poses, but reminding the
house that he had not offered one ar-
gument in his two hours’ speech in
defence of the Grand Trunk Pacific
contract. Porter said he: scorned to
follow Cowan’s example in debate or
his fantastical attitude on the floor.
His speech was a practical considera-
tion of the scheme and fércéeful ar-
raignment of the government for re-
moving the few safeguards that were
contained in the original surrender to
the Grand Trunk.

Porter in the course of his speech
read the full text of Blair's memo-
randum to the government, as pub-
lished in Montreal, a matter of several
columns, that occupied over an hour
of time. This insures its preservation
on the pages of Hansard. The speak-
er commented on Blair’'s views at some
length, and urged that it was a full
justification of the policy the opposi-
tion was now placing before the coun-
try in contradiction with the govern-
ment’s plan of handing over the coun-
try’s tragé to American ports for al-
most all time.

Porter closed at 11.10 and Frank
Oliver moved adjournment of debate.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I would be sorry
to see these sections struck out alto-
gether. I would rather see them am-
ended so that on a company requiring
a site for their dam they might be
able to perfect their title and acquire
the right of flowage. I would agree
with my colleague from Kings that it
is going to an extreme limit to give
power to expropriate a mill site. It
would be desirable to so amend the.bill
as to do complete justice to the Van-
Buren Company, and to allow Fraser
& Co. to go on with their enterprise.
I think it would be best to report pro-
gress, that the parties might get toge-
ther and see if tWey cannot come to
some arrangement, and if they do net
agree, let us so amend the act that if
they .cquire a mill site they may per-
fect their title.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—I think it would
be very dangerous to give the right of
expropriation to a private company.
The difference between the parties is
one merely of price, and an individual
is not bound to sell his property, no
matter how cheéaply he has bought it,
Unless he gets his own price. To allow
this expropriation to a private party
would be introducing a new principle
in which I could not concur. If the
persons will come together and agree
on a price the house might make good
their title, which I understand is in
doubt, as respects the land on one side
of the river. I am opposed to this legis-
lation as it stands, and I would suggest
that progress be reported.

Mr. Flemming—This is a matter of
great importance, and while I admit
the force of the principle I think there
may be exceptions, and this is one of
these special cases. I do believe that
a compromise can be effected. I have
‘8 petition very largely signed by the
people of St. Hilaire and St. Francis
in favor of this bill. They say that
the Messrs. Fraser are the only per-
sons wno own timber limits on the
stream, and that it is of great import-
ance that they should be allowed to
build a mill.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—Surely in so im-
portant a matter a difference of $2,000
in price should not stop them.

Mr. Flemming—There is more than
this. There is the title to the land
which is in doubt as regards the pro-
posed size of the mill. Fraser & Co.
are residents of New Brunswick, who
have established a very large busi-
ness, and who last winter employed 2,-
000 men, and they surely have some
claim for favorable consideration. The
Vanburen company, although it in-
cludes some New Brunswick men, has
a mill on the American side of the
line,

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Do they not give
employment to hundreds of New
Brunswickers?

Mr. Flemming—They do to some I
believe. ‘

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Would it not be
best for Fraser & Co, to tender $4,000
for such rights as the VanBuren com-
pany possess on both sides of the
stream, and then we might give them
the right of exprepriation, so ' that
their title would be secure.

Mr. Flemming-—Messrs, Fraser own
extensive timber limits on the Baker
Brook, and they should be given en-
couragement to estahblish such an im-
portant industry. If we give them ex-
propriation powers we give them an
apsolute title of the land, which is
what they want. If we make condi-
tions too hard it may be tmpossible for
them to carry on this {ndustry. If the
VanBuren company are granted toe
much other parties who own land will
ask teo much for it.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—There is no doubt
as to the absolute title of the land on
one gide of the breok, and en the other
the claimant fis willing te give away
his rights.

Speaks in Favor of Mr.
Hazen's Resolution,

And Tells Something About How the
Government Supporters Receive

Public Money.

