Becker, head
of the “Strong Arm Squad” who to-
night began his second day of incar-
ceration in the Tombs prison as an
alleged instigator of the murder of
Herman Rosenthal, the-gambler.

Mioncton, July 30 vothing very

1. C. R, pass investigation today. On-
ly two local witnesses were examined
when comrpissioner adjourned his
court till August 8th, saying the at-
tendance fo me important witnes-
ses was required, one of whom It is
understood is from Winnipeg.

Tilman Legere, who was the first
witness called today, said that some
three or four years ago he received
an I. C. R. pass from Elmer Fergu-
son, who worked in the Transcript
Office at the time. The pass was of-
fered him by Ferguson, who, he said,
was going to Halifax. The pass read
from Chatham to Halifax and he paid
Ferguson between three and four dol-
lars for it.

W. A. Vye was present when Fer-
guson offered him the pass and the
price was fixed by them. He paid the
money to Ferguson-and received no
instructions as to how he was to use
the pass,

The pass was not taken up and he
returned it to Ferguson at the lat-
ter's request.

He did not know in whose name the
pass was made out. He asked whether
the pass was good and Vye said it
was all right.

Tilman Melanson, proprietor of a
bookstore, testified that he went to
Campbellton and Chatham in 1910 on
a curling rink skipped by Dr, Murray
who sald he would arrange the trans-
portation. He did not have & pass nor
ticket, nor did he see any. He pald
nothing for transportation and did not
koow how it was ‘arranged.

With further great trangportation
facilities now assured the positign of
St. John as one of the great national
ports of the Dominion cannot - fail
within the next few years to lead to
enormous industrial development. No
more sérious problem will then con-
frent the city than to provide suitable
sites, with rail and water accommo-
dation, for new industries desirous of

ng advantage of the commanding
position of the port. It is a problem
today. The city, at the present time,
has under consideration three large
industries requiring sites. Ouly one
can be accommodated—at the Ballast
Wharf.

The Area and the Cost.

Briefly summarized the proposed
reclamation would add from: 90 to 93

frontage, The estimated cost of the
whole undertaking is placed-at about
$1,250,000, The filling in would be
done by pumping the spoil from the
fleet of dredges which will shortly be
operating in the Eastern Harbor.
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N CAN MEET THE SITUATION.

It may be claimed, at first sight,
that the heavy outlay involved would
render this project impracticable
Against this objection it is pointed
out that land in this area will in the
future be worth more for industrial
purposes than the actual cost of the
reclamation which works out at
$15,000 an acre.
couver, which has twenty miles of
water frontage inside the harbor, may
be ¢ited as an example. Anywhere
within a mile and a half of Vancouver
city, harbor frontage, without any
made land behind it, is being sought
for at a mintmum price of $1,200 a
foot frontage. On the basis of $1-
200 a foot, 6000 feet of water front
in Vancouver would be worth §7.-
200,000,

Outside Interests Favor It.

As far as the suggested reclamation,
outlined in the accompanying plan,
concerned, The Standard is in a po-
sition to state that outside financial
interests are already favorably im
presged with the proposition. The
question whether the city or private
enterprise will undertake the recla
mation will likely come up for dis-
cusgsion in the near future,

and covers about 93 acres. Starting
from the harbor end of Kennedy's
Slip the outer or harbor line runs in
a southerly direction for a length of
1,500 feet, almost parallel to the
main channel of the harbor. Turn-
ing easterly, and towards the Bay,
the line extends for a distance of
2800 feet, bringing the southeast
corner to within about 300 feet of the
new channel at the entrance of Cour-
tenay Bay, which will be dredged
to a depth of 32 feet under the Norton
Griffiths contract.

