Johnson, it has been learned, la 
travelling on a tourist ticket and Can­
ada cannot return him because her 
immigration law does not exclude a 
transient alien in such circumstances. 
Johnson's offence la not extraditable 
in Canada.

Revelations of a white slave club in New York, the importation of girls 
from France, and of ra man tic facts of some of the prisoners have been made 
public by Albert C. Facb, District Attorney of Richmond county, as the Grand 
Jury continued its investigation into the robbery of Mr. and Mrs. Jacques 
Dler and the bnlrnlog of their home on Staten Island. Albert Pleuchot, the 
leader of this white slave band, who Is accused of setting fire to the Dler borne, 
has had an interesting career.

According to PleuchoUs tale, his repeated crimes in France led to his 
deportation to French Guiana at the age of thirty-three. Soon after his arrival 
he and eleven others went by night to a creek in the forest and built a boat. 
For six days the guards sought them in vain. Then they dropped down the 
river at night and drifted out to sea. For six days they drilled, with only 
scrape of foot and almost no water. Then the boat collapsed in a storm.

Undaunted, Pleuchot and bis friends built two other boats. In the third 
boat they escaped to British Guiana, where the Governor assisted them to get 
away. Pleuchot has now lived for six years in this country. He will probably

which was accordingly done as soon 
as the steamer reached here, this be 
Ing the first time she has been in an 
American port for some time. Captain 
Evans has the privilege of appealing 
to the department at Washington, and 
it is possible that his statement con­
cerning the matter may result in a 
partial or total remission of the fine.

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C. P. R.’S FIRST THROUGH TRAIN.
A through passenger service on the 

Canadian Pacific Railway between 
Montreal and Vancouver was inaugur­
ated twenty-seven years ago today, 
June 28. 1886. This line, first of the 
great continental systems that now 
cover the Dominion with a network of 
steel, was built in four and a half 
years, an average of L.6 miles per day. 
Enormous engineering difficulties had 
to be overcome in constructing the 
road through 
thrown up by nature along the shores 
of l*ake Superior and over the snow- 
clad peaks of the Rockies. More than 
300 miles of line were cut through the 
solid rock. An army of workmen, at 
one time as many as 26,000, were en­
gaged in this gigantic battle of civili­
zation against the wild forces of na­
ture.

burning question. The provisions of 
the bill are to a great extent modeled 
on those of the Irish bill. Mr. Murray 
Macdonald, who seconded the motion, 
put forward as his chief argument that 
it was absolutely necessary to relieve 
the congestion of business in the Im­
perial Parliament.

Mr. Balfour mercilessly dissected 
the measure, and showed that it was 
not to serve any good purpose. The 
congestion of business in the Imperial 
Parliament, be said, was an adminis­
trative problem, and If it was to be 
solved by devolution, It would be bet­
ter to proceed on the plan of cutting 
Great Britain into districts, and of 
creating glorified County Councils.

He asked what justification there 
could be for calling upon the taxpayers 
of the kingdom to give Scotland 
£ 500,000 a year, and commented sar­
castically on the prpposal to confine 
the Scottish Parliament’s taxing pow­
er to taxation upon property in land 
and houses. What would have been 
thought by the Irish members if it had 
been proposed in the Home Rule bill 
that they should only be allowed to 
tax the property of the peasant own­
ers of land? He criticised severely a 
provision for the retention of the sev­
enty-two Scottish members In the Im­
perial Parliament after the Local 
Legislature had been established, as 
well as a recommendation that Eng­
land should also have a local Parlia-

Such a Parliament, he said, could 
hardly exist side by side with an Im­
perial Assembly in a position of admit­
ted inferiority. Collision between the 
Imperial Parliament and an Irish Par­
liament would be bad enough, nor 
would collision with a Scottish Parlia­
ment be a desirable thing; but let 
them picture the consequences of col­
lision with an English Parliament! He 
warned the House that the effect of 
legislation such as was now proposed 
would be to arouse jealousy in Eng­
land. Mr. Balfour's survey of the sit­
uation led him to the conclusion that 
what was proposed would result In 
great injury to Scotland; hence as a 
Scotsman he protested against It.

