Washington, D.C., Aug. 26—Although
Mr. Innes. the British charge and coun
sellor of the Embassy, who was re
called from his vacation on the Maine

* coast to carry out certain directions

of his government regarding the Pa-
legislation, remains - in
Washington, he has made no sign of
a purpose to present any fresh repre
sentations to the state department on
this subject,

The original British protest having
been ineffective in preventing the en-
actment of the objectionable legisla-
tion, and there being now & year and
a half to elapse before the question of
the actual payment of tolls in the canal
can become & practical one, there does
not appear to be special reason for
urgency in negotiations. These may
be expected to develop the position
both governments and possibly indi-
cate the future course of the British
in the event that a satisfactory ar-
rangement cannot be reached with th
United States, for the removal of the
threatened iscrimination against
British shipping.

Although President Taft was not
himself convinced of the soundness of
the assertion by Chairman Adamson
of the house committee on interstate
and foreign commerce, and other con-
gressmen that foreign ship owners al-
ready have at hand the means of test-
ing legally their right to use the Pa
nama canal on even terms with Ameri-
can shipping, it is believed that he is
perfectly willing to allow this issue
to be made up and tried out.

The possibility of the adoption of
this method of securing a judicial de-
termination of the British right, may
prevent the negotiations between the
two governments from being carried
to the point of an ultimatum for sev-
era] years at least.

Then when a British
vessel protests against the imposition
of tolls, her owners, if represented by
any agency in this country, might ap
ply to a United States circuit court
for a determination of their rights and
from that court an appeal might be
taken' by either party to the United
Stafes supreme court.

Returns to St. Augustine
After Fairly Successful

Exploration.

FIRST VISIT
OF WHITE MEN.

—

Well Wooded Tracts Traversed
For First Time By
ilized Man.

New York, Aug. 26.—Herbert L.
Bridgeman, of Brooklyn, announced
today that he had received a tele-
gram from Henry G. Bryant, presi
dent of the Philadelphia Geographical
Soclety, giving the fitst news of Mr
Bryant's exploring trip in Labrador.
Mr. Bryant left this city June 22nd
last and St. Augustin Labrader,
July 12, for a reconnaissance in a
part of Labrador never before travel
led by a white man. - Mr. Bryant re-
turned to St. Augustine on Saturday
and the following telegram was re
ceived today by Mr. Bridgeman:

“August 24-—Arrived today The
expedition was fairly succe sful, and
we are the first to explote and map
the St. Augustine River from the sea
to its source, a distance of 141 miles.
We traversed a region fairly timber-
ed, but unsuited to agriculture The
scenery of the central plateau of La
brador is of surpassing beauty. Our
provisions were ample. The Indians
deserted after four days but we suc-
cessfully covered two thirds of the
distance to Hamilton Inlet, when we
were obliged to return, owing to the
serious condition of one of the New
foundland canoe men who had injur-
ed & leg in running rapids. His dis
ability increased the hardships of the

rtage, the loi t and most difficult
fo i my experlence. The topographi-
cal reiufls are important gnd will es
sentially changé thé maps of the
river. The geological and entomelo-
gical specimens and photographs rec-

Awakening of Alberta.

Beef
and dairy produce would be about its
limit. There was usually a snow-
storm in September anyway and frost
any month in the year The spring
rains constituted a lood. Twice in one
geason trains could not go north from
Calgary for some days—oh one occa-
gion for nearly a fortnight. Old tim
ers beguiled the time by tales of by-
gone years when, on the Edmonton
trail, drinking water was bought by
the cup for man and could not be
pought at any price for his horse
But the pioneer was undaunted. The
western American especially, said:
“Your country is great! Your -dry
years are little worse than the aver-
age year in some of the central
states. Your conditions are similar to
those in the border states, but far
more favorable.”
So the soil was tilled, and for years
past frost and early snow have not
been a serious obstacle. There is a
sefentific reasen.

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DISASTROUS FIRE VISITED
BRUSSELS ST. LAST NIGHT

John E. Wilson’s Foundry, The Canada Brush
Company’s Plant, McGrath’s Department Store,
Daley’s Soda Water Factory and Other Build-
ings Burned--Loss will Easily Reach $50,000.

