The Laborers’ Benevolent Society.

Any one wno has witnessed, during the
last four years, the lgng processions of
respectably dressed men who, at times,
turn out to attend funerals, may bave
an interest in the workings of a Society
who labor in the cause of benevolence, and
a desire to know semething of the organi-
zation. The Laborer’s Bonevolent Society
was organized in June, 1865. The exe-
cutive members are a President, Vice
President, Secretary, Treasarer, and a
Committee of Management of twelve mem
bers. There are no salaried officers but
the Secretary, who receives an allowance
for his work, which is the keeping in order
the discordant element of from 600 to a
1,000 men. The officers are :—

The Committee of Management are:—

The duties of the Committee are general,
embracing the sattlement of quarrels bet-
ween the men and their employers, visiting
the sick and all other questions concern-
ing the society. Two members of the com-
mittee each take a month visiting the sick;
one of the others, either President, Vice or
Secretary, takes six weeks of a term and
visits the sick weekly. These must be
qualified members and on the list as pay-
ing their dues, which are twenty five cents
a month. There are now abont 600 men
direct paying mombers on the lists. Though
the Society is composed of laborers it is of
a certain class, what are known as *‘ long
shore men.”’ These men work atloadingand
unloading vessels, and scowing deals. This
work is of the heaviest kind,very laborious,
and eoncerns more the welfare of the city
thaf any other class. As it is the custom
at the present day to describe the personal
appearance of the country gentlemen who
become members of Provincial Govern-
ment, we will give a short sketch of Mr.
John O’Conrell,

and who is to all intents and purposes tle
ruling spirit of the Society. We inter-
viewed Mr. O'Connell ard found him to be
a man about five feet eight inches in

we pad for sick, dsabled, and burials, ,

pense ', including salary of Secretary and
rent of hall, amounted to $4,500 Our
rules and regulations are copied from no
other Soci ty. All denominations. are
members ; persons of any religion may
join us ; but we are no bran h of Commu-
nists or Internationali ts, though we don’t
dislike them. The clergy have never
helped us or interfered with us. We have
our rights these time ,and no mistake,
though we don’t abuse them.

THE STEVEDORES

tricd to break usup once, but it didn’e
amount to much. There was a row last
year. A few young fellows got it up.
Liquor was the cause ot that row. That
was the only one of any consequence. We
hold monthly meetings in Paddock’s build-
ing. All are supposed to attend those
meetings. Every measure has to be voted
on, and the officers rarely seek to initiate
a moasure. We are ferfectly sure the So-
ciety has helped the morals of the olace
and the men. Every week visitations of
the sick are made, reported on, and allow-

$10,000. During that time all other ex-l

ances made.”’

The Society seems to be pretty thorough-
ly worked, and all display and expense
avoided. They have as yet no library or
reading room, the physical wants of the
body having as yet procedence. Rut the
Society is constantly improving, as the
Secretary forcibly said ; the young men
are getting more ambitious every day ; and
what they do is with an aim and purpose.

We have endeavoured to give an idea of
the workings of this Society whose aims
and ohbjects every ship that comes into our
harbor feels, and the influence it exercises
on the greatest of all our interests in this
port, that of the lumber and shipping.

Too Good to Last.

Numerous admirers of Isaak Walton,—
albeit 1saak probably never fished through
an ice-hole a foot square, on a moonlight
night, in the dead of winter,—have been
indulging their propensity for Bass at Red
Bank on the Miramichi River. A ¢‘ North
West’’ correspondent of the Union Advo-
cate,—sensational paper, holding forth at
Newcastle,—remarks calmly : —

They have now been at work five or six
nights, with increasing success, only work-
ing a few hours each night, and realizing
from five to filty dollars per man. Many
small boys make from five to twenty dollars
for a tew hours. The Bass weighed trom
two to twenty pounds, and realized cash on
the spot. One man went home this morn-
ing with about fifty-siz dollars for his
night’s work. Now, young men, talk of
you cutting pine logs in the Valleys of
Aligania or running on co-operation drives
en the Susquehanna, but beat this if you
can.

