REV. T. DEWITT TALMA6E.

Beauty of the Gospel—HU Sub­
ject at the Tabernacle.

The Cathedral of Notre Dame 
in Paris Made the Subject

Of a Striking Comparison—The 
Symbolic Myrrh, Aloes and Cassia.

UROOklyn, Dec. 2. —New members 
were received at the Tabernacle this 
morning, making the communicant 
membership four thousand one hun­
dred and ninety-two. Multitudes of 
strangers from all parts of the earth 
were present, and all together, led on 
by organ and cornet, united in singing 
William Cowper’s hymn :

There to a fountain filled with blood 
Drawn from Emanuel’s veins:

And Kinneca plunged beneath Hint flood 
Lotte all their guilty «tains

The Rev. T. De Witt Talmage, D. D., 
preached an eloquent sermon on “The 
Fragrance of the Gospel,” taking for 
his text: “All thy garments smell of 
myrrh, and aloes, and cassia, out of 
the ivory palaces."—Psalms xlv, 8. 
Be said:

Among the grand adornments of the 
city of Paris is the Church of Notre 
Dame, with its great towers and elab­
orated rose windows and sculpturing 
of the last judgment, with tho trum­
peting angels and rising dead, its bat­
tlements of quarterfoil, its sacristy, 
with ribbed ceiling and statues of 
saints. But there was nothing in all 
that building which more vividly ap­
pealed to my plain republican tastes 
than the costly vestments which laid 
in oaken presses—robes that had been 
embroidered with gold, and been worn 
by popes and archbishops on great oc­
casions. There was a robe that had 
been warn by Pius VII at the crown­
ing of the first Napoleon. There was 
also a vestment that had been worn 
at the baptism of Napoleon II. As 
our guide opened tho oaken 
presses and brought out these vest­
ments of fabulous cost, and lifted 
them up, the fragrance of the pungent 
aromatics in which they had been pre­
served filled the place with a sweet­
ness that was almost oppressive. 
Nothing that had been done m stone 
more vividly impressed mo than these 
things that had been done in cloth, 
and embroidery, and perfume. But 
today I open the drawer of this text, 
and I look upon the kingly robes of 
Christ, and as I lift them, tiasliing with 
eternal jewels, the whole house is filled 
with tho aroma of these garments, 
which “smell of myrrh, and aloes, and 
cassia, out of the ivory palaces."

In my text the king steps forth. 
His robes rustle and blaze as he ad­
vances. His pomp and .power and 
glory overmaster the spectator. More 
brilliant is he than Queen Vashti, mov­
ing amid the Persian princes; than 
Marie Antoinette on tbe day when 
Louis XVI put upon her tho necklace 
of eight hundred diamonds: than Anne 
Boleyn tho day when Henry VIII wel­
comed her to his palace; all beauty 
and all pomp forgotten, while we 
stand in tbe presence of tbis imperial 
glory, King of Zion, King of Earth, 
King of heaven, King forever 1 
His garments not worn out, not 
dust Dedragglcd; but radiant and 
jeweled and redolent. It seems 
us if they must have been
heaven. The wardrobes from which 
they have been taken must have been 
sweet with clusters of camphiro and 
frankincense, and all manner of pre­
cious wood. Do you not inhale the 
odors? Ay, ay. They smell of mvrrh, 
and aloes, and cassia, out of the 
ivory palaces.
THE HISTORY AND SIGNIFICANCE OF

