Commission men dealing in sugars
are looking for a reaction in the sugar
now that the tariff changes
have been-announced -and no further
duty has been placed on sugar.

In the past few weeks merchants, in
anticipation of a war tax, have placed
large orders for the commodity, with
that many. of them have
more supplies than théy know what to
do with. In a word, everyone is filled
up, so the demand for sugar will be
extremely slow for some time

In the primary markets there is also
a downward tendency which is a nat-
ural reaction from the recent specula-

| tive strength there.

The one upward influence is the
scarcity of bottoms for shipping the
raw product, but this is offset by the
plenteous crops of cane sugar in Cuba

and other producing countries.

Swine Husbandry in Canada.

“Swine Huilmnlh'y in Canada
the title of Bulletin No. 17 of the Live
Stock Branch of the Department of
Agriculture'at Ottawa. This publica-
tion describes the bacon hog and dis-
cnsses his breeding and rearing.

The breeds of swine reared in Cana-
da are described and a history of each
is given. An interesting section is de-
voted to the production of pork on
Canadian farms. The information
was evidently secured from practical
farmers in cheese factory and in crea-
mery districts and in sections where
hogs are raised without dairy by-pro-
ducts.

The bulletin. concludes with articles
on hog cholera and tuberculosis, writ-
ten by the Veterinary Director Gener-
al and the Chief Meat Inspector, re
spectively.

BRITISH VESSEL FOILS SUBMARINE

German U-2 Tries in Vain to Destroy the Laertes
—Lattér Uses

A despatch from Ymuiden, Neth
erlands, says: The German sub
marines U-2 attempted to torpedo
the British steamer Laertes, which
arrived from Java. The vessel es
caped by adroit manceuvres and
fast steaming. When attacked the
steamer was flying the Dutch flag
Captain, Prophet was n command.

The attack on the Laertes was
made while the vesse! was steaming
between the Meuse lightship and
Schouwen Bank. ‘The submarine
fired several shells, which damaged
the steamer’s funnel, compass and
upper deck. As this did not fnduce
the captain to stop, the submarine
made an unsuccessful attempt to
torpedo the steamship.

The Laertes, when challenged by
the submarine, was proceeding with-
out showing her nationality. When

Test your seed for vitality,
too.

For example,
oats, quite normal in appearance
and weight, may be so badly
damaged by frost that their
value for seed is completely
destroyed. If you have any
doubt as to the quality of your
seed a sample may be sent free
to the seed laboratory at Ottawa,
or Calgary, for test. But in
most cases this simple test will
prove sufficient:—

Take a saucer and two pieces
of blo paper. Place seed
between blotting papers. Keep
moist and in a warm .
In a few days, you will be able
to see whether the vitality is
there. Neglect to test your seed
may mean the loss of crop.

CHILD VICTIM'S VIEW OF WAR

Pitiful Questioning of Orphan Re-
fugee in Belgium.

A letter has been received in
Pittsburg from a Pittsburg woman
who was by qne mishap and another
detained too long at Antwerp and
was forced to be ome of the thou-
sands of refugees who rode and
walked and struggled in one way or
another into Holland, where she
was ill for some time on account of
her terrible experience. Becoming
convalescent she wrote the letters
to a friend. One part of it relates
an incident which pictures one of
the many tragic features of the war.
Among the refugees with which the
writer came into intimate touch
was a mother and a little girl of
eight years. They were no excep-
tion to the mass of the haggard,
woe begone, hungry and grief-
stricken, except, that they were
more Prefined tharn most, and spoke
perfect French.

‘“Mamma, where are we going?”’
said the little one

*“We are running away from the
war.”’

“Why do we have to run away
from war?”’

“To keep from being killed.”

“What 1s war and why does it
kill people 7"’

“War is when thousands and
thousands of one people get toge-
ther with big guns and little guns
and try to kill each other to the
very last soldier.”

These answers to the child’s prat
tle, says the letter, were given with
dry eyes and unemotional voice.
The mother was past all emotion,
and there were no more tears.

“‘But. mamma, why do they kill
each other?”’

“My child, I do not know.”

“Do they know ”’

““That I do not know.'2,

‘“‘But, mamma, when papa comes
home he will not find.-us there.”

“Papa will never come home ; he
is dead; one of the killed.”’

““But, dear mamma, why should
they kill my dear papa?! He never
hurt anybody ; he was a good, kind
papa,’’ persisted the child.

‘““He died for his country.’

