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LATEST INCREASE IN RAILWAY
RATES WILL MEAN AN ‘EXTRA
$200,000,000 BURDEN ON PEOPLE

Board of Railway Commissioners Made “Good Speed”
Since Application Was Filed in July—Newest Advance
in Rates Estimated To Mean a Per Capita Outlay of
$45 in West and $22 in E ast—New Schedules Become
Effective On Mopday Next, Five Days After Judgment

Is Rendered.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Ottawa, Sept. 8.—An increase in
freight, passenger and Pullman rates
on all the railways of Canada, which
will involve an additional burden upon
the people of anywhere from $125,000,000
to $200,000,000 per. year, has been or-
dered by the board of railway commis-
gioners in pursuance with the applica-
tion of the railways’ association heard
tast month. The railways demandc_d a
flat increase of 40 per cent in freight
rates, 0& 20 per cent in passenger rates
and of 50 per cent in sleeper car rates.
In the east they have been gran'tcd
everything they asked for, with a lim-
itation on time in the west. They
gecure a 35 instead of a 40 per cent
increase in freight rates, but every-
thing they demanded in the matter of
the other rates. The new freight rate
increase remainsg in effect only until
December 31, but will apply to the
carriage of the great bulk of the big
western wheat crop. After the above
date the increase in the east 1s re-
duced to 35 per cent, and in the west
to 30 per cent; the new passenger in-
crease remains effective also until the
end of the year. For six months there-
after a 10 per cent increase only is au-
thorized. After that the rate (unless
the railway association makes a fur-
ther application in the meantime), will
go back to normal.

Effective on Monday.

The new rates go into effect next
Monday. As a matter of fact not only
for the tremendous amount of the in-
crease granted, but also for the speed
with which the inquiry was carried out
and the rapidity with which the new
schedules are to be applied, the present
finding on the board establishes a de-
cided record in the annals of the rail-
way companies. The application was
imade in July. The board sat for seven
days. Three weeks thereafter the board
made its judgment, and five days after
the judgment is handed down the new
rates will be in force. The hearing in-
cidentally was confined to Ottawa,
though every man, woman and child
in every part of the Dominion is deep-
iy and vitally interested in the appli-
cation of the judgment. The new rates
will apply to all the railways. They
will, it is calculated, enable the Cana-
dian Pacific to leave its present tre-
mendous surpluses unimpaired, and to
continue paying its ordinary and time-
honored dividend of 10 per cent. That
road will presumably reap about 60
per cent of the benefit. So far as the
Nationals are concerned, however, the
federal treasury, independent of the
increase, will still be called upon to pay
a very heavy deficit, on the expediency
of such a solution parliament last ses-
sion was divided. Reasons for judg-
ment have not yet been handed down.
{/ntil they are it will not be made plain
why a greater increase has been or-
dered in the east than in the west.

It was calculated by H. J. Syming-
ton, counsel for Manitoba, that the
granting of the full amount asked for

would mean an additional direct burden
on the country of $214.000,000, which
would fall $45 per capita on the peo-
ple west of the Great Lakes, and $22
per capita on those east—man woman
and child. Mr. Symington declared fur-
ther that if the western lines of the
Canadian Pacific, including the British
Columbia section, which is costly of
operation, were an entity, they would
not have the face to ask for increase
so well were they paying. It was amply
demonstrated by counsel present that
the increase in revenue, which will ac-
crue from the increase, does not repre-
sent the total burden which will fall
{_rom their enforcement upon ¥he pub-
ie.

TORONTO URGES AN
APPEAL AGAINST
BOARD’S FINDINGS

Toronto, Sept. 8.—The Toronto Board
of Control today, after describing the
Dominion railway commissioners’ orders
of increased passenger and freight rates
as ‘‘outrageous.” passed the following
resolution:

“That an appeal be taken to the gov-
ernor-general in council from the deci-
sion of the board of railway commis-
sioners for Canada, with regard to an
increase in freight and passenger rates
on steam railways.

“That the city seek the co-operation of
other cities and towns in Canada and
other public bodies. in opposition to the
said increase.

“That the Government be requested
to reorganize the board of railway com-
missioners in the public interest forth-
with and grant a stay of the order of ths
said board herein until such time as an
appeal can be heard.’”’

