CARTER ON TRIAL.
Kirkfleld Stable Trainer Gives Vivid

Description of His Fatal Quarrel
With “Dutch” Miller.

Toronto, Jan. 23.—In the Assize
Court, Alex. Carter was arraigned on
the charge of manslaughter, for caus-
ing the death of Fred (Dutch) Miller
by shoeting him in the Seagram kit-
chen on Nov. 26 last. Justice Britton
ts presiding. All the evidende is im.
Counsel will address the jury sthis
morning.

A feature of the trial was the drama-
tic, graphic and excitable manner in
which the accused gave his evidence.
Carter's description of the fatal quar-
rel between him and Miller was vivid.
He told how, after they were alone in
the “kitchen,” he called Miller “ a big
Dutch bully,” and accused him of being
ungrateful. More words followed. Mil-
ler went to his ‘trunk, and while lifting
the lid said: “—— —— TI'll kill you.”
Miller turned with the revolver and
snapped 1t twice, while it was pointed
at his (Carter’s) head. They grappled
and the struggle for the gun commenc-
ed. They turned and twisted.

“I knew I was fighting for my life”
said Carter. Both had hold of the wea-
pon with both hands, their arms ex-
tending full length upwards. Miller had
his finger on the rigger. The gun was
pointing downwards when it went off.
Miller fell back on the bed. Carter
then went out on the street and asked
some boys to hurry for a doctor.

‘Witness, in telling of this part of the
fight, got down out of the box and de~
scribed the position of himself and his
opponent.

Dr. Caven, who made the post-mor-
, tem, testified that the shot which caus-
ed ‘death was fired with the revolver
pointing downward. He saw no signs
of gun-powder. If a revolver was fired
a foot from the objec¥ one would na-
turally find to expect signs of powder.
Fired at two feet there would be none
shown on a tweed coat.

Other witnesses testified that the
dead man had from time to time made
threatening remarks against the accus-
ed. :
The accused is a trainer in the em-
ploy of the Kirkfleld stable, and the
dead man was employed by the Sea-
gram stable.

Guilty of Manslaughter.

In the Assize Court, Dominico Tab-
evinto, pleaded guilty to manslaughter,
Judge Britton postponed sentence. Tab.-
erinto was tried at the last Assizes on
the charge of killing Amos Marlow at
Mimico on Sept. 22 last. The jury dis-
agreed. ’

BATTLESHIP SUNK.

Three Hundred of Brazil's Turret Ship
Aquidauban’s Crew Go Down With
Her—Only One Officer Saved.

Rio’ Janeiro, Brazil, Jam. 23.—The
Braszilian tyrret ship "Aquidauban has
been sunk at Port Jacarepagua, south
of Rio Janeiro, as the result of an ex-
plosion on board.

Three hundred of her crew perished,
and only one officer was saved.

Four rear admirals perished on
board the Aquidauban, which had been
used for the accommodation of a num-
per of supernumery officers and men
attached to the flotilla escorting the.
cruiser Barroso, having the Minister
of Marine and his staff on board, who,
were inspecting the sites proposed for
&-new arsenal.

The explosion on the Aquidauban oc-
ecurred in the powder magazine.

The vessel sank in three minutes.

212 8ailors Were Killed.

Later advices show that the number
killed in the blowing up of the battle-
ship was 212, and that 98 of those
aboagd were saved.

The bodles will be brought to Ris
Janeiro and given a national funeral.

There is general mourning here, and
all the theatres are closed.

The following members of the com-

mission which left the arsenal on board
the Aquidaban, accompanying the min-
ister of marine, were drowned:
. Rear-Admiral Rodrigo Jose Da Ro-
che, Rear-Admiral Francisco Calheiros
Da Graca, Rear-Admiral Joao Candido-
Brazil, and Capt. Alves De Larrigo.

Two commanders, two German pho-
tographers, and one reporter also wers
drowned.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 23.—A constitu-
tional Government for Persia, accord-
ing to advices from Teheran recelved

iah priests from the Persian capital and
a protest against the Shah's Govern-
ment. The insurgents proceeded to the
village of Shah-Abd -Ul-Azim where
the Shah presld;d over a representative
assembly electeu by the mullahs, mer-
chants and landowners.

The assembly will be called the
“House of Justice,” and exercise ad-
ministrative and legislative powers.

Legislature Will Be Opened Thursday,
Feb. 15—Short But Brisk Session
Is Aimed For By Premier.

Toronto, Jan, 24—His Honor Lieu-
tenant-Governor Mortimer Clark will
formerly open the Ontario Legislature
on Thursdsy, Feb. 15, at 3 o'clock.,
This statement was made officially
by Hon. J. P. Whitney, Premier of On-
tario, last evening, and the proclama-
tion was prepared last night.

Notices will be sent out to-day to all
parties immediately concerned.