To the Editor of the Sun:

Sir—My attention having been called
to a statement made in the legislature
by the attorney general, as reported in
the Telegraph of yesterday, 1 beg to
request space in your columns for the
following. In the legislature on Wed-
nesday last Mr, Hazen moved a reso-
lution reflecting upon the conduct of
the government and members ct the
asecmbly in permitting members to
receive public money as emolument
for services performed on behalf of the
province, and claimed what every ig-
dependent man will admit, that such
conduct is contrary to the spirit of in-
Cependence which ought to prevail in
parliament. The attorney general in
reply is there quoted as follows: “I
am reminded that the leader of the
opposition did not bring up this mo-
tion last session, and I have no doubt
the reason was that the member for
Restigouche in the last legislature,
Mr. Mott, had recelved money from
the government for counsel Zees.”

Now I have not the slighest suspi-
cion that Mr. Hazen delayed his re-
solution on my account—in fact, I do
not know that he had knowledge of
the fact (he certainly had not from
me)—and there is no reason why he
should have withheld his condemna-~
tion out of regard to me. At the time
referred to by the attorney general it
is well known I was a supporter of
the government, and the honorable
gentleman then held his present office.
I have no hesitation in condemaing the
practice which has grown up of late
years, largely under the fostering care
of the honorable gentleman himself,
while I must admit that in the last
year of my representation (1902) I act-
ed for the attorney general at his re-
quest in the prosecution of two ‘ases
in which I received counsel fees under
his fiat. But while that is true it does
not detract in the =slightest degree
from the principle of Mr. Hazen's re-
solution condemning the practice, and
in that connection I desire to call the
attention of the attorney general to
my personal connection w~ith his ce-
partment to which fhe has seen fit to
refer.

The period of my representation of
Restigouche extend2d from Oct.,
to the dissolution of the house
Januwary or February, 1903, and in the
early years of that perlod it was con-
sidered unusual practice to place the
prosecution of the crown cases in the
hands of other than the crown offi-
cials. Latterly a practice became com-
mon by which the conduct of those
cases was given to certain members of
the legislature possessing the confid-
ence of the government, and on sev-
eral occasions I was requested to at-
tend to such business, which, however,
was declined by my partrer and my-
self owing to my connection with the
legislature.

During the last or second last ses- |
sion of the legislature attended by me |
I was informed by the premier ths 1t]
the prosecution of cases in Resti- |
gouche county at least would be placed k
in my: hands, and on my quoshoningi
my eligibility, being a member of the |
legislature, was assured by him that
there was no law prohibiting the prac-
tice and that other members were con- |
stantly engaged In professional work
by the crown. Shortly afierwards I
was requested by the attorney general
to attend to a matter on the Glouces-
ter circuit, and did so, and later on
was consulted by a crown official ‘n
Restigouche who had been directed to
me by the attorney general’s wire to
him. The prel:minary examination in
the latter case was conducted by me,
and on the party being committed for
trial I was personally requcsted by the
attorney general to conduct the prose-
cution, which I promised to do. In
the meantime I djffered with the gov-
ernment and declined to contimne my
support, after which the court met at
which the indictmeént had to be sub- |
mitted. According to promise I went
to Dalhousie to attend the ¢ircuit, hav-
ing at corsiderable inconvenience post-
poned arother matter for that pur-
pose. There, without previous intima-
tion, I discovered another confrere at-
tending to the indictment, and while
T was pleased to be relieved, I must
confess to a feeling that the attorney
general had forgotten his usual cour-
tesy in his haste to impress me with
the altered conditions of government
patronage. Perhaps in the hurry of
his other engagements he had omitted
to favor me with a nottee of being re-
lieved from the case, and perhaps I
am wrong in referring to it at all, but
it may serve as a fair illustration of
the system at which the resolution of
the opposition leader is almed, and if
necessary to apologize for referring to
e professional matter I will gladly pay
the penalty.

The passage of the resolution would
Pave been in harmony with the prac-
tice and spirit of every British parlia-
ment the wortd over (except the New
Brunswick legislatare), and every
lover of free instiutions will agree
that a restraming law should be im-
mediately enacted if one does not al-
ready exist.