New Yeork Police Lieutenant
Arrested in Rosenthal Mur-
der Case — Three Conspir-
ators Confess_Part inCrime

s

New York, July 30.—The indictment
of Police Lieutenant Chas. Becker for
the murder of the gambler, Herman
Rosenthal, soon after the confessions
of “Bald Jack” Rose, “Bridgie” Web-
ber, and Harry Vailon, revealed today
to District Attorney Whitman the “po-
lice system” in all its hideousness
The public prosecutor, foliowing the
trail of the three confessioms, continued
his search for evidence that would
implicate those higher up than Becker
and more indictments of police officials
are expected by the district attorney.
The arrest of Becker lays bare a scan-
dal in the pelice department that
threatens to shake it to its founda-
tion, for District Attorney Whitman
believes the story of the police has
only half been told.

“Bald Jack” Rose confessed that
Becker came to him and, fairly des
perate over Rosenthal's intention of
telling all he knew of his relations
with the police lieutenant, said: “Ros-
enthal has lived too long; he has got
to be put out of the way.” Rose told
the police prosecutor amd the grand
jury how the murder band was hired
at the istigation of Becker, and that
after the killlng Becker met Webber
and himself and promised. complete
police protection.

The confessions show that the mur
derers of Rosenthal were: “Lefty
Louise,” or Louis Rosenweig; Harry
Horowitz, or ib the Blood;” Frank
Miller, or “Whitle Jack” Lewis, and
“Dago Frank” Cirofici. Only Cirofici
has been apprehended, These gun-

Scotch Lumber Dealer Here.

The Eng-
lish Jumber market, Mr. Marr told The
Standard, is practically dead. The
freights are so high, he said, that
there is very little timber going into
Glasgow. During his tour of New
Brunswick he found that this season's
cut has been large, but he found only
a small portion of this destined for
the English market, The majority of
the lumber firms are sending their cut
to the United States. Mr. Marr will
leave this evening for Montreal to
take passage for home.

1N FOX RANGHNG

Land Already Procured for
Two Ranches Near Ren-
forth—Will Devete Their At-
‘tention to the Blue Foxes.

s

Two fox ranches will shortly be
established near Renforth by St. John
parties. The promoters of one ranch
are F, E. Williams and G. M. Barker,
while & number of North End people
including Chas, Miller and F. H. Flew-
welling are promoting the other.

Messrs. Williame and Barker have
bought censiderable land between
Renforth and Golden Grove, and are
having an enclosure made for foxes.
They have secured am expert who
has managed fox ranches in the north
west to look after thelr ranch, and
will make a specialty of raising blue
foxes.

When seen yesterday Mr. Williams
said thelr plans were not sufficiently
advanced to say much about the
ranch. The size of the ranch would
depend upon the number of foxes they
could secure to stock it, and it would
be developed as circumstances war
ranted,

The North End parties who are go
ing into the business of fox farming,
intend to establish their ranch on land
to the eastward of that acquired by
Messrs, Willlams and Barker, near
Golden Grove. Their idea is to start
operations with twenty pairs of blue
foxes.

According to the information ob-
tained by the promoters of this new
industry, the climate and other condi-
tions at Renforth are ideal for rais-
ing foxes, and they believe the ven
ture will prove a success. The blue
fox does not bring such big prices as
the silver fox, but it is more prolific,
and is not so bard to raise,

Onr Prince Edward Island a number
of fox ranches have been in operation |
for some years, and the returns are
reported to be very large. Ranchers
there are sald to have sold a pair|
of black foxes for as high as $20,000.

Island ranchers have succeeded in|
raising fine specimens of silver foxes
in captivity, but canndt begin to
ply the demand for silver fox fur.|
It 18 said that the ranchers there arei
able to sell the young foxes before
they are born.

The experiment being started by St
John men whil, no doubt, be watched
with interest.

PRMISES THE AOADS
IN THI5 PROVINGE

F. O. Draughen, Who Has
Motered 17,000 Miles in
Five Months, Says Our
Roads Compare with Best.

——

After a trip of 17,000 miles in five
months, the Paul Gilmore Company
touring car arrived at the Princess
garage yvesterday in good conditio
and with F., D, Draughon, the ma
ger in an enthusiastic ‘mood about the
scenery of New Brunswick, and pre-
dicting that the province will soon
become & Mecca of nutomobile parties,

“What did you think of the roads
of the provimce?” Mr, Draughon was
asked. !