There is no prospect of Scotland 
getting Home Rule. The second read­
ing was carried by 204 votes to 159, but 
being a private bill the Government 
accepted no responsibility for its de­
tails and it is not likely to be heard 
of again at the present session. The 
interesting feature of the debate was 
Mr. Balfour’s trenchant criticism at 
the idea of three parliaments in the 
British Isles.

EGALAN UNJUSTIFIABLE ATTACK.

Western municipalities and Boards 
of Trade are making a vigorous pro­
test against certain statements made 
In London by Mr. R. M. Horne-Pay ne.

In the West, are not a safe Invest­
ment, and to have advised the British 
Investor to lend his money on indus­
trial issues. Combined action by 
Canadian municipalities is suggested. 
As a first step Mr. Deacon, mayor of 
Winnipeg, has cabled to the Financial 
Times. London, a complete contradic­
tion of Mr. Horne-Payne's statements, 
with the intimation that full particu­
lars In regard to the financial condi­
tion of Canadian municipalities would 
be made later.

The Board of Trade of Saskatoon 
also took this criticism up and, as 
reported in a previous issue, wired 
Hon. Robert Rogers calling attention 
to Mr. Home-Payne's statements. The 
Minister of Public Works, who was 
In Winnipeg, made a prompt and effec­
tive reply, entirely agreeing with the 
protest which has been registered. 
“What surprises me,” wired 
Rogers, ’ is that a man like Horne- 
Payne, who claims to have some 
standing as a financier, should be so 
Utterly ignorant of conditions in 
Western Canada. Western municipal 
bonds are deservedly popular In 
money markets wherever they are 
known, and It will take a great deal 
more than the statement of a man 
like Home-Payne to affect their good 
standing. However, this does not 
excuse him from attempting to mis­
represent the business and credit of 
others, when he might better be at­
tending to his own.”

It is satisfactory to note from a 
recent despatch from London that no 
evidence in support of Mr. Horne- 
Pay ne's criticisms is forthcoming. 
They are regarded as unwarranted 
and biased. It is pointed out that 
two Canadian cities of secondary 
rank have created larger floating in­
debtedness than other cities of the 
same class outside of Great Britain, 
but that London has practically never 
lost money by investments in munici­
pal securities, and there is no Cana­
dian city today, in the opinion of 
those best qualified to know, which 
is not perfectly good for its obliga-

Mr. Home-Payne is interested in 
railways and industrials and his ad­
vice to English investors to avoid 
Canadian municipal securities is not 
likely to carry weight. An effective 
answer to his unfounded criticisms 
appears in the Vancouver News- 
Advertiser, which points out that 
Canadian public securities have been 
handled in the British market for a 
good many years. Many financiers 
In the City of London, of ample auth­
ority and influence, know as much as 
the people In this country about Can­
adian cities, the way they have met 
their obligations, and the purposes 
for which they borrow. Those inter­
ested in this matter will not have to 
wait to hear from Canada. They can 
get the Information at home.

Cities in Canada, and especially in 
the West, need capital for the same 
reason that a. railway or an industrial 
enterprise needs it. It is impossible 
to tax the people of a new city to 
provide the money for streets, water­
works, sewers and other utilities. If 
that could be done it would be grossly 
unfair for the first residents to pay 
for services to be rendered to the 
greatly larger number of their suc­
cessors. It might as well be claimed 
that the traffic of a. railway or the 
profits of a factory should pay for 
the plant as fast as it is provided. 
This is so simple and plain a propo­
sition that Canada does not need to 
explain it to London.