———

Fire which broke out last night at
11.30 o'clock in fhe John E. Wilson
foundry on Brussels street caused
damage to the extent of about $50,000,

Ag a result of the fire, the whole
wooden block occupled by the Wilson
foundry, The Canada Brush Company,
Michael McGrath's departmental store
and Willlam Daley's soda water fac-
tory was left & heap of smoulderihg
ruins,

A large three storey tenement 2d-
joining the foundry building was bad
ly gutted, & number of wooden build
ings in the rear of the premfses were
either wiped out or gutted, and the
occupants had a narrow escape fl'om
perishing in the flames. Qutside of
the fact that the fire started in the
foundry, little could be learned of
its origin so suddenly did it burst
through the walls, e

The fire is the worst which has vis-
ited Brussels street in years, and *hat
the whole block from Clarence street
to Brunswick was not wiped out was
due to absence of wind. Had a breeze
of even moderate volume been blow-
ing for the first hour the fire was in
progress, the damage would have been
much larger. Providentially, how-
ever, only a slight wind was blowing,
and this fact coupled with the per-
sistent efforts of the firemen kept the
flames from spreading to the adjoin-
ing buildings.

A Mass of Flames.

When the first sign of the fire was
discovered an alarm was sent in from
Box 15. On arriving at the scene the
firemen found the building a mass of
flames. Huge tongues of fire licked
the adjoining buildings; volumes of
flame were shooting heavenward, and
the intense heat sent out made the
neighborhood of the fire a very infer
no into which the firemen could pen
etrate only with tlié greatest difficul-
ty.

A second alarm was immediately
rung in, but for over an hour it ap-
peared an impossible task to save
the buildings in the rear and adjoin-
ing. From Brussels street to Erin
street the flames stretched likeé a wuli.
A dozen streams of water were quick-
ly playing on the fire, but despite the
struggles of the fire fighters the bat-
tle with the destructive element wag-
ed fiercely, with the odds greatly in
favor of the fire.

From the tenement houses near the
the burning buildings the occupants
escaped in scant clothing. What
household effects could be gathered
were removed, through the assistance
of spectators, children were carried
beyond danger, and the occupants of
the houses gathered on the sidewalk
to watch the destruction of their
homes.

A Great Reflection,

Everything that goes to make a fire
sensational was in evidence. From
nearly every section of the city the
reflection of the flames was visible.
Dense volumes of smoke rolled over
the town, carrying in their wake show-
ers of sparks. For over an hour resi-
dents as far away as Waterloo street
were threatened, as the sparks from
the fire settled on the roofs. A couple
of incipient blazes were arrested on
Waterloo street, and for hours resi-
dents in that section having requisi-
tioned every available pail, stood
guard on the roofs of their dwellings.

For nearly three hours the fire re-
sisted every effort of the firemen. Al-
though a dozen lines of hose played
on the flames, 8o great a headway had
the fire secured that very little ef-
fect was visible, About half past two,
however, nature took a hand in the un-
equal struggle, and an electrical
storm which had been brewing for
an hour burst with all its fury.

$50,000 Loss.

The entire damage wrought by the
fire will reach the $50,000 mark. The
wooden block in which the Wilson
foundry and other industrial concerns

were located, is nothinig but & mass |’

of charred and smouldering ruins. In
the rear were & number of smaller
wooden houses which are so badly gut-
ted as to be of little value.

The large three tenement house im
mediately adjoining the foundry on
Brussels street, although not entirely
destroyed, is badly gutted by fire and
water. In addition to the damage from
the loss of the buildings themselves,
the damage resulting from destruction
of- stock, machinery stored in
Wilson building at the time of the fire
will reach the thousands.

In addition to the stock in the J.
K. Wilson factory,-and which is great,
the Canada Brush Company stock was
valued at about $20,000. Michael Mc-
Grath, who kept a large departmental
store in the block, is also a heavy los-
er. At the time of the fire he ¢
a large assortment of goods, consist-
ing of furniture; crockery, ete. Of all
this only the account books were res-
cued. Willlam Daley’s eatire stock and
equipment for the manufacture of
soda water was destroyed, and the
loss incurred will be great, as he had
no insurance on the stock. It could
not be ascertained this morning the
amount gf insurance carrled by Mr
Wilson or the others, but it is under-
stood that they will' lose heavily. 1

The fire was still smouldering at
the hour of going to press,