It this would only last °¢all the year
round,”’ every day would probably be Fri-
day in the fishy North—or, rather, North
West.

Spicy but Incredible.

The Halifax Colonist veh>mently assails
the press of Halifax supporting the Local
Government, and charges that its action is

members of the Siciety, he was dressed in
accordance in a plain working dress, and
the only distinguishing characteristic from
the large budy under his guidance is &
pair of expressive, determined eyes that
lovk straight at the person who speaks to
him. Ile comes right to tho point, knows
the value of a dollar, and keeps the books
of the Society, the pay rolls, the sick llsts
and everything else with a neatness. cor-
rectness and care which enable him to re-
tain a hold, which, as long as they allow
him to do, the society may rest assured he
has the knowledge and tact sufficient to
keep them about even with the mill owners
and stevedores, if not a little more so. Mr.
0’Connell told us that the principal reason
the society was organized was only to
SECURE FAIR PLAY
to have an agreement and to work up to it.
Previously the men would be engaged at
certain wages, and perhaps be not paid for
months afterwards; in the meantime
wages would fall perhaps one half. Many
would pay the men their old wages at the
diminished rate. That’s all done away
with now. Men are paid every Saturday
night, and all arc better satisfied.
THE WAGES
are $2 a day for the six summer months of
ten hours a day, and the same wages for
nine hours a day for the six winter months.
A man has to be a member twelve months
before he rcceives any benefits. Then, if
taken sick, he reccives §2 50 per week.
Many have already received from $100 tu
$500 each. John Shanahan a member
twelve months ; June 1st, 1866, took sick :
his family received up to May 9th, 18¢8,
$257 50, exclusive of §2) burial money
'The members are all buried by the Society,
or have a right to be if de ired. Number
64 on the list, Dennis Sullivan, from June
8th. 1867, to April 15th, 1871, received
$506.75. la fact, this Socicty, with its
simple code of rules involves inits working
all the great principles that cause nine-
tenths of all legislation. It is a Life Insur-
ance, Accident, Puor Law, Temperance and
Equitable Suciety.
TEMPERANCE
is enforced to as great an extent as the
officers can do so. 'There are a few of the
members who drink but their number is
small. All the officers are temperate men.
Mr. O°Connell said this with ardent pride.
lle remarked :—‘* Over two dozen em-
bers nave received [tom $100 to ®500 sv far

not wholly disinterested. It declares that—

The former are permitted to divide some-
thing overy twenty -five thousand dollars a
year between the three of them, under the
cover of publie printing. And a large
portion of this is obtained by the conniv-
ance of the Government in ascaleof charges
so flagrantly and scandalously dishonest
that an hour s investigation by a committee
of the Legislature would elicit proofs of
the fact sufficient to compel some ot the
parties to disgorge thousands of dollars of
which they have thus dishonestly possessed
themselves during the past three or four
years. And when we further state that
hree or four members of the Government
have a direct pecuniary interest in this
plunder, as stockholders and directers of
some of the newspaper establishments to
which we refer, the desperation of the
organs will no longer be a subject of as-
tonishment.

The Anti press must have been astonish-
ed at the Colonist pressing such a charge,
and we shall expect to hear of them repu-
diating it with great vigor.

Board of Trade.

Among the resolutions passed by the
Dominion Board of Trade oa Saturday was
one * recommending the Government to
appoint a Resident Commercial Agent at
Washington, to assist in the settlement of
Commercial disputes.” This, we take it,
weans an official lobbyist. Another reso-
lution passed was one, on motion of Mr.
Berton, of St. John, recommending the
(Government to construct a breakwater at
Richibucto. This is a proper stgp ; altho’
it seems rather humiliating to be obliged
to admit that the representatives ot Kent
County in Parliament are not sufficiently
influential to secure the erection of a small
breakwater without the intervention of the
Dominion Board of Trade. 1t is greatly
to be regretted that such a course has been
rendercd necessary in this instance, as the
Board, no doubt,will be called on frequently
henceforth to use its good uffices for similar
winor public works. Nothing better,
howerver, can be done in the case of Kent
until after the next election. The present
M. P., Mr. Renaud, has had his indepen-
dence sadly smothered, first, by accepting a
purse from members of the Dominion Gov-
ernment, who sympathized decply with
him on the lossof a “‘jack-knile”” saw mill,
and, secondly, through being interested in
a contract on the Intercolonial Railway.