Your first curiosity is to know why 
the robes of Christ are odorous with 
mvrrh. This was a bright leafed 
Abyssinian plant It was trifoliated. 
The Greeks, Kgpvtians, Romans and 
Jews bought and sold it at a high, 
price. The first present that was over 
given to Christ was u sprig of mvrrh, 
thrown on his infantile bed in Beth­
lehem, and the last gift that Christ 
ever had was myrrh pressed into the 
cup of his crucifixion. Tho natives 
would take a stone and bruise the tree, 
and then it would exude a gum that 
would saturate all tho ground be­
neath. This gum was used for 
purposes of merchandise. One piece 
of it, no larger than a chestnut, would 
whelm a whole room with odors. It 
was put in closets, in chests, in draw­
ers, in rooms, and its perfume udhcitxl 
almost interminably to anything that 
was anywhere near it. So when in 
my text I read that Christ's garments 
smell of myrrh, I immediately con­
clude the exquisite sweetness of Jesus. 
I know that to many ho is only like 
any historical person; another John 
Howard, another philanthropic Obcr- 
lin. another Confucius, a grand sub­
ject fora painting, a heroic theme for 
n poem, a beautiful form for a 
statue; but to those who have heard 
his voice, and felt his pardon, 
and received his benediction, he 
is music, and light, cud warmth, 
and thrill, and eternal fragrance. 
Sweet ns a friend sti< king to you when 
all else betray. Lifting you up while 
others try to push you down. Not 
so much like morning glories, that 
bloom only when the sun is coining 
up, "nor like “four o'clooks." that 
bloom only when the sun is going 
down, but like myrrh, perpetually 
aromatic—the same morning, noon 
and night—yesterday, today, forever. 
It seems as if we cannot wear him ouL 
We put on him .all our burdens, and 
afflict him with all our griefs, and set 
him foremost in nil our battles, and 
yet lie is ready to lift, and to sym­
pathize, and to help. We have f.o‘im- 
jiosed upon him that one would think 
in eternal affront he would quit our 
soul; and yet today he addresses us 
with tho same tenderness, dawns upon 
us with the same smile, pities us with 
the same compassion.

There is no name like his for us. It 
is mom imperial tlmn Cmsnr's, more 
musical than Beethoven s, more con­
quering than Charlemagne'*, more 
eloouent than Cicero's. It throbs 
with all life, it weeps with all pathos. 
It groans with all pain. It sloops 
with all condescension. It breathe» 
with all perfume Who like Jesus to 
set a broken bone, to pity a homeless 
orphan, to nurse a sick man, to take a 
prodigal back without any scolding, to 
illumine a cemetery all plowed with 
graves, to make a queen unto God out 
of the lost woman of tlio street, to 
catch tho tears of human sorrow 
in a lachrymatory that shall never 
bo broken ? Who has such an 
eye to see our need, such a lip 
to kiss away our sorrow, such a hand 
to snatch us outof the fire, such a foot 
to trample our eriimies, such & heart 
to embrace All our necessities? I 
struggle for some metaphor with which 
to express him. He is not like the 
bursting forth of a full orchestra; that 
is too loud. He ia not like the sea 
when lashed to rage by the tempest; 
that is too boisterous. He is not like 
the mountain, its brow wreathed with 
the lightnings; that is too solitary. 
Give us à softer type, a gentler com­
parison. We have seemed to see him 
with our eyes, and to hear him 
with our ears, and to touch him with 
our hands. Oh, that today he might 
appear to some other one of our five 
senses! Ay, the nostril shall discover 
his presence. He cornea upon ua like 
«trio* «des from heaven. Yea Hi

garments smell of pungent, lasting 
and all pervasive myrrh.

Oh, that you all know his sweetness. 
How soon you would turn from your 
novels ! If the philosopher leaped out 
of his bath in a frenzy of joy, and 
clapped his hands, and rushed through 
the streets, because ho had found the 
solution of n mathematical problem, 
how will you feel leaping from the 
fountain of a Saviour’s mercy and par­
don, washed, clean, and made white 
as snow, when the question has been 
solved : “How can my soul be saved?” 
Naked, frost bitten, storm lashed soul, 
let Jesus this hour throw around thee 
the “garments that smell of myrrh, 
and aloes, and cassia, out of the ivory

THE BITTERNESS OF THE SAVIOUR’S 8UF-

Your second curiosity is to know 
why the robes of Jesus are odorous 
with aloes. There is some difference 
of opinion about where these aloes 
grow, what is the color of tlio flower, 
what is the particular appearance of 
the herb. Suffice it for you and me to 
know that aloes mean bitterness the 
world over, and when Christ comes 
with garments bearing that particular 
odor, they suggest tome the bitterness 
of a Saviour’s sufferings. Were there 
ever such nightsas Jesus lived through 
—nights on the mountains, nights on 
the sea, nights in the desert? Who 
ever liad such a hard reception as 
Jesus had? A hostelry the first, 
an unjust trial in oyer and ter­
miner another, a foul mouthed, 
yelling mob tlio last. Was there a 
space on bis back as wide os your two 
fingers where he was not whipped? 
Was there a space on his brow an inch 
square where he was not cut of the 
briers? When the spike struck at the 
instep, did it not go clear through to 
the hollow of the foot ? Oh, longTaeep, 
bitter pilgrimage. Aloes 1 Aloes 1