“But why did he die for his coun-
try Couldn’'t he do more for his
country if he had lived 1"’

“TI think he could, my child.”

“Did his country ask him if he
wanted to die for it, mamma?"’

The writer of the letter said she
could no longer listen to the chatter
of this poor little exile, though she
had seen so much of misery that she
seemed to have lost all feeling, all
sensation of pity or sympathy; and
she sought other wretched ones
whose moans and sobs were not so
trying as the pitiful questioning of
one who was too young to know the
meaning of it all, though she want-
ed to know, as the world wants to
know, the meaning of it.

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Pot Roasts.
‘ Pot roasts have long been known
| among the thrifty poor, for by this
method of cooking the coarse, cheao
cuts of meat may be renderéd ten
der and palatable. Moreover, very
littie fire suffices for a pot roast,
and t is a great consideration
| When coal at winter prices. An
ordinary roast requires prime
Jotut of meat, a large fire and con
flant attention, A pot roast gives
results almost as good with an in
ferior cut of meat, a small fire and
scarc any attention

The primitive way of producing &
Pot roast is {o usge an iron saucepan
but it must be confessed that bettet
results are obtained if use is made
of a covered pot of coarse earthen
ware, which should be placed in the
oven iustead Of being stood over the
fire Such a pot can be bought in
| many different sizes
| In pot roasting the meat
Jﬂl:u'»'d in the pot with a little boil
| Ing water; the lid is kept closely
|covered to shut in the steam, the
| heat of which penetrates the meat
| and softens the gelatine and the
| coarse fibres of the 'meat By the
time this is done the outer part of
the meat begins to take unto ifkelf
the rich color and flavor whieh are
usually associated with baked or|
roast meats. Even pot rpasts can |
be modified to make them more sav
ory than plainly cooked meat, and
the directions below show |
cheap and despised foods may
used to the best advantage

Pot Roast Beef.—Take 6 pounds |
of brisket of beef and remove the
bones and cartilage, which can be
used later for soup mniaking. Coil
the beef and keep it in position
with'skewers and string. Place the
beef in a saucepan with a pint of
| boiling water. Before putting on |
the lid cover the top of the pot with |
a layer of kitchen paper to shut in |
the steam. Place the saucepan in|
a hot oven or stand it over the.fire
and allow the water to boil rapidly
for an hour. Bee that the pot does
not boil dry. At the end of an hour
stand the pot on the hob or in the
corner of the kitchen range. Stand |
it in a cool part of the oven and in |
either case let the cooking ' con |
tinue slowly for three hours. This
joint may be eaten hot, but it is |
more delicate if it is placed while
hot under the pastry board with one
or two flatirons on top and allowed |
to remain until it is quite cold

Spiced Beef.—Take a piece of shin
beef weighing about four pounds,
brush over the outs'de with vine-
gar and dredge it lightly with pow-
dered allspice. Place the meat ia
the pot with a pint of boiling water |
and proceed as for roast of beef,
but let the slow cooking last for two
and*a half hours only. This may be
eaten either hot or cold. If hot |
serve it with well boiled carrots, |
turnips and onions, mashed with a |
littlé butter; if cold serve salad or
sliced cucumber as accompani
ments. :

Breast of Mutton.—Remove the
skin from a breast of mutton, roll
the breast and place it in a pot with
a pint of boiling water. Cover the
pot well and let the cooking pro
ceed very briskly for an hour. At
the end ‘of that time lift out the
breast and spread it on a chopping
board. As soon as it is cool enough
to handle remove all the bones
Mince finely a large Spanish onion,
add a teacupful of white bread
crumbs, a small teaspoonful of pow
dered sage and a seasoning of pep
per and salt. Spread the mixture
evenly over the surface of the
breast of mutton, which should then
be roll®d round and secured with
skewers and string. Replace the
meat in the pot and allow the slow
cooking to continue three hours. A
savory variation of this dish can
be made by omitting the sage and
onion stuffing, and sprinkling the
meat with a little curry powder be-
fore rolling it.

Oyster of Veal. — Buy three
pounds of the stewing part of a
shoulder of veal. Remove the bons
and fill the cavity with a stuffing
made of one-half pound of sausags
meat mixed with a teaspoonful of
chopped parsley and half a tea-
spoonful of sweet herbs. Place the
meat in the pot with a pint of boil-
ing water. Cover the pot closely,
cook the meat fast for one hour and
slowly for two. A great improve
ment will be found if a few rashers
of bacon or thin slices of salt pork
are placed in the pot when the slow
cooking is commenced.