BELIEVE IN LETTING
ULTIMATE CONSUMER
MAKE UP EXTRA COST

Montreal, Sept. 8.—Local business-
men express the general opinion that
the increase in freight rates just an-
nounced by the board of railway com-
missioners was inevitable in the present
state of affairs, and say that in the
majority of cases there is no alternative
but to pass on the further charges to
the ultimate consumer.

C. Howard Smith, president of the
Province of Quebec branch of the Cana-
dian Manufacturers’ Association, seen
this mo=ningz, expressed himself as abso-
lutely in favor of the increased rates.
“The railroads are the arteries of trade
and commerce,” he said, “and if we do
not keep them up, the country itself
will go to pieces.”

“We Jook for lower prices for the new
crop of wheat,” said a local miller, “but
for the old stocks of flour an increase
of 30 or 40 cents a barrel will be in or-
der. A barrel of the best grade flour
now costs $17.75, and the new freight
rates will bring this over $18.00.”

BADLY HURT IN
CROSSING CRASH

Chris Watts of Komoka in a
Serious Condition At
Victoria Hospital.

Chris Watts, aged 52, a market gar-
dener living on the Pipe Line road in
‘the vicinity of Springbank, was seri-
ously injured when an auto he was
'driving was struck and smashed by a
G. T. R. freight train at Komoka at 8
o'clock this morning. Mr Watts sus-
tained injuries to hig face, his right
side, and his right hand was. crushed.
Although those who attended him were
not sure, it was thought that he was
injured internally. He was brought to
this city in the caboose of the freight
and is now in Victoria Hospital.

Mr. Watts was driving to hig work
on a farm near Komoka. He stopped at
the level crossing on Main etreet in
‘Komoka to allow a passenger traln from
Sarnia to pass. His attention was cen-
tred entirely on the passenger train,
.and although he was waiting on the
south side of the tracks he did not see
the freight approaching from the west.

As soon as the passenger train had
passed the crossing, Mr. Watts started
his car. His unexpected actions were
not noticed by the crewyw of the freight
until the engine struck the car. The
front of the auto was badly smashed.

The engine, No. 2888, a heavy Cana-
dian National type, was in charge of
Engineer Duffield and Conductor Har-
ris of Sarnia, The train, made up en-
tirely of heavily-loaded ore cars, was
running at 20 miles an hour. The en-
gineer claims that he blew the whistle
twice for the semaphore, and he could
not understand how anyone could have
failed to hear it. His evidence
corroborated by the officials at Komoka.
The eclectric bell at the crossing was
ringing at the time.

First aid was given Mr. Watts by Dr.
Bice of Delaware. On reaching the G.
T. R. station in London the train was
met by 21 ambulance and by a dgaughter
of the injured man.

METAL WORKERS WHO

Lack of Technical Training
Prevents Proper Opera-
tion of Plants.

: Assistance.

London, Sept. 8.—Messages from

Rome, Sept, 8.—Metal workers who

kave occupied factories throughout Italy
are embarrassed by the opposition they
have encountered from the technical
and administrative staffs of plants that
have been taken over, according to the
newspapers here. The men have no
adequate direction and expert advice in
carrying on the work of the different
factories, and are declared to have made
advances to technical employees, asking
them to make common cause with the
workers. The engineers’ association has
flatly refused to consider this sugges-
tion.
_ The general situation throughout Italy
is reported to be without change. At
Leghorn, railwaymen have turned over
to meta] workers occupying the plant
of the Italian Metallurgic Soclety sev-
eral trucks of raw material which have
been lying at the Torretia station.
Workmen who have been occupying the
Gambare steel works in that city yes-
terday returned to their normal pro-
gram, there being no quarrel between
them and their employers. They took
over the plant, it is said, merely as evi-
dence of_their solidarity with the metal
workers in other parts of the country.

The Giornale d’Italia estimated that
only 20 per cent of the men occupying
factories are working.

English unions, it is reported, have
sent a communication to the Italian
Confederation of Labor, asking news of
the metal workers’ movement, and ex-
pressing a desire to work in common
accord with ‘the confederation in ex-
tending the conflict.

_. Pietro Mascagni, the composer, was
given an ovation by workmen at the
Orlando factory at Leghorn yesterday,
when he visited the men. He left a
written expression of his sympathy, and
be‘f_ore leaving made a brief address.