The Premier announced that it was
the expectation of the Government to
dispose of all the public business in a
thorough way in time to prorogue the
Legislature on Thursday, April 12, the
day preceding Good Friday, -making
the session a brief but brisk one of
just eight weeks,

connection with private legislation.
The times of extension of bills will be
shorter and members will be asked to
get their notices in right away.

M. REVOIL KEEN FENCER

Count Von Tattenbach Parries

With Downright Speech,

Beginning of Fresh Controversies Be-
tween Germany and France Through
the Unsympathetic Personalities of
These Delegates—Five of 16 Articles
In the Report of the Committee on
Contraband Arms Adopted.

Algeciras, Jan. 23.—The plenipoten-

tiaries were entertained at yesterday's
sitting of the Moroccan conference by
an almost co 1uwous  skirmish be-
tween M. Revoil, head of the French
delegation, and Count Von Tattenbach,
the second of the German delegates.
‘While the amenities were carefully ob-
served, the other delegates were con-
scious that the day was the beginning
of fresh controversies between France
and Germany, which are likely to be
long protracted and of increasing earn-
estness.
" The styles of fence displayed by the
‘two plenipotentiaries suggested their
differences of races. M. /Revoil was
keen, analytical of mind, skillful in
diplomatic phrasing and with a grace
of expression and a winning person-
ality, Count Von Tattenbach was
downright of speech and soldierly in
manner, trusting to the solidity of his
ideas and to his facts,

The two plenipotentiaries are not in
sympathy, and draw apart outside the
council room. Both are of high ambi-
tion, and it will be difficult for either
to yield to the other.

Messages of Hope.

The conference reassembled at the
Town Hall. The presiding officer, the
Duke of Almodovar, Spanish Minister
for Foreign Affairs, read messages from
the Spanish Senate and Chamber of
Deputies, expressing hope for a suc-
cessful issue of the conference. The
Marquis Visconti Venosta, head of the
Italian mission, replying in the name of
the delegates, made a significant ref-
erence to the international character of
the agreement to be concluded here.
This was interpreted as referring to
the Franco-German difficulty over 'the
question of the international control
of Morocco.

The conference adopted five of the
16 articles contained in the report of
the committee on contraband arms.
Discussion of the remaining articles
then went over until Wednesday, to-
day being reserved for the ceremonies
attending the feast day of King Al-
fonso.

Spoke In Arabic.

The discussion brought out a lengthy
discourse from Sidi Mohammed EI
Mokhri, the second of the Moroccan
delegates, concerning Morocco's gen-
eral attitude towards the conference.
He spoke in Avabic, and the delegates
decided to have a translation made of
his remarks. .

The drafts of the report under dis-
cussion, besides providing repressivs
laws by the powers, charges the Mo-
roccan customs authorities with the
repression of contraband along the
coast, Before seizing a foreign ship
they must notify the legation of the
country to which the ship belongs, and
pending action on the part of the lega-
tion at Tangier, the Moroccan authori-
ties shall install a guardian on board
the ship. TUpon the legation’'s approv-
ing the seizure, the contraband cargo
will be condemned, the proceeds going
to the Moroccan treasury, while the
fines will be distributed between the in-
formers and the Mor ccan treasury.

France Given Control.

The draft gives France exclusive
control over coniraband on the Alger-
ian frontler, and gives Spain exclusive
control along the frontier of Spain's
possessions in Morocco.

The general principle of the plan ix
to leave the coast surveillance with the
Moroccan custorns, but as the question
of Frapce's administering the customs
comes up iater, the I'ranco-German
contention remains open.

French Fight the Chinese.

Marseilles, Jan. 23.—The ' Chinese
mail which arrived here yesterday
brought an account of the invasion of
Tonquin, French Indo-China by Chinese
regulars wito encountered a French
force numbering 400 men, of whem 150
were Europeans. A three-hours batile
ensued yresulting in the defeat of the
Chinese, ‘who lost 300 killed and 300
wounded. The French lost 16 men of
the foreign legion, and 29 Annamites
killed.

Nominations at Kingston.

Kingston, Jan. 23.—The nomination
of F. J. B. Pense as the candidate for
the Liberals, and of Donald M. MeIn-
tyre for the Conservatives in the bye-
election, took place in the City Hall
vesterday at 1 o'clock. At ‘this hour
only a few persons were present, and
the preliminaries were limited to .the
legal requirements only. At 2 p. m.
the hall was comfortably filled, and in
20 minutes more it was packed. Besides

Capt. Campbell was defeated in a
three-cornered fight in Mid-Lanark by
a majority: of 2,776.

This time a La-
bor candidate was in the field, but his
candidature was repudiated by the of-
ficial labor men = The Liberal candi-
date declared that the Conservatives
were pay:ng the expenses of the Labor
men, but this the Conservatives strong-

ly denied. The result was that James
Caldwell, the Liberal, polled 7,246;
Capt. Campbell, Conservative, 4,470, and
Gibson, Labor, 758.