To throw away the key of the treas-
ury chest is, however, no part of the
policy of this government, and un-
forturately the people possess but a
flimsy safeguard in their discretion.
The words of Junius are as true teo-
day as when written: “The govern-
ment of England is a government of
law. We betray ourselves, we contra-
dict the spirit of our laws, and we
shake the whole system of IInglish
jurisprudence whenever we entrust a
discretionary power over tae life, 1tb-
erty or fortume of the subject to any
man or set of men whatsoever upon a
ypresumption that it will not be
abused.”

Judgment in Case of People’s Bank
v. Estey.

PEOPLE’S BANK V. ESTEY.
Sale of Goods —Owner Not in Possession —
Authority to Sell—Secret Agreement —

Estoppel.

N. B. 10th March, 1904

The owner of iogs, by contract in writing,
agreed to sell and deliver them to McK. the
title not to pass unti] they were paid for.
The logs being in ocustody of a boom com-
pany, orders were gfven to deliver them as
agreed. E., a dealer in lumber, telephoned
the owner asking if he had them for sale
and was answered ‘“‘No, I have sold them to
McK.” E. then purchased a portion of them
from McK., who did not pay the owner
therefor, and he brought an actlon of trever
egadnst I.

Held, affirming the judgment under appeal
(38 N. B. Rep. 169), Nesbitt and Killam JJ.
diswenting, that the owmer bhaving induced
H. to believe that he could safely purchase
from M¢K., could not afterwards deny the
authority of the latter to smell.

Held - per Nesbitt and Killam JJ., that as
there was no evidence that the owner knmew
the identity of the person making the inquiry
by telephone, and nothing was sadMd by the
latter to indicate that he would not make
further inquiry as to M¢K.'s authority to
sell them, there was no estoppel.

Ileld per Tasehereau C. J., that as the
owner hed given McK. an apparent authority
to sell, and knew that he had agreed to buy
for that purpose a sale by him to a boma
fide purchaser was valid.

MARKET STALLS AND TOLLS
SOLD.
The Sell'ng of L. A. Hopper's
Was Protested, But Went on
Just the Same.
The market tolls and stalls were sold
at public auction yesterday by
F. L. Potts. The sale took place in the
market and there was a large number
of people present. The tolls were first
put up and were bid in by the city at
$3,660. Last year they brought $3,880.
Commission stall A was sold to Wm.
Howe for $51, or one dollar over the up-
set price. Stall B was sold for a sim-
ilar figure to Keith & Co. Stall C went
to James E. Farle for $85. Last year
this stail brought but $51. Stall D was
knocked down to H. 8. Hammond fer
$61. Last year Mr. Hammond pald
$140 for this stall. Stalls E and F went
to Jas. P. Quinn for $101. The fees of
the York Point weighing scale were
sold to Gilbert Robertmon for $26.00, and
the Adelaide Road scale to S. T. Vaugh-
an for $11.
Stall No. 12 was then offered for sale.
At this stage L. P. D. Tilley, represent-
ing I. A, Hopper, the present holder of
the stall, stepped forward and protested
against the sale of the stall. He said
that he strongly objected to the sale
of Mr. Hépper’s stall on the ground
that the stall could not justly be sold
uniess all the stalls in that end of the
market were put up at auction. He
pointed out that Mr. Hopper had made
formal application for a renewal of his
lease and that no order of the Board of
Publiec Safety had been passed author-
izing a sale of that particular stall.
Auctioneer Potts, after hearing the
protest this morning continued the sale,
knocking down the stall to Geo. Keir-
stead for $280. Mr. Keirstead bought
the stall as agent for Gea. W, Mullin.

The water supply was drawn from a
wooden reservoir into which a small
stream trickled from a neighboring
spring. Not dnfrequently the regervoir
was found to be empty when water
was most needed. It was the intention
when the prison was opened to utilize
of new
cells, permanent industrial bulldings,
the yard wall, hospital, farm and oth-
er necessary buildings. TUntil recently
little progress was made in that direc-
tion. A cell wing containing 190 cells
was opened in 1896, and a commodious
boiler house built. Until four years
ago these were the only permanent
buildings erected. The original stock-
ade lasted nine years. Instead of
building a wall of stone, concrete or
brick, another stockade was erected in
1899. It is now much impaired. Re-
coently it was banked to a height eof
three feet and further secured by cross-
tles and props. With care it may last
a few years longer, but permament
walls should be erected at an early
date.