“Some of the roads, especially in
the eastern section of the province
were in first class shape. We made
splendid time on our trips in the pro-
vince; in fact we made our best record
for long distance travelling in New
Brunswick, running from Woodstock to
Campbeliton by a road 560 miles long.
We made this distance at one jump,
running the best part of a night gen-
erally at the rate of 25 miles an hour.
In some parts of the province, where
the roads were being repaired the go-
ing was rather heavy, but generally
we found the roads in this province
much better than in the state of
Maine or Nova Scotia. Where there is
a good deal of automobile travelling,
much better roads are being built. The
auto cars tear a road constructed on
the old principle of digging the mud
out of the ditches and throwing it
into the middle of the roadbed, all to
pieces, especially before the mud has
bad a chance to dry and pack.

“New Brunswick is making progress
in the matter of providing good roads,
and automobile parties will be attract-
ed here. 'All over the province the
scenery is splendid, and the wedther
in summer delightful. In the states*you
travel for miles and miles through a
country that practically looks all alike
but every time you round a corner in
this province you coine upon a differ-
ent panorama.”

HIS SETTLEMENT PLAN
WILL BE SUCCESSFUL

He Has Been Instrumental in
Giving Many Scolch Boys
a Fresh Start on New Bruns-
wick Farms,

s

After having been engaged for two
years or more in the work of trans-
planting boys from Scotland to New
Brunswick, G. C. Cossar, proprietor
of the big farm at Lower Gagetown
used for training Old Country boys
to an agricultura] life, arrived in the
city yesterday, in a more optimistic
trame of mind than usual, believing
that his plan of colonization will work
out successfully and justify his ex-
pectations,

He brought with him 12 sturdy look-
ing Scotch lads, and through the as
gistance of Mr. Gilchrist, the superin-
tendent of immigration, was at once
able to find homes for five of them.
The rest he will take to his farm at
Gagetown.

Mr. Cossar has sent out about fifty
Scotch boys to the province this year,
and expects to bring out a dozen or
so more before the winter. He thinks
that if the farmers of the province
would advance the money to bring out
Scotch boys, as many of them do to
bring out domestic servants, hundreds
of boys could be induced to come to
this province. He called attention to
the fact that a short time ago when
the Salvation Army advertised for 12
Scotch boys to go to Canada, over
100 applicants answered before the
paper in which the advertisement ap-
peared had been on the street for an
hour.

Mr. Cossar, who Is developing a
large fruit and stock farm at Gage-
town ‘is bringing out a colt b fam-
ous seven thousand guineas horse, and
also a number of Shorthorns. The man-
ager of his farm at Gagetown, Mr.
Micklejohn, has done much to ma'ge
his immigration scheme a success, as
he has not only worked the farm to
advantage, but has shown great abil-
ity in handling the boys sent there.

For the first vear the results of Mr
Cossar experiment were not very ei-

but the boys brought out
in the »
disposition to make good, and thin
have been moving along in a 2
gratifying manner.

While Mr. Cossar was talking to a
reporter of The Standard, Mr. Gil-
christ the superintendent of im igit
tion, called attention to the last report l
of the government inspector employed |
to visit and report on the condition |
of boys brought out to Canada from |
the Old Country by various agencies,

This report stated that out of 4
boys seen by the inspector, over ki
were making good progress, about 200
were making fair progres while only
29 were not turning out satisfactorily
to their employers. Only five of the |
boys were reported to be in poor |
health. |

Commenting on this report Mr. Gil-
christ said he was surprised that so
many of these boys turned out so well,
and considering that many of them |
were homeless kids in the Old Country |
with little or no training, the figure
are somewhat remarkable and jnsli(_\']
the faith of those who believe that hu
man nature is essentially sound.

The late James Hunter was 64
years of age, and was born in Glas-
gow, Scotiand. He was the son of
Willlam and Catherine McRobbie
Hunter.

He is said to have been the first
electrician to establish busine
St. John, and for many years su
fully conducted an electrical business
here.