As has already been stated, Cana­
dian cities always meet their obligar 
lions. Mr. Home-Payne may have 
heard of financial enterprises of the 
class he favors which have failed to 
pay interest on their bonds and divi­
dends on their stocks. He has no 
such record of Canadian cities. They 
will continue to grow and will need 
capital for their permanent works. 
Wherever there Is money available, 
wise and careful persons, desiring a 
safe investment at moderate Interest, 
will always take the bonds of a solid 
Canadian city, whoever may try to 
disparage these substantial securities 
and press upon them other and more 
speculative offerings.

zil was made 150 years ago today, and 
consisted of a consignment of some 
ten bags, sent to Europe. Brazil now 
produces over 85 per cent, of the 
world’s coffee supply, and a large part 
of this is grown in the one state of 
Sao Paulo. Coffee was introduced into 
Brazil in 1754 by Father Velaso, a 
Franciscan monk, and nine years later 
began the export of the beans that are 
Brazil’s principal source of wealth.

Over half of all the coffee grown is 
consumed in the United States, and 
Uncle 'Sam’s annual coffee bill, at the 
wholesale valuation, is about eighty 
million dollars-a year. The annual con­
sumption averages fifteen pounds per 
person.

Jamaica, the largest, British Island 
in the West Indies, it is reported, did 
not join in the trade reciprocity agree­
ment with Canada last year, mainly 
on account of the large trade In ban­
anas with the United States. It is 
well known that a campaign was car­
ried on in several of the islands by 
United States importers against the 
agreement, and in Jamaica the threats 
of tariff retaliatory measures appar­
ently proved successful. From a re­
cent dispatch from Kingston It ap­
pears that as far as bananas are con­
cerned the trade of Jamaica will be 
seriously menaced by the new tariff in 
the United States as the Underwood 
Bill Includes bananas, which are to 
be taxed five cents a bunch. This tax 
which on the face appears small, will, 
It la claimed, severely affect Jamaica’s 
most important output. If the measure 
Is made law and the duty of five cents 
is exacted on bunches or items regard, 
less of the sizes and weights, it would 
be a serious discrimination against 
Jamaica, estimated at from 40 to 50 
cents, owing to the fact that the 
greater number of items produced and 
shipped from the Island are smaller 
than those exported from Central Am­
erican points. The opinion is general­
ly held on the Island that the tax Is 
aimed at the American fruit com­
panies controlling the banana trade 
who are regarded as monopolists, and 
not intended to discriminate against 
Jamaica. This, however, will not Im­
prove the situation In Jamaica unless 
there are modifications in the propos­
ed tax. The total export of bananas 
from Jamaica to the United States 
now exceeds 17,000,000 bunches per an-

Montreal, Jiine 27.—The news of the 
past week has been mostly of a favor­
able character, so far as the stock 
market is concerned. The bears, as 
Is only natural, continue to make the 
most of their opportunity and it is 
not surprising that the situation in 
the Balkans has been preented In a 
most menacing light As a matter of 
fact the conditions are none too fav­
orable there at the best, but they are 
far from being as hopeless as the news 
would indicate. There has evidently 
been fighting between Bervla and 
Bulgaria, but it has been nothing like 
as serious as has been painted.

With the exception of this the news 
has been very 
particularly the 
dian n-op situation Is taken into con­
sideration. The outlook for the crops 
Is now all that could be asked for. The 
weather is perhaps a little cool, hut 
rains have fallen and the growth is 
reported excellent. As to the money 
situation, this continues unchanged. 
Neither In Montreal nor Toronto 
anywhere else in Canada Is there 
money to spare. That real estate men 
nave got thmeselves into a bad fix 
and that payments are coming due 
which there Is no possibility of meet­
ing is shown by the fact that as high 
as twelve per cent, has been offered 
by some of them for money. The state- 
ment is reiterated that the banks 
have absolutely closed down on the 
real estate business and that wherev­
er possible they will follow up money 
which has been diverted into chan­
nels other than those for which it 
claimed the money was required. None 
of this, however, need have any very 
discouraging effect inasmuch as noth­
ing will take place other than that 
the price of real estate will come down 
and it, will be easier hereafter for In­
dustries to make their purchases of 
land for the purposes for which land 
Is required.