A new Patented Stove.

"The ** Intercolonial” is a new Self Feed-
ing Stove for burning Soft Coal and con-
suming the smoke. Mr. John Warren, of
Montreal is the Inventor. It has been
tested in every way and highly spoken of
by Montreal, papers. Mr. Warren has one
set up in Barnes’s Hotel for. inspection,
and will explain its workings during this
week. The stove has the appearance of an
ordinary self feeding stove, but differs in
the construction of the cylinders from the
self feeding stoves used for burning Hard
Coal. The stove is fed at the top and the
magazines are double,one of which rotates,
causing the coal to fall evenly on the fire.
The air passage between the magazines is
for the double purpose of effecting the com-
bustion of the gases and preventing the
cylinders from burning out. It consumes
about seventy-five pounds of soft coal or
glack in twenty-four hours. The stove is
provided with a double draft and ventila-
tor. A Joint Stock Company is being or-
ganized in Montreal lor its manufacture,
and an agency will be opened in St. John.

A Wild Man.

One of the ¢ wild men of the woods,”
of whose sxtraordinary exploits we hav
heard so many different versions, was re
cently killed in Livermore Valley, Califor-
nia, while in the act of levelling a Henry
rifle at the head of a ranchman named
Mullen. The wild man had been in the
habit of making unexpected visits to the
base of Mont Diablo, as it was supposed,
for the purpose of taking the life of Mul-
len, for whom he bhad conceived a deadly
hatred.

When
the rags upon the body were searched, evi-
dence was tound which went to prove that
the wretched creature had once borne the
name of Peavy, and that he bad been a
resident of New England. To judge from
the length of his hair and beard, which
grew in straggled masses to his waist, he

must have been in a wild-state for many
-sars. The Californian_rural journalists
will be the principal sufferers by his death,
the vagaries of the poor fellow baving
furnished them for a long time with a basis
for the major portion of their most as-
tounding sensations.

Under this title we find in the London
Times, of the lst inst., a letter to the
Editor, signed ‘* Fennings Tavrowr, Cliff-
side, Ottawa.’” Mr. Taylor had been
Clerk of the Legislative Council of old
Canada ;—later, he was Chief Clerk of the
Senate of the Dominion until recently re-
tired by the Government on a Pension.
Mr. Taylor has had some experience as a
writer for the Press, and he lately pub
lished a work on Distinguished Canadians,
illustrated by Notman. Although his
success in this field of labor has probably
not been commensurate with his own
estimate of his abilities, the circumstance
does not appear to have diminished his desire
to write. His letter to the Times, doubt-
less, conveys a correct impression of what
transpired relative to the Ballot under his
eyes in old Canada ; but when he comes
to deal with events which occurred at a
distance, he betrays an amount of ignor-
ance that is truly distressing when wit
nessed in the case of a gentleman whose
facilities for informing himself have been
50 ample and inexpensive.

Mr. Taylor belongs to the old school—as
most gentlemen on the Pension List may
be said to belong. = He is truly *‘ conserva-
tive.” The Ballot to him is an abomina-
tion. He desires to prevent its introduction
into English politics, trusting to its post-
ponement in England leading to its post-
ponement in the Dominion as a whole.
Hence his letter to the Times, in which he
declares that * the Ballot has received
but scant encouragement in the Legisla-
ture of Canada ;’’ that, ‘‘ with one excep-
tion, it has been avoided by every Province
of the Dominion ;’ that ‘¢ in the excepted
Province [New Brunswick], afteran expe-
rience. of fifteen years, the trial has left mo
ampression on the minds of thosc who had
the opportunity of watching its operations
and estimating its worth;”” and that the
inhabitants of Canada * have arrived at
what may be regarded as a unanimous con-
clusion that the secret system of voting has
no special charm to recommend it.”’