John leaned ^iis head on Christ, but 
who did Christ lean ou? Five thou­
sand men fed by the Saviour; who fed 
Jesus? Tho sympathy of a Saviour’s 
heart going out to the leper and the 
adulteress; but who soothed Christ? 
Denied both cradle and death bed, 
he had a fit place neither to be born 
nor to die. A poor babe ! A poor lad ! 
A poor youn-r man! Nut so much 
as a taper to cheer his dying hours. 
Even the candle of the sun snuffed 
out. Oh, was it not all aloes? All 
oursins, sorrows, bereavements, losses, 
and all the agonies of earth and hell 
picked up as in one cluster and 
squeezed into one cup, and that pressed 
to his lips, until tho acrid, nauseating, 
bitter draught was swallowed with a 
distorted countenance, and a shudder 
from head to foot, and a gurgling 
strangulation. Aloes! Aloes! Noth­
ing but aloes. All this for himself? 
All this to get the fame in the world 
of being a martyr? All this in a 
spirit of stubbornness, because ho 
dul not like Cæsav? No I no! All this 
because he wanted to pluck you and 
me from hell. Because ho wanted to 
raise you and mo to heaven. Because 
wo were lost and lie wanted us found. 
Because wo were blind and bo wanted 
us to see. Because wo were serfs and 
he wanted us manumitted. Ob, ye in 
whose cup of life tlio saccharine has
{iredominatcd ; oh, ye who have had 
fright and sparkling Leverages, how 

do you feel toward him who in your 
stead, and to purchase your disen- 
thraliment, toou tho aloes, the un­
savory aloes, tho bitter aloes?
THE PECULIAR QUALITIES OF CASSIA. 
Your third curiosity is to know why 

these garments of Christ uro odorous 
with cassia. This was a plant that 
grew in India and the adjoining 
islands. You do not care to hear what 
kind of a flower it had or what kind 
of a stalk. It is enough for mo to tell 
you that it was used medicinally. Iij 
that land and in that ago, where they 
knew but little about pharmacy, cassia 
was used to urrest many forms of dis­
ease. So when in my text wo find 
Christ coming with garments that 
smell of cassia, it suggests to me tho 
healing and curative i>ower of the Son 
of God. “Oil," you say, “now you 
have a simerlluous idea. We are 
not sick. Why do wo want cassia? 
Wo ore athletic. Our respiration 
is perfect Our limbs are lithe, 
and in those cool days we feel we could 
bound like tlio roe. I beg to differ, 
my brother, from you. None of you 
can be better in physical health than 
I am, and yet I must say wo are all 
sick. 1 have taken the diagnosis of 
your case, and have examined all the 
best authorities ou tho subject and I 
have come now to tell you that you are 
full of wounds and bruises and putre­
fying sores which have not been bound 
up or mollified with ointment The 
marasmus of sin is on us—the palsy, 
tho dropsy, tho leprosy. The man that 
is expiring to-night on Fulton street— 
the allopathic and homeopathic doctors 
having given him up. and liis friends 
now standing around to take his last 
words—is no more certainly dying as 
to his body than you and I are dymg 
unless wo have taken the medicine 
from God’s apothecary. All the leaves 
of this Bible are only so many pre­
scriptions from tho divine physician, 
written, not in Latin, like tho prescrip­
tions o* earthly physicians, but writ­
ten in plain English, so that a man, 
though a fool, need not err therein. 
Thank God that the Saviour’s gar­
ments smell of cassia.

Suppose a man were sick, and there 
was a phial on his mantelpiece with 
medicine ho knew would cure him. 
and ho refused to take it, what wou Id 
you say of him? He is a suicide. 
And what do you say of that man who, 
sick in sin, has the healing medicine 
of God's grace offered nun, and re­
fuses to take it? If he dies ho is a sui­
cide. People talk as though God took 
a man and led him out to darkness and 
death, as though ho brought him up to 
tho ciilfs and then pushed him off. 
Oh, no. When a man is lost it 
is not because God pushes him 
off; it is because lie jumps off. In 
olflen times u suicide was buried 
at the cross roads, and tho people 
were accustomed to throw stones upon 
his grave. So it seems to mo there 
maybe in this house a man who is de­
stroying his own soul, and as though 
the angels of God were here to bury 
him at the point whero tho roads of 
life and death cross each other, throw­
ing upon the grave the broken law and 
a great pile or misimproved privileges, 
so that those going may look at the 
fearful mound, and learn what a sui­
cide it is when an immortal soul, for 
which Jesus died, puts itself out of the 
way.