““It is the duty, therefore, of the local boards,’’ says the bul-
letin, ‘‘to investigate carefully the fitness of the applicant for her
position. Certificates of marriage and the birth certificates of the
children may be required for examination, and, where the mother

is a widow, the death certificate

of her husband.”’

POLES CLAIM
REDS AIDING
LITHUANIANS

Spasmodic Fighting Between,

Two Forces Along Im-
provised Frontier.

Wiarsaw, Sept. 8.—Conditions along
the Lithuanian frontier are becoming
more serious daily, and, according to
latest reports, the Poles and Lithuan-
jang are fightinz spasmodically across
the improvised frontier. In one action
two Lithuanian,officers and 200 men
were captured by the Poles.

German and Russian Bolsheviki. are
aiding the Lithuanianms, it is contended
by Polish authorities. Reports from
army headquarters state that Leon
Trotzky., Russian Bolshevik minister of
war and marine, has ordered Soviet
troops to help the Lithuanians to drive
the Poles out of that country. The lat-
ter, however, contend they have not
crossed the demarkation line fixed by
the Allies.

EMMANUEL GOES TO

Pisa, Italy, Sept. 8—King Victor
Emmanuel, with his suite, who came
here immediately after he received
news of the earthquake, went this
morning to visit districts in Tuseany,
which were affected by the shock.

SEMINOFF'S TROOPS GO
OVER TO REPUBLICANS

London, Sept. 8.—Gen. Seminoff’s ad-
ventures in the Far East have ended,
and his troops, under the leadership of
Gen. Lokhvitski, have gone over to the
government of the Russian Far Bastern
Republic, according to a wireless d}s-
patch from Moscow. Seminoff’s entire
gold reserve is said to have been cap=
tured and handed over to the Viadi-
vostok government.

FIERCE FIGHTING CONTINUES.

London, Sept. 8.—Tuesday's official
statement from Moscow, representing
engagements between Polish forces
and soviet troops, says: “In the Brest-
Litovsk region we have occupied Ka-
menetz-Litovsk (25 miles north of
Brest-Litovsk.) In the region of Vlad-
imir-Volynsk (about midway between
Brest-Litovsk and Lemberg), fierce
fizhting is proceeding north and south
of Grubieszow (on the west bank of
the Bug, southwest of Viadimir-
Volynsk).

FAVORS UNIFORM
DIVORCE LAWS

J. C. Elliott Returns From
Dominion Bar Associa-
tion Meeting.

Uniform divorce laws for the whole
of Canada are strongly favored by J.
C. Elliott, ex-M. P. P. of West Mid-
dlesex. a member of the conference of
commissioners on uniformity of legis-
lation for the various provinces. who
has just returned from attending a
lengthy session of the Dominion Bar
Association at Ottawa.

Mr. Elliott states that he does not
believe in making it any easier for ap-
plicants to obtain a divorce, but is
strongly in favor of provincial divorce
courts, whereby applicants can secure
a divorce if their case warrants it
without going to the great expense
heretofore necessary. -

“Diverce can be obtained if adultery
is proven, but I am not in favor of
making it any easier to obtain divorce
through the installation of the provin-
cial divorce courts,” said Mr. Elliott.

The uniformity of legislation for the
different provinces was discussed at
some length at the Ottawa meeting he
said, The object of the commissioners
is to recommend to the government a
form of act which may be adopted by
all provinces. Both the divorce and
the uniformity of legislation questions
are of the greatest importance to the
country. At the present time the laws
in each province vary considerably.
Judges cannot follow a decision made
in another province because the law in
that province is different. The move-
ment to promote the uniformity of leg-
islation is without a doubt a most ad-
vanced move te better the law condi-
tions in Canada, Mr. Elliott says.
Among the acts which the commission-
ers are attempting to have uniform are:
Company laws, sales of goods, partner-
ship act, and the additional sales of
goods act.

HUNDREDS LOSE
LIVES IN EARTH
~ SHOGK IN ITALY

éasualties Are Much Greater
' Than First Reported.

Rome, Sept. 8.—Several hundred per-
sons lost their lives in the earthquake
at Fivizzano, and many more were in-
jured, according to a dispatch to the
Tribuna from Mausa.