Mr. Wyatt also fought an even

stronger Liberal seat in the Rushcliffe
division of Nottinghamshire, where the
majorities in the past have ranged
from 446 to 2,636. He was opposed by
J. E. Ellis, Under Secretary for India
in the new Govefnment, whose major-
ity is 3.634. The-vote stood—Ellis 9,090,
Wyatt 5,450,

Balkan Situation Has Become
Serious Once More.

Austro-Hungary and Turkey Try to
Break Up Coalition of the Balkan
States—Servian Cattle Barred Out
of Austro-Hungary, Its 90 Per Cént.
Market—Turkey Takes Action—
King Peter Must Go Soen.

Vienna, Jan. 24—A despatch receiv-
ed late Monday night from Belgrade
says that the Austro-Hungarian fron-
tier has been closed against Servian
cattle. This marks an acute step in
the quarrel between Austria-Hungary
on one side, and Bulgaria and Servia
on the other, as the result of secret
negotiations between the Balkan States
for a mutual customs union.

All the efforts of Austria-Hungary
Yo terminate the negotiations looking
to the conclusion of the customs union
have been unavailing. In its last note
on the subject the Servian Government
declined to be guided by Austria-Hun-
gary's suggestion in the matter. The
negotiations between Austria-Hungary
and Servia for the conclusion of a com-
mercial treaty were officially breken off
Monday because of Servia's persistence
iIn endeavoring to form the umion
with the other Balkan states.

The closing of the Austro-Hungarian
frontier against the importation of Ser-
vian cattle into Austria-Hungary Iis
clearly an aggressive movement for
the purpose of making Servia under-
stand that Austria-Hungary is firmly
opposed to the proposed neutral cus-
toms union of the Balkan states. Nine-
ty per cent. of the Servian cattle are
marketed in Austria-Hungary.

Turkey Makes Demands.

T.ondon, Jan. 24.-——Teiegraphing from
Sofia Monday, The Times' correspond-
ent says: :

“Contending that Bulgaria has no
right under the provisions of the Ber-
lin treaty to conclude such a conven-
Yion, Turkey has presented a note re-
quiring that Bulgaria abandon the Ser-
via-Bulgarian convention, Bulgaria re-
fuses to comply with the request.

“Turkey’s intervention, apparently, is
attributable to Austro-Hungarian in-
spiration, and introduces a new factor
in the situation; but it is npt known
whether Turkey is ready ta enforce the
demand by frontier regulations.”

Special despatches fromm Vienna to
yesterday mornir_\g',s' Lopdon news -
“papers are inclined te attribute the
strained relations between Austria-
Hungary and Servia partly to.the wan-
ing influence of King Peter. The King
is represented as being powerless to
contro! the policy of hig Cabinet owing
to the growth of Radical and Republi-
canjnfluenées which, it-is-said, appear
to threaten the position of the Ser-
vian dynasty.

Days Are Numbered.

The correspondent of The Daily Mail
says: :

“It iw believed In Austria 'that' the
days of the Karagéorgevitech dynasty
are numbered, and that before a vear
has ‘elapsed King Peter and his family
will be expelled. King Peter's court is
hrlluhv boycotted by the KEuropean
ecourts, owing to suspicions that he had
foreknowledge of the murder of King
Alexander and Queen Draga, and al-
ready a strong party is trying to place

a German prince on the Servian
throne.”
The correspondent of The Dalily

Chronicle says he hears that Austria
has learned of the conclusion of a mili-
tary alliance between Servia and Bul-
garia.

Many in Toronto believe
there is no hell My common-sense
tells me that there is a hell and if
there is not there should be.”

ATTACKED BY BLIGHT.

Great Patches of Ontario's Pine For-
ests Declared to Be Affected.

Ottawa, Jan. 24.—Officials of the Do-
minion geological survey have made
the ‘sensational announcement that a
blight has struck the great pine forests
of the Temiskaming district.

They say that great patches of the;
grand ‘white pines are losing their foli-
age through some unknown cause. The
needle-like leaves of the affected trees:
were turned in some cases to a yellow
color, and in others to a deep red
brownish.

In some cases the entire foliage of
gigantic forest monsters was so affect-
ed, in others the enemy had only ‘at-
tacked in patches, but in all cases ap-
pearances pointed to the early death
of the trees, which would expose them
in a year, or two to the ravages of the
“borer,” an insect that perforates dead
timber in a manner that makes it ab-
solutely worthless, except for firewood.

The discoverers of this condition
were Dr, Barlow and W. J. Wilson of
the geological survey, both of whom
were engaged during last summer in
different parts of the Temagami l‘oun-
try. A
Dr. Barlow communicated his obsorA
vations upon his return to Hon. Mr.
Cochrane, Provincial Minister of Lands
and Mines, who expressed his lnten-
tion of looking into the matter.