Four years ago work was resumed on
the permanent.buildings and has been
continued to the present time. The fol-
lowing structures have been erected:
(1) A large reservoir of cut stone and
brick; (2) The first section of the per-
manent industrial buildings; (3) A large
barn with stable accommodation for
160 head of cattle; (4) A large piggery
with convenient slaughter house at-
taehed.

The inspector found that the average
daily population of the various peni-
tentiaries were for the last fiscal year
1,224, as against 1,294 the year before
and 1,405 in 1891. The report points out
as a subject of deep regret that one-
tenth of the whole number of convicts
are mere youths who have already
reached that grade of criminalfty whieh
involves penitentiary treatment. The
continuous contact with professional
criminals obliterates any sense of
shame or self-respect that they may
possess and in a few yea they are
discharged, bereft of reputation or am-
bition, to swell the ranks of the class
who regard society as their enemy and
therefore their rightful prey. The in-
spectors recommend a system to sus-
pend santence with officlal surveillance
for embryo criminals.

Of the prisoners in Canada’s peniten-
tiaries, rays the report, 1,131 are white,

As to nationality,
858 are Canadians, 121 English, 4 Irish,
18 Scotch, 171 United States.

Slot machines have been tabooed in
St. Stephen and the gaily decorated
“Owls,” “Deweys” and “Pucks” are
conspicuously absent from’ their accus-
tomed places in the saloons and restau-
rants across the line, as are also the
cigar machines, less pretentious, but
none the'less expensive to the man who
thinks he can “break’ ’them. The action
of the authorittes in ordering out the
machines was taken after due consid-
eration and meets with general ap-
proval. In Calais the slot mrachine has
practically disappeared with the excep-
tion of ‘hose paying cigars, and but
few of these are in operation.

Since the order was issued for the
closing of Calais bars the wine mer-
chants in St. Stephen have enjoyed a
most lucrative business and real estate
over the line has increased in value,
particularly in the vichity of the inter-
national bridge. The police across ihe

ANNEXATION COMING.

Boston Paper Suggests that it Should
Be Done Soon.

As long as Canada is foreign terri-
tory, independent of the United States,
her control of the Welland canal and
the St. Lawrence river will always
threaten the military safety of this
country.
ain, by the terms of which war vessels
are excluded from the Great Lakes, is
one sided from the fact that the en-
traace is within English jurisdiction. So
far as the maintenance of vessels at
war on the inland sea is concerned hoth
countries are affiected in the same way.
Yet in the case of any break in the cor-
dial relations between the two nations,
England, or Canada, commanding the
mouth of the St. Lawrence can send her
cruisers down the river through the
canal to the lakes. We would not be
able to dispatch even a small gunboat.
Within a few days after a declaration
of war or a termipation of the present
treaty, an English fleet could bombard
all the American lake cities. Trans-
ports could easily land a small sized
army, and the central states, the rich-
est and most prosperous of the coun-
try, migiht be at the mercy of the en-
emy.

Of course in time the American
forces would check the invaders, but
only after the lake cities had been des-
troyed and the territories contiguous
to the lakes laid waste. The situation
cannot be remedied in any way exeept
by the union of the United States and
Canada. At this day there is not seen
above the horizon the speck of a cloud
which would indicate any approaching
Btorm between America and Great
Britain. However, it is well for our
publicists who are studying the Canad-
tan quastion to realize that if any
clash does materialize in the future, the
‘Great Lakes will be practically British
territory, where the foe may operate
their . fleets and dispatch their troops
without fear of molestation. Every
movement to bring Canada and the Un-
dted States together will lessen this ev-
€r present danger. Reciprocity might
be a tie to bind the two countries. Any-
way, annexation should not be too long
deferred. When that time shall come,
the Canadian menace will be ended, not
before.—Boston Advertiser.