The, turnover for stocks during the 
week has not been as great as during 
the past few weeks. The reason for 
this would seem to be that prices have 
now got down to a basis below which 
It will he very difficult to force them, 
owing to the fact that the return on 
the investment is very large on com­
paratively all stocks.

Probably the feature of the week 
has been Ottawa Power which from 
183 with dividends of $3 and rights 
valued at 23, broke after the dividends 
and rights were off to 143, the rights 
being down below $19. The price of the 
stock is back again, however, and the 
rights at $20. As the dividend is 10 
p. c„ it will be seen what snaps are 
available in the market.

A Civic Picture Gallery afPleasant Functions, Last Even­
ing, by High School and St 
Vincent’s Alumni — Excel­
lent Program Carried Out

Sherman Johnston in Court 
Yesterday Afternoon — A 
Duck Cove Theft Case — 
Boylen Remanded to Jail.

Men who have Served City 
as Mayor Since ^785, is
Idea.

The Mayor Is trying to secure por­
traits of the men who have filled the 
position of chief magistrate of the 
city, in order to form a portrait gal­
lery at city hall. It may surprise many 
people to learn that previous to yes­
terday they could not have gone to 
city hall and seen a photo of any of 
the men who have served the city In 
the capacity of Mayor. The first photo 
of a former mayor of the city was 
secured yesterday when Mayor Frink 
started his proposed portrait gallery 
by placing on view an enlarged photo 
of Isaac Woodward who was mayor 
of the city from 1863 to 1866, having 
succeeded Thomas McAVtty In the 
office. Since Its Incorporation In 1785, 
the city has had 43 mayors, and It la 
the hope of His Worship that the citi­
zens will assist him In securing pho­
tos of all those who have occupied the 
office of chief magistrate.

The following have been mayors of 
St. John:

Graduates of different years dating

The large hall was 
daintily decorated and the mottoes and 
class groups of each year adorning 
the walls of the hall were the subject 
of much Interest to the older graduates 
who took particular delight in scrutin­
izing carefully the group of his or her 
particular class.

and many interesting Incidents re­
called. One of the oldest, graduates 
present last evening was William M. 
Jarvis, who was a member of the 
class In 1854.

After there had been a reunion of 
the different year’s graduates a short 
musical programme was carried out. 
This was followed by a well chosen 
programme pf dances, and the gather­
ing broke up with the singing of Auld 
Lang Syne.

The evening's programme was op­
ened with a selection by the High 
School orchestra. In a very pleasing 
address Miss Walker then welcomed 
the 1913 graduates as guests of the 
alumnae. A vocal solo was rendered 
by Miss Fenton. The High School 
quartette, composed of Misses Brown, 
Blanch, McLean and Stamers contrib­
uted a nicêly rendered vocal selection. 
Miss Blossom Baird was heard In a 
reading, "The Highwayman,” by Al­
fred Noyes. A eolo was sung by Miss 
Mable Williams.

A brief hut interesting address was 
delivered by Miss Jessie Lawson, who 
reviewed the work of the alumnae. The 
alumnae of the High School was start­
ed by the girls of the old Victoria 
High School about 22 years ago. The 
Idea was carried out in the old Gram­
mar School and when the schools were 
brought together under the High 
School the alumnae was continued, 
adding each year to its ranks until it 
now has a very large number.

A plan which will be undertaken by 
the alumnae this year will be the 
collecting of the history of three high 
schools, and the securing of the names 
of all the graduates. When the history 
Is collected It will be printed and sold 
to enhance the funds of the alumnae.

Dr. Malcolm spoke briefly on the 
Object of the alumni and presented to 
D. Gordon Wlllet, the class leader, the 
life membership pin.

Kelly’s orchestra was in attendance 
and after the short musical programme 
had been completed dancing was en­
joyed. Refreshments were served and 
the evening’s entertainment closed 
about eleven o’clock.