‘We need scarcely explain to New Bruns-
wick readers that each of these proposi-
tions is- essentially untrue. Mr. Taylor
ought to have known that in two Provin-
ces of the Dominion the Legislatures

have decrced that the Ballot is neves-

sary to the proper conducting of Hlec-
tions ; that in Nova Scotia, as well as in
New Brunswick, elections to the Assembly
are held under the protection of the Bal-
lot ; and thatin New Brunswick the Domin-
ion Elections are held under the same
mode of voting. He ought to have known
that when the Dominion Government pro-
posed to deprive this Province of the Bal-
lot, the Press and people of all parties
protested energetically and constantly
against the contemplated outrage, and that
in deference to an overwhelming express-
ion of public sentiment the Government
decided to retrace their steps. If Mr. Tay-
lor will take the trouble to sound mem-
bers of the present Parliament, Le will
probably discover that a large iproportion
of them favor the Ballot ; and if he is gifted
with common foresight and will but lay
aside his conservative prejudices, he will
arrive at the conclusion that it is only
a question of a few years When * Vote by
“Ballot” will be the law of the Dominion
from Victoria to Cape Breton.

But it is to Mr. Fennings Taylor’s nar-
rative of the manner in which the Ballot
became incorporated in the Lawsof New
Brunswick that we take most decided ob-
jection. He couples the Prohibitory Liguor
Law and the Ballot Law ; states that they
were the products of ** an Administration,
composed of men withont administrative
experience:’”’ and that the former was
quickly repealed. Ot the Ballot he says —

¢t I have looked through the journals of
the Assembly of that Province for the year
1855, the year in which the Act was passed,
and I can find no entry whatever of any
getition baving been p,r\esen_ted to that

ody on the subject. The journals are
silent, and one maz assume, therefore, with-
out extravagance, that the constituencies were

silent also. Apparently no one wanted the
Ballot, and no one objected to 1t., The Act,
8o far as it related to the introduction ol
the ¢ secret’ system of voting. appears to
have been received with indifference, for
the Ballot clauses were discussed without
any evidence of feeling, accepted without
any show of gratitude, and, as will appear
presently, put aside without any expression
of regret.”’

In charity, we shall not ascribe to the
author of such stuff as this a desire to wil
fully mis-represent the legislation of the
Province :(—we charge it simply to account
of his ignorance,—ignorance, however, of
the grossest description,—ignorance and
carelessness that would disgrace the
merest school-boy engaged on his first
specimen of ‘¢ composition.”’

By the allegation that the Ballot clauses
of the Election Act have since ‘‘ been put
aside,” Mr. Taylor meaos to allude to the
fact that the Quebec Delegates did not
agree to Vote by Ballot,~~that isall; yet
the statement is made in such a manner as
to leave the impression that the people of
New Brunswick favored the abolition of
the Bullot! The references to the inex-
perience of the politicians who introduced
and carried the Ballot through the Legis-
lature, and the ‘‘ indifference” of the peo-
ple who did not *‘ petition,” are equally
absurd and untrue. Among the inexpe-
ricnced men, who supported such Reform
measures as the Ballot, were the
present Minister of Customs for the
Dominion, the Minister of Fisheries,

several Senators, the Hon. A. J.
Smith, M. P., the present Chief Justice of
New Brunswick, the present Governor of
New Brunswick, and other able men,—the
very ablest, take the Legislature all in all,

| that our Province has ever produced. The

absence of petitions is easily accounted

for. We will guarantee that Mr. Taylor
found in the. journals which he searched
so diligently, no mention of petitions in
favor of Responsible Government. Yet the
demands for the new system of Govern-
ment and the new system of Voting were
made simultaneously, were discussed sim-
ultaneously, and if they were not inaug-
urated at the same time, it was due to the
fact that the friends of Responsible Gov-
croment had first to secure the reins of
power before working out the details of
various reforms to which they stood
pledged. At every Hustings in the Prov-
ince, the question of the Ballot was dis