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A SIMMERING CONTINENT.
Passing incidents continue to bear wit­

ness to the general state of unrest 
throughout Europe, and to the probabil­
ity that before long the Continent 
throughout its length and breadth will be 
one vast bonfire. Even the King .of the 
Belgians has thought it necessary to in­
form his subjects that they must be pre­
pared for all eventualities, and to this 
end should be ready to submit even to 
the obligation of universal military ser­
vice. The new Russian loan ot $100,000,- 
000 ie believed to have bad something to 
do with this alarmist utterance; but it is 
just as likely to be prompted by the pro­
gress of events in France, where appar­
ently a smooth pathway towards the dic­
tatorship is being paved for General 
Boulanger. The French Committee ap 
pointed to consider the revision of the 
constitution have recommended that the 
Presidency and thq Senate should both 
be abolished, and all j>ower concentrated 
in the Chamber of Deputies. This would 
remove some of the obstacles from the 
General’s path, and he would probably, 
if he came to the front, endeavor to con­
solidate his authority by plunging hie 
country into war, with the hope of gain 
ing victories, his neighbors naturally 
view this developement of affaire with 
alarm. The Italians are among the first 
to exhibit uneasiness. They see that, to 
begin with, they would have to bear the 
brunt of battle, and are, in ooneequence 
rather disposed to find fault with Signor 
Crispi. who cemented the Triple Alliance 
With Germany and Austria, and whose 
want of courtesy has given grave offence 
in France. The real grievance "festering 
in the heart of the French nation ap­
pears to be, not that it was beaten in bat- 
ble, fined heavily, and deprived of its 
provinces, but that, subsequently to the 
infliction of these diegraoes, it wae held 
6f no account in the Council of Euro­
pean Powers^nd important international 
arrangements were made behind its back. 
Espéeially was this the case at the time 
of the Berlin Treaty, when Austria 
wae allowed to gain a predominant influ­
ence in Bosnia and Herzegqyina. France, 
therefore, no doubt watches with jealous 
eyes all the intrigues and changes ever 
going forward in theee little states of the 
Balkan Peninsula. Peculiarly interest­
ing to her juit at present must be the 
etate of affairs in Servis, where King 
Milan is trying to atone for hie atroci­
ous conduct to Queen Natalie by 
giving bribes of wholesale political 
reforms to his subjects. Servie is 
now on the eve of a Parliamentary elec­
tion which the King has promised 
shall be free, and which will probably re­
sult, in consequence, in the return of the 
Radicals, with M. Gruilch at their head. 
If this happens, the party in power in the 
Skuptscbina will be opposed to the King 
—whom at best it will put up with 
merely as a convenient puppet—and to 
hie Austrian friends, and will do its best 
to favor a Russian and Panslavist policy 
in the -hope of recreating the ancient 
Servian Empire, which extended from 
Macedonia to Bulgaria. This would by 
no means suit King Milan and the Court 
ot Vienna, and any attempt of the kind 
would have to be met on his part by the 
establishment of a despotism, the results 
of which are not easy to foresee, but 
.which in any case would hardly make for 
the peace of Europe.

CAMPBELLTON.

WATER WORKS MANAGEMENT.
The failure of the water works depart­

ment to meet its running expenses last 
year should lead to some enquiry into 
She management of the works. A com­
parison with other cities using the same 

. system of water supply places our man­
agement in an unenviable tight. Wood- 
stock, for instance, with a smaller in­
come, more than meets its expenses. If 
we are not mistaken, the works contri­
bute largely to the payment of the inte­
rest on the investment. At any rate it 
more than paye expenses. Why should 
not the Fredericton department do the 
aame? Or why should it not have a 
larger surplus than Woodstock ? Its ex­
penses, except in the item of fuel, should 
manifestly not be larger than in Wood- 
Block, and the fuel bill should only be 
larger in the proportion of oar increased 
service. Enquiry, we believe, will show 
that the business is badly managed.