LOSS OF LIFE AND
DAMAGE GREATER
THAN BELIEVED

Rome, Sept. 8.—Scores of lives are
Delieved te have been lost in the district
north of Florence, which was severely
shaken by an earthquake yesterday
morning. As reports from the stricken
region come in -over faltering telegraph
and télephone.lines, the extent of the
disaster seemg to he growing, and there
is & possibility #he damage done may be
¢ anere seribus than was-at first be=

The territory violemtly disturbed
seems to be lozenge-shaped, with Flor-
ence at the southern apex and Modenda
at the northern end. It extends along
the Etrurian coast and runs over the
Appenines eastward for upwards of 100
miles. In this district there are many
populous towns, and no tidings have as
yet been received from many of them.
There®is every indication that the
shock was a severe one, and reports
from cities in the earthquake zone
show that buildings crumbled beneath
the strain of the convulsion of the earth.
1 At Fivizzano, a town of 17,000 inhab-
{itants, néar Carrara, almost every build-
ing was damaged, and many were com-

| Pletely destroyed. Among the co!l-
!lapsed structures is the postoffice, in
!the ruins of which is the entire staff.
| Soliera, in the province of Massa Mar-
jittima, and Monti, near by, were par-
tially destroyed. Rivesano, Forni and
Montignoro are reported in ruins, while
in Marina and Carrara many structures
hdave collapsed. At Viareggio the
Church of St. Paul was destroyed, and
at Castel Franco Di Sotto the ceiling of
a church was shattered.
« Panic prevails at .Lucca as a result
of the cataclysm, and from Gavinana
and Limestre come reports of lives be-
ing lost. At Villa Franca, in Lunigi-
ana, an entire family was buried in
the ruins of their home, and the village
of Vigetta wag entirely destroyed. Ser-
ious damage was done in the Frignano
district, where houses collapsed, and
at Frassinero, where a number of
houses fell. Pievepeltgo and Sant An-
drea were badly damaged, but the
number of victims has not ben ascer-
tained.

EXECUTIVE OF COAL
MINERS WILL MEET
BRITISH MINISTER

Conference Will he Held TFo
Consider Threatened

Such a
course, it is said, would add nearly
three and' a half million to the army of
unemployed, whose sympathies would
almost certainly, as a consequence, be
forced to the side of the mingrs.

SOLDIERS' AID WORK

AT ANNUAL MEETING

Lieut.-Col. Cooper, Brig.-Gen.
Panet Are Special Speakers.

DUTIES  INCREASE

Commission To Have Power

of Children’s Aid Society
—Hostel Needed.

Lieut.-Col. H. F. Cooper, O.B.E,
M.C., M.L.A.; Brig.-Gen. H. A. Panet,
C.M.C.. D.S.0., and H. L. Robinson,
representing the provincial commission,
were the special speakers at the annual
meeting and dinner of the London
branch of the Soldiers’ Aid Commis-
sion, held last evening at the Tecumseh
House.

Reports on the year’'s work were pre-
sented and all were glowingly favorable,
and both Col. Coeper and Mr. Robin-
son congratulated the local branch,
whose excellent work, they declared,
unexcelled by any other branch in the
province. John M. Moore presided.

The election of a new executive
council for the following year was held,
the following members being elected:
Rev. H. B. Ashby, George F. Copeland,
Mrs. A. T. Edwards, James Gray,
Reeve W. E. Crieves, Mrs. S. F. Law-
rason, J. M. Moore, John Stuart, Mrs.
J. M. Slater.

Col. Cooper in his address referred
to the large work the local branch was
doing for the dependents and children
of the returned soldiers. This would
be the biggest work of the commis-
gion in the future. By special act of
the Ontario Legislature, the Soldiers’
Aid Commission has been given the
same powers as the Children’s Aid So-
ciety. London branch, he understood,
was moving to establish a children’s
hostel here. The head office of the
commission was now relieving the Do-
minion Government of the work of the
mothers’ and children's pensions in the
province.

He referred to the sending out of
representives to find employment for
returned men. For some time the com-
mission, fearing a clash with the labor
Gepartment, had hesitated. Then the
members decided that the best plan
was to go ahead and wait for the labor
department to  protest afterwards.
There had been no great opposition,
and the work was still being carried on.