Mrs. Johnston claimed that she was 
In 111 health and during a cross-ex­
amination by Mr. Belyea the woman 
delayed the proceedings at times 
while she rested her head In her 
hands and burst Into tears. Mrs. 
Johnston stated that her physician 
ordered her to go to the country for 
a time and accordingly she took her 
child and departed, going to friends 
in Belllsle. When she returned a 
few days ago she found that her hus­
band had closed up their home on 
Somerset street and had removed the 
furniture, or sold It, so. Instead of 
finding a comfortable home on her 
return, she found herself homeless.

Johnston was remanded to jail and 
the ease will be resumed this morn­
ing at 9 o'clock.

Herbert Sprague was before Magis­
trate Ritchie yesterday afternoon and 
pleaded guHty to stealing. The charge 
on which Sprague was arrested was 
for stealing a gramophone from D. R. 
Jack’s summer cottage at Duck 
Cove about two years ago. After the 
theft Sprague disappeared from the 
city for a long time and recently 
when he was seen on the streets 
again he was arrested. He was sen­
tenced to jail for twelve months.

Charles Boylon, who has been In 
Jail for a few days on the charge 
of being a participant In a fight with 
John Kelly, in which the latter re­
ceived a broken leg, was before the 
court and remanded as he could not 
obtain two sureties of two hundred

this- fall. The officials- who conducted 
thq courses of Instruction In fruit 
raising In many parts of the province 
gave considerable attention to the mat­
ter of packing apples, and the qualities 
considered desirable in- exhibits, 
as their lectures were largely attended 
it is believed there will be a more 
careful selection in the exhibits sent 
to the Fruit Show this year than has 
been the case in the past.

Mr. Batttscombe next proceeded to

The real 
difficulty lay in- the question of cost 
of how to provide the necessary struc­
tural work without crippling the enter­
prise by excessive expenditure of cap­
ital. In such a plant as we are consid­
ering the reservoir walls must, of 
course, be the most expensive Item.

When be 
turned from freedom he faced slav­
ery. When he turned from eervlce of 
humanity he became the slave of an 
aristocratic few. Whether a man’s 
life is filled with darkness or light de­
pends upon whether he turns his face 
or hi» back to Jesus Christ. Christ 
la the pivotal point of character both 
personal and national. Tell me 
whether a young man Is facing or 
has turned his back on Christ and I’ll 
tell you whether he Is composing an 
epitaph or a history.

The sinister nature of this personal 
tragedy developing in the life of Jud­
as discloses Itself at the Last Supper. 
He can imagine no fateful 
His mind Is in a different zone, 
servile fraternity "with powerful men; 
their promisé of preferment supple­
ment his own wistful anticipations. 
On the eve of greater honors he per- 
mit» himself a certain easeful famil­
iarity at the table. He hears his best 
friend say, "Verily one of you shall 
betray. His hand is now with mine 
In the dish." Their hands touch. Jes­
us bends over and quietly says. “What 
thou doestt, do quickly." Judas 
arises. The future beckons. He wel­
comes It. "He went out and It was 
night." Behind Is his best self. Ahead 
is the darkness. It is night within. 
For two days he seeks to retrieve him 
self. Half hoping, mostly desperate, 
he fight» with hte realization:. In the 
darkness he sees no light. Despair 
lays the murderer’s knife on hie heart 
Believing himself no longer worthy of 
human consideration or God’s for­
giveness, he takes his life and passes 
out into eternal darkness. Was there 
not some better way out? Is there 
not some better way out of these ex­
periences that fringe desperation and. 
moral failure? Jesus said. "I am the 
way, the truth and the life. Whoso­
ever cometh unto me I will in no wise 
cast out."

Charles Lamb returns from the bor­
der land to make reply-to our ques­
tion. At twenty he succumbs to the 
family malady and passes six weeks 
In a madhouse at Hoxon. The night 
envelops him. Then poverty meets 
tragedy and he has the support of 
the entire family thrown upon his 
young shoulders.