cussed and the candidates publicly pledged.
Petitions were no more necessary in the
case of the Ballot than in the inauguration
of Responsible Government. A large ma-
jority of the members were returned to
carry out certain measures of Reform, and,
as time permitted, these measures were
taken up and passed, without the inter~
vention of petitions or other outside pres

sure. And the Ballot that was then given
to the people of New Brunswick, with
God’s help they propose to keep. Un-

der the Ballot this Province has enjoyed
peaceful elections. It has diminished party
strife. Scenes of riot and murder, such
as have been witnessed in * Conservative’’
Qucbec, are unknown in New Brunswick.
We have had under it purer public men
tLan we otherwise would have secured,—
men who #ppeel to reason and facts, in-
stead of brute ‘force and election rowdyism.
Although bribéiyis still practiced under
the Dominion Wdt, because of no stringent
provisions for'its wuppression, it is equally
true that thisform of corruption is less in-
fluential thdn formerly ; and a more correct
expression of public sentiment is certainly
obtainable. For these and other reasons,
New Branswick will cling to the Ballot
and secret, voting, and make its voice heard

‘| in Parliament and elsewhere should an at-

tempt be made to deprive her of it. For
these reasons, and because Mr. Taylor’s
statements, circulated through the English
Press, are calculated to lower the intelli-
genceof our Province in the estimation of
the British people, we protest against his
absard historical narrative, and his ridicu-
lously false deductions; and we can not
but express our regret that the pen of an
official who has stood, and perbaps yet
stands, so near the Government of the
Dominion, should have been employed in a
manner so wholly uncalled for and defama-
tory.

Personal Politics.---The West-
moreland Election.

A vacancy having occurred in Westmore-
‘land’s representation in the House of As-
sembly, several candidates have taken the
field. ‘Of these, one, Mr. Welsh, of Bots-
ford Parish. announces himself in favor of
Seetarian Schools. Mr. Welsh has the
reputation of being ‘‘ tonguey,” and his
candidature, on this as on former occasions,
is understood to be the cffspring of that
irresistible love of fun which even the
serious gravity of an election contest fails
to repress. Nevertheless, supposing, for
the sake of argument, Mr. Welsh to be
earnestly bent on running, he descrves
credit for manfully stating his platform;
and our principal regret when he retires on
Nomination Day will be that his with-
drawal will prevent the issue which he
raises being pronounced upon by the elce-
tors. Another candidate, Mr. R. A. Chag-
man, of Rockland, is equally explicit in
his card. He takes issue at once with the
Local Government,declares himself opposed
to them, and challenges them on the ground
of their extravagance and mismanagement.
In Westmoreland, as elsewhere, there has
been a growing dissatistaction with the
Government,—so strong, indeed, had this
become that circumstances seemed to point
to the retirement of Mr. Moore from the
Council, had he lived to take hisseat in the
The Government has
been called aGovernment of *‘Delegations,”
which are often very costly and otherwise
unsatisfactory affairs,—and in Westmore-
land, so restless under even light taxation,
Government extravagance is the unpar-
donable sin. The Government has also
been regarded as too largely in the harnds
of one or two men,—the prominence which
Messrs. Hatheway and Kelly have assumed
not being consistent with the ideas enter-
tained in Westmoreland of what is due to
representatives of other sections. Even
among the friends of the School Act the
feeling is very strong, and finds frequent
expression, that the procrastination which
has attended the working of the Act,—the
extraordinary and inexplicable deiays that
have arisen within the Government’s
sphere of action, has contributed largely to
the temporary unpopularity of the measure
in some of the rural districts. Mr. Chap-
man, therefore, in declaring himself in
opposition to the Government, represents
a living, active principle in Westmoreland
politics, and finds himselt in harmony, no
doubt, with a large majority of the Elec-
tors. A third candidate, Mr. Ilumphries,
can scarcely be said to occupy so pro-
nounced a position. His Card is ‘‘ non
committal’’ in all matters, high or low,
at a time when sach a policy is at a dis-
count in Westmoreland. 1t is not stated,
either in his Card or by his friends,
whether he is for or against Sectarian
Schools, or for or against the Local
Government. Without any desire to speak
disrespectfully of Mr. Humphries, we may
nevertheless state that the Card,—which
may not, perhaps, be drawn up entirely to
his own satisfaction,—is regarded in the
light of & ¢* trimmer’s’’ effort to balance
himself between all parties. It isnot a
straightforward document, such as the
people had a right to expect - from
Mr. Humphries at time when
the constituency, whether right or wrong,
is earnestly demanding the political creed
of aspirants to its favor. [t bears, rather,
the marks of a short sighted craltiness that
s:Jdom fails to deleats its own object ; and
this impression is confirmed by a knowledge
of the fact that the carly and hasty ap-
pearance of the Card was the result ol an