In Woodstock tbe management of the 
works is m the hands of a practical and 
thorough engineer, Mr. Dunbar. He ia 
paid a salary of something over twelve 
hundred dollara. For this he is required 
not only to farnish what assistance in 
help he may need, but also to keep his 
machinery in good repair. For improve­
ments he is furnished only the material 
with which to make them. Mr. Dunbar 
is practically the principal officer, and 
wholly responsible for the mechanical 
management. The superintendent’s 
duties are merely nominal, with a small

In Fredericton, the system of manage­
ment is widely different. Two engineers 
suo employed (one for the day work and 
one for the night) with duties mapped 
out on a card of instructions, partly 
drawn up by the water committee and 
superintendent, none ot whom are prac­
tical men, and partly suggested by the 
officers of the works at which the engines 
were purchased. They are only respon 
eible in so far as they violate the card of 
instructions. They are neither held for 
repairs, nor economy of management. 
Though both are capable men, their 
judgment must bow to the will of the su­
perintendent. A simple job of repair 
might save a serious accident, and much 
expense, but if that repair be not men­
tioned on the card, and the superinten­
dent be not on band at tbe minute to

FRANCE'S TROUBLES.
France, in one sense ene of tbe richest 

of nations, is fast reaching the breakers 
of the financial sea. About the begin­
ning of this century her national debt 
wae but one-tenth that of Great Britain ; 
in 1884 it was increased to the enormous 
sum of $7,000,000,000, and in the past 
four years there has been added to that 
between four and five hundred millions, 
making a debt of about $200 per head of 
the population—a debt nearly double 
that of Britain. The larger proportion of 
this debt was incurred for war expenses, 
end for this there bas been nothing of 
advantage to show, lier public works 
expenditures have made up the balance, 
and in this there has been likewise little 
of advantage to show, for the works in­
vested in bave not been dividend yield­
ing. Her debt is carried, not by money 
borrowed from abroad, but from the sav­
ings of the working classes.

M. do Lesseps’ last scheme for raising 
money for the Panama canal will, if suc­
cessful, plunge France into greater debt, 
absorbing, perhaps, well nigh the balance 
of the savings of the industrious classes. 
Already this canal has absorbed, in round 
numbers, $500,000,000 of the people’s 
money, and little is definitely known of 
the work done, or of the work to do. The 
company is embarrassed, and the people 
have lost faith in the enterprise. The 
legislature has, consequently, shown a 
disposition not to further assist the work. 
But De Lesseps now comes to the front 
with a threat of exposure calculated to 
make greased bones rattle. He is pre­
pared to shew that in order to carry one 
ot bis schemes in the lower chamber he 
was forced to purchase two ministers of 
a former governraept and fifty deputies 
as lie would sheep in a market. Unless 
his last scheme ie successfully carried he 
will make public the names and particu­
lars of bis purchase. Under theee cir­
cumstances, what will the government 
of the day do ? To withdraw its opposi­
tion to the scheme, and to make the 
grant asked for, means to throw the 
cloud of suspicion around some of its 
now most influential supporters, and per­
haps some of its own members, "fo re­
fuse aid, means to call for the exposure, 
the collapse of the canal scheme, a finan­
cial crisis, and perhaps an absolute 
change in the system of government. 
In any eventuality the situation is criti­
cal. May not French passion, now heat­
ed by its internal troubles, force its peo­
ple into some international difficulty 
which will make its position in tho end 
all the more distressing.

Campbbllton, Nov 30. The funeral of 
Oliver Barberie, who was drowned on 
Saturday last, took place Tuesday after­
noon. It was said to be one of the largest 
ever seen here, a large number of railway 
men being in town, also a number of 
Dalhousie folk.

A shooting affray which may yet prove 
fatal, took place at Metapedia on Wed­
nesday evening, in which one Italian shot 
another in tho body. The would-be 
murderer immediately took to the woods 
and has not been heard of since. The 
wounded man was brought to Campbell- 
tou by the evening train and is now at 
the R«vere House, and doctors Lunam 
and Vennor have been trying to find the 
bullet but without success so far. The 
man appears to be somewhat improved 
from yesterday but is still in a critical 
condition. The cause of the row is not 
known, as none of the Italians are able to 
speak any English, and tbe interpreter is 
down the line of the B. U. R'y, but it is 
supposed the wounded man owed the 
other some money and, refusing to give 
it to him, was shot.

the future.

LUMBERING IN THE WOODS.