Direct Action.

There is more direct action in the
army than in the average business con-
cern, declared Col. Cooper. Red tape
in connection with the army is largcly
a misnomer.

G. F. Copeland, on behalf of the new
executive, expressed appreciation to
the speakers, the members of the
past executive, District Superintendent
Shaver, the auditors, the press an
others who had encouraged the work of
the commission.

Mrs. A. T. Edwards expressed the
thanks of the commission to the ladies
who directed the work of the summer
camp at Port Stanley, and for the
untiring efforts of Secretary Ed. H.
Lance in making the camp a big suc-

cess.

Briefly telling of her visit recently to
the battlefields of Europe, Mrs. Edwards
declared that only the old people in the
war area lack cheerfulness. They regret
that they cannot take part in the work
of reconstruction. Everywhere one finds
the women and children carrying bricks
and mixing mortars to erect small
homes the size of garages in this
country, and roofed with some patent
material like tin.. -There are two hun-
dred cemeteries on the western battle-
fields, and Mrs, Edwards was able to
visit ‘about 30 of them. At Givenchy
there are 9,000 graves, over half of

which are marked “unknown.” She
found the graves of several Londoners.

Brig.-Gen. Panet congratulated the
London branch on the great help it had
been to the returned men of the dis-
trict and to their dependents. He had
inspected the camp at Port Stanley and
found it in excellent condition. ‘“One
must have patience with the returned
men, considering all that they endured
in battle. And the pledges to the
widows and orphans must be kept.”

General Panet introduced Col.
Cooper as “one of the originals,” at
first a captain in the T¥ird Battalion,
havinz in all four and a half years’
service in France, and wearing the
Military Cross and bar, together with
the Order of the British Empire.

Sends Regrets.

Lieut.-Col. W. J. Brown sent his re-
grets that he could not attend and a
letter of congratulagon upon the work
of the commission during the year was
also read from the Central Veterans’
Council of London.

The report of Secrgtary Lance drew
attention to the fact that the number
of ex-soldiers resident in London on
July 31, 1920, was 3,783. There were
many others for whom no records had
been secured by the commission, and
a number of ex-Imperial men also not
recorded. Residing in Middlesex County
outside the city, there were 627, bring-
ing the total recorded for the county
up to 4,410.

His report read in part:

““That the commission did not begin
its real work until the war was over
and the men all demobilized seems ap-
parent when a glance is taken at the
number who have maad use of the
London office for the past Yyear, an in-
crease of 100 per cent, and a total of
15,634, as against 7,772 last year.
this number 4,476 or 29 per cent, re-
sideq out of London, and 3,036 of the
total were ex-soldiers’ dependents who
as time goes on are taking advantage
in larger number of the facilities pro-
vided by the commission to help them.

“One thousand, seven hyndred and
ninety-three cases of complaint or
other matters requiring adjustment
were referred to the commission to
obtain a satisfactory settlement. This
is an increase of 1,118 cases over last
yvear, when 675 cases were placed. The
majority of these cases have been set-
tled satisfactorily, although some of
the matters taken up by the commission
were of a difficult nature, and had
been referred to us only after other
agencies had failed.”

The total number of men whose
records are filed in the London office
is 14,722.

Splendid Results.

The report of Mrs. S. F. Lawrason
head of the welfare committee, paki
tribute to the splendid results achieved
by Miss Minnie Craig, staff welfare
worker.  Appreciative referenc): was
also made to the work of the camp
superintendent, Miss Margaret Hamil-
ton, and her assistants, Mrs. A. Hitch-
inson, superviser; Miss Daisy Thomson,
nurse; and Misses Ruth Allison and
Margaret Goodwin, assistant supervis-
ers. The camp was lcoated on the
property of George M. Reid and was
well equipped in every way.

The report of the chaplains’ council
was presented by Rev. H. B. Ashby,
and its adoption seconded by Rev. J.
G. Stuart.

The report of the reception commit-
tee, prepared by Ald. F. E. Harley,
was presented by James Gray.

The report of the employment com-
mittee prepared by Arthur W. White
was read by Secretary Lance. During
year 1,764 men applied for position; 60
were referred for treatment, 203 for
training and 833 to positions.