a

carnest effort (not his own) to force him |
upon the Upper Parishes as their candi-

date, whether they consented or not. It

can not be unknown to Mr. Humphries

that many leading men in these Parishes

preferred Mr. A E. Killam, of Petitcodiac,

to himself, or that requisitions to Mr. Kil-

lam were being signed at the very time his

Card was issued—that, in short, he was

rushed belore the public by the men be-

hind_the sccnes for the express purpose of

defeating the aspirations of other gentle-

men quite as worthy as himself of public

confidence. If to these circumstances is

added the suspicion which has seized on

many of the electors, namely, that Mr.

Humphries is the nominee of a business
coterie that has drawn upon itself the hos-
tility of all the merchants in every part of
Westmoreland, and that his appearance in
the field is as much related to certain pri-
vate and business operations as to any pub-
lic measures, we find cause for believing
that his success in the present contest is
simply out ot the question. The time is
not auspicious in Westmoreland County
for a display of Personal Politics so marked
and peculiar.

Snowed Up on the Pacific Railway.

The recent experience of the snow-bound
passengers on the Pacific Railway must
have reminded them of the days of the
overland mail. Twenty days elapsed ere
the 800 travellers who entered the cars at
San Francisco left them at Chicago, and a
sorry set of beings they were, too, on their
arrival at the latter place. No provision
had been made for establishing a permanent
residence on the plains, and consequently
the supplies of fuel and food proved to be
s)mewhat inadequate, yet there was little
actual suffering, except nervous and men-
td. The passengers formed a hetero-
g neous crowd, and amused themselves in
various interesting ways. At first, the
chief pastimes were card-playing, swearing
and pulling at pocketflasks. Then forag-
ing parties were organized, and elk ard
antelope steaks for a_time_replenished the
train’s larder. Among tife company were
Congressmen Cole and Sargent. of Cali
fornia, several army officers, foreign con-
suls, Russians and Chinamen. Susan B
Anthony was on her way from San Fran
¢isco toWashington. She took her hard tack
and coffee with the rest, and was happy.
Two clergymen were also of the party. and
conducted Divine worship on Sunday, the
music being extorted from a cabinet organ
by a young lady passenger and all joined
in the chotus At a frontier sett'cmert
where the locomotives stopped for repairs
a grand ball was improvised and partici
pated in by all until a very late hour, a
guitar and mouth harmonicon furnishing
the in-tive power. With sports like thesz
were all their .cares beguiled, until they
descended, like wolves upon a sheep-fold,
upon the well laden hotel tables of the new
Chicago.

England’s Financial Position.