A York county boy, residing in 
Menominee, Mich., sends us the follow-

The pine owners in the Menominee 
region, as in other parts of the country, 
says the Chicago Tin.berman, have had 
wealth forced on them in chunks. They 
bought pine lands more witely than they 
knew. The following incidents illustrate 
tnie assertion : About ten years ago the 
Ludington, Wells & Van Scbaick Co. 
bought a tract of land in town 37, range 
nineteen, Marinette, County Wisconsin, 
for which it paid $3,500. The timber 
was considered in an out of-the-wsy loca­
lity, remote from a stream, and a rail­
road through it was scarcely dreamed of. 
There was estimated to be 35,OOU.O<ÎO 
feet ot pine, uorway and while. This 
stumpage is now valued at, and Is selling 
at $4 a thousand, which would make the 
property worth $140,000. The Minne­
apolis Sault Ste. Marie and Atlantic 
railioad rune through the tract, opening 
it up to transportation. In 1867 tbe 
same company bought 1,300 acres in the 
region now traversed by the Milwaukee 
and Northern railroad, but which was 
then a howling wilderness, remote from 
any means of getting the logs to water 
or mill. This pine has been sold for 
$90,000. In 1865 tbe Ludington, Wells 
Van Scbaick Co., and the Kirley-Carcen­
ter Co., bought 2,500 acres on the Pine 
River, a tributary to the Menominee, at 
sixty-five cents an acre, it having been 
what was called scrip college land. The 
pine on it is selling at $6 a thousand, 
which would make the tract worth $15G,- 
000, there being 25,000,OOOfeet of stumpage 
on it of excellent timber. Several years 
ago, a man who had 900 acres of land in 
Marinette county, fairly hounded the 
Ludington, Welle A Van Scbaick peo­
ple to buy the property, and kept it up 
for three or four years. It was remote 
from streams, aj<i the timber was large­
ly nor way. Finally, after some interest­
ing dicker that it would take up too 
much space to elucidate here, the man 
was offered $7,200 for the tract nnd took 
it up. There proved to be 20000.000 
feet of stumpage on the land, worth $4 
quick as shooting. These are only a few 
instances of the many by which the 
rapid rice of pine stumpage in tbe 
Menommee region ia illustrated. This 
enhancement of the value of tbe pine 
has been brought about,partly by the de­
mand, but largely by the fact that means 
of transportation have been afforded by 
the building of new railroads. The in­
creasing wealth of pine owners have en­
abled them to bold their property with a 
firm grip. It has also placed them m 
condition to go into the south and pur­
chase immense tracts of pine, which will 
also be held firmly for a rise. Thus they 
have transferred a portion of their pros­
perity to the Gulf of Mexico States, and 
given timber properties that section a 
mighty boost in value.

MYSTERIOUS MURDER.

Yeug~Clrl’a Wren*» Terribly A venged.
New Haven, Conn., Deo. 1. Who kill­

ed John B. King, who wae shot on the 
street in front of the saloon of Henry 
Donovan, corner ot Charles and Orchard 
streets, at about 6 o’clock Thursday even­
ing? The whole affair is shrouded in 
mystery. It ie without a parallel in the 
history of New Haven crimes, with the 
exception of tbe savage butchery on 
Prince street about 20 years ago, when a 
roi'-’s throat was cut, and he left to die, 
while bis murderers were never discover­
ed. So far the police have been unab'e 
to get any positive clew as to .the person 
who did the shooting. i

King moved in good society in New 
Haven, and for a time was employed as 
a .drummer for Leighton & Co. of ibis 
city. While in Waterbury he met Miss 
Susie Meehan, the daughter of Edward 
Meehan, the superintendent of the 
< ffice of the Singer Sewing Machine com­
pany in this city. Misa Meehan is a 
handsome young lady, and has spent 
most of her life in a Waterbury convent. 
She met King at Waterbury when he 
wm on a business trip, and an acquaint­
ance sprang up which gradually ripened 
into a warm friendship. One of the 
rules of the convent is that no young 
lady shall carry on a correspondence 
without the consent of her parents. 
This put a damper on King’s wooing, but 
when Mies Meehan returned to this ciiy 
he renewed his attentions to the young 
lady.

Upon her return to New Haven Miss 
Meehan went io live with the family ol 
Mr. Joseph Preck, a wealthy relative, re­
siding on Orchard street. In the mean­
time King entered tbe office ot Prentice 
W. Chase of this city as a law student. 
On Thursday ot last week Mrs. Preck 
and Mi»s Meehan called on King. The 
young lady is soon to become a mother, 
and she entreated King ta marry her

and save her from disgrace. A sensa­
tional scone followed, in which King or­
dered both women out of the office. Mr. 
Preck has hpen out of town, and the first 
be knew of the delicate condition of his 
niece was when he fenirned to the city, 
only^a few days ago. He is a man of a 
very quick temper, and the police are of 
the opinion that he is the one who did 
the shooting, although no positive proof 
of this fact has been established. Preck 
ia nowhere to be found, and the fact that 
he left town suddenly tends to strengthen 
the theory that he is the man who is 
cognizant of the murderer.