The report of the finance chairman,
G. F. Copeland, showed the general
receipts for the fiscal year to have
been $8,288.76, with a balance of
$1,225.45 over and above_the disburse-
ments.

Declines Nomination.

Lieut.-Col. C. M. R. Graham, de-
clining nomination to the executive
council, paid a high tribute to the
work of the officers of the commission
and expressed the opinion that as a
returned officer he could co-operate
more freely and better with the work
of the commission if he remained out-
side of the executive.

Report Forwarded.

A very favorable report was presented
by George F. Copeland of the finance
committee. Discussing the commission’s
special account, he said that this is a
trust fund provided by the head office
of the commission for the purpose of
making advances or loans to ex-s&rvice
1wen or their dependents when such is
necessary; up to date 3,358 advances
havé® been made from this account to-
talling $112,991.72. Of this $93,786.37 has
been repaid. It has been found that in
the majority of cases the men respect
to the utmost the confidence placed in
them when the loan is made, and it is
expected that tl;e loss from bad debts
will not be more than 1 per cent.

At the end of July there were 286
accounts on the books, a total outstand-
ing of $21,375.09.
Arthur W. White presented the re-
port of the employment committee.
The report read in part:
“During the year 1,764 men applied
to the commission for assistance in ob-
taining employment, and of this number
| 835 were referred to positions that had
presented themselves, the balance in
most cases were referred to the Gov-
ernment employment bureau, although
a few required treatment or training,
and were placed in touch with the de-
partmtnt concerned.

Well-Paid Work.

“The total number who have applied
for assistance since the commencement
has been 4.182, and of this number 2,237
have been referred to positions, the
majority having secured regular and
partment concerned.

Mrs. S. F. Lawrason, chairman of
the welfare .committee, reported that
the number of cases which have been
handled by the welfare department
during the past year is almost three
times as great as the year previous,
1,074 cases being handled, as against
383 the previous year; 1,868 calls were
made by the welfare workers last year,
as against 994 the year before; $705.25
was spent in providing relief for neces-
sary cases, in addition to quantities of
supplies from the welfare supply de-

pot.
Amendment.

“During the year an amendment to
the soldiers’ aid commission act was
passed by the Legislature, authorizing
the commission to exercise and per-
form all the rights, powers and duties
of a children’s aid society, as provided
by the children’s protection act,” said
Mrs. Lawrence.

“A great deal of work has been done
in assisting ex-soldiers’ children
through the co-operation of the Salva-
tion Army and local Children’s Aid
Society. We are, however, finding now
that the local shelters are over-
crowded, and it is very difficult to
find a place for any extra children
who have to be sheltered, even tem-

CARVELL ISSUES SUMMARY.

OTTAWA, Sept. 7.—A summary of
the judgment which has been handed
down by the railway commission in the
application of all Canadian railways
for increased rates was given out this
evening by the chief commissioner,
Hon. Mr. Carvell. The chief commis-
sioner stated that during the exhaus-
tive hearing which opened on August
10 and continued for nearly two weeks
a tremendous mass of documentary
evidence had been submitted. The
work of going through this evidence
had been a very large one, and only
by the greatest effort on the part of
the commissionerg was a judgment
arrived at so soon.

The judgment will refuse to author-
ize 'any increases in the rates on sand,
gravel and crushed stone, and inci-

dental services,
diversions, re-consignment, stop-overs,
d_emurrage. weighing, etc., but pro-
vision is made for special applications !
in any or all of these services.

No increase is authorized in the
rates on milk or commutation fares,

such as switching,

Authorization is given for an in-

DIRECT ACTION IN ENGLAND.

President Thomas boldly declared that organ
jged labor of the United Kingdom would use
ﬁreét action in order to bend the Government

‘brushe’ aside in order that Labor should have
its way. If the congress supports this declara-
tion. thtn it is certain that the Old Land is
‘close to an industrial, political and social ex-
‘plosion that may bring on terrible civil strife,
as Lloya George has announced that tie Gov-
‘ernment will not permit any one class to dictate
the polizies of the nation, foreigh or domestic,
save through the agency of Parliament. Thomas
was careful to explain that direct
action would be employed solely to
compel ~ the Government to adopt labor's
‘attitude towards Russia and Poland, but
it is not conceivable that if successful the mat-
ter would stop there. Every issue between the
Government and trades unionism would be
treated in the same manner. The real reason
gor the threat of direct action, of course,
to sccure submission of the Government to the
will of labor. Obviously the necessity for Par-
liament would disappear and trades unionism
would direct the affairs of the nation.