It is clear, observes the London Daily
News, that Mr. Lowe took too gloomy a
view of affairs nine monthsago. Itisonly
fair, however, to remember that the coun-
try was then under the influence of im-
pressions which discouraged anything like
a sanguine view of the future. In ordinary
circumstances we should not praise a Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer who miscalculated
the year’s revenue by the sum of £2,000,
000 ; we have now. however, the advantage
of the sacrifices to which we submitted.
Of course the additional two pence in the
pound must come off the income tax. Ilow
much besides the Government can spare
will depend upon the. expenditure of the
year. It will be remembered that the
Budget was constructed on the assumption
that the expenditure was to be £3.000,000
more than in the last year, and as far as
can be ascertained it is in this respect as
good as its word. One thing should be
remembered in dealing with the question
of expenditure. The large revenue we
have been contemplating represents a state
ot prosperity undoubtedly real, and at the
same time very exceptional. Our Com-
merce was never so extepsive and brisk.
We are exporting enormously. Money is
cheap, corn is not dear, wages are paid
with a profusion unknown before. DBut we
have many warnings. Prices are very
high, and money may suddenly become
dear. The present degree of prosperity
may, and we trust will, continue for along
time yet; but the turn will come, and
with it the time when tazes will press
much more than they do now. 1t is for us
to take advantage of a state of things
exceptionally favorable, and to place our-
selves in a good condition for the future.

Hawkers on Railroad Cars.

To travellers—and who in Amecrica is
not at times a traveller >—the boy peddler
who passes through the cars offering for
sale weekly papers, pop-corn, candles or
apples is a well known character. Watch-
ing the success ol one of these boysin a
full car, it will be noticed that only here
and there an illustrated paper, a package
of gum drops or an apple is wanted. 1f
the boys would put their varied articles ol
tsade into one huge bundle, and make only
a single trip through-the length of the
train, they would be less troublesore than
they now are to many passengers.

one end of the car to the other; he then
returns to his starting-point at the door,
whence he p1oc:eds to pick up his pack

At
our own port the enterprising firm of
Scammell Bros., we may say, have becn
the first to adopt the three-masted rig for
their large schooners the *¢ Lothair” and
¢ Fred. E. Scammell,”” and these vessels
must have proved a success, for this firm
have now in course of construction, in
their yard at Portland, another schooner
of the same description, larger than the
others. being 120ft. length of keel, 28I¢.
2 in. breadth of beam, and 10ft. 6in. depth
of hold. The above and the Annie Day-
ard, owned by Capt. Whelpley and others,
are the only three-masted vessels which
have been built Lere, except a fine vessel
built by Mr. Travis, of Indiintown,a num
ber of years ago, which, we believe, was
sold in New Zealand.

We trust others of our shipbuilding
firms wiil find it advantageous to follow
such favorable examples.

1871, and January 15th, 1872,

2. That the Boundaries et School Districts es-
tablished under the authority of *the Common
Schoots Act, 1871,”’ will shortly be posted in each
School Distriet of the Province.

3. That the first Annual behool Meeting will
be convened in the School Disiricts of the Pro-
vince on January 11th, 1872, at 10 o’clock, A. M.
by notices issned by the County Iospestors, an
may be continued till 4 o’clock, p. M.

4. That the duties and powers of the Annual
School Meeting. as prescribed by ** the Common
Schols Aet, 1871,” are, in brief, as follows:

(1). The' election from among the qualified
veters present(i. e, nersons resident in the
District and rated in the Parish Assess-
ment List in respeet of real and personal
property or income, and persons non-resi-
dent in the Parish but rated on property
in the District) of a Chairman to preside
over the meeting. The Chairman is to
determine s!l gnesticns of order, to take
the votes of qualifiad voters only, to decide
necording to the majority of votes, and to
give a casting vote in case of an equality
of votes,

(2). The election, from among the qualified
voters present, ¢f a Secretary to record its
proceedings. 5

(3). The election from among the qualified
voters of the District, three Trustees.
Teachers cannot be Trustees,

(4), The eleetion of an Auditor of the School
Accouuts for the ensuing year.