Later—The body of George Donovan, 
the murderer of John King, whs found in 
the reservoir this morning. The motive 
for the crime is yet to be determined. 
New developments are expected to-day.

CONGRESS RE-ASSEMBLES.

Washington, Deo. 3. The closing sea 
sion of the fiftieth congress opened to­
day. President Cleveland in hia mes­
sage deals first with the relations be­
tween employera and employed. He 
says the gulf between them ie constant y 
widening. He says that “truste” and 
monopolies combine against the citizen, 
who is struggling in the rear, entrampled 
under an iron heel, and corporations are 
becoming toe people's masters. In con 
templaung the relations between the 
people it is found that the former exact 
from the latter millions, which lie dor­
mant in the treasury, and divert it from 
the legitimate channels of business. The 
mesasge reviews the inordinate burden 
of taxation laid upon tbe people tor the 
benefit of the favored view—a scheme 
into which the government enters as a 
partner to tbe advantage of a tew favor­
ites and to the injury to the vast majority 
ot tbe people—which is certainly not 
equality before the law. All this fosters sel­
fish greed and stifles patriotism. The com­
munism of combined capital which un­
dermines the justice and the integrity ot 
free institutions is not less dangerous 
than theoommnniem of depressed pover­
ty which seeks to overthrow hy violence. 
A just and sensible revision of tariff laws 
should be made and should receive the 
support of all who love that equality due 
American citizenship and ot those who 
desire to see the products ot American 
skill in every market in the world 
coupled with the restoration of American 
commerce. The necessity for revenue 
reduction is generally conceded and a 
plan should be effected for reducing the 
cost of the necessaries and providing tree 
raw material. It ia the people’s cause 
and should never be compromised. 
There is a growing assumption against
the government in tavor ot private claims

waiving of business rules in dealing 
with such. Contracts with the gov­
ernment are broken, claims against 
it prosecuted on iu sufficient evidence, 
pensions granted unwisely, and large 
sums expended for public buildings, 
crowding out action on more important 
matters. Laws are passed providing for 
inferior courts to suit localities and lay 
the foundation for the « roction of now 
public buildings. The bill to prevent 
the spoliation of public lands has been 
neglected, while miny private claims 
have been allowed. A fuller plan for 
Indian reform has failed, while doubtful 
grants to railroads to pass through In­
dian reservations have multiplied. The 
need for prisons for United S ates con­
victs and a post office at the national 
capital have been jgnored, while tcores 
of leas necessary public buildings have 
been erected. A just revi-ion of our 
pension laws has been postponed, while 
hundreds of private pensions have been 
passed, which are a source of popular 
demoralizition. Appropriation bills are 
defaced by provisions to meet private 
ends, and it is asserted bills appro­
priating money for public inter­
nal improvements would fail unless 
it contaiued items more for b-cil 
and private advantage than for public 
benefit. The increasing tende.icy to ex­
tend the scope of federal legislation into 
the domain of state jurisdiction should 
be strongly resisted. Foreign relations 
have been improved, but the fishery 
question has not yet been satisfactorily 
adjusted, but still awaits the action of 
Congress. Since March 3, 1887, no case 
of unfriendly or unlawful treatment of 
fishermen by the Canadian authorities 
has been reported for which reparation 
was not promptly rendered by Canada. 
Referring to the L'ird Sankvilie episode 
the President calls the offence a grave 
onr, involving disastrous poetibiluiew, 
and he considered the prolongation of dis­
cussion of the subject to be uuwarrated 
He declined to further recognize the 
diplomatie character of the pertoo whose 
contiiuance in such functions would de 
a troy that mutual confidence which is 
essential to the good underat lading of 
the two governments and was inconsis­
tent with the welfare and sell-respect of 
the government of the United States. 
Diplomatic intercourse has been estab­
lished with Corea and the equipment ol 
consular courts in that country is urged 
Commercial relations with Persia are 
hoped for and the existent state of things 
in Hsyti ia deplored, and measures have 
been taken to protect American interests 
there. Submarine communication with 
Honolulu is recommended, as ia also an 
appropriation to relocate line between 
the United States and Mexico. The re­
lations with South American Slates are 
touched upon, and speedy action ou tbe 
Venezuela claims urged. R-presenta- 
lives ot South and Central American 
States, Hayti and San Domingo will 
shortly meet at Washington to disbuas 
the monetary and commercial topics of 
mutual interest wvh tbe United States. 
The maritime powers will confer in Wash­
ington next April to devise uniform rules 
and measures lor greater security of life 
and prosperity at sea from which import­
ant results are confidently anticipated. 
The message also recommends the re­
vision of the naturalization laws,a central 
bureau for tbe registration of passports, 
reduction of the number of con-ular 
offices, with the increase of compensation 
for the others, the arrangement of the 
centennial celebration of the inaugur­
ation of George Washington, and tbe sus­
pension of the lui the- coinage of silver.