Against such radicalism as this it is certain
the great majority of Englishmen are opposed.
Lloyd George is building on the love of the
“Britisher for law and order and the constitu-
tional in his defiance of the Reds at home, and
"he is on sure and safe ground. The British
public is weary of war, and Thomas is depend-
ing upcn this sentiment, but it is equally true
the public is weary of the exasperating indus-
trial and social strife which has been kept alive
in the United Kingdom by the extremists who
appear to have secured control of organized
labor. If labor should endeavor by the general
strike, as Smillie and his miners threaten, to
compel the Government to accept labor’s wishes.
labor may find it has aroused a fierce and
powerful hostility that will sweep it aside. For-
tunately there are millions in the ranks of
trades unionism who have no sympathy with
direct action. This may force smme, Thomas
. and other Red leaders to modify their present
\'\ bold and arrogant attitude.

GEORGE ETIENNE CARTIER.

In the letter which he wrote to the Duke
of Buckingham in March, 1866, proposing that
George Etienne Cartier should have knighthood
conferred upon him, as it had recently been con-
ferred upon John A. Macdonald, Hon. Charles

Tupper wrote that “but for the patriotic devo-
tion of Mr. Cartier to the great project of Con-
federation, and the courage with which, in the
face of great difficulties and dangers he pursued
that policy to the end, the union could not have
been accomplished. That tribute of more than
fifty years ago should long ere this have
Prought the recognition which is only now being
given to Cartier’s share in the formation of the
Dominion, recognition which was evidenced in
the unveiling of a monument this week at Que-
bec. The semicentenmial of Confederation,
three years ago, drew attention to Cartier’s
place in Canadian history, and his fellow-
countrymen, as well as English-speaking Can-
' ada, have paid belated honor to his name.
One of his biographers has said of Cartier
that he possessed what most men lack, namely,
character. FEloquence we have and have had
in plemty; political shrewdness in plenty, exact
¥nowledge of government and affairs, these have
been the endowment of any number of our
public men, but of how few can it be truly said
that they possessed real character, that firm-
ness of mind and unswerving imtegrity so neces-
sary to those who held power over others?
These qualities Cartier possessed in large de-
gree.
The power of oratory has probably been over-
estimated in so far as government is concerned.
Cartier was no orator, though he was an effec
tive debater. Mr. De Celles says of him that
he was always convincing, drawing and retaining
the attention of his hearers by the splendid
array of his arguments. “Of middle size but of
a strong frame, with an intelligent face and
eyes full of fire, he gave the impression of a
man of untiring energy and courage. Always in
motion, pivoting on himself, gazing at his
friends to infuse them with his burning enthus-
jasm, and then in turn at his opponents to
challenge them to contradiction, he never Zfailed
to make a mark in debate.”

Thom, 167 Grey street,
who served for five years during the
war with the British and Canadian ex-

peditionary forces, is again on her way
overseas, this time to help alleviate the
suffering of native Christians on lands
where the Turk is running amuck. She
sailed recently from New York with a
party of six, members of the Near East
Relief, which has its American head-
quarters in that city. Miss Thom \'vnl
be remembered-as a graduate of Vic-
toria Hospital Training School and a
right hand nurse for the late Dr. John

D. Wilson.
Relief Needed.

Recent reports to headquarters of the
relief organization in New York have
indicated a pressing need for the ser-
vices of English and American nurses
and doctors. Through the Near East
Relief has largely improved conditions
since it began its activities, returned
workers have declared that these activi-
ties must be continued, particularly
during the coming winter to prevent
the death of thousands of natives,

According to these reports sanitary
conditions are generally bad throusn-
out the Near East, lack of medical at-
tention and supplies resulting in a large
number of deaths preventable under
ordinary circumstances.

Atrocities.