(5). To determine what amount shall be
raised by the District during the ensuing
year in supplement of the moneys provid-
ed towards Teachers, salaries by the Pro-
vince ard County, and for the purchase,
rent or improvement of School grounds
and buildings, the purchase, erection. re-
pair, furnishing and care of school-houses
and out-buildings, the purchase of fuel,
marps or apparatus and prescribed text-
books for the pupils of indigent parents,
the psyment of iunterest on money to be
borrowed bv the District, or any other ex-
penses required in providing an efficient
school.

Of the sum voted by the meeting, One Dollar
is to be collected from every male resident
21 years of age, and the balance is to be
assessed upon the property and income of
qualified voters,

If any sum is voted for the purchase of im-
provement of grounds, or for the purchase
or erection of school buildings, or the pui-
chase of furniture, the meeting is to autho-
rize the Trustees to borrow the money (if
so desired), and to fix the period (not to
excced seven years) within which the
amount borrowed shall be collected from
the Di-trict in equal yearly instalments.

(6). To authorize the Trustees to dispose of
any School property owned by the District
(if so desired). ;

(7), To authorize the Trustees to insure the
School buildicgs and furnitore (if so de
sired).

(8). To adjoarn to the next day at 10 o’clock,
A. M., and to continue till 4 o’clock. P. M.

5. That the Minutes of the School Meeting are
to be signed by the Chairman and Seccretary,
and deposited by the former with the Trustees.

6. That in case a District fails to exercise its
right of electing Trustees, the County Inspector
is to appoint them on the requisition of seven
gualified voters of the District.

7. That the fund for Teachers’ Salaries is to be
prrovided from Three Sources, viz.:—

(1). From the Provincial Treasury, at the fol-
lowing rates for the School Year:—

Second Class ** o
Third Class * 5

Class-room Assistants regularly empleyed
four hours per day are to receive one half
of the above amounts, according to the
class of License held.

Teacher: and Clbss-room Assistants em-
ployed in Districts entitled to speeial aid
as poor Districts, are to receive for the
following school year, at the rate of one-
third more than the grants sbove named.

In all cases one-half of the Provincial
Qrants are to be paid To TAE TEACHER3
and licensed assistants semi-annually. or
rateably according to the number of pre-
seribed teaching days the School shall
have been satisfactorily taught.

(2). From the School Fund provided by the
Counly Assessment, to be apportioned by
the Chicf Superintendent To THE TkUS-
TEES of the School Districts within each
County, as follows :—

(a.) At the rate of $20 for the school year,
in consideration of each licensed Teacher
employed: of whatever class.

(b.) The balance, by an equal rate per pupil
according to the average number of pupils
in attendance at School, and the number

this latter apportionment, special aid not
exccedingone third more per pupil than the
Trustees of other Districts within the
County.

One-halt of the County fund is to be appor-
tioned and paid somi annually.

No public moneys will be received by Dis-
tricts which fail to establish Schools under the
Act. It wiil' be observed that the amount
of Provineial and County moneys to be ex-
pended in any Distriet in aid of Schools will
depend almost exclusively upon lueal exertion,
or the direct effor:s made by the people of the
several Districts in maintaining the'r own
Schools. The sum to be received by the Teacher
from the Province is definite, but the exact
amount that will_be received by the Trustees
from the County Fund on account of the aver-
age attendarce of pupils, cannot be known at
the time of the School meeting. The mecting
should, theretfore, be careful in voting its esti-
mates to authorize a sum umply sufficient to en-
able the Trastees to meet the liabilities of the
School year. Any balance remaining in the
hands of the Trustees, is, of course, t» be car-
ried to the.credit of the next School year, while
any deficit aricsing from an authorized expendi-
ture may be carried forward and provided for in
the estimates of the following year.

The first disbursement of the County Fund will
be apportioned on the School attendance made
between January 5th and April 30th, inclusive.

8. That the Board of Education has preseribed
the following Regulations respecting contracts
with Teachers :—

(1). Form of Teacher’s Agreement: Bach
Teacher and assistant betore entering on
duty in any DListrict, is to make a written
agreement with the Board of 'I'rustees,

And the School Corporation agrees with the