Refe/rinc to the public lands he proud­
ly reviews the fact that during tour years 
eighty millions of acres have been re­
leased from illegal usurpation. The 
general Indian situation is steadily im­
proving. An early adjustment between 
the government and railroads that have 
received land grants is urg d, and the 
president concludes as follows: “Toe 
consciousneee that I have presented an 
imperfect statement of the condition ot 
our country and its wants occasions no 
fear that anything omitted is not known 
and appreciated by congress, upon whom 
rests the responsibility of intelligent leg­
islation on behalf of a great nation and a 
confiding people."

Montreal, Dec. 3—A horrible story 
was told in the police court this morning, 
when Bridget Hogan was charged with 
an attempt to murder the infant child 
if Mr. Lightstone, clothier, of Notre 
Dame street, with whom the human fiend 
has been living five months. Mr. and 
Mrs. Lightstone were absent a few home 
and when they returned the servant girl 
was on her knees beside the cradle with 
her fingers down tbe child's throat. Be­
fore attempting to strangle the baby the 
woman had passed a red hot flat iron 
over the former's face burning the little 
girl's face and neck. The wretched be­
ing was sent to the Queen’s bench. It 
is thought the victim wdl recover.

be occcnpicd as a livery stable. A 
metie waa also put down in front ot Lee’s 
livery stable, which will only have to he 
taken up again, as Hr. Lee intends shutting 
off the water and told the mperintendent so 
before the digging was begun. Two other 
metres are in i oiltion, one in front ot Ever­
ett’s Hotel and another in front of the Com­
mercial House. Mr. Everett’s is the only 
one in running order at present, and all the 
water eonsomi a in his hotel is be­
ing measured. If the pipes escape 
the frost, where the ground 
been dug, Mr. Burchill will be a happy 
man, but the probabilities are against this.

On the contrary bis majesty has a capital fff 
aeve al millions and a large income from the 
crown estates. The whole thing made a 
tremendous flurry, but right minded people 
are beginning to bee that there was no 
ground for it.

“Mr. Woodcock-Savage’s relations with 
the king were regulated by a contract signed 
by the kiug when Mr. Woodcock-Savage 
Aral entered bis service in 1883. In this 
contract his salary is fixed and the amount 
of damages to be paid him in case he should 
leave. His duties are alio clearly defined, 
as follows ‘ He is to spend several hours 
every day with tbe king in the discussion of 
intellectual and social interests. When the 
king is ill he is to take charge of the nnrs-

“It further says that he is to retain his 
full liberty, particularly that of taking 
leave of absence, and II be so wishes to give 
np tho po.-itlon altogether. Tbie is all clear 
enough. His relations have never been any 
other than as stated in this contract.

“He has been the constant attendant, the 
trusted frien t and adviser of the kiog for 
five years. This autumn the king gave him 
the hereditary title of baron. It was offer­
ed him four years ago, but he refused it, pre­
ferring to remain » private citizen.

'•This autumn, however, the king insisted 
and wrote him a letter one day saying that 
he had given him tbe title and at the same 
time urged bis reasons.

Weighty Deei 
“Of course we hive the contract, this let­

ter and a mass of documents should it ever 
be necessary to use them.

“The constant occupation was wearing 
Woodcock's life out. He never had a day 
to himsilf. Every day—Sunday, Christmas 
and New Year's days, Easter, Good Friday, 
when every laborer hue a breathing spell— 
he was always occupied from morning till 
night. Be had no liberty.

“Of course he had to be always interest­
ing and entertaining. He had to nse all his 
extra time in reading and findiog out what 
was going on in the world. He bad to 
know all abont new books and about art. 
Iu fact he was doing the work of three men.

“However, be was exceedingly fond of 
the king and has tbe feeling that he has 
always done hie duty by him and never 
abused the confidence his majesty placed in 
him. Owing to j«-alouey, envy and spite he 
often had great difficulties to contend with, 
but I must say he was always equal to the 
occasion.

He now nteds a good long rest and must 
have it.