Turkish atrocities have also added
many maimed and wounded of all ages
and sexes to the burden of the relief
workers. "

Despite the unsettled political situa-
tion throughout the districts in which
Near East Relief workers are stationed
and to which Miss Thom is going, little
fear is expressed by relief officials for
their safety. Returned workers are
unanimous in their statements that
both British and Americans are being
highly regarded by natives of all races
and creeds, largely because of the
relief that both nationalities have ad-
ministered.

Take two
squares of silk the size of the case as
folded, place between them a square of
wadding slightly smaller, thickly
sprinkled with sachet powder of some
favorite perfume, join the edges neatly,
and dot with French knots.

The
point at issu&” was the price the com-
pany should be paid for 116,000 tons of
rails rolled and delivered subsequent to
April 1918 by the steel company, the
rails being furnished in consequence of
an order-in-council passed by the Gov-
ernment under the authority of the war
measures act, enjoining the company to

| supply at least 100,000 tons in order that

the railways might be put in.a position
to operate up to full capacity during the
period of the war.

Difference of Opinion. *

The cause of the difference of opinion
as to the value of the rails, it developed
during the hearing today, was that
when the Government order was issued
the Dominion Iron and Steel Company
had in hand large orders from the Im-
perial Munitions Board for shell steel,
and the manufacture of this had to be
practically discontinued, with the re-
su't that 99,000 tons were not delivered.
On behalf of the company, it was stat-
ed today, that for this steel the com-
pany would have received about $80
a ton, but cost of production would
have exceeded the cost of making rails
by from $3 to $5 a ton.

Company Refused.

The company suggested, in view of
these facts, that it should receive $75
a ton for the rails. The War Trade
Board, on the other hand, took the
view that $65 would be a proper price.
The company refused to accept this
price when it was offered by Hon.
J. D. Reid, minister of railways, and,
in accordance with the terms of the
original order-in-council, a reference
was made to the exchequer court. The
amount actually in dispute is $10 a
ton on 116,000 toms, or $1,600,000. Of
nearly eight million dollars claimed by
the company for the rails, some $5,600,
000 has already been pald by
Government.

ALSAGE TO RETAIN

PECULIAR TONGUE

Combination of French and
German To Continue as the
Language of Province.

Paris, Sept. 7.—One of the greatest
of France's reconstruction problems is

td determine just what encouragement
is to be given to the use of the peculiar
half-French half-German dialect of the
Alsatians. After long study of the con-
ditions in the restored provinces, and
after questioning thousands of peasants
and townsfolk, a recommendation has
been made to the French Government
urging that mo effort be made to pro-
hibit the teaching of German in the
scnools of Alsace, but that greater ef-
fort be made to teach the people the
beauties of the French tongue and
literature, at the same time recogniz-
ing the dialect of Alsace as the lan-
guage of a people which has shown
heroic fidelity to France.

This scheme of maintaining the Al-
satian phrasings, undeniably the logical
product of enforced bilingualism, has
been strengthened by M. Eugene Gerber,
who at Dambech has inaugurated an
open-air theatre, in which only plays
will be produced in the Alsatian tongue.
But this effort, while meeting with
popular appreciation, is not destined to
have great effect, as it is recognized
that the dialect, although convenient
for folklore and the daily speech of
family life, does not lend itself readily
to literature.

The educational problem is exceed-
ingly complex. Few of the Alsatian
teachers were able to instruct in French;
those who had had any previous train-

teach imperfectly.

In order to bridge this difficulty it

been decided to commence the
teaching of French as soon as the pupils
enter ' the schools. German will not

to the similarity of
the dialect and the German vocabulary,
rapid progress may be attained in both
the national and provincial tongues.
In short, the French have realized
that it is unwise to expect the patriotic
citizens of Alsace to give up a speech
which meets with all the conditions of
life so close to the Rhine, and which,
even in the seventeenth century, was
more extensively used than either
French or German. If after the Prus-
sian victory of 1871 the Germans had not
made the use of German compulsory to
the exclusion of French, the dialegt
might gradually have disappeared; but
such a solution is now impossibie. The
dialect of the Alsatian homes formed
an easy method of bewildering the
German masters of Alsace during forty-
five years, and, to use the words of
educator, “when fifty years
hence an Alsatian grandfather is asked
to tell the story of France's recovery of
her cherished possessions, it will be told
in the speech of Alsace, for it is in
dialect that the Alsatian  heart
